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1. Although he was an All-Star catcher in 1991, he converted to his better-known position the following year, again receiving an All-Star bid. He ranks second on the all-time hit-by-pitch list and was displaced from his long-time position with the signing of Jeff Kent in 2003. In 2007, he hit his 3000th hit in his home stadium, (*) Minute Maid Park. He and his teammate, Jeff Bagwell, both played their entire careers for the same team. For 10 points, name this Astros second-basemen who hit a record fifty lead-off homers and retired after the 2007 season.

ANSWER: Craig Biggio <Jeff>
2. This character lives on 245 East 73rd Street. She dated Jeremy, played by David Duchovny, tried to quit smoking for another beau, Aiden Shaw, and left a Russian artist named Aleksandr Petrovsky. She wears expensive shoes from Manolo Blahniks and enjoys a cocktail made of vodka, Triple Sec, cranberry juice, and lime juice, the (*) Cosmopolitan. In her Upper East Side apartment, she writes on her PowerBook such phrases as “I was emotionally slutty” for her column in the New York Star. For 10 points, name this character who married “Mr. Big,” the narrator of Sex and the City, played by Sarah Jessica Parker. 
ANSWER: Carrie Bradshaw [accept either] <Dan>
3. This author co-wrote The Bald Book and 187 Men to Avoid: A Guide for the Romantically Frustrated Woman. In one of his novels, Rachel Sexton investigates aliens in the Arctic. In another, Susan Fletcher tries to crack the titular code with the supercomputer TRANSLTR. His newest release, (*) The Lost Symbol, which used to be called The Solomon Key, features the same Harvard symbologist who saved Vatican City from antimatter and discovered that the Holy Grail was a woman. For 10 points, name this American author of Deception Point and Digital Fortress who wrote about Robert Langdon in Angels and Demons and The Da Vinci Code. 
ANSWER: Dan Brown <Dan>
4. In 2006, this band was sued by convicted cannibal Armin Meiwes for the unlicensed use of his story in one of its songs. This band takes its name from a U.S. Air Force base in this band’s native country, the site of a 1988 air show disaster. Live shows, which include lots of pyrotechnics, were released on a DVD set in 2006 titled (*) Völkerball. For 10 points, name this metal band, with songs like “Amerika” and “Feuer Frei,” (FIE-yur FRY) that is most famous for its German-language hit, “Du Hast.”
ANSWER: Rammstein <Jeff>
5. Art Modell moved this franchise to its current location for the 1996 season. Jonathan Ogden played his entire career for this team, and Matt Stover played thirteen seasons for this franchise in its current city and five seasons in its old location, (*) Cleveland. This team won Super Bowl XXXV with a record-setting defense which included Tony Siragusa, Rod Woodson, and Peter Boulware. For 10 points, name this team, quarterbacked in 2008 by Joe Flacco, the long-time home of Ray Lewis.
ANSWER: Baltimore Ravens [prompt “Baltimore”] <Jeff>
6. It begins when a character announces that one of the cross beams at the mill has gone out askew on the treadle. He gets annoyed when Carol Cleveland asks what that means. In the eponymous episode, the characters in this scene—Fang, Biggles, and (*) Ximénez—can’t make it to the Old Bailey. The title entity will torture you with the kitchen drying rack and the comfy chair, and among its weapons are: fear, surprise, ruthless efficiency, an almost fanatical devotion to the Pope, and nice red uniforms. For 10 points, name this sketch from Monty Python’s Flying Circus in which “nobody expects” the title entity.

ANSWER: “The Spanish Inquisition” <Dan>
7. In this musical, Ernst seduces Hanschen, and they sing “The Word of Your Body,” a rare moment of comic relief. In “The Dark I Know Well,” Martha confesses she is abused by her father, just like Ilse, who talks to Moritz Stiefel just before he shoots himself. Wendla loses her (*) virginity to Melchior as the chorus sings “I Believe.” Based on an 1891 Frank Wedekind play, it won the 2007 Tony Award for Best Musical and features numbers like “Mama Who Bore Me,” “My Junk,” and “The Song of Purple Summer.” For 10 points, name this Duncan Sheik rock musical about some German teenagers who discover their sexualities.

