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1. This planet is orbited by two moons, White Lady and Blue Child. Located in the Great Dark Beyond, it was shaped when the Well of Eternity erupted, causing the Great Sundering. This created the Forbidding Sea and the Veiled Sea, as well as a great whirlpool called the (*) Maelstrom. The Great Sea separates Lordaeron, Khaz Modan, and the rest of the Eastern Kingdoms from its other two regions, Northrend and Kalimdor. Undermine is the home of goblins, and humans come from Stormwind in an eponymous continent on this world. For 10 points, name this world that is home to elves and dwarves, the setting of most of the games in the Warcraft series. 
ANSWER: Azeroth <Dan> 
2. In one video by this band, Lil Jon’, Xzibit, David Banner, and Snoop Dogg masquerade as the members of this group, which formerly included drummer David Silveria. In another video, a tormented student projectile-vomits on his classmates at their prom. That song, “Thoughtless,” appeared along with “Alone I Break” and (*) “Here to Stay” on the Untouchables album. This rock band, with members Jonathan Davis, Munky, and Fieldy, has also released the albums Follow the Leader and See You on the Other Side. For 10 points, name this nu-metal band with hits like “Got the Life,” “Here to Stay,” “Coming Undone,” and “Freak on a Leash.”
ANSWER: Korn <Jeff>
3. Yasmina Siadatan recently won the championship on the UK version of this reality show, which is hosted by Alan Sugarman. Recent runners-up include James Sun, Lee Bienstock, and Rebecca Jarvis, who lost to Stefani Schaeffer, Sean Yazbeck, and Randal Pinkett. The inaugural season was won by a (*) Chicagoan who ran an online cigar business, Bill Rancic (RAN-sick), who defeated people like Omarosa.  After a failed Martha Stewart version and the departure of George Ross, a Celebrity version was won by Piers Morgan and Joan Rivers. For 10 points, name this “Ultimate Job Interview” on which Donald Trump says, “You’re Fired!” 
ANSWER: The Apprentice (The Apprentice: Martha Stewart, The Celebrity Apprentice) <Dan>
4. This character first appeared in Detective Comics #58. His father died of pneumonia after getting drenched in a downpour, and he is an expert in judo. In a series called Dark Victory, he is an informant who runs the Iceberg Lounge nightclub. In No Man’s Land, he works closely with another member of the (*) Inustice League, Lex Luthor. Really named Oswald Chesterfield Copperpot, he uses “trick” umbrellas. He was bullied as a kid for his obesity, stature, beak-like nose, love of birds, and trademark waddle. For 10 points, name this DC Comics supervillain who antagonizes Batman; wears a monocle, top hat, and tuxedo; and resembles an Arctic animal. 
ANSWER: The Penguin [or Oswald Chesterfield Copperpot before mentioned] <Dan>
5. This group put music to Edwin Arlington Robinson’s “Richard Cory.” Their first album was Wednesday Morning, 3 A.M. They sang “Patterns,” “The 59th Street Bridge Song,” and “Remember me to one who lives there, she was once a true love of mine” in a ballad called (*) “Scarborough Fair.” They sang “I Am a Rock” on an album whose title tune goes, “Hello, darkness, my old friend/I’ve come to talk to you again.” They broke up in 1970, having released albums like Bridge Over Troubled Water; Parsley, Sage, Rosemary, and Thyme; and Sounds of Silence. For 10 points, name this folk duo who sang “Mrs. Robinson” on the soundtrack for The Graduate. <Jeff>
ANSWER: Simon & Garfunkel [Paul Simon, Art Garfunkel – both answers required, can be given in any order] 
6. Every product manufactured by this brand bears the seal of the Arts and Creative Materials Institute: the large letters “AP” surrounded by a circle. This brand also sponsors a Sprint Cup Series 500 race at Bristol Motor Speedway, and it has sponsored drivers like Jamie McMurray and (*) Kurt Busch. Coming in Retractable, Mini, Ultra Fine, Magnum, and Twin Tip variants, this product family now includes Accent highlighters, also made by Sanford. For 10 points, name these products that urge you to “Write Out Loud” and “Uncap What’s Inside,” the permanent marker that Terrell Owens pulled out of his sock to autograph a football.

