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1. On one episode of this TV show, one star spills on a guitar, and two others visit the Hippodrome Theatre to explore the backstage of Avenue Q. The stars once took one of their creations to Hawaii to celebrate the 100th episode of Lost. Blow torches, belt sanders, and power saws are often used by (*) Geof to create things like a giant bottle of hairspray, a replica of Wrigley Field, and a big Hogwarts castle. This docu-soap takes place in Baltimore at a shop called Charm City, which was founded by Duff Goldman. For 10 points, name this Food Network show about the baking and decorating of the title pastries. 

ANSWER: Ace of Cakes  <Dan>
2. The hero of this game encounters Terry Cotter’s Army in a cavern behind a house. At the beginning of this game, the protagonist searches for gold to buy a magic item from Mystical Murgo. Set 500 years after the first game in an eponymous series, it features the town of Oakvale, which has been consumed by (*) Wraithmarsh as a result of Reaver’s quest for eternal youth. The hero of this game spends ten years as a guard at the Tattered Spire after conquering the Crucible in Westcliff. For 10 points, name this open world RPG, with a Danny Elfman score, in which Sparrow must stop Lord Lucien from destroying the world of Albion. 
ANSWER: Fable II <Jeff>
3. Michael Sheard plays Hitler in this film, which has a Tom Stoppard script. It opens in a 1912 Utah desert with the theft of the Cross of Coronado and features a relic guarded by The Brotherhood of the (*) Cruciform Sword. Later, Marcus Brody meets Sallah, and the title character pretends to be Scottish nobility to rescue his father. After a fight with Nazi tanks in the Canyon of the Crescent Moon, Walter Donovan leaps from the lion’s head to a knight’s chamber where he makes a poor choice regarding the Holy Grail. For 10 points, name this 1989 Steven Spielberg film starring Sean Connery and Harrison Ford, the third installment in the Indiana Jones series.
ANSWER: Indiana Jones and the Last Crusade <Dan>`
4. One commercial for this product claims that an ugly person holding it looks beautiful in comparison. The brand’s lesser known catch phrases include “boo large-headed friend” and “boo creepy foot doctor.” Another commercial states that if an intoxicated friend won’t give you his (*) keys, take his pants instead. Most commercials are pitched by a man in a dark suit with a red sash. For 10 points, name this Jamaican beer, notable for its “short and stubby” bottle and slogan “It’s Beer. Hooray Beer!”

ANSWER: Red Stripe <Jeff>
5. This venue hosted the debut of an NBA team led by Tony Campbell in 1989.  This arena also saw Duke overcome Arizona 82-72 in the 2001 Final Four. The Redskins defeated the Bills here in Superbowl XXVI, and college football left this stadium when the (*) Golden Gophers departed in 2008. Next year, another tenant will leave in favor of Target Field, a squad that featured players like Kent Hrbek and Kirby Puckett. Another team that plays here has talents like Bernard Berrian and the Williams brothers. Home to Mall of America field, for 10 points, name this stadium that is home to the Brett Favre, the Twins and the Vikings, a venue in Minneapolis.  

ANSWER: The Hubert H. Humphrey Metrodome [or Mall of America Field before it is read; prompt on “The (Homer)Dome”; prompt on “Triple H (HHH) Dome; prompt on “Hefty Bag”; prompt on “Roller Dome”] <Dan>
6. This character’s Grandpa Mannheim is an ex-Nazi living in Argentina, and this former deputy sheriff played “Mutey the Mailman” in Oklahoma. A writer named Michael Schur plays his cousin, Mose, who grows hemp and works on the family (*) farm. In one episode, he suffers a concussion on his way to rescue his boss who burned his foot on a George Foreman grill. He used to have a bobblehead doll of himself, given to him by one-time girlfriend, Angela. For 10 points, name this Dunder-Mifflin Salesman of the Year and “Assistant to the Regional Manager” who is the frequent target of Jim Halpert’s pranks on NBC’s The Office. 
ANSWER: Dwight Schrute <Dan>
7. This band sings, “Music’s got me feeling so free/We’re gonna celebrate” and “Buy it, use it, break it, fix it/Trash it, change it, mail, upgrade it.” Their debut album, Homework, included the songs “Revolution 909,” “Alive,” and (*) “Around the World.” Kanye West sampled one song by this group for his track “Stronger,” and that song, “Harder, Better, Faster, Stronger” received a 2007 Grammy for Best Dance Recording. For 10 points, name this French House duo with trademark robot suits who have released the songs “Technologic,” “One More Time,” and “Da Funk.”

