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1. After this character is embalmed in Worcestershire sauce, he became a zombie, and he contracted syphilis in “The Ring.” He returned in an episode called “Red Sleigh Down” after an absence in which his ashes were mistaken for chocolate milk. In an Emmy-winning episode, his PSP game Heaven vs. Hell becomes real, á la the (*) Terry Schiavo case. He has blonde hair, although it is hidden by a hood that masks his face and muffles his foul speech. His favorite TV show is Terrence and Philip, which he watches with Cartman, Stan, and Kyle. For 10 points, name this character who wears an orange parka and dies in almost every early episode of South Park. 
ANSWER: Kenny McCormick [accept either] <Jeff>
2. This team was founded by Gene Autry and although no player wears this team’s cap in the Hall of Fame, they have retired the jerseys of two famous former players, Rod Carew and Nolan Ryan. Alongside coach (*) Mike Scioscia (SOH-shuh), Bartolo Colón won the 2005 A.L. Cy Young award with this team, which had previously won the 2002  World Series behind performances by Troy Glaus and pitcher John Lackey, as well as several late-inning comebacks inspired by the Rally Monkey. For 10 points, identify this baseball franchise, home to Torii Hunter and Vladimir Guerrero, whose official title places it in two California cities.
ANSWER: Los Angeles Angels of Anaheim <Jeff>
3. This was the title of a Bill Bixby show about Tony Blake, and Jack Dalton held this occupation on MacGyver. In a Lee Falk comic strip, Mandrake holds this occupation, as does Woody Allen in Scoop. In a Steven Millhauser story, Eisenheim is also one. (*) Hans Klok and Harry Blackstone are some real ones, and the current “Master” one is Lance Burton. G.O.B (JOHB) is one on Arrested Development, and, in a 2006 film, Christian Bale and Hugh Jackman played rival ones. For 10 points, name this occupation that was the subject of The Prestige, a job held by people like David Copperfield and Siegfried and Roy. 
ANSWER: magicians [or illusionists] <Dan>
4. In this movie’s unproduced sequel, the title character Goes Hawaiian. Set in Winter Rivers, Connecticut, it features a dimension called Saturn filled with sand and giant worms. The main characters, Adam and Barbara Maitland, meet their caseworker, (*) Juno, after a scene in a waiting room with a shrunken head and talking skeleton. Jeffrey Jones, Catherine O’Hara, and Winona Ryder play a family of yuppies called the Deetzes who dance to “Day-O.” For 10 points, name this 1989 Tim Burton comedy that stars Alec Baldwin and Geena Davis as a recently deceased couple who invoke the help of the title “bio-exorcist” played by Michael Keaton. 
ANSWER: Beetlejuice <Dan>
5. Pilots in this game quote the movie Aliens, like, “Strap yourselves in boys, we’re in for some chops.” In one mission, Arcturus Mengsk forces General Edmund Duke to betray the Confederacy. Mengsk also betrays Sarah Kerrigan, who is captured and transformed by one of the game’s (*) three distinct species. In another mission, Tassadar seeks the help of the dark templar Zeratul. Units in this game include the firebat, hydralisk, and zealot. For 10 points, name this Blizzard game with an expansion pack called Brood War, which tells of a war between the Terrans, Protoss, and Zerg.
ANSWER: Starcraft <Jeff>
6. Most of the songs on this album are about a character that lives on “a steady diet of soda pop and Ritalin.” Songs like “Letterbomb” and “Give Me Novocain” explore characters like “St. Jimmy,” “Whatsername,” and the aforementioned (*) “Jesus of Suburbia,” who says in another song, “Wake Me Up When September Ends.” The lead singer begs “to dream and differ from the hollow lies” in a track called “Holiday,” and he also sings “When the city sleeps/And I’m the only one and I walk alone.” For 10 points, name this 2003 album from Green Day that features “The Boulevard of Broken Dreams” as well as the title anthem. 

