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1. In 1992, this artist re-released her 1987 self-titled debut, re-titling it The Celts. She was nominated for a 2002 Best Song Oscar for the Lord of the Rings track “May It Be.” Her four Grammy Award-winning albums include Shepherd Moons, The Memory of Trees, and (*) A Day Without Rain. Another song, “Orinico Flow” which appears on the Watermark album, drops the locations of Tripoli and Peru before encouraging the listener to sail away. For 10 points, name this female vocalist whose other tracks include “Caribbean Blue” and “Storms in Africa,” a New Age musician from Ireland.
Answer: Enya Brennan [transliteration of Eithne Patricia Ní Bhraonáin] <Jeff>
2. On one episode of this TV show, “Death Becomes Her,” Tamyra Gray plays a method actress who drives off a bridge. The main character worked with guys like Gardez, Luc, her reckless brother, Harrison, and Zach Galifianakis’ character, (*) Davis, at the city morgue. With a theme song called “Somebody Help Me,” this show added a character called Jack Harper, played by Jason Priestly, who made sure people stayed dead. It aired for two seasons from 2003 to 2005 on FOX, but now runs in marathons on Syfy. For 10 points, name this show on which Eliza Dushku’s correct vocation was to go back in time and rescue the corpses that asked her for help. 

ANSWER: Tru Calling <Dan>
3. This player tries to steal Ken Griffey Jr.’s Pepsi in a commercial, and he is the namesake of the High Heat Baseball 2001 video game. He is the only player to hit more than sixty homeruns in a season three times. He won the 1998 (*) NL MVP award after leading his team to a one-game wildcard playoff. After a hard sneeze, he suffered a back injury in 2004. Every time he hit a ball that he felt would leave the field, he performed his trademark homerun hop. For 10 points, name this member of the 600 homerun club, a Dominican right fielder that was caught in 2003 using a corked bat.
ANSWER: Sammy Sosa <Jeff>
4. In this movie, the universe is ruled by the Imperium of the Padishah Empire. Kyle MacLachlan plays Prince Atreides, also known as the Kwisatz Haderach (KWEE-sahtz HAH-dur-ahk), a youth with heightened senses and physical ability. Because of its box office failure, director (*) David Lynch has had his name pulled from future releases of this film and was not involved with either of two similarly titled miniseries on the Sci-fi Channel. Space travel in this movie is achieved with a certain spice found on a desert planet. For 10 points, name this 1984 film which features Sting, Patrick Stewart, and giant sandworms, an adaptation of a Frank Herbert novel. 

ANSWER: Dune <Jeff>
5. This character was born in Mould-on-the-Wold in 1881 to Kendra. His father was imprisoned for attacking the boys that disabled his sister, Ariana, who was killed in a fight between him, his brother, and the object of his affections, a like-minded (*) German teenager. This bowling enthusiast plummeted from the “Lightning-Struck Tower” at the age of 116. He bore a scar that resembled the London Underground, discovered the twelve uses of dragon blood, and defeated Gellert Grindewald, who had the Elder Wand. Fond of Lemon Drops, he sought Horcruxes until his arranged death at the hands of Severus Snape. For 10 points, name this man who was Headmaster of Hogwarts School of Witch craft and Wizardry during Harry Potter’s time at the school. 
ANSWER: Albus Percival Wulfric Brian Dumbledore [accept either] <Dan>
6.  The Church of England accused this game of desecrating Manchester Cathedral. The protagonist is infected with a deadly virus, but miraculously survives, emerging with heightened strength and golden eyes. The British army captures a super-powerful (*) Angel in this game. The main character drops his grenade at the end of the game and is captured by Black-Ops soldiers. The enemy in this game, known as the Chimera, excavates and travels between metal towers. For 10 points, name this PS3 launch title in which Sergeant Nathan Hale helps defend the island of Britain, subtitled The Fall of Man.
ANSWER: Resistance: The Fall of Man <Jeff>
7. One song on this album, which shares a surname with the album title and both main collaborating artists, was Grammy-nominated for Best Rap Performance by a Duo or Group and asks where the title character has been. The cover of this album shows a baby in a suit with a ring and (*) tattoos. In another song from this album, the vocalist claims he is “tougher than Nigerian hair” while the song title is repeated over and over again. In another song, the artist tells his listeners to take the title item out of their pocket and show it. For ten points, name this 2008 rap album with tracks like “Got Money,” “A Milli,” and “Lollipop” by Lil’ Wayne.

