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1. This character once has a yellow bird nest in his beard. His biological father is Mickey McFinnigan. He receives the help of Max Weinstein after purchasing volcano insurance. While dressed as a hobo clown, he crushes the man who raised him, Francis, with a (*) unicycle. His father-in-law, Carter Pewterschmidt, owns U.S. Steel, and this one-time toymaker drinks at the Drunken Clam with Joe, Cleveland, and Quagmire. He is married to Lois and has three kids: Chris, Meg, and Stewie. For 10 points, name this patriarch voiced by Seth MacFarlane on Family Guy.

ANSWER: Peter Löwenbräu Griffin <Jeff>
2. This man sang the title song on the Grease soundtrack as well as “My Eyes Adored You.” He sang “Fallen Angel” when he toured with Joe Long is 1965. The actor Joe Pesci introduced him to (*) Bob Gaudio, who joined him, Nick Massi and Tommy DeVito in a band that had a hit with “Rag Doll.” He had a solo hit with “Can’t Take My Eyes Off You” and sang about his “sweet surrender” in “late December 1963.” In one hit, he asks “baby” if she “can come out tonight” in the same falsetto he used in “Walk Like a Man” and “Big Girls Don’t Cry.” For 10 points, name this man who sang “Oh What a Night” and “Sherry” as the frontman of the Four Seasons.

ANSWER: Frankie Valli [or Francesco Stephen Castelluccio] <Dan>
3. This character drives a Volvo S60 R. His mother, Elizabeth Masen, gave birth to him on June 20th, 1901, and he contracted Spanish Flu in Chicago before his rescue by his adoptive father, (*) Carlisle. He defeats enemies of his lover like James, Victoria, and the Volturi. He has siblings like Rosalie and Emmett, and his daughter is named Renesmee. When he is hungry, his eyes darken, and purple bruises appear on his glittering, marble-like skin. This fast runner gets caught in a love triangle with Jacob Black and a girl whose mind he can’t read. For 10 point, name this handsome vampire who loves Bella Swan in the Twilight books. 

ANSWER: Edward Cullen <Dan>
4. In this film, Betty Schaefer dislikes a script called Bases Loaded by Joe Gillis. That screenwriter gets in a car chase with two repo agents, and he escapes to a dilapidated mansion. There, a woman mourns her pet chimp and declares, (*) “I am big, it’s the pictures that got small.” That woman receives her only fan mail from her German butler, Max. Subtitled A Hollywood Story, it ends when Joe is shot face down in a pool and Gloria Swanson says, “All right, Mr. DeMille, I’m ready for my closeup.” For 10 points, name this 1950 film noir about an aging actress named Norma Desmond who lives on the titular Hollywood thoroughfare.
ANSWER: Sunset Boulevard <Dan>
5. This man is the namesake for an academy campus at his first team, C.D. Nacional, and he also played for Sporting CP. He scored his first international goal at Euro 2004, and he was named the best Player of the UEFA Champions League in (*) 2008. This winner of the 2008 Ballon d’Or was also the 2008 FIFA Player of the Year. In the 2006 World Cup, he ran over to a referee to make sure Wayne Rooney was sent off. In July 2009, he joined Kaká and Miguel Torres on his current Spanish squad. For 10 points, name this Portuguese right winger who was transferred from Manchester United to Real Madrid for $132 million. 
ANSWER: Cristiano Ronaldo dos Santos Aveiro [prompt “Ronaldo” and accept answers like “Portuguese Ronaldo” or “Ronaldo from Real Madrid” before these things are mentioned] <Dan>
6. With the Ragged Tiger, this word titles a 1983 Duran Duran album, and, with “of Nine,” it names Jeri Ryan’s character on Star Trek: Voyager. There are this many Princesses of Heart in Kingdom Hearts, and George Costanza wants to name his kid this, in commemoration of (*) Mickey Mantle’s number. Numerically representing a left fielder, it is also how many years an Itch lasted in a Marilyn Monroe title. It also names a 1995 Brad Pitt and Morgan Freeman crime drama, and there are this many Samurai in a Kurosawa film. For 10 points, give the number of games in the World Series. 
ANSWER: 7 <Dan>
7. Special edition episodes of this game show include Frost/Nixon, Deadliest Catch, and the doubly profitable After Dark. Its biggest winner was Sam who won $6200 last May. Contestants must use their Mobile and Street (*) Shout-Outs so that they don't get three strikes before they earn $250 on a Red Light Challenge and go double-or-nothing on Ben Bailey's Video Bonus question, lest they get kicked out of the title conveyance. For 10 points, name this Discovery Channel quiz show in which contestants compete while riding a New York City taxi.
ANSWER: Cash Cab <Dan>
8. This artist begins one song with, “Why don’t you ask me what it feels like to be a freak?” He contributed the track “Reload” to the Matrix Reloaded soundtrack. His first solo album, Hellbilly Deluxe, featured the songs (*) “Living Dead Girl” and “Superbeast.” He directed both House of 1000 Corpses and The Devil’s Rejects. He also founded and fronted a similarly named band with hits like “Thunder Kiss ‘65” and “More Human Than Human.” For 10 points, name this American musician with hits like “Never Gonna Stop” and “Dragula.”
ANSWER: Rob Zombie <Jeff>
9.  He was the first actor to write and guest star on the same Simpsons episode. This namesake of the world’s most-downloaded podcast is directing Cemetery Junction, and he played Ferdy the Fence in Stardust. On an HBO series, he played a helpless actor who stars in the fictional sitcom (*) When the Whistle Blows. His most famous character manages a Slough paper company called Wernham-Hogg. In a recent movie, he told the first fib in history, The Invention of Lying. For 10 points, name this Brit who played Dr. McPhee in Night at the Museum, Bertram Pincus in Ghost Town, Andy Millman on Extras, and David Brent on BBC’s The Office.

