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1. This rock group played alongside a giant robot at the 2008 Spike TV Video Games Awards. Their self-titled first album included the songs “Explosivo” and “One Note Song”, as well as a comedy short involving four chicken nuggets titled “Drive Thru.” Their other songs include (*) “Wonderboy”and “Master Exploder.” Their most famous song tells about an encounter between the lead singer, his bandmate Kyle Gass, a demon, and the creation of the greatest song in the world For 10 points, name this Jack Black rock duo fronted by Jack Black who appeared in The Pick of Destiny and sang "The Metal," and “Tribute.”
ANSWER: Tenacious D <Jeff>

2. This character received a 10-year ban for saying “pants” on TV, and a malfunctioning door on Laugh-In set his career back another twenty-two years. He was a street performer in Tupelo before he stopped a female soldier from assassinating Saddam. This Percodan addict was almost replaced by (*) Gabbo, and he works with Tina Ballerina, Corporal Punishment, and Mr. Teeny. His father disowned him for not becoming a rabbi, and he hired his most recent sidekick, Mel Van Horne, after Sideshow Bob framed him for robbing the Kwik-E-Mart. For 10 points, name this illiterate harlequin who presents the Itchy and Scratchy Show on The Simpsons.
ANSWER: Krusty the Clown [or Herschel Shmoikel Pinchas Yerucham Krustofski] <Dan>
3. The QLT and the low-carb Beef Platter were failed variants of this food item, which was also produced as the Chedder Melt. During the ‘90s “Horse” promotion with Larry Bird and Michael Jordan, this item was renamed either The Big 33 or the (*) McJordan. Introduced at a Fremont McDonald’s in 1971, it can come with two slices of cheese in addition to its pickle, raw onion, ketchup, mustard, and 113.4 grams of beef. John Travolta explains that this item undergoes a name change in metric markets in the “Royale with Cheese” discussion in Pulp Fiction. For 10 points, name this McDonald’s burger with a four ounce beef patty.

ANSWER: Quarter Pounder with Cheese <Dan>
4. The Rain of Madness mockumentary is about this film. In one scene, Kevin Sandusky explains that the Blu-Ray format war “came down to a combination of gamers and porn,” and “The Pecker” tries to procure a brand-name (*) DVR for his client. While trying to find Steve Coogan, the characters find the hideout of Flaming Dragon, and Alpa Chino promotes Booty Sweat. It features a foul-mouthed producer named Les Grossman, a flop named Simple Jack, and Robert Downey, Jr. in an Oscar-nominated blackface performance. For 10 points, name this 2008 comedy about five actors who get lost in the jungle trying to make a Vietnam movie.
ANSWER: Tropic Thunder <Dan>
5. Year and event required. Before Game 4 of this series, the Latino Legends team was presented. Geof Blum’s hit won Game 3 for Dámaso Marte. Phil Garner’s closer, Brad Lidge, lost twice in it. One team was coming off a (*) Roy Oswalt win, and the other was there after a controversial dropped third strike in the ALCS. Orlando Palemeiro’s grounder to Juan Uribe was the final out in this series which featured a five-hour game. Lance Berkman, Craig Biggio, and MVP Jermaine Dye played in this event that inspired the headline “Believe It!” For 10 points, name this MLB series that saw the White Sox defeat the Astros four games to zero. 
ANSWER: 2005 World Series [prompt partial answers] <Dan>
6. In the first level of this video game, you can fight a different boss and access the upper portion of the system map after flying through several stone arches. One antagonist, Andrew, is the nephew of the main villain and says, “Stick to the pond, Froggie.” A pink character named Katt helps the protagonist on Zoness, Macbeth, or in Sector Z. (*) Pigma Dengar and a rabbit character, who often says “Do a barrel roll,” joined the protagonist’s father on a mission before the start of this game. For 10 points, name this game with other characters like General Pepper and Leon, in which the main character eventually defeats Andross on planet Venom.
ANSWER: Star Fox 64 <Jeff>
7. This work contains several death threats to Roger Simpson and a fake Mallard Fillmore strip. It uses “Were You Aware” boxes because “Did You Know” was copyrighted. In the foreword, Thomas Jefferson wonders if Halle Berry is single. Several sections about Canada were written by (*) Samantha Bee, and this book also advertises Luxembourg: the Pamphlet. With a bald eagle on the cover, it features fake nude photos of the Supreme Court Justices. For 10 points, name this faux textbook from The Daily Show with Jon Stewart that is subtitled A Citizen’s Guide to Democracy Inaction and explains all about the U.S.
ANSWER: America (The Book) [or America (The Book) Teacher’s Edition] <Dan>
8. This band sings, “Rally round the family/With a pocket full of shells.” Their song “Wake Up” was played at the end of The Matrix, and this band combines rap-style vocals with the guitar playing of Tom Morello on four studio albums, including (*) Renegades, Evil Empire, and The Battle of Los Angeles, which featured the songs “Guerilla Radio” and “Calm Like a Bomb.” For 10 points, name this politically active rock band who sings the songs “Sleep Now in the Fire,” “Testify,” and “Killing in the Name.”

