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1. In this film, a character hides behind a deli counter from a henchman named “Baldy” on her way to discover a secret “beneath Parkington Lane.” The protagonist shops at Urban Outfitters and gives his diving watch to the cashier. The protagonist jumps from the flight deck of the U.S. Intrepid to escape Harvey Keitel’s agents, and, he escapes an explosion on a colonial ship in the (*) Arctic. Ian Howe steals an engraved pipe, and Riley Poole finds the location of a special pair of bifocals. For 10 points, name this 2004 film in which a Freemason map on the Declaration of Independence helps Nicholas Cage find an American fortune. 
ANSWER: National Treasure <Dan>
2. On one episode of The Simpsons, these people overtake the Springfield Elementary playground and steal the characters’ Frisbee. It is the first word of the title of a song that begins: “I was born in the wagon of a travellin’ show/Mama used to dance for the money they’d throw.” It titles A Musical Fable that features the song (*) “Everything’s Coming Up Roses.” A Jimi Hendrix album is titled Band of these and, in his 2006 movie, Borat steals the tears of one. This word titles a stripper named Rose Lee and completes the Cher title “Tramps, and Thieves.” For 10 give this offensive term for the Romani people.  

ANSWER: Gypsy [or Gypsies; accept Romani before “I was born in the wagon…”; do not accept or prompt Roma or Romani after “I was born in the wagon…”] <Dan>
3. The music video for this song shows an acrobatic black bartender, as well as the vocalist dressed in a trench coat singing, “Your heart’s been aching/But you’re too shy to say it.” Along with the artist’s other number-one hit, “Together Forever,” this love song appears on the (*) Whenever You Need Somebody album. A number-one hit in the US in 1988, it was performed by its original artist at the 2008 Macy’s Thanksgiving Parade. For 10 points, name this song in which the singer promises never to make you cry or run around and desert you by Rick Astley, currently used in an internet prank.

ANSWER: “Never Gonna Give You Up” [prompt on “RickRoll”] <Jeff> 
4. This title character of this song is “sneaky and mean, a spider inside my dreams.” It was originally performed by Chemical Toilet before the vocalist joined Electric Dream Machine. In the musical about this character, he pays the troll’s toll to get a boy’s soul. That boy becomes his enemy, a (*) “champion of the sun” and “master of karate and friendship for everyone.” This song, which disgusts Danny DeVito’s character, is about the title entity who enters the vocalist’s room while he’s sleeping and fills him with his spirit. For 10 points, name this homoerotic song that Charlie composes on It’s Always Sunny in Philadelphia, a predecessor to “Day Man.” 
ANSWER: “Nightman” [or The Nightman Cometh; do not accept or prompt “Day Man”] <Dan>
5. This man quarterbacked the state champion Bethel High School football team but was drafted first overall in a different sport in 1996. He served four years in a correctional facility for allegedly hitting a woman in a bowling alley. His college coach was John Thompson, and he is the Hoyas’ all-time leading scorer. After leaving (*) Georgetown, he was the 2001 NBA MVP. Under Larry Brown, he led his first team to the 2001 NBA Finals against the Lakers. He was traded in 2006 to the Denver Nuggets, who later traded him to the Pistons. For 10 points, name this point guard, nicknamed “The Answer,” who started his career with the Philadelphia ‘76ers.
ANSWER: Allen Iverson [or AI] <Dan>
6. In a song by Megadeth, this entity is “the mother of all that is evil,” while a Motörhead song is titled “In the Year of” this entity. This word accompanies “Like Me” in the title of a song by TV on the Radio. This entity is at “At The Door” in a Radiohead song on the “Hail to the Thief Album.” In a song by Warren Zevon, a whole lot of a special kind of this animal live in London. An Australian band with hits like (*) “Woman” and “Joker and the Thief” is named after this and Mother. For 10 points, name this animal which Duran Duran is “Hungry Like” and which is in your closet in a recent Shakira song.
ANSWER: Wolf [or shewolf; or werewolf] <Jeff>
7. This actor played Luke Hartman in the made-for-TV Lone Ranger movie. He had a recurring role on Gilmore Girls as Tristin Dugray and played Charlie Todd on Dawson’s Creek. He played Elisha Cuthbert’s twin brother in the House of Wax remake. With Lindsay Lohan and Jamie Lee Curtis, he starred in the (*) Freaky Friday remake and, with Hillary Duff, he starred in Cinderella Story. On a CW show, he played the half-brother of Nathan Scott. For 10 points, name this former model who played Lucas Scott on One Tree Hill.

