1. He earned a one-game suspension in January 2009 for fighting with Portland's Joel Przybilla. In the second round of the 2008 playoffs, he was assigned to guard Tim Duncan during game 7 and held his opponent to a 5-for-17 performance, but his team lost after earlier knocking out the Mavericks. Originally drafted at number two overall by the Clippers and immediately traded for Elton Brand, he was dealt to his current team in summer 2006 for P.J. Brown and J.R. Smith. This center now forms the Crescent City Connection with Chris Paul. For 10 points, name this former Bulls player who now plays for the New Orleans Hornets. 
ANSWER: Tyson Chandler
2. It was bought out by actor Tim Matheson in 1989, fourteen years after most of its original creators, including Robert Hoffman, Henry Beard, and Anne Beats, left to either retire or join the writing staff of Saturday Night Live. Its regular deparments included “Foto Funnies” and “True Facts,” and one of its early issues showed a hand pointing a revolver at a black and white dog above the caption "if you don't buy this magazine, we'll kill this dog." For 10 points, name this humor periodical that spun off from a similarly-titled publication at Harvard and remains alive as a brand name for movies such as Van Wilder and the Vacation series. 
ANSWER: National Lampoon 
3. The Christmas-themed episode in this show’s first season revolved around one character being appalled that his father-in-law gives his mother-in-law the same Christmas present every year. Earlier, that father-in-law’s pet bird was accidentally killed. The season finale  featured Sam going to the wrong hospital as Melanie went into labor. That 70s Show cast member Kurtwood Smith  plays Dick alongside Nancy Lenahan as Angela in, for 10 points, what CBS show starring Erinn Hayes and Kyle Bornheimer, which was cancelled after completing its first season in 2008-2009, and focuses on the titular unlucky time period in each episode? 
ANSWER: Worst Week
4. Despite leading the majors in ERA by a margin of .36, Nolan Ryan finished fourth in NL Cy Young voting in this season. Carlton Fisk began his time with the White Sox in this year after the Red Sox failed to mail a new contract on time. The NL Cy Young and Rookie of the Year awards for this season both went to Fernando Valenzuela, whose team advanced to the World Series on a Rick Monday homer, ending the only participation in postseason play by the Expos. This year was also the last one before 1995 where eight teams made the playoffs, as an extra round was added for first and second half champions of each division. For 10 points, identify this MLB season which saw a two-month interruption due to a players’ strike. 
ANSWER: 1981 Major League Baseball season [accept anything similar that has “1981” in it]
5. Differences between this movie and the Steven Pressfield book on which it is based include the nature of an enchanced reality called "The Field" and the omission of the storm which trashes the central setting immediately after the climax of the story. The character of Michael, who is questioning his medical education, was also dropped from the frame story about the narrator, Hardy. This film focuses on an alcoholic World War I veteran who has exiled himself from the town of Savannah, Rannulph Junuh, played by Matt Damon. Rannulph is drafted by Irene to compete against Walter Hagen and Bobby Jones in a golf exhibition, and meets a mysterious spirit who helps him regain his courage. For 10 points, name this 2000 movie starring Will Smith as that spirit. 
ANSWER: The Legend of Bagger Vance
6. This man released a twenty-years-later update of one of his songs, set in a gay bar, where the narrator starts a fight. In the original version of that song, a man accuses some Southerners of being George McGovern-supporting FBI agents in order to avoid being beaten for his hippie appearance. In addition to recording “Uneasy Rider,” he addresses such pressing topics as the sexuality of Miss USA judges and what the film Grizzly Man can teach Democrats about Islam in the “Soapbox” section of his website. "The Legend of Wooley Swamp" and "The South's Gonna Do It Again" are other songs by his eponymous band, which adapted Stephen Vincent Benet’s “The Mountain Whipoorwill” for a tale about Johnny winning a golden fiddle. For 10 points, name this country singer of “The Devil Went Down to Georgia.” 
