1. The most recent bassist with this group had earlier been bounced from Quiet Riot and Whitesnake, and allegedly bit Ozzy Osbourne, though Rudy Sarzo is still no replacement for either Bouchard brother. The forward to Stephen King's The Stand samples one of their songs, which includes the lyrics “redefine happiness” in reference to two literary characters. Donald Roeser, who penned the lyrics to hits like “Shooting Shark” and “Thee,” helped shape albums like Tyranny and Mutation and Cultosaurus Erectus under the name Buck Dharma. Perhaps the most famous appearance of this group ends with a memorial to the fictional Gene Frenkle, who is told by a caricature of Sandy Pearlman that he “[has] a fever” and that there is only one prescription. That appearance depicted an encounter between this band behind “Godzilla” and “Burnin' for You” with Bruce Dickinson, played by Christopher Walken, who demands that they infuse their best-known hit with “more cowbell!” For 10 points, identify this band fronted by occult symbol enthusiast Eric Bloom, responsible for “(Don't Fear) the Reaper.” 
ANSWER: Blue Oyster Cult
2. Characters on this show frequently wear clothing referencing The Job, a similar 2001 project by its creator. One character on this show begins giving “completely straight” blowjobs to his male roommate, and was later prevented by the main character from jumping off his roof over shame he felt for not killing his mother in time. In a recent episode, Colleen was encouraged by her father to have sex with her new boyfriend, Black Shawn, played by Larenz Tate. Another character lost custody of his daughter Keela after she was abducted by the wealthy Alicia, played by Susan Sarandon. The star of this series discussed in his 2008 book Why We Suck a controversial scene depicting his character's wife, Janet, reacting positively when the main character rapes her.  Featuring Steven Pasquale as Sean Garrity and Daniel Sunjata as Franco Rivera, this series again aroused controversy with its current season's treatment of 9/11, which caused the death of the protagonist's cousin Jimmy, one of many ghosts haunting Tommy Gavin. For 10 points, identify this FX show starring Denis Leary, set in a New York City Firehouse 
ANSWER: Rescue Me
3. One of the people who played this position for this team was nicknamed “Golden Wheels” and was helped by the presence of Daryle Lamonica to set several AFL records. Besides Elbert Dubenion, a player officially listed at this position for this team was a seven-time Pro Bowler and the only special teamer to earn Pro Bowl MVP honors, and is often cited as the greatest special teamer of all time, Steve Tasker. A player who began his career with this team and position is undoubtedly the most successful product of Chadron State College and is probably best known for stripping the ball from Leon Lett during a fumble return. The surprisingly Caucasian Tasker and Don Beebe may be behind only a player who scored three times to spark the epic '93 “Comeback” game against Houston as the greatest of these individuals. More recently, the failure of ones like Steve Johnson, Josh Reed, and Roscoe Parrish to sufficiently aid Trent Edwards led to the drafting of James Hardy, though the team still felt the need to pursue an even riskier complement to Lee Evans. For 10 points, identify this position on an AFC East team long held by Andre Reed, whose most recent addition is habitual locker room vampire Terrell Owens. 
ANSWER: Buffallo Bills Wide Receiver (either team name is acceptable, prompt on partial answer to include both team and position)
4. A character of this name appears at the beginning of the Venture Brothers episode “Ghosts of the Sargasso” and that episode involves searching for his downed TVC15 aircraft. The more well known character with this name gives a final message of “Give my wife my love” in a follow-up song by Peter Schilling. In this character's second appearance he has become a junkie "strung out in heavens high/hitting an all time low" in 1980's "Ashes to Ashes". In his first and most famous most famous appearance, he's "sitting in a tin can/far above the moon," and is earlier instructed to take his protein pills and put his helmet on. A fictional astronaut created by David Bowie, for 10 points, name this character that ground control is trying to contact in "Space Oddity". 
ANSWER: Major Tom
5. One minor character in this comic is Farina, the germophobe sister of one of the main characters. That main character constantly makes dumb statements such as believing a second hand store is a place to buy new second hands for his clock.  In another main character’s first appearance, he tries to sell cookies to raise money for buying weapons to protect his kind from lions. He is refused because another main character does not want to “upset nature’s delicate balance.” That other main character has died on more than one occasion, most recently in July 2008, after learning that his creator also has died. For 10 points, name this comic strip about a Zebra, Rat, Goat and Pig by Stephan Pastis. 
