1. In 1992, this player threw out Tony Fernandez at first base from right field. This future player’s name was once used as an alias by the first black American Leaguer. This man missed a Triple Crown when he finished six batting points behing Tony Gwynn and five RsBI off of Jeff Bagwell, while leading the league with 49 home runs, in his 1997 MVP year. This player received an honorary World Series ring for the 2006 season despite retiring the year before from the Cardinals. For 10 points, name this former Expos and Rockies slugger, known as “dirtbag” and often considered the greatest hitter ever to come from Canada. 

ANSWER: Larry Walker
2. This food is combined with bacon and chicken breast in a Chicken Balmorral. A moderately popular dish in the Vancouver area, often eaten at celebrations of cross-cultural fusion, sees this food  stuffed into wontons. It is traditionally consumed alongside the turnip and potato dish called "neeps and tatties." A 2003 poll found that one third of American tourists believed that it is made from a namesake animal that has back legs longer than the front for standing on hills. Its real version nearly always contains pepper, onions, and oatmeal. For 10 points, name this dish composed mostly of the lungs of a sheep, which are minced along with other organs and boiled in the sheep’s stomach; a national food ofScotland. 

ANSWER: haggis
3. In 1990, this man's brother Jay attempted to buy an engagement ring at Kay Jewelers but ended up fatally shot when the store clerk accused Jay of hitting on his wife. Four years earlier, law enforcement officers observed this man cruising on Montana Avenue before his encounter with Brian Tribble. He scored 35 points in a road victory over UNC to spoil the first game at the Dean Smith Center, and in 1985 was named ACC Player of the Year. The following year, only Brad Daughtery was selected above him in the NBA draft. However, this Maryland product’s career with the Celtics never began. For 10 points, name this player who, just two days after the 1986 NBA draft, died from a cocaine overdose. 

ANSWER: Len Bias
4. In his early standup appearances, this man wondered exactly who kicks in bathroom stall doors and carves racist slogans near toilets. In one of his more frequently aired specials, he recounts an anecdote about a woman who repeats “and the pickles” while making an indecipherable Burger King order and concludes an observation on the arbitrariness of the “finger” gesture by imploring the audience to “suck my back.” Louis CK wrote, “I'm not going to court over a bit called 'Itchy Asshole’” in explaining a decision not to sue this comedian for lifting three routines for his Retaliation album. As an actor, he played as serious role as the protege Smith next to Kevin Costner in Mr. Brooks and has headlined such comedies as My Best Friend's Girl and Employee of the Month. For 10 points, name this Boston-based performer, often accused of not being funny. 
ANSWER: Dane Cook 
5. One entry in this series was never legally released outside of Korea and is called Takedown: Missions in Korea.  It also includes the cellphone-exclusive games Urban Crisis and Broken Wing. The debut game in this series involved fighting "tangos" in order to stop Phoenix Group from unleashing the Shiva virus at the Olympics.  That game was given the Eagle Watch expansion pack, and later brands in this line included Lockdown and Raven Shield. In 2006, it began a new line with the story of Irena Morales’s attacks on casinos. For 10 points, name this tactical shooting series released at the same time as books of the same name that are credited to Tom Clancy. 

ANSWER: Tom Clancy’s Rainbow Six
6. This character was inspired by the affected accent of radio host Tim Westwood and evolved out of an earlier character called Jocelyn Cheadle-Hume. First appearing on The Eleven O'Clock Show, he once led the Bishop of Horsham to conclude that God is “sort of Jesus-shaped.” A student at the Matthew Arnold School who belongs to the West Staines Massive gang, his usual routine is to use made-up catchphrases such as "big up yourself" and "booyakasha" to confuse an interview subject and make them say something bizarre. For 10 points, name this character who was Indahouse in an eponymous movie that revealed his real name is Alistair Leslie Graham, a white suburban Londonite who behaves as a rap devotee and was portrayed in a namesake TV show by Sasha Baron Cohen. 

ANSWER: Ali G
7. In 2005, the Redskins would have gotten credit for a safety had this entity not protected Jake Plummer and the Broncos. It was more dramatically invoked in a snowstorm by Walt Coleman, who ruled that Greg Biekert's recovery did not count despite Charles Woodson's dislodging of the ball in a 2002 divisional-round playoff game. For 10 points, name this clause of the NFL rules which states that a quarterback who abandons the intent to pass midway through a passing motion still can only throw an incomplete pass and cannot fumble, which prevented Tom Brady from losing a game against the Raiders. 

