1. A printout from this website found in the car of Georgia murder suspect George Zinkhan caused Barbara Carroll to go into hiding. In May 2009, Barnes & Noble announced a partnership with this company, owned since 2000 by AOL, which offers this site’s version of yellow pages. Several cellphone providers offer the “Find Me” service branded with this company’s name, and this company’s major product always suggests staying at the Best Western. Also now integrated with GM’s OnStar service, for 10 points, identify this website for finding places and generating directions, a chief competitor to Google Maps. 

ANSWER: Mapquest
2. A JG Ballard story "considered" this event "as a downhill motor race." Edmund Aubrey wrote a novel in which Sherlock Holmes investigates this incident, which DC’s 100 Bullets speculates was performed by Joe DiMaggio. Stephane Krupa won a ten thousand dollar prize for most accurately recreating this event within a 2004 video game from Traffic Software. The Postal Service’s “Sleeping In” describes a dream in which “no mystery” surrounds this event. In a flashback episode of The X-Files, the young Cigarette-Smoking Man takes on the pseudonym “Mister Hunt” in order to do this.  The opening credits of Watchmen show the Comedian performing this action, and Jim Garrison's indictment of Clay Shaw for conspiring to do this provides much of the plot of a 1991 Oliver Stone movie. For 10 points, identify this event, parodied on Clone High by the presence of the Grassy Knoll Diner, a 1963 incident in Dallas. 

ANSWER: assassinating John F. Kennedy [accept anything that gets the point across, but prompt on just “Kennedy” since we’re not talking about assassinating Robert Kennedy; prompt on “assassinating the President” or so on]

3. One team of this name was the long-time occupant of Cooper Stadium before moving into Huntingon Park and has made ten appearances in the final of the Governors Cup. Another team adopted this name when they hired Gene Shue as their head coach after moving away from Buffalo. That team once added Ken Norman, Ron Harper, and Danny Manning in a two-year span, several years after they moved from San Diego when they were purchased by Donald Sterling. Their only playoff series victory in their current city came in 2006, when they defeated Denver in the first round behind the play of Corey Maggette and Elton Brand. For 10 points, name this team being sued by longtime GM Elgin Baylor, the hapless second-class citizens of the Staples Center in Los Angeles. 

ANSWER: Clippers
4. One character in this movie is so distraught at being exposed as a foster child that she knocks over a tray of drinks and runs out of a party. A pair of twins who show up at the end of this film are given the names Sebastian and Viola, and another major character is referred to as Friday.  Don Cheadle appears in this movie as the social worker Bernie, who threatens to separate siblings Andi and Bruce, played by Emma Roberts and Jake Austin, if they don't stop returning stolen merchandise to stores for money. The title institution is established at the Drake and is saved from a police raid by reading the names on its register. For 10 points, name this 2008 Nickelodeon-produced movie about housing a large number of animals.
ANSWER: Hotel for Dogs
5. This man advanced to the finals of the celebrity racing show Fast Cars and Superstars by defeating William Shatner in the first round. He is married to a former women's pro basketball player, Kaye Young, and currently lives near his alma mater of NC State while working for The NFL Today. This Marty Schottenheimer protege was the defensive coordinator for the Chiefs prior to becoming a head coach, in which role he lost one Super Bowl with Neil O'Donnell on his team and was frustrated by the Patriots when starting Kordell Stewart. For 10 points, name this coach who won a title against the Seahawks before handing the reins to Mike Tomlin, the longtime head coach of the Pittsburgh Steelers. 

ANSWER: Bill Cowher
6. This publisher is interlocked with the Things From Another World retail store. This company attempted to create its own superhero universe, set in places such as Cinnibar Flats and Golden City and often dealing with The Vortex, but the ongoing series Ghost and the movie version of Barb Wire were the only lasting creations of that initiative, dubbed “Comics’ Greatest World.” This company was founded in Portland in 1986 by comic shop owner Mike Richardson, and has seen several of its original series adapted to film, including Mystery Men and The Mask. In addition to publishing the Buffy comics, its large cache of licensed properties allows it to put out endless crazy crossovers, such as 2009’s Aliens versus Predator versus The Terminator. For 10 points, name this company which hovers around third in comic market share behind Marvel and DC, reflecting its name, which refers to an unlikely candidate. 

