Tossups:

1) In the most recent season, this character started to share space with Victor Manny, while this person once declared, “I can’t believe that’s the way God is” to Father Gill.  This character was once criticized for writing a roommate advertisement that read “like the stage directions from an Ibsen play”.  This character’s career is advanced following the firing of Freddy (*) Rumsen, and the actress who plays her is married to SNL’s Fred Armisen.  She once does a rendition of the opening scene from Bye Bye Birdie in the mirror, and this character is first recognized for describing a trash can as a “Basket of Kisses”.  In the most recent season, she engaged in an affair with Duck Phillips.  Season one concludes with her giving birth to a baby fathered by her former boss, Pete Campbell.  Once a co-worker at Sterling-Cooper with Don Draper, for 10 points, name this female Mad Men character.
ANSWER: Margaret “Peggy” Olson (accept any underlined answer)

2) Larry Seeley has recently released a book about Jack Sloan with this title, and Nirvana did a sarcastic cover of this song in falsetto.  On the album it originally appeared on it is followed by the track “Don’t Hide Your Love”.  The “gal in trouble” (*) in this song admits that she never had any schooling.  The first track on the 1973 album Half-Breed, the singer states her father “would have shot” a 21-year boy picked up “just south of Mobile” who traveled with her to Memphis if “he know what he done”.  That father in this song also “preached a little gospel” and “[sold] a couple of bottles of Dr. Good”.  For 10 points, name this Cher song that begins “I was born in the wagon of a traveling show” about the three titular groups of vagrants.

ANSWER: Gypsies, Tramps and Thieves
3) A scrolling horizontal perspective was adopted in a sequel centering on this sport for the Commodore 64 and other platforms called Gazza II.  A 2002 Sega game about this sport contained teams like Tsunami and Toxic and a mode with an exploding ball called Hot Potato.  A game centering on this activity by Next Level Games allows for striking at other players with "Big Hits", (*) partially takes place in Deep Space and the Battle Zone, and sees players being dazed by the Chain Chomp power-up.  Characters like Enker, Toadman and Cutman engage in this activity with Mega Man in an SNES sports game.  An SNES game centering on this sport was named for Tony Meola.  A popular series centering on this sport is titled Winning 11.  For 10 points, name this sport played in Mario Strikers Charged and the FIFA games.

ANSWER: Soccer (or Association Football or Footy; prompt on "Football")

4) In one flashback, one of this film’s leads force-feeds soup to his sister, Jennifer, since he suspects her of poisoning him.  The other protagonist gives a bust of Beethoven as an apartment-warming gift and can often be seen dictating ideas for “Points West”.  Catherine Keener plays the ex-wife of one of its leads; that lead helps organize a (*) recital at the Walt Disney Music Hall.  Early in this film, a cello is sent to one of the protagonists after a column is published detailing how he was playing a violin with only two strings.  For 10 points, name this 2009 film where LA Times reporter Steve Lopez, played by Robert Downey Jr., writes a piece about a homeless cello playing Julliard dropout played by Jaime Foxx.
ANSWER: The Soloist
5) This person once reunited the runaway orphans Michele and Eugene with Mister Watts on a television series named for him, while the song “Maybe” by Thom Pace was the theme song for a namesake film.  An actor most famous for playing this man starred as the very similar Jeremiah in two ‘90s films where he helps some kids that have run away from a Portland camp.  The real-life person with this name lost part of his brain in a fight with “General Fremont” and once toured with P. T. Barnum.  His revived popularity traces to a Charles Sellier book that details his companionship with (*) Ben, and he often hung out with a man who owned the "Number Seven" mule, Mad Jack the Mountain Man.  Most famously portrayed by Dan Haggerty, for 10 points, name this mountaineer and friend of bears whose Life and Times were chronicled on a namesake '70s TV show.
ANSWER: Grizzly Adams

6) One band with this name recorded the theme song for the Jon Stewart Show and put out the album 3-D Monkeys in Space before getting left behind in the grunge explosion.  A NOFX album starting with this two-word phrase contains “Stickin’ in My Eye”, (*) while a Vanilla Ice song with this name states he can “out think you and out philosophize you”.  Live versions of “My Monkey” and “Misery Machine” appear with studio versions of “Wrong Radio Noise” on a 2003 Marilyn Manson and the Spooky Kids album with this name.  This phrase also appears in the title of a song whose lyrics state “I shouldn’t be wearing white and you can’t afford no ring” by the Dixie Chicks, about this type of wedding.  For 10 points, name this two-word derogatory term for Caucasians.

