Tossups:

 

1) Katharine Dunn downplayed the significance of this event by comparing it to similar incidents involving Tree Rollins and Andrew Golota, while Teddy Atlas reportedly predicted this event to Ron Borges several days beforehand, after the replacement of Mitch Halpern.  When it occurred, Ferdie Pacheco suggested it might only be the second-weirdest thing to happen to one participant, after having had James Miller’s (*) parachute fall on him during a match four years earlier.  The other participant was told “Bullshit” by the head official when he claimed it had only been a punch, and later claimed it was done in retaliation for un-penalized headbutts.  The first instance of it warranted a two-point penalty, while the second caused a bout-ending disqualification and a near-brawl inside the ring post-fight. For 10 points, name this act of mastication undertaken during a 1997 heavyweight title rematch.

ANSWER: Mike Tyson biting Evander Holyfield’s ear (accept any answer that includes three of the four underlined words; prompt on partial answers) [DL]

 

2) A music video for one version of this song sees a girl in a bikini wearing a wolf mask jumping into a pool as the band performing the song rocks out in the middle of a wrestling ring in a suburban backyard.  An instrumental version of this song provides the background music for the first level of a Genesis game set in Club 30s, while the original video of this song contained its artist doing an “anti-gravity (*) lean”, later accomplished at live performances with special shoes.  Its lyrics mention, "You were struck down / it was your doom."  Originally appearing as the penultimate track on the album Bad, this song that was originally titled “Al Capone” and a cover of it was one of the biggest hits for Alien Ant Farm.  With a chorus that continually asks, "Annie are you okay", for 10 points, name this song by Michael Jackson about a titular outlaw.

ANSWER: “Smooth Criminal”

 

3) This film’s star was upset he didn’t receive credit for rewriting Duncan Brantley and Rick Reilly’s original script, and the IMDB page for this film contains definitions for the terms "pig in the poke" and "crusty bob”.  The female lead in this film accuses JD Cullum's character Leonard of "substituting my bosoms for your mother's", and Jonathan Pryce (*) plays "oily manager" C. C. Frazier alongside Stump, Suds and Big Gus.  That female lead, a reporter for the Tribune, discovers that the protagonist lied about capturing some German soldiers and she was played by Renee Zellweger.  Its final showdown sees Carter “the Bullet” Rutherford’s team defeated by the Duluth Bulldogs.  Co-starring John Krasinski, its tagline was, "In the beginning, the rules were simple.  There were none".  For 10 points, name this movie starring George Clooney about the early days of professional football.
ANSWER: Leatherheads
 

4) This person played Dr. Benjamin Marris in a remake of the Japanese film Himitsu, 2007's The Secret, and he guest-starred as his most famous character in the "Eek Space 9" episode of Eek! the Cat.  Lending his voice to the protagonist of the 2003 videogame, XIII [“13”], he currently plays a writer sometimes interested in Karen (*) van der Beek.  He’d begin a Showtime series by reading a letter starting, “Dear Red Shoes…”  This actor’s most famous character was an ally of Senator Richard Matheson, was probably related to Jeffrey Spender, and saw his sister Samantha captured in his presence during childhood.  Starring as Hank Moody on Californication, for 10 points, name this actor best known for playing Fox Mulder on the X-Files.
ANSWER: David William Duchovny
5) This artist released an album containing a cover of The Beatles' "Fool on the Hill" after a local radio station liked her pre-teen hit, "I Love to Love", while the myriad of bands she joined in the early ‘80s included Jam 80, Exodus and Tappi Tikarrass.  Her solo career benefited from a collaboration with Nellee Hooper, and one of her most successful albums was completely remixed on to 1997's Telegram.  A tour to promote her 2007 album was captured on the DVD release (*) Voltaic; that 2007 album was titled Volta.  In addition to providing a score called Selmasongs for Lars Von Trier’s film, Dancer in the Dark, she was a member of the Sugarcubes.  With well received solo albums like Debut and Post, she scored hits with the tracks "Army of Me" and "So Quiet".  For 10 points, name this quirky female pop artist, probably best remembered for wearing a swan dress to the 2001 Oscars. 
ANSWER: Bjork
6) A GameBoy game centering on these two characters allows one character to do a "Rocket Jump" from a hand-stand position, while another features nine rooms in the Spooky Attic and Magnet Mania.  One game where these two characters are rivals contains a level unofficially called the "Pie Factory", a game which was followed by a sequel which inverted the good (*) and evil role of that rivalry.  These two characters also appeared in the title of the first DSiWare title to feature user-generated content, part of a series of puzzle games that involve finding presents and keys, sometimes with the help of minis.  Often getting in a rivalry over the abduction of Pauline, for 10 points, name these two classic Nintendo characters, antagonists in a Shigeru Miyamoto arcade game titled for an ape.
ANSWER: Mario and Donkey Kong (or Jumpman and Donkey Kong; do not accept “Donkey Kong, Jr.”)

