Tossups:

 

1) Along with Sam Raimi and Bruce Campbell, this actress' current husband produced the cult hit, Evil Dead.  Beating out Craig Ferguson, this actress earned the starring role in the made-for-TV movie Vampire Bats, itself a sequel to another film she starred in, Locusts!  This runner-up on Celebrity Duet played assassin False Flag on Burn Notice (*) and had a recurring role as the assistant to the New Zealand Prime Minster on the second season of Flight of the Conchords.  She also went on a date with Larry David on "The TiVo Guy" episode of Curb Your Enthusiasm.  Her best known character is impersonated by Meg, fights against Najara, and teams up with a character played by Renee O'Connor, Gabrielle.  For 10 points, name this actress best known for playing Xena.
ANSWER: Lucy Lawless (or Lucille Frances Ryan)

 

2) On September 26, 1949, this player was controversially called safe by Bill Grieve after sliding under the tag of Ralph Houk on a squeeze play, scoring the winning run of a 7-6 victory over the Yankees. In 1952, this player's mishandling of a Phil Rizzuto grounder was changed from a hit to an error to preserve Virgil Trucks's (*) second no-hitter. As a rookie, in 1941 this shortstop hit three thirty one, second in the American League to his teammate Ted Williams. Nicknamed "The Needle" because of his long, thin nose, this player's number six was retired by the Red Sox in 2008. This player delayed his relay throw to the plate during the decisive play of Game Seven of the 1946 World Series, allowing Enos Slaughter to score on his "mad dash." For 10 points, identify this Red Sox infielder who lends his name to the right field foul pole at Fenway Park.
ANSWER: Johnny "The Needle" Pesky (prompt on just “The Needle” before mentioned)

 

3) In one role, this actress encounters Richard Gere's Tony Lopanto, the "greatest fuck of your whole life" while taking a break from teaching deaf children.  Besides playing Dunn in a 1977 Richard Brooks film, this actress received an Oscar nomination for portraying journalist Louise Bryant (*) in another film.  One of her most famous roles sees her wearing a waistcoat and "oversized hat" and meeting Alvy Singer over a game of tennis.  Later roles of this Looking for Mr. Goodbar star include playing the younger sister of Meryl Streep in Marvin's Room and portraying Nina Banks, the wife of Steve Martin in Father of the Bride.  She would team up with her most famous collaborator to play Sonja in 1975's Love and Death.  Also starring in Sleeper and Play It Again, Sam, for 10 points, name this actress who starred alongside Woody Allen in Annie Hall.
ANSWER: Diane Keaton (or Diane Hall)

 

4) This series began with a game that allowed players to obtain arquebuses from the Portuguese and was followed by a sequel that introduced sieges and the Glorious Achievements mode.  A console spin-off to this series centered on an offspring of a handmaid of Aphrodite, (*) the titular Spartan.  The first game in this series saw an expansion pack that centered on the Mongol Invasion, while the second game had a Viking Invasion in its expansion pack.  These Creative Assembly-developed games notably contain both turn-based campaigns and realtime battles.  For 10 points, name this popular PC strategy series whose games have included Napoleon, Empire and Medieval.
ANSWER: Total War
 

5) A Fresno-based band that released 2008’s We Don't Dance is known as "Flight [this number]".  This number appears in the title of a song whose chorus states, "I'm looking back now at / Where I have gone wrong", a track from Green Day's 1,039 Smoothed Out Slappy Hours called "[this] in your Coffee Maker".  It also titles a song written on a similar theme as the band's later "Shut Down" and originally appeared after the track "Little Girl (*) (You're My Miss America)".  That same song titled for this number notes that "nothing can catch her, nothing can touch [the title object]" and has a verse that states, "she always turns in the fastest time" at the drag.  That song was a B-Side to "Surfin' Safari".  For 10 points, giddy up and identify this number which names both a Beach Boys song about a muscle car engine and the formula of a popular cleaner.

