Tossups:
 

1) During the first year of its occurrence in 1988, it was used a record nine times in a Big East game.  Players who have performed this action during a game include Kenyon Martin and Shaquille O’Neal, while more remarkably, Michael Jordan received a technical foul for performing this action in the 1997 Playoffs after another player claimed in an interview that Jordan had never (*) dunked on him. It was last performed against the Blazers in the 2009 Western Conference playoffs before a knee injury ended the career of the most famous player to perform the act. That same player cried out “You are taking away my trademark” after the NBA moved to have the action banned, but later allowed the action as long as it was directed at the fans rather than at an opposing player. For 10 points, identify this signature move performed after a blocked shot by Dikembe Mutombo.

ANSWER: Dikembe Mutombo’s finger wag (accept clear knowledge equivalents)

 

2) One of the few third party games for this system saw one of its protagonists not get back to fairieland before 11:00 PM on Halloween, and lets you play as Jack Frost, Jack Lantern and Jack Skelton.  Unreleased first party games for this system include the futuristic Zero Racers and one starring Chalvo the Bouncing Robot, Bound High!, while one of its best games allows the protagonist to combine the Dragon Hat with the Bull Hat (*) to get the King Dragon Hat.  A left-handed option in Vertical Force was facilitated by its symmetric controller complete with two D-Pads.  One of its more popular games took place in the Clash House Tower, while other games included Nester's Funky Bowling.  This system was also to be the original platform for Rare's Goldeneye, and it saw a re-release of Golf and Mario's Tennis.  For 10 points, name this failed Nintendo system, whose games were all in red and black.
ANSWER: Virtual Boy
 

3) In one starring role, her character frequently mispronounced "philanthropy", threw an "Aztec Party" where Natalie was sacrificed, and dated Colin Hank's Oliver.  She plays the lesbian cousin of Angela Bettis' title character in the horror film, May.  Her television career saw her giving birth to Jack and Erica as a surrogate mother (*) for Monica and Chandler in the last episode of Friends.  She also played herself in a role where she rear-ends E only to become his client on Entourage.  In addition to having a supporting role as Lashawn Malone in Brokeback Mountain, she played the object of Seth Rogen's affection in Observe and Report.  Her breakout role was as a parody of Sidney Prescott in a Wayans Brothers' film.  For 10 points, name this comedian who played Cindy Campbell in the first two Scary Movies, who also starred in 2008's The House Bunny.

ANSWER: Anna Kay Faris
 

4) Paul Shanklin recorded a parody of this song about a family killed while driving a Yugo, while the Capitol Steps parodied it to forecast post-presidential life for Bill Clinton.  The man who made this song popular would often append it to the end of “Walk a Mile in My Shoes”, although it was originally written by Mac Davis.  This song warns that without “a helping (*) hand” a child will grow up to be “an angry young man”.  Also describing a boy with a runny nose who learns how to steal and fight, its central figure later “steals a car but don’t get far”.  This song begins by describing “another thing that [a mother] don’t need”, namely “another mouth to feed”.  For 10 points, name this 1968 hit set in inner-city Chicago by Elvis Presley.

ANSWER: “In the Ghetto”

 

5) As a child, this actress had roles as Kerry Gerardi on The Fitzpatricks and as Lisa Quinn, the sister of Anthony Edwards, on the short-lived '80s sitcom It Takes Two.  She also had a recurring role as Clancy Williams on St. Elsewhere, and as Helga on Swiss Family Robinson.  After her most notable gig ended, she starred as Janine Roby in the 2005 HBO mini-series (*) Empire Falls.  Her most famous television character had frequent run-ins with her mother-in-law Sylvia, played by Cynthia Harris, and served as the campaign manager for Lance Brockwell's mayoral bid.  That same character by this actress also gave birth to Mabel and was married to a character played by Paul Reiser.  For 10 points, name this actress who played Jamie Buchman on Mad About You.

