Tossups:

 

1) A song written about him asks, “do you find his subtle ways invite you / does he excite you?”  In a deleted scene, this character describes holding an animal as "like holding a hot ass", and his story was told in a Comedy Central special called “Canned Ham”.  He has employed both Rita (*) and Don Luigi, and he was once betrayed by a mole played by Fred Savage.  He never gets a chance to blackmail Prince Charles, while his father's hatred of the Dutch causes him to have problems with his skin-eating partner named Johann van der Smut.  He conceived a child with Frau Farbissina and this head of Virtucon once used a clip from Independence Day to demonstrate the deadliness of his Alan Parsons Project.  Robert Wagner plays his subordinate, Number 2.  For 10 points, name this villain who creates a clone of himself with Mini-Me in the Austin Powers movies.
ANSWER: Dr. Evil (accept Douglas Powers or Dougie Powers before mentioned; do not accept “Mini-Me”, the clues don’t apply to him)

 

2) The most famous version of this song was over-dubbed with Bob Dylan’s studio band at the request of Tom Wilson, and was released as a successful single with “We’ve Got a Groovey Thing Going”.  The original version of this song appeared after “Benedictus” (*) on the first album of the group that recorded it.  An album that pluralizes this song was remastered in 2001 to include the bonus tracks “Rose of Aberdeen” and “Barbriallen” in addition to important original tracks like “I Am a Rock” and “Richard Cory”.  Tenement halls and subway walls are listed as places where "the word of the prophets are written" after this song's singer notes that "the people bowed and prayed / to the neon god they made".  For 10 points, name this first big hit for Simon and Garfunkel that begins, “Hello darkness my old friend”.

ANSWER: “The Sound of Silence” (do not accept “The Sounds of Silence”, that’s not what the song is called)

 

3) This team’s first general manager was Milt Schmidt, and its first prospect was the league’s second African-American player, Mike Marson. In the team’s inaugural season, they allowed a record 446 goals against with Michel Nelhumeur and Ron Low in goal. Significant trades made by this team include swapping Al Iafrate (*) for Joe Juneau, and sending Anson Carter and Jason Allison to Boston along with 1996 Vezina-winning goalie Jim Carey, while some of their notable draft picks include Bob Carpenter, Scott Stevens, and Dale Hunter. This team advanced to the Stanley Cup finals in 1998 with the help of forwards Sergei Gonchar, Peter Bondra, and Olaf Kolzig, but were swept by the Detroit Red Wings. For 10 points, name this NHL team owned by Ted Leonsis, whose roster includes Semyon Varlamov, Mike Green and Alex Ovechkin.

ANSWER: Washington Capitals (accept either underlined part)

 

4) This character apparently once had the ability to "reheat tea by holding it to my forehead and imagining fire", part of a training that also allowed him to "only sleep during national holidays".  This character's alma mater was apparently chosen after his creator read Michael Lewis' The New New Thing, and his residences have included a storage (*) space and the handicapped bathroom stall.  After his death testing a moon shuttle prototype, his clone became "part Snickers bar" after Carol used the jar containing his DNA as an extra candy jar.  This IIT Graduate shares his nationality with "the world's most desperate venture capitalist", Vijay, and got his job outsourced despite only being an intern. A co-worker of Alice and Wally, for 10 points, name this Indian character from Dilbert.
ANSWER: Asok ["a-shook"] the Intern

 

5) On one show, a person with this surname became an angel after getting lost at sea for two years, which caused trouble for another person with this last name who worked for Leonard J. Costello's Pandora Publications.  On another show, a person with this last name assumed the identity of the Yo-Yo Man for some segments and earlier starred in a namesake Prime Time Space Ride program in the '60s.  The most famous show starring people with this surname featured the Denny Vaugh and Marty Paich Orchestra and had Bob Einstein (*) playing Officer Judy.  That show starring two musicians with this surname also saw Pat Paulsen mockingly run for president and popularized the catch phrase, "Mom always liked you best!"  For 10 points, give this surname for a pair of brothers named Tom and Dick, who had a namesake TV Comedy Hour from 1967 until 1975.
ANSWER: Smothers Brothers

 

