Tossups:
1) Jim Danforth used the skills he gained doing special effects on this character’s show to create the film When Dinosaurs Ruled the Earth, and that show was directed by Raymond Peck.  The only videogame this character appeared in saw him taking on the Astrobots in a 2005 GBA offering by Namco.  The revival of his show by Lorimar-Telepictures introduced new characters like a mastodon named Denali and Tilly (*) the Chicken.  A real-life spoof of this character said things like “Get me a Murray Amsterdam, you idiot!” and “I’m [this character], damnit”.  Besides that SNL sketch starring Eddie Murphy, this brother of Minga hung out with a yellow dinosaur named Prickle.  He was frequently targeted by the evil Blockheads, and he also had a horse named Pokey.  For 10 points, name this star of a stop-motion animated program, a green clay figure.
ANSWER: Gumby
 

2) The Flaming Lips covered this song as the penultimate track on their iTunes Originals album, while it also appears on the first track of B-Sides and Rarities by Cake.  This song was originally to be the title track for an album containing the tracks "Rat Salad" and "Hand of Doom", while the outro of this song if officially titled (*) "Luke's Wall".  The title entities in this song are described as "treating people just like pawns in chess" and it asks, "why should they go out to fight".  The original title of this first track on 1970’s Paranoid was a reference to a Walpurgis Night, which still comes through in lyrics like, "Generals gathered in their masses / Just like witches at black masses."  For 10 points, identify this song by Black Sabbath, named for some animals.
ANSWER: "War Pigs"

 

3) The signature meal at this franchise was developed accidentally as a challenge to do "something different for a change" by Stewie Strange, bassist for Chuck Foster's Orchestra.  This chain expanded to the Mid-West thanks to an agreement with Dave Frish, while other regional franchise owners like Vip, Kip and Abdow (*) affixed their names to the beginning of this restaurant chain.  This franchise was later expanded into a concept dubbed a "drive-in coffee shop".  It was founded by a Mr. Wian, and named for its signature item, which itself was named for the six-year old Richard Woodruff.  One of the most recognizable elements of this franchise was famously seen on the radar screen in the beginning of the first Austin Powers film.  For 10 points, name this double-decker hamburger establishment known for its fat adolescent mascot.
ANSWER: Bob's Big Boy (or Big Boy Restaurants International)

 

4) Although this movie was originally to star Elsa Lanchester and Charles Laughton--and then Bette Davis and James Mason--producer Sam Spiegel secured its final leads.  In its opening scene, a cigar butt is eagerly snatched up by some youths after the male lead realizes it’s bad manners to smoke in church.  Soon thereafter, Robert Morley’s Samuel is killed (*) from a rifle butt to the head.  The female lead is told to “stay off the V’s” after learning her ports from starboards by a self-described jack-of-all-trades, master of none in this film.  Co-writer James Agee died before writing its ending, and it was based on a novel by C. S. Forester.  The two leads end up getting married by the captain of the Louisa after one of them builds a torpedo.  For 10 points, name this film starring Katharine Hepburn and Humphrey Bogart as Rosie and Charlie, titled for a boat used to blow up a German naval vessel in World War I.
ANSWER: The African Queen
 

5) Its second year saw a four week story arc where its protagonists were lost in the woods because the biscuits dropped by one character were eaten by the other.  Its supporting cast includes the lovers Philippe and Phoebe in addition to Dr. Woo and a fish named Sid.  Owing to its creator setting it in the "New Jersey (*) of my mind", the characters in this strip often go down the shore in the summer, where they encounter the foul-mouthed Crabby.  Its two main protagonists are introduced by Millie, who is the wife of Frank, and recurring features in this comic include "Shelter Stories".  Its first strip saw one of its main characters dropping his tongue to the floor after his owner, Ozzie, announces "Okay, we're home!"  For 10 points, name this comic strip by Patrick McDonnell centering on Mooch and Earl, two of the titular animals.
ANSWER: Mutts
 

