Tossups:

 

1) Jeff, a stopper with this last name, teamed up with Jim Gott to comprise a solid bullpen for Pittsburgh in 1988.  Another Pirates pitcher with this surname was a Silver Slugger who put up an impressive 14-6 rookie season in 1978 before fizzling out.  Besides Dan, a man named Wilbert (*) with this last name managed the Dodgers to some pennants in the teens.  Another player with this surname was nicknamed "Hoover" for his dominant defense in the 1970 World Series against the Reds; he also picked up the starting role from George Kell and was the AL's starting All-Star third baseman from 1960 to 1975.  The most famous player with this surname was antagonized by Ben Chapman in his first season and originally started at first base because teammate Eddie Stanky played second.  Also the surname of an Orioles third baseman named Brooks, for 10 points, name this surname of Jackie.

ANSWER: Robinson
 

2) Strangely, this song was made a hit in West Germany when its lyrics were translated to being an anti-drug tale about Conny Kramer by Juliane Werding.  One of the most popular covers of this song inadvertently removed a reference to Stoneman’s Calvary (*) and was a #3 hit for Joan Baez in 1971.  In the original, the singer declares that “I don’t mind chopping wood”.  Despite being written by Robbie Robertson, a Canadian, it begs Vergil to “quick, come see, there go the Robert E. Lee”, and its chorus notes that the “bells were ringing … and the people were singing” on the titular date.  Originally recorded by a group also well-known for the hit “The Weight”, for 10 points, name this 1969 song by The Band about the fall of the Confederacy.

ANSWER: “The Night They Drove Old Dixie Down”

 

3) This character helps save the life of his chief antagonist after a barn falls on him in "Ill Wind" and in Season 3 rides the same bus with that antagonist's wife, Marie.  The actor most famous for playing him previously starred as the title character on the TV version of Richard Diamond, Private Detective, while Tim Daly played him (*) in a short-lived 2000s revival.  He constantly tried to find the one-armed Fred Johnson and was the main character in "The Judgment, Conclusion", a record-setting final episode.  Played by David Janssen on TV, a 1993 film adaptation of this character saw him pitted against Tommy Lee Jones' Samuel Gerard and being played by Harrison Ford.  For 10 points, name this wrongly-convicted criminal, the protagonist of The Fugitive. 
ANSWER: Richard Kimble (prompt on "The Fugitive")

 

4) During its prototyping stage, games like "Safari" and "Pantomimic" were developed, and Chuck Foley and Neil Rabens both take credit for developing it.  A Beastie Boys-esque song of this name appears on Weird Al's Even Worse album, and Rachel is cheered up by playing (*) this game on the Friend's episode "The One with George Stephanopoulos”.  Although it was originally pulled from Sears, a demonstration of this game on The Tonight Show in 1966 created a surge of popularity for it.  Bill and Ted are able to escape from Hell by defeating The Devil in this game.  Except for the "caller" who operates the spinner, players in this "Stockin' Feet" game play on a colored vinyl surface.  For 10 points, identify this Milton-Bradley game that requires players to place hands and feet on dots of certain colors.
ANSWER: Twister
 

5) Louis Del Grande played Frank Stonehouse opposite Edward James Olmos’ and Vincent D’Onofrio in a made-for-TV version of this movie.  Its screenplay, by The Postman writer Brian Hegeland, was adapted from a novel by John Godey.  One character in this film describes his profession as a "rodeo clown...[keeping] the bull from focusing on what he really wants to do" and is played by John Turturro. (*)  The central villain's henchman Ramos is played by Luis Guzman, while the villain himself once hung out with a Lithuanian ass model before being implicated in a Wall Street embezzlement scheme.  It was directed by Tony Scott, and was based on a 1974 film with bad guys named Mr. Green and Mr. Blue and starring Robert Shaw and Walter Matthau.  For 10 points, name this 2009 remake starring John Travolta and Denzel Washington, about a hostage situation on a namesake New York train.
ANSWER: The Taking of Pelham 123
 

