Tossups:

 

1) In a year where three other quarterbacks got injured, he was brought in for a game against Cornell where he led his team on six touchdown drives.  A taped up shoulder partially resulted in his only regular season loss his junior year to Southern Methodist University, although his team would also lose 28-6 to Texas in the Cotton Bowl that year.  A cover story on this athlete in Life was quickly pulled in the wake of the Kennedy Assassination, and Joe Bellino convinced his coach Wayne (*) Hardin not to move him to defense.  Budd Thalman's pamphlet titled "Meet [This Player]" is credited with launching the first pre-season Heisman campaign.  In the pros, his coach used him to re-introduce the shotgun, and he led his team to victory over the Broncos in Super Bowl XII.  The last service academy member to win a Heisman, for 10 points, name this former Navy and Dallas Cowboys quarterback.

ANSWER: Roger Staubach
 

2) Tracks like De Loco's Theme did not make it on to its soundtrack, composed by Yutaka Minobe and Tatsuyuki Maeda.  Two of the protagonists from this game make a cameo appearance in the publisher's later Valkyria Chronicles, while players in the original game could unlock the cross-system random battle game, Pinta's Quest. (*)  The protagonist is given the Delphinus by a son of Empress Teodora named Enrique, and although it's not a Final Fantasy game, the power of the Six Moon Crystals could unleash the Gigas in it.  The parrot Willy helps one of the playable characters, Gilder, break out of jail in this game, while Cupil assists a Silvite character who joins with the Blue Rogues, Fina.  Later ported to the Gamecube with the subtitle, Legends, for 10 points, identify this critically acclaimed Dreamcast RPG centering on air-pirate Vyse.
ANSWER: Skies of Arcadia (or Eternal Arcadia)

 

3) This man served as the producer for a film starring Jason Scott Lee as a member of the Long Ears sect, Rapa Nui.  As a director, he shot a flick where the protagonists must go up against the evil cattle rancher Baxter, played by Michael Gambon; that film co-stars Annette Benning as the protagonist's boring love interest, Sue Barlow. (*)  Another much panned film directed by this man contains what All Movie calls "a Hitler-like dictator, General Bethlehem", who imprisons the titular Shakespeare-reciting character.  In addition to that film based on a post-apocalyptic David Brin novel, he starred as the titular Portland-based Thumbprint Killer, Mr. Brooks.  This man won a Best Director Oscar for a film about Civil War soldier John W. Dunbar.  The director of Open Range, for 10 points, name this director and star of The Postman and Dances with Wolves.
ANSWER: Kevin Michael Costner
 

4) In a TV series, he tries to prevent his nemesis from winning a football game for Big State University before discovering that nemesis was a water boy; he was sent on that quest by The Queen.  On film he was given the Blue Monkey by The Chairman, while on an animated series he teams up with Queen (*) Tyr-anhee.  His original Uranium-based weapon was changed to be called the Illudium PU-36, and he’s frequently accompanied by his green dog, K-9.  Sometimes called Commander X-2, this uncle of Marcia is a referee in Space Jam, and in his most famous original appearance he tried to gain control of Planet X in a rivalry with a character assisted by Eager Young Space Cadet.  He traditionally appears with a green, Roman-style helmet.  For 10 points, identify this alien from Duck Dodgers.

ANSWER: Marvin the Martian (or Marvin Martian; accept Commander X-2 before mentioned)

 

5) A sequel to this song which contained a performance by Johnny Cash appeared on the album Heroes by Mark O’Connor, and sees the protagonist note, "in truth I haven't played much since the baby came in June".  The original preceded “Mississippi” on the album Million Mile Reflections, and it was the biggest hit for a band also known for “The Legend of Wooley (*) Swamp” and “Uneasy Rider”.  The title figure of the original is described as being “in a bind because he was way behind”, and elsewhere in this song, Johnny describes himself as “the best that’s ever been”.  The title figure is described as being “in the house of the rising sun” and plays with a “demon band”.  Describing a bet made with the title figure over a fiddle made from gold, for 10 points, name this track by the Charlie Daniels Band that sees Lucifer come to a certain Southern state.

