Tossups:

 

1) Gloria Jean starred in a 1942 B-Musical titled for a popular song at the time called "Moonlight in [This State]".  The University of this state found Frozen Four success with Martin St. Louis, and although it's not Virginia, Marya Cohn and Euclid Farnham play yuppies planning on marrying at a farm in this state in a 1992 comedy (*) called [This] Is For Lovers.  A minor league baseball team that plays its games in Centennial Field in this state used to be known as the Expos but is now called the Lake Monsters.  Besides being home to a university whose sports teams are called the Catamounts, this state is home to a company which produces products with names like "Fossil Fuel", "Dublin Mudslide" and "Chunky Monkey".  For 10 points, identify this state home to the Ben & Jerry's factory.
ANSWER: Vermont
 

2) Johnny Cash covered this song before “Tear Stained Letter” on 2002’s Cash, while Elvis described this song as “the saddest song I’ve ever heard” before playing it on his Aloha from Hawaii TV appearance.  Alan Jackson's "Midnight in Montgomery" alludes to this song with the line "see the stars light up the purple sky", while B. J. Thomas had a #8 hit with a cover of it in 1966.  Objects described in this song include “the silence of a (*) falling star”, and it was heavily influenced by the artist’s relationship with his wife, Audrey Sheppard.  It begins by harking, “Hear that lonesome whip-poor-will”, and the title phrase follows lines like “The midnight train is whining low” and “That means he’s lost the will to live”.  For 10 points, name this depressing Hank Williams, Sr. song.

ANSWER: “I’m So Lonesome I Could Cry”

 

3) This man's daughter took a fifteen year break before directing 2008's Surveillance even thought that daughter's first film, Boxing Helena, earned a Grand Jury nomination at Sundance.  His own debut film contained characters like The Lady in the Radiator and Mr. and Mrs. X, (*) as well as protagonist Henry Spencer who was played by Jack Nance.  More recent outings by this producer of HBO's Hotel Room include a film where Jeremy Irons' Kingsley Stewart attempts to adapt a Polish gypsy tale to film.  This director of 1990's Wild at Heart is well known for directing a TV show whose characters included Sheriff Harry S. Truman, Air Force officer Garland Briggs and the Kyle Machlan-played Special Agent Dale Cooper.  Also known for directing Eraserhead and Mullholland Drive, for 10 points, identify this creator of Twin Peaks.
ANSWER: David Keith Lynch
 

4) Although he wasn't a running back, his namesake "Athletics in Action" award was captured by LaDainian Tomlinson in 2008 and Warrick Dunn in 2009.  In 2006, an 81 year old woman named Ruby Young was charged with trying to extort this player by threatening to reveal an affair she had with him 40 years earlier.  John Hadl played in a few games during this man's first year as a coach, a gig that saw him go 52-76-2. (*)  In that head coaching position, he was followed by Forrest Gregg and was preceded by Dan Devine.  As a player, he took over the starting position from Lamar McHan and memorably sneaked against Dallas for a touchdown in the Ice Bowl. For 10 points, name this quarterback who helped the Packers win the first two Super Bowls.

ANSWER: Bryan Bartlett "Bart" Starr
 

5) Before the first occurrence of this phrase, its utterer describes himself as "Just the fly in the ointment... the monkey in the wrench" and notes he always "dug those sequined shirts" of the character it derives from.  This phrase ends the chorus of a Guyz Nite song and is most famously associated with a character who shoves Mai off a cliff (*) in a car and who teams up with Zeus Carver in another film.  In the most recent film containing this phrase, it is directed at Gabriel, who is holding Lucy hostage, but its final word is interrupted by the hero putting a bullet through his own shoulder.  In another film, Hans asks if he has this phrase correct on Christmas Eve shortly before being thrown off the Nakatomi Tower.  For 10 points, identify this catchphrase of John McClain in Die Hard.
ANSWER: "Yippie-Kay Yay Mother Fucker" (accept stuff like “Yippie-Kay Yay Mother F’er” and other euphemisms for the last word)

 

