Tossups:

 

1) A children's chorus performs this song to welcome President Clinton in the Bosnian film, Fuse.  "Baby, Let Me Take You Home" was initially chosen as a certain band's debut single over this song because of its four-minute plus length.  Although the most famous version of this song is in 6/8 time and featured guitar playing by Hilton Valentine, Frijid Pink's 4/4 rendition of it became a mild hit in 1969.  It describes the son of a (*) tailor who "got one foot on the platform / the other foot on the train" as he ponders returning to the song’s titular place.  Elsewhere, the namesake structure is called "the ruin of many a poor boy".  Describing a building in New Orleans, for 10 points, identify this 1964 song, the biggest hit for The Animals.
ANSWER: "The House of the Rising Sun" (or “Rising Sun Blues”)

 

2) A secret signal was used by Gordon Nash, his coach at Helix High School, to hide this player's pronounced stutter from college recruiters.  This man holds single-game NBA Finals records for both blocked shots and defensive rebounds, part of a dominating performance against Philadelphia.  He drew the ire of Paul Silas for simultaneously attending Stanford (*) Law School and playing one to two games a week following his near retirement in the early '80s.  His rebound and subsequent final basket scored against Akeem Olajuwon after teammate Dennis Johnson put up a wild shot helped his team win Game Four of the 1986 Finals.  Earlier, he won a championship alongside Maurice Lucas.  Following his retirement, this broadcaster was the subject of a 2003 ESPN series about his Long Strange Trip.  For 10 points, name this oft-injured Celtics center, who had earlier helped win Portland’s only championship.
ANSWER: William Theodore "Bill" Walton III

 

3) The main character of this work is warned of "the Chokey" and earlier uses a neighbor's parrot as part of a revenge scheme.  The title character is pointed to Great Expectations by the librarian, Mrs. Phelps.  A pivotal scene in this book comes after Lavender puts a newt in a glass (*) of water, and its climax comes when the protagonist invokes the spirit of Doctor Magnus.  The hero’s father departs to Spain at its conclusion in part due to his practice of rolling back the miles on the used cars he sells.  Its chief antagonist is defeated when the protagonist causes some chalk to write a message on a chalk board, which frees her teacher Miss Honey from the domineering control of Miss Trunchbull.  For 10 points, name this Roald Dahl novel centering on a four-year-old Miss Wormwood, who has psychic powers.
ANSWER: Matilda
 

4) Barbet Schroeder directed a documentary about this man which included him giving a lecture to surgeons about price fixing, and he was the subject of the documentary, The Man Who Ate His Archbishop's Liver?  He’s not Indian, but Joseph Olita plays this man in a film centering on Jay and Kinnu's resettlement from his country to the American South (*) in Mississippi Masala.  A more notable film to depict this man saw Kerry Washington playing his wife Kay and the film's main character occasionally consulting with Junju.  That film about this man was based on a Giles Foden novel and saw him advised by James McAvoy's Dr. Nicholas Garrigan.  For 10 points, name this African warlord played by Forest Whitaker in The Last King of Scotland.
ANSWER: Idi Amin Dada

 

5) A 911 call reporting this incident alleged that, after "a big shuttle bus limousine" pulled up at the caller's house, "seven black men ... got out and peed all over my yard".  It was brought to light thanks to complaints of employees of Al & Alma's.  A year prior to this event, a stripper performed an explicit rap in a restaurant overlooking Camp Snoopy. (*)  Coming a year after that earlier example of a rookie party held during the bye week, it was probably organized by Fred Smoot and prompted a statement saying behavior like it would “never be tolerated again” by owner Zygi Wilf.  Conducted during the tenure of Mike Tice by players like Dante Caulpepper, for 10 points, name this October 6, 2005 event where members of a certain NFL team threw a raucous party on Lake Minnetonka.
ANSWER: Minnesota Vikings Sex Cruise (or Minnesota Vikings Boat Party Scandal or Minnesota Vikings Love Boat Scandal or Minnesota Vikings Smoot Boat Scandal or anything else reasonable that mentions the Minnesota Vikings and Being on a Boat)

 

6) One character played by this actor tells Mayor Tilman that "[The] rest of America don't see it that way" when he explains the "two cultures down here", while another describes the "real story" of a gunfight involving English Bob to Saul Rubinek's W. W. Beauchamp.  This author of Justice for None and Wake of the Perdido Star saw his acting career come to an ignominious end when he played Eagle Cole, the former President (*) of the United States in the Ray Romano film, Welcome to Mooseport.  He earned his first Oscar nomination for playing the leader of the Barrow Gang, Buck Barrow, in 1967's Bonnie and Clyde, and he'd ultimately win a Best Supporting Actor in 1992 for playing Little Bill Daggett in Unforgiven.  For 10 points, identify this man who played FBI Agent Rupert Anderson in Mississippi Burning and Coach Norman Dale in Hoosiers.

