Tossups:

 

1) This quarterback's freshman year under coach Rod Dowhower saw his team give Oregon State their only victory, negating his team’s tie with its chief rival and a big win over UCLA.  In his junior year, his team lost their opener to Purdue and went on to lose to a team coached by his father the next week; that year also saw him sign a contract to play centerfield (*) for the Yankees.  One almost comeback led by this player culminated with a Mark Harmon field goal with 4 seconds remaining on the clock.  As a senior, he finished ahead of Eric Dickerson but behind Herschel Walker in the Heisman race.  Noted for never appearing in a Bowl Game, his final game as a pro was a Super Bowl victory over the Falcons.  For 10 points, name this Stanford quarterback who lost in “The Play” before joining the Broncos.
ANSWER: John Albert Elway, Jr.

 

2) Rod Hardy directed a TNT remake of this film that cast Tom Skerritt in the central role, while the original sees the protagonist's former mentor, Martin Howe, tell him "it's all for nothing".  Carl Foreman, then on the blacklist, based its screenplay on "The Tin Star", and it includes a scene where Sam Fuller has his wife tell the protagonist he's not home.  Tex Ritter's (*) "Do Not Forsake Me, O My Darling" won an Oscar for its use in this film, which also features evil doer James Pierce and mayor Jonas Henderson.  Its lead assumed he'd lose to Marlon Brando and thus wasn't present when John Wayne picked up his Oscar.  Co-starring Grace Kelly as the protagonist's Quaker wife, Amy, this Fred Zinnemann film involves the Miller gang coming to Hadleyville.  For 10 points, name this Western starring Gary Cooper, which proceeds in real time until the title time period.
ANSWER: High Noon
 

3) After getting kicked out of Hawkwind, its founder attempted to start this group under the name Bastard with musicians like drummer Lucas Fox.  They contributed "On the Road" to the 1986 Hear 'n Aid compilation, while 1999 saw them release a new live album, Everything Louder than Everyone Else, which started off with "Iron Fist" (*) and "Stay Clean".  This group's only Grammy to-date came from their 2005 cover of Metallica's "Whiplash", while UA released a previously rejected album of theirs called On Parole in 1980.  They also found success with the albums Bomber and Overkill.  Their most famous song, which leads off their live album, No Sleep 'Til Hammersmith, begins, "If you like to gamble, I tell you I'm your man / You win some, lose some, it's all the same to me."  Led by Lemmy Kilminster, for 10 points, name this British band best known for the song "Ace of Spades".
ANSWER: Motorhead
 

4) A Gameboy Advance game in this series saw players battling against Mujoe and collecting certain "chara" creatures; like Pokémon, that game came in Red and Blue versions.  An anime based on this series spawned a Jetters game for the GameCube, while the first N64 game in this series contained hidden multiplayer levels like "Sea Sick" and "In the Gutter" that could be unlocked by pressing start (*) really fast.  Factor 5 developed an ultimately scrapped prototype of the eight-player "Mega" or "'94" entry in this series.  Second Attack and Hero were titles in this series released for the N64.  Most games in this series feature a "Hurry Up" mode in multiplayer and power-ups like fire, which increase your weapon's attack range.  For 10 points, name this series noted for its frantic multiplayer centering on certain explosive objects.
ANSWER: Bomberman
 

5) This one-time spouse of John Mallory Asher—who played Gary on Weird Science—starred as Kelly on the web-version of In the Motherhood.  As an author, this woman has written a series of “Naked Truth” works like Belly Laughs and Baby Laughs to help new mothers, as well as the bestsellers Louder than Words (*) and Mother Warriors.  This one-time host of Hot Rocks was one of the original hosts of a gameshow with rounds like “The Reveal” and “Keep ‘em or Dump ‘em” with Chris Hardwick.  She also played Yvette Denslow in BASEketball.  As of the writing of this question, 204 people have died on her namesake "Body Count" website, put up in response to her quote that she supports "some diseases coming back".  Carmen Electra took over hosting duties from her on the last few episodes of Singled Out.  Believing that her son Evan’s autism was caused by mercury present in vaccines, for 10 points, name this former Playboy model and ex-girlfriend of Jim Carrey.
ANSWER: Jennifer Ann "Jenny" McCarthy
 

6) In one film, this character is responsible for turning down a request from George Washington Duke partially because her husband temporarily forgets her name.  After her water breaks prematurely in another film, she falls into a coma, and earlier she states "I'm not a loser!" after her brother smashes a lamp and yells "that's what I think of (*) Gazzo!"  First met working in a pet shop, this shy character has a brother who works in a meat factory.  Her grave is visited in the final film in the series, which sees her husband matched up in a computer simulation against Mason "The Line" Dixon.  The brother of Burt Young's character, Paulie Pennino, for 10 points, name this character played by Talia Shire, whose name is screamed repeatedly after a fight where Apollo Creed defeats Rocky.

