Tossups:

 

1) Enemies exclusive to this location include the "purple rock spitter", Slarok, and a tower in this location has you re-fighting the three Armos Knights.  In one section, players can obtain upgraded armor before defeating Kholdstare, while a room full of spikes in another part of this location hides the Cane (*) of Byrna.  Viterous, a boss exclusive to this location consists almost entirely of eyeballs, and soon after this location is entered, players must travel through a maze and pay a bribe to Kiki.  It’s home to Skull Woods and Thieves’ Town.  The Moon Pearl is necessary to prevent one character from turning into a pink rabbit when entering it, while players leave this realm by using the Magic Mirror.  Originally known as the Sacred Realm until Ganon transformed it, for 10 points, name this location in A Link to the Past, contrasted with the Light World.
ANSWER: The Dark World (or Golden Land; accept Sacred Realm before mentioned; prompt on “Hyrule”)

 

2) One character in this film yells “Haggis” and then sings “I’ve got a lovely bunch of coconuts” to distract a guard, and Ty Burrell plays a courier named Connor in this film.  In another scene, the protagonist doesn’t want his name to live on in a phrase like “his name is mud” and is once told to “dismount the banister” (*) in Buckingham Palace.  The protagonist’s mother, who is named Abigail and is played by Diane Kruger, is fluent in reading Olmex, and the heroes at one point examine the Resolute Desk.  Jon Voight reprises his role as the protagonist's father Patrick in this film, and Justin Bartha continues to play techie Riley Poole.  The title object, kept in the Library of Congress, contains the missing Watergate Tapes, and, like North by Northwest, a pivotal scene takes place at Mount Rushmore.  For 10 points, name this sequel to a treasure hunting film starring Nicholas Cage.
ANSWER: National Treasure 2: Book of Secrets (accept either National Treasure 2 or National Treasure Book of Secrets)

 

3) A band named for this character sang the songs "Make My Day" and "All I'm Living for Is Gone" at the Costume Ball, and he also was the lead singer in the Five Aces.  In the two-parter, “Home for Christmas”, he falls for a girl who turns out to be homeless, and in an early episode, this character makes a bet that he can make out with rock-star Stevie. (*)  He gets put into a submission hold after a jock insults his wrestler girlfriend, Kristi.  In the early seasons, Rhonda Robinstelli constantly tried to get with him, and this character once uses a fourth-wall breaking "Time-Out" to avoid getting punched.  Often hanging out at “The Max”, he is sometimes called "Preppy" by a character he once had a rivalry with over dating Kelly.  A friend of A. C. Slater, for 10 points, name this protagonist of Saved by the Bell.
ANSWER: Zack Morris (accept either underlined answer)

 

4) [CG] This golfer disappointed at a September 2008 tournament at Valhalla Golf Club, winning none of his foursome and fourball matches with teammates Robert Karlsson and Graeme McDowell.  He would lose his singles match 2 & 1 against Chad Campbell, leading to the European team losing their Ryder Cup title. He came back from a six stroke deficit in the final round of a 2007 tournament (*) at Carnoustie, setting up a four-hole playoff, where he would defeat Sergio Garcia to take the Open Championship. One year later at the Royal Birkdale, he would convincingly defeat Ian Poulter by four strokes to take home his second consecutive British Open. Also the winner of the 2008 PGA Championship, for 10 points, name this player name this 2008 PGA Player of the Year, a native of Ireland.

ANSWER: Padraig Harrington [CG]

 

5) He tried to get his namesake group back together for an album featuring a cover of “Magic Carpet Ride”, On the Strength.  In an early live show, he held off on the climax of a rendition of "Give up the Funk" for some eight minutes on a track where he "Tears the Roof Off".  He made heavy use of "Another One Bites the Dust" on an early track where he's "on the Wheels (*) of Steel".  This "disco dream of the mean machine" was most often paired with a group including Kidd Creole and Cowboy, with whom he released "Superrappin'".  The best known song of his namesake group states, "broken glass everywhere, people pissing on the stairs" before declaring, "it's a jungle sometimes, it makes me wonder / How I keep from going under".  Credited with inventing the techniques of cutting and backspinning, for 10 points, name this DJ who teamed up with the Furious Five on "The Message".
ANSWER: Grandmaster Flash (or Joseph Saddler)

