Tossups:

 

1) This man plays an incidental French fop alongside John Malkovich in the video for Annie Lennox's "Walking on Broken Glass."  This actor's guest-appearance on Friends saw Rachel complain to him about Ross's recent wedding while sitting next to him on a plane, and he played the father of a boy who simultaneously dated both Lucy and Laura Proek on the show (*) Fortysomething, which he also directed.  This man had a long-running sketch comedy series with Stephen Fry, who also played the Jeeves to his Wooster on a concurrent BBC show.  The best known character played by this actor got busted for cheating by Philip Weber, once dated Stacy Warner and in Season 5 finally got with Cuddy.  For 10 points, name this British actor best known for playing Dr. Gregory House.
ANSWER: Hugh Laurie (or James Hugh Calum Laurie)

 

2) Drummer Sean Moore does a trumpet solo on a version of this song by the Manic Street Preachers, and it plays during a scene where agent WD-40 remembers his time with Victoria Dahl in Spy Hard.  Ray Stevens declined singing it, and it can be heard after Peter Parker temporarily gives up being Spiderman (*) in Spiderman 2.  At one point in this song, the sun is chastised for "sleepin' on the job”, it won a Best Original Song Oscar for appearing during a bicycle scene in a certain Paul Newman film.  Even though the title action is happening, "that doesn't mean that my eyes will soon be turnin' red".  Written by Burt Bacharach, for 10 points, name this B. J. Thomas song that appeared on the Butch Cassidy and the Sundance Kid soundtrack, written about precipitation.
ANSWER: "Raindrops Keep Fallin' on My Head"

 

3) Before being drafted by the Packers, Zeke Bratkowski was both a punting and passing monster for this team.  The Saturday Evening Post had to pay compensation to a long-time coach here after the paper alleged that the coach fixed games with Alabama's Bear Bryant in the case, Curtis Publishing Co. v. Butts.  This school's only undefeated season culminated with a 17 to 10 victory over Notre Dame in the Sugar Bowl (*) and included a defense led by players like Scott Woerner, Nate Taylor and Tim Crowe.  The top three single-game passing yard performances at this school were all put up by quarterback Eric Zeier, and Reggie Brown played here under coach Vince Dooley.  The alma mater of Herschel Walker and Hines Ward, it’s known for the “Junkyard Dawg” defense.  For 10 points, name this SEC school located in Athens.
ANSWER: University of Georgia Bulldogs (accept just Bulldogs before “Junkyard Dawg”)

 
4) Vocal work by this actress includes voicing Ambisextra in the English dub of Light Years and Granny in the Hoodwinked films.  Before Kevin Costner's part was written out, Alex committed suicide in the house of her character Sarah Cooper in 1983's The Big Chill.  In addition to playing opposite Mel Gibson in Franco Zeffirelli's Hamlet, (*) she gets kicked into a vat of molasses near the end of a 1996 film where she had earlier ruled over henchmen Jasper and Horace.  In one of her best known roles, she brings a kidnapped Ellen to an amusement park in retribution for Dan not calling her back after a one night stand, and she was Harrison Ford's Vice President in Air Force One.  Also known for playing a woman who abducts Perdy and Pongo, Cruella de Vil, for 10 points, name this actress who played Alex Forrest in Fatal Attraction.
ANSWER: Glenn Close
5) A late NES game based on this sport by Williams strangely added a quest mode where random battles were replaced with 1 minute games in this sport.  An Actua-developed Playstation game about this sport was developed with the Sheffield Steelers, and a popular manager simulation for this sport is known as the Eastside [This Sport] Manager.  A Genesis game based on this sport limited players to selecting from skeletons, (*) robots and trolls, while a Nintendo developed NES game let players choose between players of three different body types.  Some players in this sport transformed into brick walls in a 3-on-3 game that was the N64’s first four-player game.  Along with football, this was the other sport with a "Mutant League" in an EA game.  For 10 points, name this sport, a 3D version of which was named for Wayne Gretzky.
ANSWER: Ice Hockey
 

