Tossups:

 

1) Charlotte Zwerin's Newsweek interview of this person was captured in the film With Love From [Him], and with William Archibald he co-wrote an adaptation of The Turn of the Screw called The Innocents.  With John Huston he co-wrote the screenplay for a film where five ruffians try to extract uranium from East Africa; that film was Beat the Devil.  George Plimpton edited the source material (*) for a film based on his life, while one of his only acting roles was as Lionel Twain in Murder by Death.  The most famous movie about him was directed by Bennet Miller and sees Catherine Keener's character tell him "you didn't want to" prevent the hanging of Perry and Dick.  He was also the subject of 2006's Infamous.  For 10 points, name this person played by Philip Seymour Hoffmann in a 2005 Oscar-winning role, who wrote the novella that Breakfast at Tiffany's was based on.
ANSWER: Truman Garcia Capote (or Truman Streckfus Persons)

 

2) He really upset Kirk Gibson during spring training in 1988 by smearing Gibson's sweatband with eye black.  One of his most celebrated playoff wins saw him give up a game-tying home run to Billy Hatcher in the bottom of the 13th.  His 7.71 ERA in the NLCS led him to not be used in his team's World Series win in 1988. (*)  After being drafted by the Twins, he'd be traded to his longest tenured team in a swap with Jerry Koosman, and with that team he'd fill in as stopper for Roger McDowell in astroturf parks.  He edged out Rickey Henderson as being the last player active in the '70s to retire, and this lefty holds the record for all-time number of games pitched.  One of his most celebrated outs came against the Astros' Kevin Bass in the bottom of the 16th inning of Game 6 of the 1986 NLCS.  Later that year he'd strike out Marty Barrett to win the World Series.  For 10 points, name this Mets reliever.

ANSWER: Jesee Russell Orosco
 

3) In one novel, he seeks the help of psychiatrist Dr. Sunderland, who turns out to be working for the book's chief villain, Fadi.  That novel also sees this character kill Martin Lindros, while its sequel sees the protagonist's alter-ego aided by his superior at Georgetown, (*) Dominic Specter.  Unlike the original novels this character appeared in, those works were written by Eric Van Lustbader.  In his second novel, it's revealed that he served as "Delta One" in the Medusa group during Vietnam.  He also marries Marie St. Jacques and is really named David Webb.  The title character of a series of books about his Sanction and Betrayal, for 10 points, name this Robert Ludlum character played on screen in a trilogy of movies by Matt Damon.
ANSWER: Jason Charles Bourne (accept either underlined answer; accept either part in David Webb before mentioned; prompt on "Delta One" before mentioned)

 

4) This artist teamed up with Jorma Kaukonen in Texas before becoming famous, and one of her most critically acclaimed albums was re-released in 1999 to include the live tracks "Try" and "Tell Mama".  David Dalton's biography of her takes its name from her popular cover of an Erma Franklin song, and another successful hit for her details how "I pulled my (*) harpoon out of my dirty red bandanna" and how she was "busted flat in Baton Rouge".  She rose to prominence with a rendition of "Ball and Chain" at the Monterey Pop Festival, and later recorded with the Kozmic Blues Band.  She found her greatest success with a cover of a Kris Kristofferson song from her album, Pearl, "Me and Bobby McGee".  A one-time lead singer for Big Brother and the Holding Company, for 10 points, name this '60s rock vocalist who died from a heroin overdose in 1970.

ANSWER: Janis Lyn Joplin
 

5) One TV show he created sometimes featured the minor characters Donna from Accounting and Irwin Linker, the latter a VFW member.  One television project by this man contained characters like the mean-spirited Margo and the adopted white-African, (*) Ubuntu.  Earlier, he created a show where Stewart Stevenson was often seen wearing a Winger shirt and Bradley Buzzcut taught gym.  The most recent film he directed centers on Joel, who is played by Jason Bateman and owns a factory that produces products like vanilla, 2009's Extract.  This creator of the Goode Family based his most popular film on a series of shorts he did for SNL featuring the Milton character.  The series that made him famous spawned the spin-off Daria, and he also directed Idiocracy.  For 10 points, name this creator of Office Space and King of the Hill.
ANSWER: Michael Craig "Mike" Judge
 

