Tossups:

 

1) Woody Harrelson was an early winner of this award, given for a scene after he goes bankrupt in Las Vegas in Indecent Proposal.  The first year this award was offered saw it taken home by Macaulay Culkin for a scene involving his character, Thomas J. Sennett, in My Girl.  Satan's Alley, (*) one of the fake trailers for Tropic Thunder, billed Tobey Maguire as a winner of this award, and it was recently captured by a scene that concluded Step Up 2 the Streets.  Given out at an event that used to contain awards for "Best Virtual Performance" and "Best Hero", Will Ferrell and Sacha Baron Cohen were the second all-male pair to win it in a row after Heath Ledger and Jake Gyllenhaal won it in 2006 for Brokeback Mountain.  For 10 points, name this MTV Movie Award given to the year's most outstanding smooch.

ANSWER: MTV Movie Award for Best Kiss
 

2) His similarly named son is credited with signing the first player out of the Soviet Union, Sarunas Marciulionis.  As a player, this two-time All-American at Iowa was a first-round pick in 1962 for the Chicago Zephyrs.  Successful trades made by this man include dumping Kent Benson in exchange for Pistons center (*) Bob Lanier, and picking up Alton Lister in 1986 from Seattle.  In 2007, his 8th seeded team defeated the Mavericks in the first round, and in 1994 he coached the Dream Team II to a World Championship.  In the '80s, he coached his team to seven straight Central Division titles while with Milwaukee.  The second-winningest coach in NBA history and inventor of the Nellie Ball system, for 10 points, name this current Warriors coach.

ANSWER: Don Nelson (or Donald Arvid Nelson)

 

3) The hardest mode in his first game is titled "[He] Must Die" and sees him engaged in difficult fights against Nightmare.  He cameoed making out during a movie about Captain Blue in Viewtiful Joe, and this character has also appeared with his double-sided (*) coin as a fighter in the special edition of Shin Megami Tensei III.  Although his mother is Eva, Matier usually calls him the "Son of Sparda".  In his first appearance on the PS3, he can only be played briefly while rescuing a captured Nero.  He's not Link, but the third game that he appears in is subtitled [his] Awakening and sees him battling some demons sent by his brother, Vergil.  For 10 points, name this owner of the demon slaying business Devil May Cry, who shares his name with the protagonist of a 2010 EA game based on The Divine Comedy.
ANSWER: Dante
 

4) Following his breakthrough album, this artist had a string of successful tracks as a producer, including "Freek-a-Leek" by Petey Pablo and "Culo" by Pitbull, the latter of whom rapped on "Pitbulls' Cuban Rideout" from this artist’s 2002 album.  His first album built from the local success of the track "Who U Wit?" (*) and was followed by an album containing tracks like "Where Dem Girlz At?" and "Fuck Security".  His first nationally popular single has a hook instructing you to "Get 'em up, get 'em up".  Besides "Bia' Bia", this rapper had hits with the tracks "What U Goin' Do" and "Friends & Lovers".  His biggest hit instructs you to "pop dat ass, to the left and the right" and to "back, back, back it up", and he often collaborates with the East Side Boyz.  Finding his greatest success with "Get Low”, for 10 points, name this rapper best known for screaming “What!?”, "Yeah!" and “Okay!”
ANSWER: Lil Jon (or Jonathan Smith; accept Lil Jon and the Eastside Boyz before mentioned) 

 

5) Artist Stephen Paternite has put footage of an unaired episode of this series featuring himself on Youtube, while a DVD-only episode of this show sees producers Eddie Barbini and Craig Piligian filling in for the sick host.  References are frequently made to the show's principal cameramen, Doug Glover and Dave Barsky, (*) and it twice did special episodes on “Tight Places”.  A meta-joke on this series saw its host erecting a billboard for a company he’s the spokesman for, Ford, and the first of its three pilot episodes partially took place in a bat cave.  As part of the network's Alaska Week, this show featured Alaskan Huskies breeder Martin Buser, and also examined "tiger shark necropsy" as part of Shark Week.  Hosted by Mike Rowe, for 10 points, name this Discovery Channel series about engaging in unpleasant occupations.
ANSWER: Dirty Jobs
 

