Tossups:

 

1) Hopefully you didn't see this actor's turn as Detective Levon Wallace alongside Morgan Freeman and Justin Timberlake in the direct-to-video film, Edison.  His character Lloyd sees his marriage with Caroline rekindled by jewel thief Gus, played by Denis Leary, (*) in 1994's The Ref.  This current artistic director of London's Old Vic Theatre both co-wrote and directed a 2004 biopic of Bobby Darin called Beyond the Sea, and he’s also played Eugene Simonet, the teacher of Trevor McKinney in a 2000 film.  This man, who has recently played the card-counting mentor Mickey Rosa, appeared with Haley Joel Osment in Pay it Forward, and was Prot, an alien treated by Mark Powell in K-PAX.  For 10 points, name this actor who won an Oscar for playing Lester Burnham in American Beauty.
ANSWER: Kevin Spacey (or Kevin Spacey Fowler)

 

2) This song plays during the family ball game in Meet the Fockers, and Item Three on New York Magazine's "Five Things We Actually Enjoyed About G. I. Joe" was the training montage set to the music of this song.  "Planet Queen" followed this track on the album it originally appeared on, and its British title shares its name with the biggest hit of the band, (*) Chase.  The subject of this song is said to have a "cloak full of eagles" and is compared to a car, with the singer noting "you've got a hubcap diamond star halo".  A 1985 cover of this song became one of the biggest hits for Power Station, and along with "Jeepster", it was the band's most successful track from the album Electric Warrior.  Addressed to a person who is "dirty sweet and you're my girl", for 10 points, name this hit for T. Rex that entreats you to perform the titular musical action.
ANSWER: "Bang a Gong (Get It On)" (accept either underlined answer)

 

3) The "Supercharger" was a component of a 1992 Williams Pinball game with this title, the sequel to High Speed.  Chris de Burgh's album of this name achieved modest chart success thanks to the hit, "Don't Pay the Ferryman".  A film with this name sees villain Jack Benyon, played by Ben Johnson, force the protagonist to rob a bank (*) after getting him paroled from prison.  A Playstation 2 game with this name centered on a former member of the Collins Crew named Don Kembry and saw a sequel subtitled Black Monday.  Besides that London-based GTA clone, the aforementioned film of this name was remade into a 1994 movie where Kim Basinger and Alec Baldwin played Carol and Doc McCoy.  For 10 points, identify this title of a 1972 Ali MacGraw and Steve McQueen film centering on an escape.
ANSWER: The Getaway
 

4) Warren Martin scored the first ever points in this arena, while Dante Calabria scored a last-second basket to cap off a 17 point comeback against the home team's cross-state rival in 1996.  Until recently, this privately funded complex, which houses the Bowles Room, was free of corporate advertisements.  FSU player Sam Cassell famously stated that "it's more like a cheese-and-wine crowd" (*) in this arena, owing to its long-time practice of putting members of the Educational Foundation in the lower-level seats.  It’s named for a man who offered a scholarship to Charlie Scott and won a 1982 national championship thanks Georgetown’s Fred Brown making an errant pass.  A 2009 alumni game at this arena saw players like Bobby Frasor taking trick shots.  Banners hanging in this arena include ones honoring #52 James Worthy and #33 Antawn Jamison.  For 10 points, name home arena of the UNC Tarheels.
ANSWER: Dean Edwards Smith Student Activities Center (or Dean Dome)

 

5) One of the members of this group runs a record label that put out the Waves compilation; that label is named Crydamoure.  Another member did the music for Gaspar Noe's Irreversible, and their music inspired an anime centering on Baryl, Octave and other (*) blue-skinned Crescendolls.  Their first studio album included the songs "Teachers" and "Indo Silver Club", while a B-Side to their first single provided the title for their 2006 comp, Musique Volume 1.  Their much-praised 2007 live album included numerous mash-ups of previously released songs, such as of “Burnin’” and “Too Long”.  Besides Alive, this group is probably best known for their second album, Discovery, which contained hits like “Short Circuit” and “Face to Face”.  The band behind “Around the World”, for 10 points, name this French duo best known for tracks like “One More Time” and “Harder Better Faster Stronger”.

