Tossups:

 

1) The metaphor, “a telephone connected to nothingness” is used by the narrator to describe the scene at the climax of this episode, while its protagonist is noted as being “a charter member in the fraternity of dreamers” who lives in “a world full of tongue-cluckers and unrelenting hands of a clock”.  The star of this episode would later go on to appear in "Mr. Dingle, the Strong" and (*) "The Obsolete Man", while parodies of this episode have included the "Return of the Nanobots" episode of Jimmy Neutron and "Y2K You're OK" episode of the Drew Carey Show.  A foreshadowing headline in this episode reads “H-Bomb Capable of Total Destruction”, and it concludes with Henry Bernis, played by Burgess Meredith, stepping on his own glasses.  For 10 points, name this Twilight Zone episode where a bookworm survives an atomic explosion.

ANSWER: "Time Enough At Last"

 

2) The Japanese release of this album contained a cover of "The Prince" by Diamond Head before that song was released on the group's Garage Inc. album.  This album spawned the group’s first video, which depicted a World War I soldier who gets his limbs blown off by a land mine.  "The Frayed Ends of Sanity" (*) and the primarily instrumental "To Live Is to Die" from this album have never been played live in their entirety.  The title track describes how "power wolves beset your door / hear them stalking", and describes a certain lady who is “lost”, “raped” and “gone”.  The biggest hit from this album starts, "I can't remember anything / Can't tell if this is true or a dream" and is titled, "One".  For 10 points, identify this 1988 Metallica album, named for the last few words of the Pledge of Allegiance.
ANSWER: ...And Justice For All
 

3) This game references Mario in a mnemonic scene involving “The Plumber” who tells one of the protagonists not to risk using the device central to its plot for more than six minutes.  One character in this game cross-dresses as a nurse and appears in the game-within-a-game, My Blaster (*) Runs Hot.  That character earlier tames Snowball, a War Grok defeated in the Agorian Battleplex.  New weapons in this game include the bazooka-like Negotiator, while Sigmund serves as the junior caretaker.  Boss fights in this game include dogfights against the Valkyries, one of whom is the girlfriend of one of the chief villain, Dr. Nefarious.  Centering on General Azimuth’s plan to use the Great Clock to go back in time and save the rest of the Lombaxes, for 10 points, name this most recent PS3 entry in a Sony platforming series.

ANSWER: Ratchet and Clank Future: A Crack in Time (do not accept just “Ratchet and Clank Future”)

 

4) Errol Flynn played this actor in the film Too Much, Too Soon, based on his daughter’s autobiography, while his own memoir was titled Confessions of an Actor.  IMDB hasn’t yet confirmed if he appeared in The Dream of a Moving Picture Director, so his first verified role came as Beresford Kruger in An American Citizen.  He allegedly said, "Die?  I should say not" after collapsing on Rudy Vallee's (*) radio show, and he had earlier married women like Elaine Jacobs and Katherine Corri Haris.  His alcoholism prompted the use of cue cards for his turn as the washed up actor Larry Renault in Dinner at Eight.  He's better remembered for playing Svengali in a 1931 film, starring in a 1920 version of Dr. Jekyll and Mr. Hyde, and playing The Baron in Grand Hotel.  For 10 points, name this "Great Profile", the sibling of Ethel and Lionel, and grandfather of Drew.
ANSWER: John Sidney Blythe Barrymore (or John Sidney Blyth)

 

5) In a commercial, an employee at Blain's Farm & Fleet asks him "so how's that milk taste in the winner's circle".  In his first ever Winston Cup race, he drove Bill Elliott's car to a sixth place finish in Dover in 1998.  He impressively moved up from 20th to 8th in the last two laps of this year’s Daytona 500.  His former crew chief was nicknamed "Mr. Perfect" (*) after this driver's win in the 2009 Auto Club 500; that crew chief was named Drew Blickensderfer.  His lead at the 2008 Daytona 500 was eliminated when he was hit by teammate David Ragan, while he squeaked ahead of Elliott Sadler before the caution flag came out to ultimately win the 2009 Daytona.  Because of the name change, he became the final person to ever win the Winston Cup Championship.  For 10 points, name this NASCAR driver whose one-win 2003 championship led to a rules revision named for him.

