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1. Minor roles by this man include Poirot in Spice World and Police Officer Steady in the 1997 adaptation of The Borrowers, as well as a minor role on “Friends”.  His role as Dr. Cockroach in Aliens v Monsters won him a nomination at the Annies.  Other roles in children’s works include his many appearances as(*) Frederick Little in the Stuart Little movies.  For ten points, identify this British actor known for playing Bertie Wooster in the BBC’s “Jeeves and Wooster” alongside longtime friend and costar Stephen Fry who is best known for for playing Dr. Gregory House.

ANS: Hugh Laurie
2. In 1968 he played Iago in Catch My Soul, a rock adaptation of Othello, singing several songs containing Shakespeare’s original dialogue.  Soon afterwards he had a comeback on the country charts with the album County Songs for City Folks. This cousin of Jimmy Swaggart was played by Dennis Quaid in a 1989(*) biopic, opposite Winona Ryder as his wife Myra.  He was the pianist on many Sun Records hits by Carl Perkins and Johnny Cash. For ten points, name this subject of the biopic Great Balls of Fire, whose other hits included “High School Confidential” and “Whole Lotta Shakin’ Goin’ On”.

ANS: Jerry Lee Lewis
3 One song on this album features poet Allen Ginsberg, who performed with the band to promote the album. That song is "Ghetto Defendant." The first single, described in the song as "a public service announcement with guitars," is "Know Your Rights," while another single, sampled by M.I.A. in "Paper Planes," is(*) "Straight to Hell." This is the last album the band released before firing their drummer and lead guitarist, Topper Headon and Mick Jones, though the frontman remained Joe Strummer. For 10 points, name this album by the Clash featuring "Should I Stay Or Should I Go" and "Rock the Casbah."

ANSWER: Combat Rock
4. It is added to a parody of the Sopranos' final scene performed by Pittsburgh Pirates mascots, and is implied by a Pizza Hut ad featuring Miss Piggy.  Jeff Lindsay recently announced that it will feature heavily in the upcoming fifth novel about Dexter Morgan.   A perk in Fallout 3 allows the character to perform it. Movies about it include(*) Delicatessen and Motel Hell.  Notable practitioners include Fwi-Song in Consider Phlebas; a former psychiatrist and FBI consultant; as well as serial killer Jeffrey Dahmer.  For ten points, identify this practice performed onscreen by Hannibal Lecter, the act of devouring a member of your own race.

ANS: Cannibalism (accept equivalents)

5. The persona of this former KB Home saleswoman seems at odds with her real-life role as girlfriend of New York Attorney General Andrew Cuomo.  Desserts she has created include a “doughnut tree” consisting of a foam cone with mints and donut holes attached by toothpicks; white chocolate polenta; Baked Potato Ice Cream; and an apple angel food cake topped by pumpkin seeds, Corn Nuts, (*) and seven large taper candles, which she calls a Kwanzaa Celebration Cake and is called a “culinary hate crime” by one critic..  Also the inventor of the Cocktail Christmas Tree, for ten points name this strange blonde woman who hosts the Food Network’s Semi-Homemade Cooking.

ANS: Sandra Lee (do not accept “Sara Lee” or “Sandra Dee”)

6. His son of the same name is currently the leading rebounder at the University of Minnesota.  His seasons with the Bullets, Kings and Warriors were marred by injuries, but he is remembered for moments like the game-winning shot that beat the Lakers in the 1986 Western Conference finals, and throwing a punch at the(*) Celtics’ Jerry Sichting in that year’s NBA finals.  After winning three Naismith Awards he averaged a double-double as a rookie for the team that selected Hakeem Olajuwon the following year, giving them a “Twin Towers” lineup.  For ten points, name this 7’4” star for the University of Virginia and the Houston Rockets.

ANS: Ralph Sampson Jr.

7. Orson Welles was originally cast as the main antagonist in this film, though other commitments meant that director Ted Post had to recast the role of General Ursus.  Roddy McDowell was not able to reprise his role from the first film in this series, leading actor Tim Watson to play(*) Cornelius.  During the film’s climax, Taylor, the hero of the first film in the series, manages to detonate a nuclear missile that destroys the Earth, fulfilling the many warnings given by Dr. Zaius.  For ten points, identify this film, the first sequel to Planet of the Apes. 