ANSWER: Spring Awakening <Dan>
8. This character is played by Jonathan Goldsmith and says that, given the choice between two parties, “the after-party is the one you want.” In his many appearances, he surfs, catches marlin, arm-wrestles, and frees a bear from a trap. He can lift two seated Asian women over his head and shoot a cue ball out of an Indian man’s (*) mouth. “He is a lover, not a fighter, but also a fighter, so don’t get any ideas.” He can’t carry credit cards because he’s so magnetic, and his organ donor card lists his beard. For 10 points, name this advertising icon of print, radio, and TV who says, “Stay thirsty, my friends,” and doesn’t always drink beer but prefers Dos Equis. 

ANSWER: The Most Interesting Man in the World <Dan>
9. In one song, this group sings, “I’m giving you everything/All that joy can bring/This I swear.” Their first album, which is partially self-titled, is the all-time best-selling album for a (*) girl group. Hits from that album include “2 Become 1,” “Say You’ll Be There,” and “Wannabe,” in which they sing, “If you wanna be my lover/you gotta get with my friends.” This group’s second album was accompanied by a similarly titled 1997 movie. For 10 points, name this recently reunited girl group consisting of Geri Halliwell, Melanie Chisolm, Emma Bunton, Melanie Brown, and Victoria Beckham, better known as Ginger, Sporty, Baby, Scary, and Posh.
ANSWER: The Spice Girls <Jeff>
10. This character can’t concentrate long enough to read Breakfast at Tiffany’s but he can’t rent the movie either. He pushes several children and a grandma down to avoid a small kitchen fire. This former real estate agent’s ATM code is (*) “Bosco,” but he won’t even reveal that to his fiancée, Susan Ross. He has variously worked as a bra salesman, hand model, and assistant to the travelling secretary of the New York Yankees. He wants to be an architect, and he uses the pseudonym Art Vandelay. For 10 points, name this “short, stocky, slow-witted, bald man” played by Jason Alexander who is Jerry’s best friend on Seinfeld. 

Answer: George Costanza [accept either] <Dan> 
11. This athlete was the number one draft pick in the 1993 NBA Draft and subsequent Rookie of the Year with the Golden State Warriors. He was an All-American at Michigan, but he made a serious error in the last minute of the 1993 National Championship Game, when he received a technical foul for (*) calling a time-out when his team had none. After playing for the Wizards, Kings, 76ers, and Pistons, he retired mid-season in 2008 and joined the color commentary team on TNT two days later. For 10 points, name this 5-time NBA All-star whose number four jersey has been retired by the Sacramento Kings.
ANSWER: Chris Webber <Jeff>
12. In one cut-scene in this video game, Carmine complains about his gun constantly jamming before he gets shot by a sniper. On one mission, the player must use a spotlight to help his partner cross a street and avoid the kryll flying overhead. The father of the main character, (*) Adam, mapped the giant network of underground tunnels which are destroyed at the end of this game by the Lightmass Bomb. For 10 points, name this 3rd-person shooter by Epic Games set on the planet Sera [SAIR-uh], in which Dominic Santiago, Cole Train, Marcus Fenix, and the rest of the Delta Squad battle the Locust Horde.
ANSWER: Gears of War [do not accept or prompt “Gears of War 2”] <Jeff>
13. This store is called Seiyu in Japan and Asda in the UK. Hillary Clinton once served on its board of directors and its current CEO is Mike Duke. It recently changed its logo, removing the star from the middle of the previously (*) hyphenated name and changing it to a yellow spark. “Save money, live better,” replaced its “Always low prices. Always” slogan in 2007. This Arkansas-based chain, which owns Sam’s Club, also put polo shirts on its employees instead of the blue vests that the greeters had worn for years. For 10 points, name this chain of “big box” stores that offers rollbacks and takes its name from founder Sam Walton.