ANSWER: Sharpies <Dan>
7. This man played tight end for Auburn, but took up baseball after some injuries. Originally a first baseman, he was drafted in 1989 and won the AL’s 1993 and 1994 MVP awards, but couldn’t accomplish the Triple Crown because of the 1994 players’ strike. He gained fame for swinging a large, iron (*) pipe he found in Comiskey Park, and this slugger won the 2005 World Series with the White Sox, even though he was injured. The next season, he was replaced by Jim Thome as he went on to the Oakland Athletics, then the Toronto Blue Jays, and then back to the A’s. For 10 points, name this designated hitter nicknamed “The Big Hurt.”
ANSWER: Frank Thomas [prompt on “The Big Hurt”] <Dan>
8. This show featured characters like Cynthia Worthington, a gangster named Tony Pajamas, and Courtney, who always shouted, “mah-hah!” Penelope Taynt was the biggest fan of the title character, and other characters grew frustrated when they rented movies from Blockblister (block-BLEE-ster). This (*) sketch show also featured a Dawson’s Creek Parody called “Moody’s Point.” Josh Peck and Drake Bell were regulars on this program which featured some Dancing Lobsters in Judge Trudy’s courtroom. For 10 points, name this Nickelodeon variety show, an All-That spin-off starring a comedienne named Bynes. 

ANSWER: The Amanda Show <Dan>
9. This artist sang a duet with Israeli singer Ofra Haza called “My Love is for Real” on her Head Over Heels album. Her Spellbound album featured a ballad called “Rush Rush.” “Cold Hearted,” “Opposites Attract,” and “The Way You Love Me” were three number-one hits on her (*) Forever You Girl album. She also sang a song in which she asks “Is it gonna be you and me forever/or am I caught in a hit and run.” This former Laker girl might have had an affair with Corey Clark, a contestant she once judged, and she was married to Emilio Estevez. For 10 points, name this woman who sang “Straight Up,” and was the original female judge on American Idol. 
ANSWER: Paula Abdul [accept either] <Dan>
10. Gaspard Ulliel played this character in a 2006 movie that explored his young adulthood. This former medical doctor was first played by Brian Cox in a 1986 movie, Manhunter. In one movie featuring this character, he is consulted by FBI Agent Will Graham, played by (*) Edward Norton, regarding some murders committed by Francis Dolarhyde, nicknamed the “Tooth Fairy.” He is similarly consulted about “Buffalo Bill” in a 1991 film, the last movie to win the five major Oscars. For 10 points, name this character played by Sir Anthony Hopkins in both Red Dragon and The Silence of the Lambs, a cannibalistic serial killer. 
ANSWER: Dr. Hannibal Lecter [accept either; or “Hannibal the Cannibal”] <Jeff>
11. This man played Scrooge in a made-for-TV Christmas Carol musical and produced The Sketch Show. He played the Angel of Death on Medium and Stinky Pete the Prospector in Toy Story 2. He played Hank McCoy, the blue-furred (*) Beast in X-Men:The Last Stand. With Patricia Heaton, he starred in the short-lived Back to You, and, on Cheers, he married Diane Chambers. He voices a criminal who always steps on rakes and played a psychiatrist who returns to Seattle with his brother, Dave Hyde Pierce’s Niles. For 10 points, name this American actor who voices Sideshow Bob on The Simpsons and spent twenty years playing Dr. Frasier Crane.

ANSWER: Kelsey Grammer <Dan>
12. This player is the subject of two One on One basketball games in which he faces either Julius Irving or Michael Jordan. Originally signed by Indiana University, he dropped out and enrolled at a school in Terre Haute. He coached the Indiana Pacers from (*) 1997 to 2000, and was part of a storied 1980s rivalry with the Lakers, which often pitted him against Magic Johnson. For 10 points, name this 6’9” forward who led Indiana State to the 1979 National Championship Game and won NBA titles in ’81, ’84, and ’86 with the Boston Celtics.
ANSWER: Larry Bird <Jeff>
13. If you play this game on Xbox, you will be solving puzzles such as “Child’s Play” with your Big Button Pad. Other editions of this game are Squabble and FIFA. If you play the original version of this game, you might have to solve puzzles like (*) “Alternate Titles” or “Spellbinders” and answer questions about “Songs and Slogans” or “Triple Play.” Players move their tokens around the Flextime game board, and they try to get to the Final Cut rings by rolling an eight-sided die to see if they should take a Buzz card or start an All Play. For 10 points, name this movie trivia game from Screenlife in which players watch DVD clips while playing.
ANSWER: Scene It? <Dan>
14. This character’s life changed when she decided not to watch The Blair Witch Project, and she tries to hang herself with licorice from Rainn Wilson’s convenience store. She attends Dancing Elk High School with her best friend, Leah, and she has a stepsister named (*) Liberty Bell and a mom who always sends her cacti.  She writes a note on a JiffyLube receipt after inadvertently breaking up the marriage of Mark and Vanessa Loring. This punk-rocker talks on her hamburger phone to her orange Tic-Tac-eating ex, Paulie Bleeker. For 10 points, name this Ellen Page character who deals with an unplanned pregnancy in an eponymous 2007 movie. 