ANSWER: Daft Punk <Jeff>
8. After graduating from Harvard, this personality wrote "The Girl Watchers" sketch on SNL. He wrote a pilot for Adam West called Lookwell, as well as episodes like "Homer Goes to College," "Treehouse of Horror IV," and (*) "Marge vs. the Monorail" during his time with The Simpsons. He hosted the 2006 Primetime Emmys and, in 1993, succeeded David Letterman in a job where he played “Old-Time Baseball” and did the string dance in front of bandleader Max Weinberg and sidekick Andy Richter. On June 1st, 2009, he succeeded Jay Leno in the job he holds now. For 10 points, name this pale, redheaded host of NBC's The Tonight Show.
ANSWER: Conan O’Brien [accept either] <Dan>
9. In the song “Epiphany,” this musical quotes the “Dies Irae” chant. Later, a character sings “Parlor Songs.” The title character, whose “skin was pale” and whose “eye was odd,” beats Danny O’Higgins in the “The Contest” because Danny was selling a fraudulent (*) Elixir. Johanna is rescued by Anthony Hope who knows “There’s No Place Like London,” and a boy named Tobias sings “nothing’s going to harm you, not while I’m around” just before Beadle Bamford and Judge Turpin come looking for the title character, who has just  murdered a beggar woman who was really his long-lost wife. For 10 points, name this Stephen Sondheim musical about Mrs. Lovett who bakes the victims of the titular murderous barber into her meat pies. 
ANSWER: Sweeney Todd: The Demon Barber of Fleet Street <Dan>
10. This man staged a Sci-Fi channel publicity hoax called The Buried Secret of this director. His second film featured Rosie O’Donnell, Dennis Leary, and a young boy’s search for God. In addition to Wide Awake and Praying with Anger, he made a movie in which Bruce Willis survives a train crash, (*) Unbreakable. He is set to direct the live-action Avatar: The Last Airbender movie. His last two releases featured Paul Giamatti dealing with a water nymph and Mark Wahlberg fighting a plant’s neurotoxin. For 10 points, name this Indian director, famous for twist endings, who made The Happening, The Lady in the Water, The Village, Signs, and The Sixth Sense. 
ANSWER: M. Night Shyamalan [or Manoj Nelliyattu Shyamalan] <Dan>
11. In one song from this album, the lead singer says that he will “move you like a baritone” and that “some dreams were meant to be declined.” Another song from this album tells the story of a character born on the Mississippi, whose father was a cop and whose mother was a hippy. This (*) double album contains the songs “Hump De Bump,” “Desecration Smile,” and “Tell Me Baby.” Released in 2006, it follows its band’s previous album releases By The Way and Blood Sugar Sex Magik. For 10 points, name this Red Hot Chili Peppers album that contains the songs “Snow” and “Dani California.”

ANSWER” Stadium Arcadium <Jeff> 
12. The leader of this entity speaks in trochaic heptameter and convinces Mendicant Bias to betray his creators. Its leader, known as Gravemind, serves as a central intelligence for this entity. Avery Johnson is the only human to survive an infection by this entity. It is revealed that a long-dead race, the (*) Forerunners, had sacrificed themselves to stop the spread of this entity, which infects the planet-ship High Charity, but is eventually defeated when a ring is fired within the Ark. For 10 points, name this parasitic species that infects and reanimates living organisms in the Halo universe. 

ANSWER: The Flood <Jeff>
13. This author’s novel, Pirate Latitudes, will be published posthumously. Writing as John Lange, his first novel was Odds On, and he wrote A Case of Need as Jeffrey Hudson. He wrote of Tom Sanders’ sexual harassment in Disclosure, and of eco-terrorists in (*) State of Fear. In his breakthrough novel, Dr. Jeremy Stone investigates an alien organism that clots human blood. In another work, some historians go back to the Middle Ages to save a friend. In his opus, John Hammond builds a theme park on Isla Nublar with help from DNA in mosquitoes. For 10 points, name this author who wrote thrillers like The Andromeda Strain, Timeline, and Jurassic Park.  
ANSWER: Michael Crichton <Dan>
14. Kelly Osbourne's first album is titled this, and a song by the Ting Tings is titled this "and Let Me Go." This is also the title of a Simple Plan song from their Still Not Getting Any album. In "One Step Closer" by Linkin Park, the vocalist demands (*) this action be performed while he is talking to you. Fergie is "crazy, trying to be your lady" in a song of this name by the Black Eyed Peas. For 10 points, name this title, coupled with the words "And Drive" in a hit song by Rihanna.
ANSWER: “Shut Up” <Jeff>
15. This device utilized the Virtual Memory Unit, or VMU, and was released in the United States in 1999. A successor to the Saturn, this product was the first of its kind with a built-in modem and Internet capability. It was sold in Japan until 2006, but in (*) 2001 in the U.S., it was forced to compete with a Sony product. Users of it could play Soulcalibur and Sonic Adventure. For 10 points, name this device that was put to death by rival Playstation 2, Sega’s final home video game console.