ANSWER: American Idiot <Dan>
7. In this comic book series, Great Britain is ruled by Adam Susan. In its climax, all leading members of the Norsefire party, including Lewis Prothero and Bishop Lilliman, are killed except for the head of police, Eric Finch. In the comic book, Gordon Deitrich is a petty criminal killed by Alistair Harper, although in the (*) film adaptation he is a gay television host who disappears into one of Creedy’s black bags. The titular character was once subject to biological tests at Larkhill and blows up 10 Downing Street in the climax of the film. For 10 points, name this comic book series in which a man in a Guy Fawkes mask brings down the British government.
ANSWER: V for Vendetta <Jeff>
8. Bis performed the closing them of this show, which was created by Craig McCracken. In the episode “Ice Stone,” we learn that one of the title characters has ice breath, while another can speak any language, and another has a stuffed animal named “Octi.” The title characters wear Mary Janes, live in (*) Townsville, and were created when Chemical X was spilled in Professor Utonium’s lab. The archenemy of the title characters is Profesor Mojo, a talking chimp. For 10 points, name this Cartoon Network program about Blossom, Bubbles, and Buttercup, three kindergarten-age female superheroes with high-pitched voices.

ANSWER: The Powerpuff Girls <Dan>
9. This player won an offensive MVP for his performance for Ole Miss in their 2004 Cotton Bowl victory over Oklahoma State. He appeared on a Sportscenter advertisement in which he is kicked from behind by a family member. Before even taking the field, this player was traded for (*) Philip Rivers and a slew of draft picks. His popular receiving targets have included Amani Toomer, Jeremy Shockey, and Plaxico Burress. For 10 points, name this NFL quarterback and Super Bowl XLII (forty-two) MVP whose father, Archie, quarterbacked the Saints, and whose older brother, Peyton, quarterbacks the Colts.
ANSWER: Eli Manning <Jeff>
10. In an episode of House, this song plays when a patient uses hallucinogenic mushrooms. In an episode of The Simpsons, Bart switches out the regular church hymn for this song, which has a prominent organ part and lasts for over seventeen minutes. In the titular location, the lead singer asks (*) “don’t you know that I love you?” and “don’t you know that I’ll always be true?” Other lyrics include “Oh wont you come with me/And walk this land/Please take my hand.” For 10 points, name this psychedelic Iron Butterfly song whose title is a result of the vocalist’s inability to pronounce “In the Garden of Eden.”
Answer: “In A Gadda Da Vida” [or “In the Garden of Eden” before mentioned] <Jeff>
11. This character’s wife works at J & M Tropical Fish, and he has two turtles named Cuff and Link. He mentors Tommy Gunn and fights with Thunderlips. In a later movie, he owns a restaurant named after his deceased wife, (*) Adrian, and “Mickey” Goldmill, only appears in flashbacks. At another event, he wins over a crowd of Communist supporters, who chant his name after he beats their national champion, Ivan Drago. For 10 points, name this lefty who runs up the stairs of Philadelphia’s Museum of Art and beats both Clubber Lang and Apollo Creed.
ANSWER: Rocky Balboa [accept either] <Jeff>
12. In the movies, this character has a five-pronged mohawk and is played by Dennis Hopper. He has eight children like Larry, Iggy, Wendy, and Ludwig. Another child, his junior, vandalizes an island shaped like a (*) dolphin. In one game, the playable character must grab this character by the tail and throw him at a spiked bomb at the edge of a platform. In a series of racing games, his namesake castle appears as a level, complete with moats of lava and thwomps.This orange beast wears black bands and has a spiked, orange shell. For 10 points, name this archvillain who repeatedly kidnaps Princess Peach to antagonize Mario.
ANSWRT: Bowser [or King Koopa] <Jeff>
13. This artist’s self-titled debut album featured hits like “Two Steppin Mind” and “Welcome to the Club.” His second album, Not a Moment Too Soon, angered Native Americans because of the track “Indian Outlaw.” He went on the Spontaneous Combustion tour with the (*) Dancehall Doctors and sang songs with his wife like “It’s Your Love.” His most recent album is Let it Go, and he went on the Soul2Soul II Tour. In one song, he sings, “I went sky diving, I went Rocky Mountain climbing.” For 10 points, name this country singer who married Faith Hill and sang “Live Like You Were Dying.” 
ANSWER: Tim McGraw <Dan>
14. This character lives an entire life as Kamin the Ressikan and learns how to play the flute. In another episode, he encounters a character who repeats “Darmok and Jalad at Tanagra.” In a movie, it is revealed that Shinzon is a clone of this character. Q throws this character’s ship into conflict with a race known as the (*) Borg, who eventually abduct this character and rename him Locutus (loh-KYOO-tuss). This character’s first officer is William T. Riker, while his chief engineer is Geordi (JOR-dee) La Forge. For 10 points, name this bald Starfleet captain of the USS Enterprise, played by Patrick Stewart.