ANSWER: Tha Carter III [do not prompt Tha Carter] <Jeff>
8. Even though this character dropped out of Coney Island Community College, he becomes a superhero named Captain Yesterday and composes an opera with the Devil’s hands. He worked at Panucci’s and, with his dog, Seymour, he sang (*) “Walking on Sunshine.” He lacks the Delta Brainwave, because, as Nibbler and the floating brains explain, he became his own grandpa in “Roswell That Ends Well.” After he failed to deliver a pizza on New Year’s Eve 1999, he was frozen for 1000 years and then met Leela, Bender, and Professor Fransworth. For 10 points, name this delivery boy, voiced by Billy West, the main character on Futurama.

ANSWER: Philip J. Fry <Dan>
9. In the 1998 Cotton Bowl, while playing for the University of Texas, this Heisman Trophy-winning athlete struck the Heisman pose following his first touchdown. Coach Mike Ditka traded all of his team’s 1999 draft picks to draft this running back. In 2002, he was traded from the (*) Saints to his current team and lead the league in rushing yards. He was suspended for four games in 2005 and the entire 2006-2007 NFL season for two separate violations of NFL drug policy, specifically for the use of marijuana. For 10 points, name this dreadlocked Dolphins running back.
ANSWER: Ricky Williams <Jeff>
10. This movie centers on the wedding of Bob Banks and Debbie, whose brother, Denny, finds some drug paraphernalia. Kevin Rawley, the ex-fiancée of one character, builds the wedding altar because Jesus was a carpenter. The main character, who is already troubled by a missing (*) Samsonite suitcase, accidentally floods a yard with sewage, loses a toilet-trained cat named Jinx, breaks an urn, insists, “You can milk anything with nipples,” and reveals his name is Gaylord Focker. For 10 points, name this 2000 movie in which Ben Stiller is subjected to a lie detector test by Robert DeNiro. 

ANSWER: Meet the Parents <Dan>
11. In 2003, two Michigan men sued TBWA for $42 million insisting they created this character. He made a cameo in 1998’s Godzilla, taunting the lizard and saying, “Uh-oh. I think I’m going to need a bigger box.” Voiced by (*) Carlos Alazraqui, it was played by Dinky and Gidget. Sportscenter often tells players to drop a certain food item, just like this icon did before its 2000 retirement and July 2009 stroke and subsequent death. Usually depicted as revolutionary in a beret or a bandit in a sombrero, it sometimes said, “Viva gorditas!” For 10 points, name this borderline-racist canine that first said, “Yo Quiero (kee-AIR-oh) Taco Bell” in 1997. 
ANSWER: The Taco Bell Chihuahua [accept clear-knowledge equivalents] <Dan>
12.  The self-titled debut album of this band has a single, open hand on the cover and contains the songs “War?” and “Spiders.” In May 2006, this band announced it would be taking an indefinite hiatus, and it has members like Serj Tankian and (*) Daron Malakian. In another song, eating seeds is a pastime activity and flashlight reveries are caught in the headlights of a truck. Their three other albums, Toxicity, Mesmerize, and Hypnotize, contain the songs “Aerials,” “Question,” and “Lonely Day.” For 10 points, name this rock band of Armenian descent with hits like “Chop Suey!” and “B.Y.O.B.”

ANSWER: System of a Down <Jeff>
13. On episodes of this TV show, Patton Oswalt has played an Elton John impersonator, and John Hodgman has played the manager of a singing greeting card company. On other episodes, the characters meet some “mermaids” in an airport, and one man dreams about (*) David Bowie. A girl named Coco almost breaks up the friendship of the main characters, who frequent Dave’s pawn shop and are stalked by their one fan, Mel. Murray always takes roll call for Jermaine and Bret, who sing “Robots” and “Hiphopopotamus vs. Rhymenoceros.” For 10 points, name this HBO show in which the titular New Zealand folk duo tries to make it in New York City. 