ANSWER: Ricky Gervais <Dan>
10. This group sings, “All my ladies with the body, put your hands in the air.” Their song “It’s a Fight” was featured in Rocky Balboa. Their breakthrough CD, Most Known Unknown, includes the tracks “Side 2 Side” and (*) “Poppin’ My Collar.” In 2006, they became the first black group to win the Academy Award for Best Song after contributing the track “It’s Hard Out Here for a Pimp” to the movie Hustle and Flow. For 10 points, name this rap group with members like DJ Paul and Lord Infamous whose biggest hit was “Stay Fly.”

ANSWER: Three 6 Mafia [or Triple Six Mafia] <Jeff>

11. In this movie, Jeffrey Tambor plays the future father-in-law of Justin Bartha. The end credits feature cameos from Carrot Top and Wayne Newton. Heather Graham’s character, Jade, gets married at the Best Little Chapel, and Mr. Chow gets $80, 000 for the wrong (*) Doug, a drug dealer who doesn’t understand the term “roofies.” To the delight of children, Rob Riggle tasers Stu, a dentist who can’t figure out why his incisor is missing. Mike Tyson sings Phil Collins’ “In the Air Tonight” before demanding the characters return his stolen tiger. For 10 points, name this 2009 Todd Phillips comedy in which Bradley Cooper, Ed Helms, and Zach Galifianakis can’t remember a Las Vegas bachelor party because of the title affliction. 

ANSWER: The Hangover <Dan>
12. The first official national champion of this game, crowned on ESPN2, was Rob “Duka” Taylor. In-game cheat cards like “Da Boot” and “Mr. Mobility” have been eliminated in recent years. A bus makes an appearance in this gaming franchise primarily because the titular (*) man is afraid of flying. Relatively recent additions like “hot routes” and “Playmaker” allow the gamer to make last second adjustments before live action. Both Garrison Hearst and Dorsey Levens have graced the cover of this game, which is supposedly cursed. For 10 points, name this sports video game franchise named for a former Raiders coach and retired color commentator. 
ANSWER: Madden NFL <Jeff>
13. This team acquired “Pistol” Pete Maravich from the Hawks in 1974. In 1979, they traded the first overall draft pick for Gail Goodrich, and L.A. got Magic Johnson instead. Under Frank Layden, they found success in the ‘80s with Mark Eaton, as well as a point guard with the most career (*) steals and the “Mailman.” With Jeff Hornacek and Greg Ostertag, they made the Finals in 1997 and 1998. Paul Millsap and Mehmet Okur currently play here under coach Jerry Sloan, and Deron Williams and Carlos Boozer have replaced John Stockton and Carl Malone. For 10 points, name this musical NBA franchise that moved from New Orleans to Salt Lake City in 1979. 
ANSWER: Utah Jazz [accept New Orleans Jazz until “Frank Leyden” is read] <Dan> 
14. One video from this band is shot inside a sumo dojo, and lyrics include “I can’t help my boogies/They get out of control” and “Oh, come on and kick me.” This band has three self-titled albums, commonly known by their colors, (*) Blue, Green, and Red. Hits off “The Blue Album,” written almost entirely by Rivers Cuomo, include a song named after a 50s rock star and “Undone- The Sweater Song.” They have also released the tracks “My Name is Jonas” and “Beverly Hills.” For 10 points, name this LA-formed rock band whose recent hits include “Pork and Beans” and “Troublemaker.”