ANSWER: Rage Against the Machine [prompt “Rage”] <Jeff>

9. This character is framed for the murder of the six-fingered Frank Nunn, and, when he “Takes Manhattan,” he is distracted by a “urinator” on the subway. In his first appearance, he chases an assassin into a sewer to rescue his (*) assistant. This Sierra Springs drinker thinks that Dale “the Whale” had something to do with the death of his wife, Trudy. John Turturro plays his brother, Ambrose, and he attended therapy with Dr. Kroger until the death of actor Stanley Kamel. He works with Natalie Teeger, Lt. Randy Disher, and Captain Stottlemeyer. For 10 points, name this OCD detective played by Tony Shalhoub on an eponymous USA series.

ANSWER: Adrian Monk [accept either] <Dan>

10. Tim Curry played one of these named Jezebel Jack who is sent to Nebraska. A Broadway flop from the makers of Les Mis was about the Queen of these. Batman is one in the Leahterwing series, and so is Russell on the Happy Tree Friends. In one song by Jimmy Buffet, he is one (*) “two-hundred years too late.” A baseball team named after these plays in PNC Park and once had talents like Willie Stargell, Honus Wagner, and Roberto Clemente. In a Veggie Tales film, there are three of these who don’t do anything. For 10 points, give this occupation held by One-Eyed Willy and Jack Sparrow. 

ANSWER: Pirates <Dan>
11. One character in this film puts some cotton balls in a car’s gas tank and lights them on fire. At the end, Ed Tom Bell recounts a dream in which his dad carried fire in a horn before he woke up. Kelly MacDonald plays Carla Jean, and (*) Woody Harrelson’s character is killed by a man who uses a dime to unscrew a motel air vent to find a satchel containing a radio transponder and $2 million. That satchel had been taken by Josh Brolin’s character from a botched drug deal. “Call it, friend-o” is uttered by Javier Bardem as Anton Chigurgh, an assassin who kills with a cattle gun. For 10 points, name this Coen brothers movie that won the 2007 Oscar for Best Picture.
ANSWER: No Country for Old Men <Dan>
12. This country has soccer teams like Tigre and Vélez Sársfield. Captained by Javier Mascherano, this country won the 2008 Gold Medal for Olympic soccer. This winner of the 1978 World Cup plays at El Monumental with Gabriel Heinze and Maxi Rodríguez. In the 1986 World Cup Quarterfinal with England, FIFA’s Goal of the Century and the (*) Hand of God goal were scored by this nation’s Diego Maradona. Nicknamed the Albicestes or “white and sky blue,” this team has talents like Carlos Tévez and Lionel Messi. For 10 points, name this country that is home to River Plate and Boca Juniors who play their home games in Buenos Aires.
ANSWER: Argentina <Dan>
13. In this game, you can jump into a vase and come out as the eight-bit, Super Nintendo version of your character. You also meet Gourmet Guy and ally with Twink. You defeat bosses like Tubba Blubba and Huff N. Puff and ally with people like Parakarry and Lakilester in each of the eight levels, called (*) “chapters.” In the Dry Dry Desert and Lavalava Island, you retrieve and deliver letters to people in Mushroom Kingdom. Fighting with “action commands,” you must free the seven Star Spirits, who have been imprisoned in trading cards. For 10 points, name this N64 game that is presented as a novel in which you must defeat a two-dimensional Bowser. 
ANSWER: Paper Mario [accept Paper Mario: The Thousand Year Door before “Gourmet Guy” is read; do not accept or prompt Super Paper Mario] <Dan>
14. A loading screen in Guitar Hero 2 says no to this song. Lyrics include “If there’s a bustle in your hedgerow/Don’t be alarmed now” and the titular item “lies on the whispering wind.” The vocalist gets a feeling when he looks to the west, and his (*) spirit is “crying for leaving.” One lady in this song is “sure that all that glitters is gold” and a songbird sings “Sometimes all our thoughts are misgiven.” For 10 points, name this Led Zeppelin song that Wayne can’t play in the instrument store, in which a woman is buying the titular object.
ANSWER: “Stairway to Heaven” <Jeff>
15. On this television show, onlookers are melted by a giant pot of Duncan Hills coffee, crushed or eaten by a mythical Finnish monster named Mustakrakish, orburned to death on an oil platform at a movie premiere. It features characters like the banana sticker therapist, Johnathan Twinkletits (twink-LET-its) and Doctor (*) Rockzo, a cocaine-addicted clown. In one episode, the families of Nathan Explosion, William Murderface, and Skwisgaar Swigelf help produce a musical track. For 10 points, name this Adult Swim show which tells the story of the fictional death metal band Dethklok.