ANSWER: Chad Michael Murray <Dan>
8. This character is controlled by touch-screen in a game subtitled Master of Disguise, and he appears in a recent game subtitled The Shake Dimension. When this character functioned as a protagonist, he battled Captain Syrup and the Brown Sugar Pirates. This character opens up a game development company that produces minigames in a series known as this character’s (*) “ware.” In a racing game for N64, a shortcut in this character’s stadium involves jumping over a dividing wall. For 10 points, name this fat, mustachioed character who wears yellow overalls and antagonizes Mario.
ANSWER: Wario <Jeff>
9. In this book, the ansible allows the protagonist to communicate with a far-away fleet. After disobeying Bonzo de Madrid, the protagonist of this novel is transferred from Salamander Army to Rat Army and later kills Bonzo in the showers. The titular character’s closest friends include Petra Arkanian, Han Tzu, and Bean, while his brother Peter eventually becomes (*) Hegemon and ruler of Earth. In a scene set before the events of this novel, Mazer Rackham defeats the enemy fleet by killing the enemy queen. For ten points, name this Orson Scott Card novel in which Andrew Wiggin attends Battle School, fights in zero-g, and eventually commits genocide on the Bugger race.
ANSWER: Ender’s Game <Jeff>
10. In the 1968 version of this movie, one female is told to go to work and she turns on music and dances. That same character paints the entire office white in the 2005 version. The original features an actor named LSD, and the remake has Carmen Ghia and Roger de Bris singing (*) “Keep It Gay” while Will Ferrell plays Franz Lebkind.  Uma Thurman plays the Swedish bombshell, Ulla (OO-luh), who works for the title duo of Leopold Bloom and Max Bialystock. For 10 points, name this Mel Brooks movie in which Gene Wilder and Zero Mostel or Matthew Broderick and Nathan Lane try to put on the biggest flop in Broadway history, Springtime for Hitler.

ANSWER: The Producers <Jeff>
11. On Arrested Development, Kitty takes sick days so she can attend this event. When the characters on Malcolm in the Middle visit this event, Hal is mistaken for a performer. This titles Third Eye Blind’s debut album, and participants in it live in Black Rock City. Originally held at Baker Beach, San Francisco, its themes have included (*) Evolution: A Tangled Bank and Seven Ages of Man. Because “gifting” is one of its ten principles, participants cannot carry cash and instead must trade their artwork. For 10 points, name this annual hippie festival that takes place in a Nevada desert and culminates in the incineration of the title wooden effigy.

ANSWER: Burning Man <Dan>
12. The video for one song by this band begins with a mustachioed man demonstrating different martial arts styles, finishes with a Western-style hero reflecting a laser with a CD, and features the lyric “Don’t waste your time/Or time will waste you.” This song, “Knights of Cydonia,” was featured on the album (*) Black Holes and Revelations, which also contained “Starlight.” For 10 points, name this British rock band, who has also released songs like “Stockholm Syndome,” “Supermassive Black Hole,” and “Hysteria.”