ANSWER: Charlie Daniels
7. He hangs out with a kid named Billy and speaks in the manner of a gorilla in a Bang Cartoons parody. Though not on the active roster for the 1991 Super Bowl, he still received a ring, meaning that he won titles with three teams, the Raiders, 49ers, and Redskins, as a linebacker. In 2000, he was the head of the FOX announcing B team, behind Madden and Summerall, but he later took another job in which he picked Mike Williams, Charles Rogers, and Joey Harrington before being replaced by Marty Mayhew. Fans at Pistons and University of Michigan games picked up on a chant directed at this man after his eight-year stint produced a 31-97 record. For 10 points, name this former Detroit Lions GM, the target of many signs advocating his firing. 
ANSWER: Matt Millen
8. In one movie, this character is captured and worshipped as the “Prince of Plenty” during a jungle detour from an around-the-world balloon race.  In that movie, this character was voiced by Janice Karman. In a 2007 movie where he was voiced by Jesse McCartney, he annoys his producer by squirting breath spray into his eyes. Named after the chief engineer of Liberty Records, this character is often paired with Eleanor of the Chipettes and has an insatiable appetite. For 10 points, name this green-sweater-clad chipmunk, the counterpart of Simon and Alvin. 
ANSWER: Theodore
9. After encountering some acquaintances who were squatting at his cabin in the Poconos, this character reminisces on receiving a watch from his first wife, Lilian, which his companions quickly lose in a septic tank. He later marries Lila Bolander, the dean who employs him at Pennbrook University. An elaborate song and dance was used to call this man out of his house. He took a new job as the principal of John Adams High School after his elementary school students, such as Minkus, moved on, and he later became an English professor in order to keep tabs on Eric, Shawn, and Topanga. For 10 points, name this longtime mentor of Cory Matthews on Boy Meets World. 
ANSWER: Mr. George Feeny
10. One character in this movie is fired by a Japanese man because he let Douglas Needles talk him into committing a crime, and later the words "murdered" and "committed" are seen changing to "honored" and "commended." One character in this film is always shown out of focus, wearing sunglasses, or from behind to cover the fact that the actor playing him refused to do a sequel; that actor later sued this film’s producers for re-using footage of him from the previous film without his consent. For this film, new footage was shot to ease the transition of one character from being played by Claudia Wells to new actress Elisabeth Shue. Many viewers thought the automatic shoelaces and hovering skateboards in this movie were real, while others were dissapointed by the cliffhanger ending in which Doc faints. For 10 points, name this 1989 film, the second to star Michael J. Fox as Marty McFly. 
ANSWER: Back to the Future Part II
11. This site’s accompanying chat software features the Everything Death Borg, which mutes those who break the rules of the “Chatterbox.” Run by a company called Blockstackers Intergalactic that exists solely to operate it, this website was hosted for free by the University of Michigan for four years and moved to Michigan State in 2007. Founded by Slashdot executive Nathan Oostendorp, this site’s frontpage lists the current "cream of the cool," which as of the writing of this question includes an article on adopting racing greyhounds and another entitled "How to Eat at McDonald's." For 10 points, name this website which predates Wikipedia and emphasizes original contributions rather than factual overviews, which relaunched under its current name following major software upgrades from the “1” database. 
ANSWER: Everything2
12. This group featured Lil Kim on a song that promises to use "rusty-ass German things" and send "kites with the Motorolas." Perhaps this group's best-known song proclaims them "official Queens Bridge muderers" and boasts "I'm only nineteen but my mind is old" in verses that ornament a chorus about there being “no such thing as halfway crooks.” Murda Muzik and Hell on Earth were their followups to a record with "Temperature's Rising" and "Survival of the Fittest" on it, The Infamous. For 10 points, name this group, comprised of Havoc and Prodigy, that recorded the song “Shook Ones Part II.” 
ANSWER: Mobb Deep
13. In one movie, this actor portrayed a thief known as "the mouse" who fights against the kingdom of Aquila. In addition to Ladyhawke, he portrayed the object of Jim Carrey’s affections in The Cable Guy and the commander of Andre Braugher and Denzel Washington, Robert Gould Shaw, in Glory. This voice of the adult Simba in The Lion King also played David Lightman, who accidentally hacks into WOPR in WarGames. His most known roles might be Leo Bloom in both the stage and film remake of The Producers, or a figure who is rumored to have passed out at “31 Flavors” and impersonates Abe Forman, the Sausage King of Chicago. For 10 points, name this actor who played the title role in Ferris Bueller’s Day Off. 