ANSWER: Pearls before Swine
6. A “BIG” version of this game was released in 2006 and features a slot in which cards can be placed to determine the number of cards that will be drawn or discarded by players. In 1987 a “Double” version of this game was released and features twice the board space as well as arrow-shaped playing pieces and detour wheels. It is similar to its maker’s game Headache which instead features two dice with red dots in place of the six and uses stackable pegs rather than the colored pegs in the more popular version. For 10 points, identify this classic board game from Milton Bradley whose most notable feature is its “pop-o-matic” dice roller. 
ANSWER: Pop-o-matic Trouble
7. Richard Branson has a cameo as the pilot of a Virgin Galactic airship, while Noel Niell makes an appearance as a wealthy elderly woman early in this film and Jack Larson appears as a bartender, both references to earlier screen portrayals of the main character. The film saw the director cut all but one line of dialogue for Stanford, a character portrayed by the new associate director of the White House Office of Public Liaison. It is loosely based on the first two films featuring the main character, and includes references to the first film such as the Addis Ababa meteorite. James Marsden plays Richard White, the fiancée of Kate Bosworth’s character, but probably not the father of her son, who displays an aversion to sodium lithium boron silicate hydroxide with fluorine and kills Brutus with a piano. Featuring Brandon Routh in the titular role, for 10 points, name this 2006 film that saw Kevin Spacey play Lex Luthor. 
ANSWER: Superman Returns
8. Their first single was 2002’s Machine, off an EP of the same name, while the highest charting studio album of this group in the US was released in 2006, with songs like Gold Lion and Cheated Hearts. That album was titled Show Your Bones, and has since been followed up with their most recent album in 2009, which along with songs like Dragon Queen and Shame and Fortune, saw the release of Zero as the first single. Their most famous song, appearing on the 2004 album Fever to Tell, has a chorus in which the line “Wait, they don’t love you like I love you,” is repeated several times. Karen O is the lead singer of, for 10 points, what alternative rock band who recorded the song Maps? 
ANSWER: Yeah Yeah Yeahs
9. The music video for this song opens with a shot of a cable car over a harbor in Barcelona and also features scenes of the singer dancing in a silver room filled with disco balls and another in which he places a piece of black tape between a pair of double doors. The speaker in this song exclaims “Take ‘em to” both “the chorus” and “the bridge” and intersperses “VIP” and “Drinks on me” between phrases in the chorus. At one point the speaker claims that “I’ll let you whip me if I misbehave” and the iTunes release of the clean version of this song notably still contained the line “Them motherfuckers don’t know how to act”. For 10 points, name this number-one pop single of 2006 from Justin Timberlake in which he claims to revive the titular concept. 
ANSWER: “SexyBack”
10. His first feature film was Lift to the Scaffold, while other works include Lacombe Lucien and Murmer of the Heart, a film about mother-son incest nominated for a Best Screenplay Oscar. Another of his works, The Silent World, was co-directed by Jacques Cousteau, and earned the highest honor at the 1956 Cannes Film Festival, as well as an Oscar for Best Documentary. Another of this man’s works, starring Jeanne Moreau, would be at the center of the 1964 Supreme Court case Jacobellis v. Ohio, where Justice Stewart famously said “I know it when I see it,” in reference to obscenity. For 10 points, for this French film director of The Lovers, The Fire Within and Goodbye Children, who was married to Candice Bergen until his 1994 death. 
ANSWER: Louis Malle
11. The Violent Femmes once made an appearance in this show’s first season, and Dick van Dyke once guest-starred in the role of Duke. The main character’s last name was changed from the movie of the same name, originally having been Sawyer. A longtime part of ABC’s TGIF lineup, after four seasons, it was picked up by the WB. The title character’s longtime love interest was Harvey Kinkle, though this relationship ended when Harvey learned the truth about her, while one of her main companions is a cat named Salem. Aunts Zelda and Hilda were tasked with watching over and trying to teach proper magic to their niece in, for 10 points, what television show starring Melissa Joan Hart as the titular adolescent with magical powers. 