ANSWER: the Tuck rule
8. Originally shot as the pilot for a TV series, it was revisited a year later to add an ending and released theatrically. This was Ann Miller's last film, and it represented the crossover into Hollywood for former Miss USA and soap opera star Laura Harring. The DVD liner of this movie contains the director’s list of "ten clues to unlocking this thriller," which include "who gives a key, and why?", "notice the location of the accident," "did talent alone help Camilla?", and "What is felt, realized and gathered at the club Silencio?" Also including an eyebrowless cowboy and the wannabe actress Betty, played by Naomi Watts, for 10 points, name this 2001 David Lynch movie that starts with a single-car accident on the titular street. 

ANSWER: Mulholland Drive
9. The B-side of this song's UK single release includes a cover of Morrissey's song "Why Don't You Find Out For Yourself?" This song is lip-synched to by Justin Timberlake's character in Southland Tales and is inexplicably played at the end of Ben Stein's anti-evolution screed Expelled. Women wielding boomerangs attack the band, dressed as cowboys, in the video for this song, which expresses a desire to obtain "meaning from the back of my broken hand." It later issues the "last call for sin" and demands "don't you put me on the backburner” and “you gotta help me out.” For 10 points, name this song including an interlude of a group chanting “I got soul, but I’m not a soldier,” found on the album Hot Fuss by The Killers. 

ANSWER: “All These Things That I've Done”

10. His recent characters include DJ Dynasty Handbag, the host of Deep House Dish, and the nanny Barbara Birmingham. In his film debut, this creator of The Good Times Comedy CD defeates Russia with the "knucklepuck" in the Mighty Ducks sequel D2. In addition to the starring role in Fat Albert and the part of Troy, a video-game-obsessed passenger who saves the day in Snakes on a Plane, he learned a valuable lesson about friendship and not putting acid in food as Dexter in Good Burger. For 10 points, name this All That! veteran, the former partner of Kel Mitchell who now plays Bill Cosby and others on Saturday Night Live. 

ANSWER: Kenan Thompson
11. Shortly after being committed to a psychiatric hospital for throwing a car alternator through the window of a pub, this man reworked one of his early hits as "Save the Gorillas" to benefit Dian Fossey's memorial organization. He met his longtime collaborator Maroo Pirroni while forming an incarnation of his band that would record Prince Charming and Kings of the Wild Frontier. Some of his most popular songs with that group include one where a "dandy highwayman" says "your money or your life" and another that urges "unplug the jukebox and do us all a favor." For 10 points, name this British singer who performs under both a stage name and his real name of Stuart Leslie Goddard, perhaps most remembered for the story of someone who doesn’t drink or smoke and writes tokens to judges on pound notes, “Goody Two Shoes.” 

ANSWER: Adam Ant [accept Stuart Leslie Goddard before it is read]

12. A 1961 Hammer movie about one of these begins with a very intricate backstory involving a beggar being thrown into a dungeon and raping the jailer’s daughter. A Joe Dante movie about them sees a traumatized newswoman spend time at “The Colony,” a village composed entirely of these. Henry Hull's portrayal of Wilfred Glendon in 1935 is perhaps the first on-screen appearance of one of these. James Spader, Michelle Pfeiffer, and Jack Nicholson all become this type of being in a 1994 movie. A film about the Welsh Talbot family starring Lon Chaney Jr. began a franchise about this type of creature for Universal. For 10 points, name this type of monster, whose “American” version was found “in London” and “In Paris” in two movies, and which can traditionally be killed by a silver bullet. 

ANSWER: werewolves [or wolfmen, etc]

13. This comedian lost most of the sight in her right eye after a botched LASIK procedure. Her arsenal of stories includes the tale of Little Richard confusing Paris Hilton’s lapdog with Triumph the Insult Comic Dog, repeatedly asking both “are you that dog?” She was fired from awards show coverage on E! after making a joke about Dakota Fanning going to rehab, and she later lost a coveted Hannah Montana guest-starring role after proclaiming “suck it, Jesus” at the Emmys. The victor of Celebrity Mole Hawaii, she frequently discusses her love-hate relationship with Barbara Walters and habit of getting banned from talk shows on her Bravo series. For 10 points, name this red-haired comedian who tells celebrity anecdotes on My Life on the D List. 
ANSWER: Kathy Griffin
14. Jerome Jackson briefly joined this group for their album I Just Wanna Love You, and they continued to release albums until a 2001 record fronted by Carlton Blount, Pure Magic. After initial success with "Spinning Around" and the racially charged "Black Seeds Keep on Growing," they lost lead singer Donald McPherson to leukemia. For their next album, Bitter Sweet, they added Cuba Gooding Sr. as their new singer and achieved their biggest success with a song that states "you're out of touch with reality" and "there's no exception to the rule." For 10 points, name this soul act which was most popular in the 1970s behind the song “Everybody Plays the Fool.” 