ANSWER: Dark Horse Comics

7.  In one episode of this show, some children in the cast are given pet rabbits, just as the main figures learn about a drug addict who killed his cat. An early episode featured older employees competing with rookies Justin and Leland. The main focus of this show was once imprisoned for participating in the gang murder of Jerry Oliver and became embroiled in controversy in 2007 after referring to his son's girlfriend Monique Shinnery with a racial slur five times. For 10 points, name this A&E show which follows the employees of Da Kine Bail Bonds in Honolulu, starring Duane Chapman.

ANSWER: Dog the Bounty Hunter
8. One of his works describes a child who learns to break dishes in order to be excused from drying them in the future, while another is about Little Abigail, who threatens to die if she does not receive a pony and makes good on her promise. He wrote the entire soundtrack for Mick Jagger's Ned Kelly film as well as such songs as the Irish Rovers's "The Unicorn," the ballad about a marijuana-consumption contest "Smoke Off," and, for Johnny Cash, "A Boy Named Sue." "Boa Constrictor," "Crocodile's Toothace," and "Sarah Cynthia Silvia Stout Would Not Take The Garbage Out" are more poems by this author, who collected his children’s verse in A Light in the Attic and Where the Sidewalk Ends. For 10 points, name this author who described the receipt of apples, shade, timber for building, and a trunk to build a boat from the title character of The Giving Tree. 

ANSWER: Shel Silverstein 
9. His doubles career includes a 2000 US Open victory at the side of Max Mirnyi. In 2001, this player was fined at the French Open for referring to an umpire as "a spastic" and was overheard at the US Open suggesting that a black linesman was giving favorable calls to opponent James Blake. He is the last player to beat Pete Sampras in a Grand Slam final, doing so to win the US Open in 2001, and he picked up his second and to date only other major by winning Wimbledon the following year. In 2001, he became the youngest number-one-ranked player in men’s tennis history. For 10 points, name this reviled tennis player from Australia. 

ANSWER: Lleyton Hewitt
10. One song of this name is accompanied by a a “daydream within daydream” music video and decries “lines” that are "tongue-tied and overloaded." That first track off the album Fast Times at Barrington High declares "I'm not gonna waste these words" and "I'm not in love."  Another song of this name was written after listening to Meet the Beatles several times consecutively and discusses Tracy Marander. That version says "I do think you fit this shoe" and pledges to "take advantage while you hang me out to dry" before realizing "I can't see you every night." For 10 points, give this common title of songs by The Academy Is and Nirvana, whose title indicates that they pertain to a young woman.  

ANSWER: “About A Girl”

11. This actor achieved victory in roping portions of Phoenix and Albuquerque rodeos, possibly because he co-starred with Woody Harrelson in The Cowboy Way, the third of three rodeo-centric movies he made in the early 90s. He once disrupted the filming of a Lonely Island bit about mugging and old woman when he thought the scene was real. His longest-lasting character had to become addicted to heroin in order to prove his loyalty to Ramon Salazar and stop the Cordilla virus, and saw his son Josh kidnapped by his father Philip, the head of BXJ Technologies. For 10 points, name this actor and frequent drunkenness and assault arrestee, who portays Jack Bauer on 24. 
ANSWER: Kiefer Sutherland
12. Sam Waterston appears in this movie as a romantic interest who ends up with April, played by Carrie Fisher. A flashback in this movie shows a bad date with a cocaine addict played by Dianne Wiest and leads in to a sequence where a character's depression is ended by watching Duck Soup. At the start of the film, Eliot, played by Michael Caine, begins an affair with one of the title characters, who is unfulfilled the artist Frederick, portrayed by Max von Sydow. Holly and Lee are the other two women mentioned in the title of, for 10 points, what 1986 Woody Allen movie starring Mia Farrow?
ANSWER: Hannah and Her Sisters
13. This band performed three songs live for the Fox News New Year's special in December 2008, and their song "So Much" is used as the theme for Extreme Makeover: Home Edition. In one single from their recent wave of popularity, they demand "let me make my own pattern" and ask "how many times can I break?"  Another of their 2008 hits states "you can be my modern girl and I can be the one you found." They relied on word-of-mouth and bootlegs to sell their early albums Risen and Souls Aflame before hitting the radio with “This Town” and “Shattered: Turn the Car Around.” For 10 points, name this Ohio State-formed college rock band with a three-letter name. 