ANSWER: White Trash
7) Fear Factory composed a song about this type of “Jesus”, while this type of man was discussed in a namesake track on ELO’s 1981 album, Time.  A cat's foot and iron claw are discussed in a King Crimson song about this type of (*) “Schizoid Man”.  Another song with this time period in its title notes that “I’ll never make it as a Working Class Hero” and that “I think I’m losing what’s left of my mind”, and appears before the track “Know Your Enemy” on a 2009 album that also shares this time period in this title.  For 10 points, name this time period that appears before Breakdown in the title of the most recent Green Day album, covering a hundred years after the studio behind movies like Die Hard and Ice Age.

ANSWER: 21st Century
8) This position was played by the current Director of Player Development for the Packers and only NFL player to ever come out of Shippensburg University, Rob Davis.  A man who runs a website devoted to this position is the current leader in consecutive games started for the Chicago Bears and is named Patrick Mannelly.  The NFC player at this position sent to the 2010 Pro Bowl is also a practicing magician; (*) that man is the Eagle’s Jon Dorenbos.  The highest drafted player to primarily play this position was chosen in the fifth round of the 2003 draft by the Browns and is named Ryan Pontbriand.  Because they had problems at this position, Trey Junkin was brought out of retirement to fill this role for the Giants in 2002, but ended up costing them a playoff game against the 49ers.  This position plays on many of the same plays as gunners.  For 10 points, name this football position that sends the ball to the kicker.

ANSWER: Long-Snapper (do not accept “Center”)
9) Their migration patterns have been studied by Quincy T. Quackenpoker, and a Generation III entry about them notes that they are extremely resilient to pollution.  A radio signal is making all of these evolve in a region near where Wesley hands out Black Belts.  It is possible to legitimately capture a Level 100 (*) one of these in the Resort Area in Pokémon Platinum, and giving a large one to a man who resides next to the Lake of Rage is rewarded with an elixir.  Tracey refused to buy a golden one of these that allegedly could lay eggs from the same man who sold a regular one to James in “Battle Aboard the St. Anne”.  According to the Platinum Pokédex, it can use its signature move to "leap a mountain", although "the move remains useless".  Not capable of learning any moves by TM or HM, it knows only Splash until Level 15.  For 10 points, identify this worthless Pokémon that evolves into a Gyarados.
ANSWER: Magikarp
10) The last addition to this group was known for having "the fastest draw in town" and was "lookin' for some breakfast" at the "appropriate location", and they all hung out with a dog that sometimes wore a green helmet, J.D.  Another member of this group had an (*) antenna coming out of his signature blue shades, and sported a red hat and T-Shirt with lightning bolts on the sleeves.  It was advertised as being "just for fun, and just for you", and many of its actions were recorded by its resident photographer, Snap.  Its most athletic member usually wore a #7 jersey and was known as Boomer.  For 10 points, name this group that included the handicapped Wheels as well as Kid Vid, patrons of a certain rival of McDonalds.
ANSWER: Burger King Kid's Club
11) An Ars Technica review of this product called it "the first device I've used that expects all contact data to come from a service instead of a repository", and lauded its Profiles service for cleaning data.  Apps for this system can be written using the Mojo Development Framework, and include MotionApp's popular "Classic (*)" software emulator.  Until Apple updated its software to prevent it, users of this phone were able to use its MediaSync functionality to sync with iTunes.  One innovative feature of this phone was the Touchstone Charger, a wireless charging station.  It was the first Linux-based device released by a company who also manufactured the Centro and Treo lines.  Debuting exclusively on Sprint, it was the first phone to use its manufacturer's webOS operating system that was later used on the company's Pixi phone.  For 10 points, name this smartphone from Palm.
ANSWER: Palm Pre (prompt on "Castle" before mentioned)