 

7) A stage version of this figure condemns a character named Horton to the Nool Asylum for the Criminally Insane.  The final line in this character's namesake story notes that "and maybe, all creatures should be [free]", and he is ultimately foiled by a "plain little (*) character" who did a "plain little thing".  This character, who eventually becomes King of the Mud, appears in the title of a story collection that also includes a competition between a bear and a rabbit over who is the "beast of beasts", "The Big Brag", and one about girl-bird Gertrude McFuzz.  Said by his creator to be an allegory for Hitler, this character's ploy to stand higher than the moon is foiled by the burping of Mack.  For 10 points, name this Dr. Seuss character and King of the Pond, known for being a turtle.
ANSWER: Yertle the Turtle

 

8) Despite not playing football in college, the Browns drafted this him to play Wide Receiver but he lost out in training camp to Gary Collins.  He wrote in his memoir that "not making the 1960 Olympic ... team is probably my most bitter disappointment in sports", especially because college teammate Jerry Lucas (*) did make it.  He employed his characteristic straightaway-on-the-move bank shot to rebound his own shot and score on Kareem Abdul-Jabbar in overtime of Game 6 of the 1974 Finals, and later almost won "The Greatest Game Ever Played" by hitting a shot with one second left in double overtime.  One of his most celebrated plays followed Bill Russell throwing an errant pass that hit a guy wire in the balcony and was made famous by Johnny Most.  For 10 points, name this Celtics Forward and guard who, in Game 7 of the 1965 Eastern Conference Finals, memorably "Stole the Ball!"

ANSWER: John J. "Hondo" Havlicek
 

9) In one terrible role, this actress played Mavis Turner, who trains some kids to beat the troupe led by Nora Dunn in a tap dancing competition.  Ingrid Bergman’s Countessa Sanziani regales this actress’ character Nina with tales of past glory days in a film where Nina flashes back to her time as a chambermaid in an Italian hotel.  Besides starring in A Matter (*) of Time, she vowed to never work with director Otto Preminger again after appearing as a character who has her face disfigured by her boyfriend Ben Piazza in Tell Me That You Love Me, Junie Moon.  She played Linda, a shoplifter and true-love of the title character in 1981's Arthur, while one of her best roles sees her performing at the Kit Kat Klub in pre-WWII Berlin.  For 10 points, name this actress who won an Oscar for playing Sally Bowles in Cabaret.
ANSWER: Liza May Minnelli
10) One promotional film for this song, directed by its songwriter, featured a "Maori finale" which was later played over the credits of the film for the Magical Mystery Tour.  This first track recorded following the death of Brian Epstein drew the ire of John Lennon for being included as the A-Side over "I Am the Walrus" on a single release.  A performance of this song occurs after Glenn and Emma (*) decide to suspend their relationship and concluded the first spring episode of Glee this year.  At one point in this song the singer asks "why" six times in a row, while its long fade out includes the non-sense word "heba".  Several different covers have been featured in a recent Target advertising campaign, while in the original the singer mentions, "I say high, you say low" and that "You say yes, I say no".  For 10 points, name this Beatles song named for some greetings and farewells.
ANSWER: "Hello Goodbye" (or "Hello Good Buy" I guess)

 