ANSWER: Formula 409
 

6) This man directed a 1992 comedy where architect Newton Davis builds a dream home for Dana Delany's character in a failed attempt to get her to marry him.  In addition to that Steve Martin comedy, Housesitter, this director would team up with Martin again in a film co-starring Eddie Murphy as action hero (*) Kit Ramsey, 1999’s Bowfinger.  Another of his films featured a notable kiss between Tom Selleck and Kevin Kline, 1997's In & Out.  After co-directing The Dark Crystal with a man who shared his best known profession, he directed a 1986 musical centering on flower shop worker Seymour Krelborn.  The director of The Stepford Wives and Little Shop of Horrors, for 10 points, name this man, also known for voicing Yoda in Star Wars.
ANSWER: Frank Oz (or Richard Frank Oznowicz)

 

7) Strong rushers for this team in the 1980s included James Brooks and Brent Fullwood.  The greasing up of railroad tracks in anticipation of this school playing its main rival gave rise to its Wreck Tech Pajama Parade.  This team lost 6 to 7 in a road game noted for its loud cheering, 1988’s Earthquake Game.  In a Sugar Bowl (*) game against Syracuse, a coach of this team earned the nickname "Tie Dye" for kicking a last-second tying field goal instead of going for the win.  It was guided to three straight Gator Bowl appearances and a 1957 national championship under Ralph "Shug" Jordan.  More recently, running backs Ronnie Brown and Carnell Williams helped them go undefeated in 2004.  Engaging in both the Iron Bowl and a game against Georgia called The Deep South's Oldest Rivalry, for 10 points, name the Alabama university.
ANSWER: Auburn University (or Auburn Tigers)

 

8) In the DC Universe, a super-hero of this nickname married Derek Trevor and adopted Lyta, aka Fury.  A Marvel character of this nickname gains her powers within the lab of Professor Lieb Lawson and was the only female member of the All-Winners Squad.  Besides that alter-ego of Madeline Joyce, a book of this name contained chapters like "Cybersurfing (*) for Vagina" and was the follow-up to Howard Stern's Private Parts.  This epithet has recently been given to people like Jennifer Berry and Katie Stam, while the only person to hold this title twice was Mary Campbell.  Suzette Charles claimed this title for a few weeks after the first African American with this title had photos published in Penthouse.  For 10 points, name this title, held by Vanessa Williams in 1984 after she won an event including a swimsuit competition.
ANSWER: Miss America (accept Joan Trevor on first line buzz)

 

9) Dave Edmunds found success with a cover of "Rockin' All Around the World" from this man's eponymous solo album, while his other solo work included a cover album where he played all the instruments, credited to The Blue Ridge Rangers.  The '80s were more successful for this artist, seeing him release Eye of the Zombie and Centerfield, the latter of which contained "The Old Man Down the Road". (*)  His breakthrough band saw him writing songs like 1972's "Someday Never Comes" and much of the album Cosmo's Factory.  He's probably best known for writing and providing lead vocals on tracks like "Fortunate Son" and "Bad Moon Rising".  For 10 points, name this brother of Tom, the songwriter and lead singer for Creedence Clearwater Revival.
ANSWER: John Cameron Fogerty
10) It’s not Town Haul but recurring guest-stars on this show included Jimmy Little.  Barry Wood graduated from this show to Hidden Potential.  Spin-offs of this show included a kid’s version hosted by Diane Mizota titled Boys vs. Girls, while one episode of the original featured “Crying (*) Pam”.  Another spin-off saw the winner receive a house without having to pay a mortgage and was titled Home Free.  A record nine million people watched a special where the budget on this show was increased from $2,000 per team to $50,000, its "One Hundred Grand" episode, which also featured designer Laurie Smith.  One of its breakout stars now hosts Extreme Makeover: Home Edition.  For 10 points, name this TLC show that introduced the world to Ty Pennington, adapted from the British series Changing Rooms, where two neighbors redesigned each other's homes on the cheap.
ANSWER: Trading Spaces
 