ANSWER: Helen Hunt
 

6) One member of this group played collegiately at Concordia College before being drafted in the 10th round by the LA Rams and was affectionately known as the “policeman.”  This group includes a six-time Pro Bowler who was inducted into the Hall of Fame in 2004 as well as a Canton native who finished his career with the Chicago Bears before being appointed (*) to a state Supreme Court. The fourth member of this group once held the record of consecutive games played by a position player with 282 straight games; in 1964 he also picked up a fumble and returned it 70 yards in the wrong direction to give his team a safety instead of a touchdown. Consisting of Gary Larsen, Carl Eller, Alan Page, and Jim Marshall, for 10 points, identify this group of Minnesota Vikings defensive linemen of the 1960s-70s, named after a Sheb Wooley song.

ANSWER: the Purple People Eaters (accept Minnesota Vikings defensive line until mentioned)

 

7) This work was adapted to film so as to involve the characters Dexter Broadhurst and Sebastian Dinwiddle, while in its original context it included a quip about the French cousin of the Dean Brothers.  Unsuccessful strategies used by one participant involve asking whether the title character receives a paycheck, (*) leading to the revelation that sometimes his wife collects his money.  The former character threatens to break his friend’s arm if he gives the correct answer, eventually leading him to misinterpret the word “Naturally.”  As seen in The Naughty Nineties, this work references such individuals as “I don’t care,” “Today,” Tomorrow,” “Because,” and “I don’t know,” all professional athletes.  For 10 points, name this sketch in which the use of interrogative pronouns as nicknames prevents Lou Costello from learning the names of players on Bud Abbot’s team.

ANSWER: “Who’s On First?”

 

8) Blacklisted writers Carl Foreman and Michael Wilson both went uncredited as screenwriters on this film.  Minor characters include Geoffrey Horne's Joyce, who is told of the L Pill.  Two characters are able to use a cigarette lighter found on a corpse to bribe their way to sick leave where they meet James Donald's (*) character, Dr. Clipton.  The chief antagonist of this film introduces himself with a speech stating "Be happy in your work", although he offends its protagonist by requiring officers to work as well and is named Colonel Saito.  Near the beginning, its theme song of the “Colonel Bogey March” is whistled.  Centering on the character of Colonel Nicholson, it co-stars William Holden as Commander Shears and it was based on a novel by Pierre Boulle.  For 10 points, name this Oscar winning war movie starring Sessue Hayakawa and Alec Guinness, whose character is made to build the titular expanse in Burma.

ANSWER: The Bridge on the River Kwai (accept the names of the books: The Bridge Over the River Kwai or Le Pont de la Rivière Kwai)

 

9) A Columbia Journalism Review article explored this producer of the SpikeTV reality show DEA's obsession with the phrase "man candy".  He hosted an MSNBC game show that Wikipedia calls "similar to College Bowl" titled Remember This?, and also hosted the 2008 incarnation of Celebrity Family Feud.  He stars as himself as a wish-granter (*) on the Disney Channel's Proud Family, and on an interview on the Ron and Fez radio show, this person was called out by Jimmy Norton for getting Don Imus fired while a month later making a joke about epilepsy.  Married to Deborah Roberts, this recipient of a 2002 gastric bypass operation can be seen in a YouTube video in his most famous role holding on to his cameraman during Hurricane Wilma.  For 10 points, name this weatherman on the Today show.

ANSWER: Albert Lincoln "Al" Roker, Jr.

 

10) This song’s original singer references its title when asked to fix the toilet in Spice World.  One part of this song asks to “build an emerald city with these grains of sand,” and to “hose me down with holy water if I get too hot.” Earlier, this song notes “Some days it don’t come (*) easy, and some days it don’t come hard/ Some days it don’t come at all, and these are the days that never end,” but claims “As long as the wheels are turning, as long as the fires are burning/ As long as your prayers are coming true, you better believe it.”  Beginning with a motorcycle-like guitar rev over an arpeggiated piano riff, the ambiguous pronoun of its parenthetical title is clarified toward its close, when it responds to the charge “Sooner or later you’ll be screwing around.”  The video for this 1993 hit interprets its Jim Steinman lyrics as a Beauty-and-the-Beast story. For 10 points, name this 12-minute lead track from Bat Out of Hell II, the biggest hit by Meat Loaf.