6) This coach's Twitter thanked Li'l Wayne's song "Banned from TV" for boosting his "street cred" because of its line "Smoke weed, talk shit like" this coach. In 2009, his assistant coaches attempted to impress recruits by yelling "get fired up about special teams!" and ripping off their shirts.  In 2005, this coach replaced Norm Chow (*) as the offensive coordinator for the team he now head coaches.  This coach allegedly told Alshon Jeffrey that he would "end up pumping gas" for the rest of his life if he committed to South Carolina.  The son of the defensive coordinator who created the Tampa Cover 2 defense, this head coach was fired by the Oakland Raiders in 2008, allowing him to accept a job replacing Phil Fulmer. For 10 points, name this man, who in 2009 became the football coach of the Tennessee Volunteers, now the coach of the Trojans.
ANSWER: Lane Monte Kiffin
 

7) This person is known by the name of "Peanut Butter Man" to the patrons of the St. Anthony Soup Kitchen, and owns a cat named Rosie.  In one work, he tracks down the killers of Senator Daniel Fitzpatrick, while in another he has a fling with Jezzie Flanigan.  One of his recurring antagonists is acquitted of murdering Patsy Hampton (*) thanks to his diplomatic immunity, but he eventually kills that man in London; that foe is called either Geoffrey Shafer or The Weasel.  Living with his grandmother, Nana Mama, in DC, he frequently battles with a series of buff Russians known as The Wolf, such as in the novel London Bridges.  Portrayed on screen by Morgan Freeman in the films Kiss the Girls and Along Came a Spider, for 10 points, identify this protagonist of various detective novels by James Patterson.
ANSWER: Alex Cross (accept either underlined answer)

 

8) One track by this artist asks, “I wonder why Jesse Jackson ain’t catch ‘em before his body drop”, the Civil Rights tune, “Letter to the King”.  A more popular song by this artist used a similar line stating, "And fuck Jesse Jackson, cause it ain't about race, now" in its video to replace the album's dis, "And since there ain't no Proof, (*) I'll never walk through 8 Mile".  He came to prominence thanks to his You Know What It Is mix-tapes.  This man, who has released the tracks "Touchdown", "Dope Boys" and "Camera Phone", teamed up with his half-brother Big Fase 100 to form Black Wall Street Records and released the 2006 album, Doctor's Advocate.  His first album contained the hits “Westside Story” and “How We Do”, and was called The Documentary.  For 10 points, name this rapper, a one-time rival of his former mentor, 50 Cent.

ANSWER: The Game (or Hurricane Game or Jayceon Terrell Taylor)

 

9) The protagonist of this show used Kung Fu to win back his house in an episode where Billy Blanks played himself, while one special saw Bippy the Monkey cause trouble by eating a muffin.  One of its chief antagonists often breaks the sticks supporting his Anti-Mind Reading Helmet (*) and once dated the Principal.  A washed-up baseball player on this show always wears a bag over his head and is named Bucky.  Other characters include the villainous dentist Doctor Bender and his son Wendell, while Jay Leno strangely provides the voice of comic book hero The Crimson Chin.  More prominent characters include the object of the main character's affections, Trixie, and the protagonist's best friends Chester and A.J.  Set in the town of Dimmsdale, for 10 points, name this Nicktoon centering on Timmy Turner and Cosmo and Wanda, the titular wish granters.
ANSWER: The Fairly Oddparents
 

10) This man compared creating films to "making a mosaic" in his book, Making Movies, while he teamed up with photographer Boris Kaufman in many of his early films, such as in his adaptation of an Edward Lewis Wallant novel about Sol Nazerman.  Tom Fontana, the creator of Oz, wrote the script for this man's HBO film about the PATRIOT (*) Act, Strip Search.  In 1986, he cast Denzel Washington against Richard Gere's media consultant character Pete St. John in a film titled Power.  A 1965 exploration of a military prison camp, The Hill, was one of his frequent Sean Connery collaborations.  This director cast Henry Fonda in the role of Juror #8 and directed a film famous for the line “I’m mad as hell and I’m not going to take it anymore”.  For 10 points, name this director of Dog Day Afternoon and Network.
ANSWER: Sidney Lumet
 