6) The winning team in this series repeated the mantra "Fifteen Strong," and its coach was so confident in victory that he only packed one suit for its final leg.  Toward the end of its deciding game, that coach took his center out for 18 seconds so he couldn't be fouled until the two-minute mark, helping preserve a three-point win.  Having been demoralized by a 10-point outburst in 79 seconds (*) by Jerry Stackhouse in a Game 2 loss, the winning team came back from 13 down in the fourth quarter of Game 3 to win on Gary Payton's sole field goal.  The losing side's owner was fined $250,000 after Game 5 for criticizing both a non-call and for sending an opposing player to the line a record 25 times, the last of which came on a last-second questionable foul on Dirk Nowitzki.  For 10 points, name this series in which Shaq won his fourth title, a defeat of the Mavericks by Dwayne Wade and the Heat.
ANSWER: The 2006 NBA Finals
 

7) One character in this film is told to translate the line "these fuckers are going down dead or alive" in "your fake Ching-Chong language".  Besides that Ed Helms-played translator, it opens with “What a Wonderful World” being interrupted by one of the leads “taking the most incredible (*) dump of all time”.  The song “My Dick” plays as the leads in this film leave a party, while in its climax Vanessa is relieved of her embarrassment by one character reciting, “I fear that I will always be a lonely number”.  After the demise of chief antagonist Ron Fox, played by Rob Corddry, the protagonists are able to stop a wedding with the help of George W. Bush.  Like its predecessor, it had Neil Patrick Harris playing a parody of himself.  For 10 points, name this sequel to a film about going to White Castle.
ANSWER: Harold and Kumar Escape from Guantanamo Bay (or Harold and Kumar 2)

 

8) A faster, lesser known version of this song appeared before the song “Them Belly Full (But We Hungry)” on a 1974 studio album.  The most famous version of this song was played after “Lively Up Yourself” on the artist’s Live at Lyceum album.  Originally appearing on Natty Dread, Tata Ford (*) was given a song-writing credit on this song in an effort to pump money into Ford’s soup kitchen.  Its singer refers to a public housing project in which he lived in the line, “government yard in Trench Town”, and its first verse notes, “good friends we had, good friends we lost along the way”.  Before its chorus starts, the singer commands, “so dry your tears I said”, while elsewhere in the song the singer notes, “everything’s gonna be alright”.  For 10 points, name this Bob Marley & The Wailers song where the singer tells his female companion not to despair.

ANSWER: “No Woman, No Cry”

 

9) A mean-spirited reality show on this network saw a group of actors appear in a public service announcement for animal spaying after being told they'd star in a feature film; that show was Film Fakers.  Scott Sherwood and Betty Roberts were employees at a Pittsburgh radio station on this network's first original series, Remember WENN, while Thomas Haden Church and Robert Duvall played horse-drivers (*) on its Emmy winning mini-series, Broken Trail.  Andrew Lincoln will be playing Rick Grimes in its upcoming adaptation of The Walking Dead. A more famous series on this network introduced lawyer Saul Goodman in Season 2 and co-stars Aaron Paul as Jesse Pinkman.  That show on this network stars Emmy-winner Bryan Cranston as drug dealer Walter White.  For 10 points, name this network that airs Breaking Bad.

ANSWER: AMC (or American Movie Classics)

 

10) Late-round draft picks for this coach include defensive end Jamaal Green and a quarterback out of Delaware named Andy Hall.  Assistants to this coach include Special Teams Coordinator Bobby April and former Bills’ coach Dick Jauron.  In January, he made Howie Roseman his General Manager after (*) Tom Heckert departed for the Browns.  This former offensive tackle at BYU began his first year as head coach with Doug Pederson as starting quarterback, and has drafted players like Chris Gocong and Jason Avant.  Sean McDermott became this man’s Defensive Coordinator after the death of Jim Johnson, and he currently coaches players like Asante Samuel, Macho Harris and Trent Cole.  His team ended the most recent seasons with back to back losses against the Cowboys.  Responsible for signing a post-prison Michael Vick, for 10 points, name this Eagles head coach.
ANSWER: Andrew Walter “Andy” Reid
 