6) With his brother Adam, this man produced an ultimately not picked-up 2008 pilot about a Baltimore EMT called Night Life.  More notable television endeavors have seen him playing the character Phillip Litt on a show starring Jason Bateman, an actor he'd also share time with as Tom Reilly in the film Fast Track.  The similarity in appearance of this voiceover artist for (*) Cottonelle toilet paper commercials to Girls Gone Wild creator Joe Francis led him to being cast as the producer of Girls with Low Self Esteem on Arrested Development.  His best known television character had a fling with Tara Reid's Danni Sullivan and a kid with Kim Briggs; that character by this actor is also called Bambi and has an on-and-off again relationship with Dr. Elliot Reid.  For 10 points, identify this actor who played J.D. on Scrubs.
ANSWER: Zach Braff
 

7) This person put in a presidential bid under the name Prime Minister Yah Mon, while in an interview he sarcastically says "next question" after being asked "How long's it take to do your hair?"  In one special, he claimed that he gave Michael Strahan the gap between his teeth while wearing an enormous pair of sunglasses as Dr. Do Itch Big.  Other personas include Dolemite Jenkins, (*) Coconut Jones and Choo Choo, the last of whom was a dance instructor who taught "Santana that little move he be doin'".  This Miami alum was traded from the Broncos for Champ Bailey and subsequently went on to badmouth his coach, Jim Zorn, in 2008.  For 10 points, name this eccentric Redskins running back.
ANSWER: Clinton Earl Portis
 

10) The video for this song begins with the band watching the televisions at Hi-Fi TV Naon before they use blowdarts to incapacitate some attractive women, and this song plays to a tune similar to the Pet Shop Boys’ “In the Night”.  Two gay Parisians are captured by band members dressed up as monkeys (*) in its video; those band members include vocalist on the song, Jimmy Pop.  It begins, “I’d appreciate your input”.  In the second verse, the singer states "Let me be Pacific" and declares "B-5 you sunk my battleship", while the first verse contains the line, "Yes I'm Siskel, yes I'm Ebert and you're getting two thumbs up".  The singer also proposes doing it doggy-style so that "we can both watch X-Files".  For 10 points, name this song by the Bloodhound Gang whose chorus states, "You and me baby ain't nothing but mammals, so let's do it like they do on the Discovery Channel".
ANSWER: "The Bad Touch"

 

9) "Shaky Love" was a song from a rap supergroup of this name featuring artists Killah Priest and Ras Kass.  A professional wrestling group of this name in the mid '80s broke the nose of Ricky Morton and the ankle of Dusty Rhodes and saw the Andersons joining up with Ric Flair.  Wolverine was once recruited into a group of this name to fight (*) Sabretooth, although its third incarnation featured Polaris, Sunfire and Gambit.  One member of a sports group of this name later coached at Fordham where he'd create the 7 Blocks of Granite; that group contained Don Miller and Harry Stuhldreher, who were part of a 1924 backfield under Knute Rockne at Notre Dame.  For 10 points, identify this name shared by a Marvel group containing War, Famine, Pestilence and Death.

ANSWER: Four Horsemen of the Apocalypse

 

10) The Special Edition DVD of this film contains the highly-praised contemporary promotion "The Making of a Blockbuster", and in one scene Dan Bigelow brags he used to "run the 100 in 10 flat".  One character in this film is asked if he has "any silk or wool (*) manufacturers" and is named Harry Jernigan.  A memorable scene in this film comes when an elevator opens in front of Norman Burton's character, Giddings.  Directed by both John Guillermin and Irwin Allen, this film also co-starred Fred Astaire as con-man Harlee Claiborne, plus Faye Dunaway in the leading female role.  Its climax comes when plastic explosives are used to set off a detonation in the Promenade Room.  Starring Paul Newman as Doug Roberts and Steve McQueen as Chief Michael O'Hallorhan, for 10 points, name this classic action film about a fire in a skyscraper.
ANSWER: The Towering Inferno
 

11) One character on this show warned that it should be canceled following an ominous prophecy that culminated in her spontaneous combustion, while another ended up killing Peter Mayhew after he was insulted by a Chewbacca growl and was named Zatar the Alien.  This show, created by Eric Fogel, (*) originally aired as a short on Cartoon Sushi and saw Debbie Matenopoulos playing herself.  Its two stars had a rivalry with Sam Donaldson, while it also starred an animated version of Mills Lane.  It spawned a special during the 1998 Super Bowl featuring main characters Nick Diamond and Johnny Gomez along with the "Top-Forty Tussle" between Hanson and the Spice Girls.  For 10 points, name this MTV show which pitted various stars against each other in mortal combat.
ANSWER: Celebrity Deathmatch
 