ANSWER: “The Devil Went Down to Georgia”

 

6) After a controversial loss to Japan, the American volleyball team shaved their heads during this event, and Argentina came out on top of the demonstration event of Quads Roller Hockey at this competition.  After defeating Frankie Fredericks, Linford Christie took gold in the 100 meter at this event.  Hungary's Krisztina Egerszegi grabbed three golds in the women's swimming (*) events, while Derek Redmond's father helped him finish the 400 meter semi-final at this event after tearing a hamstring.  Frank Gehry’s Fish structure was created for this event, which saw Deratu Tulu and Elana Meyer completing the 10,000 meters holding hands.  One team participating in this Olympics called no timeouts under coach Chris Mullin, and three medals were captured by the Independent Olympic Participants from Yugoslavia.  For 10 points, name Olympics featuring the first Dream Team.
ANSWER: 1992 Summer Olympics (or 25th Olympiad or Barcelona Summer Olympics) [CG]

 

7) This magazine's website contained blogs like “RapidShare” by Sean Fennessey and one written by Articles Editor Jozen Cummings, “Speak Easy”.  Danyel Smith controversially took over from popular editor Mimi Valdes to helm this magazine in 2006.  Bill Clinton appeared on the first episode of a syndicated TV show named for this magazine in 1997 that was hosted by Chris (*) Spencer, while regular features in the print version included Rob Kenner's Boomshots column.  One of its more tasteless covers saw T-Boz, Chilli and Left-Eye dressed as firemen after the burning of Andre Rison's house, and it was founded by Quincy Jones.  It also spawned a short-lived spin-off for “trendsetting women” called Vixen.  Competing with magazines like The Source and XXL, for 10 points, name this former hip-hop magazine.
ANSWER: Vibe
 

8) Tina Turner recorded a funky version of their best known hit to end her album Love in Vain.  The singers declare “Life is tasin’ pretty good / ‘cause you love me like you should” before admitting “I really relish you” on this group’s track, “Hot Dog”.  One of their better known tunes ends with the line, “Sing me, sing the Jingle Jangle Song”, while their theme song states, “we wanna dance / and we wanna sing / (*) have some fun and go adventuring”.  Their most popular hit had Ron Dante singing vocals and contained the line, “when I kissed you girl, I knew how sweet a kiss could be”.  That song by this group also saw the singer “wanting you” because the addressee is “my candy girl”.  For 10 points, name this fictional band best known for “Sugar, Sugar” and whose members included Betty and Veronica.
ANSWER: The Archies
 

9) The Real World season set in this city saw Dan and Melissa get in a fight over the latter's opening of a letter and aired in between the London and Boston seasons.  Yao Sakurakouji joins this city's police force in an anime titled for its “Guns”, (*) and Gil Bellows is the suitor of Sarah Jessica Parker's character Gwyn in a 1995 film called [this type of] Rhapsody.  A show set here saw its protagonists getting tips from Noogie and Izzy.  Appropriately, it was the setting for the CBS show Dave's World, which based on the real-life paper in this city that employs Dave Barry.  A police convention attracts the members of the Reno Sheriff’s Department here in a 2007 film.  For 10 points, identify this city, the setting for a Michael Mann show where Rico Tubbs and Sonny Crockett fought crime, its namesake “Vice”.
ANSWER: Miami
 

10) The second sequel to this film, the Hong Kong-produced Fei zhou he shange, strangely centered on the plane crash of two Chinese men, one of whom used "yellow tape" to control some Chinese Vampires.  The more well-known first sequel to this film had Lena Farugia playing a New York lawyer, while the original saw a budding romance between teacher Kate Thompson and microbiologist (*) Andrew Steyn.  In the sequel, the protagonist’s children get captured by elephant poachers, while in the original one of its protagonists is arrested for killing a goat with an arrow.  The first scene in this Jamie Uys film sees the protagonist's lifestyle upset by a discarded object he eventually goes to "the end of the earth" to dispose of.  For 10 points, name this film set in Botswana, where Xi journeys to throw a Coke bottle off a cliff.
ANSWER: The Gods Must Be Crazy
 

11) This band’s “dirty pop” third album was originally to be produced by Erol Alkan before Dan Carey took over finishing tracks like “Can’t Stop Feeling” and “Katherine Kiss Me”.  The special edition of their eponymous debut album added the song “Shopping for Blood”, while “Feel the Pressure” and “If You Can’t Have Them (*) Nobody Can” appeared on their 2009 blip-heavy overdub album, Blood.  That album expanded on their earlier 2009 release, Tonight, and this group’s members include drummer Paul Thomson and singer Alex Kapranos.  The chorus of one of their songs states, “I’m going to burn this city … this fire is out of control”.  Also known for songs like “Ulysses” and “No You Girls”, their breakout song has a chorus that begins, “I say don’t you know, you say you don’t know”.  For 10 points, name this Scottish group best known for “Take Me Out”.