6) Early in his life he played in the Marksmen Combo and the Fabulous Night Trains, both of which featured future collaborator Boz Scaggs.  A series of popular free shows in his native Milwaukee eventually led his most famous band to landing a gig backing Chuck Berry on Live at Fillmore Auditorium, and he recorded a mediocre 1988 album of jazz standards titled Born 2 B Blue.  This man has recently performed vocals on albums like Young Hearts (*) and Loose Together, but is better known for singing on "Dance, Dance, Dance".  Performing vocals on the album Book of Dreams, in one song he notes "I heat up, I can't cool down, my situation goes round and round".  In another song, he states, "some people call me the gangster of love".  For 10 points, name this musician whose eponymous band has recorded the hits "The Joker" and "Fly Like an Eagle".
ANSWER: Steve Miller
 

7) As an adult, this character strives to be a screenwriter, and eventually succeeds in selling a script to Shelly Millstone around the same time that his wife gives birth to the twins Chip and Roxy.  In a feature film, he is raised by mastadons, while as a teenager he is the co-namesake of a series where he had to deal with the Bad Luck Schleprock Gang (*) and hung out with Moonrock and Wiggy.  His father gets him a pet hopparoo named Hoppy in the original series, and that father was played by Rick Moranis in a 1994 live-action film.  He was originally delivered to his parents after they wished on a star for a child, and his father is a member of the Loyal Order of Water Buffalos.  Known for carrying a club and eventually marrying Pebbles, for 10 points, name this adopted son of Betty and Barney Rubble on The Flintstones.
ANSWER: Bamm Bamm Rubble

 

8) This player notoriously laid out hard picks at practice to toughen up second unit teammates like Ricky Pierce and Walker Russell.  Because his dad owned the Owens-Illinois Corporation, a common joke is that he’d be the only NBA player to earn less than his father.  After a lackluster college career at Notre Dame, (*) this man played for a year with Pinti Inox in Italy despite being drafted in the late rounds by the Cavaliers.  As a coach, he helped lead a team that was 9-23 the previous year to a championship in 2003 thanks to players like Ruth Riley.  In one deal, Phil Hubbard and Paul Mokeski were traded for him and Kenny Carr, and his 685 consecutive games started makes him fifth all-time in that stat.  He drew 14 of 38 fouls committed by the Trailblazers in Game 3 of his last NBA finals appearance, and starred in a combat basketball videogame.  For 10 points, name this Pistons bad boy.

ANSWER: William "Bill" Laimbeer, Jr. (prompt on "His Heinous")

 

9) Rinne Groff wrote a 2007 off-Broadway musical titled for one of these people.  A movie titled for a person of this type sees him travel to Niagara Falls to stop the marriage of Marley Shelton's Chloe, while a song titled for a person of this type notes that "the bomb in the baby carriage (*) / was wired to the radio".  One of these people is visited by Buzz Aldrin and falls for Glynnis O'Connor's character Gina Biggs.  A person of this type is paired with “the baby with the baboon heart” on the first track of Paul Simon’s Graceland, while Tod Lubitch was one of these people and was played by John Travolta in a 1976 TV movie.  Also describing a title character of a 2001 Jake Gyllenhall comedy, for 10 points, identify these type of people, one of whom contested the right answer of "Moops" when playing George in Trivial Pursuit on Seinfeld.
ANSWER: Bubble Boys (or Boys in the Plastic Bubble or People in Plastic Bubbles or other reasonable equivalents)

 

10) In one role, she picks Alicia Witt's June Carter as her replacement as the attorney to George Wade, played by Hugh Grant.  She starred as Linda Hanson, a Louisiana woman who keeps thinking she sees her dead husband Jim in a 2007 Mennan Yapo film.  In a sequel to a series she produced, her character must rescue Cheryl Frasier (*) and Stan Fields, the latter played by Will Shatner, from capture.  In an early starring role, she gets in trouble after clicking on a pi symbol while working at Cathedral Software, and one of her more notable characters tells Ortiz to "get your ass behind the yellow line!" after Ortiz complains about police officer Jack Traven.  Her most critically acclaimed performance saw her adopting “Big Mike”.  For 10 points, name this star of The Net, Speed and The Blind Side.
ANSWER: Sandra Annette Bullock
 