ANSWER: Eugene Allen "Gene" Hackman
 

7) This person was once disqualified for refusing to let go of his signature move on a man who attacked him following his defeat of Doink at a King of the Ring.  He suffered a severe concussion from an opponent he once made use the Spear move on himself.  Besides defeating Goldberg, this man was himself defeated at Wrestlemania IX when Mr. (*) Fuji threw salt in his eyes.  One group he was a part of defeated the British Bulldogs at 1987's Tag-Team Titles; that alliance also featured his future brother-in-law, Jim "The Anvil" Neidhart and was known as his “Foundation”.  In a victory over Mr. Perfect at Summerslam '91, he debuted his signature Sharpshooter move.  Defeated by Shawn Michaels in the Montreal Screwjob, his brother Owen died in an accident in 1999.  For 10 points, name this wrestler often given the nickname "The Hitman".

ANSWER: Bret Hart (or Bret "The Hitman" Hart; accept just Hart after “Owen” is mentioned; prompt on just “The Hitman” until mentioned)

8) On Season Five of this show, it was very rare for the newly introduced Doug Robert to share screen-time with Peter Lupus' "muscle" character.  The 1980s revival of this series introduced former Olympic athlete Shannon Reed, who replaced both Casey Randall and the original series' Cinnamon Carter.  A film revival saw Emmanuelle Béart (*) play the hero’s wife, Claire.  In addition to Leonard Nimoy's character The Great Paris, the original TV show saw Greg Morris playing electronics specialist Barney Collier and that series eventually cut out the "leafing through dossiers" portion of its introduction.  Its first season focused on leader Daniel Briggs, although Peter Graves' character took over in later years.  For 10 points, identify this show centering on members of the IMF like Jim Phelps, turned into a trilogy of action films filled with masks and self-destructing tapes, starring Tom Cruise.
ANSWER: Mission: Impossible
 

9) While still with another group, one drummer for this band provided the beat for the still un-released studio version of “Spank Thru” in addition to the tracks “If You Must” and “Pen Cap Chew”.  Those last two songs appeared on the group’s box-set, With the Lights (*) Out.  Dan Peters was another drummer for this band, while songs like “Mr. Moustache” and “Blew” were recorded with yet another percussionist, Chad Channing.  Their first drummer, Aaron Burckhard, left the group after they moved from the hometown of fellow group, the Melvins.  Their most notable drummer would go on to form the groups Probot and The Prodigy and laid down the rhythm for songs recorded after their Bleach album like “Heart Shaped Box”.  For 10 points, name this band featuring future Foo Fighters founder Dave Grohl in addition to frontman Kurt Cobain.
ANSWER: Nirvana
 

10) While with the Angels, he exacerbated his fractured knuckle by taking off the cast after 10 days, causing him to miss half of the 1976 season.  He earned the 1973 All-Star MVP award thanks to a two-run homer he hit against Bill Singer.  He hit a grand slam off Jack Purdin in his first major league game on June 25, 1968, and ended his career with the Cubs after spending seven years with seven (*) different teams following a trade for Bobby Murcer.   Before dying of lung cancer in 2003, he served as a coach from 1993 until 1996 under Dusty Baker.  He became the first player to, in both leagues, hit 30 homers and steal 30 bases when he did so while batting third for the Yankees in 1975.  His career took off following Willie Mays' departure to the Mets in 1973, and he’s the father of a man who hit a notable homerun off of Mike Bacsik on August 7th, 2007.  For 10 points, name this Giants outfielder and father of the all-time career home run leader.