ANSWER: Adrianna Pennino-Balboa (prompt on either of the last names)

 

7) A compilation album about this activity begins with WLUL Radio giving out sarcastic awards for doing this.  Yukmouth’s 2006 mix-tape Million Dollar Game contains a track called “Get Rich or Die [Doing This]”, and Carmelo Anthony appeared in a notable video on this topic.  In 2006, MTV forced Akon to rename a song about this to "Mindstate (*) of a Mobster" due to its video depicting people like Eminem killing a Rick Gonzalez-played character.  A Chamillionaire song titled for this activity follows “Ridin’” on The Sound of Revenge and describes a man looking at 30 who ended up doing 10.  Baltimore has launched the “Keep Talkin’” initiative to promote this activity.  For 10 points, identify this activity routinely condemned by rappers that involves selling out gangstas to the cops.

ANSWER: Stop Snitchin’

 

8) This man states, “what really interests me are the local gun laws” in an essay on the Dutch conception of Christmas, “Six to Eight Black Men”.  That essay appears in a 2004 work alongside stories like “Let it Snow”, about his mother locking her kids out in the snow, and “Hejira”, (*) where he is kicked out of the house by his father.  His trip to a nudist colony inspired the title story in a 1997 novel, while he detailed moving to Hiroshima for three months to give-up smoking in his most recent book, which features a skeleton with a cigarette on its cover.  The collection Barrel Fever contained his breakout success story, “SantaLand Dairies”, originally read on Morning Edition.  This frequent contributor to This American Life has also found success with the novels Dress Your Family in Corduroy and Denim and When You are Engulfed in Flames.  For 10 points, name this brother of the star of Strangers With Candy, Amy.
ANSWER: David Sedaris
 

9) This 20th overall pick in the 1998 draft stalled in contract negotiations until his mother Margie personally got John Hart to give him a $1.3 million signing bonus, eventually becoming the youngest player in the league.  As a rookie, he nearly eclipsed a team win record set by Gene Bearden in 1948, while he proposed to his wife Amber shortly after getting mugged by Damon Stringer (*) and Jamaal Harris.   He'd record his 1,000th strikeout against the man who beat him in Rookie of the Year voting, Ichiro Suzuki, and he gave what Doug Melvin called “the most unselfish performance by any player ever” by going 11-2 on three day’s rest down the stretch in 2008.  Last year he trailed only Dan Haren and Tim Lincecum in ERA.  The winner of the 2007 AL Cy Young award, for 10 points, name this left-handed pitcher who left the Brewers in 2008 after signing a massive deal with the Yankees. 
ANSWER: Carsten Charles "CC" Sabathia
 

10) This one-time star of Night Beat enlisted the help of Gary Paul Gates to write his memoir, Close Encounter, as well as the book, Between Me and You.  His documentary The Uncounted Enemy was the subject of a libel suit by William Westmoreland, and, with Louis Lomax, this man produced the '50s special The Hate That (*) Hate Produced.  Death says that he "never [likes] to be too far away" from this man on the Family Guy episode "Meet the Quagmires".  On his short-lived eponymous interview program, Drew Pearson alleged that Ted Sorenson ghostwrote Profiles in Courage, while his son was once asked why he didn’t ask anyone in the Bush administration about doing more to stop Al Qaeda by Bill Clinton; that son is named Chris and is the host of Fox News Sunday.  Played by Christopher Plummer in The Insider, for 10 points, name this man who finally retired from a full time reporter job on 60 Minutes in 2006.
ANSWER: Mike Wallace (or Myron Leon Wallace)

 