 

6) The finale of its first season, the two-part "Fallout", centered on a woman named Sydney Harrison who survived the 9/11 attacks.  The seventh and final season of this show contained an arc featuring Steven Weber, who played Special Agent Clark Medina, and the final episode of that season, "Undertow", expanded on a romance partially involving the mother of Sofie (*) and ex-husband of Carlos Aguilar.  The sixth season saw one of its main characters appearing in another series’ "Who and What" episode, a cross-over with CSI.  It's not the Maltese Falcon, but a female character played by Poppy Montgomery on this show is named Sam Spade, and other characters include Viv Johnson.  Known for showing montages of real cases at the end of episodes, for 10 points, name this former CBS show centering on an FBI team headed by Jack Malone that tracks down missing persons.
ANSWER: Without a Trace
 

7) This character once throws a grenade that Whitehurst fell on during a war game between red and blue teams.  In his third film, he induced a heart attack in Colonel Cochran, but he's eventually killed after a knife fight on a big pile of skulls.  In his first film, this character is shot by cop Mike Norris but saves himself by using voodoo.   Hong Kong director Ronny Yu (*) mysteriously directed the fourth film starring this character, which saw him tracking down his former girlfriend, Tiffany.  His son sees him on an episode of Access Hollywood promoting a film-within-a-film where Jennifer Tilly played his wife; the actual movie saw him attempting to take control of Redman.  The namesake of movies about his Seed and Bride, for 10 points, identify this villain in the Child's Play horror film series, a Good Guy Doll.
ANSWER: Chucky (or Charles Lee Ray or Charles Lee ray or the Lakeshore Strangler)

 

8) Record labels based in this city include Alternative Tentacles, 625 Thrash and a punk label that released the compilation Short Music for Short People, Fat Wreck Chords.  One group from here included members like Michael Stewart and Beverly Bivens and had a successful cover of "You Were on My Mind", We Five.  Also home to the all-female group The Ace of Cups, (*) a song about its "Nights" sees a singer stating "I wasn't born [in this city] perhaps I'll die there" and was by Eric Burdon and the Animals.  The Place and the Time was a recent record from a much-hyped '60s group from this city, Moby Grape, a band which contained members from another of this city's groups, Jefferson Airplane.  One popular song states that “summer time will be a love-in” in this city.  The subject of a song alternatively titled “Be Sure to Wear Flowers in Your Hair”, for 10 points, name this northern California city.
ANSWER: San Francisco
 

9) In his first coaching gig, he assisted the Quad City Thunder to a 1994 CBA championship.  Jack McMahon is credited with discovering this player at a Pizza Hut College All-Star game after a college career at backwater West Texas State.  Late in his career he was traded to the Hawks for Tim McCormick (*) and shortly thereafter ended his playing career in New Jersey.   In his first head coaching gig, a small controversy arose when Darius Miles used the n-word to describe him during a 2005 film session.  Fifth all-time in steals, he once helped thirteen year old Natalie Gilbert finish singing the National Anthem after she forgot the words.  He was replaced in his most recent head coaching position by Tony DiLeo after a poor start in 2008 following his team picking up Elton Brand.  For 10 points, name this former star and coach of the Sixers.

ANSWER: Maurice Edward "Mo" Cheeks
 

10) Bigfoot and the Gummi Golem have a cameo in the second board game based on this series, which is subtitled Looking for Trouble.  Multiple games in this series can be combined into a game with "enhancer enhancer" attributes.  Besides that Blender variant of this game, one spin-off adds sidekicks and has players facing enemies like Brain in a Jar (*) and Bionic Bimbos and is the Star variety of it.  Other variants of this game have been inspired by Kung Fu and Mission Impossible, and players can also buy a Cthulhu version.  The cover art for the original sees a character holding both a hammer and a chainsaw and has seen editions like Clerical Errors and More Good Cards.  All players start this game as a "Level 1 Human with no Class".  Developed by Steve Jackson, for 10 points, name this goofy card game.