6) This group was once led by Scatman Crothers and helped foil the plot of mad scientists J. J. Pierson, Olga Schmetner, and their robot George.  In a 1970s series, five of them possessed super-powers, such as being able to turn into a bouncing ball, which followed up an earlier series in which their driver Bobby Joe Mason (*) helped them stop villains like Dr. Bela; that Hanna-Barbera series led to a cross-over in which they helped reveal that Redbeard's ghostly crew was actually a gang of oil pirates in disguise on Scooby Doo.  Those appearances were parodied when they created a black hole to absorb the chronotons Professor Farnsworth set loose while trying to get his Atomic Supermen to beat them at their primary sport on Futurama.  For 10 points, name this group featuring Curly Neal, Meadowlark Lemon, and other clowning basketball players.
ANSWER: The Harlem Globetrotters [DL]

 

7) This artist charged a staggering fifteen dollars to view a music video of a song that claimed the title objects were "messing with my mind, telling me I'm fine", "Social Drugs".  She proclaimed "I used to be a performer" before moving into "Mr. Intentional" on a raspy live album whose interludes let the audience know she ruined (*) her voice the day before.  That album produced the mild-hit "Mystery of Iniquity" and was titled MTV Unplugged No 2.0.  She reunited with her former group for Dave Chappelle's Block Party, where she sang one of her biggest hits, a cover of a song made famous by Roberta Flack.  Her best-selling album achieved diamond status thanks to hits like "Everything is Everything" and "Doo Wop (That Thing)".  For 10 points, name this one-time member of the Fugees whose Miseducation was chronicled on a 1998 album.
ANSWER: Lauryn Noel Hill
 

8) Rumors abound that this company has been buying up and destroying all of its rare "Confederate Edition" products it produced in the late '70s as part of a broader Liberty Edition line.  In the '60s, this company formed the Tomahawk Division to incorporate fiberglass into its designs, and later in the decade it would merge with (*) AMF.  The Bobcat, Scat and Topper were all models that replaced a smaller product it developed in the '50s called the Hummer, and this company is now the dominant shareholder in former rival Buell.  Some current products of this company use the "Evolution", while "Fathead" is a common nickname for the Twin Cam 88 engine used in many of its products.  The World’s Heaviest Flag can be found at a Las Vegas restaurant named for this company, a café also containing the Chopper Chapel.  A long-time rival of Indian, for 10 points, name this American company known for making “hog” motorcycles.
ANSWER: Harley-Davidson
 

9) His coming out in college came in a 56 point performance in Madison Square Garden against Seton Hall, and he'd later have a statue erected in his honor outside the Shoemaker Center.  A college teammate of Jack Twyman, he won League MVP in a year where he was supported by Adrian Smith (*) in the backcourt.  He shared time with forward Terry Dischinger in his only Olympics appearance, while his lone NBA Championship came with teammates like Lucius Allen and Jon McGlocklin.  Nate Archibald is the only other player to lead the league in scoring and assists for a season, and this Crispus Attucks High School alum helped block a merger with the ABA in his namesake lawsuit.  The all-time leading scorer for the Royals / Kings, he averaged a triple double in the 1961-62 Season.  For 10 points, name this guard and teammate of Kareem Abdul-Jabbar on the Bucks, nicknamed the Big O.

ANSWER: Oscar Palmer Robertson (prompt on "The Big O" or "O Train" before mentioned)

 

10) Bill Moor plays Gressen in this film, a lawyer who asks another character how much a sportswear designer makes.  In this movie, a naked Phyllis Bernard, a junior ad executive, is asked if she likes fried chicken by the son of the man she just slept with.  A pivotal scene in this film comes when Justin Henry's character falls off a jungle (*) gym while his father is at the park with his neighbor Margaret, played by Jane Alexander.  Based on a novel by Avery Corman, it was directed by Robert Benton and sees its female lead, Joanna, proclaim she's sick of being "somebody's wife" in an early scene.  Seeing Dustin Hoffman and Meryl Streep battling for custody over their son Billy, for 10 points, name this Oscar winning 1979 film centering on the titular divorce case.
ANSWER: Kramer vs. Kramer
 