6) While watching TV in room 307 of a hotel, one character in this film relates a commercial's message that "everybody's happy when they have Pop Tarts".  The author of the novel on which this film was based has since written Six Suspects.  The protagonists of this film dream of eating ice cream and having a "big house" on Harbour Road, (*) and it concludes with one of the heroes sitting in a bathtub full of money.  Early on, the protagonist intentionally jumps into a cesspool, and is berated for being an "assistant phone-basher".  Other scenes include the protagonist getting "chillis on his willy" and escaping from being made forcibly blind.  The older brother in this film doesn't want to let Latika in from the rain because "we don't even know the name of the third Musketeer".  For 10 points, name this film where Jamal wins an Indian game show.
ANSWER: Slumdog Millionaire
 

7) Framing Hanley had mild success with an alt-rock version of this album’s biggest hit, and songs from the artist’s EP The Leak like “Gossip” and “I’m Me” appeared on most deluxe editions of it.  One track from this album begins by describing a patient whose “flow is weak” before the artist states, “Let me put my gloves on and (*) scrubs on”.  The video for a #1 hit from this album sees the artist traveling in an enormous stretch Hummer through Las Vegas and features Static Major.  The lyric, “I told her to back it up / Like burp, burp” appears on its last track, while in “Tie My Hands”, it’s noted “black people still votin’” because “My whole city’s underwater, some people still floatin’”.  Its cover sees a baby picture of the artist with tattoos superimposed on his face, and it contains the tracks “Got Money” and “Lollipop”.  For 10 points, name this most recent entry in a trilogy of albums by Lil Wayne.

ANSWER: Tha Carter III
 

8) A "little" contest of this name was played at the Atlantic City Convention Center in 1961 and was the first indoor football game played since 1939.  One of these was the last college game that Raiders running back Napoleon McCallum ever played in.  Despite one of these ending in a tie in Chicago in (*) 1926, one of the contestants still won a national championship.  Nine fans were injured during the 1998 edition of this contest after a railing broke in the stands, while 1996 was the last year featuring teams with winning records.  In the ‘80s, the victor usually played in the Liberty Bowl, and Rollie Stichweh’s touchdown in the 1963 iteration was the first ever play to be shown in instant replay.  Generally the last regular season Division I game of the year, for 10 points, name this contest played between the Black Knights and Midshipmen.

ANSWER: The Army/Navy Game

 

9) To make up for a bracelet her husband gives her for her anniversary, one character on this show ineptly hires Izzy LaFontaine of Spandau Ballet to give a private performance for her spouse.  Its second episode sees one of the male leads shock himself while repairing a fan, while in the pilot one of the kids on this show gets shot (*) with a BB gun.  Supporting characters include Elizabeth Banks' Sal, who got kicked out of Amsterdam, and DeDe, the mother of the character played by Julie Bowen.  A main character on this show has the hots for his step-cousin, Haley, and shares the Colombian ancestry of his mother.  Lily is the adopted Vietnamese daughter of Cameron and Mitchell, a gay couple on this show, while Phil and Claire head another household.  For 10 points, name this popular ABC sitcom, starring Ed O'Neill as Jay Pritchett.

ANSWER: Modern Family
 

10) An early version of their signature song--backed only by a flute and a guitar--was released with "Keypunch Operator", and they'd later release a live reunion album called Brazil where they played tracks like "Catch a Star" and "The Longest Night".  The follow-up to their most successful album contained a track about "a person who feels good to be alive", (*) "Dr. Heckyll and Mr. Jive".  Other hits for this band, who at one point counted drummer Jerry Speiser and bassist John Rees as members, include "It's a Mistake" and "Overkill".  Their biggest hit was released while "Who Can It Be Now?" was still on the charts and described "buying bread from a man in Brussels ... six foot four and full of muscles".  For 10 points, name this Australian group best known for a 1983 hit about a place "where women glow and men plunder", "Down Under".
ANSWER: Men at Work
 

11) An early ‘90s Game Boy game by Kecmo with this movie license in America was released as both a Garfield and a Mickey Mouse game overseas.  In the most recent game based on this series, pressing right on the D-Pad in this game unleashes the fury of the Meson Collider, while other weapons include the Stasis Stream and Shock Blast.  Playstation Home contains a firehouse (*) dedicated to this movie franchise in honor of the original film’s 25th anniversary.  Alyssa Milano voices love interest Dr. Ilyssa Selwyn in one game from this series, which introduced the new, voiceless character of Rookie.  That most recent game in this series brought back movie locations like the Sedgewick Hotel and the New York Public Library, as well as characters like the Gray Lady, Walter Peck and Stay-Puft.  For 10 points, name this series, whose videogames usually feature protagonists Ray, Egon and Peter.