6) Near the nadir of her career, she played an actress who had to deal with Brad going crazy while also starring in the film-within-a-film, Hot Blooded!  In addition to starring in Cut, she had a very early role as Miranda, the daughter of John Cassavetes' Phillip in Tempest.  This actress had a cameo as a flight attendant near the end of Not (*) Another Teen Movie.  In a more memorable film, her character states "I can't believe my grandmother actually felt me up" after Grandma Helen notes "she's gotten her boobies", and that character, Sam Baker,  has a birthday upstaged by the wedding of her older sister, played by Blanche Baker.  In another film, she declares "Do you know how popular I am?  I am so popular" to Bender.  Starring in Pretty in Pink and other John Hughes films, for 10 points, name this actress who played the prissy Claire Standish in The Breakfast Club.
ANSWER: Molly Ringwald
 

7) He once guest-starred as himself on an episode of the Wayans Bros. where he was accused of ruining Marlon's Little League career.  He ignominiously ended one World Series by hitting a pop-up to Troy Percival, and once fought the ex-boyfriend of Danielle Peck on the same day Peck was brought in to sing (*) the national anthem to piss that rival off.  He was picked in the 17th Round in 1988 by the Astros and was eventually traded for Eddie Taubensee.  After flipping his bat and walking to first on ball three he got into a fight with Josh Beckett, but drove in David Bell’s winning run in the 2002 NLCS.  In college this point guard made it to the Final Four with Arizona.  Subject of a DHL commercial about the many teams he's played on, he's tied with Ricky Henderson for career post-season steals.  For 10 points, name this itinerant outfielder, best known for his stint in the '90s with the Indians.

ANSWER: Kenneth "Kenny" Lofton
 

8) Christianity Today Movies.com noted it was a bad sign when this "mediocre song" playing in the background was the most exciting part of the film, Zoom, while a cover of both this song and the same group's "The Authority Song" appeared on the American Pie Presents: Band Camp soundtrack.  The video for this song sees a fully clothed (*) guy go home with a fully clothed girl at a frat party where everyone else is in their underwear.  This song follows “A Praise Chorus” on the group's self-funded album, Bleed American, an album that also produced the hit “Sweetness”.  The second verse of this song urges you to “don’t buy in” because “you’re doing better on your own”, and it beings with the singer stating, “Hey, don’t write yourself off yet, it’s only in your head you feel left out”.  For 10 points, name this biggest hit for Jimmy Eat World.

ANSWER: “The Middle”

 

9) Two episodes of this show featured the character Billy Wheeler, a country-star played by Randy Travis.  Its two-part pilot involved the death of a television reporter and was titled "Diary of a Perfect Murder", while this series' ninth and final season concluded with the two-part episode, "The Scam", wherein its protagonist tries to clear the blackmailed name of private investigator Cliff Lewis, played by (*) Daniel Roebuck.  Jake and the Fat Man developed from William Conrad’s two-episode appearance on this show, whose protagonist had a daughter named Charlene.  In the first regular episode, Dick van Dyke played evil judge Carter Addison.  The hot-dog loving protagonist is known for his gray-suits and all-gray Crown Vic, and works in an Atlanta law firm.  For 10 points, name this legal drama starring Andy Griffith in the title role, much beloved by Abe Simpson.
ANSWER: Matlock
 

10) The Maryland and West Virginia were two battleships in a class named for this state produced after World War I, and a controversial homebrew RPG set in this state was banned from the Guerilla Gamemaker Competition at the 2006 Slamdance Festival.  A truck named for this state is pretty much the same vehicle as the GMC Canyon (*) and was the successor to the Chevy S-10.  A school in this state has the mascot of Ralphie and was the alma mater of noted running back and Supreme Court Justice Byron White.  Its city of Niwot is where Crocs is based.  One sports team in this state used the Expansion Draft to pick players like Charlie Hayes and David Nied, and saw Andres Galarraga take the batting title in that 1993 season.  For 10 points, name this state, whose city of Golden manufactures Coors beer.
ANSWER: Colorado
 