ANSWER: Daft Punk
 

6) The star of this show's third season liked to give himself "whore baths" in the sink and attempted to secure additional money from the Maloof Family.  The second season saw Rick Schwartz decree that some of its contestants take a more comedic tone, and that season also saw appearances from Kathleen Quinlan and Amy Smart.  The protagonist of its third season was named John (*) Gulager and went on to create works subtitled Sloppy Seconds and The Happy Finish.  Its second season premiere saw contestants selected in Park City, Utah and saw the creation of the Battle of Shaker Heights.  This show also gave us the Feast trilogy.  Moving from HBO to Bravo in its final season, for 10 points, name this show produced by Matt Damon and Ben Affleck, that provided funds for new writers and directors to make a feature film. 
ANSWER: Project Greenlight
 

7) In the first of his two starts last year, he went just 3 for 13 with a 7.5 rating in a 27-17 loss against Washington in Week 10.  His younger brother Matt’s prospects of starting for his college next year were improved by Nick Stephen’s departure from Tennessee.  Al Wallace was once fined for a blow he delivered to this man that ruptured his spleen in 2006, (*) and in his first playoff appearance one of his passes was critically dropped by Edell Shepherd to ensure a Redskins victory.  In college, he gave up four turnovers in the 2001 Big Twelve Championship Game, leading him to be replaced with senior Major Applewhite.  He recently signed on to be the backup to both Kerry Collins and Vince Young on the Titans.  He became a starter in 2005 ahead of Luke McCown when Zach Thomas injured Brian Griese, leading the Bucs to the playoffs.  For 10 points, name this son of CBS broadcaster, Phil.

ANSWER: Chris Simms (or Christopher David Simms)

 

8) The protagonist of this film notes that "Sweet perfumes of incense / graceful rooms of alabaster stone" are his objects of desire in its "All I Ever Wanted" song, and Danny Glover plays the minor character Jethro in this film.  The opening scene of this movie sees Helen Mirren's character take in the title character, a sequence sung to the tunes of "Deliver Us" (*) and "River Lullaby".  Containing the Oscar-winning song, “When You Believe”, the chief villain in this film, voiced by Ralph Fiennes, engages in a chariot race with the protagonist.  Produced by ex-Disney animator Jeffrey Katzenberg, it was Dreamworks’ first traditionally animated feature film.  Concluding with Val Kilmer’s character delivering the Ten Commandments, for 10 points, name this 1998 animated film centering on the Exodus story.
ANSWER: The Prince of Egypt
 

9) He had a few appearances as car salesman Handsome Hal alongside a current co-star earlier in this decade.  This man provided guest commentary for Hulk Hogan's defeat of Sgt. Slaughter at Wrestlemania VII, and was the first ever guest on both the Tony Danza Show and The View.  In a guest appearance as himself, this man darts off the set of a show he's hosting (*) when he receives a text from Barney that Marshall has found a lost burger shop on an episode of How I Met Your Mother.  The host of 2008’s Million Dollar Password, he currently works with a woman who played Faith Fairfield on Hope & Faith.  He was earlier the co-namesake of a talk show with a woman married to a former Giants player turned Monday Night Football announcer.  For 10 points, name this co-host of a talk show with Kelly Ripa, the original host of Who Wants to Be a Millionaire?
ANSWER: Regis Francis Xavier Philbin (prompt on “Regis”)

 

10) Before he got famous, this man conducted a series of Little Gray Book Lectures in Brooklyn.  His most recent book contains several footnotes to clarify his use of the word, “literally”, and he oversaw a wedding at “A Quiet Place to Think about the Man in the Sky” in The Invention of Lying.  This voice of the father in Coraline (*) runs a blog called Good Evening which routinely features new entries in its “Myth? Or Coincidence?” feature.  He’s also authored a book where he describes a state called "Hohoq" and details "A Brief Time Line of the Lobster in America".  Calling Barack Obama the first Nerd President during his 2009 White House Correspondents Dinner Speech, he's the author of More Information Than You Require.  For 10 points, name this author of The Areas of My Expertise, probably best known for playing PC in the “Get a Mac” commercials.
ANSWER: John Kellogg Hodgman
 