ANSWER: Matthew Roy "Matt" Kenseth
6) The composer of this song admitted to stealing its intro from Ike Turner's version of "Rocket 88".  Its melody was used in a song that describes "la reina del lugar", a Rock en Espanol song by Los Teen Tops called "La Plaga".  Originally released with the B-Side "Hey, Hey, Hey, Hey", Mitch Ryder & the Detroit Wheels made it into a Top 5 medley (*) with Shorty Long’s “Devil with the Blue Dress On”, and it was the next Top 5 hit for the original recording artist after "Keep A-Knockin'".  The title girl in this song was once caught "at the house of blue lights" and makes the singer "ting-a-ling-a-ling" when she "hugs me and kiss me".  For 10 points, name this Little Richard hit about a girl who "when you're rockin' and rollin', can't hear your mama call".
ANSWER: "Good Golly Miss Molly"

 

7) Players can choose to be Louis Blane or Caprice Nisei in a board game of this name first released in 2008 by Fantasy Fight Games.  The plural form of this word identifies an Australian rock group fronted by Tim Henwood that has recorded the songs "Here She Comes" and "Do It With Madonna".  WaveSecure, What the Doodle!? and SweetDreams (*) were three winners in a Developer Challenge of this name.  Cupcake, Donut and Eclair are three revisions in a system with this name, and an entity of this type was a brother of B-4 and was created by Dr. Soong, like his evil rival, Lore.  The aforementioned system of this name powers the Nexus One and shouldn't be confused with ChromeOS.  For 10 points, name this mobile operating system by Google that takes its name from robots designed to look like humans.
ANSWER: Androids

 

8) Her character, Suzanne, began one series getting released from a mental institution to the care of her son, played by Frank Savage.  As Connie, her son vetoed Louise from taking Chinese lessons on Gary Unmarried.  This star of the short-lived sitcom Crumbs played Enid Loopner on the show that made her famous.  On another series, her character was the mother of Chip and Jennie (*) and, before the series began, divorced Charles; she co-starred on that series with Susan Saint James.  One of her best known characters had a rivalry with Judith, was an anthropology professor at Pendelton State University and occasionally got romantically involved with Dick Solomon.  The actress who played Allie Lowell on Kate & Allie, for 10 points, name this original SNL cast member who also played Dr. Mary Albright on 3rd Rock, whom Dan Aykroyd famously called an “ignorant slut”.
ANSWER: Jane Therese Curtin
 

9) A year after retiring from playing, he gave up his job coaching the Houston Shamrocks without telling anyone.  He guided Eula Britton High School to 54 consecutive victories, and in his most notable college game, he scored two game-winning free throws after being fouled by Jim Nielsen.  This college teammate of Don (*) Chaney put up 28.4 points as a rookie, but was traded for Jack Marin shortly after the Rockets moved to Houston.  This forward appeared in back-to-back NBA Finals against Seattle.  In college, he put up 39 points against a UCLA team on a 47-game winning streak that was led by Lew Alcindor in the first nationally televised collegiate basketball game, 1968's "Game of the Century".  A teammate of Wes Unseld and star at the University of Houston, for 10 points, name this Bullets forward, known as the "Big E".

ANSWER: Elvin Ernest Hayes
 

10) This artist formed a group including Jesse Harris on guitar after leaving the band Wax Poetic.  Her most recent album ends with an acoustic tune describing a dog who “gives me lots of loving and eats meat”, “Man of the Hour”.  With Richard Julian and others, she formed a group that released a self-titled 2006 album featuring covers like “Roly Poly” (*) and the originals “It’s Not You It’s Me” and “Lou Reed”, The Little Willies.  Her best known album opens with the line "I waited 'til I saw the sun" and closes with the track, "The Nearness of You".  That was followed by the album Feels like Home, which produced the hit "Sunrise".  Releasing The Fall in 2009, her debut album, Come Away with Me, sold an astonishing 18 million copies behind hits like "Don't Know Why".  For 10 points, name this jazz-influenced female vocalist.
ANSWER: Norah Jones (or Geethali Norah Jones Shankar) 