ANS: Beneath the Planet of the Apes
8. It’s the namesake of Moldovan soccer team Zimbru Chisinau, and the mascot of K.A.A. Gent in the Belgian league, as well as a Triple-A baseball team whose nickname is a synonym for its location.  One named “Rumble” is the mascot of the Oklahoma City Thunder, while colleges with this mascot include(*) Gallaudet, Howard, Bucknell, North Dakota State, and Colorado.  Elmore Smith and Bob McAdoo were NBA stars in a city named for this animal.  For ten points, identify this city that once had an NBA team called the Braves, and today contains an NHL team and an NFL team that is considering moving to nearby Toronto.
ANS: Buffalo (or Bison before “what city” in the last sentence) 

9. Plotlines in this show include Zoltar’s attempts to conquer Earth by using Annabelle as fuel for his laser.  Characters include the TV newsman Clive Buttburn and the Incredible Elmo’s impecunious and constantly ill brother Timmy.  Even though he states that “It never hurts to help”, the main character is frequently terrorized by(*) Sharky the Sharkdog.  Created by Savage Steve Holland in 1992 for Fox Kids, the show was later restructured to include other segments such as Klutter and The Terrible Thunderlizards.  For ten points, name this show that follows the adventures of the titular accident-prone purple cat.

ANS: Eek! the Cat (Accept Eek! Stravaganza)
10. 2007 was his only All-Star appearance, and the only time this University of Texas product received any Cy Young votes.  He became a fan favorite by becoming the first rookie in 93 years to win Game 7 of the World Series, and was a mainstay of a rotation that then included Jarrod Washburn, Aaron Sele and(*) Bartolo Colon.  Seven years later he won Game 1 of the series that eliminated the Red Sox from the 2009 playoffs, before joining the Red Sox on a five-year contract.  For ten points name this durable starting pitcher who recently left the Angels, whose name combines the words for a patron of a prostitute, and a powerless toady or henchman.  

ANSWER: John Lackey
11. Slight controversy erupted when this character was falsely confirmed as one of the mascots of the Vancouver winter Olympics by a Polish newspaper.  This character has been immortalized in the form of a robot and a plush doll, with proceeds from the plushie presumably going to benefit(*) Encyclopedia Dramatica.  Though originating on a Japanese website as Kuma, the character has become much more famous on the site’s American counterpart, sometimes depicted with other memes like Brian Peppers and the Party Van.  For ten points, identify this 4chan meme and ursine deviant.

ANS: Pedobear (Accept Kuma before it is mentioned in the question)

12. She Wants Revenge has covered this song at at least two Christmas rock festivals, though it has nothing to do with Christmas.  The video for a hit 1987 cover shows the band surrounded by hundreds of TVs, interspersed with scenes from the movie Less Than Zero. That cover is a rare example of a cowbell-centric rock song by a female-fronted band. One of the few songs on the(*) Bookends album not to be used in The Graduate, its lyrics include “Grass is high / Fields are ripe / It’s the springtime of my life”.  For ten points, this contrasts with the titular season of what song, which was a hit for both Simon & Garfunkel and the Bangles?

ANS: “A Hazy Shade of Winter”

13. Notable scenes from this movie include the use of Beanie Sigel’s “What a Thug About” over a gambling montage.  Ben Affleck plays the guy brought in to berate the employees into selling more product, while Tom Everett Scott plays the aristocratic owner of J.T. Marlin Inc.  In one scene Nia Long’s character(*) Abbie stands in a lumberyard while her boyfriend Seth explains his company’s scam-riddled business model.  For ten points, name this 2000 movie which also stars Vin Diesel, Jamie Kennedy and Giovanni Ribisi, based on director Ben Younger’s experience in the titular type of brokerage office.

ANS: Boiler Room
14. Minor characters in this film include the protagonist’s girlfriend Linda, who only appears in a brief recap of the first two films in the series, and a blacksmith played by the director’s brother.  More important characters include Lord Arthur and Henry the Red, military leaders whom the protagonist meets after being(*) sent back in time, and the Wiseman, to whom the protagonist gives a chemistry lesson in order to fight the title entity.  A mistake made in a graveyard spawns the titular entity of, for ten points, this film, the third directed by Sam Raimi to feature Bruce Campbell as Ash Williams fighting the Deadites.