ANSWER: Wal-Mart <Dan> 
14. This movie singlehandedly bankrupted Franchise Pictures. Set on a future Earth conquered by aliens known as Psychlos, it was adapted from an eponymous L. Ron Hubbard novel. It features Barry Pepper, Forrest Whitaker, and the star of Pulp Fiction (*) and Grease as Terl. Subtitled A Saga of the Year 3000, it is about a group of captured humans who revolt and retake Earth. It swept the 2000 Golden Raspberry Awards, after being pushed through production by John Travolta. For 10 points, name this sci-fi flick, a vehicle of scientology which features super-strong dreadlocked aliens.
ANSWER: Battlefield Earth: A Saga of the Year 3000 <Jeff>
15. This band won a much-contested 1989 Grammy for best Hard Rock or Metal Performance. Along with “Cross-Eyed Mary” and “Locomotive Breath,” this band sings about a shabbily dressed homeless man who eyes little girls with bad intent. Other hits include (*) “Bungle in the Jungle” and “Hymn 43.” This band was fronted by Ian Anderson, who played the flute. For 10 points, name this British rock band that sang “Aqualung” and bears no relation to an agricultural pioneer of the same name.
ANSWER: Jethro Tull <Jeff>
16. This group sings, “There are those who think that they were dealt a losing hand.” During shows, one of its three members, Alex Lifeson, plays keyboard with his feet. Of their nineteen studio albums, the most famous is a 1981 release called Moving Pictures which features tracks like “Red Barchetta” and the lyric-less (*) “YYZ.” Eric Cartman changes the lyrics of one song by this band to be about Huck Finn, not another titular Twain character. For 10 points, name this progressive rock trio, also featuring Geddy Lee and Neil Peart, that plays songs like “Limelight,” “Tom Sawyer,” and “The Trees.”
ANSWER: Rush <Jeff> 
17. Lionel Barrymore and Franchot Tone should’ve won this award, but it wasn’t created until 1936, when Walter Brennan won it the first of his record three times. Robert DeNiro won it in 1974 for playing a character already played by Marlon Brando. Gust Avrakotos and Father Brendan Flynn were two (*) Philip Seymour Hoffman characters recently nominated for this award, which was won by Morgan Freeman as “Scrap Iron” Dupris in 2004, Alan Arkin as Edwin Hoover in 2006. For 10 points, name this Academy Award that was won posthumously in 2009. 
ANSWER: Academy Award for Best Supporting Actor [or Performance by an Actor in a Supporting Role; or Oscar for Best Supporting Actor; accept other equivalents] <Dan>
18. This character’s father provides the party money by depositing it for withdrawal from ATM machines and he can be unlocked in another game by reflecting ten projectiles. This character, along with Paula, Jeff, and Poo, must defeat Giygas after building up their powers at eight sanctuaries. This character grows up in Onett and is the main male character of the (*) Earthbound series, in which he cannot use many of the psychic abilities he later uses in a Nintendo series which features Earthbound-inspired levels like Fourside and Onett. For ten points, name this hat-clad video game character that uses his own baseball bat and moves like PSI Fire in the Super Smash Brothers Series.
ANSWER: Ness
19. One bonus level in this game is “Egyptian Temple,” where the playable character must kill a man in a white hat three times. Another mission takes the title character to a satellite station in Severnaya, the workplace of Boris and (*) Natalya. The main character also meets Valentin in a defunct statue park. The final mission of the main storyline is called “Cradle,” and in that mission, the main character kills Trevelyan. For 10 points, name this movie-based James Bond game for the N64 in which Bond must stop the use of an EMP satellite by the Janus organization.
ANSWER: Goldeneye 007<Jeff>
20. This film is set on the campus of Harrison University. It features Seann William Scott as an animal wrangler and a Grammy-nominated rapper as himself. A bread maker with three speeds is twice-gifted in this movie, in which Frank instructs an on-stage performer to bring his green hat before he goes (*) streaking alone. In this 2003 film, Blue dies of a heart attack during a KY wrestling match. For 10 points, name this film in which Luke Wilson, Vince Vaughn, and Will Ferrell play three men who attempt to start and maintain their own fraternity. 
ANSWER: Old School <Jeff>
TB. In Dr. Pepper offered every American a free can if this band released a famously delayed album in 2008. In the titular location of one of their songs, the grass is green and the girls are pretty. Two previous albums from this band, both titled “Use Your Illusion,” contain the tracks (*) “November Rain” and “Knockin’ on Heaven’s Door.” The guitarist Slash played lead guitar for this band’s “Appetite for Destruction” album, but did not reprise his role for any of “Chinese Democracy.” For ten points, name this rock band fronted by Axl Rose with hits like “Sweet Child O’ Mine” and “Welcome to the Jungle.”
Answer: Guns N’ Roses<Jeff>
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