ANSWER: Juno MacGuff  <Dan>
15. One video from this band features a Godzilla-size robot dancing among high-rises to the synthesized chorus, “Intergalactic planetary/Planetary intergalactic.” Another song features the ultimatum “I can blow you away, or you can ride with me” and an incident in which this (*) three-member band holds up a bar at gunpoint. That song, “Paul Revere,” was featured on the album Licensed to Ill, with tracks like “Girls” and “Fight For Your Right.” For 10 points, name this New York hip-hop group, comprised of M.C.A., Ad-roc, and Mike D, who released the album Paul’s Boutique and songs like “Sabotage,” “Brass Monkey,” and “No Sleep ‘till Brooklyn.”

ANSWER: The Beastie Boys  <Jeff>
16. This actor played a cab driver in Night at the Museum, voiced Spock in G4TV’s Star Trek 2.0, and voiced a dog in Norbit. In other TV appearances, he causes chaos as black Frankenstein and robs the attendees of the “World Series of Dice.” He has also played Buc Natsy, who goes to the (*) “Player Haters’ Ball.” In other appearances on the same program, he has been slapped by Rick James and beaten in basketball by Prince on his own version of True Hollywood Stories. For 10 points, name this actor who frequently appeared on Chappelle’s Show, and whose brother is Eddie Murphy. 

ANSWER: Charlie Murphy [accept just Murphy before it is mentioned] <Jeff>
17. In the second installment of this video game series, you play as “The Exile,” a character who activated the Mass Shadow Generator for their master, Revan. In the original game, you travel to places like Korriban to locate Malak’s source of power, the Star Forge. Original characters include Carth Onasi and the (*) robot HK-47. On Dantooine (DAN-too-een), the main character may build a weapon in colors like silver, purple, or the more traditional green and blue. In this game, words or actions can push you down the light path or the dark path of the Sith. For 10 points, name this LucasArts RPG series that explored the Jedi 4,000 years before the Star Wars movies. 
ANSWER: Star Wars: Knights of the Old Republic <Dan>
18. Ray Shero is the general manager of this franchise, which plays its home games in Mellon Arena. George Sullivan, Red Kelly, Bob Johnson, Scotty Bowman, and, currently, Dan Bylsma, have coached this team. Michel Brière played center here, as did another man who overcame (*) Hodgkin’s after leading them to their first Stanley Cup in 1991. Jaromír Jágr started his career here, and Sidney Crosby and Evgeni Malkin are on its current roster. For 10 points, name this Pennsylvania team that was home to Mario Lemieux, the winners of the 2009 Stanley Cup. 
ANSWER: Pittsburgh Penguins [accept either] <Dan>
19. The CEO of this brand is Michael S. Jeffries, and all of its stores are overseen by the “Impact Team.” It sponsors Inferno Elite Racing Team, and employees here can buy discounted merchandise on the “50 List.” It once sold t-shirts that read “It’s All Relative West Virginia” in some of its (*) “Canoe stores.” It produces fragrances like Fierce and 8, and its slogan is “Casual Luxury.” It owns its own kids’ brand, as well as Gilly Hicks, RUEHL [ROOL] and Hollister. For 10 points, name this fashion retailer famous for overpriced jeans, suggestive black-and-white photographs, and stores with blaring music. 
ANSWER: Abercrombie & Fitch <Dan>
20. In this game, Cronos is forever doomed to wander the Desert of Lost Souls, carrying the Temple of Pandora on his back. The main character must traverse the temple and find Pandora’s Box. After finding the box, the main character is killed and must escape the underworld. Later, he seeks revenge after accidentally (*) killing his family. His weapons of choice, the Blades of Chaos, are attached to his forearms. For 10 points, name this hack-and-slash RPG for the Playstation 2 in which Kratos kills Ares and takes his place on Mount Olympus.
ANSWER: God of War <Jeff>
TB. This sport is descended from Swivenhodge and Stichstock. “Cobbing” and “blatching” are two of its over 700 fouls. In the 1994 World Cup Final, Ireland beat Bulgaria 170 to 160, and Viktor (*) Krum earned 150 points for catching a small, golden ball. Positions include Keeper, Chaser, Beater, and Seeker. To play, you need two Bludgers, a Quaffle, and a Golden Snitch. For 10 points, name this sport, played on broomsticks, which J.K. Rowling invented in her Harry Potter books.
ANSWER: Quidditch <Dan> 
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