ANSWER: Sega Dreamcast <Jeff>
16. This man played for the CFL Canadian Steamers and played defensive tackle for the University of Miami. In one film role, he lent his face to a digital monster who was resurrected in the Oasis of Ahm Shere. He referred to himself as “The People’s Champion” and used the (*) finishing move “The People’s Elbow.” He played Agent 23 in Get Smart, Sarge in the movie version of Doom, and a football player-turned-dad in The Game Plan. For 10 points, name this former professional wrestler who often raised one eyebrow and asked “Can You Smell” before he played he played titular role in The Scorpion King.
ANSWER: Dwayne “The Rock” Johnson [or Dwayne Johnson] <Jeff>
17. One video by this artist shows a man passed out on a toilet wearing a deer mascot head before she sings “Red One, Convict.” In one song, she is on a mission that “involves some heavy touching” after being squeezed by Sexy Cupid. She released a live EP called The Cherrytree Sessions and sings “I’ll get him hot/show him what I’ve got” and alleges facial illiteracy in a song about (*) bluffing. Her first album is titled The Fame, and in one song she asks “What’s the name of this club?” For 10 points, name this artist who would like to ride on your disco stick, the creative force behind “LoveGame,” “Just Dance,” and “Poker Face.”
ANSWER: Lady Gaga [or Stefani Germanotta] <Jeff>
18. With Jay Glazer, this man hosts Pros vs. Joes. In college, he was frequently double teamed, so much so that he had a namesake set of “rules” according to his coaches at Texas State University. In 2001, he tackled Bret Favre to set the single-season record for (*) sacks. This number ninety-two returned for one last season in 2006, and he had two tackles and a sack in Superbowl XLII in a seventeen-fourteen upset of the then-undefeated New England Patriots. For 10 points, name this gap-toothed defensive end for the New York Giants who cannot raise his arms without Right Guard deodorant. 
ANSWER: Michael Strahan <Jeff>
19. A goalie from this country controversially consulted penalty kick notes in a 2006 World Cup Quarterfinal against Argentina. This country was home to five NFL Europe teams, including the Galaxy and Thunder. A basketball player from this country was the (*) 2007 NBA MVP, but his team lost in the first round to the Golden State Warriors. Soccer teams from this country took second in the 2002 World Cup, third place in the 2006 World Cup, and second place in the 2008 European Championship. For 10 points, name this country, the home of Miroslav Klose (KLO-sah), Michael Ballack, and Dirk Nowitzki.
ANSWER: Germany <Jeff> 
20. This actress runs Fortis Films and starred in Fire on the Amazon. She played Harper Lee in Infamous, and starred with Tate Donovan in Love Potion No. 9. She gave Hugh Grant her Two Weeks Notice and played a lonely “L” worker in (*) While You Were Sleeping. She and Speed costar Keanu Reeves appeared in The Lake House, and she played Brendan Fraser’s wife in Crash. In a recent release, she gets engaged to Ryan Reynolds to prevent deportation. In her most famous role, she played an Armed and Fabulous FBI agent who goes undercover at a beauty pageant. For 10 points, name this American actress who starred in The Proposal and Miss Congeniality. 
ANSWER: Sandra Bullock <Dan>
TB. Throughout Seinfeld, Jerry had a specific brand of one of these on a desk to the right of the window in his apartment. “Weird Al” Yankovic sang a parody of "It's All About the Benjamins," claiming it's all about a brand-name component of these. Derek and Hansel destroy this thing in (*) Zoolander., and, in a 1969 Kurt Russel film, one of these Wore Tennis Shoes. In Hitchhiker's Guide to the Galaxy, one named SuperThought gives the answer, "42." In 1997, one named Deep Blue defeated Gary Kasparov in chess. For 10 points, name this item with components like the central processing unit and hard drive.
ANSWER: Computers [or Apple, Mac, PC, supercomputer, and other reasonable equivalents; prompt on “processors” or “It’s All About the Pentiums”] <Dan>