ANSWER: Captain Jean-Luc Piacard <Jeff>
15. This athlete was convicted of raping Miss Black Rhode Island and converted to Islam during his three-year prison sentence. He was the first athlete of his kind to hold all three major titles—the WBA, WBC, and IBF—at the same time. He lost his first match and his undisputed champion status to James (*) “Buster” Douglas in 1990. After a 2000 fight, this athlete said he would eat Lennox Lewis’ children. His four-year-old daughter, Exodus, died of strangulation in 2009. For 10 points, name this boxer with a facial tattoo that once owned a white tiger and, during a match, bit off part of Evander Holyfield’s ear.
ANSWER: Mike Tyson <Jeff>
16. A man with this surname sings “It’s Ecstasy When You Lay Down Next to Me.” Another man with this surname is second on the all-time list of sacks behind Bruce Smith. A song by Vanessa Carlton talks about these kinds of houses, while “coma” and this word make up the title of a Marilyn Manson song. A 2009 IHSA driver’s education tossup asks for this kind of (*) triangle, and in The Matrix, Neo is told to follow a rabbit of this kind. For ten points, name this word which describes a wedding in a Billy Idol song and accompanies “stripes” in the name of the rock duo behind “Icky Thump” and “Seven Nation Army.”
ANSWER: White
17. When this actress hosted SNL, she sang “What is This Feeling?” with Kristen Wiig. She played Brenda Strong in Catch Me If You Can, and her first Oscar nomination came for her work in 2005’s Junebug. She had a recurring role on The Office as Katy, (*) the purse saleswoman. In 2009, she starred opposite Emily Blunt in Sunshine Cleaning and played Amelia Earhart in the Night at the Museum sequel. In 2008, she played Sister James in Doubt. In her most famous role, she falls for Patrick Dempsey and sings “The Happy Working Song.” For 10 points, name this American actress who played Giselle, an animated princess, in Enchanted. 

ANSWER: Amy Adams <Dan>
18. In a Windows advertising campaign, Bill Gates fights enemies in this game. The action begins when the moon Deimos disappears and the main character is sent to a Union Aerospace Corporation facility on Phobos to investigate. After his team is killed, the anonymous hero must fight demonic hordes in Hell with the help of weapons like the BFG 9000. In the (*) third game in this series, ported to Xbox, the protagonist must enter Hell and retrieve the Soul Cube. This game was created by the same company that made Quake, i.d. Software. For 10 points, name this 1993 first person shooter for MS-DOS with a sequel subtitled Hell on Earth.
ANSWER: Doom <Jeff>
19. This artist was the keyboardist and vocalist for the Sugarcubes. As a solo artist, she sang, “This is an alarm call/So wake up, wake up now.” The video for “Army of Me” features this vocalist driving a large truck with teeth. Her Vespertine album contained the songs “Hidden Place” and “Pagan Poetry.” Her second album, titled (*) Debut, contained “Venus as a Boy,” “Human Behaviour,” and “Big Time Sensuality.” She also created hits like “Hyperballad,” “It’s Oh So Quiet,” and “All Full of Love.” For 10 points, name this female vocalist from Iceland who wore a swan dress to the 2001 Oscars.
Answer: Björk (BEE-york) Guðmundsdóttir  <Jeff>
20. He was first featured in a self-titled track on the Lil Jon album Kings of Crunk, and his birth name is Armando Pérez. His first solo album was M.I.A.M.I (mahy-AM-ee), and the refrain of one song by this rapper goes, “I know you want me/You know I want cha.” That song, (*) “Calle (kai-YAY) Ocho,” was featured on this artist’s most recent album, Rebelution, which also contains the track “Krazy.” For 10 points, name this Cuban-American reggaeton rapper whose other hits include “Culo” (KOO-loh) and “Hotel Room Service,” and whose bald head may have earned him his animal nickname.

ANSWER: Pitbull [or Armando Pérez before mentioned; prompt on “Lil Chico”; prompt on “Mr. 305”] <Jeff>
TB. This band sings, “I got my gun at the ready, gonna fire at will” and has no gun and no knife, “so don’t start no fight.” Although their lead singer, Bon Scott, died in 1980, he was quickly replaced by Brian Johnson, who sang on their (*) Back in Black album. The band was founded by Malcolm and Angus Young, who, along with Scott, wrote the tracks “She’s Got Balls” and “Let There Be Rock.” For 10 points, name this Australian rock band behind hits like “High Voltage,” “Highway to Hell,” and “T.N.T.”

ANSWER: AC/DC <Jeff>
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