ANSWER: Flight of the Conchords <Dan>
14. This driver’s first name was actually Ralph and, along with Chip Genassi, he lent his surname to a NASCAR which fields two Sprint Cup teams sponsored by Bass Pro Shops and Target. Along with Richard Petty, he won a record seven Winston Cup series, but only won one Daytona 500, in (*) 1998. He spent a large part of his career driving the number three GM Goodwrench Chevy. His son currently drives the number 88 Amp Energy and National Guard for Hendrick Motorsports. For 10 points, name this NASCAR driver who died in 2001 on the final lap of the Daytona 500.
ANSWER: Ralph Dale Earnhardt Sr. [do not prompt or accept “Earnhardt Jr.”] <Jeff>
15. Set in the Guatemalan jungle, this movie features an elite team of operatives sent to rescue an imprisoned American cabinet minister. As this film progresses, members of the team are slain, including a character played by a former governor of (*) Minnesota. The protagonist eventually uses mud to cloak himself from a murderous alien. At one point, the protagonist also yells, “Get to the chopper.” For 10 points, name this action film starring Arnold Schwarzenegger whose titular beast has recently squared off against aliens in a movie subtitled “Requiem.”
ANSWER: Predator <Jeff>
16. In the first game in this series, you can see a small picture of the sound designer, singing the word “toasty.” Several characters are just palette swaps of other characters like Rain, Ermac, and Noob Saibot. One character, (*) Goro, has four arms and serves the Outworld Emperor Shao Kahn. Other characters include Liu Kang and Baraka. The series includes two games subtitled Deadly Alliance and Armageddon. For 10 points, name this fighting game series with characters like Raiden and Sub-Zero, famous for extreme gore and fatalities.

ANSWER: Mortal Kombat <Jeff>
17. In the eighth book in A Series of Unfortunate Events, Count Olaf masquerades as one of these named Lucafont. In the Harry Potter books, Ron insists that Augustus Pye and Dilys Derwent are not like this Muggle equivalent, exemplified by Tony Gates and Bob Kelso on their respective TV shows. In one song, Robert Palmer implores one to give him the (*) news because he’s “got a bad case of loving you.” Neil Patrick Harris played a teenage one named Doogie Howser, and Patrick Dempsey plays one nicknamed “McDreamy.” For 10 points, name this occupation held by Marcus Welby, “Hawkeye” Pierce, Julius Hibbert, and Gregory House. 

ANSWER: Medical Doctors [or MDs; or Healers; accept other clear-knowledge equivalents] <Dan>
18. In this song, the inside of the listener’s heart is black, hollow, and cold. It was written by Trent Reznor, and lyrics include “You’re keeping in step/In the line” and “What if this whole crusade’s a charade.” The vocalist of this song asks the listener (*) “do you want to change it?” and “can you get up off your knees?” It was the first single off of the With Teeth album, which also contained “Only” and “Every Day is Exactly the Same.” For 10 points, name this Nine Inch Nails song which also asks the listener if they will bite the titular object.
ANSWER: “The Hand That Feeds”<Jeff>
19. Challus Mercer is an antagonist in this game. The USM Valor crashes in the climax of this game, and its power core is used to repair a shuttle. In the beginning, the USG Kellion crashes into the side of a (*) disabled mining ship orbiting Aegis 7. The protagonist, Isaac Clarke, must repair a shuttle and travel through the various decks of the ship, like Hydroponics. Kendra and Hammond help Isaac obtain and return the Marker, which is worshipped by members of the Church of Unitology. For 10 points, name this survival horror game set on the USG Ishimura [ee-shee-MOO-rah], a giant ship infested by Necromorphs.

ANSWER: Dead Space <Jeff>
20. Apple used this company’s first product to drive their laser printers. In addition to the PostScript programming language, it merged with Adlus, acquiring PageMaker and after Effects. In 2005, it acquired Macromedia and its products like (*) Flex and Fireworks. In the same merger, it also absorbed a program to create computer-driven animations and games known as Flash. This company is behind the PDF format, the Acrobat program, and a namesake Reader that creates and opens such files. For 10 points, name this company behind Creative Suites and a product that allows the user to edit images using layers and filters, Photoshop.
ANSWER: Adobe Systems <Jeff>
TB. Dustin Moskovitz and Chris Hughes are the less famous founders of this website, which launched its own Marketplace in 2007. In 2004, this Palo Alto-based site was sued by Connect U. Users may view this website in a (*) pirate-style English, and its other founder was Mark Zuckerberg. Originally for the sole use of Harvard students, any person over the age of thirteen can now write “Notes,” send  “Gifts, “Chat,” update his “Status,” “poke” a friend, or “tag” a photo. For 10 points, name this site, the world’s most-used social networking website.