ANSWER: Weezer 
15. In this game’s downloadable story “Bring Down the Sky,” the protagonist fights a group of Batarians. In this game’s main story arc, he fights against a race of robots who live beyond the Perseus Veil. Rediscovered Prothean artifacts account for much of the technology in this game. Liara T’Soni, a blue-skinned member of the Asari race, ignited a controversy over an (*) interspecies sex scene. Partially set on the SSV Normandy, some characters can utilize biotics via their implants. Relays allow instant transport through the galaxy, whose government is centered at the Citadel. For 10 points, name this Bioware game in which the evil Saren and the Geth are defeated by Commander Shepard.
ANSWER: Mass Effect <Jeff>
16. In the Simpsons episode “The Sweetest Apu,” Moe uses a generic brand of this product to mix a drink. In one commercial for this product, a mom uses it to let more light into her teenagers’ bedroom, waking them up for school even though it’s Saturday. In Mariah Carey’s “Obsessed,” she says she can see you “like you’re bathing in” this substance. This brand was acquired in 1993 by (*) S.C. Johnson, and it is used by Nia Vardalos’ father in My Big Fat Greek Wedding. In many commercials, birds fly into windows because this substance has been used. For 10 points, name this blue-green glass cleaner that provides a streak-free shine every time. 
ANSWER: Windex [prompt “window cleaner” and other equivalents] <Dan>
17. The song “Her Majesty” was originally cut from this album, but included at the last moment. In another song from this album, the title is sung twice followed by “and I say it’s alright.” That song, “Here Comes the Sun,” along with “Because” and a medley of songs, comprise the second side of this album. It was released before (*) Let It Be and succeeded the Yellow Submarine album. It also contained the songs “Come Together” and the love song “Something.” For 10 points, name this Beatles album whose cover shows the four band members crossing the titular street.
ANSWER: Abbey Road <Jeff>
18. In this game, the main character rescues a Devon Researcher in Petalburg Woods. A crime syndicate in this game steals a meteor at Meteor Falls, attempts to steal a Castform at the Weather Institute, and tries to change the weather on top of Mt. Chimney. Depending on the (*) version, the legendary creature found within the Cave of Origin is either Kyogre or Groudon. This game gives the gamer a choice between Mudkip, Torchic, and Treecko. For 10 points, name either of these Pokémon titles, succeed by Emerald, in which the hero battles Team Magma or Team Aqua on the way to the Elite Four.

ANSWER: Pokémon Ruby or Pokémon Sapphire [or Pokémon Emerald before “Cave of Origin”] <Jeff>
19. This musical features a character named Chistery and a character who laments “a professor from Quox” in the song “Something Bad.” Act II begins when “Thank Goodness” is sung where the characters had once spent (*) “One Short Day.” The main character attends Dr. Dillamond’s class, sees Boq and Nessarose “Dancing Through Life,” receives the Grimmerie from Madame Morrible, and sings “As Long As You’re Mine” before she turns Fiyero (fee-YAIR-oh) into a scarecrow. Previously, at Shiz University, Galinda made the main character, Elphaba, “Popular.” For 10 points, name this show about a future witch of Oz who sings “Defying Gravity.” 

ANSWER: Wicked <Dan>
20. With Bruce McNall, this man bought a Honus Wagner card in 1992. His ability to set up behind the net has led to that area being nicknamed his “Office.” With the WHA, he played for the Indianapolis Racers, and his number (*) 99 has been retired by his entire professional sport. He won nine Hart Trophies, ten Art Ross trophies for (*) goals scored in a season, and four Stanley Cups with the Edmonton Oilers. He lends his name to the first four-player game for the N64, a 3-D Hockey game. For 10 points, name this Canadian hockey star who coaches the Coyotes and who was immediately inducted into the Hall of Fame upon his 1999 retirement. 
ANSWER: Wayne Gretzky <Dan> 
TB. This company owns Columbia Pictures and recently discontinued its Trinitron line. It produced the Betamax format and was sued in 2002 for infringing on a patent in manufacturing their (*) DualShock devices. With the slogan “Like no other,” it owns the brands MemoryStick, VAIO, and BRAVIA. Its recent projects include a 200 megahertz LCD TV and a format war with HD DVD. For 10 points, name this Tokyo-based electronics manufacturer famous for early transistor radios, the Blu-Ray disc, the Walkman, and the Playstation 3.
ANSWER: Sony Corporation [or Sonī Kabushiki Gaisha] <Jeff>