ANSWER: Metalocalypse <Jeff>
16. This word titles a 2009 Sam Rockwell sci-fi thriller. In a Quiznos commercial, the Sponge Monkeys sing a song about how much they like this thing, which names an anime superhero who goes by “Bunny.” Unless held up by giants on the third day, this object threatens Clock Town. It accompanies the word (*) Harvest in the title of a Super Nintendo game, and this word is the surname of both the character who marries Niles Crane and the drummer of The Who. In a Credence Clearwater Revival song, it is both “Bad” and “Rising.” For 10 points, name this object which accompanies the word Goodnight in a children’s book by Margaret Wise.
ANSWER: the Moon <Jeff>
17. The main character in this movie loves Judith, joins the PFJ, and writes some grammatically incorrect graffiti. Originally titled Lust for Glory, it features George Harrison as Mr. Papadopoulos. After a foray into space, the title character meets Harry the Haggler and tries to buy a (*) fake beard, the same kind his mom wore so she could attend a stoning. One character has a friend named Biggus Dickus, and this movie features the “What Have the Romans Ever Done For Us?” discussion. For 10 points, name this 1979 Monty Python film in which the title character is mistaken for the Messiah and sings “Always Look on the Bright Side of Life.”

ANSWER: Monty Python’s Life of Brian <Dan>
18. With the second overall pick in the 1976 draft, this team selected Steve Nielaus. Originally coached by Jack Patera, this team played its games in the Kingdome until 1984. This is the only team to play in both the NFC and AFC Championships. As a tribute to fans, they retired the number (*) twelve, as well as eighty, the number of Steve Largent. Their mascot is Blitz, and their new coach is Jim L. Mora. Their only Superbowl appearance was a 21-10 loss to the Steelers in Superbowl XL, which featured Coach Mike Holmgren and quarterback Matt Hasselbeck. For 10 points, name this NFL team that plays at Qwest Field in Washington State.
ANSWER: Seattle Seahawks [accept either] <Dan>
19. This game was developed by three student teachers at Carleton College. Originally, you fired your gun by typing “bang” or “pow.” This game ends in Willamette Valley and was first released for Apple II. Although its Facebook version was replaced by a (*) SpeedDate.com app, you can play this on your iPhone but might have to stop and hold a funeral for those who drown or contract typhoid. Coming in Yukon and Amazon versions, players chose an occupation, buy supplies, and hunt buffalo on their journey. For 10 points, name this game in which some oxen pull your Conestoga wagon from Missouri to the Pacific Northwest.

ANSWER: Oregon Trail [or Oregon Trail II; or Oregon Trail 3rd, 4th, or 5th Edition] <Dan>
20. This father of this musician was a revolutionary, and she is fluent in the Tamil dialect, which is featured in many of her earlier recordings like “Sunshowers.” She sings, “I got more records than the KGB” and “All I wanna do is” followed by (*) gunshots in one song, which was featured in a trailer for Pineapple Express. Another lyric in that song is sampled and repeated over and over in the T.I. song “Swagger Like Us.” Her other songs include “Bird Flu,” “Bucky Done Gun,” and “Galang.” For ten points, name this Sri Lankan musician who rose to fame with her single “Paper Planes.”
ANSWER: M.I.A. [or MIA pronounced as one word; or Mathangi Arulpragasam] <Jeff>
TB. This name is the first name of the character who tells Ricky Bobby, "If you're not first, you're last." It is the surname of both a character who attempts to extort money from Lucius Fox after discovering the identity of Batman and the father of John Connor in Terminator. It is the first part of the hyphenated surname of the actor who played Sallah and (*) Gimli. It is the first name of Frankie Muniz’s older brother on Malcolm in the Middle. For 10 points, give this surname of the actress who played June Carter in Walk the Line and Elle Woods in Legally Blonde. 

ANSWER: Reese/Rhys <Jeff>
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