ANSWER: Muse <Jeff> 
13. On the pilot episode of this show, Sandy sells some marijuana called Chronic Lady. Figgins is blackmailed for appearing in an Air India safety movie, and Kurt Hummel comes out of the closet after kicking a game-winning field goal. Sue Sylvester coaches the (*) Cheerios and Emma Pillsbury is a germophobic guidance counselor at William McKinley High School in Lima (LAHY-muh), Ohio. Matt Morrison and Lea Michele star in episodes like “Showmance” and “Acafellas,” which all feature their own soundtrack and elaborately choreographed dance numbers. Name this Fox dramedy show about a misfit high school show choir. 
ANSWER: Glee <Dan>
14. With the Marlins, this team joined the MLB in 1993 and featured players like David Nied and Eric Young, who hit a leadoff homer for the 80,000 fans that came to watch their first game—a regular season MLB record. They led the MLB in attendance every year from 1993 to 1999, and Andrés Galarraga and Larry Walker were nicknamed the (*) Blake Street Bombers. Currently managed by Jim Tracy, their mascot is a purple triceratops named Dinger. Currently featuring Todd Helton, Brad Hawpe, and Jason Marquis, they won the National League in 2007. For 10 points, name MLB squad that plays its home games at Coors Field in Denver. 
ANSWER: Colorado Rockies [accept either] <Dan>
15. In this game, players can use the “Warp World” sorcery to randomize the battlefield. Progenitus and Darksteel Colossus are really big creatures in this game, but little green creatures like the Birds of Paradise or Elvish Piper can make a huge difference. Other famous objects in this game include a set of five moxes and the (*) Black Lotus. A recent rule change eliminated mana burn. Players begin with twenty life, and a recent Xbox version of this game is called “Duel of the Planeswalkers.” For 10 points, name this trading card game created by Wizards of the Coast. 
ANSWER: Magic: the Gathering <Jeff>
16.  In the first game of this series, Colonel Gregor Hakha, a half human, argues with Rico Velasquez. The gamer also plays as Shadow Marshall Luger and, in a PSP-exclusive title, plays as Captain Jan Templar who eliminates further resistance on the planet Vekta. In all three games, the ISA squares off against a race of mutated humans who cannot (*) breathe Earth’s air. Their home planet, the namesake of their race, is the setting for the third game in this series with protagonist Tomas Sevchenko and antagonist Scolar Visari. For 10 points, name this series which pits humans against the Helghast, a Playstation exclusive.

ANSWER: Killzone <Jeff>
17. This band takes its name from a pipe sculpture of a similar name in its home town, Seattle. This group’s first albums are Ultramega OK and Louder than Love.  Its lead singer also fronted Audioslave. This band sings that “All my friends are skeletons/They beat the rhythm with their bones.” That song (*), “Spoonman,” was featured on an album that also contained “The Day I Tried to Live.” For 10 points, name this rock band, fronted by Chris Cornell, who sang “Black Hole Sun” and “Outshined” on their album Superunknown. 
ANSWER: Soundgarden <Jeff>
18. One basketball player from this school was a Christian reverend named Roger Powell. His 2005 basketball team lost only two games, one in the final regular season game to Ohio State, and the other in postseason play to North Carolina. In more recent news, Jeffrey Jordan quit from this school’s basketball team. In 2008, the Pittsburgh Steelers drafted a star running back from this school, (*) Rashard Mendenhall. It was also the home of famed running back Red Grange, and football coach Ron Zook recently benched the four-year starting quarterback Juice Williams. For ten points, name this midwestern university who, under pressure from the NCAA, retired their mascot, Chief Illiniwek.

ANSWER: University of Illinois at Urbana-Champaign <Jeff>
19. The 1973 version of this film features a song sung around a maypole and another in which Willow bangs on the walls of Sergeant Neil Howie’s room. Christopher Lee plays the lord of the island in that version, but in the 2006 remake, his character is replaced by Summersisle, and the protagonist is called Edward Malus. The protagonist searches for a (*) missing girl, Rowan. The 2006 version introduces a female-dominated society based on beekeeping and stars Nicholas Cage, whose character punches out several women. For 10 points, name this movie in which Nicholas Cage’s character is burned inside of the titular figure at the end.
ANSWER: The Wicker Man <Jeff>
20. In one mission in this game series, the player swaps a real gun for the prop pistol about to be used in a performance of Tosca. Antagonists in this series include Alexander Leland Crane and Sergei Zavrarotko. In other missions, you must kill Dr. Ort-Meyer. The main character works with Agent Smith and Diana Burnwood at the ICA, or (*) “the Agency,” who cloned and brainwashed him. An eponymous 2007 movie adaptation stars Timothy Olyphant as the title character, who also appears in sequel games called Contracts and Blood Money. For 10 points, name this stealth game series about Agent 47, a gun-for-hire.
ANSWER: Hitman <Dan> 
TB. Elvis Presley is heard asking for this product on the That’s the Way it Is album. Commercials for it featured Michael Jordan and coined the phrase “Be Like Mike.” In 2009, it underwent a massive rebranding that saw the AM variant renamed Shine On, while Focus is the new name of the (*) Tiger variant, which comes in Quiet Storm and Cool Fusion flavors. It has a Rain product line, now known as No Excuses, and, in 2000, it released a Fitness Water called Propel. For 10 points, name this sports drink, commonly showered on football coaches after big wins, that was named for the mascot of the University of Florida. 

ANSWER: Gatorade <Dan>