ANSWER: Matthew Broderick
14. One character in this series is given eighty-to-one odds in a pit fight against a gorilla, while another responds to a reminder that “this is about mankind’s salvation” with the retort “this is about my genitals.” Another cast member in this comic book acquired his abilities during the Easter Rising, while another is the incestuous descendant of Jesus and Mary Magdalene who is killed when a very fat man is pushed out of a helicopter onto him. Ending with the Saint of Killers shooting God in the face, its main characters include one who can use “the word” to force others to obey him, the accurately-shooting Tulip, and an Irish vampire named Cassidy. For 10 points, name this Garth Ennis comic book about Jesse Custer, who abandons the title occupation after his church is incinerated. 
ANSWER: Preacher
15. This man appeared on the Rifftrax for Missile to the Moon and had a recurring role as the Boogeyman in The Grim Adventures of Billy & Mandy. He got into Second City by doing a double audition with Robert Klein as two employees of a nightclub. He later portrayed Scott, the boyfriend of Leon Carp, played by Martin Mull, on Roseanne.  His character Wally Kogen was a crooked travel agent who organized a terrible Super Bowl trip that Homer and Bart Simpson went on, and he also played Ed Harken, the put-upon director of a San Diego TV station in Anchorman. He asks out-of-context questions such as “do you know the difference between a rectal thermometer and a tongue depressor” and “how much do you think I can bench press?” in another role, for the same director that had him keep saying “Wha happened?” in A Mighty Wind and cast him as a travel agent and part-time actor in Waiting for Guffman. For 10 points, name this comic actor, perhaps best known for playing clueless commentator Buck Laughlin in Best In Show. 
ANSWER: Fred Willard
16. After this band broke up, several of its members joined with the former leader of The Eyes to form Love Spit Love. A chorus about a woman who "don't fade" when "the time moves" appears in their song "The Ghost in You" from one of their more popular albums, Mirror Moves. This band, led by Richard Butler, broke through with the song “Dumb Waiters” and the record Talk Talk Talk, and their last big hit was about a rhythm that "feels like love,” "Heartbreak Beat.” Fall Out Boy changed the last word of one of this band’s iconic songs to “Punk;” that song discusses a woman named Caroline and accompanied a 1986 Molly Ringwald and John Hughes movie. For 10 points, name this band that recorded “Pretty in Pink” and “Heaven.”
ANSWER: The Psychedelic Furs
17. Two people who were backups for this position and this team were Wendell Young and the man who secured a key Game Six win over New Jersey after an injury to the starter, Frank Pietrangelo. The last person to win a Stanley Cup playing full-time at this position for this team is now a coach for the Hurricanes and was the first American-born 300-game winner. Ken Wregget split time at this position for this team later on. Prior to the 2008 playoffs, Marc Conklin challenged for the starting spot at this position for this team, which was held during the team’s 1991 and 1992 Stanley Cup wins by Tom Barrasso. For 10 points, Marc-Andre Fleury, who lost the 2008 NHL finals against the Red Wings, now starts at what position for what squad that also includes Evgeni Malkin and Sidney Crosby? 
ANSWER: goalie for the Pittsburgh Penguins [accept obvious equivalents]
18. In 2006, a box set of rarities for this band was released, including covers of Mudhoney's "Farther I Go" and Bad Brains's "Youth are Getting Restless." That collection, Everything Under the Sun, follows the previous compilation albums Stand By Your Van and Secondhand Smoke. One of their albums contains three tracks consisting of live recordings from a psychiatric halfway house of a man named “Raleigh” Theodore Sakers, while their most successful album includes songs about twelve-year-old Annie, riots across the United States, and a Mexican man killing his girlfriend’s new lover. For 10 points, name this band of “Wrong Way” and “Santeria,” which also told the story of a man who “now takes it in the behind” in “Date Rape” and recorded “What I Got” before lead singer Bradley Nowell overdosed on heroin. 