ANSWER: Sabrina, the Teenage Witch
12. He briefly served as player-manager of the St. Louis Terriers, where he went 12-6 despite the team compiling a 50-63 record during his tenure as a Federal League manager. He had earlier begun his major league career in St. Louis after he pitched two stellar seasons with Terre Haute of the Triple-I League. A 6-time 20-game winner, Frank Chance called this man the best fielder at pitcher he had ever seen. A workhorse who both started and came out of the bullpen, he once led the league in wins and saves while pitching 342.2 innings, though it was the only year in a five-year stretch the Cubs failed to make it to the World Series. The year before, he defeated Christy Matthewson on the final day of the season to give the Cubs their third straight pennant. For 10 points, name this former Cubs great, nicknamed for a childhood accident with farm equipment. 
ANSWER: Mordecai “Three Finger” Brown
13. Guest stars on this show have included Shaquille O’Neal in the episode Eye of the Tiger, and Matt Damon in Keep It On the Short Grass. The show was created by Larry Wilmore, who was fired during the second season of the show. Characters included Vanessa Thomkins, played by Camille Winbush, and Wanda McCullough, portrayed by Kellita Smith, while in the show’s fifth and final season, Anthony Anderson joined the cast, playing Bryan Brown, the estranged father of Bryana Thomkins. One common theme of the show was the opening scene of every episode showing the main character addressing the audience. The basis for this show was a comedy routine from the Original Kings of Comedy by, for 10 points, the namesake late comedian who starred on this FOX show about the McCullough family, who takes in the 3 children of the main character’s sister. 
ANSWER: The Bernie Mac Show
14. The ending theme music for this game is a slowed down recording of Morricone’s theme for Sacco e Vanzetti and is entitled “Here’s to You”. Minor characters include a pet monkey who enjoys smoking and Narc Soda, Little Gray. This game features a quartet of young women as bosses who were psychologically stirred by the horrors of war and were literally made into war machines to cope; the Beauty and the Beast Unit. New additions to this game include a white “Threat Ring” that vibrates when sounds are made off-screen and the Psyche Meter which causes the protagonist to undergo adverse effects under psychologically stressing situations. For 10 points, identify this 2008 video game for the PS3 in which you play as an older-looking Solid Snake, the most recent entry in the Metal Gear Solid series. 
ANSWER: Metal Gear Solid 4: Guns of the Patriots
15. One episode of this series involves the treatment of a lazy eye by “placing a monkey into a cage” while another episode involved a lady with a stroller pushing around a ‘ceremony baby’. Recurring characters in this series include Tachyon whose catchphrase is “By the time you know, I’ll already be gone and the title character’s best friend Daniel who has trouble pronouncing the word “Coriolis”. Though the series eventually grew to involve an evil organization known as “The Order” kidnapping ‘trait-positive’ girls, it was disguised as a mundane video blog when it first appeared in 2006. Starring the actress Jessica Rose, for 10 points, identify this interactive online video series that takes its name from the Youtube username of the 16-year-old girl, Bree. 
ANSWER: lonelygirl15
16. One character in this film remarks that his apartment has gone from Bob Fosse to Diane Fossey, and later asks a former lover if “the bridle still fits” as part of a tirade that concludes with “thar she blows!” in reference to a figure named Wally. Merv, played by Harvy Fierstein, replies in the affirmative when asked if he likes fairy tales, which prompts Tommy to yell “Jimmy, tell him the one about the worthless prick who got his head chopped off with an axe,” a fate he promptly experiences. That beheading is a retaliation for the death of Spinner, a mentally handicapped boxer who is murdered to cover up the nefarious schemes of Burke Bennett's “Parade of Hope” foundation, angering the Irish mob. The film culminates as a bullet fired from a Steyr AUG narrowly misses the title character, much to the elation of Catherine Keener, during the finale of an ice show, thanks to the intervention of Rainbow Randolph, played by Robin Williams. For 10 points, identify this dark comedy starring Edward Norton as the titular giant purple rhinoceros. 