ANSWER: The Main Ingredient
15. This man's directorial debut climaxed with a climb down the side of the Smurfit-Stone Building after Brenda's need for a ride from the bus station causes Elisabeth Shue to begin a series of hijinks. He also directed a movie about unexpected creativity in NDR robots, starring Robin Williams. In addition to Adventures in Babysitting and Bicentennial Man, he directd Julia Roberts and Susan Sarandon in Stepmom and previously teamed with Williams in the cross-dressing comedy Mrs. Doubtfire. His most recent directorial effort was the 2005 film adaptation of Rent, while his most successful films are the first two Home Alone movies and the first two Harry Potter films. For 10 points, name this director whose production company is called 1492 Pictures in reference to his name. 

ANSWER: Chris Columbus
16. One person with this surname uses a scythe that can tear portals to other dimensions, while another is the mortal identity of Kang the Conqueror. Another person with this surname was named by a man who was called in to midwife and demanded the right to name the child in return. Both Huntara and Marvel Girl have this real surname. In addition to Tara, Nathaniel, and Valeria, this name is borne by a mutant who saved many characters from Onslaught by shifting them to the “Heroes Reborn” universe, Franklin. Perhaps the most prominent bearer of this name threatened to use the Ultimate Nullifier in order to stop Galactus. For 10 points, give this surname of Reed and, by marriage, the former Susan Storm, members of the Fantastic Four. 

ANSWER: Richards
17. This character’s father, a dentist played by Robert Wagner, only appeared in one episode. His relationship with Tammy is ruined when Johnny Bigiano discovers that he has been altering his appearance to keep his job on All My Children, but he later gets married for the fourth time to Karen, whom he fought over when double-dating. While working at Collman’s over Christmas, he attempts to drive away Ned Isakoff and his Communist newsletters, but ends up being implicated and fired anyway. He attacks his acting partner for stealing his assigned role of cirrhosis during a job performing disease symptoms for medical students, and that friend also ruins his reputation with his peers by suggesting that this man wear lifts. For 10 points, name this Danny Woodburn-played character, a quick-to-anger little person who hangs out with Kramer on Seinfeld.  
ANSWER: Mickey Abbott

18. One band with this word in its name released "I'll House You" and the Done By the Forces of Nature album as perhaps the least popular component of the Native Tongue Posse.  After leaving the Modern Jazz Quartet, Percy Heath formed a group with this word in its name. A group which collaborated with Tommy Makem to repopularize Irish folk music was known as the “Clancy” ones, while the production due that created the score to Fight Club, Mike Simpson and John King, is the “Dust” this. "Black Water" and "Listen to the Music" were recorded by another group named for this word, while an early rock-and-roll act that included this word had such hits as "All I Have to Do Is Dream," "Wake Up Little Susie," "Bye Bye Love," and "Unchained Melody." For 10 points, give this common relationship of bands whose names start with Chemical, Doobie, and Everly. 

ANSWER: "brothers"

19. To qualify for this match, one side scored two goals in the last two minutes of injury time against the host nation, while the other scored from a penalty kick following a foul by Ricardo Cavalho. It was preceded by a 3-1 victory by Germany over Portugal, but the game was lacking in attacking quality due in part to the defensive efforts of Claude Makelele. It was the first time two teams from the same continent had squared off in such a game since 1982, and was a rematch from the Euro 2000 final, which had a different result. After going to penalty kicks, only one shot was missed, as David Trezeguet hit the crossbar. For 10 points, identify this World Cup game, the last international game for Zinedine Zidane, who head-butted Marco Materazzi in extra time. 