ANSWER: OAR [or Of a Revolution]

14. At one point in this game, the player comes across a display screen with the text of The Man Who Was Thursday on it, though a more prominent role is played by the fictional book Jacob’s Shadow by the character Andrew Hammond. One system in this game divides the player's body into five zones and allows only a certain number of available "nano-augmentations" in each zone, forcing strategic choosing. Director Manderley orders the player to stop the National Secessionist Forces from distributing the Ambrosia vaccine against the Gray Death in this game, in which the player controls JC Denton of UNATCO. For 10 points, name this well-regarded PC title about counterterrorism in a dystopian future that came out in 2000 from Eidos and Ion Storm and was followed by Clan Wars and the “spiritual sequel” Project Snowblind.
ANSWER: Deus Ex
15 .This album includes a song about the circumstances under which "I don't want nobody baby" recorded by Yvonne Elliman as well as a Latin-influenced instrumental by David Shire, who also contributed “Manhattan Skyline.” In addition to “If I Can’t Have You” and “Salsation,” it contains Tavares's cover of "More Than a Woman" and Walter Murphy’s reworking of a classical piece, “A Fifth of Beethoven.” Kool & The Gang appear with “Open Sesame,” while KC & the Sunshine Band contribute “Boogie Shoes.” This album is likely best known for the six songs by another band, including “How Deep is Your Love,” “Night Fever,” and “Jive Talkin’.” For 10 points, name this album headlined by “Stayin Alive” by that band, the Bee Gees, the bestselling accompaniment to a John Travolta movie about disco. 

ANSWER: the Saturday Night Fever soundtrack

16. On TV, this character was given a sonic weapon that was used to blast through locked doors. In his original incarnation, this character had to deal with a reporter who was once a policeman and says "sufferin snakes" a lot, as well as the editor Gunnigan and the photographer Clicker Binny. This driver of Black Beauty is presented as the distant relative of another Frank Striker character, the Lone Ranger, and works at the Daily Sentinel by day. For 10 points, name this radio serial hero whose 1960s TV show starring Van Williams introduced Bruce Lee to America as Kato.
ANSWER: The Green Hornet
17. One of this band's songs references a woman who is "selling faith on the 'Go Tell Crusade'" and a route of the Southern Crescent.  Another song from the same album by this band references such figures as "Brother Ray" and "Lawyer Jeff" while discussing the difficulties of arriving at Philomath. Those songs from Fables of the Reconstruction are  “Driver 8” and “Can’t Get There From Here,” by this band. Their latest record was released alongside the singles "Hollow Man" and "Supernatural Superserious" and is called Accelerate. They may be best known for songs about “goofing on Elvis” or about something that “starts with an earthquake.” For 10 points, name this Athens-based band of “Man on the Moon” and “It’s the End of the World As We Know It.” 

ANSWER: R.E.M.
18. The main character of this film is forced to "kneel on grits" by her abusive father T. Ray and recalls her first love, a boy named Zachary Taylor. That main character meets the Boatwright sisters, May, June, and August, after finding a plaque that depicts a black Virgin Mary and the name of Tiburon, a town in South Carolina. Based on a book by Sue Monk Kidd, this movie's title comes from the thousands of creatures who inhabit the walls in Lily Owens’s home. For 10 points, name this 2008 movie whose cast includes Alicia Keys, Jennifer Hudson, and Queen Latifah, and which stars Dakota Fanning.

ANSWER: The Secret Life of Bees
19. This city was the birthplace of such players as Curtis Pride and Maury Wills, and the first of three all-star games held here saw Earl Averill break Dizzy Dean's toe with a line drive. Goose Goslin played his first nine seasons here, and other players who called this city home included Sam Rice. When not playing in Pittsburgh, the Homestead Grays scheduled several home games at this city’s Griffith Stadium. A team which moved from this city had Ted Williams as its manager for its final three seasons. Both the Texas Rangers and Minnesota Twins started as teams who played in, for 10 points, what city whose hometown team once included Walter Johnson, the locale of the Senators and the Nationals?  