12) Gary R. Parker wrote a 2001 book on these type of games, which include a performance where Roy Ordonez set his record 100th consecutive game without an error.  Despite giving up 13 hits, Murry Dickson was able to guide his team to an 8-4 victory in one of these games where Enos Slaughter started fighting fans (*) at home plate at its conclusion.  Victory in another of these games was secured on a Felix Mantilla errant throw to first allowing Gil Hodges to score.  Vin Scully made the famous calls "We go to Chicago" in one of these in 1959.  One of these was won thanks to an eighth inning at bat by "Bobby Fucking Dent", and before 1980 those in the National League were best-out-of-three.  The most famous one featured the "Miracle of Coogan's Bluff" and "The Shot Heard 'Round the World" and saw the Giants defeat the Dodgers.  For 10 points, name these games played when two teams are tied for the pennant.
ANSWER: Sudden-Death Play-in Game (accept One-Game Playoff or Pennant Playoff or Baseball Play-In Game or anything else that implies “this is a game played to decide who gets to go to the baseball playoffs”)

13) Along with Nemchinov, Karpotsev and Zubov, this NHL player was among the first group of Russians to have his name engraved on the Stanley Cup. That victory came while playing on a line with Adam Graves and Mark Messier in 1994 with the New York Rangers, but he later had his most successful season in 2000-2001, scoring 95 points while with the (*) Pittsburgh Penguins. Recently, he has appeared in endorsements for Warrior Hockey showing him hitting targets on one knee from the opposite blueline, and after netting 84 points in 07-08, he was awarded the fictional “Saku Koivu Award” by THN as the “comeback player of the year”. In 2009, after scoring the game-winning shootout goal and leading the Eastern Conference to victory, he was named All-Star Game MVP, while still with the Montreal Canadiens. For 10 points, name this Ottawa Senators’ right wing with nickname “AK27”.

ANSWER: Alexei Kovalev
14) [SC] This name is shared by the second track of Scottish rock group Cocteau Twins’ EP Aikea Guinea as well as the first track off of indie rock artist John Vanderslice’s album Emerald City. A vessel named for this animal was the unsuccessful defender of the 26th America’s Cup in 1987. Along with Millie the Echidna (*) and Syd the Playtpus, Olly, one of these animals, was one of the mascots at the 2000 Summer Olympic Games in Sydney. In another song, this bird can be seen counting monkeys and is a merry king of the bush. For 10 points, name this Australian bird known for its maniacal laughing, who in an eponymous children’s song is sitting on an old gum tree eating all the gumdrops he could see.

ANSWER: kookaburra
15) [NK] Year and event required. Oleg Salenko set a record during this event by scoring five goals in a match, one of which was a penalty shot. He and Hristo Stoichkov received the award for most goals in the tournament with both men scoring six. That award was not enough to win the tournament for their countries as Russia failed to advance out of pool play and (*) Bulgaria made a surprising run only to lose in the semifinals to defending champion Italy. A first for this tournament was the inclusion of an indoor stadium, as grass was grown inside for three months prior to the June start for the competition in the Pontiac Silverdome. For 10 points, what was this event that was the first of its kind to be decided by penalty kicks and held in the United States?