11) Danny Meyer was brought in to supervise the Shake Shack and Blue Smoke concessions in this stadium.  The Subway billboard that juts out from its right field bleachers induced a home run review last May.  Last year, visiting player Eric Bruntlett ended a game here on an unassisted triple play.  Other portions of this stadium’s right field suffering from crass commercialism include the “Pepsi (*) Porch” and the quirky center-right wall divot known as “The Mo’s Zone.”  Its brick edifice leads patrons toward a giant 42, in honor of its main rotunda’s namesake, Jackie Robinson.  This park saw Gary Sheffield hit his 500th home run, lighting up a giant apple modeled on the one from the venue it replaced.  For 10 points, name this new home of the New York Mets, named for a troubled Queens-based national bank.
ANSWER: Citi Field (accept nicknames like Shitty Field and TARPField) [DL]

 

12) A recently introduced character in this strip is noted as being a "Volunteer Coordinator for the Canine Therapy Club", and its protagonist is arrested for driving past her house 63 times.  In addition to Viral, other characters in this comic strip include Becker, (*) who typically hangs out in a coffee shop, and a character whose breast cancer inspired the protagonist to shave his head; that woman is the mother of Tim Olsen.  The protagonist of this comic is a member of a band sometimes called Chickenfist and Jughead’s Hat, and is friends with Pierce and Hector.  Produced by Jim Borgman and Jerry Scott and centering on the son of Connie and Walt, for 10 points, name this comic strip about the life of teenager Jeremy Duncan.
ANSWER: Zits
13) One show he hosted saw audience members assigning a rating from 35 to 98 based on how much they liked the songs they heard; that show was originally hosted by Lee Stewart out of WFIL in Philadelphia.  A recurring special hosted by this man largely displaced one hosted by Guy Lombardo.  His game show hosting duties included hosting the American version CBS’ Winning Lines, and one based on “the star of every party”, (*) Scattergories.  He can be seen getting into a van and speeding away after he’s asked about a six year old who brought a gun to class in Bowling for Columbine.  He served as a producer of a show whose characters included Nathan Walker and the Pryor family; that show starred Brittany Snow as Meg and was named American Dreams.  Also the host of Pyramid, for 10 points, name this longtime host of American Bandstand, known for his New Year’s Rockin’ Eve.
ANSWER: Dick Clark (or Richard Wagstaff Clark)

14) The first shot of the protagonist of this film sees him sitting in his 4x4 on a ferry, while its first scene opens with peaceful harp music and shots of a destroyed ship.  Jabootu's Bad Movie Dimension describes one of its teenage characters, Andy, as "Odious Comic Relief Guy", and Michael, played by Mark Gruner, as "now a (very) mildly rebellious teen".  Other characters in this film include Joseph Mascolo's Len (*) Peterson, and John D. Hancock was replaced with director Jeannot Szwarc during the shooting of this movie.  One of the major scenes in this film sees teens stranded on a catamaran, while it again has Murray Hamilton's Larry Vaughn initially refuse to take the central threat seriously.  Followed by a 3-D entry in the series, Roy Scheider reprises his role as Martin Brody, Police Chief of Amity Island.  For 10 points, name this first sequel to a Steven Spielberg film about a shark.
ANSWER: Jaws 2
15) An Image Comics super hero of this nickname was the son of Megan Tsuchida and a Jakarran.  A show with this animal in its title saw Sheryl Crow guest star as Sara, a girlfriend of a bar owner, and has Ian Gomez playing neighbor Andy.  This animal is the nickname for a college team that defeated Brown in a football game in 1915 (*) to go 14-0 and another that plays Rice in the Bayou Bucket Classic.  A TVLand reality show named for one of these animals focused on Stacey Anderson, and Kim Bauer was famously attacked by one of these animals during Season 2 of 24.  The mascot of a PAC-10 school who competes against the University of Washington in the Apple Bowl, it's sometimes listed as the middle name of the singer of “This Is Our Country”.  For 10 points, name this creature that names a slang term for an older woman hunting for a younger lover.
ANSWER: Cougars

 