11) A book with this name, partially written by the creator of the short-lived WB show Related, contains chapters like "Don't Listen to These Stories" and one that talks about a person who is a "Selfish Jerk, a Bully, or a Really Big Freak".  A movie with this name sees Gigi get upset with Ben for smoking, and also stars (*) Justin Long as a bar owner named Alex.  The success of a book of this name spawned a short-lived 2006 talk show with the segment "The Uncomfortable Phone Call", as well as the follow-up book, It's Called a Breakup Because It's Broken.  Originating on the "Pick-A-Little, Talk-A-Little" episode of Sex and the City, for 10 points, name this phrase, the title of a self-help book by Liz Tuccillo and Greg Behrendt and a 2009 romantic comedy starring Jennifer Aniston, Ben Affleck and Drew Barrymore.
ANSWER: He's Just Not That In To You
 

12) While in junior, this player won the 2003 Memorial Cup alongside Derek Roy with the Kitchener Rangers, and that year, he was selected in the first round of the entry draft, but behind teammate-to-be Jeff Carter. On a team with Corey Perry and Sidney Crosby, he captained Canada to gold at the 2005 World Juniors, before winning the Calder Cup with the (*) Phantoms later that year. In 2010, he issued a boycott to the local media for "throwing [his] team under a bus" after accusations of excessive partying, not long after he delivered a knockout hit to Florida's David Booth in October. After scoring 9 points in 5 games to upset the New Jersey Devils during the 2010 playoffs, his team would fall to Jonathan Toews' Chicago Blackhawks in the Stanley Cup Final. Succeeding Jason Smith as team captain, for 10 points, name this 2010 Olympic gold medalist and current captain of the Philadelphia Flyers.

ANSWER: Mike Richards
 

13) Their lead singer contributed to the song “Warm Heart of Africa” by The Very Best.  A recent music video sees a woman in red playing indoor tennis against people like Jake Gyllenhaal and Joe Jonas.  Recording “Ottoman” for the Nick and Norah soundtrack, the singer of one of their songs declares he’s “living like the French (*) Connection, but we’ll die in LA”  Their debut album contained the songs “Byrn”, “I Stand Corrected” and “One (Blake’s Got a New Face)”.  This group, fronted by Ezra Koenig, begins their self-titled debut album by stating “I see a mansard roof through the trees”, while that album’s second track opens with the question “Who gives a fuck about an Oxford Comma?”  Their sophomore album Contra debuted at #1 in January and contained the single, “Cousins”.  For 10 points, name this New York indie rock band behind songs like “Walcott” and “A-Punk”.

ANSWER: Vampire Weekend
 

14) Zasu Pitts’ role in the comedic short that preceded this film resulted in her being replaced by Beryl Mercer to keep audiences from laughing.  The protagonist of this talkie briefly shares space with silent film star Raymond Griffith, who played a dead man.  The protagonist meets William Bakewell's character in a military hospital, where the two also encounter Joseph (*) Hammacher, who has a "license to shoot" because of his insanity.  Director Lewis Milestone used his own hands in its final scene to reach out to a butterfly before getting shot, as the ending wasn't written until post-production.  Other characters include Scott Kolk's Leer and a former boot camp instructor, John Wray's Himmelstoss.  For 10 points, name this 1930 anti-war film and Best Picture winner, starring Lew Ayres as Paul Baumer, based on an Erich Maria Remarque novel of the same name.
ANSWER: All Quiet on the Western Front
15) One iteration of this series used the original film The Mystery of Rustler’s Cave to fill time.  Regular segments in the original show were set at the Triple R Ranch and centered on Spin and Marty.  The original series grouped episodes into categories like “Fun With Music Day” and “Anything Can Happen Day”.  Corey Feldman’s sister (*) Mindy starred on one revival of this show.  The most recent revival of this series launched the career of The Party, while the original frequently aired Hardy Boys mysteries.  Its original theme song stated, “forever let us hold our banner high, high, high, high” and launched the career of Annette Funicello.  The '90s revival of this show famously featured cast members like JC Chasez, Christina Aguilera and Britney Spears.  For 10 points, name this Disney show about members of an organization dedicated to a namesake mouse.
ANSWER: Mickey Mouse Club
16) This game was originally played in Lichty's Tavern by patrons waiting for their number to be called in Merle's Barbershop, an Ohio establishment owned by its co-inventor, Merle Robbins.  A Tetris-like Free Fall version of this game was made for the GBA, while the Harry Potter version of this IGI game introduced special Howler and Invisibility objects.  A namesake (*) cube was used in the original version of a Jenga-inspired variant of this game called Stacko, while another variant features a mechanical dispenser and is the "Attack" type of it.  Cards are automatically dispensed from player's hands in a popular Rush variant of this game for Xbox Live Arcade.  For 10 points, identify this card game whose cards include "Skip" and "Wild Draw Four".
ANSWER: Uno
 