ANSWER: “I’d Do Anything For Love (But I Won’t Do That)” (accept “I Would Do Anything For Love (But I Won’t Do That)”

 

11) In this character's first appearance, a victim of his destruction hilariously yells, "Help!  Giant tweezers ripped the George Washington Bridge loose!", and he is accompanied in that plot by his "space-monkey" Koko.  The first origin story of this villain saw his son rebel against some tyrants on Colu; that son was named Vril (*) Dox.  He is responsible for creating the Bottle City of Kandor, which is kept in the Fortress of Solitude, and he is played by James Masters on Smallville.  More recent comic incarnations of this character have seen his 13th form getting exiled to the dawn of time, and in the early years he was depicted wearing a pink suit and with diodes on his green head.  For 10 points, name this Superman enemy, an android with a "twelfth-level intellect".
ANSWER: Braniac
 

12) [CG] Playing alongside teammate Demis Nikolaidis, this athlete was named captain of his club just one year after carrying his national team to a win in the 2002 UEFA Under-19 Championship, and he would go on to spend six years there before leaving for his current team. After losing 5-0 to this player’s team in 2008, Aston Villa (*) manager Curtis Davies remarked that he was “one of the best strikers in the world”, but recently, he has been told to “focus on goals” by manager Rafael Benitez. In 2009, his 14 goals helped his team to second in the table behind Manchester United, with the assistance of teammates Dirk Kuyt and Steven Gerrard.  He may be best known for scoring his team’s only goal to defeat Germany in the finals of Euro 2008. Formerly of Atletico Madrid, for 10 points, name this Liverpool striker nicknamed “the kid”, a native of Spain.

ANSWER: Fernando “The Kid” Torres
 

13) Porn star Lexington Stelle guest starred as himself on two episodes of this show, which saw one regular make use of his deformed foot in a house given to the mother of Quinn by Matthew Modine's sleazy character, Sullivan Groff.  The protagonist of this series once stalks Valerie, the ex-wife of her deceased second husband.  Its second season saw the introduction of (*) Marvin, who gets shot in the ass in a drive-by before suffocating U-Turn.  The lead forms a complicated business arrangement with Heylia, the aunt of Conrad Shepherd.  Its first three seasons are set in the fictional community of Agrestic, and other characters include the protagonist's brother-in-law Andy, and the breast cancer survivor Celia Hodes.  For 10 points, name this Showtime show starring Kevin Nealon as Doug Wilson and Mary-Louise Parker as Nancy Botwin, a suburban drug dealer.

ANSWER: Weeds
 

14) This song was performed on the first episode of Late Night with Jimmy Fallon and on the album comes right before a song with the lyric, “Now blow it Sax Man!”  The video for this song sees one of its artists wearing a flight suit during a press conference, (*) and the chorus of this song beseeches "Everybody look at me" because of the title phenomenon.  In one of its verses, the speaker compares anything being possible to being "like Kevin Garnett", and a dis in this song involves making copies at Kinkos.  Its video sees one character select Keith and featured artist T-Pain after winning a prize from a cereal box.  The bridge in this song describes "a big blue watery road" and asserts "believe me when I say I fucked a mermaid".  For 10 points, name this Lonely Island song about winning a trip on a nautical vessel.

ANSWER: "I'm On a Boat"

 

15) This actor, who played Pastor Charlie in 2006’s Hood of Horror, assumed the role of Lester, the narrator of much of the early life of Tim Meadow’s character in the Ladies Man movie.  Earlier in his career, he was Matthew Fox, the partner of an NYPD officer played by Sylvester Stallone in 1981's Nighthawks.  As Gale Sayers (*) he helped James Caan’s title figure deal with cancer in a noted TV movie, while his Colin Powell-like character is tricked into opening a fried chicken franchise by Mr. Feather in Undercover Brother.  His best known character is made a general after the Battle of Tanaab and urges Admiral Akbar to move closer to those Star Destroyers.  Also starring as Harvey Dent in 1989’s Batman, for 10 points, name this African American actor best remembered for his role as Lando in Star Wars.