11) As a youth, this character broke his leg after attempting to "fly like a Valkyrie" and he eventually has a son who comes into the world in a veterinary clinic.  This victim of a walking heart attack once employed a gardener named Yoshi and a Guatemalan maid who spoke German, Marta.  His first wife comes from a family that made their fortune in the (*) urinal cake business, while his third wife has a brother named Simon played by Anthony LaPaglia.  He eventually divorced his first wife after it was revealed that she was having an affair with his therapist, Dr. Shenkman, and for a time was married to Mel Karovsky.  Throughout the series he meets with his older brother at the Cafe Nervosa.  His original wife was never seen on camera, and he eventually got with his long-time crush, Daphne.  For 10 points, name this character played by David Hyde Pierce on Fraiser.
ANSWER: Niles Crane

 

12) The fifth occurrence of this feat was performed by Todd Hundley in a June 2000 game, while players who have accomplished this multiple times include Felipe Crespo, Michael Tucker, and Cliff Floyd. Carlos Delgado and Ryan Klesko have performed this act the second most number of times by a player with three (*) each, while only one of those six was officially added to right field counter. Despite much anticipation, this feat did not occur even once during the Home Run Derby at the 2007 All Star Game. That Home Run Derby notably did not feature the player who has performed this deed 35 times, including two on back to back days to hit his 660th and 661st home runs. For 10 points, identify this type of home run at AT&T Park, in which the ball travels through the air and usually lands among several kayaks and boats in McCovey Cove.

ANSWER: splash hit (accept home run into McCovey Cove or home run into the water at AT&T Park until "home run" is mentioned)

 

13) This artist released a cover albumin 1990 called The Hit List, while the popularity of this artist in Japan led to that country receiving the exclusive 2004 album Naked, many of whose tracks were re-released in the US two years later under the title of Sinner.  Following the death of Mia Zapata, (*) this artist recorded the live album Evilstig with the remaining members of the Gits.  After the breakup of The Runaways, this artist released a solo album which was the source of her popular song, “Do You Wanna Touch Me (Oh Yeah)”.  More famous songs by this artist include “Crimson and Clover”, and a top-10 hit that begins, "I saw him dancin' there by the record machine".  Teaming up with The Blackhearts in the ‘80s, for 10 points, name this artist probably best known for demanding "put another dime in the jukebox, baby" in “I Love Rock ‘n Roll”.

Answer: Joan Jett
 

14) The short films "Satan's Surgeon" and "Ransom in the Sky" introduced the fictional Allan Parker to this character’s series.  He was responsible for raising Lia Eltham, and one of the final serious films featuring this character was sometimes called Assignment Istanbul and saw him trying to freeze the world's oceans; that film is better known as The Castle (*) of [This Character].  Peter Sellers played both him and his nemesis in a 1980 spoof about his "Fiendish Plot".  Other actors to play this character include Boris Karloff in 1932, and, most recognizably, Christopher Lee.  Starring in films about his brides, his blood, and his mask, for 10 points, name this rival of Nayland Smith, an evil Chinese villain known for his namesake style of mustache.  
ANSWER: Dr. Fu Manchu
 

15) In a review of a terrible NES game based on this board game, Seanbaby described mini-games like "Fire Rescue" and "Box Delivery" as "basically things you could play on a wristwatch" and declared the "real fun" of the actual game to be "seeing inside your crazy friends' heads".  Brian Robbins and Julie Friedman hosted a kid’s version of this game in 1989, while a better known TV adaptation of it contained "The Knock Out" (*) where Eric Estrada accidentally punched Bill Maher in the face.  That show was hosted by Alan Thicke and featured a bonus round containing "linking words".  The actual board game of this name contains spaces like P and O for Person/Place/Animal and Object, as well as an "All Play" square.  Not to be confused with charades, for 10 points, name this game where players have to identify the word another person is sketching.
ANSWER: Pictionary
 

16) This song languished for a year as an instrumental track with the name "Chris Rock" after its fuzz-bass riff was captured at the Tin Pan Alley studio.  It was included as a mash up with "Monkey Wrench" by the Foo Fighters in DJ Hero.  Its Spike Jonze-directed video begins with a car driving into a cardboard box (*) and gives television-style introductions for characters like "Fred Kelly as Bunny" and "Sir Stewart Wallace as himself".  The singer of this song compares himself to Buddy Rich and notes, "But I can't stand rockin' when I'm in this place".  It also contains the line, "I'ma' set it straight, this Watergate".  Appearing as a last minute addition on the album Ill Communication, for 10 points, name this Beastie Boys song whose chorus states "Listen All Of Y'all It's a [title phenomenon]".