11) This character is once made a high priest after encountering Amelia Earheart and some Moai.  He serves as a guest judge for Embarrassing Idol, and also utters the line "better use the superior toothpaste" while filming an episode of Midtown Cowboy.  In one game, this character’s head is briefly separated from his body and replaced with that of former TV star Brady Culture, and when Hell freezes over he is allowed to answer a call from the (*) Commissioner.  In driving mini-games, he takes the wheel of the DeSoto when his partner wants to shoot.  He was generally a non-playable character in the episodic games “Ice State Santa” and “Abe Lincoln Must Die”, which were part of the Beyond Time and Space series.  Often referred to as “Little Buddy”, for 10 points, name this freelance police officer and partner of Sam in a series of adventure games.

ANSWER: Max
 

12) Dorien Wilson played Warrington Steele, the "obnoxious rich ex-boyfriend" of Wendy Raquel Robinson’s character on this series.  One of the lead actors on this show cross dressed for a few appearances as Grandma Puddin', while its main character was fond of mentioning his tricked out Hyundai.  The protagonist of this series used to be in a band (*) with the Hightops, while Stanley Kuznocki frequently carried around a boombox and was nicknamed "Bullethead".  Its final episode saw Lovita and her husband winning the lottery, while the main character moved to California to go after Regina.  It also features a gym teacher at Booker T. Washington High School played by Cedric the Entertainer.  For 10 points, name this WB sitcom starring an Original King of Comedy.
ANSWER: The Steve Harvey Show
 

13) Grammy-winning music produced in this year includes George Jones’ country hit “Choices” and Tom Waits’ Best Contemporary Folk Album, Mule Variations.  An album named for this year contained tracks like “Let’s Pretend We’re Married” and “Lady Cab Driver”, (*) while a song with this name was released with the popular B-Side, "How Come U Don't Call Me Anymore".  That song of this name begins, "I was dreaming when I wrote this", and has a chorus that notes, "oops, out of time".  This year also saw the release of the album Supernatural, which helped Carlos Santana win a record-tying 8 Grammys, and the release of the album ...Baby One More Time.  Also naming an album containing the track “Little Red Corvette”, for 10 points, we’re going to party like it’s this year in what Prince song?

ANSWER: 1999
 

14) After appearing in Brand X and starring in his first role, as on-the-lamb Irishman Jo Bronco Bullfrog, this actor did not appear in another film until he played Rodeo in Bob Dylan's Renaldo and Clara.  This actor's narration work includes 2001's Kurosawa and 2006's Charlotte's Web.  His more recent roles have included supervising "Guns", "Specter" and "Token" as Captain Cummings in Stealth, (*) and playing Frank, the older brother of Brad Pitt in The Assassination of Jesse James by the Coward Robert Ford.  He's also played financier and Senator James Reisman in Swordfish, and he both directed and wrote the screenplay for the films Far North and Silent Tongue.  Also known for writing plays like Buried Child and True West, for 10 points, name this director and actor who played Chuck Yeager in The Right Stuff.

ANSWER: Sam Shepard (or Samuel Shepard Rogers)

 

15) A Mexican band of this name had brief cross-over success with the song "Labios Compartidos", while in Mermaid Saga, a character of this name was raised in a hut and teams up with Yuta.  A videogame series known in America by this word usually involves rescuing Elemental Spirits and is called Seiken Densetsu in Japan. (*)  That series named for this word was an offshoot of Final Fantasy Adventure for the Game Boy, and subsequent releases have been titled "Friends of" and "Heroes of" this.  Cards like Scrubland and Swamp provide this in a Richard Garfield-developed game.  For 10 points, identify this word that names the resource produced by lands in Magic: The Gathering.
ANSWER: Mana
 

16) One character he played stated "my grandmother has more attitude than you!" as Frank Sachs in a film also starring Greg Kinnear.  Leading roles of this actor include border patrolman and former gang member Michael Dixon in Kevin Bray's 2008 film, Linewatch, as well as school janitor Cromer Stylers (*) alongside Spencer Breslin in the film, Harold.  Other roles include heroic Petty Officer Doris Miller in a Michael Bay war film.  Probably his best known character frequently uses the word "quan" and states that "You tell me to eat lima beans, I'll eat lima beans".  Also starring in Men of Honor and Snow Dogs, for 10 points, name this actor best known for playing Rod Tidwell, an Arizona Cardinals wide receiver who gets Jerry Maguire to yell "Show me the money!"
ANSWER: Cuba Gooding, Jr.