12) International players drafted in this year included Australia’s David Andersen and eventual Warriors wash out Jiri Welsch.  The Eastern Conference Finals in this year saw Boston go on a massive 41-16 rally in the fourth quarter of game three before ultimately losing in six.  The NCAA Tournament held in this year saw (*) Antonio Gates lead Kent State to the Elite Eight.  Ralph Nader wrote a letter to David Stern complaining about the poor officiating in a playoff game of this year, which saw Vlade Divac and Scot Pollard ejected but Kobe Bryant not penalized for elbowing Mike Bibby in the nose.  The Bulls took Jay Williams in the draft of this year, whose NCAA Tournament was won by a team containing Chris Wilcox and Juan Dixon.  The year in which Yao Ming was drafted, for 10 points, name this year where the Lakers swept the Nets in the finals and Maryland won the NCAA Tournament.
ANSWER: 2002
 

13) After one character in this film has a skydiving accident, she gets a friend to "make sure they don't call my mother", while another person reveals he "bikes everywhere" and owns a software company after the first meeting of the titular group.  The opening scene in this film centers on the burial of a beloved dog, and shortly thereafter high school French teacher Prudie, played by Emily Blunt, is told her first trip to Paris has been canceled.  This Robin Swicord film (*) also stars Kathy Baker as Bernadette, who has been divorced six times, and, Hugh Dancy, who plays Grigg, the only male member of the titular group.  Based on a novel by Karen Joy Fowler, the semi-titular figure in this work was also the subject of a different movie released in the same year starring Anne Hathaway.  For 10 points, name this movie where the characters set up a group to discuss works like Emma and Northanger Abbey.
ANSWER: The Jane Austen Book Club
 

14) This food titles a song whose chorus states, "I ain't getting out of bed today", which appeared on Sublime's final studio album.  The songs "I'm Gay" and "High School Never Ends" appear on a Bowling for Soup album called The Great [this item] Extortion Case.  A band with this food stuff in its title saw Bernie Leadon (*) take over on vocals for their second album, a 1970 release called [This Food] Deluxe.  Earlier, that group with this food in their name recorded "Juanita" and "Christine's Tune" for their debut album, The Gilded Palace of Sin.  That group with this food in its name was formed by ex-Byrds members Gram Parsons and Chris Hillman and was called "The Flying [this food] Brothers".  For 10 points, name this oft-microwaved Mexican food.
ANSWER: Burrito
 

15) A red version of this system was released in Japan along with the adver-game, Coca Cola Kid.  American-released exclusives for this system included Poker Face Paul, while the pack-in game for this system saw an arcade sequel titled The Voyage Through Time and featured a special item called the Magic Jewel.  Black's Dice Maze was removed from the version of Gunstar Heroes (*) for this system, and it was the exclusive platform for Lunar: Walking School.  One commercial for this system saw a fat kid playing its chief rival before smacking himself in the head with a dead squirrel to get one of this system's main features, and it notably featured a TV Tuner accessory.  This portable system saw a port of Ecco: The Tides of Time and was succeeded by the Mega Jet and the Nomad.  For 10 points, name this early Sega handheld.
ANSWER: Sega Game Gear
 

16) Adrienne McLean's biography about being this actress described "The Family Life of Hollywood's Unhappiest Star".  Critics hated her in Affair in Trinidad, and she also flopped in her final musical, Pal Joey.  Her final film outright, The Wrath of God, saw her forgetting lines due to Alzheimer’s.  One of her most famous roles sees her character receiving the inheritance of Ballin Mundson (*) and then marrying Glenn Ford's Johnny Farrell, and she also played the title role in 1953’s Salome.  Her first husband encouraged her to dye her hair and change her last name from Cansino, while with her second husband, this woman starred in The Lady From Shanghai.  Her string of short-lived marriages included eloping with producer James Hill and Prince Aly Khan, while from 1943 until 1947 she was married to Orson Welles.  For 10 points, name this actress, the star of 1946's Gilda.