ANSWER: Franz Ferdinand
 

12) In 2009, the On Deck Circle asked "why the hell is [this man] batting eighth?" given that he was currently the team's 2nd best in terms of OPS.  After being tagged out, he got into a brawl in a June 2008 game with Rockies catcher Yorvit Torrealba.  Wikipedia dubiously cites Comment #116 on the BaseballToaster.com entry "Think of Somebody" with shortening his nickname from The Buffalo to (*) The Bison.  Along with Shelden Williams and two others, this baseball player was accused of raping a woman in Ohio in 2002 during a trip to a high-school basketball all-star game.  Fangraphs reported that this center fielder grabbed more of his team's chances by percent than any other player in 2009.  Early in this season his four-game homer streak was capped by a ball over the right-field wall that also drove in teammate Rafael Furcal.  For 10 points, name this Dodgers center fielder, currently dating Rihanna.

ANSWER: Matthew Ryan "Matt" Kemp
 

13) Bonnie temporarily becomes another character’s bang-maid on this show before getting with Luther.  The final episode of its first season sees the McPoyles accuse their former gym teacher of molesting them, and one of its leads once presented a partially crossed out list of abortion (*) doctors he’s going to kill to hook up with Megan at an anti-abortion rally.  One of the leads frequently tries to get with a waitress played by Mary Elizabeth Ellis, and the central establishment on this show is robbed a second time by Colin after the heroes get "gun fever".  The chief female character on this show is played by Kaitlin Olson.  The second season saw the introduction of Frank Reynolds, the parent of Dee and Dennis, two characters who are partial owners of Paddy’s Pub.  For 10 points, name this FX show starring Danny DeVito and set in the City of Brotherly Love.
ANSWER: It's Always Sunny in Philadelphia
 

14) Jack Warden plays twins Roy and Luke Fuchs who both are in this profession in an early Robert Zemeckis film which also sees Kurt Russell's Rudy Russo come up with the idea to hijack a Super Bowl commercial in his stint in this profession.  Dave's father, played by Paul Dooley, has this profession in the 1979 coming-of-age film Breaking (*) Away.  Although Bill Paxton's character pretends to be a spy, he's actually in this profession in True Lies.  A more recent comedy about people in this profession co-stars Ed Helms as Paxton Harding and was originally going to be titled The Don Ready Story after its title character.  The occupation of Jeremy Pivon in The Goods: Live Hard, Sell Hard, for 10 points, name this profession of Robin Williams' character in the appropriately titled film, Cadillac Man.
ANSWER: Used Car Salesman (accept clear knowledge equivalents)

 

15) Days of Wonder published a board game titled for a woman of this name and "The Society of Architects", while Tamara Dobson starred as a character with this first name in a blaxploitation film about The Casino of Gold.  Sisters Yonah and Zainam Higgins are in a British pop group with this name, whose debut album was titled Comin' Atcha! (*)  The most notable woman with this name has been played on film by Claudette Colbert in a 1934 Cecil B. DeMille picture and Vivien Leigh in a 1945 film opposite Claude Rains that was based on a George Bernard Shaw play.  In a 1963 Joseph L. Mankiewicz film with this title, Martin Landau played Rufio and Richard Burton starred opposite Elizabeth Taylor who was playing this monarch.  For 10 points, identify this common name for a character, including a lover of James Purefoy's Mark Antony on HBO's Rome.
ANSWER: Cleopatra
 