11) Scrapped songs for this album include "No Avalon" and "Keep the Radio On".  One track on this album begins, “you like snow, but only if it’s warm / you like rain, but only if it’s dry” and it contained a hidden track where the singer “found your CD’s / and I played your Joni” after (*) “I went to your house”.  Lesser known tunes on this album include its final listed song, "Wake Up", as well as "Mary Jane", and an acoustic remake of it did away with much of the “pop gloss” added by producer Glen Ballard.  The song “You Learn” describes this album’s title object as “[feeling] so good swimming in your stomach”.  It was followed up with Supposed Former Infatuation Junkie, which famously saw its singer riding on the subway naked in "Thank U".  Popularizing hits like “You Oughta Know” and “Ironic”, for 10 points, name this breakout album by Alanis Morissette.

ANSWER: Jagged Little Pill
 

12) After the protagonist of this show mistakenly calls his girlfriend "Linda" she throws a Molotov cocktail made out of a snowglobe through his window.  That protagonist gets in a fight with a different girlfriend over the proper way to end the saying "opinions are like assholes" in the same episode that his dog named Asshole is killed.  An infant on this series is sometimes referred to as Elvis, (*) and its fourth season saw the marriage of the protagonist’s sister, Maggie.  Ellie elopes with Teddy after he is exonerated from killing the drunk driver that ran over the protagonist’s son, Connor.  Needles takes over the central setting after the suicide of Jerry Reilly, becoming the boss of Franco and Lou.  Shelia Keefe’s husband, Jimmy, died during 9/11.  For 10 points, name this show centering on Tommy Gavin, a New York City firefighter played by Denis Leary.

ANSWER: Rescue Me
 

13) He hit a triple as part of a 3-for-3 performance in Game 4 of his first NLDS, and after going 1-1 in his first two starts, his eight straight wins made him a replacement for Kevin Brown at his first All-Star game.  Appearing on the cover of an SI issue about global warming, Joe Sokolowski argues that this man's 6.2 WAR would have won him the Cy Young in his third year (*) in the league if it wasn't for the 6.8 put up by Chris Carpenter.  He credits many of his early strikeouts to knowledge given to him of hitters by veteran catcher Ivan Rodriguez.  After going 0-2 with a 9.38 ERA in 2008, early in 2009 he was diagnosed with an anxiety disorder.  He joined his current team in a trade involving Miguel Cabrera, and was the 2003 NL Rookie of the Year.  For 10 points, name this high-kicking pitcher, traded from the Marlins to the Tigers in 2007.

ANSWER: Dontrelle Wayne Willis
 

14) In this film’s final scene, the protagonist’s father places a jacket on him and says “I’ll try to be as strong as … as you want me to be”.  During the opening credits, the protagonist fiddles with a toy monkey, and the bickering of the hero’s parents leads him to scream, “you’re tearing me apart!”  Those parents were played by Ann Doran (*) and Jim Backus.  This film ends with Ray Fremick trying to persuade a character to come out of the Griffith Observatory.  Its budget was increased and filming changed to color following the success of its star's earlier film, East of Eden, and a climactic scene sees Corey Allen's Buzz falling to his death in a Chicken Race.  Also starring Natalie Wood as love interest Judy, for 10 points, identify this 1955 classic starring James Dean as Jim Stark.
ANSWER: Rebel Without a Cause
 

15) One band from this country saw their song “Serious Drugs” appear in the film This Year’s Love.  Besides BMX Bandits, another group from this country released the critically acclaimed singles “American Trilogy” and “Lazarwalker” on albums like The Great Eastern and Peleton.  In addition to The Delgados, (*) this nation was the birth country of Paolo Nutini and members of band who recorded “Living Is a Problem Because Everything Dies” for their 2007 breakout album, Puzzle; that band is called Biffy Clyro.  One of the most notable indie bands from this country have released the albums The Boy with the Arab Strap, The Life Pursuit and Tigermilk and include Sarah Martin, Chris Geddes and Stuart Monarch in their ranks.  Home to Belle and Sebastian, for 10 points, identify this country, also the home of The Proclaimers of "I Would Be (500 Miles)" fame.