ANSWER: Bobby Lee Bonds
 

11) Near the end of this film, the protagonist asks, "Haven't I got this curse inside me? The fire?  The voice?  The pain?"  Joseph Losey filmed a 1951 remake set in LA.  During parallel meetings in this film, the Pickpocket suggests employing the help of a psychic while Inspector (*) Lohmann complains about the populace's lack of help.  A large reward is organized by Schranker to catch the central character in this film, who is alluded to by a song about the "evil man in black" in its first scene.  Its iconic poster sees its title written on the central figure’s hand.  The Peer Gynt tune whistled when one character buys a balloon from a beggar plays during this film's final scene, which sees the protagonist condemned to death in a court of criminals.  Starring Peter Lorre as the man chalked with the titular letter, for 10 points, identify this Fritz Lang film.
ANSWER: M
 

12) Lou Pellegrino played public defender Vincent Baggetta on a 90 minute long '80s drama set in this city called [Its] Story, while Jason Bateman played a character who lived across from a baseball stadium here in a short-lived 1997 NBC sitcom called [Its] Sons.  Lawrence Limburger is a leading tycoon of this city in (*) Biker Mice from Mars, and David Bellows hosted a fictional morning show in this city on Life with Bonnie.  This city is where the Papadapolises lived on Webster, while most of the non-incarcerated characters on the first season of Prison Break lived in this city.  It’s not Boston, but characters who reside in this location in David E. Kelley series include Alan Birch, Danny Nyland and, more notably, Adam Arkin's Aaron Shutt.  For 10 points, name this city, the home to Hope Hospital on a namesake medical drama.
ANSWER: Chicago
 

13) According to the CBC it was the first Top 10 song to make use of the TR-808 drum machine, and high charting covers of this song include a 1993 version by Soul Asylum.  It was the biggest hit from the artist’s final studio album, which also contained the tracks “My Love is Waiting” and “’Til Tomorrow”.  Along with "Baby Come Back", (*) Bumblebee plays this song in an attempt to get Mikaela to see Sam's interest in her in the first Transformers movie.  Its lyrics note, "the love you give to me will free me" and the singer asserts, "Baby, I think I'm capsizin'".  Elsewhere, the singer of this song declares that the title concept “helps to relieve my mind” and “is something that’s good for me”.  For 10 points, name this song by Marvin Gaye about a certain type of rejuvenation.

ANSWER: “Sexual Healing”

 

14) "Fernet Branca" and "[This Character] Got a Hernia" appear on a comedy album named for him, while a film named for him featured a cameo by Aaron Carter, who played Darren.  With the rest of his friends, he watched a TV show that contained the supporting cast Computer and Stinger.  His namesake show was introduced with a live-action (*) warning that, "if you aren't careful, you might learn something" and saw him getting advice from Mudfoot Brown and watching Legal Eagle.  He's friends with the guitar-owning Rudy Davis and the over-biting Bucky and enjoys the Brown Hornet program.  Based on his creator's real-life friend, a certain Mr. Robertson, a 2004 live action version of this character saw him played by Kenan Thompson.  Joined by Weird Harold, Mushmouth and the rest of the Junkyard Gang, for 10 points, name this obese character voiced by Bill Cosby.

ANSWER: Fat Albert
 

15) Babyface cameoed on its non-US track, "If Only Through Heaven's Eyes", as well as a song on this album that has the answer for you "if you wanna groove now", "This Is Where the Party's At".  This album's namesake tour spawned the IMAX film "Bigger than Live", while its first single was allegedly about the group's break from RCA (*) and manager Lou Pearlman.  This album was preceded by The Winter Album, which was a European version of the group's other earlier album, Home for Christmas.  In addition to "Space Cowboy", which featured Left Eye, one of its hits ends by stating "Might sound crazy, but it ain't no lie" followed by that song's title.  It was followed by the slightly less successful Celebrity, while this album spawned hits like "This I Promise You" and "It's Gonna Be Me".  Also containing "Bye Bye Bye", for 10 points, name this best-selling album by 'N Sync, whose cover shows the band as puppets.
ANSWER: No Strings Attached
 