11) This word provides the first word in the name of the ska-punk band behind “Sound System” and “Unity”, a group whose members would go on to form Rancid.  It is also the first word in the title of a '70s comedy that saw John Astin's Matthew Sherman commanding a pink submarine (*) named Sea Tiger.  In a Disney film whose title begins with this word, the incompetence of T. C. Doyle, played by Ray Liotta, results in Danny Glover's Sam Cahill coming up with a plan to airlift a replacement animal into a North Vietnamese village.  A game with this name contains pieces like Writer's Cramp.  Appearing before Dumbo Drop in the title of a 1995 film, for 10 points, name this word which also identifies a board game where players must remove Wish Bones and Bread Baskets from a patient's electrically charged body.
ANSWER: Operation
 

12) An Olivia Newton-John version of this song popular in Japan plays at the beginning of a film where Shizuku translates it into Japanese; that film was Miyazaki’s Whisper of the Heart.  Toots & the Maytals did a reggae version which changed its setting to Jamaica, and it originally followed "Gospel Changes" on the album Poems, (*) Prayers and Promises.  Dwight and Andy attempt to outdo each other with renditions of this song in order to attract the attention of Erin on The Office.  The second verse of this song conjures up images of the "teardrops in my eye" and "misty taste of moonshine", while it begins with the words "almost heaven". Now the theme song for the Mountaineers, for 10 points, identify this John Denver classic that talks about returning to mountain mammas and West Virginia.

ANSWER: “Take Me Home, Country Roads”

 

13) A short lived 1990s CBS drama set here saw Lt. Mack Wolfe being paired with LA doctor Dawn Holliday.  Another series titled for this location featured supporting characters like the owner of a one-man taxi service as well as photographer named Cricket (*) and centered on private eyes Tracey Stele and Tom Lopaka.  A more notable series set here saw the protagonists answerable directly to Governor Philip Grey, while another saw its title character living at the estate of the unseen writer, Robin Masters.  Additionally, this state was the setting of a series where Wo Fat tormented Detective Steve McGarrett and a long-running '80s series starring Tom Selleck.  For 10 points, name this state, the setting of Magnum, P.I. and a show about a police force called the Five-O.
ANSWER: Hawaii
 

14) A Roger Ebert review of one film she starred in focused on her "great smile", which is on her face in almost every scene, except for when "she sees her kind-of boyfriend Jay kissing Robin after he said he'd broken up with her".  In addition to that role as Terri Fletcher, who attends an LA music camp, this actress guest starred as a member of Shangri-Las (*) on a Season 2 episode of American Dreams.  Another character she plays runs the blog GirlOnTheMove.com, which draws its inspiration from her romantically challenged mother, Zoe, played by Aria Wallace.  Better roles have seen her star alongside John Cusack as Yonica Babyyeah in War, Inc. and as Lorraine, one of the Baker kids in Cheaper by the Dozen.  Starring roles have included Holly Hamilton in The Perfect Man and Tanzie in Material Girls.  For 10 points, name this actress best known for her role on the Disney Channel as Lizzie McGuire.
ANSWER: Hilary Erhard Duff
 

15) One of these games was won by a last-minute Tarence Kinsey three-pointer over a St. Joseph's squad led by senior Pat Carroll.  Center Meyer Bloom led his team to victory in the first of these games, while Jamelle Cornley put up 18 points in the one held in 2009.  The most recent playing of this game saw Paul Williams and Marcus Johnson (*) put up strong numbers in the first half, two players coached by Brian Gregory.  Georgetown was made the winner of the 2003 incarnation of it after it was revealed that Abe Keita of St. John’s had been receiving subsidies to play.  The first one of these games saw Colorado defeated by Temple.  The most recent incarnation did not feature semi-final losers Ole Miss and Rhode Island but did see Dayton defeat North Carolina.  Played at Madison Square Garden, for 10 points, identify this game that pejoratively determines the 66th best college basketball team in the country. 