ANSWER: Munchkin (accept first line buzz on Munchkin: Looking for Trouble)

 

11) For a spell, this man would reveal the plot points of the upcoming episode of The Third Man in an attempt to get his show's full time slot back.  An NBC show that he co-hosted with Tom Bosley and Alan Alda was regularly preempted by Republican campaign speeches in 1964, leading to its eventual cancellation.  With Willie Rushton he co-hosted Not So Much (*) a Programme, More a Way of Life and he now hosts a namesake Over the World show on Al Jazeera English.  In one special, he was assisted by researchers James Reston, Jr. and Bob Zelnick; that special was the subject of a play by Peter Morgan.  This host of That Was the Week that Was was depicted in an Oscar-nominated Ron Howard film where he was played by Michael Sheen.  For 10 points, name this British satirist and journalist whose interviews with Richard Nixon were turned into a 2008 film.
ANSWER: Sir David Paradine Frost
 

12) This group's 1994 live double album concluded with a studio version of "Bury My Heart at Wounded Knee" and was titled 1200 Curfews.  The members of this group had earlier called themselves The B-Band, and their national debut album saw REM's Michael Stipe provide guest vocals on "Kid (*) Fears".  More recent releases have included 2002's Become You and 2009's Poseidon and the Bitter Bug.  With Pink, this group sings "How do you sleep while the rest of us cry?" on the track "Dear Mr. President".  Their biggest hit asks "how long till my soul gets it right?" and notes that the title figure's "head was on the block / the crime was looking up for truth".  For 10 points, name this folk duo comprised of Emily Saliers and Amy Ray, known for their 1992 hit, "Galileo".
ANSWER: Indigo Girls (accept B-Band before mentioned)

 

13) One pitcher from this country put up four straight shut-outs with the Indians in 1966 and had a league-leading 1.60 ERA two years later.  The Blue Jays were managed from 2002 until 2004 by a man born in this country named Carlos Tosca.  Exceptional Negro League player Martin "The Immortal" (*) DiHigo hailed from this country, while Ronaldo Arrojo had a good first year with the Devil Rays.  A solid defensive shortstop from this country signed with the Mets in 1994 and was named Rey Ordonez, and this country's national team beat the Orioles 12-6 in an exhibition match in Baltimore in 1999.  Home to "El Tiante", its 1992 gold medal winning baseball team included the high leg-kicking pitcher Orlando Hernandez.  For 10 points, name this Caribbean country, apocryphally home to Senators prospect Fidel Castro.

ANSWER: Cuba
 

14) In 2009, this person leaked a single beginning, "It started as a game / The bet was on my heart" titled "Fell For the Enemy".  This artist of “Mind in the Gutter” is more famous in a medium that has seen him dancing to the song "Watch It" by Nivea.  Another video sees this person repeating the phrase "bitch, please", (*) while a so-called "Best Video EVER!" consists solely of this person blinking twice in five seconds.  He is seen repeating his catchphrase while on Broadway in a Sierra Mist commercial, and the Xerxes character in Meet the Spartans amuses his enemies by playing this Internet celebrity’s most famous clip.  That most famous video sees him wearing a white shirt in front of a yellow curtain, and he's also released the video, "Why I'm Gay".  For 10 points, name this YouTube star, who once pleaded for the world to "leave Britney alone!"
ANSWER: Chris Crocker (prompt on the “Leave Britney Alone Guy” before mentioned)

 

15) Robert Cummings plays one of these characters alongside the couple Duke Byron and Drusilla Wainwright in Montana Mike, while Emmanuelle Beart has a silent role as one of these characters who ends up in Jim Sanders' pool in a 1987 film.  Four of them, Charlie, Earl, Gonzales and Ruth have their golf game interrupted in the 1983 John Travolta (*) film, Two of a Kind.  Others are enlisted by Joseph Gordon-Levitt's Roger to help out a squad overseen by Danny Glover.  A notable one of these characters wears an old nightgown his wife gave to him, is 293 years old, and helps another character get over Uncle Billy's misplacement of eight thousand dollars; that character of this type was Henry Travers' Clarence Odbody.  In a 1951 film starring Paul Douglas, they help out the Pittsburgh Pirates.  For 10 points, name these beings famously residing "in the Outfield".
ANSWER: Guardian Angels
 