11) This song was expanded by three minutes to appear as the second track on the live album Alive, She Cried, while the original had its solos cut down by a minute by producer Paul Rothchild to appeal to radio stations.  The original was released with the B-Side "The Crystal Ship" and was followed a year later by a flamenco-heavy Jose Feliciano cover (*) of this song.  The performance of this song on the Ed Sullivan Show led to Sullivan not shaking the band member's hands because the line "girl, we couldn't get much higher" wasn't changed.  It begins by stating "you know that it would be untrue / you know that I would be a liar".  For 10 points, name this 1967 track by The Doors that entreats you to "come on baby" and do the title action.
ANSWER: "Light My Fire"

 

12) James Blunt appeared on this network's Control Room Presents and it also aired re-runs of NBC's short-lived Meet My Folks.  One show that originally appeared on this network concluded with "Baby Beef", where Ashley shops at a sperm bank behind the back of Winston, (*) a character who agreed to let his ex-convict brother, Calvester, live with him.  In the fall of 2009, this network behind The Tony Rock Project transitioned to offering syndicated programs only, already having canceled the aforementioned Flavor Flav vehicle, Under One Roof.  Originally launched with a nightly lineup consisting of Desire, Wicked Wicked Games and other English-language telenovelas, for 10 points, name this network that, like the CW, formed from former UPN and WB stations.
ANSWER: MyNetworkTV (or MyTV or MyNet or MNTV)

 

13) One television series that this man starred in contained the episodes "Blind Prophets of Easter Island" and "Clipperton: The Island Time Forgot".  Jean Michel Jarre created a 1990 album titled Waiting for [Him].  Many of his books, including the first in a 21 volume series, "Oasis in Space", (*) were later adapted on screen.  With Louis Malle, this man directed an innovative color film titled The Silent World, which won him an Oscar along with 1964's World Without Sun.  He was parodied in a film co-starring Cate Blanchett as Jane and Owen Wilson as Ned, a 2004 movie by Wes Anderson.  Often seen on screen in a red bonnet, he was aided in his quest by the Catalina and the Calypso, the former being a seaplane.  For 10 points, name this host of the Undersea World, a French ecologist.
ANSWER: Captain Jacques-Yves Cousteau
 

14) [DL] Common first and last name required.  One man of this name was a University of Washington forward taken with the Timberwolves' third pick in the 2006 draft.  In the 2000 season, the Mets had two distinct pitchers of this name on their roster, one of whom was their winningest of the 1990s. Another basketball player by this name was, along with his identically-surnamed teammate Caldwell, a perennial All-NBA Defensive Team (*) small forward in the early 80s as a Philadelphia 76er. All of them would be eligible to play at an annual golf tournament benefiting syringomyelia research that only allows players of this name, in honor of a man who, with Alister Mckenzie, designed the Augusta National golf course and founded The Masters after retiring from amateur play at age 28.  For 10 points, give this common name that identifies this American who won golf's Grand Slam in 1930.
ANSWER: Robert "Bobby" Jones (accept any common version of first name as an answer) 

 

15) One film revival of this character saw him battling the Duke of Zill to save Princess Oriana in another dimension, while in his first film, this character decides to kill himself after discovering Miss White has already given birth.  He went by Master Tom (*) in his first two appearances.  Both Otto Messmer and Pat Sullivan have claimed to be the creator of this character, whose breakout role came when he "Saves the Day".  His namesake 1950's TV show saw him engaged in rivalries with Rock Bottom, Poindexter and The Professor, while he was revived in the '90s in a Film Roman show about his Twisted Tales.  Known for reaching into "his bag of tricks", for 10 points, name this classic animated character, "the wonderful, wonderful cat".
ANSWER: Felix the Cat (accept Master Tom before mentioned)

 

16) This artist provided guest vocals on “I Will Not Go Quietly” from Don Henley’s 1989 album, The End of the Innocence. More recently, he appeared on three tracks from Sebastian Bach's Angel Down album, while he sang lead vocals on a cover of "Look at Your Game, Girl" by serial killer Charles Manson on his band's cover album, (*) The Spaghetti Incident.  He’s not Eminem, but he did sing a notable duet with Elton John after being accused of homophobia for his song "One in a Million".  His penchant for putting his girlfriends in his band’s videos resulted in model Stephanie Seymour wearing a revealing wedding dress for a song that notes, "lovers always come / and lovers always go", and Erin Everly appearing in the video for a song he wrote, "Sweet Child o' Mine".  For 10 points, name this lead singer of Guns ‘n Roses.