ANSWER: Ghostbusters: The Video Game

 

12) [CG] The back of this hockey player's mask features the words "Matt Man" in honor of a deceased relative, and in his rookie season, he shared backup duties with first-round pick Mika Noronen. While in college, this player backstopped his team to a 3-3 tie in the "Cold War", an outdoor game against Michigan, just one year after helping his team to the 2001 CCHA title. That year, he defeated Brian Gionta (*) and Dany Heatley to become only the second Michigan State player to win the Hobey Baker. After taking over starting duties from Martin Biron, he helped his team to victories over Philadelphia and Ottawa in the 2006 playoffs, before losing to Cam Ward’s Hurricanes in 7 games.  Although Sidney Crosby went five-hole on this player to give his team the silver medal at the 2010 Olympics, this player was still named the tournament's MVP. For 10 points, name this starting goalie for Buffalo.

ANSWER: Ryan Miller
 

13) Jack Warner hired Michael Curtiz to a direct a film titled for this object, where George O'Brien and Guinn Williams are told about it after being trapped in a cellar in World War I.  A terrible 1999 TV movie titled for this object starred Jon Voight, while it also names a LOGO series centering on Alex, Ricky and other gay (*) African American characters.  This object is used on September 22nd by a family including Joan Baxter, played by Lauren Graham in a 2007 film.  In that same film, this object almost crashes into the US Capitol building after Congressman Chuck Long's faulty dam bursts; that film was Evan Almighty.  For 10 points, name this Biblical vessel.
ANSWER: Noah's Ark
 

14) In the Marvel Universe, the Living Flame and the City of Tha-Korr were located on a now-submerged extension of it.  It's not Orange County or Mars, but it is the setting for a 1997 Kim Stanley Robinson novel where Wade Norton investigates "environmental sabotage".  Brazil’s most popular guarana-infused (*) beverage is named for this place.  The Japanese film Nankyoku Monogatari chronicled a rescue attempt here and was remade into a 2006 Disney film starring Paul Walker and a bunch of talking animals.  This region is also the setting of a 2005 documentary by Luc Jacquet and the aforementioned film, Eight Below.  For 10 points, name this region that was the setting of March of the Penguins, the Earth’s southernmost continent.
ANSWER: Antarctica
 

15) In one series, he was constantly bedeviled by a dwarf named Tiny Tom, while his original television series saw Lane Bradford have a recurring role as Duke Wade.  In the '80s, he was paired up with Tarzan for an eponymous animated Adventure Hour and also appeared in a live action film that saw him rescue Ulysses S. Grant and being played by Klinton Spilsbury. (*)  One man to play his sidekick was Jay Silverheels and he sometimes has a nephew named Dan Reid.  Chad Michael Murray starred as this character alongside Nathaniel Arcand in a failed WB pilot in 2003.  Robert Livingston played this character in a series of films where he Rides Again, and his nephew got his own radio spin-off series titled The Green Hornet.  Riding the horse, Silver, he was joined by his sidekick, Tonto.  For 10 points, name this masked man.

ANSWER: The Lone Ranger (accept John Reid until "Reid" is mentioned; afterwards prompt on “John Reid”)

16) This event is visually referenced after Claire Spencer wakes up from a murder attempt in What Lies Beneath and is more obviously referenced in the scene where Dr. Thorndyke’s newspaper is delivered in High Anxiety.  Directly after this event, a car that had been purchased from California Charlie is pushed into an adjacent swamp, (*) only to be uncovered at the film’s end.  This occurrence foils its heroine’s resolution to return $40,000 to her boss Mr. Lowery’s real estate firm, and prompts investigations by both Sam Loomis and the unlucky PI Milton Arbogast.  Concluding with a close-up of its heroine’s eyeball, and famously featuring chocolate sauce and a melon to achieve its special effects, this scene is tied off by Anthony Perkins' scream, “Oh my God, Mother!  Blood!  Blood!”.  For 10 points, name this Hitchcock scene in which Marion Crane is killed at the Bates Motel.