11) [NK] A T-Shirt for sale on this man’s personal website features the phrase “I’m afraid of dolphins, too” aimed at making fun of a certain talk show host.  He played the head Egyptologist during the uncovering of a tomb in the pilot episode of the US-version of Thank God You’re Here, while he would have played Roy on the IT Crowd (*) if it got picked up by NBC.  Famous guest stars on his weekly cable show include a dancing maxi pad, Lou the Chihuahua and a man dressed in women’s swimwear referred to as “Mankini”.  Also playing Robert Herndon in The Informant!, his best known fictional character tries to get with Britta in a show set at a school in Greendale.  For 10 points, name this host of The Soup, who also plays Jeff Winger on Community.

ANSWER: Joel McHale
 

12) Apricot brandy, light rum, Bacardi and Jamaican rum are all combined with lime juice, grenadine and orange juice to produce an orange cocktail of this name.  Tiffany Shepis stars in a movie sometimes called Strippers vs. [Them].  A comic book character with this nickname was a former head of Garwood Industries, was once killed by his gardener, Gyps, (*) and used to be known as Simon Garth.  A director commonly given this last name has put out films like The Haunted World of El Superbeasto and The Devil's Rejects, while a band named for these entities was fronted by Colin Blunstone and had a hit with “She’s Not There”.  Nazi versions of these creatures can be fought in a mode in Call of Duty: World at War, and many of these creatures are faced in the videogames Left 4 Dead and Dead Rising.  For 10 points, name these undead creatures.

ANSWER: Zombies

 

13) One meeting between these two teams was won by a Ken Ivan field goal and was one of only two victories for Joe Kuharich in 1962.  Another meeting between these teams saw Larry Conjar score four touchdowns and was followed the next year by a 51 to 0 blowout led by a backup to Terry Hanratty, (*) Coley O'Brien.  A more recent match between these two teams featured an injured Brad Otton, while Mark Cusano successfully batted down a pass by Ron Powlus.  One memorable meeting between them didn't include Tony Brooks or Ricky Watters and saw the losing team led by quarterback Rodney Peete.  The 1977 meeting between these two teams was noted for the different colored jerseys worn by the winner and saw a big performance by Joe Montana.  For 10 points, name these two schools that compete annually for the Jeweled Shillelagh, currently coached by Brian Kelly and Lane Kiffin.

ANSWER: University of Notre Dame and University of Southern California (or the Fighting Irish and the Trojans)

 

14) This album was the subject of a namesake tour that began in 2006, which had missing band members replaced by Dave Kliminster and Jon Carin.  Medicine Head had released an album of the same name a few years before it, leading the band to not give it the subtitle, A Piece for Assorted (*) Lunatics.  A reprise of the second track is heard on its fourth track, which states "no one told you when to run, you missed the starting gun" and "hanging on in a quiet desperation is the English way".  It closes with a song declaring "all that's to come and everything under the sun is in tune", "Eclipse".  The biggest hit on this album sees the singer warn "don't take a slice of my pie."  Containing tracks like “Us and Them” and “Money”, for 10 points, identify this seminal Pink Floyd album.

ANSWER: The Dark Side of the Moon
 

15) Masha Skorobogatov played this character in flashbacks, while in adult form another character deduces she uses Evian skin cream and sometimes wears L’Air du Temps.  In a sequel, this character is able to track down her chief antagonist with the help of Pazzi, a police officer in Florence, (*) and that film sees her boss Paul Krendler attempt to frame her.  In the original film, she is alerted to a killer thanks to a Death's Hand moth, and rebuffs the advances of Dr. Frederick Chilton, director of the Baltimore State Hospital for the Criminally Insane.  In a later film, she was played by Julianne Moore.  This orphan and FBI agent successfully tracks down Buffalo Bill with the help of the killer she's interrogating.  For 10 points, name this woman played by Jodie Foster in Silence of the Lambs.
ANSWER: Agent Clarice M. Starling (accept either underlined answer)

 

16) One of the characters in this work starts drinking after he is forced to use a walking stick that turns out to be Mjolnir.  Another character in this work has an implied homosexual relationship with Master John and is named Werner.  Uatu is granted a pocket universe to watch the otherwise reset events that took place in this story arc, which focuses on characters such as John Grey and Matthew (*) Murdoch.  Many of the protagonists in this series are tracked by spymaster Stephen Strange.  Concerning people such as Virginia Dare who have developed “witchbreed” during the reign of Queen Elizabeth, for 10 points, name this comic book series written by Neil Gaiman set a few years after the dawn of the 17th century.