11) The first entry in this series took place at the country estate of Mrs. Pennington Van Renssalaer and was titled One Terrible Day.  Richard Bann and Leonard Maltin wrote a book on the Life and Times of the stars of this series, which makes mention of June Marlowe’s Miss Crabtree.  One full-length film in this series sees the title character take a Huck Finn-esque journey down the Mississippi during the Civil War where he's taken in by Marshall Valiant.  Minor characters in this series include John Collum's (*) "Uh-huh" and the nefarious "The Woim", who plays second fiddle to "Butch".  A more recent film in this series centers on the theft of a go-kart called "The Blur" and has Donald Trump playing Waldo's father.  Created by Hal Roach as a series of MGM shorts, it was made into the film, General Spanky.  For 10 points, name this series centering on characters like Froggy and Alfalfa.
ANSWER: Lil' Rascals (or Little Rascals or Our Gang; accept Hal Roach's Rascals until mentioned)

 

12) On a track from this album that samples “Black and Tan Fantasy” by Thelonious Monk, an artist states “remember I got deep like a Navy SEAL”.  Its first track sees one speaker boast "I rip it hardcore, like porno-flick bitches / I roll with groups of ghetto bastards (*) with biscuits".  On the biggest hit from this album, one emcee notes "my life got no better, same damn 'Lo sweater" but is now "rollin' in MPV's, every week we make forty G's".  Other tracks include "Can It Be All So Simple" and "Protect Ya Neck".  The first verse of its sixth track saw a contribution from U-God and is titled "Da Mystery of Chessboxin'".  Featuring samples from movies like Ten Tigers from Kwangtung, it contained the hits "C.R.E.A.M." and a song that warns that the artists "Ain't Nuthing' to F' Wit'".  For 10 points, name this debut album by an East Coast rap group featuring ODB, Ghostface Killah and Method Man.
ANSWER: Enter the Wu-Tang (36 Chambers) (accept either underlined answer)

 

13) Oxygen cast him as Victor, the conservative father in the 2008 TV Movie, Husband for Hire, and he appeared as himself in the episode of Sabrina, the Teenage Witch where Sabrina gets her witches’ license.  In the ‘90s he had a foreign-language role as Johnny, a truck-driver on over 400 episodes of the soap opera, Two Women, One Path.  He allegedly shouted (*) obscenities at a stabbing victim while serving as a reserve police officer, a rank he achieved after appearing with Jack Osbourne, Weeman, and others on the reality show, Armed & Famous.   His best known character spent the early seasons living in a motor park, liked to watch The Troubled World and was a partner of Bobby and Bruce Nelson.  The voice of Marco on Sealab 2021, his most famous character will reportedly be played in a 2011 film adaptation by Wilmer Valderrama.  For 10 points, name this actor who played Ponch on CHiPs.
ANSWER: Erik Estrada (or Henry Enrique Estrada)

14) This player's first Stanley Cup appearance pitted him against fellow rookie goaltender, Patrick Roy, who he’d face in another finals three years later.  During his junior career, he was twice named WHL MVP and later won the Hap Emms Trophy after leading Portland to the 1983 Memorial Cup. He silenced critics by winning his first Stanley Cup in (*) 1989, and, after being traded, shared the Jennings Trophy in 1996 with Chris Osgood.  He participated in the “Fight Night at the Joe”, and was a leader on Detroit’s 1997 Stanley Cup-winning team. His trade to the Panthers by San Jose freed space for Evgeni Nabokov. 11th in all-time wins, for 10 points, name this small-statured Red Wings, Sharks, Panthers, and twice-Flames goalie, the winningest eligible goalie not yet inducted into the Hall of Fame.

ANSWER: Mike Vernon
 

15) One person with this first name sued the Costa Mesa surf shop for selling "stealth pornography" and has authored the book The Proper Care and Feeding of Husbands.  In fiction, a character with this first name was the wife of Fenton and mother of the Hardy Boys.  A song about a woman of this name notes that she's "the face in the misty (*) lights / footsteps that you hear down the hall".  Dana Andrews' character is enamored by the portrait of a murdered woman with this name in an eponymous 1944 romantic noir film by Otto Preminger.  A notable singer with this first name released the albums Touch and Hold Me, and had success with 1982's "Gloria".  For 10 points, give this name of the oldest daughter on Family Matters, also the first name of talk-show host Dr. Schlessinger.
ANSWER: Laura
 