 

11) This character takes control of a giant robot to defeat the Mondo Bot in one episode, and he is beckoned by a lava monster who is trying to reach Valhalla in another.  The penultimate episode of the show he appeared on revisited his training as a youth in Africa.  The final two episodes of the second season see him help a group of (*) three hundred warriors defeat a gang of robots they've been fighting for five generations and see his trademark sandals get destroyed.  He frequently teams up with the gigantic and gregarious Scotsman.  A creation of Genndy Tartakovsky, for 10 points, name this title character of a Cartoon Network series, whom the evil Aku transports forward in time from medieval Japan.
ANSWER: Samurai Jack
 

12) One of the stars of this film now offers a "complete four-day" "Control Your Destiny Curriculum" named for it.  A lawsuit unsuccessfully attempted to block the release of this film for its negative portrayal of Gene Pingatore, and it juxtaposes a summer one character spent earning minimum wage at Pizza Hut with another who receives a lecture (*) from Spike Lee.  Roger Ebert asserts that Sheila is the heroine of this film, partially since she graduates at the top of her class to become a nurses' assistant, and also hailed it as his top film of '90s.  One family in this film runs into trouble when $1,300 in back-tuition is demanded by St. Joseph's, a school that recruited one of its protagonists before he went to Marshall.  Centering on Chicago natives William Gates and Arthur Agee, for 10 points, name this Steve James documentary about two kids hoping to play basketball in the NBA.
ANSWER: Hoop Dreams
 

13) A section in one of his more acclaimed creations sees the downfall of Mr. Scruggs, a despised tenement captain, and is titled "The Super".  Another of his works was often paired with Lady Luck and Mr. Mystic, while much later he used tones of brown to illustrate A Family Matter.  One of his most famous creations is celebrated on the website the Wildwood Cemetery, (*) named for where that character first awoke after Dr. Cobra transferred him into his more famous persona.  He departed from his usual style with an adaptation of a Grimm's Fairy Tale titled the Princess and the Frog, while a Bronx tenement was the setting of his influential 1978 work, A Contract with God.  For 10 points, name this comic book artist behind The Spirit, credited with inventing the term "graphic novel" and who shares a surname with a man who resigned as CEO of Disney in 2005.
ANSWER: William Erwin "Will" Eisner
 

14) A June 1961 issue of the Baseball Digest revealed that Frank Herrera "gets almost as much delight [from doing this] as he does from smashing a game-winning hit".  'Frisco Frank Crosetti was credited with bringing a revised version of this play back into fashion in the 1930s and more recently Matt "the Bat" Williams is credited with performing this successfully multiple times.  The most recent successful instance of this play was made possible by Josh Beckett (*) and saw it performed on Alberto Callaspo by Mike Lowell.  John K. Tener tried to prevent it by instructing National League umps to stare directly at the player trying to do it.  Prior to striking out Butch Heddo but after losing his arm strength, Henry Rowengartner successfully gets a Mets player out with this play in the film, Rookie of the Year.  For 10 points, name this type of play that usually involves a fake throw followed by tagging a player out.
ANSWER: Hidden Ball Trick (or Hidden Ball Play or equivalents)

 

15) Prior to his breakout role, this actor played Patsy in 1991's Life is Sweet and also appeared as Colin Garrity on the British series Not with a Bang.  He played the leading role in the remake of Brian de Palma's Sisters, and was Connie Fitzpatrick in 1999's Guinevere.  Playing Cardinal Richelieu in the kung-fu influenced The Musketeer, (*) this man has frequently teamed up with director Neil Jordan, including appearing with Cillian Murphy as Bertie the Magician in Breakfast on Pluto.  He rose to fame playing a character who is forced by the transgendered Dil to tell her that he loves her to the film's titular tune; that character was IRA member Fergus.  Alongside Rupert Graves' Dominic Stone, he played Detective Chief Inspector Eric Finch in V for Vendetta.  For 10 points, name this actor who gave an Oscar-nominated performance in The Crying Game.