ANS: Army of Darkness (Prompt on Evil Dead III)
15. Created in 1997, it originally contained only a picture of a squirrel with large testicles.  After considering making it a repository for curry recipes, it was repurposed into its current form two years later.  In order to gather publicity, its creator used content from the site in a weekly segment on TechTV in 2002.  Until its cancellation in 2008, it contributed videos to Adult Swim’s Super Deluxe online TV website.  Its spinoff site(*), Foobies.com, was created in 2006 after advertisers complained about content containing nudity.  For ten points, name this news aggregation website created by Drew Curtis specializing in bizarre or humorous stories.

ANS: Fark.com

16. The first girl he loved, at age 5, was Sarah Constable, whose blue glasses he thought were very cool.  He and Rory Albanese have signed a deal to create new projects for Paramount, and Comedy Central has made six episodes of his new New York Stand-Up Show.  The voice of BBC America’s campaign for awareness of closed-captioning, he played(*) Dick Pants in The Love Guru, and has joined with Andy Zaltzman on several projects including The Bugle podcast.  Terrifying Times was the title of the 2008 Comedy Central special by, for ten points, what Senior British Correspondent for The Daily Show?

ANS: John Oliver

17. She got her start in the music industry at age 14 when she was recruited into the group D’Signe.  She found success in the mid 2000s as a member of the Clutch, where she helped write “Love In This Club Part II” for Usher and “Gimme More” for Britney Spears.  This success led to an audition for(*) Timbaland after which she provided guest vocals for his songs “Scream” and “The Way I Are”.  Her solo career kicked off in 2008 with “Energy”, the lead single from her debut album In A Perfect World.  For ten points, name this female R&B artist, most famous for the songs “Turnin’ Me On” and “Knock You Down”.

ANS: Keri Hilson
18. He started his writing career when acting as press officer for three nuclear power plants, just before the Three Mile Island incident. His first book, The Carpet People, was published in 1971 while he was still working as a journalist in his native England. Where’s My Cow?, The Amazing Maurice and his Educated Rodents, and(*) The Wee Free Men are all spin-offs of his most famous series. He made the transition to full-time author when his fourth novel, Mort, was published. For ten points, name this author of books such as Small Gods, Making Money, and Hogfather, all of which belong to his Discworld series.
ANS: Terry Pratchett
19. He was awarded the Jari Kurri trophy and the Urpo Ylönen trophy in both 2004 and 2005, for leading Oulu to two SM-Liiga titles.  He had the NHL’s best save percentage in 2006-07, though he split time with Manny Fernandez before Fernandez was traded to Boston. After(*) Miikka Kiprusoff gave up 6 goals in 15 minutes in the Olympic semifinal, this goalie replaced him and shut out the USA for the rest of the game.  He shares his name with a Swedish center for the Capitals who was the runner-up for last season’s Calder Trophy.  For ten points, name this Finnish goalie who was the runner-up for the 2009 Vezina trophy, playing for the Minnesota Wild.

ANS: Niklas Bäckström
20. He was Phil Hellmuth’s pick to win season 8 of Celebrity Poker Showdown, but finished third behind Jason Alexander and Robin Tunney.  “Some DJ Names I’ve Been Considering”, and “How to Approach the Sensitive question: Anal?” are among the essays in his book My Custom Van.  He often addresses the assumptions that he is gay, as in “Gay?” from his stand-up album(*) I Am A Wonderful Man, and as Johnny Blue Jeans on Viva Variety.  For ten points name this man born with the surname Schwartz, who is a fixture on VH1’s I Love The (decade) shows, and has collaborated with David Wain and Michael Showalter in projects like Stella and The State.

ANS: Michael Ian Black (Accept Michael Ian Schwartz before it is mentioned)
Tiebreakers
TB1. He took his father to Rome, after an earlier trip led to his father being arrested in Egypt for climbing a pyramid.  He suffers from a broken tooth, insomnia, and diabetes, as well as the guilt over having shot and killed a man in the fog.  He has confronted a woman who kills men in revenge for her sister’s death; Polish and Latvian(*) smugglers; a prostitution ring which drives a young woman to burn herself to death; a plot to kill Nelson Mandela; and the deaths of his colleagues Svedberg and Rydberg.  For ten points, Henning Mankell has written 9 novels about what Swedish detective, now played by Kenneth Branagh in aMasterpiece Theater series?