ANSWER: Sublime
19. The "alternate reality game" accompanying this TV show stretches across websites for the fictional Latnok Society and Mada Corporation. In an unusual step, its head writer Julie Plec began answering e-mailed questions about planned future storylines for this show after its cancellation. The last episode that did air included Cassidy's revalations about Adam Baylin's plans to produce more "super children" and the apparent death of Jessi as the Trager family attempts to intervene. For 10 points, name this show starring Matt Dallas as a teenager with no navel, which ran for three seasons until 2009 on ABC Family. 
ANSWER: Kyle XY
20. One figure in this game becomes enraged when her vases are broken and screams out “compensation!” in a deliberate way, and another was turned into a golden statue along with his cat. A weapon in this game gains power from two light sources called the Sols. The title character is able to turn into a spider and gravely wound others with a sharpened ponytail, which she uses against the creator of the Shadow Beasts, Zant. Introducing the ability to transform into a wolf to the series, this game focuses on the quest to bring the Light Spirits back to Hyrule. For 10 points, name this Wii game, the latest main entry in the Legend of Zelda series. 
ANSWER: The Legend of Zelda: Twilight Princess
1. After being narrowly defeated by Giacomo in the Kentucky Derby, this horse went on to win both the Preakness and Belmont despite being hit by Scrappy T in the stretch. For 10 points each: 
[10] Name this 2005 Preakness and Belmont champion who won the former race despite throwing jockey Jeremy Rose over his head and nearly going face-first into the ground. 
ANSWER: Afleet Alex 
[10] In 2008, this horse won both the Kentucky Derby and Preakness but became the first Triple Crown contender to finish dead last in the Belmont. 
ANSWER:  Big Brown 
[10] Perhaps the most popular Derby winner in recent memory was this 2006 champion, whose ultimately fatal broken leg in the Preakness sparked an inexplicable wave of public sentiment. 
ANSWER:  Barbaro
2. This song was the most popular from 1987's Famous Blue Raincoat, an album of songs written by Leonard Cohen. For 10 points each: 
[10] Name this song, accompanied by a video of the lead guitar part being played on the Brooklyn Bridge, which expresses thanks for a “monkey and a plywood violin” before appending “then we take Berlin” to the title. 
ANSWER: “First We Take Manhattan” 
[10] This singer of the Famous Blue Raincoat album is known for soundtrack duets, such as "Up Where We Belong" with Joe Cocker and "I've Had The Time of My Life" with Bill Medley. 
ANSWER:  Jennifer Warnes 
[10] The guitarist on Warnes’s version of “First We Take Manhattan” recorded such originals as "Crossfire," "Little Wing," and "Pride and Joy" on his guitar “Number One” before dying in a 1990 helicopter crash. 
ANSWER:  Stevie Ray Vaughan
3. In 1995, this chain opened its first “Super” version in Omaha, incorporating a grocery store. For 10 points each: 
[10] Name this Minnesota-based chain of large retail stores, which produces ornate gift cards and competes with Wal-Mart and Costco using its bullseye logo. 
ANSWER: Target 
[10] This brand of larger Targets that contains fast food outlets but not fresh groceries was last opened in 2006 and is being replaced by Super Target. 
ANSWER:  Target Greatland 
[10] Target uses this system for prescription labeling, involving upside-down bottles with flattened sections for labels. It was patented by designer Deborah Adler while she was still a student. 
ANSWER:  ClearRx
4. He collaborated with Roger Avary on the script for Beowulf and saw his original works Stardust and Coraline adapted to the screen. For 10 points each: 
[10] Name this author of books and comics, perhaps best known for American Gods and for his series The Sandman. 
ANSWER: Neil Gaiman 
[10] The original artist on The Sandman, he went on to start the series Ojo and Zero Girl after wrapping up his longest-lived creation, The Maxx. 
ANSWER:  Sam Kieth 
[10] This character from The Sandman headlined two spin-off stories, The Time of Your Life and The High Cost of Living, the latter of which is to be made into a film in the near future. 