ANSWER: Death to Smoochy
17. Thomas Dewey served as the first chairman of this body, and raised $16 million dollars during its first year of existence. One person associated with it planned to make a movie about his experience with R.K.O. that would have been called Stars and Stripes for Ever, but he died of a heart attack after returning from Korea, where he had worked for this entity. Stage Door Canteen, a film about this organization’s work during World War II, saw appearances by George Jessel, Ed Wynn and Edgar Bergen. It was begun by Franklin Roosevelt, who tied together the Salvation Army, YMCA and YWCA, as well as three other organizations, to create this body. Bringing performers such as Al Jolson, Marilyn Monroe and Wayne Newton to entertain troops at war, for 10 points, name this service organization most famously associated with comedian Bob Hope. 
ANSWER: United Service Organizations 
18. One actress in this movie was cast due in part to her work on the T.V. series Threshold. That actress, Carla Gugino, portrays Dr. Alex Friedman, who is attending a conference in Las Vegas to give a lecture on UFOs. Two characters in this film are chased by a “Siphon,” and escape to Stony Creek, where they encounter a waitress and sheriff, portrayed by Kim Richards and Ike Eisenmann, both of whom were in the original version of this film. AnnaSophia Robb plays Sara, who possesses telekinetic and telepathic powers, while her brother Seth, portrayed by Alexander Ludwig, has a power called phasing. Both are aliens sent by their parents to Earth to find an object that can save their home planet, but are chased by assassins sent by that planet’s military, which wants to attack and invade Earth. Based in part on a science fiction novel by Alexander Key, for 10 points, name this film that featured a cab driver named Jack Bruno played by The Rock.

ANSWER: Race to Witch Mountain
19. The opening scene of the series Trueblood features a dialogue between a vampire publicist and this figure. Depressingly, his best movie appearances may be as casino owner Carlos and guide Jungle Jim in Tomcats and Cannibal Women in the Avocado Jungle of Death, which was referenced in a recent work that saw him visit the gay bar Habibi Ana. A statement made on one of this man's programs led to the disturbing Ari Fleischer statement that “[Americans] need to watch what they say.” An October 2007 incident during a discussion with Sheila Jackson Lee in which he was heckled by 9/11 conspiracy theorists prompted him to eject them himself while yelling “hey, do we have some fucking security in this building?” That incident occurred during his current show, which features segments like “New Rules,” and is substantially more vulgar than Politically Correct. For 10 points, name this comedian behind the film Religulous, the host of HBO's Real Time. 
ANSWER: Bill Maher
20. In its first incarnation, a team coached by Walt Hazzard took the inaugural title, and the All-Tournament included Anthony Taylor, Pooh Richardson and Reggie Miller. Past editions have seen Tajuan Porter, Jud Buechler and Luke Ridnour win the MVP Award, and after its initial version was discontinued after just four seasons, its status was renewed when two participants convinced the rest to host the event in the Staples Center every year. Washington State is the only school that hasn’t made the championship game, despite appearing in the semifinals three times. DeMar DeRozan led USC to a title and an automatic NCAA tournament berth in 2009 during, for 10 points, what postseason conference tournament that has crowned Arizona as its champion four times. 
ANSWER: Pac-10 Men’s Basketball Tournament
1. During this figure's discourse, he removes his right eye before proclaiming his affection for a starchy breakfast food. For 10 points each: 
[10] Identify this tentacled creature, controlled by hilariously visible strings, who was contrasted with a “serious breakfast” during a Super Bowl XLIII and likely began life as a curved, yellow fruit. 
ANSWER: Nannerpuss 
[10] Nannerpuss was used to advertise that this flagship meal would be available for free on February 3. Its standard version features an array of pancakes, eggs, bacon, and sausage, and recent variants have included the Lumberjack and All-American versions. 
ANSWER: Grand Slam Breakfast (prompt on partial answer) 
[10] Sadly, Nannerpuss, like racial equality, is not actually available at this restaurant chain, which does feature the Grand Slam. Its history of tolerance also includes a 2006 episode in which Ricky Manning and Maurice Jones Drew identified a Muslim patron as a Jew, and promptly beat him to a bloody pulp. 