ANSWER: 2006 FIFA World Cup Final
20. One episode of this TV show featured a female character falling for a man who believes he is a vampire and another's Amish cousin arriving in town. Its final episode involved the armed robbery of a stamp auction and Piper's marriage to Mike. It frequently uses lingo such as "whales" to refer to guest characters, and its last season saw A.J. Cooper, played by Tom Selleck, purchase the central setting. This show crossed over seven times with Crossing Jordan, particularly via guest appearances by Jerry O’Connell, and featured in its main cast Vanessa Marcil, Nikki Cox, and James Caan. For 10 points,  name this show that ended in 2008 after five seasons and focused on security operations at the Montecito Casino. 

ANSWER: Las Vegas
1. Far surpassing the movie it accompanied, this soundtrack included the Offspring's cover of "Smash It Up" and Method Man's "The Riddler." For 10 points each: 
[10] Name this soundtrack to a 1995 superhero series entry that also featured "Bad Days" by the Flaming Lips and "Hold Me, Thrill Me, Kiss Me, Kill Me" by U2. 
ANSWER: Batman Forever 
[10] This song from the Batman Forever soundtrack observes that "my eyes become large and the light that you shine can be seen" and was the most popular single by Seal. 
ANSWER: “Kiss From a Rose” 
[10] This performer’s “One Time Too Many” was included on the soundtrack. She may be better known for the album Dry, the score to a 2009 Broadway version of Hedda Gabler, or for eating only potatoes. 
ANSWER: P.J. Harvey
2. The narrator of this song reveals that he is "walking in the rain" and wondering "what went wrong." For 10 points each: 
[10] Name this 1961 lament for a girlfriend who has fled, which features a Clavioline solo near the end. 
ANSWER: “Runaway” 
[10] Though notably covered by Bonnie Raitt and The Misfits, and less notably by hundreds of other bands, “Runaway” was originally a hit for this teen idol, who shot himself in 1990. 
ANSWER: Del Shannon 
[10] Two years before his death, Del Shannon collaborated with this band on “The World We Know.” Despite their success with original songs such as "Blood and Roses," "Too Much Passion," and "A Girl Like You," this band went on to release not one but two albums composed entirely of Beatles covers. 
ANSWER: The Smithereens
3. He often causes hijinks by releasing an invisible chameleon or introducing another item from his native Flyspeck Island. For 10 points each: 
[10] Name this comic strip character with vertically arranged eyes. 
ANSWER: Gunk 
[10] Gunk appears in this Ray Billingsley comic strip. The title character must fend off his younger brother Barry and teacher Mrs. Nelson while pursuing the haughty Michelle. A January 2009 storyline about attending the Presidential inauguration revealed this black-themed strip to be set in D.C.