ANSWER: Washington, DC [accept any usual name]

20. Her voiceover work includes  Stella the skunk in the Over the Hedge movie and an apple that exhorts “get it together, baby” in Applebees commercials. In one episode of a recurring role as herself on Curb Your Enthusiasm, she chastises Larry David for complimenting her ass. A former employee of the National Security Agency, she played a reporter for a DC-based political talk show in a two-season sitcom that saw her “at large.” Her character underwent a sham same-sex marriage with her partner in a gym ownership, played by Julia Louis-Dreyfus in The New Adventures of Old Christine. This actress is in fact same-sex married in real life, and attracted controversy in May 2009 at the White House Correspondents Dinner. For 10 points, name this comedian, lambasted by conservative columnists for her comments about desiring Rush Limbaugh’s kidneys to fail. 

ANSWER: Wanda Sykes
1. Name some 1980s TV shows, for 10 points each. 
[10] Spike helped defeat the Quintessons, the creators of both chief factions of the title characters, during the course of this show. 
ANSWER: Transformers 
[10] Most episodes of this show, whose protagonists fought Serpentor, ended with a safety tip that concluded "knowing is half the battle." 
ANSWER: G.I. Joe 
[10] The title character often attempted to eat the family cat and lamented his lost girlfrind Rhonda in this show. 
ANSWER: ALF
2. In 2007, the lead singer of this band was arrested for driving an SUV with fourteen guns and a quantity of marijuana in it at 111 miles per hour. For 10 points each: 
[10] Name this John Popper-led group whose songs include “The Hook.” 
ANSWER: Blues Traveler 
[10] The Wizard of Oz-influenced video for this breakthrough Blues Traveler song dramatizes the titular "sure fire way to speed things up when all it does is slow me down." 
ANSWER: “Runaround” 
[10] This less successful Blues Traveler single asks "why does it feel like a big mistake?" and "doesn't it seem such a chance to take?" 
ANSWER: “Most Precarious”
3. Name these non-Juno movies that included Ellen Page, for 10 points each. 
[10] Page stars as teenager Hayley Stark, who stages an elaborate revenge on Patrick Wilson’s character for molesting her friend Donna, in this 2005 movie. 
ANSWER: Hard Candy 
[10] Page has a small role as Kitty Pryde and has catchphrases yelled at her by the Juggernaut in this  dissapointing sequel, which was directed by Brett Ratner after Bryan Singer left the series. 
ANSWER: X3 [or X-Men 3;  or X-Men: The Last Stand; don’t prompt on partial answers] 
[10] In this TV movie, Page is young Stella Blackstone, who enlists the help via computer of dead comedian Winston Pritchett, played by Carlos Alazraqui, to fend off some burglars and build a haunted house. 
ANSWER: I Downloaded a Ghost
4. This golfer is currently dating Greg Norman’s daughter and once scored a double eagle while practicing on the second hole of Augusta. For 10 points each: 
[10] Name this Spaniard, the highest-ranked non-American golfer as of May 2009. 
ANSWER: Sergio Garcia 
[10] This countryman of Garcia is a Basque golfer who won the Masters in 1994 and 1999. 
ANSWER: Jose Maria Olazabal 
[10] Another Spaniard who won the Masters, doing so in 1980 and 1983, this winning captain of the 1997 Ryder Cup team fell ill with a brain tumor in 2008. 
ANSWER: Seve Ballesteros
5. This film stars Takashi Shimura, who visits a nightclub and sings “the gondola song.” For 10 points each: 
[10] Name this 1952 movie in which a bureaucrat is diagnosed with incurable stomach cancer and vows to use his remaining time to build a playground for neighborhood children. 