ANSWER: 1994 FIFA World Cup(prompt on partial answer)
16) Prism fans will know that, along with Stanley Screamer, the group was originally known by this two-word phrase.  A Gordon Kindlmann page crusading against a fad of this name put the caption "Make no mistake!  I am a MAN!" next to a common image of a man in white with a gyrating back usually accompanied by this phrase.  It shares its name with albums that produced the singles "Work It" and "Cop That Shit" by Timbaland & Magoo and Missy Elliott.  Jason Scott's ASCII blog collected over 900 images (*) with this phrase from old Geocities sites, most of them in yellow and black.  For 10 points, give this two word term that one could often find displayed in an animated gif in the early days of the Internet, indicating work was still being done on a site.
ANSWER: This Page is Under Construction Images

17) Later editions of this book removed sections on "killer hiccups", although the "very remote risk" prohibiting oral sex is still contained within it.  A sequel to this book has chapters on things you might be “Concerned About" and information "Important to Know", while another follow-up to this presents the Best-Odds Diet (*) and contains some 100-recipes emphasizing "lean protein" and Vitamin C.  The fourth edition of the original contains "What You May Be Wondering About" questions, such as "Spider Veins" and "Belly Piercings" in "The Second Month" chapter.  
For 10 points, name this seminal pregnancy-prep book by Sharon Mazel and Heidi Murkoff.
ANSWER: What to Expect When You're Expecting
18) [NK] In one outing, this person is able to escape when Leatherface gets caught on a bicycle, and he's presented with The Return of the Joker while dressed in a Batman to bridge a two-parter episode.  The musician that plays his theme song lives behind his couch and is named Kyle Justin.  Other guest stars include the cowardly lion, Bugs Bunny and Super Mega Death Christ 2000 Version 4.0 Beta, while episodes of his eponymous series began on YouTube with episodes like Dr. Jekyll (*) and Mr. Hyde and Castlevania II.  His namesake series, a CineMassacre production, can now be found on GameTrailers and ScrewAttack.  For 10 points, name this person, a creation of James Rolfe, who reviews "the shitty games that suck ass".
ANSWER: The Angry Video Game Nerd (accept AVGN or Angry Nintendo Nerd; accept James Rolfe until mentioned)

19) This man once said he’d “send Scotty [Bowman] a cheque” for pushing a reporter. For a time, he held the position of Hartford Whalers GM, and later NHL Vice President, before leaving for a team where he would trade Alex Mogilny for Brendan Morrison and send Pavel Bure to Florida. During the 2002 playoffs, he criticized the officiating by noting that “Sedin (*) is not Swedish for punch me or headlock me”, and that “Todd Bertuzzi does not play for Detroit, it just looks like that because he’s wearing two or three red sweaters all the time.” After leaving the Canucks for Anaheim, he won the 2007 Stanley Cup, and some of his more recent moves have been signing free agent Jonas Gustavsson and acquiring Dion Phaneuf. For 10 points, name this outspoken former Ducks executive who replaced Cliff Fletcher to become the current President and General Manager of the Toronto Maple Leafs.
ANSWER: Brian Burke
20) The original title of the show Face to Face was once known as [This Title] With Connie Chung.  This phrase also appears in the title of a show broadcast "at the garden" that was counter-programming to NBC's Your Show of Shows, which dominated this time period in the 1950s.  Howard Cosell once hosted a sports variety show (*) with this time period in its title, while another show with this time period in its title prominently featured Jennifer Coolidge and Laura Kightlinger.  Besides that show produced by Roseanne called [This Time Period] Special, the most famous show with this time period in its title was for a time produced by Jean Doumanian and featured films by both "Mr. Bill" and Al Brooks.  That show with this time period in its title also featured on its first season George Coe and Gilda Radner.  For 10 points, identify this time period when a certain show is aired "Live from New York".
ANSWER: Saturday Night
21) [NK] The host of this show would start the show by walking down a fake alley in his trademark brightly colored suit jacket while accompanied by the house music group. A bit that occurred in each episode was when the host—Greg Lee (*)—would go to his boss’ office and she’d give him clues to the next answer. Each question had three possible choices with a correct answer usually worth 10 ACME crimebucks. At the end of the show, the winning contestant would attempt to place seven markers on seven unmarked countries or cities of a giant map in either 45 or 60 seconds in order to catch the titular thief.  For 10 points, what is this PBS show based on a Broderbund computer game that featured Lynne Thigpen as The Chief and in house musical group Rockapella?