16) This character was once paired on an assignment with Lola in Lola’s first appearance on the show, and in another episode gets sick of the lame jokes told by Aslon after people like Jada Smith come to town.  He is told to change his voice while serving as a meteorologist for the Super School News, (*) and an incident targeting him put another character in jail alongside Romper-Stomper.  In the episode "Wing" he is found waiting tables at Sylvester Stallone's wedding.  In "The List", this character is ranked directly behind Craig in a categorization of the hottest boys at school, and he also reluctantly serves as the bass player in the band Faith + 1.  This character gets offended after Randy gives an incorrect answer for "naggers" on Wheel of Fortune, and he notably steals Wendy from Stan Marsh.  For 10 points, name this African American character on South Park.
ANSWER: Token Black (accept either underlined answer; also accept Token Williams)

 

17) Two of this group’s members put out a series of unsuccessful releases under the names Fuse and Sick Man of Europe.  A 1994 sequel to their popular live album added tracks like "On Top of the World" and "Stiff Competition".  This group’s self-titled 1977 debut contained amusingly titled tracks like “Daddy Should Have Stayed in High School” (*) and “The Ballad of TV Violence”.  Jon Brant joined this group after it released an album that only produced the minor-hit “Stop This Game”, and he'd go on to record 1982’s One on One with them.  One of their biggest hits promises, “I’ll get home early from work if you say that you love me”, while another notes "Mommy's alright, Daddy's alright, they just seem a little weird".  For 10 points, name this group fronted by Rick Nielsen, well known for the songs “Surrender” and “I Want You to Want Me”.

ANSWER: Cheap Trick
 

18) The final two regular episodes of this show centered on an evil dating service computer and were titled "Date With Danger", and this series was based on novels like High Crystal and Operation Nuke by Martin Caidin.  This show was picked up after the success of the TV Movies Solid Gold Kidnapping and Wine, Women and War, and both Allan Oppenheimer and Martin E. Brooks played recurring character Dr. Rudy Wells.  When the title character was not crippled by extreme (*) cold, he had the ability to see infrared with his left eye.  Also starring Richard Anderson as Oscar Goldman, it spawned a spin-off starring Lindsay Wagner as Jaime Sommers, the Bionic Woman.  For 10 points, name this show starring Lee Majors as "Steve Austin, astronaut, a man barely alive" whose introduction lets us know "gentlemen, we can rebuild him, we have the technology".

ANSWER: The Six Million Dollar Man
19) In the third quarter of this game, the winning team reached its largest lead after Marty Tadman returned an interception twenty-seven yards for a touchdown. In the fourth quarter of this game, the losing team tied the score after Quentin Cheney caught a tipped five-yard touchdown pass. Marcus Walker (*) returned an interception thirty-four yards for a touchdown to cap a streak of twenty-five consecutive points scored by the losing team, which was quarterbacked by Paul Thompson after Rhett Bomar was dismissed in the preseason. On the final play of this game, Jared Zabransky faked a pass with his right hand and handed the ball off with his left. After this game, Chris Meyers spoiled a marriage proposal by Ian Johnson, who scored this game's winning two point conversion. For 10 points, name this memorable bowl game where Oklahoma Sooners lose to the Boise State Broncos.
ANSWER: 2007 Tostitos Fiesta Bowl

20) This actor played the titular casino worker in 1998’s Croupier, and also had an early role as Richard alongside Alan Rickman in Close My Eyes.  In another film, he beats Brian Webber's character Rudy to death to prove his heterosexuality before being imprisoned in a Nazi concentration camp.  Besides playing Max in Bent, (*) one of his characters goes after gardener Georgina Woodhouse's daughter Primrose in the 2000 film, Greenfingers.  His cameo as Nigel Boswell, Agent 006 in the remake of The Pink Panther, was partly a result of the longstanding rumor that he'd replace Pierce Brosnan as James Bond.  Another role saw him assisting Fisher member Julian Taylor and helping Kee deliver her baby to the Human Project.  Last year starring alongside Julia Roberts in Duplicity, for 10 points, name this British actor who played Dwight McCarthy in Sin City and Theo Faron in Children of Men.

ANSWER: Clive Owen
 

21) A “mutant-blues” band with this figure in its name featured John Forbes and has released When the Moon Comes Up Wild; that band is called “Tijuana [This]”.  This mythological figure titles the last song from Elton John's Honky Chateau album, (*) which is about a cat with this name; it also happens to be Elton John’s middle name.  This figure appears in the name of a band who recorded “Roar”, “Time Will” and “You Belong” on a highly praised 2008 debut album, a band produced by Andrew Butler.  For 10 points, name this mythological figure who appears with “And Love Affair” in the name of band, also the subject of a 1997 Disney film.