17) His contribution as a senior to a paper about “Blowhards, Snobs and Narcissists” led Duke fans to start calling him “Mr. Spock”.  At age 16, he played Alonzo Mourning to a draw in a scrimmage game organized for his eventual college coach, and he averaged 25 points as a senior at St. Dunstan’s Episcopal High School.  This shark-fearing athlete gave up his aspirations to follow his sister Tricia after a (*) hurricane destroyed the only Olympic Size swimming pool he had access to.  He helped his team advance to back-to-back Sweet 16's following the departure of Rodney Rogers, and played alongside Randolph Childress.  Propelling his school to ACC titles in 1995 and 1996, he was "discovered" by coach Dave Odom.  Born in St. Croix, for 10 points, name this Wake Forest phenom who would go on to be the first overall pick in the 1997 draft for San Antonio.

ANSWER: Tim Duncan
 

18) In the episode "Double Danger", this character is able to use a handkerchief to take the bullets out of Tabak's gun.  His first appearance saw him assist in finding the man who used nerve gas to kill some local shepherds.  Another episode saw him using the jewel from his most iconic piece of attire to hypnotize a "Pirate from Below".  Later revealed to be the son of a prince, he had multiple run-ins with the Pasha (*) Peddler.  In a '90s remake, he once again teamed up with the son of his adopted father, as well as new-comer Jessie.  In the original series, feats such as levitating his companions were preceded by the chant of "Sim, Sim Sala Bim".  Sporting a Nehru Jacket and hanging out with the owner of the bulldog, Bandit, for 10 points, name this beturbaned Indian character from Jonny Quest.

ANSWER: Hadji Quest-Singh (prompt on last name)

 

19) A female member of this group had a role in The Next President and was a member of the Song Swappers before joining it.  This group behind the unsuccessful A Song Will Rise album described a father who warns "I fear you'll find that love is like the lovely lemon tree" on their first single.  All Music Guide called rock-songs like "I'm in Love with a Big (*) Blue Frog" from Album 1700 by this group "positively embarrassing".  The band behind "I Dig Rock and Roll Music", their first big hit proclaims "I'd ring out love between my brothers".  They also popularized Bob Dylan’s “Blowin’ in the Wind”.  One of their most recognizable songs describes a creature who "frolicked in the autumn mist in a land called honah lee".  Also known for “If I Had a Hammer”, for 10 points, name this folk group responsible for songs like "Puff (the Magic Dragon)".

ANSWER: Peter, Paul and Mary
20) One scene in this film sees the protagonist challenging "old man" Ron Franz, played by Hal Holbrook, to climb a large rock hill in the desert before indicating that the "N" on his leather belt stands for "North".  The protagonist also stays at a North Dakota farm owned by Wayne Westerberg, played by (*) Vince Vaughn.  Its climax comes when the protagonist confuses an edible pea plant for a poisonous one, and soon thereafter concludes with a self-portrait of the real-life figure on which it was based, standing in front of a “magic bus” before his body was discovered by hunters.  The protagonist, who goes by the alias Alexander Supertramp, was played by Emile Hirsch.  For 10 points, name this Sean Penn film based on a Jon Krakauer book about Christopher McCandless’ death in Alaska.
ANSWER: Into the Wild
 