ANSWER: Billy Dee Williams
 

16) Although he has three post-season wins in seven MLB starts, he has only one quality start, in which Carl Crawford broke up his no-hitter in the seventh inning.  From 1999-2001 his man won the "Best Nine" award at pitcher, but he spent 2002 injured and contributed to his team getting swept in the postseason by losing in Game 1 to the Giants.  In his first pro season, he also gave up (*) Ichiro Suzuki's 100th professional home run.  He led the American League in walks in 2008, but also had the lowest opponents' batting average, leading to an 18-3 record and fourth in the Cy Young voting.  In 2009 he allegedly blamed his team’s training program for his injury-plagued, ineffective season, and this MVP of both World Baseball Classics was replaced in the rotation with John Smoltz.  For 10 points, name this former Seibu Lions star, a Japanese pitcher on the Boston Red Sox.

ANSWER: Daisuke "Dice-K" Matsuzaka
 

17) One parody of their commercials on FunnyOrDie.com sees Lindsay Lohan brag that she has "20,000 Marlborough Miles".  "AAA Completely Stupid Conversations" is the most active group on its website's "Advice" section, while Gian Gonzaga and Steven R. Carter are two of the leaders of its namesake Labs research off-shoot.  It claims to be the number one (*) trusted site in a category including competitor True.com.  A rival to this company featured ads that asked questions like "I am a good person, right?" before stamping a big "Rejected By [This Company]" on the screen.  Besides those Chemistry.com ads, this company has been criticized for its lack of same sex matching--a problem remedied by the launch of CompatabilePartners.com.  Founded by Neil Clark Warren, for 10 points, name this online dating site, known for its compatibility matchings.

ANSWER: eHarmony.com

 

18) In its opening scene, one of the heroes tells an obese woman to “stop eating thyroids” after she reveals she has a thyroid condition.  That character also pretends to be a fashion designer for a performance of Bonnie and Clyde, and in another scene a nun (*) is forced to translate for a thwarted assassin.  It contains a scene where a knife fight is mistaken for sexual intercourse, and George, a French taxi driver, is told to “by a spy” in this film.  It opens with one of the heroes directing traffic while listening to his iPod and also stars Max von Sydow as Reynard.  An ambassador in this film is shot by a sniper before he can give information about the Triads to the World Court; that assassin turns out to be Kenji, the adopted brother of Inspector Lee.  For 10 points, name this latest entry in an action series starring Chris Tucker and Jackie Chan.
ANSWER: Rush Hour 3
 

19) Live performances of this song have seen the singer strip into a silver body suit before being carried by the crotch from one male performer to another and was the fourth song on the “Monster Ball” tour.  This song’s chorus perhaps references ABBA’s first non-album track to hit number one.  One scene in its video sees the artist consuming red (*) rosary beads.  Its first verse ends with the line “she’s got a halo around her finger around you” and contains a spoken-word intro where the singer states, “But I just can’t be with you like this anymore”.  In the chorus, the singer requests you to “Just smoke one cigarette and hush”.  Coming before “Monster” on the regular release of The Fame Monster, it was that album’s third single following “Telephone”.  Its chorus has the singer protesting, “I’m not your babe, I’m not your babe, Fernando”.  For 10 points, name this Lady Gaga song titled for a certain Latino.

ANSWER: “Alejandro”

 

20) This character fathers a daughter whose name literally means “stay put” and initially gets into trouble while searching for materials to build a drum.  Thomas Davies and Slater move him to a new location, while Sandy Duncan’s Missy Anne helps out his daughter.  This character is taught the ropes by Fiddler, (*) whom he teams up with to help Cletus Moyer in an interquel subtitled The Gift.  One of this character's descendants was given the task of managing cockfights, leading to that grandson's name of Chicken George.  Early in his life he interacts with Kadi, played by O.J. Simpson, and his older years saw him played by John Amos.  Forcibly given the name Toby, for 10 points, name this character played as a youth by LeVar Burton, the protagonist of Roots.
ANSWER: Kunta Kinte (accept Toby before mentioned)