ANSWER: “Sabotage”

 

17) The final game in this series to be released for a Nintendo home console contained the tracks Palm Bay Marina and Sunrise Valley Downtown, unlockable after winning the Run to the Sun Grand Prix.  Another game in this series featured DLC like Big Surf Island and the (*) Marked Man mode, while another featured an obnoxious soundtrack provided by DJ Stryker.  The fifth official game in this series added the "mugshot" feature which snapped photographs of defeated opponents, a game which took place in Paradise City.  The fourth game in this series introduced the controversial "traffic checking" move, and its arguable high point game with a game subtitled Takedown.  Developed by Criterion Games, for 10 points, name this racing series notable for slow-motion crash mode.
ANSWER: Burnout
 

18) This actress gave instructions to Brad Pitt's character in Mr. and Mrs. Smith and she also voiced Mildred in 2007's Meet the Robinsons.  Her husband co-starred with Denzel Washington in The Preacher's Wife, while her own roles include playing a medic named Evers in the sci-fi film, Supernova.  Although she was badly cast as Robert (*) de Niro’s love interest in The Score, she did also appear as the Chief of Staff to Bill Clinton in Contact.  Other roles include playing single mother Reva Devereaux in Boyz in the Hood and Betty Shabazz in Malcolm X.  More notable roles include appearing as Bernie in Waiting to Exhale and as Dr. Cate Banfield on E.R.  For 10 points, identify this actress who received an Oscar nomination for her role as Tina Turn in What’s Love Got to Do With It, and whom Whoopi Goldberg helped get her groove back.
ANSWER: Angela Evelyn Bassett
 

19) [NK] In-state recruits joining this team in the Fall include Will Yeguete and McDonald’s All-American Patric Young.  Dan DeVoe temporarily took over coaching duties at this school in 1989 following a drug scandal.  After the departure of many of their stars, Walter Hodge (*) took on guard duties at this school, and it’s the alma mater of a Nuggets second round draft pick named Vernon Maxwell who played under coach Norm Sloan.  A sixth man on this team now plays for the Bulls and is named Chris Richard.  Their current coach, who had previously coached at Marshall, briefly accepted but then turned down an offer to coach the Magic in 2007.  It’s where Udonis Haslem and Corey Brewer played college ball.  For 10 points, name this school that won 2006 and 2007 NCAA Men’s Tournament under coach Billy Donovan.

ANSWER: University of Florida Gators (accept UF, prompt on Gators)

 

20) For a time this character was romantically involved with Maria Romburg, while in the last season he associated with voodoo priestess Mama Lorraine.  This character was targeted by a group of bounty hunters including Frank, Jesse and Mama, known collectively as the Coltons.  He teamed up with his chief antagonist in the episode "Halloween Knights", although that member of Homicide (*) International Trust played by Michael Des Barres is more commonly killed by this character at the end of episodes he appears in.  He is also assisted by Dana Eclar's Peter Thornton, the director of the DXS and Phoenix Foundation.  In the final episode, it's revealed that his first name is Angus.  For 10 points, name this character played by Richard Dean Anderson, noted for his skills in improvising his way out of situations.
ANSWER: Angus MacGyver
 

21) Patty Duke and Beau Bridges starred in a TV movie about the most famous incident of this type. Besides that film, Everybody's Baby, a man in a commercial is too busy customizing his Capital One card to be properly notified this has happened.  Rachel discovers that this action directly caused the death of Samara when she’s discovered at the Shelter Mountain Inn (*) at the end of the Ring.  This supposedly afflicts an orphan but ends up being a prank performed using a Superstar Celebrity Microphone on the episode “Radio Bart” of the Simpsons.  Once afflicting Baby Jessica, this action lends its name to a TV trope of animals relating absurdly detailed information to humans, most famously when Lassie reveals that this has happened to Timmy.  For 10 points, name this action that ends up with someone in a place used to fetch water.