 

17) This group asks, “what’s that riding on your everything” in a song that appeared in a Nissan Quest commercial and have released the EP’s, No One's First and You're Next, and The Fruit That Ate Itself.  After Drummer Jeremiah Green rejoined this band in 2004, they went on a tour that eventually produced the album Baron (*) Bon Bullshit Rides Again.  "3rd Planet" was a minor hit from their 2000 album, and they debuted with the album, This is a Long Drive For Someone with Nothing to Think About.  After adding former Smiths guitarist Johnny Marr to their retinue, this band produced "Dashboard" for 2007’s We Were Dead Before the Ship Even Sank.  For 10 points, name this Isaac Brock-fronted group, whose album Good News For People Who Love Bad News spawned the hit, "Float On".
ANSWER: Modest Mouse
 

18) A cologne inspired by this product with a scent for "highly-creative people" was released for its 50th anniversary in 2007.  Currently available playsets for this line of toys on Amazon include Doggy Doctor and the Octopus Playset, the latter of which comes with "Lobster Scissors".  "Interchangeable heads" and several hair options are present in the popular Fuzzy (*) Pumper Crazy Cuts Playset.  The Coco-Nutty Monkey Playset in this line allows kids to press on the monkey’s tail to have him create bananas.  Homemade knock-off varieties of this toy are often made from cream of tartar.  Picnic, Animal Activities and Beach Creations are three of the many types of buckets available for this product that was originally used as wallpaper cleaner.  For 10 points, name this toy line that allows children to model colorful creations.
ANSWER: Play-Doh
 

19) One syndicated update to this show starred Mike Darrow and saw heavy promotion by Buick.  Supporting cast members on the original included assistant Lynn Dollar and lexographer Bergen Evans, who also appeared on The Last Word.  Catherine Kreitzer's appearance on this show led her to be selected to do Bible (*) readings on The Ed Sullivan Show, while other popular contestants included policeman Redmond O'Hanlon and jockey Billy Pearson.  Its roots dated back to the radio program Take It or Leave It, and after a certain threshold contestants came back to answer just one prompt a week.  Hosted by Hal March, contestants were put into the Revlon Isolation Booth after they obtained more than $8,000.  For 10 points, name this '50s game show that had contestants attempt to answer the titular big-money inquiry.
ANSWER: The $64,000 Question
 

20) In high school, he played in an outfield that also included Vada Pinson and Frank Robinson, and late in his career he signed with the Senators in exchange for players like Greg Goossen and Gene Martin.  This player was both Gaylord Perry's final strikeout and the man who caught Ray Washburn's final out to end baseball’s only back-to-back no-hitters. (*)  His most famous trade packaged him with teammates Byron Browne and Tim McCarver for players like slugger Dick Allen.  He stated "after twelve years in the major leagues, I do not feel I am a piece of property to be bought and sold irrespective of my wishes" in a letter to Commissioner Bowie Kuhn following a trade to Philadelphia.  On the field he is notorious for dropping a fly ball hit by Jim Northrup that probably cost the Cardinals the 1968 World Series.  For 10 points, name this player who challenged baseball's reserve clause.
ANSWER: Curt Flood
 

21) A Game Boy Color game about this activity allowed players to repair damage while sacrificing speed by pressing A and B at the same time.  The Grand Reefs and Watchtower Run appear in a PS2 game centering on "Revenge" in this activity, while an N64 game about this activity could be played with two controllers using the "RRDUAL" code.  A Sega-developed arcade game centering on this activity was built on the Hikaru Hardware and was controlled by moving two (*) throttles back and forth; that game pitted players against Ben Quadinaros on tracks like the Pixelito Challenge.  The aforementioned N64 game also featured Pit Droids and the Boonta Classic.  All games centering on this activity have featured rival racer Sebulba, as well as tracks on Tatooine.  For 10 points, name this competition that Anakin Skywalker participated in during The Phantom Menace.
ANSWER: Pod Racing 

Bonuses:

 

1) Identify the following about some players who played college ball with the Cornhuskers, for 10 points each.