ANSWER: Rita Hayworth (accept Margarita Carmen Cansino before mentioned)

 

17) [CG] As a youth, he and Jermaine Gonzales were put into a training program by P. J. Patterson.  Later, he got arrested for hiding in the back of a van instead of preparing for a contest, affecting his relationship with mentor Pablo McNeill. Under his coach, Glen Mills, he tied a record set by Obadele Thompson, (*) and earned gold at the 2002 World Junior Championships.  He has suffered injuries from car accidents several times, but he would go on to win an event at the Manchester Great City Games just 6 months after the most recent accident.  He participated on a gold-medal winning team with Nesta Carter, Michael Frater and Asafa Powell and had a reaction time of 0.165 seconds in his first gold performance.  For 10 points, name this man who, despite pulling up early, beat out Tyler Gay to set an Olympic record of 9.69 seconds in the 100 meters in Beijing.

ANSWER: Usain St. Leo Bolt
 

18) One National League team from this city disbanded in 1877 after it was revealed that four players on it threw games to allow Boston to claim the title.  Alex Sanders pitched a no-hitter against Baltimore for a later National League team based in this city, and Fred Clarke was that team's best hitter.   A university based in this city was the alma mater of Angel McCoughtry (*) and was runner-up in the 2009 NCAA Women’s Tournament.  The aforementioned baseball teams from here were the Grays and the Colonels.  A university based in this city was guided to a 2006-07 Orange Bowl victory by future Atlanta Falcons coach Bobby Petrino.  More famously, that university in this city saw Pervis Ellison lead his team to a 1986 NCAA championship under coach Denny Crum.  For 10 points, name this city, home to Churchill Downs.  

ANSWER: Louisville, Kentucky

 

19) Andrew Leahey praised this group's "Jodie Foster-like” lead singer's performance on a 2008 song that states "the reds and whites and abused / the crucified USA".  Their live album, Day Old Belgian Blues, featured the early track, “Trani”.  This group’s sophomore album opens with a song stating, “She’s opened up just like (*) she really knows me / I hate her face, but enjoy her company”.  Besides “Slow Night, So Long”, their full-length debut album, Youth & Young Manhood, achieved British success thanks to “Molly’s Chambers”, and was followed up with 2005’s Aha Shake Heartbreak.  The albums Only By the Night and Because of the Times are releases from this group, comprised of siblings Nathan, Jared and Caleb Followill.  For 10 points, name this alt-rock band best known for tracks like “Use Somebody” and “Sex on Fire”.

ANSWER: Kings of Leon
 

20) The Wagner Brothers are currently working on a documentary titled for this show's star, and the Idlewild and Soak Zone theme park has a ride based on it.  A Don Quixote parody named Donkey Hodie eventually relocated to Someplace Else on this show, while sign language was a strength of H. J. (*) Elephant III.  The Monday through Thursday episodes of this show originally concluded with the song, "Tomorrow".  One actor's role on this series was the subject of the documentary Speedy Delivery; that man was David Newell who played mailman Mr. McFeely.  Henrietta Pussycat was the neighbor of X the Owl on this show, which also included monarch King Friday XIII.  Its namesake wins the “Ultimate Showdown of Ultimate Destiny”.  Beginning with the theme song, "Won't You Be My Neighbor", for 10 points, name this PBS kid’s program.

ANSWER: Mister Roger's Neighborhood

 

21) "Has Lincoln's Play Tragically Backfired?" and "Why Dog Whisperer Resonates" are episode titles of one show on this network hosted by Lisa Joyner.  Dave Holmes hosts the Celebrity Says game show on this network, while John Fugelsang and Teresa Strasser emcee a discussion program named for a water (*) cooler.   This network has exclusive rights to repeat VH1 shows like My Fair Brady and The Surreal Life, and it also airs original programming like InFANity and Making News: Texas Style.  Digital Cable Providers and Satellite Operators now carry this channel at full-screen resolution, removing its formerly dominant feature which now includes weather forecasts.  Now abandoned shows on this network include Quick Flick, Watch This! and What's On.  For 10 points, name this channel, whose namesake magazine also provides program listings.