16) Although she's released the albums Well... and Room, this woman is more famous for TV roles like voicing Pat in the TV movie Smart House.  This host of the second season of The Search for the Funniest Mom in America has had a recurring guest role as Helen Norwood, (*) who breaks up with John Locke on Lost.  She parodied her most famous character on the "A Bicyclops Built For Two" episode of one show, and she now plays Clay Morrow’s wife Gemma Teller on FX's Sons of Anarchy.  Her character Cate Hennessy took on a larger role following the death of John Ritter on 8 Simple Rules.  For 10 points, name this actress best known for voicing Leela on Futurama and for playing Peg Bundy on Married... With Children.
ANSWER: Katey Sagal (Catherine Louise Sagal)

 

17) The second man to hold this position only instructed his players to "pass the ball around to each other and have somebody shoot the ball" and was named Caddy Works.  His successor in this role, Wilbur Johns, poached African American phenom Don Barksdale.  The most celebrated man to hold this position would mentor one of his successors, Larry (*) Farmer.  More recently, this position has been held by a man who was able to get Don MacLean to play for his team, Jim Harrick.  The most recent man to hold this position has been able to recruit players like Darren Collison and Kevin Love.  Currently held by Ben Howland, the most accomplished man to have this job was John Wooden.  For 10 points, name this occupation, whose holders have guided their team to some 11 NCAA titles.

ANSWER: Head Coach of the UCLA Bruin's Men's Basketball Team (accept any answer line with at least one item from each of these three categories: 1: Head Coach; 2: UCLA, University of California Los Angeles or Bruins; and 3: Men's Basketball Team)

 
18) She both produced and starred in a Gregory Nava-directed independent film where her character, a Chicago reporter, is forced to cover a conflict in Juarez rather than Iraq.  Besides starring in Bordertown, in a recent role, her gynecologist, played by Robert Klein, repeatedly uses the word “vagina” because it irks her romantic interest, Stan. (*)  In another role, she’s helped by Jupiter to become proficient in Krav Maga after suffering abuse from her husband, Mitch Hiller.  One of her characters is rescued from a "runaway dumpster" after her shoe gets stuck in a San Francisco manhole by Matthew McConaughey's Steve Edison.  This star of Enough had her breakout role playing the daughter of Edward James Olmos’ Abraham Quintanilla, a character who describes her time in Mexico as "muy exciting" in a press conference.  For 10 points, name this Selena star, who appeared opposite Ben Affleck in Gigli.

ANSWER: Jennifer Lynn Lopez (or J. Lo)

 

19) A 2009 world championship devoted to this action saw Bellatrix proclaimed the female champion while France's Under Kontrol won the team event.  Similar to the South Indian form of Konnakol and a phenomenon popular in Tennessee known as eefing, (*) a standard notation system developed for this uses brackets for grooves.  Notable practitioners of this action include Kenny Muhammad, while Dougy Fresh is sometimes known by a nickname as the original man to do this.  Biz Markie did this on the song “Def Fresh Crew” by Roxanne Shante, while one of the most notable examples of this action was recorded on "Dawn" by Mikey D & the LA Posse and was performed by Rahzel.  Buff, of Fat Boys fame, was known as the human one of these.  For 10 points, identify this action of imitating a hip-hop drum machine with one's mouth.
ANSWER: Human Beatboxing
 

20) These items are eaten to usher in spring in Sweden on Our Lady Day, while the city of Gouda has several factories producing this food.  Aaron Sain of the Right Brothers wrote a song titled for this food, with the lyric, “When asked about the economy, he popped a bottle of French wine”.  This non-meat product is one of the two signature items in restaurants named for Gladys Knight, Ron Winans, (*) Lolo and Roscoe, while another chain named for this food features numerous jukeboxes with songs about itself.  Hell's Kitchen contestant Julia Williams made much of the fact that she worked in a restaurant known for this food, and a sugary filling is added to the "stroop" type of this that originates in The Netherlands.  Often combined with chicken in the South, Chick-fil-A serves fries of this type, named for their criss-cross cut.  For 10 points, name this breakfast staple that comes in a Belgian variety.
ANSWER: Waffle
 