ANSWER: Scotland (prompt on “United Kingdom” or “Great Britain”; do not prompt on just “Britain” or “England”)

 

16) In one incident, this character got a sad-face grade from Dr. Ting after handing in a lab report detailing the "Smileyphase" of mitosis, and in another story arc she convinced her mother to let her get some guppies, which made "even geometry [seem] exciting".  A recurring joke is that her mother keeps the thermostat extremely low in winter, leading this student of Miss Rockbottom (*) to agonize over the order in which she puts on sweaters.  She has babysat Katie O'Dell, who constantly says "Blue's Clues".  Her younger brother once created the Slug Man and Leech Boy comic book, and she frequently has fantasies about kissing a French boy named Pierre.  Her older brother dates Denise Russo, who happens to be blind, while she herself is best friends with Nicole.  Often tormented by a pet iguana named Quincy, for 10 points, name this sibling of Peter and Jason in the comic strip, FoxTrot.
ANSWER: Paige Fox (prompt on "Fox")

17) He was assisted by his Reebok Pumps in a terrible unreleased Parker Brothers game for the NES titled [His] Night Out.  A 1981 Scott Adams text adventure where you must defeat this fictional character begins with you waking up confused on a brass bed.  This character was Unleashed in a crappy Night Trap-esque Sega CD game, while more recently he's appeared in namesake adventure games subtitled the Path of the Dragon and the Last Sanctuary.  In a more notable series, he's aided by Barlowe. (*) In that same series, Mathias Cronqvist was transformed into him through the Crimson Stone in Lament of Innocence, and he's defeated in Simon's Quest.  For 10 points, name this villain whose castle is explored in the Castlevania games, originally created by Bram Stoker.
ANSWER: Count Dracula (or Drac)

 

18) In its opening scene, the hero scoffs at the statement “What is this thing we call life?” and is put off by the dress of  a character who requests “that super cool retro couch” for college, Ashley.  Besides that teenager played by Dreama Walker, the protagonist of this film repairs a washing machine (*) during a barbecue and mistakenly calls a young woman, “Yum-Yum”.  Other characters include a priest played by Christopher Carley and Martin, a barber from whom the hero requests a straight-shave before its climatic scene.  The principal antagonist in this film is named Spider, leader of a group responsible for raping Sue.  After the hero is killed reaching for a lighter in his shirt, the title object in this film is left to Thao, an ethnic Hmong, provided he doesn’t put a “gay spoiler” on it.  Its protagonist, Walt Kowalski, memorably utters the line, “Get off my lawn”.  For 10 points, identify this 2008 Clint Eastwood movie titled for his character’s classic car.

ANSWER: Gran Torino
 

19) A slam dunk height record was once set by a Harlem Globetrotters player with this nickname, Michael Wilson.  A hockey player with this nickname early in his career received a $2,500 fine in the 2009 playoffs for punching Aaron Ward and has since been traded to the Capitals; that man is Scott Walker.  A basketball player with this nickname came to his current team along with Drew Gooden and Steven Hunter after being drafted in 2004, and inspired a wig giveaway (*) at Quicken Loans Arena.  The most famous player with this nickname once drove in a game-winning run in a twelve-hour double header against Trevor Hoffman, and, while with the Cubs, gave up a line drive to Will Clark in Game 5 of an NLCS.  It is shared by Cavaliers center Anderson Varejao and the closer on the “24 Morons and One Mormon” 1993 Phillies team.  For 10 points, give this two-word nickname for Mitch Williams, an erratic pitcher.
ANSWER: Wild Things

 

20) This actor starred in a Family Channel program where he teamed up with “a young crusading lawyer” named Amy Taler in the late ‘80s, while more recently he helped relieve data centers of mindless zombies in a series of ads for Hitachi.  He co-starred with Adam Baldwin as Samson in a film where Max Gail’s Howard had to save his fledgling (*) taxi business from bankruptcy.  Besides appearing in D. C. Cab, the episode “The Beat from the Belly of a Boeing” explored his most famous character’s fear of flying, and that character is known for uttering, “Nobody drives my van, but me!”  The initials of that most famous role by this actor apparently stood for “Bad Attitude”, and he starred alongside Faceman, Murdock and Hannibal in that series.  For 10 points, identify this actor best known for playing B. A. Baracus on The A-Team.