16) Bruce Davis took over as CEO of this company following its acquisition of InfoCom, while one of their earliest games involved a chicken crossing the road and was titled Freeway.  Employees of a rival company who didn't leave to join this company with people like Alan Miller and original CEO Jim Levy started to call themselves the "Dumb Shits Club".  This company found early success with titles like River Raider (*) and the bomb-catching Kaboom!, while more recently it was the publisher of all but the first of id Software's Quake games.  This owner of the studios Treyarch and Infinity Ward is now itself owned by Vivendi.  One of their most popular games is credited with inventing the platformer and is called Pitfall, and it was the publisher of the first Call of Duty and Guitar Hero games.  For 10 points, name this publisher, now merged with Blizzard.
ANSWER: Activision Blizzard (do not accept or prompt on just “Blizzard”)

 

17) When one character in this film is asked by a judge for the grounds of his objection, he replies, "On the grounds of Brooklyn!"; that character had earlier helped stage a meeting at Irving Hall that was partly motivated by the injury to Crutchy.  Another character claims that "for a dreamer, night's the only time of day" when fantasizing about going to (*) Santa Fe, but he turns out to be named Mike Sullivan.  Featuring Ann Margaret as dance hall performer Medda Larkson and Robert Duvall as its industrialist villain, this film's heroes--who include Specs, Racetrack Higgins, Spot Conlon, and David Jacobs--unite in their endeavor through singing "Seize the Day," "Carrying the Banner," "King of New York," and other Alan Mencken tunes.  For 10 points, name this 1992 Disney musical where Christian Bale's affected Brooklyn accent leads a paperboys' strike to victory.
ANSWER: Newsies
 

18) [CG] One hockey player from this nation earned the nickname "The Paralyzer" after going 9-for-9 in shootouts in the 2005-06 Season while with the Dallas Stars.  A player from this nation came out of the press box to score 21 points on a line with Daniel Briere and Scott Hartnell during the 2010 playoffs. Domestic teams in this nation include HPK. Another player from this nation shattered Mike Bossy's rookie (*) scoring record in 1993 when he notched 76 goals for the Winnipeg Jets. That player would later join the Anaheim Mighty Ducks to form a dynamic duo with Paul Kariya. This nation is also home to the current starting goalies of the Calgary Flames and Minnesota Wild, who helped earn this team Bronze in Vancouver and are named Miikka Kiprusoff and Nicklas Backstrom.  For 10 points, identify this nation, home to Jari Kurri, Olli Jokinen, and Teemu Selanne, who hails from Helsinki.

ANSWER: Finland
19) In exchange for helping Prince Bayan escape from a man trying to open the Lopnor Gateway, this character was given the Scepter of Bast.  While overseas in France, this man joined Demarco Laboratories and had a fling with Alyssa Moy.  While hypnotized by his chief enemy, he did evil deeds under the name The Invincible Man, and in order to defeat the Void, (*) he was forced to erase everyone's memory of his friend Sentry.  His son is sometimes called Avatar, while he opened a portal to the Negative Zone which led to a fight against Psycho-Man.  With the help of his father, Nathaniel, he constructs a space ship that suffers an accident with Ben Grimm on board.  Played on screen by Ioan Gruffudd, this man leads a group that battled the Silver Surfer in a 2007 film.  For 10 points, name this leader of a certain group of four superheroes.
ANSWER: Mister Fantastic (or Dr. Reed Richards; accept The Invincible Man before mentioned)

 

20) This actress starred opposite Drew Carey as the Blue Fairy in the forgettable TV movie, Geppetto, while her character Eileen Swift co-starred as the sarcastic ex-partner of Douglas Sheehan's Brian Harper on the NBC yuppie sitcom, Day by Day.  Lauren Bowles played her sister Susan on a short-lived sitcom that also featured Steve (*) Carell as Edgar and originally showed a 22 minute clock on the screen.  The character she currently plays is the subject of ridicule by mothers Lindsay and Marly, and that character co-owns a gym with Barb.  This title character on Watching Ellie is best known for a character whose dancing is lampooned in "The Little Kicks" and for a time worked for Mr. Pitt.  Currently starring as a certain Ms. Campbell on The New Adventures of Old Christine, for 10 points, name this actress who played Elaine on Seinfeld.
ANSWER: Julia Scarlett Elizabeth Louis-Dreyfus
 