ANSWER: NIT Championship Game (or National Invitation Tournament Championship Game; accept reasonable equivalents for "championship game" like "finals")

 

16) Ben was one of two characters Jensen Ackles played on this show, whose 90 minute series finale ended in a cliff-hanger, preventing it from exploring a storyline involving the release of an antibody by the Sandeman.  Besides that episode, “Freak Nation”, the protagonist's co-workers included oddly named individuals like (*) Herbal Thought and Sketchy, who worked with her at the Jam Pony.  Its first season's finale saw Madame X, aka Elizabeth Renfro, taking over control of an agency formerly run by Lydecker, as well as the apparent death of Eyes Only journalist Logan.  The title character of this show was known as X5-452 before she escaped from Manticore with the rest of the Transgenics.  Created by Charles Eglee and James Cameron, for 10 points, name this FOX show starring Jessica Alba as Max.
ANSWER: Dark Angel
 

17) A 1991 film titled for one of these objects sees the character Angie Anderson trapped in an apartment with the dead body of Will Leskin's Billy and was an early role for Sharon Stone.  Grace Kelly's Margot uses a large one of these for self-defense against Charles Alexander Swann in Dial M for Murder.  One of these objects appears in the title of a Ryan Murphy (*) film where Brian Cox's psychiatrist character Dr. Finch takes in the Joseph Cross-played protagonist; that film was based on an Augusten Burroughs novel.  A character unique for possessing some of these was created by Vincent Price's The Inventor and is taken in by Peg Boggs in a Tim Burton film.  For 10 points, identify these objects that become hands for a Johnny Depp character.
ANSWER: A Pair of Scissors (accept Scissorhands)

 

18) This artist's precocious early career saw him publish a gag cartoon in Child Life at the age of 11, in part thanks to connections his father had as Poet Laureate of Kansas.  With Jerry Dumas this man created Sam and Silo and its spin-off, Sam's Strip.  He used his actual first name of Addison as the credit for a creation focusing on Aarnie the Aardvark and Priscilla the Pig.  Besides creating (*) Boner's Ark, he aroused some controversy for creating the black character Jack Flap, and after external pressure changed the "Esquire-type humor" of characters like Miss Buxley in that same strip.  Another of his creations now centers on the thought bubbles of Trixie and is now principally worked on by his sons Brian and Greg, as well as artist Dik Browne.  Also responsible for creating Orville P. Snorkel--aka Sarge--for 10 points, identify this comic artist, the creator of Hi and Lois and Beetle Bailey.

ANSWER: Mort Walker (or Addison Morton Walker)

 

19) The band’s guitarist took a knife to his “little green” amplifier in order to give this song a dirtier sound, as it was felt that the band’s two earlier singles, including “You Still Want Me”, failed for being too “shiny”.  Eve 6 recorded a cover of this song for the New Kid soundtrack, and the famous guitar solo in this song, developed while working out how to play “Louie Louie”, (*) was long-rumored to have been played by Jimmy Page.  One notable cover of this song is often played with the instrumental track, “Eruption”, and appeared on Van Halen’s debut album.  Because of the title condition, the singer states "I don't know what I'm doin'" and "I can't sleep at night", and elsewhere its lyrics read, "See, don't ever set me free / I always wanna be by your side".  For 10 points, name this 1964 breakout hit by The Kinks.

ANSWER: "You Really Got Me"

 

20) This team advanced to one of their two best World Cup performances on a scissor-kick put past Bulgarian goalkeeper Borislav Mikhailov, and it scored the first ever penalty kick in a World Cup when Manuel Rosas did so in 1930.  Their current World Cup manager is nicknamed The Basque. (*)  In their last friendly before the 2010 World Cup, they defeated Italy 2-1 with a goal from Alberto Medina.  In the 2006 World Cup, they lost to Portugal in their final group play match in part due to a missed penalty shot from Omar Bravo.  A man nicknamed “The Desert Fox” has the most goals for their national team; that player is Jared Borgetti.  A team from this nation would finish fourth at the 2006 FIFA Club World Cup and is named Club America.  It’s home to Guille Franco and Gerardo Torrado.  For 10 points, this country that was disqualified from the 1990 World Cup and whose domestic teams include Chivas, a rival for the Gold Cup against the United States.

ANSWER: Mexico
 

21) A song of this name begins "Oh, my love, please don't cry" and appears between "Girls & Boys" and "Hold On" on Good Charlotte's 2002 album, The Young and the Hopeless.  A band with this name released a series of critically acclaimed EPs like Geek! (*) and 1991's Tremolo.  That noise band was founded by Colm O Ciosoig and Kevin Shields and put out 1988’s Isn’t Anything. A Canadian film with this name saw Patricia Hamilton's Mabel going through what All Movie calls "an involuntary tumble dry" and was remade into a film set in the mining town of Harmony where Harry Warden goes on a killing spree on a certain winter holiday.  For 10 points, give this name of a 3D horror film set on February 14th.