16) At the conclusion of the original video for this song, the singer and his entourage dance on a black-lit stage dressed entirely in white.  A remix of this song was done for Nutty Professor II and featured a video where the singer escapes on a motorcycle from a radio interview in his native city of Baltimore (*) with Foxy Brown.  Although "Got to Get It" was released before it, this song ended up being the biggest hit from the album Unleash the Dragon.  It describes a woman “with a look in ya eye so devilish” who “cruise to the crews like connect da dots”.  The girl described in this song doesn't just like urban, "she likes the pop / 'cuz she was Livin' la Vida Loca" and had "dumps like a truck, truck, truck".  For 10 points, name this biggest hit for Sisqo, named for a certain type of clothing.
ANSWER: "The Thong Song"

 

17) This woman once played Harold’s mother-in-law on an episode of Everwood, while she was the hotel manager's wife in the failed pilot for Snavely, an American version of Fawlty Towers.  She played Joyce Whitman, an actress who had to star on the show Undercover Woman with her ex-husband John Elliot (*) on the second of her two namesake shows.  The '90s saw this actress playing Marie Osmond's mom on Maybe This Time and Sylvia Schmitt on the second season of Bob, while recently she played Catherine Piper.  One of her more notable characters hosted The Happy Homemaker and slept with Lars, the husband of Phyllis Lindstrom.  She also played a character who was married to Charlie in St. Olaf and who lived with Dorothy, Blanche and Sophia.  For 10 points, name this actress, who played Rose Nylund on The Golden Girls and who recently became the oldest person to host SNL.
ANSWER: Betty White
 

18) His first start in college coincided with his 18th birthday, leading Seminole fans to mockingly sing “Happy Birthday” as his team lost 61-10, although he'd go on to set a touchdown record with his school that was later tied by Lee Roberts.  Selected between Mike Jones and Browning Nagle in the draft, in his first Super Bowl he threw an 81-yard pass to beat defenders Willie Clay (*) and Lawyer Milloy at the end of first half.  He was once traded for a first round pick used to acquire Tony Smith.  He ended one season with an illegal forward pass to Jerricho Cotchery, and his first pro completion was to himself after taking over from a benched Don Majkowski.  He once put up 399 yards in a Monday Night game against Oakland following this death of his father, "Big Irv", in 2003.  A star for Southern Miss, for 10 points, name this former Jets quarterback who won Super Bowl XXXI [31] with the Packers.

ANSWER: Brett Lorenzo Favre
 

19) Company Flow describe performing this activity on "Lune TNS", while El Da Sensai says he did this "with tracks to make your hands clap" on The Artifact's "Wrong Side of da Tracks".  This activity was at the center of a game featuring the Still Free Crew and subtitled Contents Under Pressure.  Besides that game named for a man who allegedly did this activity on Air Force One, (*) Marc Ecko's Getting Up, Ramo is notable for doing this in the film Beat Street, while people doing this can create middle-of-the-road throwies.  Fictional Rudies listening to the soundtrack of DJ Professor K are made to do this through controller combos in a Dreamcast game, while world renowned people who do this include Jean-Michel Basquiat, aka “SAMO”.  Performed in Jet Grind Radio, for 10 points, name this activity where people create tags on buildings and trains with spray paint.
ANSWER: Graffiti Art (or Tagging before mentioned; prompt on "Spray Painting" before mentioned; accept word forms of "Graffiti")

 

20) Will Forte plays Scott, the ex-boyfriend of one of the leads in this film who jokes that he had a "bicycle accident that made my penis bigger".  Other characters include bellhop Oscar, played by Romany Malco, who notes that there is “a little vomit showing” on a woman who tries to get fat by stuffing her face with Tasty Kakes (*) in one of its scenes.  The two protagonists of this film team up to sing a Karaoke Revolution version of "Girls Just Wanna Have Fun", while Dax Shepard plays loser boyfriend Carl Loomis.  A more promising boyfriend in this film, Rob, is played by Greg Kinnear and dates a South Philly resident with a T-shaped uterus.  Centering on Kate and Angie, for 10 points, name this movie where Amy Poehler serves as the surrogate mother for Tina Fey's child.
ANSWER: Baby Mama
 

21) Three time All-American and Haggerty Award winner Jim McMillian played college ball for a team in this conference.  Matt Mullery and Alex Barnett had strong 2008-09 seasons playing in this conference.  One team in this conference was coached for sixteen seasons by Frank Sullivan, (*) and an early version of this conference was known as the Eastern Intercollegiate Basketball League.  Brian Earl's 21 points helped a team in this conference win a first-round game against UNLV in 1998.  In 2010, the best team from this conference, a team comprised of seniors Louis Dale, Jeff Foote and Ryan Wittman, beat its second-best team, a team led by point guard Jeremy Lin.  The only Division I basketball conference to lack a championship tournament, for 10 points--name this conference home to Dartmouth and Cornell.