ANSWER: W. Axl Rose (or William Bruce Bailey, Jr. or William Bruce Rose, Jr.)

 

17) The protagonist of this film relates a fable about how the Mbeere people believe trees are just imprisoned men before noting he’s never seen a discontented tree.  Herman Wells, played by Oliver Platt, serves as a liaison for the title character in this film; that title character has a heart that “sounds like a cement mixer”. An amusing incident in it occurs when Wardell Pomeroy (*) mistakes the word “horse” for “whores”. John Lithgow plays the hero’s father in this film, which contains a flashback where the protagonist gives a lecture on gall wasps.  The protagonist’s wife Clara McMillen is played by Laura Linney in this film, which was written and directed by Gods and Monsters director Bill Condon.  For 10 points, name this film starring Liam Neeson as the titular ground breaking author of Sexual Behavior in the Human Male.
ANSWER: Kinsey
 

18) A band of this name released a split with Propagandhi called I'd Rather Be Flag-Burning, while a song of this name states “you’re just a heartless piece of scum with a gun” and is the 10th track on Bedtime for Democracy by the Dead Kennedys.  A series of kid’s books with this name includes titles like School Days and Fun House and utilized photos by Walter Wick.  A TV show of this name saw one of its leads marry France Nuyen from its Vietnam-set episode, pioneered filming on location (*) in Greece and Japan, and made references to one of the agent's real-life alma mater, Temple University.  That show starred Robert Culp and Bill Cosby and was remade into a movie starring Owen Wilson and Eddie Murphy.  For 10 points, give this name for a popular guessing game.

ANSWER: I Spy
 

19) All three hits by the National League in the All-Star game of this year went for home runs, including Jeff Conine’s game winner.  One NLDS in this year was clinched when pinch hitter Mark Lewis hit a grand slam off of Mark Guthrie in Game 3, while the other NLDS saw Lance Painter hitting in the bottom of the ninth because (*) Colorado manager Don Baylor ran out of hitters.  Jay Buhner's three-run homer in Game 3 of the ALCS helped Seattle drag that series to six games in this year, and it was the year where Albert Belle hit over 50 doubles and home runs.  Game 1 of the World Series of this year saw Orel Hershiser walk two in the seventh, and despite homering in three straight games in the World Series of this year, Ryan Klesko's team ended up losing the series.  That World Series of this year saw the Indians defeated in 6 games by the Braves.  For 10 points, name this first year following the baseball strike.

ANSWER: 1995
 

20) One of his characters is given a 24-hour reprieve to visit his injured girlfriend, played by Bette Davis, in the film 20,000 Years in Sing-Sing.  Another early film role sees Henry, played by Ralph Morgan, recalling the life of an auto-executive he played named Tom Garner.  Besides that Citizen Kane-precursor The Power and the Glory, (*) he earned an Oscar nomination for playing Tim Mullin, who literally gets knocked down by a Bible during an earthquake in the film San Francisco.  He won a posthumous BAFTA for a role where his daughter, Joey, invites him and his wife to dine with John Prentice, played by Sidney Poitier.  Earning a Best Actor Oscar for his role as Father Flanagan in 1938's Boys Town, for 10 points, name this actor who appeared in Adam's Rib and Guess Who's Coming to Dinner with his long-time lover, Katherine Hepburn.
ANSWER: Spencer Bonaventure Tracy
 

21) This team's first game of the 1964 season saw third-string QB John Hammond complete a massive 90 yard pass to beat the Terrapins, who were shutting out starter Mike Ringer.  A 6-fumble performance against Nebraska cost them an undefeated 1978 season, and the defense of this team in the early '70s was dominated by the (*) Selmon Brothers.  Coached for many years by Gomer Jones, this team demolished Virginia 48 to 14 in the Gator Bowl at the end of the 1991 season, in part thanks to a 100-yard performance by tailback Mike Gaddis and big numbers from quarterback Cale Gundy.  Steve Owens and Billy Vessels both won Heisman Trophies playing for this team, and its recent stars have included defensive tackle Tommie Harris and safety Roy Williams.  Now coached by Bob Stoops, for 10 points, name this alma mater of Adrian Peterson.