ANSWER: the shower scene from Psycho (accept equivalents; prompt on partial answer; accept Murder of Marion Crane in Psycho or equivalents before the end) [DL]

 

17) The introduction to its video, which features Ben Stiller, Jim Carrey and a then unknown Dane Cook, sees dudes like "Pencil Head" and "Son of Pencil Head" get rejected by a panel of wannabe super heroes.  That video was made to promote the film (*) Mystery Men.  A remix of this song by God Lives Underwater appeared as the B-Side to a cover of “I’m a Believer” by the band that recorded it, and it’s the fifth song on the album, Astro Longue.  Singer Steven Harwell is asked “could I spare some change for gas” in this song, which plays during the opening credits in the first Shrek film.  It also describes a girl “looking kind of dumb” making “the shape of an ‘L’ on her forehead”.  For 10 points, name this Smash Mouth hit where the title figure is encouraged to "get your game on, go play".
ANSWER: "All-Star"

 

18) In a now lost seven episode mini-series produced before “The Keys of Marinus” and “The Aztecs”, the crew of the TARDIS is discovered by this figure played by Mark Eden on Series 1 of Doctor Who.  This figure's name sometimes graced a now defunct Florida theme-park also called Passport to Fun World, and, while engaging in an activity named for him, Tony and Carmela (*) start making out in a Season 5 episode of The Sopranos.  In the Family Guy videogame, Stewie describes playing that same activity named for this figure with Hellen Keller.  He also lends his name to the largest airport in Venice.  For 10 points, name this historical figure who lends his name to a game where the "it" player must have his eyes closed in the pool while kids chant his first and last name.
ANSWER: Marco Polo
 

19) A future entry in this series targets the same topic as a 1992 Willie Morris book.  The first of these poses the question, "what if I told you a country would fail to protect its greatest national resource?" and saw Bruce McNall discussing "a traveling circus".  The personal statement of one of these begins with the quote "I have a heart the size of a (*) lion" by one of its subjects.  Another addresses a business decision of Robert Irsay and focuses on a marching band.  Steve James confronts a fight in a bowling alley in one of these, while the one called “Small Potatoes” addresses an unsuccessful anti-trust lawsuit and the influence of Donald Trump.  Future entries will include “Into the Wind”, to be directed by Steve Nash.  Including works like “The U” and “No Crossover: The Trial of Allen Iverson”, for 10 points, name this series of ESPN Documentaries.

ANSWER: 30 for 30 Documentaries (or Entries in the 30 for 30 Series or other answers that mention 30 for 30)

 

20) Although he's not British, he did host the British version of the crappy game show Identity.  On film he provided the singing voice for Shang in Mulan.  His most famous series stemmed from a guest-hosting appearance on the Mike Douglas Show and was revived under the same name as a talk show (*) in 1998.  That original variety show usually began with an ice skating routine and featured him singing duets like "I'm a Little Bit Country, I'm a Little Bit Rock and Roll".  This contestant on Season 7 of Dancing with the Stars had earlier commented on a sibling's appearance on that show for Access Hollywood.  For 10 points, name this most famous of a group of singing brothers, the brother of Marie.
ANSWER: Donny Osmond (or Donald Clark Osmond)

 

21) This actor teamed up with Julius Nasso to produce films like Not Even the Trees and Prince of Central Park.  In one film, he plays Simon Ballester, whose son Max was gunned down in a section of LA partially controlled by Eddie Griffin's Armand Tucker.  Besides appearing in the 2007 Direct-to-Video release Urban Justice, his character Austin Travis unexpectedly falls out (*) of the Remora plane during a rescue mission in Executive Decision.  In a more typical role, he takes down Orin Hanner after the EPA fails to do the job in Fire Down Below.  He reprised one of his most popular roles in a film where Penn holds his niece Ryback hostage as part of a plan to unleash the Grazer One satellite; that film was set on a train and was subtitled Dark Territory.  For 10 points, name this action film star notable for his pony tail and role in Under Siege.
ANSWER: Steven F. Seagal (or Chungdrag Dorje or Takeshigemichi)

 

Bonuses:

 

1) Answer some questions about the Oklahoma City Thunder, for 10 points each.