ANSWER: Marvel 1602
 

17) A 1993 compilation album that replaced the last word in this song's title with "box" marked the first appearance on CD of rarities like "Fallout" as well as minor hits like "Secret Journey" and "Behind My Camel".  Performed at its singer's wedding to Trudie Styler, it was also notably co-performed with Gwen Stefani during the 2003 Superbowl.  The singer of this song has (*) “more loneliness than any man could bear” and was the first track on an album which also spawned the hit “Walking on the Moon”, Reggatta de Blanc.  Elsewhere in this song, the singer states "Love can mend your life but / love can break your heart", and the singer begs you to "rescue me before I fall into despair".  For 10 points, name this song about a "castaway, an island lost at sea", a hit by The Police where the singer is "Sending out an S.O.S".

ANSWER: “Message in a Bottle”

 

18) One film with this name sees May Robson's character discuss traveling across the country in a "prairie schooner" and encouraging her granddaughter's "pioneer spirit" in opposition to the rebuffs of Aunt Mattie.  That original film with this name sees its male lead getting a plate bashed over his head by Anita Regis before calling up Oliver Niles (*) later in the night to audition the title character.  A second remake of this film, co-starring Kris Kristofferson, contained a love theme titled "Evergreen".  An earlier remake of this film added the very popular song, "The Man That Got Away", and sees James Mason playing matinee star James Mason.  Judy Garland and Barbara Streisand have both played its lead, Esther Blodgett.  For 10 points, name this film about the making of an actress in Hollywood.
ANSWER: A Star is Born
  

19) After his two-stroke victory over Fred Funk, he accomplished a task not done since Richard Zokol won the 1992 Milwaukee Open, and his 2007 victory at the Fry's Electronic Open tied him with a mark set by George Knudson.  When he was 13, he wrote a letter to Jack Nicklaus asking whether he should change his grip--he ended up keeping it and became the first player since Bob Charles (*) to win a major swinging left-handed.  This 2003 winner of the Lou Marsh Trophy went 1-Up on Tiger Woods in the final round of the 2007 Presidents Cup.  He pulled ahead of Darren Clarke on Day Two of his greatest tournament and made a 7-foot par on the 18th hole to force a playoff he won after Len Mattiace double bogeyed.  That victory occurred a year before Phil Mickelson won his first major.  For 10 points, name this Canadian golfer who won the Masters in 2003.

ANSWER: Mike Weir (or Michael Richard Weir; prompt on "Weirsy")

20) A “New” show starring this character in the late ‘80s introduced the recurring Ninja Raccoon character as well as Blubber, who originally appeared in Wacky Races.   He went on “funtastic” adventures on his namesake Treasure Hunt program.  Another of his namesake series was the launching pad for Buford and the Galloping Ghost and cast him as a member of the Galaxy Goof-Ups (*) with Scare.  Besides that Space Race show, his girlfriend gets kidnapped by the circus in a feature-length film where he is exiled to the San Diego Zoo; that girlfriend went by the name Cindy.  His original TV show also contained segments on Yakky Doodle and Snagglepuss.  He is often told by a bow-tie wearing younger companion that “Mr. Ranger isn’t gonna like this”; that younger companion is named Boo Boo.  For 10 points, name this Hanna-Barbera character that lived in Jellystone National Park.

ANSWER: Yogi Bear (prompt on just “Bear”)

 

21) This song's video sees a snowboarder jump onto the roof of a train before using a shark as a snowboard.  It is also the title track of an album that ended with the song "Road Trippin" and which was followed up with 2002's By the Way.  A later verse in this song notes "And Alderaan's (*) not far away", while another compares earthquakes to "a girl's guitar" and instructs you to "pay your surgeon very well to break the spell of aging".  Its video sees people like Anthony, Chad and Flea being chosen from a "Player Select" menu as part of its videogame theme, and it begins with the line, "Psychic spies from China try to steal your mind's elation".  For 10 points, name this 1999 song and album by the Red Hot Chili Peppers about a certain West Coast state.