16) This artist's most critically acclaimed album, subject of the first entry in the 33 and 1/3 series, was re-issued by Rhino in 1999 to include bonus tracks from "Have a Good Life Baby", originally from her See All Her Faces album.  She left her former band after they recorded "Silver Threads and Golden Needles"; that group consisted of Tim Felid (*) and her brother Dion.  Although a duet on “Private Number” with Spencer David failed to revive her career, she had a late hit with an update of a song beginning "You always wanted a lover / I only wanted a job" with the Pet Shop Boys.  In her biggest hit, this artist behind "What Have I Done to Deserve This?" describes Billy-Ray, "the only one who could ever reach me" and "the only boy who could ever teach me".  For 10 points, name this British soulstress behind "You Don't Have to Say You Love Me" and "Son of a Preacher Man".
ANSWER: Dusty Springfield (or Mary Isabel Catherine Bernadette O'Brien)

 

17) One of his first roles came as the son of Shirley and Jack Muldowney in the biopic, Heart Like a Wheel, while he advised Corey Parker's character at Ramsey College in Savage Steve Holland's How I Got into College.  He proclaims "the defense department regrets to inform you that your sons are dead because (*) they were stupid" in a film released two years before his starring performance as Harry Washello in Miracle Mile.  One of his characters gets elected to the head of the Greek Council following a victory by the Lambdas in the Greek Games; that character was Gilbert Lowe from Revenge of the Nerds.  On TV, one of his characters began the series married to Jen before getting with Elizabeth Corday and was Chief Resident of County General.  Co-starring as "Goose" in Top Gun, for 10 points, name this actor who played Dr. Mark Greene on ER.
ANSWER: Anthony Charles Edwards
 

18) The second entry in this series introduced the little-used penlight and flash camera.  The second Wii title in this series saw Stigma become active after contacting Culurium, and in some of these games bonuses are given for drawing a star on the screen.  Another game in this series takes place in an African nation called Costigar (*) and sees the HOA in conflict with a terrorist organization known as Delphi.  Tools used in this series include a wire, air compressor and drain.  The first game in this series featured enemies called GUILT and centered on a man who was assisted by Angela Thompson, Derek Stiles.  Later entries in this series have been given subtitles like New Blood and Second Opinion, and players in this Atlus series often make use of the “Healing Touch”.  For 10 points, name this series of medical videogames.

ANSWER: Trauma Center (or Choshitto Kadukeusu or Trauma Team; prompt on the sometimes Japanese translation, “Hospital”)

 

19) In the '90s, this man appeared as the title character in Kingfish: A Story of Huey P. Long and as Mitch in an Emmy-nominated TV adaptation of A Streetcar Named Desire.  On film, he played the possessive father in My First Mister.  He earned another Emmy for a guest appearance as a tough rural judge (*) on the two “Nevada Day” episodes of Studio 60, while he earlier appeared on another Aaron Sorkin show as Speaker of the House Glen Allen Walker on The West Wing.  One of his most notable TV characters was revealed to have died of a heart attack at the end of Season 8, invalidating the story arc where his family won the lottery.  That character played by this man was also the father of DJ, Becky and Darlene.  For 10 points, name this actor who played Dan Connor on Roseanne.

ANSWER: John Stephen Goodman
 

20) In 1992, this team decided to waste their Number 3 overall pick on B. J. Wallace rather than the available Alex Rodriguez.  In one of the final games of his career, reliever Greg A. Harris pitched a scoreless ambidextrous inning for this team in 1995.  A rookie second baseman for this team put up an impressive four hits (*) against St. Louis in his first major league game in 1990; that player was Delino DeShields.  In 1971, a player for this team got hit by a pitch over 50 times, and, in 1983, MLB owners probably conspired to not hire a Rookie of the Year winner for this team whose knees were damaged by artificial turf at their home stadium; that outfielder was Andrew "The Hawk" Dawson.  Although they led the league with a record of 74-40, they didn't make the playoffs in 1994 due to the baseball strike.  For 10 points, name this franchise that later moved to Washington, D.C.

ANSWER: Montreal Expos (accept either underlined answer; accept Washington Nationals before "moved")

 

21) After his teacher Bart gets into a car crash, a character played by this actor named Danny finally gets some sympathy from a piano tuner played by Morgan Freeman.  In another film, he helps Tony Fait get back some black diamonds from Chi McBride's character.  A villain played by this actor turns out to be Tom Lone, (*) the former partner of Jason Statham's John Crawford, rather than the assassin Rogue in the 2007 film, War.  An early role saw him courting the daughter of gang leader Isaak O'Day, a love interest played by Aaliyah.  In what was announced as the last of his most popular domestic films, he defeats Hercules O'Brien before taking on Anno Tanaka; that film was 2006's Fearless.  Also starring in Romeo Must Die and Hero, for 10 points, name this Chinese martial arts actor who co-starred in Forbidden Kingdom with Jackie Chan.