ANSWER: Stephen Rea (or Graham Rea)

 

16) The primary songwriter for this band for a time left to work on the Tailgunner side project, but returned for the group's unsuccessful live album, Familiar to Millions.  This group's 2000 album featured the debut writing credit of their lead guitarist on "Little James", and that man would go on to write a track that repeats "She's not anyone", (*) "Songbird".  One hit off of their debut was rewritten after Coca-Cola claimed it copied "I'd Like to Teach the World to Sing".  Besides "Shakemaker" and "Cigarettes and Alcohol", they’re known for the album, Definitely Maybe.  One of their hits states, "Backbeat the word was on the street / that the fire in your heart is out".  For 10 points, name this British band whose album (What's the Story) Morning Glory produced the hit "Wonderwall", comprised of the Gallagher brothers.

ANSWER: Oasis (or The Rain)

 

17) This character's first novel opens with a section on "The Interview", conducted by a woman always in a "mom-casual-in-my-khakis-but-intimidating-in-my-$400-shoes outfit".  That novel titled for this character also includes supporting characters like Brandford and Josephina.  In her most recent novel, she must come to terms with a tape she made (*) during her final night in her former job, and she also reunites with Stilton.  This wife of Harvard Hottie Ryan gets a job at a private school where she reunites with Grayer in a 2009 novel where she Returns, although in the first novel she was finishing her degree at NYU.  A one-time employee of the dysfunctional X family, a group of New York socialites, for 10 points, name this character at the center of a series of chick-lit books by Emma McLaughlin and Nicola Kraus, played by Scarlett Johansson in a 2007 film about her namesake Diaries.
ANSWER: Nanny (or either of the following answers: Annie Braddock)

 

18) The first game of this name saw the loser make the unusual decision of having Left Tackle Bob Kriegel kick a field goal in the fourth quarter to break a 0-0 tie.  A later game of this name saw losing quarterback Kent Kiefer put up 3 touchdowns, including a go-ahead pass to Damon Mays with 2:32 left in the game.  The aforementioned earlier game of this name saw the eventual victor preserve their 18 game winning streak thanks to a last-second touchdown thrown by Pop Scholl, resulting in Cornell topping Dartmouth (*) in 1940.  The result of one of these games was confirmed by J. C. Louderback following a 20 minute conferral with his fellow referees.  That most recent contest of this name took place in 1990 and saw backup quarterback Charles Johnson spike the ball for Colorado on both first and fourth downs to stop the clock.  For 10 points, identify this type of game, named for the extra chance given to the victors due to an officiating error.
ANSWER: Fifth Down Games

 

19) Three adventure games based on this film were created by Gathering of Developers, and it was followed by a sequel that saw Jeff Patterson living in an abandoned broom factory.  An early scene in this film sees the protagonists discussing Powerbars at a grocery store before talking to Mary Brown, (*) who describes a creature with hair similar to horse fur.  One of the minor characters recounts some murders at Coffin Rock, and others describe Rustin Parr.  At one point, one of its characters tries to comfort his companions by stating, "This is America.  We've destroyed most of our natural resources".  Written by Daniel Myrick, near the end of this Eduardo Sanchez film Josh disappears, leaving behind his friends Mike and film student Heather.  For 10 points, name this 1999 horror film notable for its use of handheld cameras, about a certain hag in the Maryland woods.
ANSWER: The Blair Witch Project
 

20) With illustrator Kevin Hawkes, this man authored "an encyclopedia of animal posteriors" titled Chicken Cheeks.  His online antics include starting the LeWar, a Twitter battle with Levar Burton, and writing a column for McSweeneys which declares he's "A Very Famous Celebrity".  The host of the short-lived (*) Reality Bites Back, this voice of the Pets.com sock puppet co-starred with the guy who played Coop in Wet Hot American Summer as an actor on a sketch comedy show under boss Jim Biederman.  He also played Phil Stubbs, an employee of Stuckeybowl on Ed, and brought his dryly sarcastic persona to shows celebrating the Holidays, Toys and the '90s Part Deux.  The breakout star of VH1's I Love the '80s, for 10 points, name this man who appeared with Michael Showalter in Michael and Michael Have Issues.
ANSWER: Michael Ian Black
 