ANS: Kurt Wallander
TB2. Graduating from Emporia State University, he was selected in the 7th round of the 1991 NFL Draft.  In between his two Pro Bowl seasons of 1994 and 1998, he violated the league’s substance abuse policy three times and missed 28 games.  A defensive tackle wearing number(*) 78, he ended his career in Denver in 2001 after spending a decade in Dallas.  Known as the Big Cat, for ten points, name this player most famous for accidentally kicking the ball on Thanksgiving Day 1993 and for a failed touchdown run after a fumble recovery in Super Bowl XXVII.

ANS: Leon Lett 
TB3. It got an Oscar nomination for Best Picture for The Full Monty just two years after it released its first film, The Brothers McMullen.  The failure of Jennifer’s Body has led to the shutdown of its “Atomic” brand that was created to release genre movies. In addition to imports like Notes on a Scandal and Once, it specializes in smallish comedy-dramas which start out beloved and eventually inspire a backlash, including(*) Waitress, Garden State, (500) Days of Summer, Sideways, Little Miss Sunshine, and Juno.  For ten points, Slumdog Millionaire and Crazy Heart were released by what division of 21st Century Fox?

ANS: Fox Searchlight Pictures
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1. Answer these questions about the various incarnations of “Survivor” for ten points each.

[10]The winner of the first season of “Survivor” was this corporate trainer who shares his name with a two-time Battlestar Galactica cast member.

ANS: Richard Hatch
[10]The most recent regular season of “Survivor,” season 20, took place on this Polynesian island.  Famous people from this island include Patriots linebacker Junior Seau.

ANS: Samoa

[10]The most recent winner of “Survivor” was this Van Buren, Arkansas resident and marketing exec.

ANS: Natalie White (Accept either)

2. Name these unrelated men, for ten points each.

[10] This 19-year-old North Carolinian is currently a freshman guard at the University of Kentucky and is expected to be the first pick in the 2010 NBA Draft.

ANSWER: John Wall
[10] He wrote “Dance With Me” and “Still The One” as a member of the soft-rock band Orleans, and is now the congressman from New York’s 19th district.

ANSWER: John Hall

[10] He starred in the original Broadway productions of Pipe Dream, Bloomer Girl, A Touch of the Poet, and was  Dr. Grimwig in the original cast of Oliver!. He may be best known as Santa Claus in Santa Claus Conquers The Martians.

ANSWER: John Call

3. Identify these cinematic flops derived from comic books for ten points each.

[10]This 2003 flop features Alan Quatermain, Captain Nemo, Mina Harker and others attempting to stop Professor Moriarty from starting a world war.  It is currently Sean Connery’s last acting credit.
ANS: The League of Extraordinary Gentlemen
[10]This 2008 bomb written and directed by Frank Miller and based on a Will Eisner character centers around Denny Colt, a security guard reborn into the title character.
ANS: The Spirit
[10]This 1995 Sylvester Stallone dud centers on the activities of the title character, a self-described “street judge,” and his attempts to clear his name after the murder of a news reporter by a former colleague, Rico.

ANS: Judge Dredd
4. 30-20-10, identify the athlete from clues.
[30] In 1955 he was suspended for the balance of the season and playoffs after punching a referee.  Hometown fans rioted at the next game, which was forfeited when a tear gas bomb was detonated near the league official who doled out the suspension.

[20] Along with Elmer Lach and Hector “Toe” Blake, he played right wing on the famed “Punch” line that won two Stanley Cups

[10] A longtime Canadien, he was the first player to score 50 goals in 50 games as well as the first player to score 500 goals.

ANS: Maurice ‘Rocket’ Richard (ree-SHARD)
5. Your packet-writer used to be a spy until he wrote this bonus.  Answer the following about the career of Jeffrey Donovan for ten points each.

[10] Donovan currently plays ex-spy Michael Westen alongside Gabrielle Anwar and Bruce Campbell on this USA show.

ANS: Burn Notice
[10] Before his big break came on Burn Notice, Donovan appeared on several episodes of this crime drama that starred Jill Hennessy as the titular medical examiner.  It was cancelled in early 2007.
ANS: Crossing Jordan
[10] Since Burn Notice came on the air, Donovan has starred in a few films, including this 2008 flop about an attempt to sell an unborn baby over the internet.