ANSWER:  Death
5. This movie is to be remade for a 2011 release by James Camerson, with a script by J. Michael Straczynski. For 10 points each: 
[10] Name this beloved 1956 scifi movie, in which Commander Adams goes to Altair IV and finds that Dr. Morbius and his daughter are the only surviving humans, a futuristic adaptation of The Tempest. 
ANSWER: Forbidden Planet 
[10] This veteran of such films as Mrs. Miniver and Madame Curie portrayed the doctor in Forbidden Planet. He may be better known for starring as Mr. Gruffydd in How Green Was My Valley or for his vigilant maintenance of the blacklist during his time as SAG president. 
ANSWER:  Walter Pidgeon 
[10] This fellow Canadian starred with Pidgeon in Forbidden Planet as Adams. Late in his career, he made dozens of parody films, including three Naked Gun movies where he played Frank Drebin. 
ANSWER:  Leslie Nielsen
6. This show took a timeslot that had dipped so low in the ratings under Cynthia Garrett that the talk-show format was briefly abandoned in favor of SCTV reruns. For 10 points each: 
[10] Name this NBC talk show, which airs at 1:35 AM in the east and succeeded in bringing over much of its host’s MTV-aged fans. 
ANSWER: Last Call with Carson Daly 
[10] Also in the late night talk show genre, this former Seinfeld and David Letterman writer hosted the Saturday night program Talk Show with… on FOX from 2006 to 2009. 
ANSWER:  Spike Feresten 
[10] Carson Daly was reportedly peeved at not replacing Conan O’Brien on Late Night; that opportunity went to this former Weekend Update anchor. 
ANSWER:  Jimmy Fallon
7. This song features a Marxophone, a quote from Poe's "Annabel Lee," and a video in which a woman revives on a dissecting table. For 10 points each: 
[10] Name this track from 2006's album Light Grenades, whose chorus states "I picture your face at the back of my eyes." 
ANSWER: “Anna Molly” 
[10] This Brandon Boyd-led band, whose previous songs included "Megalomaniac" and "Drive," released "Anna Molly." 
ANSWER:  Incubus 
[10] Asking "should I surface this one-man submarine?," this 2008 Incubus song shares only its name with the biggest hit by the band Nazareth, which was a cover of an Everly Brothers song. 
ANSWER:  “Love Hurts”
8. This man's British TV show The F Word drew complaints for a scene where he broke the necks of two puffins and ate their hearts raw. For 10 points each: 
[10] Name this celebrity chef, whose latest FOX program is Kitchen Nightmares. 
ANSWER: Gordon Ramsay 
[10] Ramsay came to prominence on American TV with this reality show, which features Ramsay throwing away food and yelling “shut it down!” as chefs are eliminated one-by-one. 
ANSWER:  Hell's Kitchen 
[10] Ramsay trained under Guy Savoy and this “father of modern English cuisine,” who hosted the third and fourth seasons of the British Hell’s Kitchen. 
ANSWER:  Marco Pierre White
9. This film ends with a performance of “Summertime” using 1940s clothing and an old-timey microphone. For 10 points each: 
[10] Name this 2003 Farrelly Brothers comedy about the conjoined Tenor brothers. 
ANSWER: Stuck on You 
[10] This actor was stuck to Matt Damon in the movie. Also appearing in Little Miss Sunshine and Fast Food Nation, this former TV personality's breakthrough into film was as Jack Nicholson's artist neighbor Simon in As Good As It Gets. 
ANSWER:  Greg Kinnear 
[10] Stuck On You featured several arbitrary cameos, such as Cher playing herself and this man portraying “Space Alien #2.” This specialist at working under prosthetics and heavy makeup also played the Silver Surfer, Abe in the Hellboy movies, and two roles in Pan's Labyrinth. 
ANSWER:  Doug Jones
10. Name these Dutch pitchers, for 10 points each. 
[10] This man continued to pitch for the Reds throughout the 1940s after his 1938 feat of throwing two consecutive no-hitters against the Braves and Dodgers. 