ANSWER: Denny's Diner
2. For 10 points each, answer some stuff about the Women’s Singles final match at the 2001 French Open! 
[10] The French Open that year was won by this American 3-time major champion, once arrested in 1994 on marijuana chargers. 
ANSWER: Jennifer Capriati 
[10] In the final, Capriati emerged victorious over this Belgian, the first in the post-2000 wave of Belgian tennis stars. She announced a comeback in 2009.
ANSWER: Kim Clijsters 
[10] Capriati’s triumph probably helped her rating for the WTA Championship, which in 2001, was rebranded as the Sanex Championships, having previously gone by this sponsorship name. 
ANSWER: The Chase Championships
3. Set in the Algol Solar System, the first game in this series featured the female protagonist Alis Landale accompanied by a talking cat named Myau, For 10 points each. 
[10] First, name this science fiction RPG published by Sega. 
ANSWER: Phantasy Star 
[10] The original Phantasy Star was released for this 8-bit console, the first released by Sega in the United States. Other games exclusively for this system include Hang-On and Alex Kidd in Miracle World. 
ANSWER: Sega Master System 
[10] One of the four planets in the Algol system is this main setting for the first game and seat of government for Algol. Unlike the icy Dezolis and desert world of Motavia, it is rife with lush vegetation. 
ANSWER: Palma or Parma
4. In 2004, a compilation of this man’s works, titled Made to Love Magic, was released with singles such as “River Man.”  
[10] First, name this British folk artist, who died young in 1974, and had recorded such albums as Pink Moon and Bryter Later. 
ANSWER: Nick Drake 
[10] In 1985, British act The Dream Academy recorded this hit as a tribute to Drake, hitting the top 10 in both the US and UK. 
ANSWER: Life in a Northern Town 
[10] One band influenced by Drake is this American rock group, probably best known for the song Hard to Handle.  
ANSWER: The Black Crowes
5. For 10 points each, answer these questions about some rock bands from New York City. 
[10] One of the more peculiar bands out of New York is this Eugene Hutz-fronted “Gypsy punk” group, whose most recent release, Super Taranta!, contained the song Wonderlust King. 
ANSWER: Gogol Bordello 
[10] This group’s self-title debut album came out in 2007, featuring such songs as A-Punk and Cape Cod Kwassa Kwassa. 
ANSWER: Vampire Weekend 
[10] One of the more famous punk bands, and often considered one of the first, is this group, famous for such hits as Blitzkrieg Bob, Psycho Therapy, and I Wanna Be Sedated. 
ANSWER: The Ramones
6. He had earlier appeared in The Great Escape and The Dirty Dozen, but his best work arguably came in Death Wish. For 10 points each: 
[10] First, name this Lithuanian actor who played Paul Kersey, who becomes a vigilante architect after his wife is killed by muggers. 
ANSWER: Charles Bronson 
[10] This actress made an uncredited appearance as a precinct cop in Death Wish. She played Clairee Belcher in Steel Magnolias and won a Best Supporting Actress Oscar for her role as Cher’s mother in Moonstruck. 
ANSWER: Olympia Dukakis 
[10] He appeared as a patrolman in Death Wish, but might be better for roles such as Harlan Pepper, Alan Barrows and Corky St. Clair. 
ANSWER: Christopher Guest
7. The creation of this group led to Prince Nuada's self-imposed exile after a disagreement with his father, Balor. For 10 points each: 
[10] Identify this group, which screenwriter Mike Mignola tastefully compared to the arming 19th century Native Americans with a nuclear weapon, which is defeated after a battle under Giant's Causeway with the aide of Johann Krauss and Liz Sherman in a 2008 film. 
ANSWER: The Golden Army (unfortunately, do not accept Tuatha De Danann) 
[10] The Golden Army supplants Rasputin, the Nazis, and a gargantuan tentacle monster as the primary antagonist of this character, played by Ron Perlman in two Guillermo del Toro films. He has a fondness for Baby Ruth bars, nachos, and kittens, and is also a giant red demon. 