ANSWER: Curtis 
[10] While Curtis is fixated on Michelle, this cornrow-and-hat-wearing classmate pines after Curtis, much to his disgust. 
ANSWER: Chutney
4. This band's devotees enjoy their less popular albums Gentleman's Blues and Dirty Yellow Demos. For 10 points each: 
[10] Name this alt-rock outfit of the early 90s, which broke through on radio with “Low,” “Teen Angst,” and “I Hate My Generation.” 
ANSWER: Cracker 
[10] Cracker frontman David Lowery operates Sound of Music Studios in Richmond; among the bands who have recorded there is this one, behind a 2002 cover of "Big Yellow Taxi" and the very popular "Mr. Jones" off their August and Everything After album. 
ANSWER: Counting Crows 
[10] Before forming Cracker, Lowery was in this band, whose songs, such as "Pictures of Matchstick Men" and "Take the Skinheads Bowling," often incorporated Jonathan Segel’s violin playing. 
ANSWER: Camper Van Beethoven
5. This product line was sold off in 1997, effectively dissolving its manufacturer, Berkeley Systems, which also produced the You Don’t Know Jack games. For 10 points each: 
[10] Name this once-ubiquitious screensaver package. 
ANSWER: After Dark 
[10] The most well-known of the After Dark screensavers depicted these kitchen appliances, leading to at least two lawsuits, the second being from Jefferson Airplane, who had featured a similar concept on the cover to Thirty Seconds Over Wonderland. 
ANSWER: flying toasters 
[10] After selling Berkeley Systems, Wes Boyd and Joan Blades founded this Democratic Party PAC which occasionally draws attention for ads such as "Petraeus of Betray Us?" and its “Bush in 30 Seconds” contest. 
ANSWER: moveon.org
6. A cover of this song by Limp Bizkit was that band’s first mainstream hit. For 10 points each: 
[10] Name this song which originally came out in 1987, narrated by someone who wants to "think twice before I give my heart away" and admits "it would be nice if I could touch your body." 
ANSWER: “Faith” 
[10] “Faith” was the title track off the first solo album by this former member of Wham!, who later released "Father figure" and "Jesus to a Child." 
ANSWER: George Michael 
[10] Concluding "I don't want nobody's baby, part time love just brings me down," this Wham! song is not to be confused with the more serious “90” version that appeared on a George Michael solo album. 
ANSWER: “Freedom”
7. This man’s mutilated genitalia are explained as the result of a prank he played on his twelve-year-old self after discovering a radio that allowed him to communicate with the past. For 10 points each: 
[10] Name this character, voiced by Jess Harnell, who is a parody of Superman and whose limitless sexual appetites occasionally turn to his housemate Xander. 
ANSWER: Captain Hero 
[10] Along with the racist Princess Clara and the Pokemon parody Ling-Ling, Captain Hero and Xander appeared on this “animated reality show” on Comedy Central. 
ANSWER: Drawn Together 
[10] Drawn Together shared some writers and guest stars with this FOX show that was about Seth Green and Sarah Silverman's adventures with the titular puppet and other cast members of the fictional children’s program Sweetknuckle Junction. 
ANSWER: Greg the Bunny
8. Name these Willem Dafoe movies, for 10 points each. 
[10] Dafoe plays a drug lord who hires a rogue general to kill the president of Mexico in this 2003 Robert Rodriguez film, which follows several misfortunes that befall a CIA agent played by Johnny Depp and wraps up Rodriguez and Antonio Banderas's Mariachi trilogy. 
ANSWER: Once Upon a Time in Mexico 
[10] In this 2000 film set during the shooting of a 1922 film, Dafoe is Max Schreck, the portrayer of Nosferatu, who director Murnau, played by John Malkovich, begins to suspect is all too suited for the role. 
ANSWER: Shadow of the Vampire 
[10] Dafoe is Arnold Mack, who kidnaps his boss Wayne, played by Robert Redford, in this 2004 drama. Wayne’s wife Eileen, portrayed by Helen Mirren, vacillates over whether to pay the ransom. 
ANSWER: The Clearing
9. In 2008, he added the WBO belt to his resume by beating Sultan Ibragimov. For 10 points each: 
[10] Name this IBO and IBF world heavyweight champion, a Ukrainian whose brother Vitali is the WBO champion. 
ANSWER: Wladimir Klitschko 
[10] In December 2008, Wladimir Klitschko scored a TKO win against this former Baltimore drug dealer, who knocked out Lennox Lewis in 2001. 
ANSWER: Hasim Rahman 
[10] The only major heavyweight belt not held by a Klitschko brother is the WBA one, currently held jointly by Ruslan Chagaev and this seven-foot Russian, the subject of a popular online image which shows him towering over John Ruiz. 
ANSWER: Nikolay Valuev
10. Name this movies directed by Ridley Scott and starring Russell Crowe, for 10 points each. 
[10] Aggressive London stockbroker Crowe falls for Marion Cotillard's Provencal café owner Fanny in this schlocky 2006 romance. 
ANSWER: A Good Year 
[10] Crowe is the gruff CIA boss Hoffman, trying to restrain the more idealistic agent Ferris, played by Leonardo DiCaprio, in this 2008 terrorism drama. 
ANSWER: Body of Lies 
[10] Crowe and Scott’s most successful collaboration was this 2000 movie that includes Joaquin Phoenix as the crazy emperor Commodus. 