ANSWER: Ikiru [or To Live] 
[10] This director of Seven Samurai, Rashomon, and Throne of Blood directed Ikiru. 
ANSWER: Akira Kurosawa 
[10] A man tries to kidnap the son of businessman Kingo Gondo for ransom, but accidentally kidnaps his chauffer's son instead, in this crime drama directed by Kurosawa. 
ANSWER: High and Low [or Tengoku to jigoku; or Heaven and Hell]
6. This channel’s original series include Hustle and Broken Trail. For 10 points each: 
[10] Name this cable network, which is introducing more episodic dramas despite its name. 
ANSWER: AMC [or American Movie Classics] 
[10] AMC’s acclaimed series Breaking Bad stars this actor as chemistry teacher and meth dealer Walter White. He formerly played the dentist Tim Watley on Seinfeld and harried father Hal on Malcolm in the Middle. 
ANSWER: Bryan Cranston 
[10] John Hamm and Elisabeth Moss may be found on this AMC series about the goings-on of the Sterling Cooper firm. 
ANSWER: Mad Men
7. She played bartender and love interest Kate in Gremlins. For 10 points each: 
[10] Name this wife of Kevin Kline who also appeared nude at age seventeen in Paradise. 
ANSWER: Phoebe Cates 
[10] Cates’s most notable exposure was as Linda Barrett, who emerges from a pool topless to the delight of Judge Reinhold’s Brad in this movie. Meanwhile, Sean Penn’s character Spicoli attempts to pass Mr. Hand’s class. 
ANSWER: Fast Times at Ridgemont High 
[10] Phoebe Cates and Kevin Kline’s son Owen Kline portrayed Frank, the younger of the Berkman brothers, in this 2005 divorce drama directed by Noah Baumbach. 
ANSWER: The Squid and the Whale
8. Alfred Inglethorp kills his rich, older wife with strychnine in this novel. For 10 points each: 
[10] Name this 1921 murder mystery, which introduced Hercule Poirot. 
ANSWER: The Mysterious Affair at Styles 
[10] The Mysterious Affair at Styles was the debut novel of this author of The Mousetrap and The Murder of Roger Ackroyd. 
ANSWER: Agatha Christie 
[10] This recurring Christie character works on the same case as Poirot in Cards on the Table. He is the lead detective in The Secret of Chimneys, The Seven Dials Mystery, Murder is Easy, and Towards Zero. 
ANSWER: Superintendent Battle
9. This hoax first popped up in an article about Zambian youths in 1995, but hit the U.S, in 2007. For 10 points each: 
[10] Name this nonexistent drug, said to be made from fermented excrement, which some gullible police officers began warning high schools about. 
ANSWER: Jenkem 
[10] Jenkem is one of many urban legends debunked on this site run by the Mikkelson family. 
ANSWER: snopes.com 
[10] Snopes is undecided on whether this zinc-based homeopathic cold remedy will make you lose your sense of smell. 
ANSWER: Zicam
10. Answer the following about threat-containing rap songs, for 10 points each. 
[10] This track, off of Da Unbreakables, features a title group that will include yo mammy, yo pops, the snitch, the cops, the ambulance, and the morgue.  One speaker claims that he'll keep his crown “from the uterus to the funerals.” 
ANSWER: “ They Bout to Find Yo Body” 
[10] The performers accuse Bone Thugz n Harmony of biting their style on this track, which includes threats of pressing a thousand razorblades into another person's flesh.  Another speaker will even call ahead of a planned five-man attack. 
ANSWER:  “Live By Yo Rep” 
[10] “They Bout to Find Yo Body” and “Live By Yo Rep” are songs by this Memphis rap group which includes DJ Paul and Juicy J, the only members remaining since its inception.