ANSWER: Where in the World is Carmen Sandiego?
Bonuses:

1) America Ferrera voices the protagonist's love interest, Astrid Hofferson, in this film.  For 10 points each:

[10] Identify this animated film which sees a young Viking named Hiccup tame a Night Fury.

ANSWER: How to Train Your Dragon 3D

[10] This actor voices Gobber the Belch, the Viking responsible for teaching the kids in How to Train Your Dragon.  He became noteworthy in the US for playing the character of Nigel Wick.
ANSWER: Craig Ferguson
[10] This is the name of the Night Fury that Hiccup constructs a wooden fin for in order to eventually ride into battle.
ANSWER: Toothless
2) Answer some questions about skateboarding games, none of which feature Tony Hawk, for 10 points each.
[10] EA has arguably topped the Tony Hawk series with this one, which uses analog stick movement rather than buttons to perform tricks.  The first game had you advancing from San Vanelona to the X-Games.
ANSWER:  Skate
[10] Potentially the most derivative of the early 2000's skateboarding games is the one based on this media franchise.  Other games in this universe have included Road Rage, which let you play as characters from this franchise like Professor Frink and Otto Mann.
ANSWER: The Simpsons
[10] Skateboarding was one of the many terrible modes in this '80s videogame by Epyx.  Occasionally in the skateboarding mode, an earthquake occurs and the "H" falls off of the Hollywood sign in the background.
ANSWER: California Games
3) Like its sequel, this film by the director of Meet the Browns centers on a group of couples taking a week-long vacation.  For 10 points each:
[10] Identify this film co-starring Janet Jackson as Patricia, the wife of Gavin and author of a book from which the movie gets its title.
ANSWER: Why Did I Get Married (accept BUT DO NOT ON YOUR OWN SAY Tyler Perry's Why Did I Get Married)
[10] Why Did I Get Married is a film by this director, also known for cross-dressing in films like Madea Goes to Jail.
ANSWER: Tyler Perry
[10] Charlotte Cartwright and Alice Pratt, played by Kathy Bates and Alfre Woodard, go on a cross-country trip after getting frustrated with their children in this 2008 film by Tyler Perry.
ANSWER: Tyler Perry's The Family That Preys
4) This group found some early success with "Someday I Suppose" from their album, Don't Know How to Party.  For 10 points each:
[10] Identify this band, best known for a 1997 song that asks, "Have you ever been close to tragedy?"
ANSWER: The Mighty Mighty Bosstones
[10] The Mighty Mighty Bosstones were shown performing "Where'd You Go" in a scene from this 1995 film, starring Alicia Silverstone as the vapid Beverly Hills teenager Cher Horowitz.
ANSWER: Clueless
[10] Besides "The Impression That I Get", the biggest single off of Let's Face It  was about a rascal one of these people.  A man named Kerry with this surname is a guitarist in Slayer.
ANSWER: King

5) Answer some questions about entries on the “Eleven Jazz Sessions at Which Page Hamilton Would Have Loved to Be Present” list from Rolling Stone’s Alt-Rock-A-Rama book, for 10 points each.
[10] Number five on the list is this man and "His Orchestra at Newport".  With frequent collaborator Billy Strayhorn he'd write the score for the films Paris Blues and Anatomy of a Murder, and he also appears on the state quarter for D.C.
ANSWER: Edward Kennedy "Duke" Ellington
[10] This guy appears twice on the list, once for his self-titled album and once more for his pretty famous Kind of Blue album.
ANSWER: Miles Dewey Davis III
[10] Right before the Miles Davis album on the list is this man's Full House: Live at Tsubo in Berkeley record.  With Verve, this guitarist would release albums like the Don Sebesky-composed Bumpin' and 1965's Smokin' at the Half Note.
ANSWER: John Leslie "Wes" Montgomery
6) A lamer American version of this show produced winners like Rich King and Brian Orosco who were flown Mt. Midoriyama in Japan.  For 10 points each:

[10] Identify this show where competitors like Makoto Nagano do battle with the Jumping Spider and Warped Wall.
ANSWER: Ninja Warrior (or Sasuke)
[10] Ninja Warrior airs on this cable network in America, whose more gaming-centric programming includes Attack of the Show.
ANSWER: G4
[10] This Attack of the Show co-host has recently appeared as the “Senior Asian Correspondent” on the Daily Show.
ANSWER: (Lisa) Olivia Munn
7) He once cameoed as a caller complaining about the Seahawks on an episode of Fraiser.  For 10 points each:

[10] Identify this basketball announcer who was fired by NBC in 1997 for a sex scandal.
ANSWER: Marv Albert (or Marv Philip Aufrichtig)
[10] Albert presented outtakes on the DVD of this film, which saw Dwayne Johnson playing a football player who suddenly has to take care of his daughter, Peyton.
ANSWER: The Game Plan
[10] Albert does the radio broadcasts for Monday Night Football as part of this radio network which also airs the VH1 Classic Rock Nights.
ANSWER: Westwood One
8) [CG] On December 28, 1976, they heard "Brass Bonanza" five times when they shocked the Soviet Union in a 5-2 win at the Civic Center, long before the days of Ron Francis.  For 10 points each:

[10] Identify this Connecticut-based NHL team, which moved to Raleigh to become the Carolina Hurricanes in 1997.

ANSWER: Hartford Whalers
[10] In 1993, the Whalers passed up Chris Gratton to draft this defenseman second overall from the Peterborough Petes. More recently, his Flyers were eliminated in the Stanley Cup Final by Pat Kane and the Chicago Blackhawks, though he was more successful with the Anaheim Ducks in 2007.

ANSWER: Chris Pronger
[10] This player served as the Whalers’ starting goalie for their last five seasons in Hartford. A former Canadian Olympian, he joined the Whalers after being traded from New Jersey for Bobby Holik, and this goalie would later spend time as the starter for the Phoenix Coyotes from 1999 to 2002.

ANSWER: Sean Burke
9) In 1942, the Negro American and National Leagues revived the Negro League World Series, dormant since 1927.  For the stated number of points:
[5/5] For 5 points each, this Midwest team beat this East Coast team 4-0.  The American League victors were the longest-extant Negro League team and had also won the first Negro League World Series in 1924; the National League losers from Washington featured Hall of Famers like Josh Gibson, Buck Leonard, and Ray Brown.
ANSWER: The Kansas City Monarchs and The (Washington) Homestead Grays
[10] For 10 points, all four games featured this man pitching for the Monarchs.  The first Negro Leaguer to be admitted to the Hall of Fame, he also was named twice to the MLB All-Star game while playing for the St. Louis Browns at the ages of 46 and 47.
ANSWER: Leroy "Satchel" Paige
[10] Paige actually lost a game in the series, but it was discounted because the Grays illegally signed a bunch of players from the Newark Eagles between games, including this winning pitcher in that game, who joined Paige in the Hall of Fame on the basis of a record seven straight All-Star appearances and a record 18 strikeouts in one game.
ANSWER: Leon Day
10) This boyfriend of Evan Moss owns the Hercules and Maisonette 9 nightclubs.  For 10 points each:

[10] Identify this character, whose namesake “Ballad” followed “The Lost and the Damned” as downloadable content.
ANSWER: Gay Tony (or Anthony Prince)
[10] “The Ballad of Gay Tony” is downloadable content for this popular Rockstar game, the first in the series appearing on the 360 and PS3.  The main game, set in Liberty City, centered on Eastern European immigrant, Niko.
ANSWER: GTA IV (or Grand Theft Auto IV)