ANSWER: Hercules (or Heracles)

 

Bonuses:
 

1) It was the target of a lawsuit by Irving Berlin and others over the contents of its special, "Sing Along With [This Magazine]".  For 10 points each:
[10] Name this magazine, whose regular features include “The Lighter Side Of...”.
ANSWER: Mad Magazine
[10] Al Jafee is probably best known for this recurring Mad feature, which began in Issue #86.  It was his answer to Playboy’s centerfolds.
ANSWER: Mad Fold-Ins
[10] This long-time Mad artist and native of Spain is known for his primarily dialogue-free features like “A Mad Look At…” and “Marginals”, the latter of which decorate the margins of the magazine.
ANSWER: Sergio Aragones Domenech

2) This man won the Daytona 500 in 2006 despite the fact that his crew chief Chad Knaus was suspended.  For 10 points each:

[10] Name this man who has won four straight NASCAR Sprint Cup Championships.
ANSWER: Jimmie Kenneth Johnson
[10] Johnson's last regular-season victory of 2009 came at this racetrack, which has regularly drawn the most fans for a race since 1994.  Johnson trailed Juan Pablo Montoya during the race, a man who had won a different race here in 2000.
ANSWER: Indianapolis Motor Speedway (or The Brickyard; do not accept "Indianapolis 500")
[10] Johnson's four cup championships in four years beats this man's dominance of the NASCAR Camping World Truck Series in the late '90s and 2000s.  He won the Toyota Tundra 200 last August on his way to winning the 2009 series.
ANSWER: Ronald "Ron" Hornaday, Jr.

 

3) Released by the band who produced "Geno", the singer in this song states "we can sing just like our fathers" and elsewhere declares "With you in that dress my thoughts I confess verge on dirty".  For 10 points each:
[10] Name this biggest hit for Dexys Midnight Runners, a seminal '80s one-hit-wonder.
ANSWER: "Come on Eileen"
[10] Eileen in the video for "Come on Eileen" was played by Maire Fahey, whose sibling Siobhan was a member of this female group of the '80s.  Karen Woodward and Sara Dallin are the current members of this group, whose hits include "Shy Boy" and "Cruel Summer".
ANSWER: Bananarama
[10] Footage of this musician is featured in the "Come on Eileen" video, as the song starts off by describing "Poor old [him]".
ANSWER: John Alvin "Johnnie" Ray
4) Its first episode opened with Amber Tamblyn's character, Casey Shraeger, being pulled off her assignment busting Johns to transfer to the Homicide Division of the 2nd Precinct.  For 10 points each:
[10] Name this short-lived ABC show, which replaced Life on Mars in its time slot and, like that series, was a cop show set in New York City.
ANSWER: The Unusuals
[10] One of the stars on The Unusuals is Harold Perrineau, whose character Michael Dawson spent pretty much all of Season 2 of this ABC show screaming "Waaaaalt!"  Jack and Hurley are other characters on this show.
ANSWER: Lost
[10] This actor played Ray Carling on Life on Mars.  His biggest TV role was as Christopher Moltisanti on The Sopranos.
ANSWER: (James) Michael Imperioli
 

5) It addresses a similar theme as George Plimpton’s 1963 work, Paper Lion.  For 10 points each:

[10] Name this sports book by former Wall Street Journal reporter Stefan Fatsis, which describes how the reporter attended training camp as a prospective place kicker for an NFL Team.  The title time period contrasts with the “hours and hours of boredom” a kicker faces off the field.
ANSWER: A Few Seconds of Panic: A 5-Foot-8, 170-Pound, 43 Year-Old Sportswriter Plays in the NFL
[10] A Few Seconds of Panic describes Fastis’ time with this professional team,  who play their home games on Invesco Field.  Josh McDaniels took over as their coach after the up and down Mike Shanahan era.
ANSWER: Denver Broncos (accept either underlined answer)
[10] The title of the book comes from a quote from Denver placekicker Jason Elam.  Besides writing his own book, Monday Night Jihad, he once kicked a Geronimo last-second field goal against this team, whose roster includes Marcus Stroud, Joe Klopfenstein and back-up QB Ryan Fitzpatrick.
ANSWER: Buffalo Bills (accept either underlined answer)