21) A film with this name begins with its protagonists mailing a contest entry to meet Bobby Sherman.  “Classic Interviews” by a man commonly known by this first name have aired on TCM, although that talk show originally appeared on networks like ABC, PBS and CNBC.  Another actor commonly known by this first name suffered a (*) back injury on the set of They Came to Cordura but is better known for playing a character who works at an ad agency for Mr. McMann and who has a step mother named Endora.  This word also identifies a 1999 film starring Michelle Williams and Kirsten Dunst about Watergate.  For 10 points, give this nickname of the two actors who played Darrin on Bewitched, Misters Sargent and York.
ANSWER: Dick
 

Bonuses:

 

1) One documentary about the “feral” sub-genre of this sport was produced by Ryan Phillipe and is titled Isolation.  For 10 points each:

[10] Identify this sport, also the subject of the film Blue Crush.
ANSWER: Competitive Surfing
[10] Probably the biggest star of big-wave surfing is this man, who appeared in his own American Express commercial.  His breakthrough riding of “The Wave” in 2000 was chronicled in the documentary, Riding Giants.
ANSWER: Laird Hamilton (or Laird John Zerfas)
[10] Another notable figure in the surfing world is this dude, whose namesake Pro Surfer videogame was part of Activision’s O2 lineup in 2002.  He also played Jimmy Slade on a season of Baywatch.
ANSWER: (Robert) Kelly Slater
 

2) [DL] The man who reportedly said these words has since claimed that Howard Cosell misquoted his actual phrase, “I’m not boxing with this clown.” For 10 points each: 
[10] Name this two-word Spanish phrase reportedly uttered by Roberto Duran to Sugar Ray Leonard during the eighth round of a November 1980 title fight. 
ANSWER: “No mas”
[10] Duran and Leonard were contesting the WBC title in this weight class, one class lighter than light middleweight. 
ANSWER: welterweight 
[10] Duran had earlier taken the welterweight crown from Leonard in a June 1980 slugfest given this rhyming promotional nickname referring to its Canadian locale. 
ANSWER: The Brawl in Montreal
 

3) Rolling Stone described his track "You Don't Belong" as a "Linkin Park-style headbanger".  For 10 points each:
[10] Identify this musician behind the 2009 sophomore album, Leave This Town.
ANSWER: Chris Daughtry
[10] Daughtry was discovered on this venue, which also shot Adam Lambert to stardom. 
ANSWER: American Idol
[10] Daughtry collaborated with Chad Kroeger, best known for being in this band, on tracks like "Life After You" from Leave This Town.  This band found early success with singles like "Leader of Men" from The State before releasing 2001's highly successful Silver Side Up album.
ANSWER: Nickelback
4) Identify the following about the very academic career of French actor Gerard Philipe, for 10 points each.
[10] Philipe starred as Julien Sorel alongside Danielle Darrieux as Madame de Renal in a 1954 adaptation of this novel by Stendhal.  
ANSWER: The Red and the Black (or The Scarlet and the Black or Red and Black or Le Rouge et le Noir)
[10] Philipe also starred as this artist in a namesake 1958 Jacques Becker film, also the subject of a 2005 biopic starring Andy Garcia.  This artist is seen painting the portrait of Jeanne Hebuterne in Paris in the film.
ANSWER: Amedeo Clemente Modigliani of Montparnasse
[10] Finally, Philipe gained early success for starring in a version of Caligula, a play by this French author. 
ANSWER: Albert Camus
5) Answer some questions about some shows influenced by Talk Soup, for 10 points each.
[10] The most direct influence is The Soup, which like Talk Soup airs on this cable network.  Its namesake True Hollywood Story program was its most iconic '90s series.
ANSWER: E! Entertainment Television
[10] This Comedy Central show is pretty much The Soup for the Internet.  Its namesake host has also released the stand-up CDs True Stories I Made Up and Completely Serious.
ANSWER: Tosh.0 ["Tosh Point Oh"]

[10] The second season of Tosh.0 saw a Web Redemption for the two girls who were caught on camera failing to imitate this Paul Brickman film’s most iconic scene.  
ANSWER: Risky Business
 

6) This team reached the 1965 World Series after finishing the regular season with 102 victories, the most in franchise history, before losing to the eventual champions Los Angeles Dodgers in seven games. For 10 points each:

[10] Identify that team which was led in the 1965 season by pitchers Jim Katt and Mudcat Grant as well as shortstop and AL MVP Zoilo Versalles.