 

21) Standouts in this genre of romantic literature are awarded the PEARL Prize, and a Harry Marshall documentary about bird migration is titled [This Type of] Pigeons.  This type of Hour appears in a direct-to-video film starring Rissa Walters, who plays the titular Sarah Landon.  In 2009, A&E developed a show about "Chicago police officers (*) by day, [these type of] cops by night", while members of a certain club at Penn State are filmed in another A&E show, [This Type of] State.  This word appears as the first word in the title of an Oren Peli film where Micah sets up a bunch of security cameras after moving into a new home with his girlfriend, played by Katie Featherson.  For 10 points, name this word which identifies a certain type of "Activity" in a 2009 cult horror film.

ANSWER: Paranormal Activity

 

Bonuses:

 

1) Identify the following about the illustrious film career of members of the FOX NFL Sunday show, for 10 points each.

[10] Roger Ebert asked if this movie, which stars both Sarah Jessica Parker and Matthew McConaughey, would "be twice as funny if the characters had also been bitten by a Chihuahua, a naked mole rate, and a donkey?"  Terry Bradshaw plays McConaughey's Louisianan dad, Al.
ANSWER: Failure to Launch
[10] Some studio exec thought it was a good idea to greenlight this film, which cast Howie Long of all people as smokejumper Jesse Graves trying to stop an evil arsonist or something.
ANSWER: Firestorm
[10] Jimmy Kimmel apparently lent his voice to Corky the Dog in this 2000 sex comedy, which saw Tom Green play super-senior Barry Manilow.  It's not to be confused with the 2008 Martin Lawrence film about a college one of these.
ANSWER: Road Trip
 

2) This song begins by stating "There must be some kind of way out of here / Said the joker to the thief".  For 10 points each:

[10] Name this song, covered by a band including Noel Redding and Mitch Mitchell.
ANSWER: “All Along the Watchtower”
[10] Although “All Along the Watchtower” was originally a Bob Dylan tune, the best known version is sung by this man, who also sang vocals and played guitar on songs like “Hey Joe” and “Foxy Lady”.
ANSWER: Jimi Hendrix (or James Marshall Hendrix or Johnny Allen Hendrix)

[10] The Experience Music Project in Seattle has a sculpture made of various music instruments named for this Hendrix song from Axis: Bold as Love. The singer states how he wouldn't care "if all the hippies cut off all their hair" or if the two titular numbers were swapped. 
ANSWER: "If 6 Was 9"

 

3) One of her collections contains the essay, "What I See When I Look at the Face on the $20 Bill".  For 10 points each:

[10] Identify this author and This American Life contributor, whose works include Take the Canoli and The Wordy Shipmates.
ANSWER: Sarah Jane Vowell
[10] Vowell is probably best known for her book about this type of vacation, where she explores the life of guys most famous for performing this action like Charles Guiteau and John Wilkes Booth.
ANSWER: Presidential Assassination (accept word forms)

[10] One of the guest voices on the audiobook for the Partly Cloudy Patriot was provided by this man, whose own novels include The Mysteries of Pittsburgh and The Yiddish Policeman’s Union.
ANSWER: Michael Chabon
4) They scheduled a game against a team of Notre Dame All Stars in Philadelphia which violated the franchise rights of the Frankford Yellow Jackets. For 10 points each:

[10] Identify this team from central Pennsylvania, which was controversially stripped of the 1925 NFL Championship by President Joseph Carr after having violated league rules for not completing their schedule.

ANSWER: Pottsville Maroons
[10] This franchise was awarded the championship in 1925 after they quickly scheduled games against two teams which had already disbanded after losing to Pottsville. Some say that the franchise has been cursed since then, as their three wins in the 2009 Playoffs behind quarterback Kurt Warner exceeded their playoff win total from the previous 60 years.

ANSWER: Arizona Cardinals [accept Chicago/St. Louis/Phoenix for city also]

[10] One of the strongest opponents against the awarding of the 1925 Championship to Pottsville is this family, which has maintained control of the Cardinals franchise since 1933.