ANSWER: Falling Down a Well (or Getting Pushed Down a Well or equivalents about being trapped in a well)

 

Bonuses:

 

1) One of its writers' described its central plot element as "just a Trojan Horse for talking about the economy."  For 10 points each:
[10] Name this show centering on Detroit high school basketball coach Ray Drecker.
ANSWER: Hung
[10] Hung also stars this actress as Jane's friend and pimp, Tanya.  She's also known for starring in Six Days, Seven Nights and for dating Ellen DeGeneres in the late '90s.
ANSWER: Anne Celeste Heche
[10] Hung is directed by Alexander Payne, who directed this film and co-wrote it with Jim Taylor.  It co-starred Virginia Madsen as Maya.
ANSWER: Sideways
2) His first album contained an adaptation of Poe’s “The Bells”, and he attracted controversy for his track, “Here’s to the State of Mississippi”.  For 10 points each:

[10] Name this venerable ‘60s “singing journalist”, whose other notable songs include the Guthrie-esque “The Power and the Glory”.
ANSWER: Phil Ochs
[10] Ochs’ song “Crucifixion” was a tribute to this man, whose death was compared to Lincoln’s death in the spoken-word hit, “History Repeats Itself”. 
ANSWER: John Fitzgerald Kennedy, Sr. (or Jack Kennedy or JFK)
[10] For what it’s worth, Pitchfork calls this Phil Ochs song “the strongest” of all of the man’s protest songs.  The title track of his 1965 album, Ochs proclaims, “It’s always the old who lead us to the wars, always the young to fall”.
ANSWER: “I Ain’t Marching Anymore”

 

3) Identify the following about some NFL fullbacks, for 10 points each.

[10] One of the top fullback prospects in the 2009 draft was Tony Fiammetta, who was drafted by this team.  Their late-round draft picks this year included Appalachian State quarterback Armanti Edwards.
ANSWER: Carolina Panthers
[10] Although he sometimes played the position of an oversized tailback, this long-time Tampa player most often played the fullback slot in front of Warrick Dunn.  His career was ended by a neck injury suffered while playing at Disney's Wide World of Sports.
ANSWER: Michael Joseph "Mike" Alstott
[10] If you asked WikiAnswers "Who is the best blocking NFL fullback of all time?", you'd get back an enthusiastic answer of this man, who now does color commentary for Kenny Albert on FOX and is known by the nickname, “Moose”.
ANSWER: Daryl Peter "Moose" Johnston
 

4) Answer some questions about one of the worst cartoons in history, Super President, for 10 points each.
[10] Clips from Super President routinely make Jerry Beck's "Worst Cartoons Ever" panel at this gathering, held annually in San Diego.  It used to put out a magazine called Update, and this convention also gives out the Inkpot Award.
ANSWER: Comic-Con International
[10] Paul Frees, who gave his voice to Super President is also known for providing the dubbing for Admiral Yamamoto in this 1976 Jack Smight war film.  Unlike Tora! Tora! Tora! it had Henry Fonda playing Admiral Nimitz and shook audience seats with the Sensurround process.
ANSWER: Midway
[10] Ted Cassidy, who provided the voice for Spy Shadow on the middle segment of Super President, is also known for playing this member of the Addams Family.  He’s known for the catch phrase, “you rang?”
ANSWER: Lurch
 

5) Besides setting himself on fire while doing cocaine, this man had roles in films like Silver Streak, The Wiz and Bustin' Loose.  For 10 points each:

[10] Name this African American comedian, notable for playing Gus Gorman, the computer expert in Superman III.
ANSWER: Richard Franklin Lennox Thomas Pryor III
[10] Pryor had a role as Dr. Chauncey Gump in the 1978 film California Suite, which was based on a play by this man.  This man's screenplays include Biloxi Blues and The Heartbreak Kid.
ANSWER: (Marvin) Neil Simon
[10] Pryor captured his only Oscar nomination for playing the Piano Man in this 1972 film about Billie Holiday.  
ANSWER: Lady Sings the Blues
 