[10] Although he went from being a backup with the Chiefs to a stint with Hamburg in NFL Europe in 2005, this player had a much more successful college career, earning a Heisman as QB for the Cornhuskers in 2001.

ANSWER: Eric Eugene Crouch
[10] Junior Miller was an accomplished player at this position while at Nebraska.  Some leaders at this position in 2009 were Vanderbilt’s Brandon Barden and Iowa’s Tony Moeaki.
ANSWER: Tight End (prompt on “End”, do not accept “Defensive End”)
[10] This teammate of Heisman winner Mike Rozier at Nebraska would go on to catch the only touchdown scored by the Patriots in Super Bowl XX [20].  This wide receiver had productive late years with the Eagles and Redskins before retiring in 2001.

ANSWER: Irving Fryar
 

2) Home-made camouflage bikinis help save the business of a bikini shop named for this place in a terrible ‘80s sex comedy.  For 10 points each:

[10] Identify this place, whose “princes” Brandon and Brody Jenner were chronicled in a short-lived Fox reality series.
ANSWER: Malibu, California
[10] Besides The Malibu Bikini Shop, the only other hit for the keyword "Bikini Store" on IMDB as of July 3rd, 2009, is the 2003 Team Ninja videogame titled for this activity.   
ANSWER: Beach Volleyball (prompt on Volleyball)
[10] Meanwhile, the third highest rated result for another Malibu Bikini Shop keyword, "Beautiful Women", returns this Steven Moffat-created British comedy series.  Billed as the British version of Friends, characters included Sally, Susan and Steve.
ANSWER: Coupling
 

3) This San Antonio native behind Shut Up and Die Like an Aviator scored his biggest hit with "Guitar Town" and also appeared as Walon on The Wire.  For 10 points each:
[10] Name this country artist, who released the 1987 album Exit 0 with his backing band, The Dukes.
ANSWER: Stephen Fain "Steve" Earle
[10] In addition to co-writing the track "Go Amanda" with this artist, Steve Earle teamed up with her to perform an edited duet of "Time Has Come Today".  You may know her better for the 1994 hit, "All I Wanna Do".
ANSWER: Sheryl Suzzane Crow
[10] With Richard Rodney Bennett, Earle co-wrote the song "Some Blue Moon" for this other country artist.  She also had a hit with his "A Little Bit in Love" and had her best crossover success with the 1993 album, Only What I Feel.
ANSWER: Patty Loveless (or Patty Lee Ramey)

 

4) Identify the following about some shows related to baseball, for 10 points each.
[10] Created by Will Ferrell’s Gary Sanchez Productions, this show centers on Kenny Powers, played by Danny McBride, a washed out pitcher now working as a gym teacher.
ANSWER: Eastbound & Down
[10] The short-lived CBS show Clubhouse was based on the memoirs of Matthew McGough, who served as a bat boy for this team.  A real-life member of this team, Nick Swisher, appeared on a How I Met Your Mother episode.
ANSWER: New York Yankees
[10] The baseball anime Big Windup! is produced by FUNimation, whose more notable non-baseball animes include this show whose five episodes appeared on SpikeTV in 2007.  Justice killed the father of Samuel L. Jackson’s character on this show.
ANSWER: Afro Samurai
 