ANSWER: The TV Guide Network (or The TV Guide Channel or Prevue Channel or Prevue Guide)

 

 

Bonuses:

 

1) His less intelligent career moves include starring alongside Queen Latifah in 2004’s Taxi.  For 10 points each:

[10] Name this former “Weekend Update” anchor.
ANSWER: James Thomas “Jimmy” Fallon
[10] Fallon made the strange decision to have this man appear as his first guess on Late Night with Jimmy Fallon.  A notoriously bad interviewee, this actor directed 2006’s The Good Shepherd and also owns TriBeCa Productions with Jane Rosenthal.
ANSWER: Robert (Mario) De Niro, Jr.
[10] On Late Night with Jimmy Fallon, Fallon dresses up as this actor in a recurring segment where he is bothered while sitting in a tree.
ANSWER: Robert Thomas Pattinson
 

2) In November of 2009, this player put up 55 points in a game against the Warriors.  For 10 points each:

[10] Name this 10th overall pick in the 2009 NBA Draft, a point guard for the Milwaukee Bucks.
ANSWER: Brandon Jennings
[10] That 55-point game was the most points scored by a rookie in the NBA since this man put up 56 points against the Lakers in 1967.  While on the Knicks, he was a member of the Rolls Royce Backcourt.
ANSWER: Earl "The Pearl" Monroe (prompt on "Black Magic" or "Black Jesus")

[10] This other member of the Rolls Royce Backcourt, an alumnus of Southern Illinois, had his #10 retired by the Knicks.  He’d retired with the Cavaliers in 1980.
ANSWER: Walter “Clyde” Frazier
 

3) Playable characters in this series include Yuki and Iceman, and the fifth entry in this series was a PS3 exclusive subtitled, Out of Bounds.  For 10 points each:

[10] Identify this series of sports titles by Camelot Software Planning, 
ANSWER: Hot Shots Golf (or Everybody's Golf)

[10] This long-running arcade golf series by Incredible Technologies is known for its trackball, which controls shooting and putting.
ANSWER: Golden Tee Golf

[10] Like the original game, golf is included in this sequel, which also added Airsports, Basketball and Frisbee.  You can also engage in a “Showdown” as part of its Duel mode.
ANSWER: Wii Sports Resort (do not accept “Wii Sports”)

 

4) This group’s generically titled Third Album contained a cover of “Bridge Over Troubled Water” and an original hit, “Mama’s Pearl”.  For 10 points each:
[10] Identify this group, better known for “I’ll Be There”.
ANSWER: The Jackson 5 (or the Jackson Brothers)

[10] Jon Stewart once observed that you can make anything funnier by attaching to it the name of this guitarist, the second-eldest of the Jackson brothers behind Jackie.  He mostly sang back-up, except for a few tracks like “We Can Change the World.”

ANSWER: Tito Jackson
[10] This contemporary group had an almost exactly identical sound to the Jackson 5, despite being composed of three grown women instead of five boys.  They converted possibly the two least likely subjects for danceable R&B songs into #1 hits with “Stick-Up” and “Want Ads.”

ANSWER: Honey Cone
 

5) Identify the following about some superficially related shows, for 10 points each.
[10] In this '60s show, Ray Walston's character adopts the name Uncle Martin in order to conceal his true identity from widow Lorelei Brown, played by Pamela Britton.
ANSWER: My Favorite Martian
[10] This critically acclaimed but short-lived ABC series centered on Liberty High School students like Rayanne Graff and Rickie Vasquez, in addition to Claire Danes' Angela Chase.
ANSWER: My So-Called Life
[10] Bernard Manzini, played by Avery Schreiber, constantly tries to buy the titular automobile in this series, a 1928 Porter "Fixer Upper".  Jerry Van Dyke's character Dave Crabtree is uniquely able to hear the voice of Ann Sothern on this '60s show.
ANSWER: My Mother the Car
6) His first appearance saw him lured by a tuna-sandwich trap.  For 10 points each:
[10] Identify this comic strip character, whose companion is notable for having the alter-egos Stupendous Man and Spaceman Spiff.
ANSWER: Hobbes
[10] Calvin attempts to retaliate against this slow-witted bully by noting that his "simian countenance suggested a heritage unusually rich in species diversity".  However, this "street smart" character still usually managed to beat Calvin up.
ANSWER: Moe
[10] Moe often used a homonym of this food product to identify Calvin.  It also lends its name to World of Warcraft characters with the best possible gear for their level.
ANSWER: Twinky (or Twinkie or Twinks or Twinking)