21) Musical numbers in this work include Diahann Carroll's number about being the sexual fantasy of the central grandfather, as well as an entirely unmotivated performance of "Light the Sky on Fire" by Jefferson Starship, featured on a gift projector brought by the merchant Saundan, played by Art Carney.  Other guest stars include Harvey Korman, who inexplicably plays a four-armed TV chef in drag (*) and blackface, and Bea Arthur as a cantina bartender who sings a torch song to a Modal Nodes tune.  Its central plot involves Itchy, Lumpy, and Mala's efforts to get the remaining member of their family home to the Tree of Life on Kashyyyk for the Life Day celebration, whose main hymn is sung by Carrie Fisher to the tune of its franchise's instrumental theme.  Also including a cartoon featuring the first appearance of Boba Fett, for 10 points, name this misguided piece of December 1978 TV programming that George Lucas failed to totally destroy.
ANSWER: The Star Wars Holiday Special (accept equivalents) [DL]

  

Bonuses:

 

1) This show's second season featured a sort-of crossover with another show on its network as Jeri Ryan played an evil character who went through the same sensory-enhancing experience as its protagonist.  For 10 points each:
[10] Name this '90s show starring Richard Burgi as Detective Jim Ellison.
ANSWER: The Sentinel
[10] The Sentinel aired on this former over-the-air network, which attracted huge ratings for the premiere of Star Trek: Voyager.
ANSWER: UPN (United Paramount Network)
[10] Another science fiction program that aired on UPN was this one, picked up by the network after the WB canceled it in 2001.  Lots of crap went on involving aliens in the titular town, and it starred Shiri Appleby as Liz Parker.
ANSWER: Roswell
 

2) Answer some questions about these superficially related bands, for 10 points each.
[10] Hailing from New Hope, Pennsylvania, Aaron Freeman and Mickey Melchiondo recorded a bunch of weird songs like "Doctor Rock" and 1992's "Push Th' Little Daisies" under this name.
ANSWER: Ween
[10] This group, whose members included Andrew Ridgeley, found success with their sophomore album, Make It Big, which included songs like "I'm Your Man" and "Freedom".  “Bad Boys” was written by group member George Michaels.
ANSWER: Wham!
[10] The group Wheatus is mainly known for a song about this type of "Dirtbag".  This word also proceeds "Fanclub" to name a Norman Blake-led Scottish group.
ANSWER: Teenage 

3) [CG] Identify the following about minor league baseball, for 10 points each.

[10] This league plays a national triple-A championship game against the Pacific League, and features teams like the Pawtucket Red Sox and Syracuse Chiefs. 
ANSWER: International League
[10] Although it lacks any major league affiliates, this league recently became the first triple-A league sanctioned outside of the US and was where the Padres sent Juan Oramas last year.  The Monterrey Sultans are one of its most successful teams.

ANSWER: Mexican League (or Liga Mexicana de Beisbol)
[10] This triple-A team won the 2009 National Championship by defeating the Memphis Redbirds in eleven innings.  This North Carolina team inspired the title of a 1988 baseball film about Nuke Laloosh.
ANSWER: Durham Bulls (accept either underlined answer)

 

4) Identify the following about some fighting games, for 10 points each.

[10] A “Clash of Super Heroes” occurred when this game company’s characters first took on enemies from the Marvel universe.  They also make the Street Fighter games.
ANSWER: Capcom Co., Ltd.

[10] The Tournament Fighters game in this universe included obscure characters like Aska and Wingnut.  More canonical representatives from this series included the bosses Karai and the Rat King, and it was set in Dimension X.
ANSWER: Teenage Mutant Ninja Turtles (or TMNT)
[10] The pathetically bad fighting game, Shadow: War of Succession, was released as an exclusive for this Trip Hawkins-backed console.  One of the more successful games for this system, Crystal Dyanmics' Crash 'n Burn, was later included as a pack-in.
ANSWER: 3DO Interactive Multiplayer

 

5) Tensions in this film rise when the heroes discover that Anna has sabotaged Corporal John Miller’s explosives, causing her sister Maria to shoot her so that the mission may continue.  For 10 points each:

[10] Name this 1961 film, in which a marooned British squad destroys a large German artillery station overlooking the Aegean Sea.

ANSWER: The Guns of Navaronne
[10] The team is led by Captain Keith Mallory, played by this actor.  The next year, he would play Atticus Finch in To Kill a Mockingbird.