ANSWER: Mr. T (or Laurence Tureaud)

 
21) On its original album appearance, it followed the title track of an album that ended with "Kisses of Fire".  Westlife also scored a hit with this song in 1999 when they released it with "Seasons in the Sun".  The last single released for the album (*) Voulez-Vous, this song talks about "the wonder of a fairy tale" and has a chorus which states, "you can take the future even if you fail".  Its singer proclaims, "when I know the time is right for me, I'll cross the stream" after declaring, "I believe in angels".  Sophie sings this song while thinking of her father in the beginning of Mamma Mia!  For 10 points, identify this ABBA song which shares its title with a famous Civil Rights speech.
ANSWER: "I Have a Dream" 

 
Bonuses:

 

1) Identify the following about the career of Kathryn Grayson, for 10 points each.
[10] Grayson starred as Magnolia Hawks in the 1951 film adaptation of this musical.  Its memorable songs include "Make Believe", "Can't Help Lovin' Dat Man" and "Ol' Man River".
ANSWER: Show Boat
[10] Grayson also appeared in this musical by Frederic Loewe and Alan Jay Lerner, set at a namesake castle.  Its songs included "If Ever I Would Leave You" and "Guenevere".
ANSWER: Camelot
[10] One of Grayson's frequent co-stars was Howard Keel, who played Gaylord Ravenal in Show Boat.  Keel would revive his career years later by playing Clayton Farlow on this TV show, which also featured Donna Reed as Miss Ellie.
ANSWER: Dallas 

2) Identify the following about some History Channel shows that maybe aren't so great on that history theme, for 10 points each.

[10] Pretty much just Deadliest Catch, but more boring and set on slippery roads, this reality show's third season tok place on Dalton Highway.
ANSWER: Ice Road Truckers
[10] American Eats is very similar to this Food Network show hosted by Marc Summers, as both explore the history of food.
ANSWER: Unwrapped
[10] The History Channel now broadcasts re-runs of this '90s series, which introduced the protagonist's mother Anna and also featured the Belgian, Remy Baudouin.  Sean Patrick Flanery played the title role.
ANSWER: The Young Indiana Jones Chronicles (or the Adventures of Young Indiana Jones)

 

3) Identify the following about some related artists, for 10 points each.
[10] His solo work has included the rather ambitiously titled 2007 release, The Return of the Hip Hop EP.  However, he’s better known for his early career where he provided the beat for songs like “Parents Just Don’t Understand” alongside the Fresh Prince.
ANSWER: DJ Jazzy Jeff (or Jeffrey Townes)
[10] DJ Quik served as the producer for this song by Truth Hurts.  Its unlicensed sampling of “Thoda Resham Lagta Hai” resulted in a lawsuit, and its chorus notes, “He’s so persuasive, and I’m his lady”.
ANSWER: “Addictive”

 [10] Quik teamed up with this Death Row co-founder for the dis song, "Dollars & Sense".  The record company declined following this man’s incarceration in 1997.
ANSWER: Suge Knight (or Marion Hugh Knight, Jr.)

 

4) [NK] North Illinois was a football-only member of this conference from 1993 until 1996.  For 10 points each:

[10] Identify this conference, whose sole representative in the 2010 NCAA Tournament are known as the Gauchos.
ANSWER: Big West Conference (or BWC)
[10] A writer for ESPN once called this conference the worst idea for a conference ever because it is so spread out geographically. It features Southern Utah and Oral Roberts.

ANSWER: Summit League

[10] The Horizon League features this team that plays its games at Hinkle Fieldhouse, the site of the state championship game in the movie Hoosiers.  They also made this year’s Final Four.

ANSWER: Butler Bulldogs (accept either underlined answer)

 

5) Stuff about online auction sites, for 10 points each.
[10] Although this company ended its auction service in 2007 for everywhere but Asia, its non-auction ventures include owning sites like Fire Eagle, upcoming.org and Flickr.
ANSWER: Yahoo! Inc
[10] eBay strangely decided to purchase the company that makes this application for some 2.6 billion dollars in 2005.  Used for Ask the Expert videochats on Who Wants to be a Millionaire, users can "call out" of this VoIP service for a fee.
ANSWER: Skype
[10] Using a bidding fee model, this website offers products for extremely low prices, but makes huge profits as users must pay for BidPacks used to slowly increment the bid.  The Register described this German-based site as "eBay's Evil Twin".
ANSWER: Swoopo
 

6) [NK] Answer some questions about the Little League World Series, for 10 points each.