21) Repeated twice, this phrase makes up the title of a song that states "look around little brother, can you tell me what you see?", the last track on Catch 22's Keasbey Nights.  One track of this name was originally debuted as "Sally's Song" and was co-written by New Buffalo.  Another song with this name asks you to "give me more loving from the very start" (*) and proclaims "I love being around you / you make it easy".  That song was the fifth track on the 2008 album Big Bad World.  "Sleepless long nights / That is what my youth was for" is a line in the first verse of a song of this name, that later laments "For the teenage boys, they're breaking your heart".  Also naming the biggest hit since "Hey There Delilah" for the Plain White Ts, for 10 points, name this title of a 2007 hit for Feist, featured in an iPod commercial and beginning with the titular count.
ANSWER: "1, 2, 3, 4" 

 

Bonuses:

 

1) Identify the following about sabermetrics, for 10 points each.

[10] Many credit this team’s strong 2008 performance to their heavy emphasis on defensive stats.  Changes that season saw them replacing the likes of Brendan Harris and Bob Zobrist with Jason Bartlett, and Carlos Pena still plays for them.
ANSWER: Tampa Bay Rays
[10] The Rays relied heavily on this statistic, originally formulated by Mitchel Lichtman on Baseball Think Factory.  It helps track things like balls cost or saved for a particular fielder, and shouldn't be confused with Lichtman's Super-LWTS system.
ANSWER: Ultimate Zone Rating (or UZR)

[10] The field of sabremetrics really got going when this guy published his eponymous Baseball Abstract in 1977.  He also invented stats like Win Shares and Runs Created.
ANSWER: Bill James (or George William James)

 

2) This artist had the idea for the seventeen minute long "1/1" track from his album Music for Airports while recovering from getting hit by a taxi.  For 10 points each:
[10] Identify this British musician, whose love of ambient music led him to found the Ambient Label.
ANSWER: Brian Eno (or Brian Peter George St. John le Baptiste de la Salle Eno)
[10] As a producer, Eno worked on albums like Remain in Light for this group.  Their hits include "And She Was" and "Burning Down the House".
ANSWER: Talking Heads
[10] Eno recorded the so-called “Berlin Trilogy” with this artist, which includes the album, Lodger.
ANSWER: David Bowie (or David Robert Jones)

 

3) Answer some questions about TV shows that had their origins in film, for 10 points each.
[10] John Vernon reprised his role of Dean Wormer from this film for its TV spin-off, Delta House.
ANSWER: National Lampoon’s Animal House
[10] Like Ferris Bueller, this other John Hughes film was brought to NBC as a television series.  Unfortunately it dropped John Candy for Kevin Meaney in the title role as the guardian of Tia Russell.
ANSWER: Uncle Buck
[10] Fess Parker played the title character in a short-lived 1950’s remake of this classic Frank Capra film.  Claude Rains’ character, Joseph Paine, tries to shoot himself at its climax after the title character collapses.
ANSWER: Mr. Smith Goes to Washington
 

4) Lyrics in this song include, "The bell curve blames the baby's DNA / But test scores are how much the parents make".  For 10 points each:

[10] Name this track much better known for being performed by the deep-voiced Tay Zonday.
ANSWER: "Chocolate Rain"
[10] Zonday performed an acoustic version of “Chocolate Rain” with Brian Bell, the rhythm guitarist for this group.  Their most recent album, Raditutde, contained the single, “I’m Your Daddy”, and they’re fronted by Rivers Cuomo.
ANSWER: Weezer
[10] A parody of “Chocolate Rain” was performed by Alex Albrecht on the podcast for this website, founded by Kevin Rose.  There was a hullabaloo about Jay Adelson removing a user-posted Blu Ray decryption key from this site in 2007.
ANSWER: Digg.com

 

5) In this sequel, members of the Bloodpack have to race down Jared Nomak, aka Patient Zero.  For 10 points each:
[10] Identify this film, where it's revealed that Kris Kristofferson's Abraham Whistler isn't really dead.  It was followed by a film where Whistler dies.
ANSWER: Blade II
[10] This tax-troubled actor played the title role in all three Blade films.  
ANSWER: Wesley Trent Snipes
[10] Besides Blade I, one of the few films that Stephen Norrington directed was this 2003 flick that sees Sanderson Reed, played by Tom Goodman-Hill, meet up with Sean Connery’s character in British East Africa early in the film.
ANSWER: The League of Extraordinary Gentlemen
 

6) Identify the following about the 1989 Consensus All-America Team in college football, for 10 points each.