ANSWER: My Bloody Valentine 3D

 

Bonuses:

 

1) Answer some questions about films on The Scarecrow Video Movie Guide's list of Best Movies Starring Animals, for 10 points each.
[10] One of the most critically acclaimed films on the list was this 1995 Chris Noonan film where James Cromwell played Farmer Hoggett.  The title character tries to learn how to become a sheep dog.
ANSWER: Babe
[10] The list includes the 1963 version of this film, where cat Tao and her dog companions Bodger and Luath attempt to return to their family after being placed in the care of actor Emile Genest.  Disney remade it in 1993.
ANSWER: Homeward Bound: The Incredible Journey (accept either underlined answer)
[10] This Howard Hawks film was included on the list despite the fact that it bombed when it was originally released in 1938.  Cary Grant's character David Huxley is a paleontologist who is working on a grant for his museum, while Katharine Hepburn's character had a pet leopard.
ANSWER: Bringing Up Baby
 

2) After playing with the Twilighters and the Troy Seals Band, this man released solo recordings including an instrumental cover of "Memphis" by Chuck Berry.  For 10 points each:
[10] Name this influential blues-rock guitarist who recorded "Wham!" for his debut album, The Wham of That Memphis Man!
ANSWER: Lonnie Mack (or Lonnie McIntosh)
[10] Lonnie Mack once collaborated with this other famous guitarist, who notably died in a helicopter crash in 1990.  Building from the success of his Texas Flood album, he was offered a touring role with David Bowie but focused on the band Double Trouble instead.
ANSWER: Stevie Ray Vaughan (or Stephen Ray Vaughan)
[10] Mack failed to convince studio execs to quickly release Dorothy Combs Morrison's gospel version of this Beatles song.  It was the title track of the group's final studio album, and begins, “When I find myself in times of trouble, mother Mary comes to me”.
ANSWER: "Let It Be"

 

3) Identify the following about one of the more unusual trends to hit the NBA circuit in recent years--betting on Bourre ["boo-ray"].  For 10 points each:
[10] Besides earning the Sixth Man Award in 2001, this Sixers combo-guard supplemented his modest 1.82 million dollar salary that year by “shooting holes in [the pockets of his teammates]” playing Bourre. 
ANSWER: Aaron Fitzgerald McKie
[10] Of course the most famous NBA-related Bourre incident was between Javaris Crittenton and this Wizards teammate, fond of bringing firearms into the locker room.
ANSWER: Gilbert Arenas
[10] Arenas and Crittenton were flying back from this city when their Bourre dispute arose.  The basketball team based here drafted Oliver "Big O" Miller out of college and signed center Channing Frye in 2009.
ANSWER: Phoenix, Arizona (or Phoenix Suns)

 

4) Identify the following about a similar line of toys, for 10 points each.
[10] Only 10,000 of the limited edition T-Hunt series of this die cast line of toy is produced each month.  Full sized, or one to one versions of them have been produced for the Twin Mill line.
ANSWER: Hot Wheels
[10] Although this company has also produced the Hollywoods and Bathing Beauties dolls, it's better known for its series of all-metal construction vehicles like the Mighty Dump Truck.
ANSWER: Tonka
[10] This airline sponsored the revival of Matchbox’s Sky Busters line in 2003.  It introduced the Polynesian Pub on the upper decks of 747’s in the ‘70s and was the namesake of the Nets’ home arena until it relinquished the naming rights to Izod.
ANSWER: Continental Airlines

 

5) Answer some questions about some notable twosomes in music, for 10 points each.