ANSWER: Ivy League Conference

 

Bonuses:

 

1) The first episode of this program saw its namesake losing a game of 7 on 7 football to Ben Roethlisberger.  For 10 points each:
[10] Identify this ABC show where a certain basketball player challenges other athletes in their own sports.
ANSWER: Shaq Vs.
[10] In his match against Misty Mae and Kerri Walsh, Shaq teamed up with this man, who captured a gold medal in Beijing with his partner Phil Dalhausser.
ANSWER: Todd Rodgers
[10] Shaq Vs. isn't the big man's first entry into reality television.  In 2007, Shaq helped out obese Florida kids on this program.
ANSWER: Shaq's Big Challenge
 

2) This artist has a notable guest appearance on Fabolous' song "My Time", and one tasteful video has him unsuccessfully proving to his friends he's rich--before realizing it's all a dream and he's actually really, really rich.  For 10 points each:
[10] Name this R&B artist, somewhat inappropriately selected to lead a back-to-school campaign in his home city of Chicago in 2009.
ANSWER: Jeremih Felton (accept either underlined answer)
[10] Jeremih's eponymous debut album produced this hit, which Stephen Colbert stated ought to be called "Cupcake Reacharound".  The singer plans on giving you the title reward since "it's the best day of the year, girl".
ANSWER: "Birthday Sex"
[10] The AllMusic overview for Jeremih puts his "charmingly sly voice" somewhere between Slim of this band and Raphael Saadiq.  This Atlanta-based R&B group with a numerical title found success on Diddy's Bad Boys label and had their biggest hit with a cover of "I'll Be Missing You".
ANSWER: One Twelve (or 112)

 

3) Identify the following about cheating in basketball, for 10 points each.

[10] The Dixie Classic shut down in 1961 when it was revealed that schools were engaging in point shaving.  One of the regular attendees of the tournament was this school, whose more recent players include Rodney Rogers and Josh Howard.
ANSWER: Wake Forest University (or Demon Deacons)
[10] In addition to getting into quarrels with residents of West Chester, Pennsylvania, this ref was arrested in 2007 for influencing the point spread of games.
ANSWER: Timothy "Tim" Donaghy
[10] Before this school was involved in a cheating scandal, players under coach Jim Dutcher were accused of raping a woman after a road game in Madison.  Jim “Two for the Brew” Brewer played college ball here.
ANSWER: University of Minnesota Golden Gophers (accept either underlined answer)

 

4) Answer some questions about movies featuring piano playing, for 10 points each.
[10] Bart and thousands of other kids are forced to play on the title character’s giant piano in The 5,000 Fingers of Dr. T, the only film worked on by this author.  His books include On Beyond Zebra! and The Seven Lady Godivas.
ANSWER: Dr. Seuss (or Theodor Seuss Geisel)
[10] This actor played the title character in Roman Polanski's The Pianist, a performance which netted him an Academy Award.  He also played Louis Simo in Hollywoodland. 
ANSWER: Adrien Brody
[10] A young Alan Alda stars as Myles Clarkson in this adaptation of a Fred Mustard Stewart novel that sees Satanist and piano player Duncan Ely transfer his soul to Alda's character.  Its name derives from some Liszt works.
ANSWER: The Mephisto Waltzes

 

5) With John Tierney he sarcastically outlined "7 and 1/2 Laws of Spiritual and Financial Growth" in God is My Broker.  For 10 points each:
[10] Name this author of Supreme Courtship, the son of the man who wrote the Blackford Oakes novels.
ANSWER: Christopher Taylor Buckley
[10] This 1994 Christopher Buckley novel was made into a movie starring Aaron Eckhart as Nick Naylor, a morally confused tobacco lobbyist and member of the M.O.D. Squad.
ANSWER: Thank You For Smoking
[10] Nick Naylor re-appears in a Buckley novel titled for this occupation of Beth MacMann.  Stockard Channing played another one of these people, who went by the name Abbey Barrington before she was married.
ANSWER: First Lady of the United States of America

 

6) They won 30 World Championship medals in 30 years of competition, and defeated the NHL All-Stars in the 1979 Challenge Cup series. For 10 points each:

[10] Identify this nation whose hockey team notably lost the 1972 Summit Series to Canada and took silver at the 1980 Olympics in Lake Placid after losing to Mike Eruzione and the United States team in the semi-finals.