ANSWER: University of Oklahoma Sooners (or OU Sooners; accept any underlined part)

 

 

Bonuses:

 

1) This city’s current mayor used to play on its basketball team alongside George Trapp.  For 10 points each:
[10] Identify this city home to mayor Dave Bing, whose basketball team currently has players Kwame Brown and Tayshuan Prince on its roster.
ANSWER: Detroit, Michigan (or Detroit Pistons)
[10] Bing played college ball at this university, which beat UConn in a six overtime game in the 2009 Big East Conference Tournament.  Rudy Hackett and Jim Lee played for a team dubbed "Roy's Runts" in the mid '70s.
ANSWER: Syracuse University (or SU or The 'Cuse)
[10] Bing was inducted into the Hall of Fame the same year as this Center, who had a productive career with the Philadelphia Warriors in the 1950s.  He'd lead the league in scoring from 1953 through 1955.
ANSWER: Neil "Gabby" Johnston
 

2) Identify these Michael Crichton novels that got turned into films, for 10 points each.
[10] Repeated gorilla attacks mark this Crichton novel, which was made into a crappy 1995 film that cast Dylan Walsh as primatologist Peter Elliott.  The book’s title appears in the name of two different African countries.
ANSWER: Congo
[10] Made into an even worse film than Congo, this 1999 Crichton book sees Professor Edward Johnston and his crew of archaeologists head back to France in the year 1357 AD.
ANSWER: Timeline
[10] Samuel L. Jackson played mathematician Harry Adams in the adaptation of this novel, which was divided into “The Ride Down”, “The First Exchange” and “The Monster” sections.
ANSWER: Sphere 

 

3) Krayzie, Layzie and Bizzy were some of the original members of this group, who found breakout success with tracks like “Tha Crossroads”.  For 10 points each:

[10] Name this Grammy award winning rap group whose 1995 debut album, E 1999 Eternal, spawned the hit, “1st of the Month”.
ANSWER: Bone Thugs-N-Harmony (or BTNH)
[10] Bone Thugs-N-Harmony had a famous rivalry with this group, who put out the EP Live by Yo Rep as a response to BTNH.  Their contribution of “It’s Hard out Here for a Pimp” to the Hustle & Flow won an Oscar.
ANSWER: Three 6 Mafia
[10] BTNH were original signed by this man, who was once attacked on the song, “No Vaseline”.  His solo recordings include the EP, 5150: Home 4 the Sick, and the 1994 single, “Any Last Werdz”.
ANSWER: Eazy-E (or Eric Lynn Wright)

4) Supporting characters on this show include Kimball Cho, played by Tim Kang.  For 10 points each:
[10] Name this CBS procedural that stars Simon Baker as CBI member and fake psychic, Patrick Jane.
ANSWER: The Mentalist
[10] On The Mentalist, Patrick's daughter was killed by this serial killer whose calling card is a crudely drawn smiley face.
ANSWER: Red John
[10] Robin Tunney, who plays Teresa Lisbon on The Mentalist, is also known for her role as Sarah Bailey in this Andrew Fleming film.  Neve Campbell’s Bonnie convinces Sarah to become a witch in this film.
ANSWER: The Craft
 

5) Answer some questions related to Don Shula, for 10 points each.
[10] Shula oversaw the “No-Name Defense” of this team, whom he guided to an undefeated season in 1972.
ANSWER: Miami Dolphins (accept either underlined answer)
[10] One such member of Shula's "No-Name Defense" was this Hall of Fame middle linebacker.  Not drafted until the 13th round by the Patriots, this undersized Notre Dame grad once had three picks in a game against the Bills.
ANSWER: Nicholas Anthony "Nick" Buoniconti
[10] If you believe Wikipedia, another player coached by Shula, Jim “Mad Dog” Mandich, called this other coach, “a giant piece of turd”.  This coach led Michigan State to a 9-2 record in 1999 before resigning for a better job before he could coach his team in the Citrus Bowl.
ANSWER: Nicholas Lou “Nick” Saban
 