[10] In addition to winning the NBA's first H-O-R-S-E competition at the 2009 All-Star game, this small forward out of Texas is probably the Thunder's biggest name player.
ANSWER: Kevin Wayne Durant
[10] This Serb big man joined the team in 2009 after playing for a while in Russia.  He earlier had some successful years stat-wise with the Nets.
ANSWER: Nenad Krstic
[10] Thabo Sefolosha became a member of the Thunder after he was traded from the Bulls for a first round draft pick.  The Bulls used that pick to draft this power forward out of USC in 2009.
ANSWER: Taj Jami Gibson
 

2) Answer some questions about expansion packs, for 10 points each.
[10] Players assumed the role of Adrian Shephard at the Black Mesa Research Facility in Opposing Force, the first expansion pack to this first person shooter. 
ANSWER: Half-Life
[10] Preceded by the terrible add-on packs, Insurrection and Retribution, this expansion pack to a popular Real Time Strategy game added units like Valkyries, Corsairs and Dark Templars.
ANSWER: Starcraft: Brood War
[10] Battle Tactics was the second and final expansion pack released for this real time strategy game developed by Cavedog Entertainment.  This game was followed by the spiritual successor, Supreme Commander.
ANSWER: Total Annihilation
 

3) Early in his career he put out the album Infinite with the aid of the Bass Brothers, and he also was featured on the Kid Rock track "Fuck Off".  For 10 points each:

[10] Name this rapper, whose major label debut produced by Dr. Dre contained the hit, "My Name Is".
ANSWER: Eminem
[10] Rolling Stone noted that this 2009 Eminem album is "studded with brand names, but not Lexus or Cristal - more like Lunesta ... and other brain candy".  It contains tracks "3 A.M." and "Beautiful" and was followed by January's Recovery.

ANSWER: Relapse
[10] This track from Encore has the artist stating, “Yes I make R&B / I sing that go ringy chong” and also contains references to Mary Kate and Ashley.
ANSWER: “Ass Like That” (or “Butt Like That”

 

4) A 2.0 version of this film reanimated it with digital animation, while the original sees the protagonists investigating Project 2501.  For 10 points each:
[10] Name this 1995 Mamoru Oshii anime, which spawned a 2004 sequel subtitled Innocence.
ANSWER: Ghost in the Shell (or Kokaku Kidotai)
[10] This American director signed on to do a live action version of Ghost in the Shell.  His films include The Terminal, A.I. and Minority Report.
ANSWER: Steven Spielberg
[10] Batou, Togusa and Kusanagi all work for a police unit with this number in Ghost in the Shell.  Elijah Wood played a character of this name in a 2009 Shane Acker film.
ANSWER: 9
 

5) His silent films like Upstream and The Fighting Heart are now lost, but his early talkies The Black Watch and Salute have been preserved.  For 10 points each:

[10] Identify this director of numerous John Wayne films like The Searchers and The Man Who Shot Liberty Valance.
ANSWER: John Ford (or John Martin Feeney)
[10] In this 1939 John Ford film, John Wayne plays an outlaw named Ringo Kid who gives himself up to Sherrif Wilcox before the Apaches start attacking.
ANSWER: Stagecoach
[10] Ford also adapted this literary work onto film, although he excluded its final scene where a principal character breast feeds a starving man after giving birth to a stillborn child.
ANSWER: The Grapes of Wrath
 

6) [NK] The Wildcat offense is just the latest fad to reach the NFL. For 10 points each, answer these questions about another offensive fad.

[10] Although often attributed to Buffalo, this speedy offense began in Cincinnati with Boomer Esiason at the helm.

ANSWER: No-Huddle offense (or Hurry-Up Offense; prompt on "K-Gun")

[10] The no-huddle offense was pioneered in Cincinnati by Bruce Coslet and this offensive guru. Prior to 2005, he was the last man to coach the Bengals to a winning record, all the way back in 1990.