ANSWER: "Californication"

 

Bonuses:

 

1) The Seattle Mariners had a pretty good defensive outfield in 2009.  For 10 points each:
[10] This Japanese high-average hitter won his ninth consecutive Gold Glove while manning Safeco's right field.
ANSWER: Ichiro Suzuki (or Suzuki Ichiro)
[10] However, many scouts and statisticians rank Ichiro only second among Mariners outfielders, behind this non-Gold-Glove-winning starting center fielder, acquired from the Indians in a three-team deal the previous summer.
ANSWER: Franklin Gutierrez
[10] That same three-team deal netted the Mariners this defensive-specialist reserve outfielder from the Mets, who played a fine left field until being injured in June.  In 2006 he made a way-over-the-wall catch to rob Scott Rolen of a home run.
ANSWER: Endy Chavez
 

2) The album of this name spawned the hits "Angel" and "Dress You Up".  For 10 points each:
[10] Name this early Madonna hit where the singer describes getting "touched for the very first time".
ANSWER: "Like a Virgin"
[10] The most famous performance of "Like a Virgin" was probably on the Blond Ambition World Tour, where Madonna famously simulated masturbation during the performance.  Toronto's threat to arrest her for doing it was chronicled in this 1991 documentary about the tour.
ANSWER: Truth or Dare (or In Bed with Madonna)
[10] Madonna has also broken out the song by special request on the tour for this 2008 album, which contained the singles "Give It 2 Me" and "4 Minutes".
ANSWER: Hard Candy
 

3) Identify the following about some nature documentaries, for 10 points each.
[10] One of the better films to feature a soundtrack recorded by a Bulgarian vocal group, this 2001 film by Jacques Perrin and the rest of the Microcosmos team is notable for the lame CGI that contrasts its well-executed shots of birds performing the titular action.
ANSWER: Winged Migration (or Le Peuple Migrateur or The Travelling Birds: An Adventure in Flight)
[10] One of the more striking nature documentaries in recent memory, this BBC mini-series which later aired on the Discovery Channel was narrated by Sigourney Weaver and contains unique shots like lions killing an elephant.  It’s not to be confused with Life.
ANSWER: Planet Earth
[10] One of the television firsts of Planet Earth was filming an entire sequence of one of these endangered predators hunting markhor in Pakistan.  An OS revision with this name was promoted as having “0 New Features” at the 2008 WWDC.
ANSWER:  Snow Leopard (or Uncia uncia; do not prompt on just “Leopard”)

 

4) Identify the following about the crazily titled Oh Dad, Poor Dad, Mamma's Hung You in the Closet and I'm Feelin' So Sad, for 10 points each.
[10] The narrator of the film, Jonathan Winters, had a multi-episode role as Mearth on this show.  Its eponymous stars were played by Robin Williams and Pam Dawber.
ANSWER: Mork & Mindy
[10] Arthur Kopit, who wrote the script for the play the movie was based on, also wrote a musical with this numerical title, an adaptation of a Federico Fellini film.  This many characters were at the center of a short-lived 2006 ABC drama about a bank robbery.
ANSWER: The Nine
[10] Probably the best known actor to appear in Oh Dad was Robert Morse, who plays this eccentric character on Mad Men.  He confuses everyone by getting a Rothko painting in his office in Season 2 of the show.
ANSWER: Bertram “Bert” Cooper (accept any underlined answer)

 

5) [NK] Going into week 17 of the 2002 season, an astonishing 13 out of the 16 AFC teams were eligible to make the playoffs. For ten points each:

[10] During the early slate of games, a botched kickoff return by Ricky Williams, questionable play calling by Dave Wannstedt and a shanked punt by Marc Royals allowed the New England Patriots to beat this team in overtime to keep their playoff hopes alive.