ANSWER: Jet Li (or Li Lianjie)

 

 

Bonuses:

 

1) Co-written by Tim Keown, chapters in this book include "Sports Slave: The High-Stakes World of Selling Out" and "Man on Man: Painted Fingernails and the Status Quo".  For 10 points each:

[10] Identify this memoir, which also describes its author's relationship with Madonna and features the author sitting naked on a motorcycle on its cover.
ANSWER: Bad as I Wanna Be
[10] Bad as I Wanna Be was written by this man, who won some titles playing with Michael Jordan on the Bulls.  He’s probably best known for eccentricities like his oft-dyed hair.
ANSWER: Dennis Keith Rodman
[10] After his pro career ended, Rodman became the commissioner of the third incarnation of this game, played while the Super Bowl is taking a half-time break.  A similarly named league featuring teams like the Tampa Breeze started playing games in 2009.
ANSWER: Lingerie Bowl (or Lingerie Football League; prompt on "LFL")

 

2) She reprised her best known role on a 2004 episode of Candid Camera and two episodes of The Fresh Prince.  For 10 points each:
[10] Name this actress, best known for playing TV’s Louise Jefferson.
ANSWER: Isabel Gwendolyn Sanford
[10] George Jefferson had originally appeared as the neighbor to this character, played by Carroll O’Connor.
ANSWER: Archibald “Archie” Bunker (accept any underlined answer)
[10] Before All in the Family, Isabel Sanford played Lillian on the "Love" episode of this show whose regular characters included Linc, who got arrested in the Watts riots.  Remade into a 1999 film, its tagline was, “One Black, One White, One Blonde”.
ANSWER: The Mod Squad
 

3) Based on a novel by Patricia Highsmith, its plot is set in action when tennis star Guy Haines agrees to off Bruno Anthony's father in exchange for Anthony murdering the wife that Haines wants to divorce.  For 10 points each: 

[10] Name this 1951 classic starring Robert Walker and Farley Granger.
ANSWER: Strangers on a Train
[10] In this unrelated film, Kenan Thompson's character Troy, who is serving as the bodyguard to rapper Three Gs, helps land the titular conveyance thanks to his skills on a PSP flight simulator.  Neville Flynn was the film’s hero.
ANSWER: Snakes on a Plane
[10] The obvious combination of these two films, Snakes on a Train, was produced by The Asylum, who strangely produced a film based on this document in 2006.  This document was written by people like Max Cleland, Bob Kerrey and Thomas Kean.
ANSWER: The 9/11 Commission Report (or The Final Report of the National Commission on Terrorist Attacks Upon the United States)

4) Joe South capitalized on the success of this song with a response that saw the title character "Meet the Witch Doctor".  For 10 points each:
[10] Name this 1958 novelty song, inspired by a joke the artist's school friend told him about a creature with only one eye and a horn.
ANSWER: "The Purple People Eater"
[10] “The Purple People Eater” directly quotes from this song, the biggest hit for the Royal Teens.  It begins by stating, “oh man, dig that crazy chick.”
ANSWER: “Short Shorts”
[10] Another song parodied by Sheb Wooley’s alter-ego Ben Colder was this one, which he re-wrote to be about an unreliable car.  Among the things the singer let you do in the original was "tell my arms to go back onto the phone" and "tell the world you never was my girl".
ANSWER: "Achy Breaky Heart"

 

5) Identify the following about some websites where you can play Flash games, for 10 points each.
[10] Its website claims to be the "Home of the World's Best Free Online Games", including Volumes 1 and 2 of Bookworm Adventures.  One of their biggest draws is Peggle, another game this casual gaming company makes.
ANSWER: PopCap Games
[10] Tom Fulp, who created this site, later went on to create games like Castle Crashers.  Its logo prominently features a tank and it also gives out the King of the Portal awards.
ANSWER: Newgrounds.com
[10] This Metal Slug-like game first appeared as a free flash game on Newgrounds.  The titular yellow alien battles enemies like FBI Agents in this game.
ANSWER: Alien Hominid
 