21) This group included a family tree in their live album, A Real Dead One, which contained renditions of their tracks "Where Eagles Dare" and "Remember Tomorrow".  They debuted their recent concert documentary, Flight 666, in movie theaters, while their 2006 studio album began with "Different World" and included the 7 minute long (*) "The Reincarnation of Benjamin Breeg"; that album was A Matter of Life and Death.  The tracks "The Loneliness of the Long Distance Runner" and "Stranger in a Strange Land" appeared back-to-back on the album where they first used synthesizers, 1986's Somewhere in Time.  One of their most popular songs states "the night was black, was no use holding back / 'cause I just had to see, was someone watching me" before declaring "666 the number of the beast".  Fronted by Bruce Dickinson, their mascot is Eddie.  For 10 points, name this British Heavy Metal band.

ANSWER: Iron Maiden
 

Bonuses:

 

1) His exploits include singing a Nazi anthem to a crowd in Munich and squirting a syringe of blood at a camera crew from MTV Germany.  For 10 points each:
[10] Name this notorious partier, drug addict and member of the Libertines alongside Carl Barat.
ANSWER: Peter "Pete" Doherty
[10] Doherty once dated this supermodel, who was dropped by H&M following revelations that she was a coke addict.  This waif appeared in a memorable Calvin Klein campaign in the early '90s, and Kanye says “you could be my black [her] tonight” in “Stronger”.
ANSWER: Katherine Ann "Kate" Moss
[10] IMDB claims that Kate Moss is the godmother of the daughter of Sadie Frost and this British actor.  He met Sienna Miller while working on Alfie.
ANSWER: Jude Law (or David Jude Heyworth Law)

 

2) [NK] Identify the following about swimming, for 10 points each.

[10] Michael Phelps would not have won a record number of gold medals if it wasn’t for a teammate out-touching Alain Bernard from this country that ended up getting silver in the 4x100 meter men’s freestyle relay event.

ANSWER: France
[10] This was the man who swam the fourth leg of the 4x100 meter relay to beat Alain Bernard.
ANSWER: Jason Edward Lezak
 [10] Another relay member, Garrett Weber-Gale, swam for this university, winning the 2006 100-meter freestyle national championship. Earlier that year, its football team won the Rose Bowl thanks to players like Billy Pittman.

ANSWER: University of Texas at Austin (prompt on UT, accept UT-Austin)

 

3) Identify the following about some songs with something in common, for 10 points each.
[10] Although it originated as a folk tune named "The Eighth of January", Johnny Horton took this song to #1 in 1959 under this new name.  It's both named for and is about a victory for Andrew Jackson that was fought after peace negotiations were signed with the British.
ANSWER: "The Battle of New Orleans"
[10] This man, who once let "new kid" Bruce Springsteen sing a duet of his hit "Quarter to Three" with him, found early success with the track, "New Orleans".  His government-themed nickname derived from his hope to accidentally be played as a public service announcement.
ANSWER: Gary U. S. Bonds (or Gary Anderson)
[10] The Nitty Gritty Dirt Band had a successful rendition of this song by Jerry Jeff Walker about a New Orleans street performer.  It describes a man who "danced a lick all across the cell" and "grabbed his pants for a better stance".
ANSWER: "Mr. Bojangles"

 

4) The title character describes herself as "29 years old and trained to do nothing", and is duped into joining the army following the death of her husband on her wedding night.  For 10 points each:
[10] Identify this 1980 Howard Zieff comedy starring Goldie Hawn.
ANSWER: Private Benjamin
[10] Goldie Hawn also starred in this much less successful '80s comedy with Kurt Russell.  Russell's character repairs the luxury yacht that Hawn's character lives on with her snobbish husband, played by Edward Herrmann.
ANSWER: Overboard
[10] One of Hawn's earlier starring roles was as Marion in There's a Girl in My Soup, where she hooks up with a cooking show host played by this veteran actor.  He memorably played Inspector Clouseau in the original Pink Panter movies.
ANSWER: Peter Sellers (or Richard Henry Sellers)

 