ANS: Hindsight
6. For ten points each, answer the following questions about musical acts who have performed at the Super Bowl halftime show.

[10] This group performed along with ZZ Top and James Brown in Super Bowl XXXI. The band was made famous for hits such as “Sweet Home Chicago” and “Soul Man.”

Answer: The Blues Brothers
[10] This country duo reunited to play “Love Can Build a Bridge” at Super Bowl XXVIII.  The duo was forced to disband after one member, Naomi, was diagnosed with Hepatitis C.

ANS: The Judds
[10] This band, a part of the swing revival of the 1990s, played their song “Go Daddy-O” at Super Bowl XXXIII.  Some of their other hits included “You and Me and the Bottle Makes Three (Tonight)” and “Mr. Pinstripe Suit.”

ANS: Big Bad Voodoo Daddy [not Cherry Poppin’ Daddies, that’s a different band]
7. Have you seen the television highlight of 1976, the Paul Lynde Halloween Special?  If not, you might still get some points.  For ten points each:

[10] The Special is built around sketches in which Lynde’s housekeeper is this actress, who appears in the “Wicked Witch of the West” costume for the first time since she played that role in The Wizard of Oz.

ANSWER: Margaret Hamilton
[10] In one sketch, the Arabian sheikh played by Lynde abducts a woman played by this actress, best known for her role as Carol Brady.  Later she shocks the audience with an erotically charged rendition of “That Old Black Magic”.

ANSWER: Florence Henderson
[10] The Special was re-released on DVD largely for collectors of this band, who perform three songs including “King of the Night Time World”.  At one point Mr. Lynde tells them to “push ‘down’ on your elevator shoes.”

ANSWER: KISS

8. Unleash the nerd within and answer these questions about Nerdcore rap for ten points each.

[10] This rapper released his debut album “Life’s a Bitch and I’m Her Pimp” in 2001. He provides much of Adult Swim’s original music, and voices MC Pee Pants in several Aqua Teen episodes.

A: mc chris (Accept Christopher Ward)

[10] This man is the star of the documentary “Nerdcore Rising”, and coined the phrase for the subgenre. He’s performed at the Penny-Arcade Expo , and has said that Penny-Arcade’s endorsement skyrocketed his popularity.

A: MC Frontalot (Accept Damien Hess)

[10] This California-based ‘post-punk laptop rap’ artist’s latest album, “This Gigantic Robot Kills” features the single “Guitar Hero Hero”, but his best-known work is the song “Download This Song”.

A: MC Lars (accept Andrew Nielsen)

9. For ten points each, name these things about a new TV musical special.

[10] Originally intended for students of Atlanta’s historically black colleges, name this annual party which ran from 1982 to 1999 before the city objected to its increasing debauchery and shut it down.

ANSWER: Freaknik
[10] 2010’s Freaknik: The Musical was produced by T-Pain and Boondocks producer Carl Jones, and is being shown on this cable network.
ANSWER: Cartoon Network (prompt on “Adult Swim”; accept C.N.)

[10] When challenged that the adult cartoon might appeal to children, T-Pain suggested that parents should be more concerned with their kids watching Warner Bros. cartoons starring this musteloid, “because he’s a rapist.”

ANSWER: Pepe Le Pew
10. If you need to move several refrigerators at once or need a plane pulled along a runway, look no further than contestants from the World’s Strongest Man competition.  Identify these strength athletes for 10 points each.

[10] This American won the World’s Strongest Man competition three years in a row from 1980-1982 and has spent several years as a broadcaster for ESPN’s airing of the events.

ANSWER: Bill Kazmaier
[10] This Polish man won the World’s Strongest Man competition 5 times between 2002 and 2008.

ANSWER: Mariusz Pudzianowski
 [10] This WWE wrestler and 1992 Olympian never won a World’s Strongest Man competitions but that hasn’t stopped him from using the event’s title as a nickname.  He won the Arnold Classic Strongman competition in 2002.

ANSWER: Mark Henry
11. A Minneapolis musician known only as “The Kid” seeks to avoid repeating the mistakes of his drunken jazz musician father, while loving and losing fellow would-be pop star Apollonia.  For ten points each…

[10] This is the plot of what 1984 movie starring Prince whose soundtrack produced three #1 singles?