ANSWER:  John Samuel "Johnny" Vander Meer 
[10] This circle-happy Dick Bremer counterpart gave up a lot of home runs late in his career and was thirteen short of 300 wins, which is why idiot baseball writers haven't yet put him in the Hall of Fame. 
ANSWER:  Rik Aalbert “Bert” Blyleven  
[10] Though elbow inflammation has kept this Marlins starter inactive thusfar in 2009, he did get the win in the 2007 Futures Game and  pitch for the Netherlands in the WBC. He was the only Dutch-born player in MLB in 2008. 
ANSWER:  Henricus “Rick” van den Hurk
11. This man won three Euroleague titles with Jugoplastika Split and three Player of the Year awards with Benetton Treviso. For 10 points each: 
[10] Name this Croatian, who was the number three scorer on the Bulls behind Michael Jordan and Scottie Pippen during each year of the team’s second threepeat. 
ANSWER: Toni Kukoc 
[10] In 1996, Kukoc won this postseason honor, which went to the Mavericks’ Jason Terry in 2009. 
ANSWER:  NBA Sixth Man of the Year Award [accept anything reasonable with Sixth Man in it] 
[10] A teammate of Kukoc on the 1998 Bulls, this man’s pass to Tate George caused UConn's 1990 buzzer-beater over Clemson. He was drafted in the first round by both the Hornets and the Seattle Mariners, the only person thus honored by both the NBA and MLB. 
ANSWER:  Scott Burrell
12. This 2002 game is likely the most successful PC title to come out of the Czech Republic. For 10 points each: 
[10] Name this title, in which one attempts to rise through the ranks as Thomas Angelo in a fictional 1930s American city. 
ANSWER: Mafia: The City of Lost Heaven 
[10] Mafia was one of the games that the Daily Mail launched a ban campaign against following a 2004 murder committed by a teenager alleged to be a devotee of this completely different game, which follows a death row inmate forced to commit graphic killings for a snuff film producer. 
ANSWER:  Manhunt 
[10] The now-defunct creator-owned company Gathering of Developers, which published Mafia in the US, also put out the first games focusing on this character, who goes to Egyptian and Mayan times to fight the alien Notorious Mental. 
ANSWER:  Serious Sam
13. A nun must contend for an estate with her cousin when her uncle kills himself in this man’s film Viridiana. For 10 points each: 
[10] Name this director of The Age of Gold, This Strange Passion, and The Discreet Charm of the Bourgeoisie. 
ANSWER: Luis Buñuel Portolés 
[10] Buñuel collaborated with Salvador Dali on this 1929 surrealist film, which includes scenes of priests being dragged across a room and a woman’s eye being sliced with a razor. 
ANSWER:  Un chien andalou [or An Andalusian Dog] 
[10] This 1932 Buñuel film is a satirical documentary which shows the poverty of a region in western Spain in the form of a travelogue. 
ANSWER:  Land Without Bread [or Las hurdes, tierra sin pan; or Tierra sin pan]
14. They took their name from a 1981 incident in which South Carolina Democrat John Jenrette was caught in coitus with his wife at the namesake location. For 10 points each:  
[10] Name this bipartisan group of Congressional staffers that releases a new album of insufferable political parodies every year, such as"Osama Come Out Tomorrow" and "Have Yourself a Condoleeza Christmas." 
ANSWER: The Capitol Steps 
[10] Other ill-advised singing from Capitol Hill was once done by the Singing Senators, a barbershop quartet originally consisting of Larry Craig, Jim Jeffords, Trent Lott, and this first Attorney General under George W. Bush. 
ANSWER:  John Ashcroft 
[10] Though led by Collin Peterson, a Minnesota Democrat, all the other members of this Congressional "country-rock band" were Republicans. Its future is in doubt, as three of its five members retired or lost re-election in 2008. 
ANSWER:  The Second Amendments
15. This song samples "Gilly Hines" by the 70s funk act Mandrill and was co-written by guest performer Kanye West. For 10 points each: 
[10] West also helps the female singer flee busybody neighbors in the video for what song, which laments "the more they make it obvious, the more they seem so envious” and rhymes “Donovan McNabb” with “get in a cab?” 