ANSWER: Hellboy (or Anung un Rama, I guess) 
[10] Hellboy's father figure, Professor Bruttenholm, is played by this English actor, whose brilliant work includes playing High Chancellor Adam Sutler in V for Vendetta, and commander Kane, the very first human to donate their chest cavity in the Alien Series. 
ANSWER: John Hurt
8. Its first commissioner, George Mikan, introduced the 3-point shot and a red, white and blue basketball. For 10 points each, answer some questions about some ABA teams. 
[10] Dave DeBusschere served as GM of this franchise before becoming the final ABA commissioner, and they played games at Nassau Coliseum, where Julius Erving helped lead them to the final ABA championship. 
ANSWER: New Jersey Nets 
[10] Dr. J came to the Nets in a trade with this franchise. After starting out as the Oakland Oaks, they fielded a starting lineup that included Dr. J and George Gervin for part of the 1972-73 season, playing home games alternately in Richmond, Hampton and Norfolk. 
ANSWER: Virginia Squires 
[10] The most successful ABA team on the court, this team’s roster included Mel Daniels and George McGinnis. This team won the title three times and played in the finals in five of the ABA’s nine seasons. 
ANSWER: Indiana Pacers
9. The actor who played this character auditioned by showing Jeff Bridges around an office. For 10 points each, 
[10] Name this assistant to Jeffrey Lebowski. As Lebowski’s right hand man, he sets up the deal between Lebowski and the Dude.  
ANSWER: Brandt 
[10] Brandt was played by this 2005 Best Actor Academy Award winner. Some of his other roles have included Gust Avrakatos in Charlie Wilson’s War and Owen Davian in Mission: Impossible 3. 
ANSWER: Philip Seymour Hoffman 
[10] Hoffman also played the role of Henry in this film that starred Amy Sedaris. It was based on a Comedy Central Show which aired in 1999 and 2000. 
ANSWER: Strangers With Candy
10. Put together by Billy Beane disciple J.P. Ricciardi, last season’s Toronto Blue Jays featured great pitching and a severe lack of hitting. For 10 points each, name some of the lineup’s culprits. 
[10] A two-time All Star and former Silver Slugger, this centerfielder hit 20 homeruns, but was limited to just 108 games due to injuries.  
ANSWER: Vernon Wells 
[10] This DH had just 44 RBIs in 105 games and a .736 OPS with the Blue Jays before being traded to the Phillies, his 11th major league team, where he hit a key homerun in Game 4 of the NLCS. 
ANSWER: Matt Stairs 
[10] This first baseman came to the Blue Jays in a trade with the Brewers for Dave Bush before the 2006 season. He set a team record in 2008 by reaching base in 12 straight plate appearances and grounded into Asdrubal Cabrera’s unassisted triple play.  
ANSWER: Lyle Overbay
11. The titular feature emerges at a site where Tore promises he will build a church, the same site where his daughter Karin was murdered by the three men who had sought shelter at his house. For 10 points each: 
[10] Identify this film starring Max von Sydow and Birgitta Valberg, whose plot inspired much of Wes Craven's The Last House on the Left, except the part where people are worshiping Odin. 
ANSWER: The Virgin Spring or Jungfrukallan 
[10] The Virgin Spring is a work by this legendary Swedish filmaker, whose ouvre includes Fanny and Alexander, Cries and Whispers, Through a Glass Darkly, and his masterpiece, The Seventh Seal. 
ANSWER: Ingmar Bergman 
[10] Bergman's convalescence inspired him to write this film, which sees the doctor Isak Borg reflect on his life during a long drive to Lund with his daughter-in-law Marianne. 
ANSWER: Wild Strawberries or Smultronstallet
12. The third novel by its author, Entertainment Weekly wrote that it included “something to disappoint everyone.” For 10 points each: 
[10] First, name this novel that focuses on Leigh, Adriana and Emmy, three college friends confronting turning 30 in New York City. Leigh is an editor at a publishing house, and Adriana and Emmy make a pact to change the ways they go after men. 
ANSWER: Chasing Harry Winston 
[10] Chasing Harry Winston was the less-than-superlative third effort of this author who earlier created characters such as Andrea Sachs and Miranda Priestly in her novel The Devil Wears Prada. 