ANSWER: Gladiator
11. In 2009, the expansion pack The Lost and the Damned was released for this game, the first new content since its recordbreaking April 2008 debut. For 10 points each: 
[10] Name this game, originally a 360 and PS3 exclusive, which follows Niko Bellic’s arrival in Liberty City. 
ANSWER: GTA IV [or Grand Theft Auto IV] 
[10] This DS companion to GTA IV focuses on a different section of Liberty City, where Huang Lee is trying to deliver a sword. 
ANSWER: Grand Theft Auto: Chinatown Wars 
[10] This character in GTA IV encourages Nico to kill Mikhail Faustin, but eventually falls out with Nico, leading to various game endings in which Nico must kill him. 
ANSWER: Dimitri Rascalov
12. In 1997, his number 42 was retired for all MLB teams. For 10 points each: 
[10] Name this multisport UCLA star, who broke baseball’s color line when he played for the Brooklyn Dodgers in 1947. 
ANSWER: Jackie Robinson 
[10] Robinson’s signing was orchestrated by this innovative Dodgers GM, who also invented the farm system while working for the Cardinals and drafted Roberto Clemente for the Pirates. 
ANSWER: Branch Rickey 
[10] The first team Robinson integrated was the Dodgers’ triple-A affiliate in this city, known as the Royals. This team went on to win three International League championships in the late 1940s. 
ANSWER: Montreal
13. It was revised from a horror script by Michael McDowell and takes place in the town of Winter Rivers. For 10 points each: 
[10] Name this 1988 dark comedy, in which Michael Keaton plays the titular otherworldly exorcist who attempts to marry Lydia, played by Winona Ryder, after cleansing a house of haunting spirits. 
ANSWER: Beetlejuice 
[10] The new homeowner, Charles Deetz, is played by this actor, who portrayed Joseph II in Amadeus and Principal Ed Rooney in Ferris Bueller’s Day Off before his convictions for a string of sex offenses. 
ANSWER: Jeffrey Jones 
[10] A lesser-known 1980s fantasy film, this Neil Jordan picture follows the dual life of Sarah Patterson's character Rosaleen, who dreams about fighting fairy-tale monsters as Little Red Riding Hood and then finds the animals invading her real home. 
ANSWER: The Company of Wolves
14. An incident with Robin's doormat shows that this character's "vomit-free since 93" pledge is false. For 10 points each: 
[10] Name this character, who is jilted by Stella after inviting his finacee’s ex Tony to their wedding. 
ANSWER: Ted Mosby 
[10] Ted, played by Josh Radnor and voiced in later life by Bob Saget, is the protagonist of this CBS sitcom. 
ANSWER: How I Met Your Mother 
[10] A flashback reveals that this Neil Patrick Harris-played character on How I Met Your Mother was once uptight and trusting, until he was dumped by Shannon and turned into a magician and womanizer. 
ANSWER: Barney Stinson
15. Drafted by the Angels in 2004 and Reds in 2008, this quarterback decided to stay in college to play football. For 10 points each: 
[10] Name this Alabama native who had big games in the 2006 Sugar Bowl and 2008 Fiesta Bowl before being drafted in the second round by the Dolphins in 2009. 
ANSWER: Pat White 
[10] Pat White was the four-year starter for this school, a notable rival of Pitt and Marshall, and the only Big East football team to go to the BCS more than once since conference realignment. 
ANSWER: West Virginia or WVU 
[10] Another WVU quarterback product was this transfer from Penn State, who graduated in 1984 and went on to lead the 1990 Giants to a Super Bowl victory after Phil Simms suffered a broken foot. 
ANSWER: Jeff Hostetler
16. It first aired as a TV movie in 1953, but when rewritten for a theatrical release in 1955, it picked up the Palme d'Or and the Best Picture Oscar. For 10 points each: 
[10] Name this film that follows the romantic travails of Ernest Borgnine’s titular Brooklyn butcher. 
ANSWER: Marty 
[10] Both the TV and film versions of Marty were directed by this person, who made his Hollywood debut with the movie and went on to helm A Gathering of Eagles and The Dark at the Top of the Stairs. 
ANSWER: Delbert Mann 
[10] This acclaimed screenwriter of Network, Altered States, and Paint Your Wagon wrote both scripts for Marty. 
ANSWER: Paddy Chayefsky
17. This man went scuba diving onto shipwrecks for the miniseries Secrets of Pearl Harbor. For 10 points each: 
[10] Name this actor, perhaps best known for playing the Jobu-worshipping Pedro Cerrano in Major League and President Palmer on 24, or for his Allstate commercials. 
ANSWER: Dennis Haysbert

[10] Klosterman was a longtime columnist for this music magazine, which attempted to be a hipper Rolling Stone by running articles denying the existence of AIDS. 
ANSWER: Spin 
[10] Klosterman made his debut as a novelist in 2008 with this story of a small North Dakota town where everyone talks like Chuck Klosterman.

ANSWER: Kurt Rambis 
[10] This Cedric Maxwell teammate, dubbed the greatest basketball player in University of Minnesota history in a 1995 ranking, teamed with Larry Bird and Robert Parrish to form the 80s Celtics offensive attack and went on to become a terrible GM for the Timberwolves. 
ANSWER: Kevin McHale