11. Name these MLB owners, for 10 points each. 
[10] After getting rich off of asbestos lawsuits, this man purchased the Orioles in 1993. He refused to field a strikebreaking team in 1995 due to his union contracts and is often dubbed the “worst owner in baseball.” 
ANSWER: Peter Angelos 
[10] Successively the owner of the Indians, St. Louis Browns, and White Sox, this man also planted the ivy at Wrigley Field, hired dwarf Eddie Gaedel as a pinch-hitter, and masterminded promotions such as “disco demolition night.” 
ANSWER: Bill Veeck 
[10] A later owner of the Orioles franchise that was once Veeck's St. Louis Browns, this prolific DC lawyer owned the Orioles and Redskins while both were champions of their leagues in 1983. 
ANSWER: Edward Bennett Williams
12. This performer collaborated on "Whiskey Lullaby" with Alison Krauss and "Start a Band" with Keith Urban. For 10 points each: 
[10] Name this country singer of “We Danced,” “She’s Everything,” and “Mud on the Tires.” 
ANSWER: Brad Paisley 
[10] Eat Your Paisley was one of the less successful albums by this Philadelphia punk band, whose better songs include "Beach Party Vietnam," "Bitchin Camaro," and "Punk Rock Girl." 
ANSWER: The Dead Milkmen 
[10] This indie group followed up 2005's Dig Yourself with the 2007 album Present the Paisley Reich. Led by Adam Elliot and Beth Murphy, their amusing song titles include “Allegory Gets Me Hot” and “Fuck Books.” 
ANSWER: Times New Viking
13. {don’t read the non-underlined part of the first answer if the team misses it}
It was the first game in its series for the DS, and uses the touchscreen and stylus for the “Magic Seal” system. For 10 points each: 
[10] Name this game which shares most of its story and mechanics with an earlier GBA release, including the cult priestess Cecilia Fortner as the main antagonist, who seeks to revive Dracula. 
ANSWER: Castlevania: Dawn of Sorrow 
[10] Dawn of Sorrow is part of this series about the Belmonts and their attempts to kill vampires. 
ANSWER: Castlevania 
[10] Both Aria of Sorrow and Dawn of Sorrow follow the quest of this teenager to defeat Dracula’s acolytes while avoiding the temptation to turn into Dracula’s reincarnation himself. 
ANSWER: Soma Cruz [either or both names]
14. Name these German bands, for 10 points each. 
[10] Autobahn, Computer World, and Trans-Europe Express were some of the influential electronic-heavy albums by this band. 
ANSWER: Kraftwerk 
[10] These key figures in krautrock were reasonably popular due to the songs "I Want More" and "Spoon," though their Ege Bamyasi and Tago Mago albums presaged later musical trends. 
ANSWER: Can 
[10] This band’s greatest hits include the song “Du Hast” or “You Hate” and a commemoration of an airshow tragedy that consists largely of chanting the band’s name repeatedly. Their use of Nazi imagery and loyal following by school shooters has caused some controversy. 
ANSWER: Rammstein
15. Name these members of the 2007 Cleveland Cavaliers who scored double-digit PPGs for the season despite not being Lebron James, for 10 points each. 
[10] This bald Lithuanian has been with the team since 1997. His proficient shot-blocking may be due to his seven-foot, three-inch height, which makes him the tallest non-Yao Ming player in the NBA. 
ANSWER: Zydrunas Ilgauskas 
[10] One of four Cavs who was traded to the Bulls the following year, this half-Finnish Kansas alum brought his trademark beard and hair-patch to the Spurs in 2009. 
ANSWER: Drew Gooden 
[10] Another component of the Bulls trade, this guard was the 2000 steals leader while playing for the Warriors and was traded from the Bulls to the Knicks in 2009. 
ANSWER: Larry Hughes
16. This man claimed that his conversion to Mormonism was sparked by God shooting him with a "giant baptismal rifle." For 10 points each: 
[10] Name this FOX News host, whose recent antics include having a guest faint on air, breaking down crying while talking about how he “feared for” America, and founding the 9/12 Project. 
ANSWER: Glenn Beck 
[10] Beck was dubbed "a guy who says what people who aren't thinking are thinking" by Jon Stewart after asking this Muslim Congressman to "prove to me that you are not working with our enemies" following his 2006 election. 
ANSWER: Keith Ellison 
[10] Beck was mocked on his own network for the crying episode by this colorful host, who was once arrested for purposely running over a fellow reporter with his car while covering the Florida recount and in April 2009 yelled "we do not fucking torture" during a live broadcast. 
ANSWER: Shepard Smith
17. This character was retired as Batgirl in a 1988 comic. For 10 points each: 
[10] Name this daughter of the Gotham police commissioner. 
ANSWER: Barbara Gordon [either or both names]
[10] Since becoming paralyzed, Barbara Gordon has worked as this research specialist for Batman and associates. 
ANSWER: Oracle 
[10] Barbara Gordon was paralyzed when shot by the Joker in this 1988 one-shot that tells the now-canonical Joker origin. Brian Bolland drew its iconic cover of the Joker snapping a photo of the reader. 
ANSWER: The Killing Joke
18. Television is apparently fascinated by the Witness Protection Program. For 10 points each: 
[10] This Adult Swim live-action series is about a family in witness protection that wants to be on a reality show and thus wears ski masks. 
ANSWER: Delocated 
[10] This USA series, which crossed over with Law & Order: Criminal Intent in 2008, is about Mary McCormack's character of Mary Shannon, who oversees resettled witnesses in Albuquerque. 
ANSWER: In Plain Sight