[10] Liberty City’s analogue for Manhattan is this region, which connects to Alderney via the Booth Tunnel and also contains Middle Park and Star Junction.
ANSWER: Algonquin
11) Answer some questions about some Gilbert and Sullivan operas, for 10 points each.
[10] Alternatively titled The Lass that Loved a Sailor, this work that first premiered in 1878 contained the popular songs "We Sail the Ocean Blue" and shouldn't be confused with The Pirates of Penzance.
ANSWER: HMS Pinafore or The Lass that Loved a Sailor
[10] This final Gilbert and Sullivan opera gained some modern popularity following the release of a D'Oyly Carte Opera Company recording in 1976.  Ludwig acquires a bunch of wives after defeating Ernest and Rudolph in a "statutory duel" by playing cards.
ANSWER: The Grand Duke, or the Statutory Duel
[10] Jonathan Miller, who staged a 1987 production of The Mikado for the English National Opera, is also known for a mafia-themed version of this classic non-Gilbert and Sullivan opera.  His version cast John Rawnsley as the titular hunchback and bartender in Manhattan rather than in Mantua.
ANSWER: Rigoletto
12) [CG] Five people have been awarded it multiple times, and recent winners include Lindy Ruff, Alain Vigneault and Bruce Boudreau. For 10 points each:

[10] Name this award, given annually to the NHL coach “adjudged to have to have contributed to the most to his team’s success” by the NHL Broadcasters Association.
ANSWER: Jack Adams Award [accept equivalents to “Award”]

[10] The most recent winner of the Jack Adams is this francophone Boston Bruins coach, who previously coached in New Jersey and Montreal.

ANSWER: Claude Julien
[10] The coach with the most Adams is this man, recently retired due to cancer, who won his three awards with Montreal in 1989, Toronto in 1992, and Boston in 1998.

ANSWER: Pat Burns

13) [NK] Identify the following about some Heisman Trophy winners that were busts in the NFL, for 10 points each.

[10] This Colorado running back won the 1994 Heisman Trophy, but was unable to have a successful career with the Chicago Bears. He also played for the Memphis Maniax of the XFL.

ANSWER: Rashaan Salaam

14) [NK] Answer these questions about open wheel racing for 10 points each:

[10] In 2010, this driver came back from retirement for the second time to drive for the Mercedes GP Formula 1 team. He holds the record with 7 world championships and has won 91 Grand Prix.

ANSWER: Michael Schumacher
[10] Schumacher won this race 5 times. It is considered to be part of the “Triple Crown of Motorsport” with the Indianapolis 500 and 24 Hours of Le Mans.

ANSWER: Monaco Grand Prix

[10] Monaco was won a record 6 times doing so in a stretch of 7 years in the late 1980’s and 1990’s by a driver from this country.  That racer from this country died in a crash at the 1994 San Marino Grand Prix.

[10] After being given special exemption to enter the OHL draft as a 15-year-old, this Oshawa Generals and London Knights center was selected first by the New York Islanders in the 2009 NHL draft.

ANSWER: John Tavares
[10] The Tampa Bay Lightning took this center first overall in 2008, though he was notably left out of the Canadian Olympic team orientation camp. He scored 58 goals with the Sarnia Sting in junior, and co-led Canada in scoring at the 2009 World Championships.

ANSWER: Steven Stamkos
[10] The 2010 NHL Draft is being billed as "Taylor vs. Tyler", a reference to Tyler Seguin and this Windsor Spitfires left wing, who are expected to go 1-2. He won the CHL Rookie of the Year award in 2008 and led the Spitfires to two consecutive OHL titles, leading Don Cherry to comment that "he's got the touch".

[10] The Boston Bruins selected this future league MVP first overall from the Soo Greyhounds. This centre would later join Marleau after famously being traded to the San Jose Sharks, his current team, for Marco Sturm and others in 2005.

ANSWER: Joe Thornton
[10] Boston also picked 8th overall, where they selected this Russian and future all-star from the Detroit Vipers. He joined Thornton in Boston the following year, where he would win the Calder Trophy as best rookie, but he now plays left wing for Carolina.

ANSWER: Sergei Samsonov
[10] The highest-drafted American in 1997 was this defenseman, selected by the Tampa Bay Lightning one spot ahead of Samsonov. He scored 47 points with Phoenix in 2006, and in 2009, he left the New York Rangers defense corps to sign with Montreal, where he was paired with Yannick Weber.