 

6) Her first namesake film featured a cameo from Salman Rushdie, and she ultimately chooses Mark over her former boss, Daniel.  For 10 points each:
[10] Identify this British character played in two movies by Renee Zellweger, who notably had to put on 20 pounds for the part.
ANSWER: Bridget Jones (accept either underlined answer)
[10] This actor plays Mark Darcy in Bridget Jones' Diary.  His other very-British roles include portraying Lord Wessex in Shakespeare in Love and a different Darcy on a well-regarded BBC One and A&E Pride and Prejudice TV mini-series 
ANSWER: Colin Andrew Firth
[10] Besides playing Bridget Jones' father, this actor played the cabaret owner in Moulin Rouge, and won a best supporting Oscar for his role in Iris.
ANSWER: James "Jim" Broadbent
 

7) Identify the following about summer music festivals, for 10 points each.
[10] One of the most notable summer festivals, this annual gathering in Manchester, Tennessee contains stages like the What and Which Stages.  Originally dominated by jam bands, it now is attracting acts like Bruce Springsteen, Ben Harper and Wilco.
ANSWER: Bonnaroo Music and Arts Festival
[10] This state hosts an event sometimes called Rock Fever in its city of Pryor.  It’s the home state of the groups Color Me Badd and All American Rejects.
ANSWER: Oklahoma
[10] Although the Beastie Boys canceled on this show last year, it did attract the likes of Of Montreal and The Killers.  Once an entire tour, it’s now just a festival in Chicago since being revived in 2003.
ANSWER: Lollapalooza
8) This man told of a system that got screwed up when O’Neill made up the word “pizzled” in his short story, “Autofac”.  For 10 points each:
[10] Identify this author of “Second Variety”, “The Golden Man” and “We Can Remember It for You Wholesale”
ANSWER: Philip Kindred Dick
[10] Famously adapted into the film, Blade Runner, this Philip K. Dick work centers on Rick Deckard, who takes care of one of the titular animals.
ANSWER: Do Androids Dream of Electric Sheep?
[10] The Plumbers’ Guild, led by Arnie Kott, has supreme control over the titular extra-terrestrial planet in this novel, which is always short on water.  Its protagonist Jack Bohlen also suffers from schizophrenia.
ANSWER: Martian Time-Slip 
9) Answer some questions about some movies set primarily aboard submarines, for 10 points each.
[10] This 2000 film co-starred Jon Bon Jovi as Lt. Pete Emmett, who originally got decapitated.  It also cast Matthew McConaughey in the leading role and centered on capturing an Enigma Machine from the namesake German sub.
ANSWER: U-571
[10] The protagonist of this film, Lt. Commander Thomas Dodge, gets a questionable tattoo after the "Murmansk brushing incident".  Rob Schneider gave "comic relief" alongside Kelsey Grammer in this film.
ANSWER: Down Periscope
[10] Besides playing Nick Holden in a 1959 submarine comedy, Tony Curtis would earn a Best Actor nomination for playing an escaped convict chained to this actor in The Defiant Ones.  He also played teacher Mark Thackeray in To Sir, with Love.
ANSWER: Sidney Poitier
 

10) Answer some questions about some shows you can find on BBC America, for 10 points each.
[10] The British version of this FOX series appears on BBC America.  It’s not Hell’s Kitchen, but it does see host Gordon Ramsay travel to restaurants like Bonapartes and Oscar's in an effort to turn things around.
ANSWER: Ramsay's Kitchen Nightmares
[10] Lee Mead ended up winning the BBC America series Any Dream Will Do, which saw him winning the right to be cast as Joseph in a revival of this man's musical, Joseph and the Amazing Technicolor Dreamcoat.  He also composed The Phantom of the Opera.
ANSWER: Andrew Lloyd Webber, Baron Lloyd-Webber
[10] BBC America airs both the British and the American versions of this reality show, which once aired on Lifetime.  Kim Woodburn and Aggie MacKenzie answer the title question by doing things like having especially dirty bits analyzed in a lab.
ANSWER: How Clean is Your House?
 