ANSWER: Minnesota Twins (accept either underlined answer)

[10] Another member of that 1965 Twins team was this 1969 AL MVP who would finish his 22 year career with 573 home runs, the most by a right hander at the time of his retirement.

ANSWER: Harmon Killebrew
[10] Killebrew was a radio personality for the Twins during the 1987 season, when they finally won their first World Series against this team that featured third baseman Terry Pendleton and shortstop Ozzie Smith.

ANSWER: St. Louis Cardinals [accept either underlined part]

 

7) This actor's later roles included playing The Gunslinger in 1976's Futureworld and pirate captain Jonathan Kongre in The Light at the Edge of the World.  For 10 points each:
[10] Name this actor, who played Ramses alongside Charlton Heston in The Ten Commandments.
ANSWER: Yul Brynner (or Yuliy Borisovich Brynner)
[10] Yul Brynner is probably best known for his role as the titular monarch in the 1956 film version of this Rodgers and Hammerstein musical, which also starred Deborah Kerr as Anna Leonowens, a teacher who travels to Bangkok.
ANSWER: The King and I
[10] Brynner also was the lead in this 1975 Robert Clouse film where he played a badass named Carson.  A man wrestling under this name defeated Hulk Hogan to win WrestleMania VI.
ANSWER: The Ultimate Warrior (do not accept "Warrior")

 

8) His most recent album, Way to Normal, contains the track “You Don’t Know Me” which features Regina Spektor.  For 10 points each:

[10] Name this artist, who also released the solo albums Songs for Silverman and Rockin’ the Suburbs.
ANSWER: Ben Folds (do not accept “Ben Folds Five”)
[10] With his previous band, Ben Folds is probably best known for this song from Whatever and Ever Amen.  Ostensibly about the abortion that Folds’ girlfriend got, it notes that “She’s [the title object] and I’m drowning slowly.”
ANSWER: “Brick”
[10] This final album by Ben Folds Five contains an a cappella version of “Hospital Song” as well as the excellent tracks “Your Redneck Past” and “Army”.  The name in its title apparently derives from a fake ID used by drummer Darren Jessee.
ANSWER: The Unauthorized Biography of Reinhold Messner
 

9) Identify the following about some Asian characters from the comic universe, for 10 points each.
[10] Ming the Merciless of the planet Mongo appeared in the first issue of this hero’s comic.  This science fiction hero shares his first name with the alter-egos of Bart Allen, Jay Garrick and Wally West.
ANSWER: Steven "Flash" Gordon (prompt on "Flash", do not accept "The Flash")
[10] “Oriental menace” Mandarin once used his numerous rings to cancel out the powers of this super hero.  He often fights enemies like The Crimson Dynamo and The Black Widow.
ANSWER: Iron Man (or Tony Stark or Anthony Stark)
[10] This character, whose real name was Tzing Jao, battled against FBI agent Jimmy Woo by using his "id paralyzer". He main weapon is also a feature of the chief enemy on Inspector Gadget.
ANSWER: The Yellow Claw (prompt on partial answer)

 

10) Contractually obligated to air the 700 Club, it used to be owned and named for FOX.  For 10 points each:

[10] Identify this current cable network which currently airs shows like Kyle XY and Make It or Break It.
ANSWER: ABC Family (do not accept or prompt on just “ABC”)
[10] ABC Family also airs this series, where Shailene Woodley plays a teenage mother named Amy Juergens.
ANSWER: The Secret Life of the American Teenager
[10] ABC Family fans probably watched 2009’s made-for-TV movie Labor Pains, which starred this actress in the central role faking a pregnancy to save the job of Luke Kirby’s character.  She’s also starred as Rachel Wilcox in Georgia Rule and Lexi Gold in Get a Clue.
ANSWER: Lindsay Dee Lohan
 

11) Darryl McDaniels and Joey Simmons were two of its core members.  For 10 points each:

[10] Identify this rap group that collaborated with Steven Tyler on a version of “Walk This Way” from their 1986 album Raising Hell, also known for tracks like “It’s Like That” and “King of Rock”.  
ANSWER: Run-D.M.C.
[10] This Run-D.M.C. hit from Raising Hell notes that the speaker has “yellow and green” pairs of the title shoes for when “it’s time to get ill”.  They’re also used for “stompin’ out pimps”.