ANSWER: the Bidwills

 

5) His early career saw him teaming up with Big Jaz and joining Original Flavor, and he’d later gain fame for tracks like “Dead Presidents”.  For 10 points each:

[10] Name this New York City-based rapper behind “Hard Knock Life (Ghetto Anthem)”, the CEO of Roc-A-Fella Records.
ANSWER: Jay-Z (or Shawn Corey Carter)
[10] Jay-Z’s first album, Reasonable Doubt, contained a duet with this artist, whom he'd later team up with again on the artist’s Black Roses album.  Jay-Z also appeared on the artist’s 1997 track, "I'll Be".
ANSWER: Foxy Brown (or Inga Fung Marchand)

[10] Jay-Z’s song “Excuse Me Miss” also forms the subtitle of “Yo”, a song by this artist on the same album as his song, “Run It!”
ANSWER: Christopher Maurice “Chris” Brown
 

6) Identify the following about Reality TV’s latest trend, marrying strangers, for 10 points each.

[10] The trend probably dates back to this terrible Fox special, where Darva Conger ended up eloping with the titular rich guy Rick Rockwell for a few days.
ANSWER: Who Wants to Marry a Multi-Millionaire
[10] CBS’s potentially upcoming series Arranged Marriage is produced by Jane Lipsitz and Dan Cutforth, responsible for this much more respectable reality show whose most recent season was won by Seth Aaron Henderson.  It now airs on Lifetime.
ANSWER: Project Runway
[10] Fox’s upcoming I Married a Stranger is being developed by the company behind this Travel Channel show.  Competitors like Kelly and Brian and Matt and Eli navigate through obstacle courses so that they’re not crowned the eponymous shameful title.

ANSWER: America’s Worst Driver
 

7) Identify the following about some related films, for 10 points each.

[10] Sugar Kane becomes the object of affection of Joeshpine and Geraldine, two musicians in drag hiding from gangster Spats Columbo in this 1959 comedy.
ANSWER: Some Like it Hot
[10] This film, about a titular time period, contains the iconic scene where the steam vent blows up Marilyn Monroe's skirt.  It also starred Evelyn Keyes as Helen Sherman and Tom Ewell as her husband, Richard.
ANSWER: The Seven Year Itch
[10] Marilyn's co-star in this film, Clark Gable, died just two days after it finished shooting.  Maybe it served him right for playing Gay Langland, a cowboy who sold his horses for dog food in this film.
ANSWER: The Misfits
 

8) Identify the following about some minor league baseball teams, for 10 points each.

[10] The Cyclones are a team based in this New York borough that takes its name from Coney Island, also located here.  It was also the location of Ebbetts Field.
ANSWER: Brooklyn, New York

[10] Bowling Green’s Hot Rods, a Single-A affiliate of the Tampa Bay Rays, get their nickname from the city being the only place where this car is made.  For much of the ‘60s and ‘70s this car was also known as the Sting Ray.
ANSWER: Chevrolet Corvette
[10] The Aces are a Triple-A affiliate of this team.  Infielder Josh Wilson once pitched an inning for this team in a 2009 blowout.
ANSWER: Arizona Diamondbacks (or D-Backs; accept any underlined answer)

 

9) Identify the following about the launch of the Playstation 2, for 10 points each.

[10] The PS2 launch saw the release of the first entry in this arcadey snowboarding series by EA Canada, whose later entries would include On Tour and Tricky.
ANSWER: SSX (or Snowboard Supercross)
[10] In addition to other racing games like Ridge Racer V and MotoGP, the PS2 launch saw the release of the first entry in this racing series by Rockstar.  A 2008 version was set in Los Angeles.
ANSWER: Midnight Club: Street Racing
[10] This odd game by SCEI was one of the only ones Sony had ready for launch.  Essentially a fireworks simulator, players sought to complete the word "Starmine" in one of its game modes.
ANSWER: FantaVision
 

10) Answer some questions about a certain soap opera, for 10 points each.