6) Identify some of these NCSoft published MMOs, for 10 points each.
[10] Players in this Cryptic Studios game attempt to do good and fight Dr. Vahzilok in Paragon City, although its expansion pack turned the tables by allowing players to be villains.
ANSWER: City of Heroes
[10] Also published by NCSoft, this MMO which shut down in the summer of 2007 was sort of like an online version of Vigilante 8.  Players would do combat in vehicles in and around the hubs of Hestia and Apollo.
ANSWER: Auto Assault
[10] NCSoft’s Tabula Rasa was created by many of the same people behind the first MMO version of this series, originally created by Richard Garriott, known as Lord British.  Other games in this long-running role playing series include Quest of the Avatar and The First Age of Darkness.
ANSWER: Ultima Online

 

7) As a result of the attacks on him in the co-autobiography When the Game Was Ours, this coach of Florida International was subjected to the chant “Magic hates you” by Monmouth fans.  For 10 points each:
[10] Name this basketball player, a former Pistons great.
ANSWER: Isiah Lord Thomas III

[10] For some reason, Thomas signed this former Indiana player to a big contract while with the Knicks.  He went to Houston in a deal with Jordan Hill.

ANSWER: Jared Jeffries
[10] While coaching the Pacers, Thomas chose this player as his team's starting point guard.  Apparently known as "Mel Mel the Abuser", he transferred from Mount San Jacinto to Iowa State in college.
ANSWER: Jamaal Lee Tinsley
8) “If the Brakeman Turns My Way” and “Hot Knives” are songs off of this artist’s studio album, Cassadaga.  For 10 points each:

[10] Identify this artist behind Digital Ash in a Digital Urn.
ANSWER: Bright Eyes (or Conor Mullen Oberst)
[10] In 2005, Bright Eyes performed a song titled “When [This Type of Person] Talks to God” on Leno.  A band named for this type of person scored hits with “Lump” and “Peaches”.
ANSWER: The Presidents of the United States of America (accept reasonable equivalents that mention President)

[10] A year earlier, Bright Eyes took part on the “Vote for Change” tour, which kicked off with a Seattle performance by Jackson Browne, Keb’ Mo’ and this blues artist of “I Can’t Make You Love Me” and “Nick of Time”.
ANSWER: Bonnie Lynn Raitt
 

9) In a special episode, this man helped Will Ferrell escape from Sweden.  For 10 points each:
[10] Identify this host of Worst Case Scenario, who was accused of staying in off-camera hotels while not jumping into frozen lakes on his most famous show.
ANSWER: Edward Michael “Bear” Grylls
[10] New episodes of Grylls’ Man vs. Wild air on this network, whose other programs include Deadliest Catch.
ANSWER: The Discovery Channel
[10] Like Man vs. Wild, this Discovery Channel show also airs re-runs on the Military Channel.  Episodes of this show, hosted by Richard Machowicz, include “Mission Invisible”.
ANSWER: Future Weapons
 

10) Identify the following about the so-called Burger Wars of the early '80s, for 10 points each.
[10] The Burger Wars were made possible by the rise of this chain, whose signature items were promoted by the company's founder, Dave Thomas.
ANSWER: Wendy's Old Fashioned Hamburgers
[10] McDonald’s new burger, the McD.L.T. was promoted by this actor.  As a spokesman for KFC, Barry Bonds solved the mystery of his curve ball in a 2002 commercial and he also played motivational speaker Bob Patterson on a short-lived ABC sitcom.
ANSWER: Jason Alexander
[10] Although Burger King launched the $25 Million “Battle of the Burgers” campaign in the ‘80s, today it’s better known for advertisements by Crispin Porter + Bogusky including the creation of this fictional band whose song “Bob Your Head” promoted the company’s Chicken Fries.
ANSWER: Coq Roq
 

11) This film opens with the main character upset that Weston Liggett has left her $250, leading her to paint "no sale" in lipstick on a mirror.  For 10 points each:
[10] Name this 1960 film, based on a novel by John O'Hara, whose tagline notes that "the most desirable woman in town and the easiest to find" can be reached by calling the titular phone number.
ANSWER: Butterfield 8
[10] This actress captured a Best Actress Oscar for her role as Gloria Wandrous in Butterfield 8.  She's also notable for starring in Who's Afraid of Virginia Wolf and for marrying Richard Burton twice.  
ANSWER: Elizabeth Rosemond Taylor (or Liz Taylor)
[10] After appearing alongside Taylor in Butterfield 8, Laurence Harvey moved on to play historical figure William Barret Travis in this 1960 film, directed by and starring John Wayne.  Patrick Wilson played Travis in a 2004 film of this name.
ANSWER: The Alamo
 

12) After moving to the US, this man formed The Ranch with fellow-Aussie Peter Clarke. For 10 points each:
[10] Identify this artist who’d later issue the double platinum album Love, Pain & the Whole Crazy Thing after checking into rehab.  He’s married to Nicole Kidman.