5) Answer some questions about movies that scored huge ratings when they debuted on television, for 10 points each.
[10] One of the most-watched Made-For-TV movies of all time was a 1976 film of this name that aired on CBS.  The Vincent Bugliosi book on which it was based is titled for a song whose chorus notes, “you may be a lover, but you ain’t no dancer”.
ANSWER: Helter Skelter
[10] Lots of people tuned in to watch this Alfred Hitchcock film on television.  Based on a short-story by Daphne du Maurier, the title creatures attack San Francisco residents like Tippi Hedren's Melanie Daniels.
ANSWER: The Birds
[10] This woman played abortion doctor Beth Thompson in HBO’s highly successful If These Walls Could Talk.  She was Elsa in 1999’s Tea with Mussolini.
ANSWER: Cher (or Cherilyn Sarkisian)

 

6) Answer some questions about everyone’s favorite pop music filter, Auto-Tune, for 10 points each.
[10] The artist probably most associated with Auto-Tune is this rapper behind the songs “I’m N Luv (Wit a Stripper)” and “Buy You a Drank”.  He even has an Auto-Tune-like app you can download for the iPhone.
ANSWER: T-Pain (or Faheem Rasheed Najm)
[10] Jay-Z’s “D. O. A. (Death of Auto-Tune)” quotes from this song in its hook.  It’s pretty much the only song of note by the British band, Steam. 
ANSWER: “Na Na Hey Hey Kiss Him Goodbye”
[10] PopSugar.com has a picture of this artist wearing a shirt reading “Auto Tune is for Pussies”.  She tried to adopt the alter-ego of Baby Jane on her album Back to Basics.

ANSWER: Christina Maria Aguilera
 

7) [CG] Its teams include the Kansas City Explorers, New York Sportimes and a team that Elton John wrote a song for, the Philadelphia Freedoms. For 10 points each:

[10] Name this professional tennis league founded in 1973, that used to feature four-color courts, and now features such notable players as Maria Sharapova, Venus Williams and Martina Navratilova.

ANSWER: World Team Tennis (accept Team Tennis)

[10] This man started playing for the Sacramento Capitals of the WTT in 2009.  He defeated Ivan Lendl in five sets at the 1989 French Open.
ANSWER: Michael Te-Pei Chang
[10] This player is the biggest name playing for the Boston Lobsters.   This American fell to Fernando Gonzalez in the semi-finals of the Beijing Olympics.
ANSWER: James Riley Blake
 

 8) Identify the following about some games that appear on WiiWare, for 10 points each.
[10] One of the earliest big-name WiiWare games was My Life as a King, a follow-up to this series' Crystal Chronicles.  Other spinoffs from this series include the Tactics and the Chocobo series.
ANSWER: Final Fantasy
[10] One can download episodic games titled for this web character as part of his Cool Games For Attractive People series.  Entries include “Baddest of the Bad” and “8-Bit is Enough”.

ANSWER: Strong Bad
[10] This critically acclaimed Metroid-esque platformer originally created by Japanese developer Pixel was finally ported to WiiWare by Nicalis in March.  Misery and Balrog are two of the underlings of the Doctor in this game.
ANSWER: Cave Story
 

9) Identify the following about a certain superhero film, for 10 points each.

[10] Played by Jennifer Garner, the title character of this Marvel film had earlier appeared in Daredevil.
ANSWER: Elektra
[10] Elektra also stars Goran Visnjic, whose voice over work includes playing Soto, the antagonist in the first movie in this series.  Its even crappier second film saw Queen Latifah voicing Ellie.
ANSWER: Ice Age
[10] Elektra was killed at the end of Daredevil by this villain, who tells her, “You’re good… but me, I’m magic”.
ANSWER: Bullseye (or Lester)

 

10) Identify the following about some fast-casual restaurant chains, for 10 points each.