 

7) This musician's extra-curricular activities include producing Badass Beer, while his most recent album notes, "When God made me, he did not make a one-woman man."  For 10 points each:
[10] Identify this Michigan-born artist, best known for tracks like "Cowboy" and "Bawitdaba" from his 1999 album, Devil Without a Cause.
ANSWER: Kid Rock (or Robert James Ritchie)
[10] Kid Rock's career was revitalized with the release of this 2007 album titled Rock and Roll [This], which spawned the hit "All Summer Long".  This person’s story is told on the penultimate track of Queen’s self-titled album.
ANSWER: Jesus
[10] Kid Rock had his greatest Country success with this song, a duet with Sheryl Crow from his Cocky album.  The singers swear to change their ways because they found "your [one of these] today" in the song.
ANSWER: "Picture"

 

8) He starred as a washed-up screenwriter opposite Sharon Stone in The Muse and directed Looking for Comedy in the Muslim World.  For 10 points each:
[10] Identify this actor who played Aaron Altman alongside William Hurt in Broadcast News, also the voice of a character named Marlin.
ANSWER: Albert “Al” Brooks (or Albert Lawrence Einsten)

[10] Brooks’ character David Howard quits his job as an advertising executive to travel the country in an RV in this 1985 film.
ANSWER: Lost in America
[10] Brooks’ character in Lost in America attempts to change the business practices of Gary K. Marshall, who owns one of these establishments.  Andy Garcia’s Terry Benedict owns three of them in a 2001 remake where he loses a lot of money to a cast including Bernie Mac, Matt Damon and George Clooney.
ANSWER: Casino
 

9) [DL] Sometimes great baseball players aren’t even the best player with their first name on their own teams.  For 10 points each:

[10] Willie McCovey perhaps overshadowed this other Giants great in the late 1960s.  He once caught a fly ball hit by Vic Wertz, a play dubbed “The Catch”.
ANSWER: Willie Mays, Jr. (or William Howard Mays, Jr.; prompt on “The Say Hey Kid”)

[10] Despite having won the AL MVP in 1941, voters thought Joe DiMaggio was only the second-best Yankee named “Joe” in 1942, when they voted as MVP this second baseman, inducted into the Hall of Fame in 2009.  He got his nickname from a science fiction character.

ANSWER: Joe “Flash” Gordon
[10] Don Drysdale went 5-5 in 1956 with Brooklyn, putting him second in wins among Dodgers named “Don” to this big lefty, who went 27-7 on route to the Cy Young and MVP awards.

ANSWER: Don Newcombe
 

10) Identify the following about these online video sites, for 10 points each.

[10] The debut of this popular video service was marked by commercials featuring Alec Baldwin and Seth MacFarlane, who noted that it was "an evil plot to destroy the world".  
ANSWER: Hulu
[10] One of the early exceptions to Hulu's US-only policy was this film.  Both the title character and Captain Hammer are romantically interested in Penny, played by Felicia Day.
ANSWER: Dr. Horrible's Sing-Along Blog
[10] Although its Soapbox service was shut down last August, this site still operates a video service that attempts to be the UK-equivalent of Hulu.  Its games offshoot used to be called Zone.com and was where you could play online Galactic Battlegrounds games.
ANSWER: MSN (or The Microsoft Network; prompt on just “Microsoft”)

 