ANSWER: Gregory Peck
[10] Andrea Stavros, the team’s native Greek member, is played by this man.  Though actually Mexican, he was the Western film world’s go-to portrayer of darkish Europeans, as seen by his starring roles in Zorba the Greek, The Hunchback of Notre Dame, and Attila.

ANSWER: Anthony Quinn
 

6) Answer some questions about some kid’s TV shows, for 10 points each.
[10] This British show has spawned video releases like "Scrambler to the Rescue" and "Truck Teamwork".  The eponymous contractor likes to utter the catchphrase, "Can we fix it?"
ANSWER: Bob the Builder
[10] With a namesake show on Playhouse Disney, this animated character is joined by his talking tools like Felipe the Screwdriver and Flicker, the Spanish speaking flashlight.  He's pretty much a bilingual version of Bob the Builder.
ANSWER: Handy Manny
[10] Handy Manny is produced by Rick Gitelson, who also produced this other bilingual PBS kid's show.  Characters like Max and Emmy return from a certain fantasy land by uttering the rhyme, "I wish, I wish to use this rhyme to go back home until next time."
ANSWER: Dragon Tales
 

7) Actual members of this group included Charles Shaw and John Davis.  For 10 points each:

[10] Identify this notorious pop group behind hits like “Baby Don’t Forget My Number” and “Blame It On the Rain”.  Fabrice Morvan and Rob Pilatus appeared in their videos.
ANSWER: Milli Vanilli
[10] Prior to forming Milli Vanilli, manager Frank Farian formed this dubious pop group, which included Caribbean session musicians like Liz Mitchell.  Although they found success with “Daddy Cool” in England, their only US hit was “Rivers of Babylon”.
ANSWER: Boney M.
[10] This was the song that skipped during a Connecticut concert, blowing the lid on Milli Vanilli.  Before the chorus, the real singers declare, “I’m in love girl, I’m so in love girl”.
ANSWER: “Girl You Know It’s True”

 

8) Identify the following about some first-round busts, for 10 points each.
[10] After playing just three minutes in his rookie season with the Nets, this 7-foot tall Nigerian-born player drafted in 1994 averaged only 2.8 points per game in his career.  He died in 2004.
ANSWER: Yinka Dare
[10] This franchise smartly traded Robert “Tractor” Trayler to Milwaukee for the rights to Pat Garrity and Dirk Nowitzki, the latter of whom has had several all-star seasons with them.
ANSWER: Dallas Mavericks (or The Mavs; accept any underlined answer)
[10] Frederick Weis, who never ended up playing a game in the NBA, was the only draft pick Ed Tapscott made for this team.  In 2008 they spent their first-round pick on Wilson Chandler.
ANSWER: New York Knicks
 

9) Identify the following about some of these deadly weapons from the comic universe, for 10 points each.
[10] Also used by Leader to destroy a town in Arizona, the radiation from this weapon developed by Bruce Banner caused him to turn into The Hulk.
ANSWER: Gamma Bomb
[10] This character, created by Jim Starlin, was resurrected by Mistress Death, who also gave him the godlike Infinity Gauntlet. 
ANSWER: Thanos (or The Mad Titan)
[10] Both Dr. Alchemy and Diablo have used this object as a weapon, but it's more famous for being owned by Flamel in the first Harry Potter book.
ANSWER: The Philosopher's Stone (or Sorcerer's Stone)

 

10) One of the first of these types of instruments were popularized by the 1968 Wendy Carlos album, Switched-On Bach.  For 10 points each:

[10] Identify these type of instruments, exemplified by devices produced by Robert Moog, which use circuits and chips to produce music.  They're not to be confused with drum machines.

ANSWER: Analog Synthesizers (or Analog Synth)

[10] This company's DW-8000 synthesizer was innovative for using sampled waveforms and including the ability to do a digital delay.  They’re a rival of Yamaha and Casio.