[10] The 2009 World Series saw a team from this state defeat Chinese Taipei 6-3 in the championship game led by Kiko Garcia’s great pitching performance.  Matt Cassel played on an earlier team from this state, and also played college football in this state.

ANSWER: California
[10] In 2007, Dalton Carriker hit a walk-off home run to help Warner Robins from this state beat Japan in extra innings.  A professional team located in this state won the real World Series thanks to strong pitching from Greg Maddux.
ANSWER: Georgia
[10] As a kid, he played for Phoenix City, Alabama in the 1999 Little League World Series.  The subject of the viral video "Fire Burning in the Outfield", this outfielder filled in for the #2 batting spot on the Cardinals after Rick Ankiel got injured.
ANSWER: Colby Ryan Rasmus
 

7) Identify the following about the career of Ernie Kovacs, for 10 points each.
[10] Kovacs filled in twice a week on one of this man’s talk shows, a show eventually taken over by Jack Paar.  He also succeeded Garry Moore as host of I’ve Got a Secret.
ANSWER: Steve Allen (or Stephen Valentine Patrick William Allen)

[10] One of Kovacs' routines was a rendition of this classic ballet starring gorillas.  Thus, those gorillas were playing roles like Benno, Von Rothbart and the Princess.
ANSWER: Swan Lake
[10] Kovacs' film roles include playing Captain Segura in this 1959 movie, based on a Graham Greene novel of the same name.  Alec Guinness played its sort-of secret agent protagonist, Jim Wormold.
ANSWER: Our Man in Havana
 

8) Identify the following about the NFL 2k series, for 10 points each.
[10] NFL 2k1, an exclusive to the system, became the first console football game to include online play over the system's built-in 56k modem.  Other early online games for this system included Chu Chu Rocket and the original release of Phantasy Star Online.
ANSWER: Sega Dreamcast
[10] After EA acquired the exclusive rights to make NFL videogames, Visual Concepts released the 2k8 version of this game that put John Elway, Jerry Rice and Barry Sanders on the cover.   It contained teams like the Ohio Red Dogs and Miami Cyclones.
ANSWER: All-Pro Football 2k8
[10] A so-called feature of NFL 2K5 was that you could call celebrities to your crib and play them as they trash talked you.  One such celebrity was Steve-O, who could be unlocked as a playable character in this game, whose story focuses on a World Destruction Tour led by Bam Magera.
ANSWER: Tony Hawk’s Underground 2 (or THUG 2)

 

9) Originally named the Heartbeats, this group was re-engineered by Harvey Lisborg and Charlie Silverman to feature a certain former child star.  For 10 points each:

[10] Identify this group, whose hits in Britain included “No Milk” and “A Must to Avoid”.
ANSWER: Herman’s Hermits (or Herman & The Hermits)
[10] The aforementioned child star and lead singer for Herman’s Hermits was this JFK doppelganger, whose solo career saw him find a mild UK-hit with the David Bowie-written “Oh!  You Pretty Thing”.
ANSWER: Peter Blaire Dennis Bernard Noone (prompt on “Herman”)
[10] In this Top 10 hit by Herman’s Hermits, the title figure is told “girls as sharp as her are mighty rare” and the singer requests the addressee to “Don’t let on / don’t say she’s broke my heart”.
ANSWER: “Mrs. Brown You’ve Got a Lovely Daughter”

 

10) Buck Henry plays an IRS Agent attempting to seize the house of John Gustafson, a Minnesota ice fisher, in this film.  For 10 points each:
[10] Identify this 1993 film co-starring Walter Matthau as Max Goldman.
ANSWER: Grumpy Old Men
[10] Matthau's rival in Grumpy Old Men was played by this actor, whose other roles included Jack Godell in The China Syndrome and Felix Ungar in The Odd Couple.
ANSWER: John Uhler "Jack" Lemmon III
[10] Audiences never got to see the third film in the Grumpy Old Men series, partially due to the box-office failure of this other Matthau and Lemmon film.  The two get a pair of free tickets in exchange for serving as dancing instructors.
ANSWER: Out to Sea
 

11) This company was associated with a namesake Playhouse radio and TV series which attracted the talent of Vincent Price.  For 10 points each:

[10] Name this company who, until 2007, owned Kraft foods.  It still owns the Parliament brand of the products most associated with it.
ANSWER: Philip Morris Companies, Inc. (or Altria Group, Inc.)