[10] Anthony Thompson and this Florida player were named as the running backs that year.  This running back decided to enter the draft rather than play for the newly hired Steve Spurrier, and was picked in the first round by Dallas.

ANSWER: Emmitt James Smith III

[10] Although he was named an All American safety, this Florida State player notably ran for 78 yards in a "puntrooskie" against Clemson in 1988.  He'd go on to play his entire career with the Packers.

ANSWER: LeRoy Butler III
[10] Michigan State's Percy Snow became one of only two players to win both the Lombardi Award and this award, given to the top linebacker in college.  It’s named for a man who played center and linebacker for Illinois in the ‘60s.
ANSWER: Butkus Award

 

7) Based on a play by James Goldman, this film co-stars John Castle as Geoffrey.  For 10 points each:

[10] Identify this acclaimed 1968 film where Peter O’Toole’s character gathers his sons together on Christmas Eve while Timothy Dalton’s character demands an heir to be chosen.
ANSWER: The Lion in Winter
[10] This actress notably played Eleanor of Aquitaine in The Lion in Winter, a performance that would net her an Oscar.  She also starred in Guess Who’s Coming to Dinner.
ANSWER: Katharine Houghton Hepburn
[10] Henry’s favorite son, John Lackland, was played by Nigel Terry, whose other historical roles include playing this artist in a 1986 Derek Jarman film.  His paintings include Boy Bitten by a Lizard and a rejected version of The Inspiration of Saint Matthew for Rome’s San Luigi de Francesi church.
ANSWER: Michelangelo Merisi da Caravaggio
 

8) This comedian's eponymous ABC show lasted only two episodes in 1993, and in 2001 she pleaded no contest to allegations she molested a 14 year old girl.  For 10 points each:
[10] Identify this female comedian and regular on the radio gameshow Wait Wait... Don't Tell Me, notable for her male-style dress.
ANSWER: Paula Poundstone
[10] Wait Wait... Don't Tell Me is one of the shows offered by this nationally syndicated radio network, whose other programs include Morning Edition.
ANSWER: NPR (or National Public Radio)
[10] Poundstone voiced Paula Small on six episodes of this animated series that originally aired on UPN.  It was created by Loren Bouchard and Brendon Small and also features Melissa, who is allergic to kiwis.
ANSWER: Home Movies
 

9) This woman was the subject of a song subtitled "With the Laughing Face", recorded by the man she'd team up with on "Somethin' Stupid".  For 10 points each:
[10] Name this female singer, also known for the songs "Sugar Town" and "Summer Wine".
ANSWER: Nancy Sandra Sinatra
[10] One of Nancy Sinatra's biggest hits is this one, written by Lee Hazlewood.  Jessica Simpson did a cover for the Dukes of Hazard soundtrack, and the title objects "one of these days are going to walk all over you".
ANSWER: "These Boots Are Made For Walkin'" 
[10] Nancy Sinatra also recorded the theme song for this Bond film.  Its lyrics note, "you drift through the years and life seems tame, / 'Till one dream appears and love is its name", and it marked the first time Ernst Blofeld appeared completely on screen.
ANSWER: You Only Live Twice
 

10) Identify the following about some recurring guests on Oprah, for 10 points each.
[10] Besides teaming up with Dr. Michael Roizen to write books like YOU: The Owner's Manual, this guy appeared regularly on Tuesdays to give medical advice.  He got his own series in 2009.
ANSWER: Dr. Mehmet C. Oz
[10] This regular panelist on “Fridays Live” had her own show on Oprah Radio and has also served as the editor at-large for Oprah's magazine.  She's noted for being Oprah's best friend.
ANSWER: Gayle King (accept either underlined answer)
[10] Oprah once traveled to Poland with this author of The Gates of the Forest, The Forgotten and A Mad Desire to Dance.
ANSWER: Elie Wiesel (or Eliezer Wiesel)

 