[10] This British group has found repeated success in that country with electronic hits like "It's a Sin", "Always on My Mind" and "West End Girls".
ANSWER: Pet Shop Boys
[10] Ohio-based duo The Black Keys were supposedly going to collaborate on an album with this venerable musician before his death.  Recording a groundbreaking version of “Rocket 88”, duets with his wife included “A Fool in Love” and “It’s Gonna Work Out Fine”.
ANSWER: Ike Wister Turner
[10] Like Brian King and David Prowse of the indie duo Japandroids, this pop star hails from Vancouver.  He scored hits in the United States with “Me and Mrs. Jones” and “Haven’t Met You Yet”.
ANSWER: Michael Steven Bublé
 

6) This author of Wise Girl: What I've Learned About Life, Love, and Loss is best known for playing a character who dated dudes like Jackie Aprile, Jr. and Noah Tannenbaum.  For 10 points each:
[10] Name this actress, who played Meadow on The Sopranos.
ANSWER: Jamie-Lynn Sigler (or Jamie-Lynn DiScala)
[10] Sigler joined this show in 2009 as Natalie, the assistant of Daniel Meade.  Both of those characters work at Mode with the title character, played by America Ferrera.
ANSWER: Ugly Betty
[10] Jamie-Lynn also played Alexis, the nemesis of this actress' character Jenny Taylor in the 2005 ABC Family film, Love Wrecked.  She was also a regular panelist on the gameshow, Figure It Out.
ANSWER: Amanda Laura Bynes
 

7) Identify the following about Italian cinema, for 10 points each.
[10] Antonio Ricci gets one of these stolen in a 1948 film based on a Luigi Bartolini novel.  Pee-wee Herman also gets one of these stolen in Pee-wee’s Big Adventure.
ANSWER: Bicycle (or Bike)
[10] The Bicycle Thief was directed by this man.  In his film, Umberto D., Umberto’s dog Flike is sometimes viewed as the “Jar Jar of Neorealism”.
ANSWER: Vittorio De Sica
[10] Meanwhile, this other Italian film contains characters like Major Bergmann, who has an Italian lover, and Pina, played by Anna Magnani, who gets involved with the resistance movement.
ANSWER: Rome, Open City (or Roma, citta aperta)

 

8) He was barred from managing ever again after he coached his team to a 17th straight loss against Pittsburgh in 1977.  For 10 points each:

[10] Identify this owner of the Atlanta Braves who also developed cable networks like CNN.
ANSWER: Robert Edward “Ted” Turner III
[10] Flavio Briatore, who used to own this F1 Racing Team, was forced to resign his post due to race-fixing allegations.  Their current drivers include Nelson Piquet, Jr. and Fernando Alonso.
ANSWER:  Renault F1
[10] George Steinbrenner was “banned for life” from baseball for two years due to his hiring mob lackey Howie Spira to dig up dirt on this player after a dispute over his contract.  He was signed from the Padres.
ANSWER: David Mark “Dave” Winfield
 

9) Operation Overdrive and Mystic Force were two of the more recent seasons in this series.  For 10 points each:

[10] Identify this kid’s series, whose original incarnation saw Tommy Oliver change colors from green to white while upgrading his Zord.
ANSWER: Mighty Morphin Power Rangers
[10] While the Power Rangers were generally successful against Rita and her fascination with blowing things up to giant size, they had to deal with this even eviler guy starting in "The Mutiny, Part 1".  Although he was the Emperor of Evil, he'd later marry Rita.
ANSWER: Lord Zedd
[10] Amy Jo Johnson, who played the original Pink Ranger, later had a recurring role as “Car Girl” on What About Brian, a series produced by this production company.  They’ve also produced Fringe and the most recent Star Trek film.
ANSWER: Bad Robot Productions

 

10) Recurring jokes on this comedian's radio program included his terrible violin playing and his legendary frugality.  For 10 points each:

[10] Name this comedian who starred on The Grape Nuts and Lucky Strike programs with co-stars Mary Livingstone and Phil Harris.
ANSWER: Jack Benny (or Benjamin Kubelsky)
[10] This brand ended its sponsorship of the Jack Benny Program after sugar rations ate into their profits.  The brand bounced back with a long-running campaign featuring Bill Cosby and also sells pudding.
ANSWER: Jell-O
[10] Eddie Anderson, who played Rochester on Benny’s radio programs, also had a bit part as a “Second cab driver” in this film.  Along with Peter Falk, the cabbies drove Dingy Bell and Benjy Benjamin from the airport in this 1963 Stanley Kramer ensemble comedy.
ANSWER: It’s a Mad, Mad, Mad, Mad World 

 