ANSWER: Soviet Union [or Union of Soviet Socialist Republics; do not accept Russia]

[10] This goalie backstopped the Soviet Union to three Olympic gold medals, and started in both the Summit Series and 1980 Olympics. He is widely considered the best European goaltender in history.

ANSWER: Vladislav Tretiak
[10] This Soviet forward took home Olympic gold medals in 1972 and 1976, but is probably better known for being named MVP of the first game of the Summit Series and being inducted into the Hall of Fame in 2005, as well as racking up lots of penalty minutes.

ANSWER: Valeri Kharlamov [HAR-luh-mov]

 

7) The special edition DVD of this film contained the so-called "Version That Never Should Have Been" which adds a subplot involving an accidental "assassination attempt" on the governor.  For 10 points each:

[10] Identify this 1995 film that begins with Brandi, the daughter of Mr. Svenning, breaking up with the main character.
ANSWER: Mallrats
[10] Mallrats is a part of the View Askewniverse of this director, whose other films include Jersey Girl.
ANSWER: Kevin Patrick Smith
[10] Claire Forlani, who plays Brandi in Mallrats, also starred in this film as Susan, one of the daughters of William Parish along with Marcia Gay Harden.  Anthony Hopkins’ dying character is visited by the title person in this 1998 film.
ANSWER: Meet Joe Black
 

8) Answer some questions about musical siblings, for 10 points each.
[10] Bob and Jerry Casale as well as Mark and Bob Mothersbaugh were members of this group, who recorded a cover of "Secret Agent Man" on their album, Duty Now for the Future.  They're best known for "Whip It".
ANSWER: Devo
[10] Curt and Cris Kirkwood formed this group with drummer Derrick Bostrom.  After the Kirkwood brothers played back-up for Kurt Cobain on MTV Unplugged, this group's album Too High to Die soared up the charts.
ANSWER: Meat Puppets
[10] Another group of musical brothers, Tommy and the now-deceased Bob Stinson, played in this Minnesota-based band.  They're not the Beatles, but they did release a 1984 album called Let it Be in addition to their debut, Sorry Ma, Forgot to Take Out the Trash.
ANSWER: The Replacements
 

9) Answer these questions about some recent mini-series, for 10 points each.
[10] Steven Spielberg produced this six-part TNT series set in the 19th century, which principally focused on Jacob Wheeler and Loved By the Buffalo.  The final episode saw a re-enactment of the Wounded Knee massacre.
ANSWER: Into the West
[10] Sci-Fi aired this three part mini-series in 2000, with William Hurt playing Duke Leto Atreides.  Its title lets you know it was based on the novels of Frank Herbert.
ANSWER: Frank Herbert's Dune
[10] Jane Alexander captured an Emmy for playing this historical figure's mother Sara in the 2005 HBO mini-series, Warm Springs.  Ralph Bellamy also played this president in Sunrise at Campobello.
ANSWER: Franklin Delano Roosevelt (or FDR)

 

10) Identify the following about some "2.5D" games, for 10 points each.

[10] Boss fights in Water Palace and Mirage Road were rendered in 2.5D in this first Sonic game for the DS.  It was followed by a sequel subtitled, Adventure.
ANSWER: Sonic Rush
[10] This character’s namesake Story was told in a lousy 2.5D platformer for the N64.  Baby versions of this character grow to full size after eating five enemies in his first game, Super Mario World.
ANSWER: Yoshi
[10] This Twisted Pixel game for the Xbox Live Arcade sees the eponymous protagonist extracting revenge on the scientists who created him.  Featuring a cameo from another Twisted Pixel game, The Maw, its protagonist is able to jump by combusting.
ANSWER: 'Splosion Man
 