6) After the breakup of an earlier band he was in, The First Edition, this man released his debut solo album, Love Lifted Me.  For 10 points each:
[10] Identify this artist, who had a mild comeback in the '90s with the album She Rides Wild Horses, and is known for a song where he meets the title figure “on a warm summer evening on a train bound for nowhere”.
ANSWER: Kenneth Ray "Kenny" Rogers
[10] One of Rogers' signature tunes is this one, which also titles his best-selling album.  Originally written by Don Schlitz, the title character lets the singer know "I've made a life out of readin' people's faces" and that "I can see you're out of aces".
ANSWER: "The Gambler"
[10] Another Rogers hit is this track from the 1979 album, Kenny.  Although the title figure's name is Tommy, "the folks just called him yellow".
ANSWER: "Coward of the County"

 

7) Answer some questions about people listed in Television Without Pity's “Bad Sitcoms Starring Good Comedians”, for 10 points each.
[10] She appeared in a string of unsuccessful sitcoms, including Davis Rules and The Building, the latter of which was produced by David Letterman.  She’s not Ellen, but this wife in Cheaper by the Dozen does now host a successful daytime talk show.
ANSWER: Bonnie Lynne Hunt
[10] The list dubiously claims that Bob Saget is a good comedian, and laments that he played Danny Tanner opposite John Stamos and the Olsen Twins on this show.
ANSWER: Full House
[10] This comedian drew flak for starring as a weatherman in the crappy sitcom, Welcome to New York.  Frequently appearing in Sierra Mist ads, his Beyond the Pale album contained a routine on Hot Pockets.
ANSWER: James Christopher "Jim" Gaffigan
 

8) The boring parts of this film see David Armstrong and Jack Powell have a second falling-out as both vie for the hand of Sylvia Lewis.  For 10 points each:
[10] Name this William Wellman film that more memorably contained an early role for Gary Cooper, whose dogfighting scenes helped it capture the first-ever “Most Outstanding Production” Oscar.
ANSWER: Wings
[10] A more recent film to center on World War I dogfighting was this awful Tony Bill film about members of the Lafayette Escadrille.  Abdul Salis played Eugene Skinner, an African-American who joined the squad because he was sick of boxing.
ANSWER: Flyboys
[10] After firing Marshall Neilan, this man co-directed the epic Hell's Angels with the help of Luther Reed, who went uncredited.  It'd later take some three years for his film The Outlaw to get past the censors.
ANSWER: Howard Robard Hughes, Jr.

 

9) As a player, this man's habit of taking frequent time-outs and practice swings earned him the nickname of the "Human Rain Delay".  For 10 points each:
[10] Identify this AL Rookie of the Year with the Texas Rangers, now the manager of the Liberal Bee Jays but once a successful Cleveland manager.
ANSWER: Dudley Michael "Mike" Hargrove
[10] As a player, Hargrove briefly played for this team in 1979.  Their current roster includes David Eckstein and Tony Gwynn, Jr.
ANSWER: San Diego Padres (accept either underlined answer)
[10] Hargrove and Oddibe McDowell are tied for second behind this Rangers player in all-time lead-off home runs for the team.  He went six-for-six while hitting for the cycle against the Orioles in April of 2009.
ANSWER: Ian Michael Kinsler 

 

10) They collaborated with the group Huggy Bear to release the album Yeah Yeah Yeah Yeah in 1993.  For 10 points each: 
[10] Identify this group made up of members like Kathi Wilcox and Kathleen Hanna, known for the song "Rebel Girl", whose name derides a certain type of clothing.
ANSWER: Bikini Kill
[10] Bikini Kill is heavily associated with this musical movement of the early '90s, which also spawned numerous zines in addition to the group's feminist punk.
ANSWER: Riot Grrrl
[10] Bikini Kill’s first EP was produced by Ian MacKaye, the founder of Minor Threat and this other DIY post-hardcore group.  “Waiting Room” leads off their 1989 album, 13 Songs.
ANSWER: Fugazi
 

11) Identify the following about some related films, for 10 points each.