ANSWER: Samuel Wyche
[10] In 2009, Buffalo reintroduced the no-huddle offense under the guise of this offensive coordinator, a former backup of Jim Kelly and Todd Collins who'd start a few games with the Bills in 2001.

ANSWER: Alex Van Pelt
 

7) Answer some questions about techno, for 10 points each.
[10] Comprised of Tom Rowlands and Ed Simons, this group, originally known as Naked Under Leather, have released a bunch of albums that have gone to #1 in their native UK, including 2002's Come with Us and 2007's We Are the Night.  "It Began in Afrika" is their biggest hit.
ANSWER: The Chemical Brothers (or The Dust Brothers or or The Chemical Ed and Chemical Tom or 237 Turbo Nutters)
[10] Although told by Eminem that "nobody listens to techno", this bald artist saw his albums Play and 18 both go platinum.  His track "Porcelain" even reached the Top 20 on the US Modern Rock charts.
ANSWER: Moby (or Richard Melville Hall)
[10] This British group temporarily dropped the "the" from their name with the release of The Fat of the Land, but added it back with 2004's Always Outnumbered, Never Outgunned.  "Firestarter" was a #1 hit for them in the UK.
ANSWER: The Prodigy
 

8) One notable scene in this movie sees its male lead, Tom, walking down the street to the tune of "You Make My Dreams" by Hall & Oates.  For 10 points each: 
[10] Identify this Marc Webb film, rendered in a non-linear fashion and starring Joseph Gordon-Levitt and Zooey Deschanel.
ANSWER: (500) Days of Summer
[10] Tom and Summer split up after they watch this film.  Directed by Mike Nichols, one scene sees its protagonist, Benjamin, given a scuba suit for his birthday, and it co-stars Anne Bancroft.
ANSWER: The Graduate
[10] Chloe Moretz, who plays Tom's younger sister in (500) Days of Summer, first broke onto the film scene with her role as Chelsea Lutz in this remake starring Ryan Reynolds as George Lutz.
ANSWER: The Amityville Horror 
 

9) Answer some questions about soup, for 10 points each.
[10] The "New Joisey" variety of this soup adds extra spice to the Manhattan version of it, which uses a clear broth and tomatoes rather than the milk used in another variety of it, New England.
ANSWER: Clam Chowder (or Clam Chowda)
[10] Soups from this brand include "Vegetable Classics" like "Hearty Tomato", as well as "Rich & Hearty" soups like "Chicken Corn Chowder".  The larger size of these soups led Campbell's to release the Chunky line.
ANSWER: Progresso
[10] In Poland, ogorkowa is a popular soup made primarily from potatoes and this ingredient.  They’re not lentils, but Indian food sometimes contains a yellow variety of these called Dosakai.
ANSWER: Cucumber (accept stuff like Fresh Cucumber or Pickled Cucumber)

 

10) Answer some questions about these TV stars who appeared on Bravo's Celebrity Poker Showdown, for 10 points each.
[10] Taking over the reins of Kevin Pollack, this man co-hosted Celebrity Poker Showdown with Phil Gordon.  That alone is pretty clear evidence that his career has tanked since playing Dave Nelson on Newsradio and starring on Kids in the Hall.
ANSWER: Dave Foley
[10] Although his co-star Topher Grace got to show off his poker chops in the beginning of Ocean's 11, this actor who played Hyde on That '70s Show was relegated to a Season Two loss to Dule Hill on Celebrity Poker Showdown.
ANSWER: Danny Masterson (or Daniel Peter Masterson)
[10] The only non-celeb to appear on the show, Ida Siconolfi, defeated this actress, who hasn't done much else since starring as the title character on a show where she played single mom Grace Kelly.
ANSWER: Brett Butler (or Brett Anderson)

 

11) Identify the following about some related things from music, for 10 points each.