Answer: Miami Dolphins (accept either team name)

[10] The New York Jets won the AFC East with a win over this NFC team that was upset by Michael Vick and the Falcons in the Wild Card round, their first ever home playoff loss.  Two years later they gave up a notable 4th and 26th play.

Answer: Green Bay Packers (accept either team name)

[10] Cleveland got in thanks to this player, then a rookie, scoring a touchdown on a Kelly Holcomb handoff.  He shares a surname with a player the Seahawks traded for Fred Vinson of the Packers in 2000.
ANSWER: William Green
 

6) Following its release, the group's lead singer stated, "we're re-applying for the job of best band in the world".  For 10 points each:
[10] Identify this 2000 album by U2 which contained tracks like "Walk On" and "Elevation".
ANSWER: All That You Can't Leave Behind
[10] The biggest hit from All That You Can't Leave Behind was this track, about a titular weather phenomenon.  During the bridge, Bono sings, "See the world in green and blue / See China right in front of you".
ANSWER: "Beautiful Day"
[10] The second single from All That You Can't Leave Behind was this song with a nine word title, inspired by the suicide of INXS frontman Michael Hutchenence.  A football game and a moving van were the settings of the two videos produced for it.
ANSWER: "Stuck in a Moment You Can't Get Out Of"

 

7) Rather than subject you to a common-link tossup with the answer line being "Putting a Boombox Over Your Head and Playing a Love Song", suffer through this bonus on some such scenes instead, for 10 points each.
[10] Of course the original instance of this comes from Say Anything, when this actor who played Lloyd Dobler did it.  He was also in Grosse Pointe Blank.
ANSWER: John Paul Cusack
[10] Rather than playing "In Your Eyes", Stan plays this other Peter Gabriel track when attempting to get Wendy back on an episode of South Park.  One verse begins, "cover me, when I sleep / cover me, when I breathe", and it notes "you can ape the ape".
ANSWER: "Shock the Monkey"
[10] Spaced, a show starring this British actor as comic book artist Tim Bisley, apparently featured a boombox courting scene.  He also played The Editor on the 2005 Doctor Who episode, “The Long Game”.
ANSWER: Simon Pegg (or Simon John Beckingham)

8) Surprisingly, there have been several entertaining Disney games released over the years.  Answer some questions about them, for 10 points each.
[10] Kingdom Hearts, certainly the best Disney game in recent memory, saw this non-Disney character helming the party with Donald Duck, Goofy and others.  He carries around the Keyblade.
ANSWER: Sora 
[10] This NES game by Capcom contains a level on the Moon where players must defeat the Moon Rat.  It shares its name with a cartoon series whose opening shows a character swimming in his vault of treasures.
ANSWER: Ducktales
[10] Later released for the GBA, this neat game contained a mode where Mickey dresses as a firefighter and attacks enemies with a hose.
ANSWER: Disney's Magical Quest
 

9) Answer some questions about these movies with something in common, for 10 points each.

[10] This 1944 film directed by Mervyn LeRoy is a dramatic rendition of the Doolittle Raid, with Spencer Tracey playing James Doolittle. 
ANSWER: Thirty Seconds Over Tokyo
[10] This actor plays the titular Joe Barrett in the film, Tokyo Joe.  Other notable roles include ex-prisoner Roy Earle in High Sierra and prospector Fred Dobbs in The Treasure of the Sierra Madre.
ANSWER: Humphrey DeForest Bogart
[10] One of the related films to Jack Hively's Appointment in Tokyo on AllMovie is a 1949 John Wayne film about the sands of this place.  Clint Eastwood also directed two World War II movies set on this island.
ANSWER: Iwo Jima (or Ioto)

 

10) Although she didn't make the top 10 on American Juniors, this artist did sign a record contract with Soda-Pop.  For 10 points each:

[10] Name this youthful singer whose 2009 album Exposed produced the singles "Future Love" and "Goodbye".
ANSWER: Kristina DeBarge
[10] The success of Exposed has earned DeBarge a gig opening for this artist's The Circus Tour.  Her other tours included the Crazy 2K Tour where she played "(You Drive Me) Crazy" and "Don't Let Me Be the Last to Know".
ANSWER: Britney Jean Spears
[10] This man owns the Soda-Pop label and has produced various DeBarge songs.  “Body Talk” was an ‘80s R&B hit for this artist with L.A. Reid while the two were still part of the group, The Deele.
ANSWER: Babyface (or Kenneth Brian Edmonds)