6) This brother of Stumpy has a pet named Snuffles which he obtained after a plot to kill him by his neighbors, members of the Fraternity of Crocodiles, backfired.  For 10 points each:
[10] Name this comic strip character whose name describes the type of animal he is.
ANSWER: Zebra (or Zeeba Neighba)
[10] Zebra appears in this comic strip drawn by Stephan Pastis.
ANSWER: Pearls Before Swine
[10] One such crocodile attempting to eat Zebra is this neighbor, the husband of Patty.  He was the one that sent Snuffles to harm Zebra.
ANSWER: Larry
 

7) He hooked up with Natalie Wood in Splendor in the Grass and Madonna in Dick Tracy.  For 10 points each:
[10] Name this film personality, the director and star of 1998’s Bulworth.
ANSWER: (Henry) Warren Beatty
[10] One of Beatty's best films is this 1981 picture, which centers on John Reed, the guy who wrote Ten Days that Shook the World.  Jack Nicholson plays Eugene O'Neill in this film.
ANSWER: Reds
[10] In this earlier Beatty film, protagonist George Roundy is asked by Lester Carp, his mistress’ husband, to attend a Nixon fundraiser where he subsequently gets involved in a wild orgy.  Lester proclaims "Now, that's what I call fucking!" after discovering the orgy.
ANSWER: Shampoo
 

8) This song describes life as "a rich man's game ... and you spend your life / puttin' money in his wallet".  For 10 points each:

[10] Identify this song, which appeared in a 1980 movie of the same name and begins, "tumble outta bed / and stumble to the kitchen".
ANSWER: "9 to 5" (the film is spelled Nine to Five)
[10] This woman both starred in and sang the theme song for 9 to 5.  Besides her legion of hits like "Think About Love" and "Baby I'm Burning", this country artist also has a namesake theme park.
ANSWER: Dolly Rebecca Parton
[10] Parton collaborated with this man on the track, “When I Get Where I’m Going”.  His 2003 album Mud on the Tires spawned the hit, “Celebrity”.
ANSWER: Brad Douglas Paisley
 

9) Dr. Otto Scratchansniff and Hello Nurse had to deal with some characters who escaped this location after being locked up there since the 1930s.  For 10 points each:
[10] Name this Burbank structure, owned by executive Thaddeus Plotz and rising above the studio lot.
ANSWER: Warner Brothers Water Tower (accept reasonable equivalents; prompt on “Warner Brothers Lot” or “Warner Brothers Studio”)
[10] The Warner Brothers Water Tower is the residence for the Warner Siblings, the namesakes of this Steven Spielberg-directed animated program that launched the spin-off, Pinky and the Brain.
ANSWER: Steven Spielberg Presents Animaniacs
[10] This mute character appeared in the Tom Bodett-narrated “Good Idea / Bad Idea” segments of Animaniacs.  
ANSWER: Mr. Skullhead
10) Identify some of these baseball players who had great rookie seasons, for 10 points each.
[10] The second of four consecutive Dodgers to capture the NL Rookie of the Year Award in the early ‘90s, this catcher put up at least one RBI in 15 consecutive games with the Mets in 2000.
ANSWER: Michael Joseph “Mike” Piazza
[10] This player holds the distinction of being the first person to win both the Rookie of the Year and AL MVP awards in the same season, doing so in 1975.  While with the Angels in 1983, he became the first player to hit a grand slam in an All-Star game.
ANSWER: Frederick Michael "Fred" Lynn
[10] This pitcher captured the AL Rookie of the Year Award the year after Fred Lynn won it.  He'd author the autobiography No Big Deal after appearing on the cover of Rolling Stone and has an avian nickname.
ANSWER: Mark Steven Fidrych (prompt on "The Bird")  

 