5) She pisses of Blair by sleeping with Nate, and in the first episode returns to her Fifth Avenue home after her younger brother Eric attempts to commit suicide.  For 10 points each:
[10] Identify this television character played by Blake Lively.
ANSWER: Serena van der Woodsen (accept either underlined answer)
[10] Serena van der Woodsen is a character on this CW program, where the title character is voiced by Kristen Bell.  It centers on a bunch of teenagers having sex with each other in Manhattan.
ANSWER: Gossip Girl
[10] The last episode of the second season of Gossip Girl was going to be the pilot for a spin-off of this name featuring Lily van der Woodsen and set in the '80s.  Nicholas Cage played Randy in a 1983 film with the singular version of this title.  
ANSWER: Valley Girls

 

6) Answer some questions about folk rock banks, as classified by Richie Unterberger, for 10 points each.

[10] One of the prime examples is this group's album Mr. Tambourine Man, although Roger McGuinn was the only band member to actually play on the title track from that album.  They also did a cover of “Turn! Turn! Turn!” and recorded “Eight Miles High”.
ANSWER: The Byrds
[10] Besides a few eponymous albums, this group released Last Time Around in 1968.  Notably containing Jim Messina and Neil Young as members, their biggest hit was "For What It's Worth".
ANSWER: Buffalo Springfield
[10] Across the pond, Donovan put out numerous folk-rock hits, like this track where the singer states "Green Lantern ain't got a-nothin' on me".
ANSWER: "Sunshine Superman"

 

7) Identify the following about some notable locations in or around baseball stadiums, for 10 points each.

[10] In the 1993 All-Star game, Ken Griffey Jr. became the only player to ever hit this structure across Eutaw Street from Camden Yards without the ball first hitting the ground.
ANSWER: The B&O Warehouse
[10] Baseball Stadium Reviews.com didn't like that all of the history of the team was pushed outside of this stadium.  Still inside of this stadium is the Freebird Store, and it was where the home team defeated the Tigers in the 2006 World Series.
ANSWER: New Busch Stadium (or Busch Stadium III)
[10] The home plate from this former stadium is marked in the parking lot of the stadium that replaced it.  While it existed, it featured an unofficial mascot in the form of Andy the Clown and saw an infamous 1979 promotion where tickets were offered for only 98 cents.
ANSWER: Old Comiskey Park (or White Sox Park)

 

8) Identify the following about the founder of the Nastymix record label, for 10 points each.

[10] His 1997 album, Return of the Bumpasaurus, was not as well received as his debut, Swass, which contained tracks like "Posse on Broadway" about his hometown of Seattle.
ANSWER: Sir Mix-A-Lot
[10] The third verse of "Baby Got Back" describes a woman who "ain't got a motor in the back of [this type of car]".  That statement can also apply to this Japanese company’s Insight, which has its hybrid engine in the front.
ANSWER: Honda Motor Company
[10] The controversy surrounding “Baby Got Back” propelled this 1991 album, a slang term for a pimp, high on the charts.  You may also remember the singles "Swap Meet Louie" and "One Time's Got No Case" from the album.
ANSWER: Mack Daddy
 

9) Identify the following about some people who have won Oscars, Emmys, Grammys and Tonys, for 10 points each.
[10] In addition to winning all four of the aforementioned awards, Marvin Hamlisch also won a Pulitzer for his score to this Broadway musical.   One number in this musical sees Al complete the lines for the tone-deaf Kristine, a song titled “Sing!”
ANSWER: A Chorus Line
[10] British phenom John Gielgud captured his first Tony for his role in this really famous Oscar Wilde play containing characters like Algernon and Jack, who both get renamed to be the titular person.
ANSWER: The Importance of Being Earnest
[10] The only Hispanic to have won all four awards, she captured a Best Supporting Actress Oscar for playing Anita in West Side Story.
ANSWER: Rita Moreno (or Rosita Dolores Alverio)

 

10) Ex-fashion model Maddie Hayes--who used to be the Blue Moon Shampoo Girl--almost shuts down the detective agency at the center of this show.  For 10 points each:
[10] Identify this comedy series centering on Dave Addison and Maddie Hayes.
ANSWER: Moonlighting
[10] Moonlighting was one of the earliest roles for this actor, who would later have a guest spot as Paul Stevens on Friends.  You can also frequently see this Armageddon star on TV in his leading role as Korben Dallas in The Fifth Element.
ANSWER: (Walter) Bruce Willis
[10] Moonlighting often parodied Remington Steele, a show starring this actor.  More recently, he trained the kids as Chiron in the Percy Jackson movie.
ANSWER: Pierce Brendan Brosnan 

 

11) Identify the following about some crap hawked by Vince Offer, for 10 points each.