ANSWER: Purple Rain
[10] In Purple Rain, The Kid’s dapper rival is what real-life collaborator with Prince, leader of a band called The Time?

ANSWER: Morris Day
[10] Morris Day and The Time’s second biggest hit was this 1984 single, in which the title phrase is followed by “Girl, I’d love to show ya – show ya”. It was featured at several points in the film Jay and Silent Bob Strike Back.

ANSWER: “Jungle Love”
12. For ten points each, name these movies starring Alan Arkin.
[10] In this 1979 comedy, Arkin plays a mild-mannered dentist named Sheldon Kornpett who is duped into a crazy scheme where he must run in a “serpentine” pattern to avoid gunshots.

ANSWER: The In-Laws
[10] Arkin made his debut in this movie, where he became one of only eight actors to receive an Academy Award nomination for Best Actor in a first screen appearance.

ANSWER: The Russians are Coming, the Russians are Coming
[10] Arkin plays Captain Yossarian in this black comedy, an adaptation from a Joseph Heller book of the same name.

ANSWER: Catch-22
13. As you know, most gunslingers in the Old West went by a name like The Cisco Kid, The Cincinnati Kid, et cetera.  For ten points each, name three of these Kids.

[10] As the burned-out deputy sheriff in Blazing Saddles, Gene Wilder claims to have once been this legendary gunman who “killed more men than Cecil B. DeMille”.

ANSWER: the Waco Kid

[10] Harrison Ford is the titular bank robber, who helps Gene Wilder’s Orthodox rabbi transport a Torah scroll to the titular location, in this 1979 Robert Aldrich Western.

ANSWER: The Frisco Kid

[10] In the classic “Frontier Psychiatrist” radio comedy sketch, a town is menaced by this “problem cowboy”, who appears to be named after one of the Beatles.

ANSWER: the Ringo Kid
14. Name these rhinoceri FTPE.

[10] Babar the elephant has frequently disagreed with this rival ruler, the loutish warlord of neighboring Rhinoland.
ANSWER: Lord Rataxes
[10] This member of the Foot clan volunteered to be mutated in order to better fight the Ninja Turtles, ending up as a rhinoceros in an army helmet who teams up with Beebop.

ANSWER: Rocksteady
 [10] The Marvel character Rhino had a similar origin, as an Eastern Bloc thug.  The Flowers for Rhino storyline shows him finally able to outwit this superhero, who along with the Hulk was his usual adversary.
ANSWER: Spider-Man
15. For ten points each, name these games for the Nintendo DS.

[10] In this first game in a series of “courtroom battle” simulations, you defend such clients as Larry Butz and Maya Fey.

ANSWER:  Phoenix Wright: Ace Attorney
[10] Playing as Neku, an unsociable teen, you must race through Shibuya, Japan and fight battles using branded pins.

ANSWER:  (The) World Ends With You
[10] You play as Kyle Hyde, a grumpy ex-cop, and solve the problems of everyone staying at the eponymous hotel.  A sequel, Last Window, was recently released in Japan.

ANSWER:  Hotel Dusk:  Room 215
16. Oftentimes, cartoon or video game spinoffs involve baby or childlike versions of familiar characters.  Name these disturbing instances of neoteny in the Mario and Luigi universe, FTPE.

[10] This sequel to Super Mario World blew people’s minds with the first appearance of Baby Mario, who rides on the titular creature’s back throughout the game.

ANSWER: Super Mario World 2: Yoshi’s Island

[10] In this 2005 RPG for the DS, you control Mario, Luigi, Baby Mario and Baby Luigi, and there are appearances by Baby Peach, Baby Bowser, and the evil Shroob Aliens.

ANSWER: Mario & Luigi: Partners in Time
[10] This baby only appears in Yoshi’s Island DS.  His greediness already apparent, he tries to become a Bandit and is seen at the end of the game fighting over treasure with Baby Bowser.

ANSWER: Baby Wario
17. These clever base-ballers could put up huge stats on every day but Yom Kippur. Identify these Jews FTPE

(10) This All-Star infielder fo the Texas Rangers was the only player in 2009 to steal 30 bases and hit 30 home runs.

ANSWER: Ian Kinsler