ANSWER: “Talk About Our Love” 
[10] “Talk About Our Love” was a 2004 song by this Moesha star and singer of "Right Here (Departed)" and "Sitting Up In My Room." 
ANSWER:  Brandy [or Brandy Norwood] 
[10] This response to a 1982 Paul McCartney/Michael Jackson duet was a big hit for Brandy and Monica in 1998 and was accompanied by a video showing the two singers fighting over Mekhi Phifer. 
ANSWER:  “The Boy is Mine”
16. Hans Holt, Theodore Bikel, and Nikos Galanos played less popular versions of this role. For 10 points each: 
[10] Name this character who dominates his seven children and sings “Something Good” to confirm his love for Maria while planning to escape a demand to serve the Nazis. 
ANSWER: Captain Von Trapp 
[10] The Von Trapp Family and Julie Andrews’s Maria appear in this 1965 musical film, which also includes "My Favorite thigns" and "Edelweiss." 
ANSWER:  The Sound of Music 
[10] While the Captain’s songs were performed by Bill Lee, the role was played by this actor, who also portrayed Mike Wallace in The Insider, Chaplain Gill in Malcolm X, and head lawyer Dean Whiting in Syriana. 
ANSWER:  Christopher Plummer

ANSWER: NCIS 
[10] NCIS is a spinoff of this show, which ended in 2005 with “Harm” and “Mac” agreeing to get married. 
ANSWER:  JAG 
[10] Recurring on NCIS since the show started, as FBI agent Fornell, this actor also portrayed death row inmate John Saringo on Midnight Caller, the lieutenant Goldblume on Hill Street Blues, and Mark-Paul Gosselaar's suicidal father on NYPD Blue. 
ANSWER:  Joe Spano
18. This team's 2004-2005 campaign saw a 10-6 regular-season record and a win over the Chargers in the first round of the playoffs, before they fell to the Steelers in the divisional game. For 10 points each: 
[10] Name this team, which would have defeated the Steelers had Doug Brien made either his fourth-quarter or overtime field goal attempts. 
ANSWER: New York Jets [prompt on New York] 
[10] This wide receiver, known for being undrafted out of Hofstra and tiny, had an eight-for-eight game in 2004, his tenth season with the Jets, but was forced to retire due to a concussion the next year. 
ANSWER:  Wayne Chrebet 
[10] This Jets running back led the NFL in rushing in 2004, and also led the loss to the Steelers in great quotes, proclaiming “there is no end to my anger” in the postgame interview. 
ANSWER:  Curtis Martin
19. Name these Cheap Trick songs, for 10 points each. 
[10] The title track of an album that also includes "Gonna Raise Hell" and "This House is Rockin' (With Domestic Problems)," this song describes figures who "live inside my head" and "come to me in my bed" in order to "arrest me." 
ANSWER: “Dream Police” 
[10] Covered no less than three times on the soundtrack to Rudo y Cursi, this song, by far Cheap Trick's most popular, asks "didn't I see you cryin" and notes that "I'd love you to love me." 
ANSWER:  “I Want You to Want Me” 
[10] Cheap Trick allegedly throws Kiss records into the crowd when Kiss is mentioned during performances of this song, about a youth who learns that "Mommy's alright, Daddy's alright" and is told "don't give yourself away" before finding his parents "rolling on the couch" to his records. 
ANSWER:  “Surrender”
20. Name these serious-business graphic novels, for 10 points each. 
[10] This hefty Craig Thompson volume from 2003 follows the story of Craig Thompson, who meets Raina at a Bible camp. 
ANSWER: Blankets 
[10] Collected from Daniel Clowes’s periodical Eightball, this comic ends with Enid leaving town on a bus after damaging her friendship with high school classmate Rebecca. 
ANSWER:  Ghost World 
[10] The title story, about a rabbi who makes a doomed deal to have his daughter live, is one of four tales in this 1978 graphic novel, which marked Will Eisner’s return to narrative comics. 
ANSWER:  A Contract With God