ANSWER: Lauren Weisberger 
[10] The Devil Wears Prada may have been a roman à clef for Weisberger’s time spent as an assistant to Anna Wintour, editor-in-chief of this Condé Nast fashion magazine. 
ANSWER: Vogue
13. The most recent incarnation of this album, released in 2008, included tracks like “Got Money,” which featured T-Pain, and the ubiquitous “Lollipop.” For 10 points each: 
[10] Identify this album title shared by three releases, earlier incarnations of which featured songs like “Earthquake” and “Fireman.” 
ANSWER: Tha Carter 
[10] The Carter III is the most recent album by this New Orleans native, the founder of Young Money Entertainment, whose obsession with grunge rock produced the unfortunate single “Prom Queen.” 
ANSWER: Lil Wayne or Dwayne Michael Carter Jr. or Weezy

[10] This show also dealt with a special brain, that of Michael Wiseman, who is given a new life as a government experiment after being killed in a subway accident. This series starred Eric Close as Wiseman and Dennis Haysbert as Dr. Theodore Morris, Wiseman’s trainer. 
ANSWER: Now and Again 
[10] This NBC series sees spiritual conduit Allison DuBois utilize her ability to talk to dead people to help law enforcement groups. DuBois is portrayed on screen by Patricia Arquette. 
ANSWER: Medium
15. The illustrious career of Jerry Van Dyke, For 10 points each. 
[10] Van Dyke portrayed Luther Van Dam, the assistant to the Craig T. Nelson character, Hayden Fox in this television series that involved the Minnesota State University Screaming Eagles. 
ANSWER: Coach 
[10] Jerry starred as David Crabtree in this single season sitcom from 1965 that involved a recently deceased family member reincarnated as a 1928 Porter. Plots involved preventing the shady villain Manzini from stealing the magic vehicle. 
ANSWER: My Mother The Car 
[10] Jerry made guest appearances in three episodes of this TV show the early seventies that presented unrelated romantic comedy stories every week. It notably featured a pilot episode that would later become Happy Days. 
ANSWER: Love, American Style
16. He is slated to play the cousin of Dave Seville, Toby in the upcoming Alvin and the Chipmunks sequel and also played the titular man who is reunited with his Pakistani father in Shades of Ray, For 10 points each. 
[10] First, name this actor who may be better known for playing Kipp Steadman on ABC’s sitcom Less than Perfect. 
ANSWER: Zachary Levi 
[10] Levi may be even more well known for playing the titular character in this NBC show in which a computer geek becomes a secret agent when an encoded CIA message places spy secrets in his brain. 
ANSWER: Chuck 
[10] One character on Chuck is the overtly Republican NSA agent, John Casey who is played by this actor also know for his roles as Jayne Cobb in Firefly and Marcus Hamilton in Angel. 
ANSWER: Adam Baldwin
17. Comic strip characters you might find in schools, For 10 points each. 
[10] This Jef Mallett comic features school janitor Edward Frazier who is able to help the school’s students discover with his Renaissance man-like knowledge of literature, history, science and pop culture. 
ANSWER: Frazz 
[10] The main recurring student in Frazz is this gifted 8-year-old boy who was named for a Salinger character. He notably dislikes school due to its lack of challenge and dresses up as a literary character every Halloween. 
ANSWER: Caulfield 
[10] Another educator from the funny pages is this chain-smoking polka-dot wearing teacher of Calvin of Calvin and Hobbes fame who seems to constantly count down until her retirement. 
ANSWER: Miss Wormwood
18. Identify these prolific NFL pass rushers with some unique extracurricular activities, For 10 points each: 
[10] Since this Dancing with the Stars vet is now back in Miami, Daniel Snyder essentially gave away the Redskins' second round pick in the 2009 draft to the Dolphins. Pretty much the only thing he's been good at lately has been the dancing, but he was named NFL Defensive Player of the Year in 2006.

[10] Another of Hawn’s roles was as Suzette, alongside Susan Sarandon in this 2002 film about two former groupie friends who get back together after many years. 
ANSWER: The Banger Sisters