11) Answer some questions about the original generation of Teen Idols, for 10 points each.

[10] Although his first two singles, “Cupid” and “Teacher’s Pet” bombed, this product of Peter DeAngelis and Robert Marucci dominated the charts in the late ‘50s with tunes like “Gingerbread” and “De De Dinah”.  He also appeared in a lot of movies with Annette Funicello.
ANSWER: Frankie Avalon (or Francis Thomas Avallone)
[10] Once dubbed the “British Elvis”, this one-time member of The Cavemen with Mike Pratt is known for a 1959 version of “Little White Bull”.  He shares a surname with the author of the 2010 political book, Right Now.
ANSWER: Tommy Steele (or Thomas William Hicks)
[10] One of the most enduring artists of the time was this man, who released “Crazy Man Crazy” and “Rock Around the Clock” with his Comets.
ANSWER: Bill Haley (or William John Clifton Haley)

 

12) It began life as a bootleg of its predecessor called Crazy Otto.  For 10 points each:
[10] Name this classic arcade game, which included the intermission scenes, "The Chase" and "Junior".
ANSWER: Ms. Pac-Man
[10] Unlike regular Pac-Man, Ms. Pac-Man was competently ported to this Atari system.  Later succeeded by the unsuccessful 5200, it was the launching pad for Adventure and E.T.
ANSWER: Atari 2600 (or Atari VCS or Atari Video Computer System)
[10] Jakks Pacific released a version of Ms. Pac-Man entirely contained on a joystick that plugged into a TV along with this game, which was based on the hardware for Super Pac-Man.  It sees the titular police officer mouse retrieving computers and safes from the Mewkies.
ANSWER: Mappy
 

13) Identify the following about some unwritten rules of baseball, for 10 points each.

[10] Dallas Braden got really pissed off when Alex Rodriguez walked over this location in an April 2010 game.  It usually contains a rosin bag.
ANSWER: Pitcher's Mound
[10] Lou Brock upheld the unwritten rule of not rubbing the spot where he got hit by a pitch from this pitcher, despite it fracturing his shoulder.  This 1963 NL MVP became the youngest player ever elected into the Hall of Fame.
ANSWER: Sanford "Sandy" Koufax
[10] Ben Davis broke the rule of never breaking up a no-hitter with a bunt when he did so against this pitcher in 2001.  He’d give up another no-hitter on a two-out pitch to Shannon Stewart in the 9th in 2007.
ANSWER: Curtis Montague “Curt” Schilling
 

14) Identify the following about some Ingmar Bergman films, for 10 points each.
[10] Victor Sjostrom plays Isak Borg, a Swedish silent film director traveling to receive an honorary degree in this 1957 Bergman film with a fruity name.
ANSWER: Wild Strawberries (or Smultronstallet)
[10] Bergman is probably best known for this film, where Antonius Block plays chess with death, played by Bengt Ekerot.
ANSWER: The Seventh Seal
[10] Harriet Andersson's Karin, who happens to be schizophrenic, has a vision of God as a spider who attempts to penetrate her in this 1961 film.
ANSWER: Through a Glass Darkly (Sasom i en spegel)

 

15) In the '80s revival of this show, its main character was once mistaken for Secret Agent Space Bong by Sneek.  For 10 points each:
[10] Name this cartoon, also featuring Rosie the Robot and Astro, the family's pet dog with a penchant for the letter 'r'.
ANSWER: The Jetsons
[10] This husband of Petulia is constantly offering the job of Vice President to George Jetson if he does things like please Mr. Spendwell.  More often than not he fires George.
ANSWER: Cosmo Spacely
[10] The owner of this company, the chief to Spacely Sprockets, moves in next door to George in one episode, although the company's plans are somewhat foiled due to zoning violations.
ANSWER: Cogswell's Cogs
16) On their 1993 album Midnight Marauders, this group promises to "kick more game than a crackhead from Hempstead".  For 10 points each:
[10] Name this New York-based hip-hop group whose members include Ali Shaheed Muhammad and Phife Dawg, who scored their biggest rap hit with "Check the Rhime".
ANSWER: A Tribe Called Quest
[10] Probably the most notable member of A Tribe Called Quest, this artist waited almost 10 years between the release of his first solo album, Amplified, and its follow up, The Renaissance.  He's not to be confused with a certain type of cotton swab.
ANSWER: Q-Tip (or Kamall Ibn John Fareed or Jonathan Davis)
[10] After ordering enchiladas and getting distracted by a "wicked beautiful lady", Tip leaves his wallet in this place in an eponymous Tribe song from the album People's Instinctive Travels and the Paths of Rhythm.
ANSWER: El Segundo
 