ANSWER: “My Adidas”
[10] All Music Guide calls Run-D.M.C. “tougher and more menacing” than this group, whose ranks included Grandmaster Dee and Ecstasy.  They hold the distinction of putting out the first rap video with “Magic’s Wand”.
ANSWER: Whodini
 

12) Identify some of these things about entries in TV Guide’s Top 100 Episodes of All Time, for 10 points each.
[10] The magazine listed “The Puppy Episode” as their favorite episode of this ‘90s series.  Laura Dern played Susan on that episode of this show.
ANSWER: Ellen (or These Friends of Mine; do not accept “The Ellen DeGeneres Show”)
[10] TV Guide’s favorite Odd Couple episode saw Felix and Oscar appear on this real-life TV show.  At one point Felix says “Lincoln” after Oscar says “Meat” on this show.
ANSWER: Password
[10] Number 4 on this list was the episode of this series where the protagonist tried to sell Vitameatavegamin  It’s also known for the episode where the protagonist gets a job at a candy factory.
ANSWER: I Love Lucy
13) Answer some questions about players taken in the 1989 NBA draft, for 10 points each:
[10] This team took Stacey King with the sixth overall pick.  Ed Nealy and Horace Grant were playing for the team at the time, as was Scottie Pippen.
ANSWER: Chicago Bulls (accept either underlined answer)
[10] With the 14th pick, the Golden State Warriors selected this guard who made up part of the Warriors run-TMC offense in the early ‘90s. In 2007, this player was accused of making homophobic remarks after John Amaechi revealed that he was gay.

ANSWER: Tim Hardaway
[10] The only All Star selected in the second round of the draft was this forward who helped the Portland Trailblazers reach two NBA Finals before finishing his career in 2007 after short stints with the Pistons, Warriors, and Nets.

ANSWER: Cliff Robinson
 

14) In a recent film, she starred as a tour guide who “lost her kefi”.  For 10 points each:
[10] Name this star of 2004’s Connie and Carla, whose biggest hit saw her character marrying a man played by John Corbett.
ANSWER: Antonia Eugenia "Nia" Vardalos
[10] That cult hit by Nia Vardalos was this film, where Nia's character Toula gets engaged to Ian Miller and has to deal with the hijinks of her ethnic relatives.
ANSWER: My Big Fat Greek Wedding
[10] Lainie Kazan, who played Toula's mother Maria in the short-lived My Big Fat Greek Life appeared in deleted scenes of this comedy.  The title firefighters get out of prison after agreeing to pose for an AIDS benefit calendar, and Dan Aykroyd played Captain Tucker in this film.

ANSWER: I Now Pronounce You Chuck and Larry
15) Answer some questions about some videogame series that languished for a while before finally receiving a next-generation upgrade, for 10 points each.
[10] Although no N64 game was released in this series, current fans have already received the third entry in its Prime series for the Wii.  The games all tend to focus on Samus Aran.
ANSWER: Metroid
[10] Although this Capcom series did receive a GameBoy Color update called Elite Forces, it wasn't until the release of Rearmed on Xbox Live Arcade and an eponymous 2009 full-3D update that it saw a meaningful new console game since 1988.
ANSWER: Bionic Commando
[10] This classic arcade game by Taito got some relatively lame SNES and Playstation updates, but much better were the recently released Get Even and Extreme games for WiiWare and portable systems, respectively.
ANSWER: Space Invaders
 

16) Identify the following relating to some girl groups, for 10 points each.