[10] This second-longest running soap on American television airs on ABC and set in Port Charles, New York at a certain medical establishment.
ANSWER: General Hospital (or GH)
[10] An astonishing 30 million people watched these two General Hospital characters get married in 1981.  Played by Anthony Geary and Genie Francis, they were involved in a search for a big-ass diamond called the Ice Princess.
ANSWER: Luke Spencer and Laura Webber Spencer
[10] SOAPnet’s first ever original drama was this spin-off of General Hospital.  Its first episode saw Patrick admitted to the hospital after getting injured in an explosion.
ANSWER: General Hospital: Night Shift 

 

11) This group talked of “Romeo & Rebecca” on their early album Buddha, while they asked “Does My Breath Smell” on their follow-up, Cheshire Cat.  For 10 points each:

[10] Name this group also known for “Man Overboard” and “Feeling This”.

ANSWER: Blink-182
[10] One of Blink-182’s biggest hits, this track from Enema of the State begins “I took her out / it was a Friday night” before the singer “turned on the TV” and complained “no one likes you when you’re 23”.
ANSWER: “What’s My Age Again”
[10] Blink-182’s self-titled fifth album produced this single, which ends with the repeated refrain, “Don’t waste your time on me you’re already the voice inside my head”.
ANSWER: “I Miss You”

 

12) Answer some questions about the Starz network, for 10 points each.

[10] Starz also has a deal with this company, which now streams movies to all of the major videogame consoles as part of its “Watch It Now” service.
ANSWER: Netflix
[10] Another Starz program is this one, which stars Alexandra Wentworth as Elizabeth Goode, a psychologist living in the Beverly Hilton Hotel.
ANSWER: Head Case
 

13) Answer some questions about a certain auto-maker, for 10 points each.

[10] Its European offerings include the cee’d, but this South Korean company is better known for American cars like the Rondo and Rio.
ANSWER: Kia Motors
[10] Introduced in 2009, this car is essentially Kia’s answer to the Yarris and Fit.  Its commercials depict hamsters eschewing their balls for one of these as they listen to music on their iPods.
ANSWER: Kia Soul
[10] Kia opened its first American plant in this state, where you can use one of their vehicles to visit attractions like Saint EOM’s Pasaquan in Buena Vista and the Babyland General Hospital to pick up some Cabbage Patch Kids.
ANSWER: Georgia
14) For 10 points each, answer these questions about four-point plays in the NBA playoffs:

[10] Perhaps the most important four-point play in league history came when this former UNLV forward and Charlotte Hornet All-Star got one with 5.7 seconds left in Game 3 of the 1999 Eastern finals, allowing the Knicks to win the game 92-91.  He shares his name with a former Chiefs and now Redskins running back.

ANSWER: Larry Johnson   

[10] Ten years earlier, this other Knick drew a Craig Hodges foul in the final minute to make a four-point play that tied Game 6 of the Eastern semifinals against the Bulls. His rule states that players cannot shoot the ball with less than 0.3 seconds on the clock off an inbound.

ANSWER: Trent Tucker
[10] James Jones, a reserve for this team, hit two-four point plays within 11 seconds in the team’s Game 4 loss to the Hawks in 2009.  Udonis Haslem is another player on this team.
ANSWER: Miami Heat (accept either underlined answer)
 

15) Identify the following about some James Bond villains, for 10 points each.

[10] Played by Joseph Wiseman, this evil doer operates from a base on Crab Key Island.  He titles the first Bond film, which notably featured Ursula Andress as Honey Ryder.
ANSWER: Dr. Julius No
[10] In retaliation for Bond for changing the timing on some detonators and blowing part of his face off, this villain fakes his own death as 006 and goes on to hatch evil schemes as the head of Janus in Goldeneye.
ANSWER: Alexander "Alec" Trevelyan (accept any underlined answer)
[10] The primary villain of this film, Franz Sanchez, is eventually set on fire with a lighter that Felix Leiter gave to 007.  Before that, Sanchez hatched a crazy scheme to embed cocaine in gasoline in this film.
ANSWER: License to Kill
 

16) Identify the following about some of these children's board games, for 10 points each.