ANSWER: Keith Urban
[10] This Keith Urban song, which originally appeared on Golden Road, eventually hit the top of the charts when it was reissued on his 18 Kids comp.  Its chorus warns, “maybe it’s a little too early / to know if this is gonna work” before issuing the titular declaration.  
ANSWER: “You Look Good in My Shirt”
[10] Urban is one of many artists to appear on this Internet company’s namesake “Sessions”, where he did acoustic versions of “Days Go By” and “Making Memories of Us”.  The company behind these sessions also operates a radio service that originated from its acquisition of Nullsoft.
ANSWER:  AOL Sessions (or Sessions@AOL or America Online)

 

13) Answer some questions about these superficially related movies, for 10 points each.
[10] Based on a book by Eric Schlosser, this fictional film--unlike the similar Supersize Me--starred Wilmer Valderrama as Raul, a worker at a Mickey's meat packing plant.
ANSWER: Fast Food Nation
[10] The movie Fast Food, Fast Women starred Jamie Harris, who also played Fernald the Hook Handed Man in this 2004 adaptation of a popular book.  Meryl Streep played Aunt Josephine in this film.
ANSWER: Lemony Snicket's A Series of Unfortunate Events (accept either underlined answer)
[10] Besides playing Emma, who tries to set up a union at Patty's in the film Fast Food High, one of the biggest roles played by Alison Pill was Anne Kronenberg in this Oscar-nominated 2008 biopic directed by Gus Van Sant.
ANSWER: Milk
 

14) Identify the following about some athletes who went into politics, for 10 points each.

[10] J. C. Watts was a one-time Congressman from this state, where he also played college football.  The Gallagher-Iba Arena can be found at one university in this state, and Doug Gottlieb went to school here.
ANSWER: Oklahoma
[10] Another Oklahoma Congressman is this Hall of Fame Seahawks receiver, who failed in his 2002 big for governorship.
ANSWER: Steven Michael "Steve" Largent
[10] One of the most distinguished people in this category was this Knicks Hall of Famer and Rhodes Scholar who later failed to gain the Democratic Nomination against Al Gore in 2000.
ANSWER: William Warren "Bill" Bradley
 

15) Joyce Millman noted that "a lot of Emmys" were the difference between this man and Jerry Springer, and he was responsible for the failed pilot, Legally Mad.  For 10 points each:
[10] Name this creator of Picket Fences and Chicago Hope.
ANSWER: David Edward Kelley
[10] The height of David E. Kelley's popularity probably came when he crossed over these two legal dramas he created, despite the fact that they aired on difference networks.  One starred Calista Flockhart and the other had Dylan McDermott playing Bobby Donnell.
ANSWER: The Practice and Ally McBeal
[10] One of Kelley's less-successful career roles was serving as the Executive Producer for this 2005 NBC and later Bravo reality show, which saw trial attorney Roy Black uttering the stupid catch phrase, "The verdict is in.  You're out."
ANSWER: The Law Firm
16) This group traces its origins back to DVX, founded by its members Sen Dog and Mellow Man in 1986.  For 10 points each:

[10] Name this Latino hip-hop group from LA, who scored success on the college charts with hits 

like, “Insane in the Brain”.
ANSWER: Cypress Hill
[10] A Cypress Hill cover of this Guns N’ Roses song was featured as a B-Side to “Sahara” by Slash in 2009.  It describes a man who, “said turn me around / and take me back to the start”.
ANSWER: “Paradise City”

[10] Along with Cypress Hill members, this rap group contributed to the first Soul Assassins album.  Their members Havoc and Prodigy met at the Manhattan School of Art and Design and they recorded the tracks, “Shook Ones (Pt. II)” and 1993’s “Hit it from the Back”.
ANSWER: Mobb Deep
 