[10] Once owned by McDonalds, this Mexican restaurant chain is named for a certain type of pepper.
ANSWER: Chipotle Mexican Grill
[10] The main gimmick of this Texas-based restaurant, besides the rock and roll theme, is that the burgers are first given to diners face-up so that they can decorate them at the toppings bar.
ANSWER: Fuddruckers
[10] Fanatics of this burger joint have their hearts "skip a beat when [they] see a grease stained brown paper bag".  Founded by the Murrells, they offer free peanuts at their stores.
ANSWER: Five Guys
 

11) Answer some more questions about these superficially related TV shows, for 10 points each.
[10] Based on a character played by Clifton Webb in the 1940s, this '80s show on ABC featured frequent guest appearances by Robert Goulet.  The children on this show were named Kevin, Heather and Wesley.
ANSWER: Mr. Belvedere
[10] The titular palomino on this series was owned by architect Wilbur Post, played by Alan Young.  Rock Lane provided the voice for the talking creature at the center of this show.
ANSWER: Mr. Ed
[10] A show of this name appeared on ABC for a half season in 1969.  It was based on a 1936 Frank Capra movie of the same name starring Gary Cooper as the titular character, who was sometimes called "Cinderella Man".  
ANSWER: Mr. Deeds Goes to Town
12) During their June 11, 2003 game against the Yankees, the Houston Astros set a record for pitchers used during a no-hitter.  For 10 points each:

[10] The game was started by this man, who left in the second inning with a groin injury.  He won 20 games each for the Astros in 2004 and 2005.

ANSWER: Roy Oswalt
[10] The perfect sixth and seventh innings were pitched by this then-middle reliever, who gained more fame going 48-for-48 in save situations as part of the Phillies’ 2008 World Series run.

ANSWER: Brad Lidge
[10] This set-up man for Billy Wagner struck out all four [sic] hitters he faced in the eighth inning.  Currently with the White Sox, his career peaked as the A’s closer in 2004, when he had 22 saves.

ANSWER: Octavio Dotel

[10] Played by Daniel Davis, this character was the butler for the Sheffields.  Although in the early seasons he despised C.C., he ended up marrying her later in the series.
ANSWER: Niles the Butler
[10] One of the many famous guest stars on the Nanny was this musician, who played Sammy, the fiancé of Fran’s grandmother, Yetta.  He played a pawn shop owner in The Blues Brothers.
ANSWER: Ray Charles
 

14) Identify the following about some extravagant box sets, for 10 points each.
[10] The Beacon Box by this group contains an astonishing 45 discs, representing their entire set of shows played at the Beacon Theatre in 2009.  Their hits include “Melissa” and “Little Martha” from Eat a Peach.
ANSWER: Allman Brothers Band
[10] For the low, low price of $495 you can pick up Minotaur, the 25 pound mega set by this alt-rock band.  Naturally it includes all the songs from their albums Doolittle and Come On Pilgrim.
ANSWER: The Pixies
[10] This group's 2009 box set contains not only selections from their previous albums like Insomniac and Dookie, but also tracks from their weird alter-egos The Network and Foxboro Hot Tubs.  It doesn’t contain the stage versions of American Idiot, though.
ANSWER: Green Day
 

15) Identify the following about Blaxploitation, for 10 points each.
[10] This movie had a sequel sometimes known as The Human Tornado, while the original starred Rudy Ray Moore as the title character, who battled Willie Green with the help of whorehouse runner Queen Bee.
ANSWER: Dolemite
[10] This character hilariously appeared "Among the Jews" in a 1972 novel, but he's way better known for his film appearances where he was played by Richard Roundtree.  Those films saw him have a "Big Score" and be "In Africa" and were accompanied by an Isaac Hayes theme song.
ANSWER: Shaft
[10] This actor earned his nickname of "The Hammer" by appearing in 1972's Hammer.  He also played Duke Johnson in the "silly and vicious" Bucktown and is probably best known for playing Tommy Gibbs in Larry Cohen's Black Caesar.
ANSWER: Fred Williamson
 

16) Identify the following about the 3-Point Contest at the 2009 Final Four, for 10 points each.
[10] The winner of the contest was Jack McClinton, who holds the all-ACC record in three-point field goal percentage as a member of this team.  They're coached by Frank Haith.
ANSWER: University of Miami Hurricanes (prompt on just “Miami”; accept answers like “The University of Miami located in Florida”)
[10] Runner up in contest was Erik Kangas, who attends this Michigan school.  Despite its name, the school isn’t located in a city whose football team fell to the Bucs in Super Bowl XXXVII [37].
ANSWER: Oakland University
[10] John Grotberg, who put up the second most points in the first round, attends this Division III school coached by David Arseneault.
ANSWER: Grinnell College