11) Answer some questions about movies with something in common, for 10 points each.
[10] This Paul Anderson horror film sees a monster with a nine foot tongue being dragged by the tongue from a train, as well as Michelle Rodriguez investigating an accident at The Hive.
ANSWER: Resident Evil
[10] This 1995 film, also based on a videogame, featured a pretty kick-ass theme song and had Trevor Goddard playing Kano.  The title event was organized by Shang Tsung.
ANSWER: Mortal Kombat
[10] The Wikipedia article for this film contains a See Also link to "Films considered to be the worst ever".  Directed by Uwe Boll, for some reason both Tara Reid and Christian Slater starred in this 2005 film with characters like Agents Cheung and Miles.
ANSWER: Alone in the Dark
 

12) Recurring characters on this Matt Nix-created show include boat repossesser Virgil Watkins and the arms dealer Brennen.  For 10 points each:
[10] Identify this USA show co-starring Bruce Campbell as former Navy SEAL Sam Axe.
ANSWER: Burn Notice
[10] This protagonist of Burn Notice is played by Jeffrey Donovan.
ANSWER: Michael Westen (accept either underlined answer)

[10] Westen's sometimes romantic interest on Burn Notice is Fiona Glenanne, played by this actress.  Her other TV roles saw her playing Emily Davenport in the second Librarian film and Princess Margaret on The Tudors.
ANSWER: Gabrielle Anwar
 

13) Every game ended in overtime, and it saw the victorious team take home its fourth Stanley Cup in five years. For 10 points each, answer these questions about the 1951 Stanley Cup Final.

[10] This winner of the ’51 Cup had Tod Sloan, Turk Broda, and Captain Ted Kennedy on their roster.

ANSWER: Toronto Maple Leafs [prompt on "Leafs"]

[10] The Maple Leafs were managed by this man, who lends his name to a trophy given to the MVP of the playoffs.  In 2009, Evgeni Malkin won the award.
ANSWER: Conn Smythe Trophy (or Constantine Falkland Cary Smythe)

[10] This player, the “Dipsy Doodle Dandy from Delisle”, led the ’51 playoffs with 13 points. He notably won Art Ross trophies in 1946 and 1947 while still with the Chicago Blackhawks.

ANSWER: Max Bentley
 

14) Before the release their most successful album, they kicked drummer Topper Headon out of the band because of his heroin addiction.  For 10 points each:

[10] Identify this group behind “Straight Out of Hell” and “Sean Flynn”, whose other members include Mick Jones.
ANSWER: The Clash
[10] Along with “Should I Stay or Should I Go”, this was the biggest hit from The Clash’s Combat Rock.  Beginning “The King told the boogie-men ‘you have to let that raga drop’”, it was ostensibly written about the banning of rock music in Iran.
ANSWER: “Rock the Casbah”

[10] Combat Rock began with this track, which states, “This is a public service announcement… with guitars!”  Among the titular semi-liberties include free speech, assuming you don’t actually try it.
ANSWER: “Know Your Rights”

 

15) This actress played Sandra Dunmore in the confusing 1999 film Goodbye Lover, as well as the nefarious Kissin' Kate Barlow in Holes.  For 10 points each:
[10] Name this actress, who more notably has played the title role of Allison DuBois on TV’s Medium.
ANSWER: Patricia Arquette
[10] Arquette’s co-star in Holes, Tim Blake Nelson, is probably best known for playing Delmar in this film.  For a spell, Penny McGill, played by Holly Hunter, divorces the protagonist for Vernon T. Waldrip in this film.
ANSWER: O Brother, Where Art Thou?
[10] Confusingly, Patricia Arquette appeared in a Rosanna Arquette documentary titled Searching for [This Actress].  This actress advanced from films like Slumber Party '57 to much more respectable roles like Sissy in Urban Cowboy and Paula in An Officer and a Gentleman.
ANSWER: Debra Winger
 

16) The theme song of a show these characters starred on declares that “Sometimes, some crimes go slipping through the cracks,” but “there’s no case too big, no case too small” for them.  For 10 points each:

[10] Identify these Disney squirrels who appeared in a namesake Rescue Rangers cartoon in the early ‘90s.
ANSWER: Chip ‘n Dale (or Dale and Chip)

[10] In addition to Gadget Hackwrench, the Rescue Rangers were also assisted by this gregarious Australian mouse, a friend of Zipper, whose parents are named Cheddarhead Charlie and Camembert Kate.
ANSWER: Monterey “Monty” Jack (accept any underlined answer)
[10] The first in a series of Disney shorts to start Chip ‘n Dale saw them shooting this character out of a cannon from a pillbox.  He would get romantically involved with both Dinah the Dachshund and Fifi the Peke.
ANSWER: Pluto the Pup