ANSWER: Korg Corporation

[10] A notable minimoog solo was performed by this now-deceased keyboardist for Pink Floyd on Part VI of “Shine On You Crazy Diamond”.  You shouldn’t confuse him with Syd Barrett or Roger Waters.
ANSWER: Richard William Wright (or Rick Wright)

 

11) Identify the following about the line of toys responsible for eBay's early success, Beanie Babies, for 10 points each.
[10] All authentic Beanie Babies come with a red tag in the shape of a heart with this two-letter company name on it.  
ANSWER: Ty Inc.
[10] One of the original Teenie Beanies available through McDonalds was Speedy, one of these animals.  One of these creatures falls from a tower made of them when Mack burps in a Dr. Seuss story.
ANSWER: Turtles (or equivalents like Tortoises)
[10] One of the rarest Beanie Babies available is the royal blue version of this elephant.
ANSWER: Peanut
 

12) Saoirse Ronan and Catherine Zeta-Jones try to con this person in the film, Death Defying Acts.  For 10 points each:
[10] Identify this historical figure who rose to fame by performing in an over-sized milk can and a Chinese water torture cell.
ANSWER: Harry Houdini (or Erik Weisz)
[10] Another film with Harry Houdini in it was FairyTale: A True Story, which cast this veteran actor in the role.  He also played Nick Carr in Be Cool and Mr. White in Reservoir Dogs.
ANSWER: Harvey Keitel
[10] Not to be confused with The Prestige, released around the same time, this film starring Jessica Biel and Edward Norton centers on a Viennese magician named Eisenheim.
ANSWER: The Illusionist
13) He got into a stink when his coach, Josh McDaniels, entertained talks of replacing him with Matt Cassel before the 2009 season.  For 10 points each:

[10] Identify this former Denver quarterback, who now helms the Bears’ offense.
ANSWER: Jay Christopher Cutler
[10] While still in Denver, Cutler shared offensive captaining duties with this Bronco’s tight end.  This Colorado alum earlier played on multiple Super Bowl teams for the Patriots.
ANSWER: Daniel Graham
[10] Cutler, who suffers from Type-I Diabetes, apparently had his blood sugar monitor ruined when he was thrown into a pool during the 2009 Pro Bowl game by Peyton Manning, Kris Dielman and Nick Mangold.  Mangold plays center for this team.
ANSWER: New York Jets (prompt on “New York”)

 

14) Identify the following about some Muppets characters, for the stated number of points.
[10] Besides playing Squire Trelawney in Muppet Treasure Island, this character took the rest of the Muppets to his mom's farm in A Muppet Family Christmas and is known for his catchphrase, "Wocka Wocka Wocka".
ANSWER: Fozzie Bear
[5, 5] For five each, these two characters love to throw rotten tomatoes at Fozzie.  They won a Webby for their "From the Balcony" segment on Movies.com.
ANSWER: Statler and Waldorf
[10] Jerry Nelson, who originally played Statler on The Muppet Show, also played this supporting cast member on the “Pigs in Space” skit.  Voiced with a German accent, this medical office’s surname is a parody of a famous Peter Sellers character.
ANSWER: Dr. Julius Strangepork (accept either underlined answer)

15) Gael Garcia Bernal plays the central role of Stéphane in this film, who forms a bond with his neighbor, Stephanie.  For 10 points each:

[10] Identify this film in which Guy and Serge join with Stéphane to play the song “If You Rescue Me” while dressed as kittens.
ANSWER: The Science of Sleep (or Les Science des reves)
[10] The Science of Sleep was directed by this Frenchman, who also directed the critically acclaimed Jim Carrey vehicle, Eternal Sunshine of the Spotless Mind.
ANSWER: Michel Gondry
[10] Gondry also made this film, which saw Mos Def and Jack Black “sweding” famous Hollywood films while working in the titular video rental store.
ANSWER: Be Kind Rewind
16) Identify the following about some Tom Clancy series, for 10 points each.
[10] Although Clancy only wrote one novel of this name, it's spawned an extensive number of videogames with subtitles like Raven Shield, Rogue Spear and Vegas.
ANSWER: Rainbow Six
[10] The titular organization in this series of novels is headed by Paul Hood.  Co-created with Steve Pieczenik, individual novels in this series have included Mirror Image, Line of Control and Sea of Fire.
ANSWER: Tom Clancy's Op-Center
[10] In this 2000 novel in the Jack Ryan universe, Russia and China go to war over Siberia. President Ryan barely avoids dying when the ship he’s on shoots down a Chinese ICBM.
ANSWER: The Bear and the Dragon
 