[10] Carl Smith, the first husband of this woman, received top billing on the Philip Morris Country Music Show.  She also was briefly married to racecar driver Rip Nix and a 2003 compilation of her work was titled Keep on the Sunny Side.
ANSWER: (Valerie) June Carter Cash (or Valerie June Carter Cash)
  

12) His first head coaching job was at Chico State and until 2008 he coached home games from Autzen Stadium.  For 10 points each:

[10] Identify this former coach, who also became his school's athletic director after winning the Civil War over the school’s cross-state rivals.
ANSWER: Robert Michael "Mike" Bellotti
[10] Mike Bellotti most recently coached this PAC-10 school.  Dan Fouts played quarterback for this team before being drafted by the Chargers, and Joey Harrington also played here.
ANSWER: University of Oregon Ducks (accept either underlined answer)

[10] This quarterback briefly took over starting duties following the season-ending injury to Dennis Dixon in 2007.  He’s the brother of a notable Chargers flameout at QB.
ANSWER: Brady Andrew Leaf
 

13) This Marek Kanievska film includes a scene where Andrew McCarthy’s character Clay returns from Yale to attend a Christmas party where he’s beseeched by Blair to help his down and out friend.  For 10 points each.

[10] Identify this film, also starring James Spader as Rip.
ANSWER: Less Than Zero
[10] This actor plays Clay in Less Than Zero.  Known for drug problems of his own, he has also played Sherlock Holmes.
ANSWER: Robert John Downey, Jr.
[10] Jami Gertz, who played Blair in Less Than Zero, also appeared as “gypsy-like vixen” Star in this 1987 film, which saw Kiefer Sutherland playing a vampire named David.
ANSWER: The Lost Boys
 

14) Weaker songs by this group include “I Am What I Am” and “San Francisco”.  For 10 points each:

[10] Identify this band, whose more popular songs include one where the singer asserts that “Every man … wants to have the kind of body always in demand”.
ANSWER: The Village People
[10] That aforementioned track by The Village People goes by this title, which was parodied in a series of early ‘90s Tostitos commercials. The titular type of person also has a “funky walk”, and its chorus notes that “I’ve got to be” one of the title dudes.

ANSWER: “Macho Man”
[10] Jacques Morali, who formed the Village People, was played by this actor in the film Can’t Stop the Music.  His other roles include playing Newton Crosby, who ultimately sides with the robot Number 5 in the film, Short Circuit.

ANSWER: Steve Guttenberg
 

15) Her downfall was partly a result of her ex-husband C. J. Hunter testifying against her to the BALCO Investigation.  For 10 points each:

[10] Identify this American track star, whose performance at the 2000 Summer Olympics was disqualified due to her steroid use.
ANSWER: Marion Lois Jones (or Marion Jones-Thompson)
[10] Marion Jones’ announcement that she wanted to play in the WNBA came suspiciously close in time to the news that the WNBA team based in this city was folding.  The NBA team based in this city didn’t improve much under Paul Westphal, and drafted Corliss Williamson.
ANSWER: Sacramento, California (or Sacramento Kings)
[10] Jones’ last basketball experience was in college, where she played on a women’s team that won the 1994 NCAA women's basketball title.  The men's team at this school won its first title in 1957 under coach Frank McGuire and starter Lennie Rosenbluth.
ANSWER: University of North Carolina, Chapel Hill (or UNC Chapel Hill)

 

16) Identify the following about some comedians who appeared on Star Search, for 10 points each.
[10] This Star Search alum had a controversial stint as a color commentator on Monday Night Football in addition to hosting an HBO talk show.  This comedian also did the "Real Free Speech" segment on Hannity & Colmes.
ANSWER: Dennis Miller
[10] More illustrious roles than voicing the title character on Hulk Hogan's Rock 'n Wrestling have seen this comedian play the husband of Joely Fisher's Joy Stark on 'Til Death.
ANSWER: Brad Garrett (or Brad Harold Gerstenfeld)
[10] In addition to appearing on Star Search, Kim Coles played Troll-doll obsessed Synclaire James-Jones on this '90s sitcom.  Khadijah James was the editor of Flavor magazine on this FOX show.
ANSWER: Living Single
 