11) Identify the following about some novelty rap songs, for 10 points each.
[10] Arguably the first rapper to win a Grammy, this comedian's namesake "Rappin'" song tells of how his parents took him to a dog show which he ended up winning.  Naturally, three singers kept repeating his catchphrase, "No Respect".
ANSWER: Rodney Dangerfield (or Jack Roy or Jacob Cohen)
[10] Joe Piscopo found success with a 1985 song titled "[This Show's] Rap".  In addition to Piscopo's impersonations, Eddie Murphy did his impersonation of Art Carney's character from this show.
ANSWER: The Honeymooners
[10] MC Moisha and Easy Irving comprised this group, whose first album, As Kosher As They Wanna Be, was a play on one of the most famous albums of the Luke and Mr. Mixx group they derive their name from.
ANSWER: 2 Live Jews
 

12) [CG] Roy Emerson holds the most men’s singles titles here, and its center court is called Rod Laver Arena. For 10 points each:

[10] Identify this tennis major held every January.

ANSWER: Australian Open
[10] Serena Williams defeated this woman to gain victory in the Australian Open this year.  She beat Zheng Jie in the semi-finals despite announcing her retirement in 2008.
ANSWER: Justine Henin-Hardenne

[10] This Australian aborigine won four Australian Open women’s singles titles during the 1970s, and was retroactively awarded a 1976 world number one ranking by WTA. She won 14 Grand Slam titles in her career.

ANSWER: Evonne Goolagong Cawley [accept either underlined answer]

13) Developed by ACES Game Studio, the tenth edition of this game introduced tie-ins with Garmin and added vehicles like the A321.  For 10 points each:

[10] Name this long-running PC series by Microsoft where players spend a lot of time in planes.
ANSWER: Microsoft Flight Simulator
[10] This other Microsoft-developed series was set in an alternate timeline in the 1930s where the United States collapsed and everyone docked their fighter planes in zeppelins.  An Xbox title in this series was subtitled, High Road to Revenge.
ANSWER: Crimson Skies
[10] The combat flight simulator After Burner was developed by this company, whose other arcade hits included Space Harrier.
ANSWER: Sega Corporation (or Sega Sammy)

14) Quotes in this film include "Milk are for babies, when you get older you drink beer" and "Looks like I can take you", spoken by Serge Nubret.  For 10 points each:
[10] Name this 1977 Robert Fiore and George Butler documentary that essentially made Lou Ferrigno the hero.
ANSWER: Pumping Iron
[10] Pumping Iron famously documented this future movie star before he got famous, including doing naughty things like being waited on by black waiters in South Africa during apartheid and smoking pot.  His other early films include Hercules in New York.
ANSWER: Arnold Alois Schwarzenegger
[10] Pumping Iron director George Butler's more recent work includes the film Going Upriver, about the “long war” of this friend of his.  His “record of betrayal” was explored in a different film, 2004’s Stolen Honor.
ANSWER: John Forbes Kerry
 

15) 78Violet, aka Aly & AJ, starred in a made-for-TV movie based on this show.  For 10 points each:
[10] Identify this MTV show where various spoiled adolescents have lavish parties thrown for them.
ANSWER: My Super Sweet 16
[10] One of the celebs to appear at a televised My Super Sweet 16 was this Chicago-born rapper.  This artist of “Kiss Me Thru the Phone” is best known for a hit where we’re told, “I’m bouncing on my toe, watch me super soak that hoe”.
ANSWER: Soulja Boy Tell 'Em (or DeAndre Ramone Way)
[10] The concept of this Sweet 16 spin-off involves sending former birthday girls, like "I love money" uttering Amanda Tillander, to remote locations.  It shares its name with the title of the 1998 Law & Order movie.
ANSWER: Exiled
 

16) Anthologies of this comic have included The Postman Always Screams Twice and Always Stop & Smell the Hydrants.  For 10 points each:
[10] Identify this comic strip drawn by Mike Peters, whose two title characters are joined by supporting cast like Ham the Pig and Ralph the Boston Terrier.
ANSWER: Mother Goose & Grimm
[10] Mother Goose & Grimm was briefly adapted into a Saturday morning cartoon by Lee Mendelson Film Productions, famous for also adapting the Peanuts specials, like this one where Linus writes a letter to the Santa Claus-esque title Halloween figure.
ANSWER: It's the Great Pumpkin, Charlie Brown
[10] Mother Goose & Grimm was originally syndicated by the Tribune Media Services, which earlier had syndicated this comic strip.  Over the years, the title character took on evil-doers like Pear Shape, The Brow and Little Face Finney.
ANSWER: Dick Tracy
 

17) At the 2009 World Aquatic Championships, he took home six medals, including a win in the 4x200m relay with teammates Ricky Berens and Peter Vanderkaay. For 10 points each:

[10] Identify this American swimmer who has had some problems with pot.