11) The singer of this song describes how "Aurora Borealis comes in view", and it appeared before the minor hit "Space Age Love Song" as the first track on its band's self-titled album.  For 10 points each:

ANSWER: "I Ran (So Far Away)"
[10] "I Ran (So Far Away)" is the biggest hit by this band, whose lead singer, Mike Score, was known for his eccentric haircut.
ANSWER: A Flock of Seagulls
[10] Certain editions of this group’s album, Drunk Enough to Dance, contains a cover of “I Ran (So Far Away)”.  This group, whose members include Jaret Reddick, also did a cover of “Summer of ‘69”.
ANSWER: Bowling for Soup
 

12) Identify the following about some movies set around a certain holiday, for 10 points each.
[10] Touching on similar subject matters as the director's other films Heaven and Earth and Platoon, this flick centers on Ron Kovic, played by Tom Cruise, who gets paralyzed in Vietnam after accidentally shooting a fellow soldier.
ANSWER: Born on the Fourth of July
[10] A natural choice for this category is Independence Day, which cast this actor as the father of Jeff Goldblum's character.  He also plays the father on Numb3rs.
ANSWER: Judd Hirsch
[10] Dianne Wiest co-starred in both the 1983 film Independence Day, and this one, where a certain Mr. Burns travels with his daughters Cara and Lilly to his parent’s Rhode Island home.  That title character hooks up with Marie Diamond, played by Juliette Binoche.

ANSWER: Dan in Real Life
 

13) Their roster includes Wade Redden, Chris Drury and Sean Avery. For 10 points each:

[10] Identify this Atlantic Division NHL team that signed Marian Gaborik in July 2009.  They won the cup with Brian Leech in 1994.

ANSWER: New York Rangers [prompt on “New York”]

[10] Selected in the first round in 2005, this Rangers defenseman from Thunder Bay is the brother of two other famous NHLers, Jordan and Eric.

ANSWER: Marc Staal
[10] This man was named Assistant Captain of the Rangers along with Ryan Callahan when he was signed by the team in 2009.  This left-winger briefly returned to the Flyers in 2008 in a deal for Alexandre Picard.
ANSWER: Vaclav “Vinny” Prospal
 

14) Exploits on this show include Teresa Giudice calling herself classy after flipping over a table at a restaurant.  For 10 points each:
[10] Name this reality show featuring My Big Fat Fabulous Wedding alum Dina Laurita-Manzo.
ANSWER: The Real Housewives of New Jersey (prompt on "Real Housewives")
[10] The Real Housewives series airs on this cable network, also known for airing programs like Inside the Actors Studio.
ANSWER: Bravo
[10] Real Housewives of New York star Bethenny Frankel also appeared as a contestant on this NBC reality show spin-off, which was won by Dawna Stone.  The contestants on this show were originally divided into Primarius and Matchstick teams.
ANSWER: The Apprentice: Martha Stewart (do not accept or prompt on just "The Apprentice" or “The Celebrity Apprentice”)

 

15) AllMusic calls hims "perhaps the greatest [MC] of all time within the hip-hop community".  For 10 points each:

[10] Identify this rapper, whose track "Heat It Up" was his only release between the breakup of the group that made him famous and the release of his first solo album, The 18th Letter.
ANSWER: Rakim Allah (or William Michael Griffin, Jr.)
[10] This other artist referenced Rakim in his song "The World Is Yours" from his debut record, Illmatic.  He had a long-running feud with Jay-Z, culminating in "Ether" from his 2001 album, Stillmatic.
ANSWER: Nasty Nas (or Nasir bin Olu Dara Jones or Nas Escobar or Nastradamus or God's Son)
[10] Nas really pissed off this television personality when he performed at A Concert for Virginia Tech following the 2007 shootings.  A popular YouTube video sees this news show host getting really angry while hosting Inside Edition.
ANSWER: Bill O'Reilly, Jr. (or William James O'Reilly, Jr.)