11) The first verse of this 1996 song describes entities whose “prowess is potent and secretly stern”.  For 10 points each:
[10] Name this biggest hit from the album Fashion Nugget.
ANSWER: "The Distance"
[10] "The Distance" was recorded by this band, formed by vocalist John McCrea.  They had a #1 Modern Rock hit with "Never There" from their 1998 album, Prolonging the Magic.
ANSWER: Cake
[10] One of the two charting singles from Cake's 2004 album Pressure Chief was "The Guitar Man", a song originally by this band.  Fronted by David Gates, their biggest hit was 1970's "Make It With You".
ANSWER: Bread
 

12) One of the few shows to be a spin-off of a spin-off, Esther Rolle's character Florida on this show originally appeared on Maude.  For 10 points each:
[10] Identify this series starring Jimmie Walker as JJ Evans, Jr.
ANSWER: Good Times
[10] Good Times is probably best remembered for giving us this explosive catch phrase, much to the dismay of John Amos, who left the show after two seasons.
ANSWER: "Dyn-O-Mite"
[10] Played by Moses Gunn, this character would marry Florida at the end of Season 4 and then drop off the face of the earth.  He shares a first name with a figure who’d appear in the “I’m Pissed” online series and gets his muscles stolen by Dr. Weird.
ANSWER: Carl Dixon (accept either underlined answer)

 

13) One of her early roles cast her as Legs in an adaptation of the Joyce Carol Oates novel, Foxfire, and she was paired with Ryan Phillippe in 1998's Playing by Heart.  For 10 points each:

[10] Identify this actress who has starred in films like Beyond Borders and Taking Lives.
ANSWER: Angelina Jolie Voight (accept either underlined answer)
[10] In Taking Lives, Jolie's character was trying to track down killer Martin Asher, played by this man.  In a better known role, his character Jake Hoyt had to put up with abusive mentor Alonzo Harris, played by Denzel Washington in Training Day.
ANSWER: Ethan Hawke
[10] Jolie had a brief but memorable role as Franky Cook in this film, directed by Kerry Conran.  Despite being dead, Laurence Olivier had a part as Dr. Totenkopf in this film.
ANSWER: Sky Captain and the World of Tomorrow
14) [NK] Answer some questions about the AFL, for 10 points each.

[10] This team lost the first AFL Championship game against Houston while playing in Los Angeles. They moved before the second AFL season and again lost the AFL Championship game to the Oilers.

ANSWER: San Diego Chargers (accept either underlined answer) 

[10] This receiver signed with San Diego despite being the number eight overall pick in the NFL draft in 1962. He was selected to the All-Time AFL team as a receiver along with Don Maynard.

ANSWER: Lance Alworth
[10] The final regular season game played in AFL history matched Alworth’s Chargers with this Jack Kemp led team.  This team also drafted OJ Simpson.

ANSWER: Buffalo Bills (accept either underlined answer)

 

15) Identify the following about some related superheroes, for 10 points each.
[10] This hero returned when the "Nazi vampire" Baron Blood cropped up during World War II, and the role has been filled by guys like Lord Montgomery Falsworth and Joseph Chapman.
ANSWER: Union Jack
[10] The alter ego of Brian Braddock, he saw a vision containing Roma where he chose the Amulet of Right over the Sword of Might.  He was created to be an overseas counterpart to Steven Rogers.
ANSWER: Captain Britain (or Britannic)
[10] The other figure in Captain Britain’s vision was this man, whose name sounds like that of the magician who is played by Colin Morgan on an eponymous former NBC and current SyFy series.
ANSWER: Merlyn (or Merlin)

 

16) This group, whose members included Greg Errico and Larry Graham, Jr., saw their label release the 1979 album Ten Years Too Soon which added disco beats to several of their earlier hits.  For 10 points each:

[10] Also featuring a man born Sylvester Stewart, name this funk group whose hits included "Everyday People" and "Dance to the Music".