[10] This Anthony Hickox film spawned a sequel subtitled Lost in Time. The original centered around David Lincoln selling his soul to the devil to bring alive a group of the most evil people who ever lived from a certain type of museum.
ANSWER: Waxwork
[10] When this character went to the Wax Museum in a namesake 1940 film, he was played by Sidney Toler.  Earlier, this Asian-American detective was portrayed by Warner Oland in a whole slew of films, including him "in London" and "at the Opera".
ANSWER: Charlie Chan
[10] The 2005 remake of House of Wax cast this actress in the role of Paige Edwards, who gets a pole through her head thanks to Vincent.  She also had a cameo in Zoolander and founded Heiress Records.
ANSWER: Paris Hilton
12) Identify the following about the career of Dan Bern, the artist behind albums like New American Language and My Country II, for 10 points each.
[10] The first track on Bern's 2nd full-length album, Fifty Eggs, is named for this sports figure with “big old balls”.  You know him better for formerly appearing in commercials for the Buick Rendezvous and being one of the Gillette Champions with Roger Federer and Thierry Henry.
ANSWER: Eldrick Tont "Tiger" Woods
[10] Bern’s track, “Marilyn”, begins by stating “Marilyn [Monroe] didn’t marry [this man]” because “she lived outside the Tropic of Capricorn”, a reference to one of his most famous works.
ANSWER: Henry Valentine Miller (do not accept “Arthur Miller”)
[10] On New American Language, Bern wrote a lullaby named for this city.  The setting of 2009's Sunshine Cleaning, balloon enthusiasts are probably quick to tell you that it's the home of the world's largest hot air balloon gathering.
ANSWER: Albuquerque, New Mexico

 

13) Identify the following about the career of Marsha Mason, for 10 points each.
[10] Mason played Aggie, the ex-wife of this film’s protagonist.  That protagonist, Gunnery Sergeant Thomas Highway, eventually leads his troops in an invasion of Grenada and is played by Clint Eastwood.
ANSWER: Heartbreak Ridge
[10] Later in her career, Marsha Mason appeared in Drop Dead Fred along with his actor, who played Charles.  In addition to a role in To Be or Not to Be, he played Otter in Animal House.
ANSWER: Timothy Lewis "Tim" Matheson
[10] Mason's turn at horror saw her married to this actor in the film, Audrey Rose.  The origins of this actor’s most iconic character were traced in the film Red Dragon, based on a Thomas Harris novel.
ANSWER: Anthony Hopkins
 

14) Besides doing audiobook narration for works like The Spoon River Anthology, he voiced Hoggish Greedly on Captain Planet.  For 10 points each:

[10] Name this actor, a one-time president of the Screen Actors Guild who is probably best known for playing Lou Grant on The Mary Tyler Moore Show and Carl in Up.
ANSWER: (Yitzhak) Edward "Ed" Asner
[10] Asner also provides the voice for Ed Wuncler, Sr., the grandfather of white gangbanger Ed Wuncler III on this show.  Other characters include husband and wife Tom and Sarah Dubois and their daughter, Jazmine.
ANSWER: The Boondocks
[10] Amazon reviewer B. Seigal claims Asner had a “hysterical turn as a gruff and horny old geezer on his last legs” on the second season of this series.  That season concluded with its protagonist arrested for stealing a fork from a hotel in “The Message”.
ANSWER: Curb Your Enthusiasm
 

15) The announcement of a port of this game to the Xbox 360 was the talk of Microsoft's 2008 E3 press conference.  For 10 points each:
[10] Name this most recent canonical entry in a Square Enix role playing series whose cast includes Oerba Dia Vanille and Sazh Katzroy.
ANSWER: Final Fantasy XIII [13]
[10] Among the moves of this Final Fantasy XIII character is summoning Eidolon Odin during battles.  Naturally she also wields a gunblade-like weapon and used to be in the Guardian Corps.
ANSWER: Lightning (or Raitoningu)
[10] The PSP’s Final Fantasy Agito XIII will be similar in style to this Final Fantasy VII spin-off also released for the PSP.  It centers on Zack Fair and ends just before the original Final Fantasy VII began.
ANSWER: Crisis Core: Final Fantasy VII

 

16) [CG] One club based in this city retired the number 23 in honor of Marc-Vivien Foe in 2003 and have fans who bring inflatable bananas to matches.  For 10 points each:
[10] Identify this English city home to “City”, aka the “Blues”, rivals of the crosstown “United” football club.
ANSWER: Manchester
[10] City recently made a splash by acquiring this Togolese striker from Arsenal, signing him to a five-year deal. In 2008, he was named “African footballer of the year” by CAF.