[10] This only hit by The Vapors has famously been interpreted to be about masturbation.  The pre-chorus notes, "I've got your picture, I've got your picture / I'd like a million of you all round my cell".
ANSWER: "Turning Japanese"
[10] The band Japanese Motors is signed to Die Slaughterhaus Records, which is based in this city.  This city is also where the group The Black Crowes and Young Jeezy are from.
ANSWER: Atlanta, Georgia

[10] Japan, the glam-rock band, released an album called Gentlemen Take [These Objects].  Lady Gaga was made Creative Director of the company that makes them in January.
ANSWER: Polaroid Picture (or Polaroids)

 

12) One character in this film, the Landlady, has the ability to unleash a sonic boom by yelling "shut up".  For 10 points each:

[10] Name this film, where Sing tries to join the Axe Gang.
ANSWER: Kung Fu Hustle

ANSWER: Stephen Chow Sing-Chi
[10] Chow starred in the second part of A Chinese Odyssey, which was named for this classic fairy tale character.  This character is best known for appearing in a film containing the song “Bibbidi-Bobbidi-Boo”, sung by the Fairy God-Mother.
ANSWER: Cinderella
 

13) [DL] For 5 points each, name the two players involved in the following tennis marathons that do not involve Roger Federer:

[5, 5] These two men, the two top-ranked Spaniards on the tour, undertook a five-hour, fourteen-minute semifinal in the 2009 Australian Open; one went on to beat Roger Federer in the final.
ANSWER: Rafael Nadal and Fernando Verdasco
[5, 5] In the 1970 Wimbledon final, these two women played to the ludicrous final score of 14-12, 11-9.  They both played Bobby Riggs in some famous exhibition matches.
ANSWER: Margaret Smith Court and Billie Jean King
[5, 5] The first event in the “Super Saturday” at the 1984 US Open saw a five-set semifinal between this Czech, who would win the following three US Opens, and this Australian, who would win the 1987 Wimbledon.

ANSWER: Ivan Lendl and Pat Cash
14) Identify the following about some online music sites, for 10 points each.
[10] Offering DRM-free MP3 downloads well before it was cool, this service has "Premium" and "Connoisseur" subscriptions levels and also offers audiobooks.  They also exclusively released They Might Be Giant's Long Tall Weekend in 1999.
ANSWER: eMusic.com
[10] This MP3 player's eponymous marketplace began allowing users to download 10 songs a month in addition to the subscription service in 2008.  This player from Microsoft originally debuted in brown and released an "HD" model in 2009.
ANSWER: Zune Marketplace
[10] On Amie Street, you can download music from this Internet series.  It was eventually discovered that Jessica Rose played its protagonist, Bree.
ANSWER: lonelygirl15
 

15) Answer some questions about the Tonight Show Starring Johnny Carson, for 10 points each.

[10] Carson's long-time sidekick was this man, memorable for his "Here's Johnny" line.
ANSWER: Edward Leo Peter "Ed" McMahon, Jr.
[10] The envelopes that Carnac the Magnificent opened were supposedly kept hermetically sealed in a mayonnaise jar on the porch of this company, since noon that day.  This doubly eponymous company is best known for an encyclopedia that later was incorporated into Encarta.
ANSWER: Funk & Wagnalls
[10] Another popular Tonight Show character was this one, who wore a plaid hunting jacket and rattled off his "American" opinions.  He shares a first name with a character played by Howard McNear on the Andy Griffith Show.
ANSWER: Floyd R. Turbo, American (accept either underlined answer)

16) The banter at the end of this song sees one speaker declare "[Omaha] oughta know what to do with them hogs out there fer sure", while it begins with some talk from Rubber Duck.  For 10 points each:

[10] Identify this 1976 #1 Hit, where "we're gonna roll this truckin' [title object] cross the USA". 
ANSWER: "Convoy"
[10] "Convoy" was the biggest hit for this guy, who created his well known pseudonym for a commercial for the Mertz Baking Company.  He'd try to bank on Convoy’s success with "Round the World with the Rubber Duck".
ANSWER: C. W. McCall (or William Dale "Bill" Fries, Jr.)
[10] “Convoy” is about as dumb as this novelty song, released a few years later by Buckner & Garcia.  The second verse begins, “I’ve got all the patterns down, up until the ninth key / I’ve got Speedy on my tail, and I know it’s either him or me”.
ANSWER:  “Pac-Man Fever”

 