11) One of the main characters on this show is a member of the Maple Leaf Rags bowling team and is married to John, a former CPA.  For 10 points each:
[10] Name this show centering on Georgie, Alex, Teddy and Frankie, the titular relatives.
ANSWER: Sisters
[10] Daniel Lipman and Ron Cowen, who created Sisters, also created this Showtime series which centers on gay characters in Pittsburgh.  Justin Taylor slept with Brian Kinney in the beginning of its second season.
ANSWER: Queer as Folk
[10] The British version of Queer as Folk was developed by Russell T. Davies, who also created this British science fiction series.  Protagonists include Jack Harkness and Gwen Cooper, who work at titular institution.
ANSWER: Torchwood
 

12) Answer some questions about hockey’s strange fad of throwing crap on to the ice after a goal, for 10 points each.

[10] The most celebrated example of this tradition is the octopuses thrown on the ice by fans of this NHL Team whose famous players have included Gordie Howe before he was with the Whalers.
ANSWER: Detroit Red Wings (accept either underlined answer)
[10] After Scott Mellanby killed a rat in the locker room before scoring a three-goal “rat trick”, fans of this team started littering the rink with toy rats.
ANSWER: Florida Panthers (accept either underlined answer)
[10] Although it’s not yet a tradition, a hockey game in this country was stopped when fans threw dozens of sex toy on to the ice in a 2008 game.  They won Olympic gold in 2006.
ANSWER: Sweden
 

13) Characters in this book include Inoue Sato, a higher-up in the CIA, and Mark Zoubianis, a hacker.  For 10 points each:
[10] Name this most recent novel by Dan Brown.
ANSWER: The Lost Symbol
[10] This chief villain of The Lost Symbol is noted for being covered with tattoos on every part of his body except his forehead.  He tries to get his father, Peter Solomon, to kill him in some sort of re-enactment of Abraham's sacrifice of Isaac.
ANSWER: Mal'akh (or Zachary Solomon)
[10] Dan Brown has Robert Langdon discover the severed hand of Peter Solomon pointing towards this fresco on the rotunda in the Capitol Building.  It's kind of like an Ingres painting where the same thing is happening to Homer.
ANSWER: The Apotheosis of George Washington
 

14) Both Harvey Keitel and Jennifer Jason Leigh shot scenes for this film that never made it into the theatrical version, with their roles being replaced by Sydney Pollack and Marie Richardson, respectively.  For 10 points each:
[10] Identify this film centering on William and Alice Harford, which contains a scene where Nick Nightingale plays an organ while blindfolded as several people in G-Strings frolic around.
ANSWER: Eyes Wide Shut
[10] Eyes Wide Shut was the final film by this legendary director, whose other films include Lolita and Spartacus.
ANSWER: Stanley Kubrick
[10] This actor had a small role as "Hotel Desk Clerk" in Eyes Wide Shut.  Another one of his characters taunts, "Better luck next time, slugheads!" and repeats the line "I am invincible" in a 1995 film.
ANSWER: Alan Cumming
 

15) A song of this name was popularized when an LA DJ played it for 45 minutes straight whenever a caller called in requesting a different song.  For 10 points each:
[10] Identify this name of an instrumental David Rose hit, whose trombone-heavy motif led it to be used in racy scenes in films like The Fully Monty.
ANSWER: “The Stripper”
[10] “The Stripper” was used in a scene from a 2005 feature-length film starring these characters.  They were created by Nick Park.
ANSWER: Wallace & Gromit
[10] Allan Sherman parodied Rose’s “Holiday for Strings” with his own “Holiday for States”, but is best known for a song written from this place.  “They say we’ll have some fun if it stops raining” in this place, which is described in a letter to “Dearest Faddah, Darling Muddah”.
ANSWER: Camp Grenada
 

16) It was adapted into a 2002 film and then a 2003 cross-over with another Klasky Csupo series.  For 10 points each:

[10] Identify this show containing a chimp named Darwin.
ANSWER: The Wild Thornberrys
[10] This actor voiced Nigel on The Wild Thornberrys.  You may know him better for Frank N. Furter in the Rocky Horror Picture Show.
ANSWER: Timothy James “Tim” Curry
[10] This stop-animated segment briefly got its own full-length Nicktoon in 2001.  Characters included The Chief, who liked to say "Blast It!", and a dog named Justice.
ANSWER: Action League Now!
 