11) Identify the following about some amusing acts of Wiki-vandalism, for 10 points each.
[10] In 2007, the second result on a Google Search for this man contained a description from his Wikipedia page saying he "had a shit on a stick".  A university named for him is where NBA players Pops Mensah-Bonsu and Mike Hall played college ball.
ANSWER: George Washington
[10] A vandalized article on Nancy Zimpher, "president and prostitute" of a university in this city, lasted for some 19 hours.  This city was also the setting for a sitcom featuring Dr. Johnny Fever, Andy Travis and other employees at a radio station.
ANSWER: Cincinnati, Ohio
[10] A vandalized Wikipedia article led British MP James Duddridge to ask whether it was really true if this dictator’s daughter was attending the London School of Economics.  He got pissed off that the 2005 film The Interpreter was too heavily based on his administration.
ANSWER: Robert Gabriel Karigamombe Mugabe
 

12) In college, this player rushed for two touchdowns in a Thursday night game against #3 ranked Louisville, the first time his team had ever played a ranked opponent while ranked itself.  For 10 points each:

[10] Name this running back, later a Second Round Draft Pick for the Ravens in 2008.
ANSWER: Raymell "Ray" Rice
[10] Ray Rice was a running back for this team in college, where he put up 1,794 yards in a memorable 2006 season where the school went 11-2, losing to Kansas State in the Texas Bowl.  They beat inter-state rival Princeton 6 to 4 in the first collegiate football game ever in 1869.
ANSWER: Rutgers University, State University of New Jersey Scarlet Knights (accept either underlined answer)
[10] This man's move to more of a blocking role helped Ray Rice put up big college numbers at Rutgers.  He was drafted by the Rams in the second round of the 2007 Draft, and has since served as the backup to Larry Johnson and Cedric Benson in Cincinnati.
ANSWER: Brian Leonard
 

13) Following his biggest hit, he released a tribute to Van Gogh titled "Vincent" as well as "Dreidel".  For 10 points each:
[10] Name this American artist, whose biggest hit notes "fire is the devil's only friend" and that "February made me shiver / with every paper I'd deliver".
ANSWER: Donald "Don" McLean, Jr.
[10] Don McLean is of course best known for this song, which involves a lot of driving of a Chevy to a levee.
ANSWER: "American Pie"
[10] Another tribute song McLean wrote was "Wonderful Baby", written for and performed by this man.  The long Wikipedia article on "list of songs introduced by [this dancer]" includes "A Fine Romance" from Swing Time and "That's Entertainment!" from The Band Wagon.
ANSWER: Fred Astaire (or Frederick Austerlitz)

 

14) [NK] Identify the following about some films with scenes at baseball games, for 10 points each.

[10] In this movie, centerfielder Bernard Gilkey of the New York Mets gets hit in the head with a fly ball after looking up and seeing a UFO.  It also featured Frank the Pug, a talking dog.

ANSWER: Men In Black
[10] Carl Hanratty is able to deduce what city the protagonist of this film is in after the protagonist suggests that the Yankees win because people are looking at their pinstripes.

ANSWER: Catch Me if You Can
[10] This actress played Katie Chandler, the former lover of high school baseball star Billy Wyatt in Stealing Home.  She also played adventure book author Alexandra Rover in a 2008 film co-starring Gerard Butler.
ANSWER: Jodie Foster (or Alicia Christian Foster)

 

15) His namesake "Boys" included Bill Downs, Howard K. Smith and Eric Sevareid.  For 10 points each:
[10] Identify this television personality, the original host of Person to Person, played in a 2005 film by David Strathairn.
ANSWER: Edward Roscoe Murrow (or Egbert Roscoe Murrow)
[10] This was the 2005 George Clooney film centering on Edward R. Murrow.
ANSWER: Good Night, and Good Luck
[10] This actress played Natalie in Good Night, and Good Luck.  She’s better known for playing characters like Shaundra the lounge singer, Mama Brightling and Sue Napersville on a certain sketch comedy show.
ANSWER: Alexandra “Alex” Borstein
 

16) Identify the following about some golfers who hit sub-60 games on the PGA tour, for 10 points each.
[10] The first such person to do so was this man, who hit a 59 in the Second Round of the Danny Thomas Classic in 1977.  Among his 11 PGA Tour wins was the 1966 PGA Championship, and his son Brent has also won two Tour events.
ANSWER: Al Lee Geiberger, Sr.
[10] David Duval did it in 1999 at this event in La Quinta, California.  Dwight Eisenhower became the first president to play in its Pro-Am competition and it notably features an extra fifth round of play.
ANSWER: Bob Hope Chrysler Classic (or The Hope or Bob Hope Desert Classic or Palm Springs Desert Golf Classic)
[10] Meanwhile, this Swedish LPGA phenom was the first to achieve the feat at the Standard Register Ping in 2000.
ANSWER: Annika Sorenstam
 

17) Identify the following about spam, for 10 points each.