[10] Vince is best known for this product, which Consumer Reports noted doesn't suck up water any better than your sponge does, although it does do a great job sucking up your money.  At least it's made by Germans.
ANSWER: ShamWow!
[10] You allegedly never need to change the blades of this device, which Vince sells with the Graty, a cheese grater.
ANSWER: Slap Chop

12) Modes in this game include Last One Standing and Strike a Pose.  For 10 points each:
[10] Identify this hugely popular Ubisoft Wii rhythm game that shares its name with a Lady Gaga song.
ANSWER: Just Dance
[10] More hardcore fare from Ubisoft includes this series, whose first game starred Desmond Miles and was set during the Third Crusade.  A critically acclaimed sequel changed the setting to Renaissance Italy.
ANSWER: Assassin's Creed
[10] Ubisoft is currently working on a proper sequel to this game, whose gameplay centers around creating courses from blocks bought with coppers.  Other games in this racing series include Nations and Sunrise.
ANSWER: TrackMania
 

13) Identify the following about the Ultimate Super Bowl Book's list of Top 10 Worst Performances by a Quarterback in a Super Bowl, for 10 points each.

[10] Number one on the list was this quarterback, who was benched in the 3rd quarter of Super Bowl XII after throwing five interceptions, resulting in him ending the game with a passer rating of 0.0. 
ANSWER: (Larry) Craig Morton
[10] Billy Kilmer, a quarterback playing for this team, got demolished by the Dolphins’ defense in Super Bowl VII [7], the year the Dolphins went undefeated.  
ANSWER: Washington Redskins (accept either underlined answer)
[10] This Raiders quarterback admitted to playing the worst game of his long career in a losing effort against the Bucs in Super Bowl XXXVII [37].
ANSWER: Richard Joseph "Rich" Gannon
 

14) Identify the following about female directors who have found box office success, for 10 points each.

[10] Nora Ephron, who directed Julie & Julia, had her biggest hit with this Tom Hanks and Meg Ryan flick that’s not You’ve Got Mail.  It's based on An Affair to Remember and is set in a West Coast city.

ANSWER: Sleepless in Seattle
[10] This director had big hits with the original Look Who’s Talking film and Clueless.
ANSWER: Amy Heckerling
[10] Nancy Meyers, whose earlier hits included What Women Want, more recently directed this comedy, which Lisa Schwarzbaum derided as “middle-aged porn”.  It centers on Jane, who at one point develops some feelings for architect Adam, played by Steve Martin.
ANSWER: It’s Complicated
 

15) After Carmit Bachar left this group, they released a 2008 album that produced a ton of hits like "I Hate This Part" and "When I Grow Up".  For 10 points each:

[10] Identify this girl group led by vocalist Nicole Scherzinger.
ANSWER: The Pussycat Dolls
[10] Scherzinger served as a judge on this Nick Lachey-hosted NBC show featuring various a capella groups like The SoCals and Beelzebubs.
ANSWER: The Sing-Off
[10] Besides Ben Folds, the third judge on The Sing Off was this former Boyz II Men member who you should know is not Marc Nelson, Michael McCary or a Morris brother.
ANSWER: Shawn Patrick Stockman
 

16) The first season of this show saw tension with the Nordics over meth trafficking in the city of Charming.  For 10 points each:
[10] Identify this show, whose second season introduced Ethan Zobelle of the League of American Nationalists.
ANSWER: Sons of Anarchy
[10] Another cable show that prominently features motorcycles is this TLC program centering on the Orange County shop of Paul Teutul and his son of the same name… until Paul Jr. got fired in Season 6. 
ANSWER: American Chopper
[10] The pilot of an earlier motorcycle show, Then Came Bronson, provided an early role for this actor, who done narration work for films like They Killed Sister Dorothy, Who Killed the Electric Car? and JFK.
ANSWER: Martin Sheen (or Ramon Antonio Gerard Estevez)

 

17) Answer some questions about these Bobby Knight related incidents, for 10 points each.