17) This school is currently coached by Kevin O'Neill, who replaced Tim Floyd—who you may remember had some problems with OJ Mayo.  For 10 points each:
[10] Identify this scandal-ridden PAC-10 school.
ANSWER: USC Trojans (or University of Southern California Trojans; accept any underlined part)
[10] One of the few bright spots on USC's tournament-ineligible 2010 season was Mike Gerrity, who had earlier attended Pepperdine and this school.  Cedric Maxwell was a star for this Atlantic 10 school in the ‘70s.
ANSWER: University of North Carolina at Charlotte
[10] The NCAA approached Kevin O'Neill about the details of the Mayo scandal following the team's 8th straight victory, which came against this school.  Jeff Pendergraph and James Harden were early picks from this school in the 2009 draft.
ANSWER: Arizona State University Sun Devils (accept either underlined answer)

 

18) For much of the '80s, he played Dr. Mark Craig on St. Elsewhere.  For 10 points each:
[10] Name this actor, who also played the principal of Cory Matthews on a certain TV show.
ANSWER: William Daniels
[10] Daniels played the aforementioned Mr. Feeny on this TGIF show.
ANSWER: Boy Meets World
[10] More recently, Daniels had a guest role on the two-part “Serving the King” episode of this cable series.  Recurring characters include Michael Tao and Russell Taylor, a commander of the Major Crimes Division.
ANSWER: The Closer
19) A commercial for this company's namesake "Ville" contains a soundtrack heavily inspired by the Moldy Peaches and sees a woman jumping on a trampoline talking about Caller ID and Voicemail.  For 10 points each:
[10] Name this Philadelphia-based cable company, the largest in the nation.
ANSWER: Comcast
[10] One commercial featuring this couple sees Bill having a bad dream that he's on the front of a luge board experiencing the speed of Comcast High Speed Internet.  He's snapped out of it by his wife Karolyn, who is also a turtle. 
ANSWER: The Slowskys
[10] Comcast’s efforts to slow down network packets sent from peer-to-peer protocols have led them to draw the ire of this non-profit legal firm, founded by Mitch Kapor and John Perry Barlow.  They also give out namesake Pioneer awards for people who promote computer use. 
ANSWER: Electronic Frontier Foundation (or EFF)

20) Answer some questions about film editing, for 10 points each.
[10] Besides winning a BAFTA award for editing The Constant Gardener, Claire Simpson captured an Oscar for her work on Platoon, directed by this man.  He also directed JFK and W.
ANSWER: (William) Oliver Stone
[10] This Russian filmmaker is credited with advancing the “Intellectual” type of montage.  His films include October and the Battleship Potemkin.
ANSWER: Sergei Mikhailovich Eisenstein
[10] This directory has frequently teamed up with editor Thelma Schoonmaker.  He himself edited parts of the Woodstock documentary a few years after making his first feature-length film, Who’s That Knocking at My Door.
ANSWER: Martin Scorsese

21) Identify the following about some bands based in Washington State, for 10 points each.

[10] Not only did this indie group form in Olympia, but they took their name from a road off of I-5.  They put out a series of highly regarded albums in the '90s including Call the Doctor, Dig Me Out and The Hot Rock, and were co-founded by Carrie Brownstein.
ANSWER: Sleater-Kinney
[10] Building on the success of their EP Sun Giant, this group played their first hit, "White Winter Hymnal", on SNL.
ANSWER: The Fleet Foxes
[10] While not working on the Bombs Over Bellevue label, Kirk Huffman plays in a band named for this figures “American Dream”.
ANSWER: Jay Gatsby (or The Great Gatsby)