[10] The best-regarded album by this '60s girl group told you that they were Featuring Veronica.  That album by this group contained hits like "Baby, I Love You", "Chapel of Love" and "Be My Baby".
ANSWER: The Ronettes
[10] Phil Spector, who produced the Ronettes, would later work with this punk rock band behind the songs, “Sheena Is a Punk Rocker” and “Blitzkrieg Bop”.
ANSWER: The Ramones
[10] Spector also did production for this other girl group, whose members included Mary Thomas, Patricia Wright and Barbara Alston.  They’re probably best remembered for tunes like “Then He Kissed Me” and “Da Doo Ron Ron”.
ANSWER: The Crystals
 

17) Tom and Munch are a Montreal-based couple in this film who have adopted because they’re unable to conceive.  For 10 points each:

[10] Identify this film that beings with a candid sex scene where insurance salesman Burt learns that his longtime girlfriend Verona is pregnant.
ANSWER: Away We Go
[10] This actress played the female lead in Away We Go.  She also played a prostitute named Rita in the service of the pimp Upgrayedd in Idiocracy.
ANSWER: Maya Khabira Rudolph
[10] Rudolph is currently dating Paul Thomas Anderson, who directed this film.  Mark Wahlberg plays Dirk Diggler in this film, which focuses on the porn industry in the late ‘70s.
ANSWER: Boogie Nights
 

18) Answer some questions about these types of offenses in football, for 10 points each.
[10] Generally considered an invention of Bill Walsh, this scheme involves using short, high percentage passages to replace much of a team's running game.
ANSWER: West Coast Offense
[10] The system often named for this man was sometimes called the West Coast offense until Walsh's system took over the term.  This coach ran the system with players like John Jefferson and Dan Fouts on the Chargers.
ANSWER: Don Coryell
[10] First run at Piedmont High School in California, this crazy scheme sets up the offense in a scrimmage kick formation and often uses two quarterbacks.  It's been explicitly banned in the NFL, although some high school leagues still allow for its everyone-is-an-eligible-receiver formation.
ANSWER: A-11 Offense (or All 11 Players Potentially Eligible)

 

19) Identify the following about some brands of root beer, for 10 points each.
[10] One can purchase floats of this root beer at its namesake fast food restaurants, which also sell Papa Burgers and Coney Dogs.  It takes its name from its two founders.
ANSWER: A&W
[10] Fitz’s, a company based in this city, puts out a notable microbrew root beer.  You can also buy a root beer at the many restaurants in its Laclede’s Landing downtown area.
ANSWER: St. Louis, Missouri

[10] If you’re in the mood for root beer infused with guarana, you might want to try this brand’s take on the drink.  The original drink also comes in a cherry flavor and you can also buy small, blue buzz mints from this brand.
ANSWER: Bawls
 

20) Identify the following about the campy 60s version of Batman, for 10 points each.
[10] Julie Newmar famously played this villain on that show, who was also portrayed by Eartha Kitt and Lee Meriwether.  Selina Kyle was her alter ego.
ANSWER:  Catwoman
[10] This Cuban actor also gave a notable performance as The Joker in the series.  He also played Duke Santos in the original Ocean's Eleven and Chico's long-absent father on Chico and the Man.
ANSWER: Cesar Julio Romero, Jr.
[10] The strange character "Desmond Doomsday", played by producer William Dozier, had this role on the Batman program.
ANSWER: The Narrator (or The Announcer)

 

21) Answer some questions about the assortment of people involved in the final days of Michael Jackson, for 10 points each.

[10] Jackson was receiving help in training by Lou Ferringo, who is best known for playing this character with Bill Bixby on an eponymous TV show.  More recently, this superhero has been played by Eric Bana and Edward Norton.
ANSWER: The Incredible Hulk (prompt on “(Robert) Bruce Banner”)

[10] This personal physician to Michael Jackson delayed calling 911 because he didn't have a landline and didn't know the exact address.  He also supposedly gave Jackson CPR on a bed, which wasn't a great idea.
ANSWER: Conrad Murray
[10] Jackson allegedly gave private performances to the man who is now king of this country while in exile there.  That king of this country would later sue Jackson for not releasing an album he co-wrote with the pop star.
ANSWER: Kingdom of Bahrain