[10] Players in this game attempt to flip the titular creatures into some clothes owned by a dog.  It was created by William H. Schaper, who also created the game, Cooties.
ANSWER: Ants in the Pants
[10] This seminal kids game, made into a weird arcade game, used to feature a commercial with a song that began, "It's a race, it's a chase, hurry up and feed their face!"  Lizze and Henry are two of the title creatures.
ANSWER: Hungry Hungry Hippos
[10] This other William H. Schaper invention sees each player attempting to place some of the titular items into the pot without being the one to knock it over.
ANSWER: Don't Spill the Beans
 

17) Characters in this film included Joe Anderson's Maxwell Carrigan and Eddie Izzard's Mr. Kite.  For 10 points each:

[10] Name this 2007 film musical based on the Beatles’ songbook, whose title comes from a track from Let It Be.
ANSWER: Across the Universe
[10] Jim Sturgess, who had his breakout role in Across the Universe, also appeared as George, the brother of Elizabeth in this historical film based on a Philippa Gregory novel.  Ana Torrent played Catherine of Aragon in this film.
ANSWER: The Other Boleyn Girl
[10] Across the Universe was directed by this woman, whose other films include two versions of The Tempest and the 2002 biopic, Frida.  She also directed the hugely popular stage version of The Lion King.
ANSWER: Julie Taymor
 

18) This country is home to a three-time winner of the LPGA Player of the Year award, the former number one female golfer.  For 10 points each:

[10] Identify this birthplace of the recently-retired Lorena Ochoa, also the site of the high-altitude 1968 Summer Olympics.
ANSWER: Mexico
[10] This Australian golfer interrupted Annika Sorenstam’s run of LPGA Player of the Year awards by taking home the honor in 1999 and 2000, the same year she would win two of her seven career majors. She won consecutive U.S. Opens, and her highest recent finish was second in the 2009 British Open.

ANSWER: Karrie Webb
[10] The LPGA Player of the Year Award was first awarded in 1966, when it was awarded to this American golfer who would go on to win it in seven of the next eight years. She won six majors and 88 LPGA tournaments during her career.

ANSWER: Kathy Whitworth
 

19) Identify the following about some cover art inspired by fine art, for 10 points each.

[10] Bow Wow Wow’s Annabella Lwin posed nude in a recreation of this Manet painting for the cover of the album Wild in the USA.  The actual painting features two clothed men and another woman bathing in the background. 
ANSWER: The Luncheon on the Grass (or Le déjeuner sur l'herbe)
[10] Their album, Songs from an American Movie, Volume 1 sees them recreating American Gothic with guitars replacing pitchforks.  Art Alexakis is their lead singer and they also released the album So Much for the Afterglow.
ANSWER: Everclear
[10] Bob Weir, a rhythm guitarist for this band, released a solo album whose cover was inspired by God the Father from the Ghent Altarpiece.  Their albums include Wake of the Flood and Blues for Allah.
ANSWER: The Grateful Dead 

 

20) Answer some questions about a classic TV show, for 10 points each.

[10] Characters on this show included Reverend Jim Ignatowski, played by Christopher Lloyd, as well as Louie De Palma, played by Danny DeVito.
ANSWER: Taxi
[10] Taxi’s Andy Kauffmann was the subject of the film Man on the Moon, which starred this actor.  He also played Steven Jay Russell in I Love You Phillip Morris.
ANSWER: James Eugene “Jim” Carrey
[10] Another actor on Taxi was this man, who played the written-off Bobby Wheeler.  He also acted the part of Kenickie in the movie version of Grease.
ANSWER: Jeff Conaway
 

21) [NK] Identify the following about sports gambling, for 10 points each.

[10] While Nevada is the only state where you are allowed to bet on major sports, Florida allows pari-mutuel betting on this sport played by humans featuring a pelota wrapped in goat skin.

ANSWER: jai alai
[10] This popular type of bet offered by many bookies involves receiving a poorer return on your money in order to alter the point spread in your favor.

ANSWER: teaser bet

[10] A few lucky people probably remember that this horse was a 50:1 long-shot to win the Kentucky Derby in 2009.  This gelding would later get second at the Preakness.