17) Identify the following about the little-known 2007 film Ninja Cheerleaders, for 10 points each.
[10] For some reason, this otherwise respectable actor took on the role of Hiroshi in the film.  In addition to voicing Sensei on Kim Possible, he's best known for playing Lt. Sulu on Star Trek.
ANSWER: George Takei 
[10] One of the other "stars" of Ninja Cheerleaders is this former Playboy model, who appeared on The Real World: Las Vegas and the second season of The Surreal Life.
ANSWER: Trishelle Cannatella (accept either underlined answer)
[10] IMDB tells me that David Presley not only directed Ninja Cheerleaders but also was on the glamorous second unit of this 2004 film as a video assist operator.  This television remake saw Vince Vaughn and Jason Bateman playing villains Reese Feldman and Kevin, respectively.
ANSWER: Starsky & Hutch

18) Answer some questions about historic moments in baseball from the 1940s, for 10 points each.

[10] Even though Luke Appling fouled off him 15 times in a row, on opening day in 1940 this pitcher posted a no-hitter.  This Indians pitcher put up 2 other no-hitters and 12 one-hitters in his long career.
ANSWER: Robert William Andrew "Bob" Feller (prompt on "The Heater from Van Meter" or "Bullet Bob" or "Rapid Robert")
[10] This legendary Yankees player ended his 56-game hitting streak in Cleveland on July 17, 1941.  He's sometimes called the Yankee Clipper.
ANSWER: Joseph Paul "Joe" DiMaggio (or Giuseppe Paolo DiMaggio, Jr.)
[10] Ted William’s famous .406 batting average in 1941 was boosted from .399 after he went 6-for-8 against this team in the last game of the season.  Frank "Home Run" Baker played 3rd base for them until 1914, and they played in Shibe Park.
ANSWER: Philadelphia Athletics (or Philadelphia A's or Philadelphia Mackmen; prompt on "Philadelphia", do not accept "Oakland Athletics")

 

19) Fiona is among the family members who move to Drogheda at the beginning of this series.  For 10 points each:
[10] Based on a novel by Colleen McCullough, this mini-series starred Richard Chamberlain as a Catholic priest who fell in love with Rachel Ward's character, Meggie Cleary. 
ANSWER: The Thorn Birds
[10] The Thorn Birds is set in this country, which is also the birthplace of the actor who played Conor on FOX’s Roar, Heath Ledger.  Nicole Kidman was in a 2008 film titled for this country.
ANSWER: Australia
[10] This veteran actress played Mary Carson in The Thorn Birds.  She earned an Emmy for a namesake drama series on ABC in the early '60s, but is better remembered for movie roles like Phyllis Dietrichson in 1944's Double Indemnity and Jean Harrington in The Lady Eve.
ANSWER: Barbara Stanwyck (or Rudy Catherine Stevens)

 

20) Early releases in the Trading Card Game in this universe included “Fossil” and “Jungle”.  For 10 points each:

[10] Name this card game universe, whose other releases include “Gym Heroes”, and whose specific cards include ones with Porygon2 and Professor Oak on them.
ANSWER: Pokemon Trading Card Game (or Pokemon TCG)
[10] The fifth set released for the Pokemon TCG was this one, which saw the introduction of Dark Pokemon like the American-only Dark Raichu.
ANSWER: Team Rocket
[10] In the original set, this fully evolved Psychic Pokemon possessed Confuse Ray and the ability to transfer damage counters between cards.  It was the highest level Pokemon you faced when battling Sabrina in Red and Blue.
ANSWER: Alakazam
21) His albums include Another Earthquake and a 2000 work subtitled Come Get It.  For 10 points each:

[10] Identify this star of the music video, “That’s How I Beat Shaq”, a one-time boyfriend of Lindsay Lohan.
ANSWER: Aaron Charles Carter
[10] Aaron's Party contained a cover of this song, originally by The Strangeloves.  Although Carter's version begins with a phone conversation with his brother, the original talks about "a girl who's soft and sweet / she's so fine, she can't be beat".
ANSWER: "I Want Candy"
[10] "Dance with Me", the first song off of Carter's latest album, features this rapper, who drew the ire of Yung Berg and released singles like "In the Ayer".
ANSWER: Flo Rida (or Tramar Dillard)