 

17) Answer some questions about web comics featured in Ted Rall's Attitude 3: The New Subversive Online Cartoonists, for 10 points each.
[10] This Nicholas Gurewitch comic with a religious name originated in a Syracuse student newspaper, and is known for the minimalist white features on its characters.  You used to be able to buy its Trial of Colonel Sweeto and Other Stories graphic novel on Amazon.
ANSWER: The Perry Bible Fellowship
[10] Created by Ryan North, this comic, which can be found on qwantz.com, is known for using the same artwork in pretty much every comic.  Its eponymous creatures include Utahraptor and T-Rex.
ANSWER: Dinosaur Comics
[10] Dinosaur Comics was involved in a three-way April Fool’s Day prank with xkcd and this other comic in 2008.  Created by Jeph Jacques, its cast includes Dora, Faye and Marten.
ANSWER: Questionable Content (or QC)

 

18) Pretend you’re at ACF Nationals and answer some questions about VH1 Reality Shows, for 10 points each.
[10] To date, this former TV star has appeared in two namesake reality series, the first one with life coach Dr. Alison Arnold and his dumb friends Jason Hervey and Johnny V.  Those shows centered on him being “Single” and “Pregnant”.
ANSWER: Scott Vincent James Baio
[10] Before Flavor Flav got his own show with Flavor of Love, he starred in this Surreal Life spin-off with Brigitte Nielsen.  Nielsen eventually chose Mattia Dessi over Flav.
ANSWER: Strange Love
[10] The sixth season of Celebrity Fit Club saw this actress as one of the contestants.  Besides appearing in the TV movie Laker Girls, her most famous television character, Jennifer, was the sitcom sister of Mallory.
ANSWER: Tina Yothers
 

19) This song received new lyrics from Hugo Peretti and Luigi Creatore at RCA Records.  For 10 points each:
[10] Name this song adapted from the Zulu song, "Wimoweh", and set "In the jungle, the mighty jungle".
ANSWER: "The Lion Sleeps Tonight"
[10] "The Lion Sleeps Tonight" was a number one hit for this group at the end of 1961.  This Brooklyn-based group has earlier found mild success with "Tonight I Fell in Love".
ANSWER: The Tokens
[10] "The Lion Sleeps Tonight" was sampled on "You All Dat" by this group, a track that followed their biggest hit.  That aforementioned big hit by this band begins, “When the party was nice, the party was jumpin’” and was sung by Rik Carey.
ANSWER: Baha Men
 

20) This actress played Dot Woods in The Interpreter.  For 10 points each:
[10] Name this American actress, who played a character who sold things for people on eBay opposite Steve Carell in The 40-Year-Old Virgin.
ANSWER: Catherine Ann Keener
[10] Catherine Keener played Lee, the wife of David Hyde Pierce in this crappy and hastily made Steven Soderbergh movie, which also saw Julia Roberts' character interviewing movie star Blair Underwood.
ANSWER: Full Frontal
[10] Keener's first starring film role saw her playing Yvonne alongside this actor in Johnny Suede.  His other roles include Jerry Welbach in The Mexican and gym employee Chad Feldheimer in Burn After Reading.
ANSWER: William Bradly "Brad" Pitt
 

21) Identify the following about Internet personality Ze Frank [“say-frank”], for 10 points each.

[10] Ze Frank has recently launched a series with this name.  Patrick Allen starred in a short-lived TV show based on a classic novel of this name, in which you can find the characters James Harthouse and Sissy Jupe.
ANSWER: Hard Times
[10] After a not so successful venture out to Hollywood, Ze Frank started a new series on the website for this long-running news magazine.  This publication is known for an annual award given to people like "The Whistleblowers", "The American Soldiers" and "You".
ANSWER: Time Magazine (or Time.com)
[10] Ze Frank once served as a guest host on Fair Game, which is produced by this radio production company.  This company produces Studio 360, The Sound of Young America and The World.