 

17) Shaun Herbert, Richard Buchanan and D'Wayne Bates comprise the top three career receivers at this school.  For 10 points each:

[10] Name this university, whose best seasons came under coach Gary Barnett before he left for Colorado.
ANSWER: Northwestern
[10] Northwestern's best season was probably in 1995 when they beat teams like Notre Dame and Michigan before losing to USC in this bowl game.  Ohio State beat Oregon 26 to 17 in the most recent incarnation of this game.
ANSWER: Rose Bowl Game

[10] A 6-7 performance under coach Randy Walker in 2003 was good enough to get Northwestern into the Motor City Bowl, where they played this Ohio school.  They play their home games in a stadium named for a man who guided them to several Mid-American Conference championships, Doyt Perry.
ANSWER: Bowling Green State University Falcons (accept either underlined answer)

 

18) This comedian teamed up with Brian Hartt to pen the 2009 book, How to Really Stink at Work.  For 10 points each:

[10] Identify this comedian, whose other books include the autobiography No Shirt, No Shoes, No Problem and a series of works with subtitles like “Words You Thought You Knew the Meaning Of”.
ANSWER: Jeff Foxworthy
[10] The success Foxworthy had on this type of Comedy Tour led him to create a TV show of this name, which co-starred Bill Engvall and Larry the Cable Guy.
ANSWER: Blue Collar TV

[10] One of the roasters at the Comedy Central Roast of Jeff Foxworthy was this comedian, who has released the comedy albums Midlife Vices and Good Day to Cross a River.  He argued for the Catholic Church and Viagra on Lewis Black’s The Root of All Evil.
ANSWER: Greg Giraldo
 

19) While serving with the British army in Kosovo, he penned the tune "No Bravery", which appeared as the final track on his debut album, Back to Bedlam.  For 10 points each:
[10] Name this British musician and songwriter who, while crashing with Carrie Fisher in LA, recorded songs like "Goodbye My Lover".
ANSWER: James Blunt (or James Hillier Blount)
[10] James Blunt is best known for this second track on Back to Bedlam.  In the video, he stares at the camera and declothes while singing "I saw your face in a crowded place / And I don't know what to do".
ANSWER: "You're Beautiful"
[10] Blunt's 2003 performance at South by Southwest was good enough to earn him a record contract on this woman's Custard label.  She sang the vocals on the 1993 hit, "What's Up".
ANSWER: Linda Perry
 

20) Among the ensemble cast of this film are sports star Jim Brown, who plays Civil Rights agitator Robert T. Jefferson, and gangster John Cassavetes.  For 10 points each:
[10] Name this 1967 Robert Aldrich film set during World War II where the titular group was trained, excited, armed and then “[turned] loose on the Nazis!” 
ANSWER: The Dirty Dozen
[10] Charles Bronson, who played ex-officer Joseph Wladislaw in The Dirty Dozen, also had a role as "The Tunnel King" in this classic starring Steve McQueen and several other World War II POWs who successfully get out of a German prison camp.
ANSWER: The Great Escape
[10] Another co-star of The Dirty Dozen, Ralph Meeker, is probably best known for starring in this film noir piece.  Meeker plays private eye Mike Hammer, tasked with solving the murder of a hitchhiker played by Cloris Leachman in this film. 
ANSWER: Kiss Me Deadly
 

21) [NK] Possibly the only funny moments left on Saturday Night Live are the Digital Shorts. For 10 points each, answer some questions about them.

[10] According to the lyrics of “Lazy Sunday”, which Friends alum starred in films with Bruce Willis?
ANSWER: Matthew Langford Perry
[10] In "Iran So Far", Mahmoud Ahmadinejad is compared to this actor.  He played the son of Dennis Quaid in The Day After Tomorrow.
ANSWER: Jacob Benjamin "Jake" Gyllenhaal
[10] The short Ras Trent mentions that the titular character works part time at this place. Trent is seen dancing behind the counter at one point in the video.