17) Answer these questions about the TV career of character actor Jack Warden, for 10 points each.
[10] One of Warden's better known TV appearances was starring as Morris Buttermaker in the TV adaptation of this film.
ANSWER: The Bad News Bears
[10] The actor's longest run on television was as Mike Haines, a member of this group in an eponymous 1960s drama.  Other fictional members of this organization include Arthur Fancy, John Kelly and George Medavoy.
ANSWER: N. Y. P. D. Blue (or New York Police Department)
[10] Warden played this character in a 1987 TV movie.  David Fredericks played him on both The X-Files and Millennium, and in real life this historic figure ruled over where Fox Mulder worked until the '70s. 
ANSWER: J. Edgar Hoover (or John Edgar Hoover)

 

18) A band now known as the “Original” group of this name saw their songs “Exotic” and “Failsafe” appear on a recent Lost Legends compilation, although a more famous band with this name included Ron Wilson on drums.  For 10 points each:

[10] Identify this group, best known for an instrumental 1963 hit.
ANSWER: The Surfaris
[10] This was the aforementioned smash hit for The Surfaris.  It begins with the band’s manager, Dale Smallen, uttering “ha ha ha ha” followed by the titular phrase, and was the B-Side to “Surfer Joe”.
ANSWER: “Wipe Out”

[10] This group did a rendition of “Wipe Out” at Woodstock.  Their song “Sandy”, co-written by band member Screamin’ Scott Simon, appeared on the soundtrack to Grease.
ANSWER: Sha Na Na
 

19) [CG] Teams from this country have won the 8 Champions’ League titles and include Ajax (“EYE-axe”) and Feyenoord. For 10 points each:

[10] Name this European nation, the home of Robin van Persie and Arjen Robben, whose domestic teams compete in the Eredivisie.  Their national team wears orange.

ANSWER: Kingdom of the Netherlands [accept Holland or the Dutch]

[10] This Eredivisie team has won 21 league titles, including 2007 and 2008, and represented the Netherlands in the 2009 UEFA Champions’ League. Its roster features Timmy Simons and Danny Koevermans, and it won the Champions’ League title in 1988.

ANSWER: Philips Sport Vereninging [accept PSV Eindoven; prompt on Eindhoven]

[10] PSV lost the 2009 league title to Alkmaar Zaanstreek, which was coached by Louis van Gaal.  Van Gaal now coaches this successful German team that includes Franck Ribery and goalkeeper Hans-Jorg Butt.
ANSWER: FC Bayern Munich (or Futball-Club Bayern Munchen)

 

20) Identify the following about some superficially related films, for 10 points each.
[10] Even though this French film starring Patrick Timsit and Thierry Lhermitte was dubbed into English, a few years after its release it was adapted into the Tim Allen vehicle, Jungle 2 Jungle.
ANSWER: Little Indian, Big City (or Un indien dans la ville)
[10] Based on a children's book by Lynne Reid Banks, this 1995 film starring Hal Scardino saw the titular toy, Little Bear, come alive when placed in the titular household location.  
ANSWER: The Indian in the Cupboard
[10] Burt Munro is the New Zealand-born protagonist of this film, who upsets his neighbors by frequently pissing on his lemon tree.  Oh yeah, he also builds a really speedy motorcycle.
ANSWER: The World's Fastest Indian
 

21) Identify the following about some works once considered lost that have been rediscovered, for 10 points each:

[10] A janitorial closet in a Norwegian mental institution was where a reel of a Carl Theodor Dreyer film about the Passion of this saint was found after all other known copies were lost in a fire.  She’s the leader of the French faction in Civilization III.
ANSWER: The Passion of Joan of Arc (or La Passion de Jeanne d'Arc)
[10] For a spell, the color prints of the Cage, the pilot episode to this series, were considered lost.  Jeffrey Hunter starred as Christopher Pike in that pilot.
ANSWER: Star Trek
[10] They’re not the Marx Brothers, but Duck Soup, a short film where these two actors played characters on the run from the law who pretend to be millionaires living in a vacant mansion, was rediscovered in the '70s.  This comedy team also starred in Way Out West and the Music Box.
ANSWER: Stan Laurel (or Arthur Stanley Jefferson) and Oliver Hardy (or Norvell Hardy)