17) Identify the following about the Garden State soundtrack, for 10 points each.
[10] Their song “Don’t Panic” appeared as the first track on the soundtrack, and "Viva la Vida" by this band was in an iTunes commercial.
ANSWER: Coldplay
[10] The soundtrack notably featured an Iron & Wine cover of this song.  Originally by The Postal Service, it begins, “I’m thinking it’s a sign, that the freckles in our eyes are mirror images”.
ANSWER: “Such Great Heights”
[10] This group with a repeated name contributed “Let Go” from their 2002 album Details to the Garden State soundtrack.  Producer Guy Sigsworth helped craft this group’s manipulated acoustic sound.
ANSWER: Frou Frou
 

18) This person directed the music videos for Kevin Shield’s “City Girl” and The White Stripe’s “I Just Don’t Know What to do with Myself”.  For 10 points each:
[10] Identify this director, whose first full-length film centered on the Lisbon family, one of whose members was played by James Wood.
ANSWER: Sofia Carmina Coppola
[10] Sofia Coppola garnered a Best Original Screenplay Oscar for writing the script for this 2003 film, which she also directed.  Bill Murray stars as Bob Harris, an actor filming a whiskey commercial in Japan.
ANSWER: Lost in Translation
[10] This actor was cast to play King Louis XV in Coppola's Marie Antoinette.  This Larry Sanders Show cast member threw wrenches at people in a film about a “true underdog story”.
ANSWER: Rip Torn (or Elmore Rual Torn, Jr.)

 

19) Identify the following about Chick Lit, for 10 points each.
[10] This character, also known as Becky Bloomwood, has appeared in novels where she Ties the Knot and Takes Manhattan.  The Confessions of this materialistic woman were made into 2009 film starring Isla Fisher.
ANSWER: Shopaholic
[10] Give either the real name or the pen name of the author of the Shopaholic books, whose other works include Remember Me? and The Undomestic Goddess.
ANSWER: Madeleine Sophie Wickahm (or Madeleine Sophie Townley or Sophie Kinsella)
[10] In the film version, Becky works under a character with this first name at Successful Saving.  A character of this first name ends up being the father of April Nardini and owns a diner on a show created by Amy Sherman-Palladino.
ANSWER: Luke (or Lucas)

 

20) Answer some questions about the television career of Daniel Stern, for 10 points each.
[10] Although Stern provided the narration for Kevin Arnold on the Wonder Years, the character was played by this actor.  His brother would later star on Boy Meets World.
ANSWER: Frederick Aaron "Fred" Savage
[10] Daniel Stern also guest starred as Pierre on an episode of this series, whose title was changed to include the year 2032 in its final season.  Roy Scheider's Nathan Bridger piloted the titular under-water craft.
ANSWER: seaQuest DSV (or seaQuest 2032)
[10] The animated version of Dilbert saw Stern voicing the title character and this woman providing the voice of Alice.  She won the third season of The Mole and hosts a Bravo series where she schemes to get more famous alongside her assistant, Jessica.
ANSWER: Kathy Griffin (or Kathleen Mary Griffin)

 

21) He hosted Rock & Roll Jeopardy! from 1998 until 2001.  For 10 points each:
[10] Identify this man, best known for hosting a reality show whose first season contestants included Gervase Peterson and million-dollar winner Richard Hatch.
ANSWER: Jeffrey Lee "Jeff" Probst
[10] Probably the most notable Survivor: Samoa castaway was this oil tycoon, who found three hidden idols and told his fellow competitors a lie about how he saved a dog while employed as a firefighter during Hurricane Katrina.
ANSWER: Russell Hantz (or Russell H; accept any underlined answer)

[10] This woman, who had previously won on Pearl Islands, became the only person to ever win two different Survivor seasons when she edged out Russell and Parvati to win on Heroes vs. Villains. 
ANSWER: Sandra Diaz-Twine (accept either underlined answer)