ANSWER: Michael Fred Phelps
[10] Phelps’ other teammate in the finals of the 4x200m relay was this quadruple medalist at both the 2008 Olympics and 2009 worlds. He beat Phelps’ record in the 200m individual medley, and his strong backstroke has helped him tie or break several records set by rival Aaron Peirsol.

ANSWER: Ryan Lochte
[10] An athlete from this country finished one spot behind Lochte in the 200m medley and thrice finished second to Phelps in Beijing.  The “Golden Team” was a successful soccer team for them in the ‘50s, although they lose to Germany in the “Miracle of Bern” in the 1954 World Cup final.
ANSWER: Republic of Hungary (or Magyarorszag)
 

18) Identify the following about Baretta, for 10 points each.
[10] This man sang the Baretta theme song, “Keep Your Eye on the Sparrow”.  Archie accidentally asks about his glass eye on an episode of All in the Family, and he played Josh Howard in the original Ocean’s Eleven.
ANSWER: Sammy Davis, Jr. (or Samuel George Davis, Jr.)
[10] Baretta was a retooling of Toma, which, unlike Baretta, was definitely set in this state.  Scott Baio's character attended Copeland College in this state on Charles in Charge, and it’s where the fictional Paulie Walnuts lived.
ANSWER: New Jersey
[10] Tom Ewell, who played Billy on Baretta, appeared on this show in a promotion for The Seven Year Itch, where the panelists had to figure out that he played Richard Sherman on stage.  Contestants got $5 for each “no” reply to a question by the panelists.
ANSWER: What's My Line
 

19) Started by Carl Newman, this group also includes filmmaker Blaine Thurier.  For 10 points each:

[10] Identify this indie rock band who has been gathering critical acclaim since the release of their debut album, 2000's Mass Romantic.
ANSWER: The New Pornographers
[10] The New Pornographers hail from this nation, which has also given us other indie rock groups like The Weakerthans, FemBots and Arcade Fire.
ANSWER: Canada
[10] Because the singer is "Listenin' too long / to one song", he commands that the title action be performed in this New Pornographers track from Twin Cinema.  It calls for a song in a certain Latin genre.
ANSWER: "Sing Me Spanish Techno"
20) Answer some questions about the career of Peter Firth, none of which ask about his early role as Scooper on Here Come the Double Deckers!, for 10 points each.

[10] Like Daniel Radcliffe, Firth played Alan Strang in a 1977 movie version of this Peter Shaffer play.  Richard Burton earned an Oscar nomination for his role as the psychiatrist trying to figure out Strang's obsession with horses in this work.
ANSWER: Equus
[10] Both Firth and this other British actor appeared in the 1985 film, Letter to Brezhnev.  In addition to playing Comte Paul de Reynaud in Chocolat, this dude was cast as Doc Ock in Spiderman 2.
ANSWER: Alfred Molina (or Alfredo Molina)
[10] Another Firth co-star was this man, who played Major John Gresham in Aces High.  He played Reggie Wanker, a parody of Mick Jagger, in 1983's Get Crazy and Alex in a certain Stanley Kubrick film.
ANSWER: Malcolm McDowell (or Malcolm John Taylor)

 

21) [NK] For 10 points each, answer these questions that feature two of trash players’ favorite topics—The Simpsons and sports:

[10] Hank Scorpio rewards Homer with this football team after helping him at Globex.  Ironically, this team would soon win a Super Bowl with running back Terrell Davis and are now coached by Josh McDaniels.

ANSWER: Denver Broncos (accept either team name)

[10] This is the nickname of the hockey team Lisa joins, coached by Apu.  It's a slight variation of the team name for Washington State.

ANSWER: Gougers
[10] In the tournament editor's least favorite Simpsons episode ever, Homer for some reason believes that tennis is played more like this sport.  On King of the Hill, Luanne partakes in this sport under manager Buck Strickland.

ANSWER: Foxy Boxing (accept equivalents including, as Homer says “the sport where the chicks wail on each other”; prompt on just "Boxing")