 

16) Demons infested this city in the only game released by Flagship Studios titled for its Hellgate.  For 10 points each:

[10] Identify this real-life city, also the site of a large Chimera tower in Resistance: Fall of Man.
ANSWER: London, England

[10] London, 1961 and London, 1969 were two add-on packs for this game, whose top-down perspective was revisited in a later DS entry in the series, Chinatown Wars.  This Rockstar series also featured CJ Johnson as a protagonist in one game.
ANSWER: Grand Theft Auto (or GTA)
[10] London and San Francisco were the two courses available in the second game in this Microsoft-published PC racing series.  The first game, released in 1999, featured an open-world version of Chicago to explore.
ANSWER: Midtown Madness
 

17) She played the title role alongside Alan Alda in the film, Jenny.  For 10 points each:

[10] Identify this actress, probably most familiar to TV audiences for playing Ann Marie on That Girl.
ANSWER: Margaret Julia "Marlo" Thomas
[10] More recently, Marlo Thomas played this character's mother on Friends.  Once married to Barry Farber, she'd later marry, divorce and then re-marry Ross.
ANSWER: Rachel Karen Green-Geller (accept either underlined answer)
[10] Before landing the That Girl gig, Thomas spent a season on this man's eponymous sitcom.  His late night show launched the career of Regis Philbin, and he was the last surviving member of the Rat Pack.
ANSWER: Joey Bishop (or Joseph Abraham Gottlieb)

 

18) Identify the following about some people on Alex Marvez’s list of the NFL’s Biggest Rip-Offs, for 10 points each.
[10] This quarterback shared the top spot with a former teammate, defensive end Julius Peppers.  He threw a ton of interceptions in a home playoff loss to Arizona in 2008 and a bunch more in the season opener against the Eagles, often missing receivers like Steve Smith.
ANSWER: Jake Christopher Delhomme
[10] Another player on the list was this wide receiver and Oklahoma alum, who signed a big contract with San Francisco in 2009 after a much better year in Tennessee.
ANSWER: Brandon Jones
[10] Number 6 on the list was this Left Tackle for Chicago.  Chris Williams took his place after he suffered a groin injury last season, although he had better seasons with the Super Bowl-winning Rams.
ANSWER: Orlando Lamar Pace
 

19) Answer some questions about these meat substitutes, for 10 points each.
[10] A brand name of Turtle Island Foods, this food created by Seth Tibbott and Co. is relatively popular on holidays, especially Thanksgiving.
ANSWER: Tofurkey (or Tofurky)
[10] Morningstar Farms, who are now owned by this company, put out a variety of meatless products including “America’s Original Veggie Dog”.  They also make products like Product 19, Just Right and Froot Loops.
ANSWER: Kellogg Company (or Kellogg’s of Battle Creek)

[10] This food, with an Indonesian name, generally has a stronger texture than tofu.  It’s not seitan, but grocery stores often sell it in blocks, and the bongkrek version of it was once banned for the high number of fatalities associated with it.
ANSWER: Tempeh ["Tem-pay"] (or Tempe)

 

20) Samuel L. Jackson's character didn't much like it that a character this actor played was dating Kerry Washington's in 2008's Lakeview Terrace.  For 10 points each:
[10] Name this actor whose break-out role was playing Mike Nichols in the HBO mini-series Angels in America.
ANSWER: Patrick Joseph Wilson
[10] One of Patrick Wilson's more notable roles was as Raoul the Vicomte de Chagny in a 2004 remake of this Andrew Lloyd Weber musical.  Gerard Butler played the titular scarred figure.
ANSWER: The Phantom of the Opera
[10] Wilson also appeared in the 2006 movie adaptation of Little Children alongside Kate Winslet and this actress, who played his wife, Kathy.  She played a different Kathy in House of Sand and Fog and won an Oscar for playing Alicia Nash.
ANSWER: Jennifer Lynn Connelly
 

21) Recurring villains on this show include Nicole Wallace, who killed Frank Goren, the brother of one of its chief characters.  For 10 points each:
[10] Name this television series created by Rene Balcer and Dick Wolf about members of the Major Case Squad.
ANSWER: Law & Order: Criminal Intent (or Law & Order: CI)
[10] Played by Kathryn Erbe, this Criminal Intent character was married to Joseph Dutton until Dutton got gunned down by gang member Manny Beltran.  She was the partner of Goren until he left the series.
ANSWER: Detective Alexandra Eames (accept any underlined answer)
[10] Some episodes of Criminal Intent have featured the theme song from the short-lived Trial by Jury spin-off, the last show to feature this character, played by Jerry Orbach.
ANSWER:  Leonard “Lennie” Briscoe (accept any underlined answer)