ANSWER: Sly & The Family Stone
[10] Sly & The Family Stone’s message changed significantly with the release of 1971’s There’s a Riot Goin’ On, which was originally titled “[This] Talks to You”.  A song of this name describes a woman “coming in 12:30 flight” and goes on to state “I stopped an old man along the way”.
ANSWER: Africa
[10] Although it was originally a B-Side to "Everyday People", this other single from the album Stand achieved moderate success and became a staple at Sly & The Family Stone’s live shows.  It requests, “try a little do re mi fa so la ti do”.
ANSWER: "Sing a Simple Song"

17) Answer some questions about everyone's second-favorite film genre, Face Transplant Flicks, for 10 points each.
[10] In a 1980 send-up, Robert Sacchi's character gets his face altered to look like this classic actor so that he can become Sam Marlowe, Private Eye.  If you didn't catch on, that name comes from characters this actor played in The Maltese Falcon and The Big Sleep.
ANSWER: Humphrey Bogart
[10] The film Face/Off was directed by this man, who also cast John Travolta as a villain in Broken Arrow.
ANSWER: John Woo Yu-Sen
[10] The original film of this name sees Michele Morgan's character get some extensive surgery to transform from an ordinary housewife into a chic, fashionable French lady.  It was remade into a 1996 film starring Jeff Bridges and Barbara Streisand.
ANSWER: The Mirror Has Two Faces (or Le Miroir a Deux Faces)

 

18) Long after they ceased being active, this group recorded "Flame" for a 1996 greatest hits album.  For 10 points each:
[10] Name this British group, who collected several of the songs they made for the soundtrack of Tin Men on the album, The Raw and the Cooked.
ANSWER: Fine Young Cannibals
[10] The Fine Young Cannibals take their name from All the Fine Young Cannibals, a film directed by Michael Anderson.  Anderson's other credits include directing this Oscar-nominated film based on a Jules Verne work and starring David Niven as Phileas Fogg.
ANSWER: Around the World in Eighty Days
[10] George Hamilton, who played Natalie Wood’s husband in All the Fine Young Cannibals, also appeared on the British version of this reality show.  The second US season featured Patti Blagojevich and was won by Lou Diamond Phillips.
ANSWER: I’m a Celebrity… Get Me Out of Here! 

 

19) [NK] Postseason walk off home runs are always thrilling. For 10 points each, answer some questions about some famous ones.

[10] Joe Carter hit one of only two ever series ending walk off home runs in the World Series, driving in Paul Molitor and this future hall of fame outfielder.  He holds the record for career steals.

ANSWER: Rickey Henley Henderson (or Rickey Nelson Henley)

[10] In 2006, this slugger hit a three run home run to lead the Tigers into the World Series in Game 4 of the ALCS. Earlier in the game, he hit a game tying solo home run.

ANSWER: Magglio Ordonez
[10] This third baseman hit a walk-off in the 10th inning of Game 4 of the 1957 World Series which helped capture a title for his Braves.  Hank Aaron hit his 715th home run while this man was manager of the Braves.
ANSWER: Edwin Lee "Eddie" Mathews
 

20) Identify the following about some shows that lasted only a single episode, for 10 points each.
[10] A recent edition to the list was a variety show starring this family of entertainers, who earlier had way more success with an eponymous MTV show co-starring kids Jack and Kelly.
ANSWER: The Osbournes
[10] One of the most infamous shows in this category is this British show, whose only aired episode involved Neville Chamberlain coming to dine with Eva Braun and Hitler.
ANSWER: Heil Honey I'm Home!
[10] Unaired episodes of this 2006 ABC show detailed the hazards of looking at bridal magazines and dating a twin.  Khary Payton played the title character’s gay friend, Josh, and it starred Heather Graham.
ANSWER: Emily's Reasons Why Not
 

21) This artist bragged, "I'm like that old bucket of Crisco / sitting on top of the stove" on his track, "Chicken Grease".  For 10 points each:
[10] Name this R&B artist behind the critically acclaimed 2000 make-out album, Voodoo, which contained the hit "Untitled (How Does It Feel)".
ANSWER: D'Angelo (or Michael Eugene Archer)
[10] Voodoo was the much-delayed successor to this debut album by D'Angelo, which contained a cover of Smokey Robinson's "Cruisin'".  It shares its name with the first track from Sticky Fingers.
ANSWER: Brown Sugar
[10] D'Angelo contributed "I Found My Smile Again" to the soundtrack of this movie, which also featured Seal's "Fly Like an Eagle" and R. Kelly's "I Believe I Can Fly", the latter of which was played during a climactic dunking scene.