ANSWER: Emmanuel Adebayor
[10] Former Manchester City manager Mark Hughes signed this Brazilian for £32.5 million shortly after the team’s purchase by Abu Dhabi United.  He was loaned back to his home club, Santos, in 2010, and earlier demanded to be traded from Real Madrid.
ANSWER: Robinho (or Robson de Souza)

 

17) His laundry list of bad film roles includes playing Rat in The Core and Everett in Delta Farce.  For 10 points each:
[10] Name this actor, who played a character who intentionally got himself expelled from school to return as the titular New Guy in a 2002 film.
ANSWER: Donald Joseph "DJ" Qualls
[10] Qualls appeared in Big Trouble with this actress, who played Anna.  She also played Internal Affairs officer Lorna Cole in the last two Lethal Weapon films.
ANSWER: Rene Marie Russo
[10] Another small role Qualls had was as Andrew in the direct-to-DVD I'm Reed Fish, which co-starred this actress as both Amy and Kate Peterson.  Her other roles include stumbling on a family of immortals in 2002's Tuck Everlasting.
ANSWER: Alexis Bledel
 

18) By the release of the album, Let It Loose, this woman was getting separate billing from the group she joined in the mid-70s, Miami Sound Machine.  For 10 points each:
[10] Name this Hispanic musician who released the 1989 album Cuts Both Ways under her own name, an album which spawned the #1 hit, "Don't Wanna Lose You".
ANSWER: Gloria Estefan
[10] In between two all-Spanish albums in the early '90s, Gloria Estefan released the cover album Hold Me Thrill Me Kiss Me which contained a cover of this disco hit by Vicki Sue Robinson.  The singer states, "blow horns, you sure sound pretty" and "flute player, play your flute".
ANSWER: "Turn the Beat Around"
[10] Estefan’s song, “Reach”, from her album, Destiny, was selected as the official theme song for this event.  Eric Robert Rudolph infamously caused panic at this event.
ANSWER: 1996 Summer Olympics (or Atlanta Summer Olympics or Games of the XXVI Olympiad)

 

19) The title character of this show explained its stupid premise by noting that "lift plus thrust is greater than load plus drag".  For 10 points each:
[10] Name this '60s series centering on characters like Carlos Ramirez, who was the patron of the convent where Sister Bertrille lived.
ANSWER: The Flying Nun
[10] The Flying Nun starred this actress, who had graduated from playing TV’s Gidget.  She now plays Nora Walker on ABC's Brothers & Sisters. 
ANSWER: Sally Margaret Field
[10] One of Field's forgettable roles in the '80s was as a reporter in Absence of Malice, which co-starred this actor as a member of the Justice Department.  He was a co-worker of Jack Godell in The China Syndrome but may be best known today for his work in commercials.
ANSWER: (Allen) Wilford Brimley
 

20) The title character of this strip usually hangs out with Gaylord the Buzzard and Irwin the Troll.  For 10 points each:
[10] Name this comic strip created by Russell Myers.
ANSWER: Broom-Hilda
[10] Broom-Hilda has been looking for a man ever since she broke up with this historical figure.  Patrick Gallagher played this loser at the 451 CE Battle of Chalons in Night at the Museum.
ANSWER: Attila the Hun
[10] Russel Myers has admitted that one of his big influences was The Wizard of Id, a strip co-produced by Johnny Hart.  Hart also drew this comic strip, which features dinosaurs alongside primitive guys like Peter and Thor.
ANSWER: B.C. 

 

21) Natalie Wood is the daughter of a single mother played by Maureen O’Hara in this 1947 movie.  For 10 points each:

[10] Identify this Christmas film where Kris Kringle gets a job at Macy's.
ANSWER: Miracle on 34th Street
[10] The 1994 remake of Miracle on 34th Street saw this actress replacing O'Hara as Dorey Walker.  This thespian played the "she" alongside Kevin Bacon in He Said, She Said and was Wilma in the first Flinstones movie.
ANSWER: Elizabeth Perkins
[10] Veteran British actor Sebastian Cabot, who played Kris Kringle in the 1973 remake, also voiced Bagheera in this animated film containing songs like "My Own Home" and "Colonel Hathi's March".
ANSWER: The Jungle Book