17) Identify the following about some feature films that received made-for-TV-movie follow-ups, for 10 points each.
[10] This general's "last days" were chronicled in a 1986 TV Movie, which saw George C. Scott reprising his role from the 1970 original.
ANSWER: General George Smith Patton, Jr.
[10] French Connection fans might remember that this character from the film got his own 1986 TV pilot that aired on NBC as a TV Movie.  He was played by Gene Hackman in the original film, and shares a nickname with a cartoon character.
ANSWER: Detective "Popeye" Doyle (or Detective James "Jimmy" Doyle; accept any underlined part)
[10] The 1977 TV Film It Happened One Christmas is pretty much just a role-reversal of It's a Wonderful Life, with Wayne Rogers taking the place of Donna Reed's character.  Rogers played this character on TV’s M*A*S*H, who got his own spin-off set 30 years later in California.
ANSWER: Trapper John (or John Francis Xavier McIntrye; accept any underlined part)

 

18) [NK] Identify the following related to trading cards, for 10 points each.

[10] In 2009, this company gained an exclusive license with Major League Baseball to be the only company to produce cards with team names and logos.  It's a rival of Upper Deck and produced a notable 1980 rookie card for Rickey Henderson.

ANSWER: The Topps Company

[10] Topps currently produces this set that gives a metallic foil finish to the base set.  The set shares its name with a web browser that incorporates its navigation and search bar into the same textbox and has built in support for its company’s Gears tools.

ANSWER: Topps Chrome
[10] Topps was once sued by this other rival, whose first set contained 80 cards devoted to Ted Williams.  Eventually bought by Upper Deck, they also released valuable rookie cards of Michael Jordan and Charles Barkley.  
ANSWER: Fleer Corporation

 

19) He was transported to Earth thanks to Professor Saul Erdel, and in one story arc he briefly assumes the identity of William Dyer.  For 10 points each:
[10] Identify this extraterrestrial DC Superhero, whose alter-ego is J'onn J'onnz.
ANSWER: Martian Manhunter (or Manhunter from Mars or Fernus or Big Green Buddy or Jolly Green Giant or Light to the Light Manhunter or Bronze Wraith or Bloodwynd or Hino Rei or Secretary of State Kakalios or Jade Warrior of Charley Dimes or Marco Xavier or Yuchiro Takata)
[10] The Martian Manhunter has been a staple member of this organization, often based in an eponymous hall.  Other founding members included Aquaman and Wonder Woman.
ANSWER: The Justice League of America (or JLA)
[10] Unusual for most Martians, the Martian Manhunter’s nemesis, Malefic, is immune to this entity.  An evil mutant most associated with this power was played by Aaron Stanford on film and went by the name John Allerdyce.
ANSWER: Manipulating Fire (or Flame or equivalents)

 

20) Identify some of these television characters celebrated for their sideburns, for 10 points each.
[10] Historical sideburns were sported by Doc Baker on this show, which also cast Melissa Gilbert as Laura Elizabeth Ingalls.
ANSWER: Little House on the Prairie
[10] Besides having notable sideburns, Harry Bentley often had the door slammed in his face by this television character, played by Sherman Hemsley.
ANSWER: George Jefferson (accept either underlined answer)
[10] Viewers in search of sideburns could tune into this program to get a gander of them on Lyle Waggoner.  This CBS show was also known for segments like "As the Stomach Turns".
ANSWER: The Carol Burnett Show
 

21) Identify the following about some instances of spitting in sports, for 10 points each.

[10] This player earned himself a $35,000 fine for "accidentally" spitting on DeAngelo Hall in 2006.  This then-Cowboys wide receiver also had an overdose scare that same year.
ANSWER: Terrell Eldorado Owens (prompt on “T.O.”)
[10] Patrick Vieira, playing for this team, got himself a six-match ban after spitting on Neil Ruddock in a game against West Ham.  This team won the 2004 Premier League under manager Arsene Wenger and goalkeeper Jens Lehmann.
ANSWER: Arsenal Football Club (or Arsenal F.C. or The Gunners)
[10] The death of his son may have contributed to this umpire using an expletive that prompted Roberto Alomar to spit in his face in an infamous 1996 confrontation.