17) This group included Jimmy Walker's son Jalen Rose and Plano East prodigy Jimmy King.  For 10 points each:

[10] Identify this name given to the starters at a college later rocked by the Ed Martin Scandal.
ANSWER: Fab Five
[10] The most accomplished player on the Fab Five was this future NBA All-Star who notoriously tried to call a time out when he had none remaining in the 1993 NCAA Championship Game.
ANSWER: Mayce Edward Christopher "Chris" Weber III

[10] This was the only member of the Fab Five to not make it to the NBA.  Cut by the Knicks before the 1995-1996 season, he was able to put up 19 points against UCLA in the second round of the Wolverine's 1993 tournament run.
ANSWER: Ray Jackson
 

18) The Red Fusion and Diet Cherry Chocolate flavors of this beverage have been discontinued, but the regular flavor is still routinely advertised by people like Julius Erving.  For 10 points each:

[10] Identify this soda that regularly promotes its 23 flavors.
ANSWER: Dr Pepper
[10] Cherry Dr Pepper has been advertised by this man, whom viewers are told to trust since he’s also known as “Dr. Love”.
ANSWER: Gene Simmons (or Chaim Witz)
[10] A Dr Pepper “Be You” commercial from 2002 saw people dancing to the music of this man, who released Rhythmstick with Dizzy Gillespie.  “3-D Mambo” was a track on his 1958 album, Dance Mania.
ANSWER: Tito Puente, Sr. (or Ernesto Antonio Puente, Jr.)

 

19) She served as an Associate Producer for The Alphabet Killer, a film she also starred in.  For 10 points each:
[10] Name this actress, most famous for playing Faith on Buffy the Vampire Slayer and Echo on Dollhouse.
ANSWER: Eliza Patricia Dushku
[10] One of Dushku's co-stars on Dollhouse, Harry Lemix, played the principle aid to Mackenzie Allen on this 2005-2006 ABC drama.
ANSWER: Commander in Chief
[10] Another Dushku colleague is this comedian, who played Davis on Tru Calling.  He's currently playing comic book artist Ray on HBO’s Bored to Death.
ANSWER: Zacharius Knight "Zach" Galifianakis
 

20) Identify the following about some related films, for 10 points each.
[10] Shelley Winters won a Best Supporting Actress Award for her role in this film.  Its source material comes from the eponymous writings of a girl hiding out in Amsterdam during World War II.
ANSWER: The Diary of Anne Frank
[10] Carrie Snodgress, who played the titular homemaker in Diary of a Mad Housewife, also had an uncredited role in this iconic film.  Peter Fonda’s character travels to New Orleans with smuggled drugs alongside Billy in this movie.
ANSWER: Easy Rider
[10] Jean Renoir directed a 1946 film about the diary of a woman of this profession starring Paulette Goddard.  Another character with this profession was Marisa Ventura, who hooks up with Ralph Fiennes’ Christopher Marshall in a 2002 movie.
ANSWER: Chambermaid
 

21) A remake of a mini-series that was itself inspired by Sinclair Lewis' best novel of the 1930s, It Can't Happen Here, this show sees Jack Landry get injected with R6.  For 10 points each:

[10] Identify this show, which also stars Morena Baccarin as an alien leader named Anna.
ANSWER: V
[10] This actress, who used to play Juliet on V’s leadin, Lost, stars as Erica Evans on V.
ANSWER: Elizabeth Joanna Mitchell (or Elizabeth Robertson)

[10] Ryan Nichols is one of the members of this group of disaffected V's rebelling against Anna.  John May is high up in this organization.