[10] This frequent guest on the This Week in Tech podcast and former TechTV personality famously proclaimed he "gets no spam" on Episode 18 of TWiT.  He shares his surname with the guy who invented a notable alternative to the QWERTY keyboard. 
ANSWER: John C. Dvorak
[10] One so-called "Spam King", Scott Richter, made a lot of money selling these items in 2003.  A person listed at #9 on one of these objects used to be in the Revolutionary Command Council.
ANSWER: Most-Wanted Iraqi Playing Cards (accept equivalents involving Iraq or Saddam Hussein and playing cards; or Personality Identification Playing Cards)

[10] Richter was interviewed by this Daily Show correspondent in 2004.  The older brother of Nate, he's since moved on to a bunch of bad movie and TV roles like Glen in FOX's The Winner and "Hater" in What Happens in Vegas...
ANSWER: Robert William "Rob" Corddry
 

18) Early films starring them include The Coconuts and Animal Crackers.  For 10 points each:
[10] Identify these sibling comedians, whose first names include Chico and Zeppo.
ANSWER: Marx Brothers
[10] Groucho, Harpo and Chico Marx appeared in a 1946 film where they spent a night in this city, also the setting for a film directed by Michael Curtiz and co-starring S. Z. Sakall as Carl.
ANSWER: Casablanca, Morrocco
[10] This 1939 Marx Brothers film sees Groucho playing lawyer J. Cheever Loophole, who tries to save the titular establishment from a creditor played by James Burke.  It also features the character Peerless Pauline walking on the ceiling.
ANSWER: At the Circus
 

19) [NK] Sometimes, reality TV tries to tie in science. Answer some questions about some such shows, for 10 points each.

[10] Robert Llewellyn and George Gray have hosted this show that was featured on TLC before it began airing Jon and Kate Plus 8 all the time.  Two teams had to use thrown out materials to complete challenges like making an amphibious car or re-enacting the Wright Brothers’ flight.

ANSWER: Junkyard Wars (or Scrapheap Challenge)

[10] This offering from Discovery Channel featured ten people trying to live out a simulation of a post-apocalyptic world.  The first season cast people who were good at building solar panels and generators in the titular place.

ANSWER: The Colony
[10] MythBusters disproved scenes from this 2008 film where curved bullets fired from their guns.  Morgan Freeman and Angelina Jolie both appeared in this film, where protagonist Wesley Gibson is initiated into a fraternity of assassins.
ANSWER: Wanted
 

20) Christian bands, for 10 points each.
[10] They’re pretty famous for songs like "Year 3000" and "Burnin' Up", and for appearing in Camp Rock on the Disney Channel.  Joe, Kevin and Nick are the titular members of this group.
ANSWER: The Jonas Brothers
[10] Taking their name from a verse in 2 Corinthians, this Illinois-based Christian Rock band put out The Long Fall Back to Earth in 2009 which contained the single "Two Hands".  1996's "Flood" was a big hit for them.
ANSWER: Jars of Clay
[10] Robert Christgau commented that if "Jars of Clay are tent preachers, these hunky moderns are televangelists".  This Lynchburg, Virginia-based group is probably best known for 1995's Jesus Freak.
ANSWER: DC Talk
 

21) The XM Channel Fuego played music in this genre from artists like N.O.R.E. and Ivy Queen.  For 10 points each:

[10] Identify this musical genre that originated as a Spanish-language version of a style popularized by artists like Jimmy Cliff and Bob Marley.
ANSWER: Reggaeton (or Reggae en Espanol or Reggae in Spanish; do not prompt on just "Reggae")
[10] This Puerto Rican Reggaeton artist teamed up with Nicky Jam following his debut solo album, No Mercy.  "Gasolina" was a hit from his Latin Grammy Award winning album, Barrio Fino.
ANSWER: Daddy Yankee (or Ramon Luis Ayala "Raymond" Rodriguez)
[10] Daddy Yankee featured this artist on his track "Bring It On".  His first album produced the hits "Locked Up" and "Lonely".

ANSWER: Akon (or Aliaune Badara Akon Thiam)