[10] It didn't look so good when Knight pretended to whip Pat Graham and this other African American player of his in practice in 1992.  He was drafted sixth overall by the Bullets in the 1993 NBA Draft.
ANSWER: Calbert Nathaniel Cheaney
[10] Four years earlier Knight had told this reporter that, "I think that if rape is inevitable, relax and enjoy it".  This Asian-American reporter, a one-time host of Eye to Eye on CBS, was the first person to interview Magic Johnson after the athlete admitted he had HIV.
ANSWER: Connie Chung (or Constance Yu-Hwa "Connie" Chung Povich)
[10] Knight brought a donkey wearing a hat from this university onto his TV show partially because Roosevelt Barnes from this school pissed him off.  Joe Barry Carroll and Rick Mount also went here, as did John Wooden.
ANSWER: Purdue University Boilermakers (accept either underlined answer)

 

18) Along with Matthew Willig’s Marlak, this man’s shaman character banishes the protagonists from their tribe in the beginning of Year One.  For 10 points each:
[10] Identify this actor who provided the voice for Flint Lockwood in Cloudy with a Chance of Meatballs.
ANSWER: William "Bill" Hader
[10] Hader played Bobby, the boss in this film.  It co-starred Kristen Stewart as “Em”, Jesse Eisenberg’s love interest in the Pittsburgh based venue where he works.

ANSWER: Adventureland
[10] Greg Mottola, who directed Adventureland, is better known for directing this film starring Jonah Hill, Michael Cera and Christopher Mintz-Plasse, the last of whom played "McLovin'".
ANSWER: Superbad
 

19) Songs in this musical include "A Little Brains, a Little Talent" and "Shoeless Joe From Hannibal, Mo".  For 10 points each:
[10] Identify this musical about a baseball team defeated in the pennant race by the Senators.
ANSWER: Damn Yankees
[10] Probably the most famous song from Damn Yankees is this one, where the title character sings "I'm irresistible, you fool, give in, give in, give in."
ANSWER: "Whatever Lola Wants Lola Gets"
[10] George Abbott co-wrote the book for both Damn Yankees and this Tony Award winning 1959 musical about the life of Mayor LaGuardia, which included the songs "Politics and Poker" and "Gentleman Jimmy".
ANSWER: Fiorello!
 

20) Professor David H. Greene served as a judge on the original run of this show, and its ratings declined after CBS decided to air a press conference with Robert McNamara during its timeslot.  For 10 points each:
[10] Name this game show, where players attempted to get 25 points to reach the Big Money Lightning Round.
ANSWER: Password (or Password All-Stars)
[10] Password was originally hosted by Allen Ludden, also the host of this game show centering on college students.  University Challenge is kind of like a British version of this former show.
ANSWER: G. E. College Bowl
[10] Bill Cullen, then the host of this game show, took over hosting duties on Password Plus when Allen Ludden had a stroke.  Dylan Lane hosted an updated version on GSN, where two of the three members of a team alternated giving questions for their other teammate to answer during the Bonus Round.
ANSWER: Chain Reaction
 

21) They're made up of one part white rum, one part coconut cream and three parts pineapple juice.  For 10 points each:

[10] Identify this beverage, fans of which should "write to me and escape" according to a Rupert Holmes song asking if you like them.
ANSWER: Pina Colada
[10] In addition to the “Pina Colada Song”, Rupert Holmes found success with "Answering Machine" and this other single from Partners in Crime.  It shares its name with the Christopher Walken play about Elvis Presley.
ANSWER: "Him" 
[10] Holmes also worked on adapting this unfinished Charles Dickens novel, written after Our Mutual Friend, into a Tony-winning musical.  The song "Don't Quit While You're Ahead" is sung by Puffer and Datchery in this musical.
ANSWER: The Mystery of Edwin Drood
