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In the hilariously bad game Rogue Galaxy, Jupis Tooki McDonnel, a lizard that eventually becomes a party member, holds a company hostage after he was found to be careless with this substance. This substance also allows him to use his technique Five O Clock Fire. In another game the Burman variety of this material can be only gotten while participating in the in Tetra Master tournament. Those different varieties of this substance are necessary to make a toy model of the Prima Vista. For 10 points, name this caffeinated beverage whose connoisseurs include a guy from FF9.
ANSWER: coffee

In the most recent entry into this series of games, you have to battle enemies like “Cloak of Tonooki” and “Sensei Ruff Puff.” In that entry into this series, you are at one point thrown into a dungeon, where you break a precious vase and must roll like a hamster to repay it; eventually you engage in a quiz show like event to find out who is an imposter before fighting that spider boss. The second entry into this series features a giant brown creature called Lucky who runs a lottery once a day; resetting your internal clock to try to game him will lead him to charge you a large sum for trying to cheat him; the next time you do it you get a game over. In the first entry into this series, you must save the Fearsome Five who are a bunch of kids who got lost in the jungle, that one sees you go with Koronado into a jungle to rescue a pink star spirit named Missy. For 10 points, identify this set of games whose first two entries are ostensibly two dimensional, whose protagonist is a plumber.
ANSWER: Paper Mario series

This document includes a description of a “frigidly handsome god” that is able to sever the silver threads of life from the soul with his sword. Another figure in this document is described as a holy goddess who is able to view runological forces through her third eye. In addition to the deities “Folstar” and the “Holy Mother” this document also contains a description of the universe as the “Eternal Sphere.” It also contains a description of the forbidden science “genomorphy,” which allows organisms to be freely created mimetically. This work also describes what a “squall” is, and includes some references to how quadratic keys power gravitic warp cores, thereby eclipsing the technology that Dr. Trillas Bachtein started. For 10 points, name this compendium of knowledge that you can browse through if you are playing a game with Sophia Esteed and Fayt Leingod as protagonists.
ANSWER: Dictionary of Star Ocean 3: Til the end of Time [Also take “Book of Ikelos” before Eternal]

To get one of these objects, the party visits the “Realm of the Sea Monster,” only to be confronted by the predecessors to the Enlightened Seven, where they are laughed off. The most beautiful one of these is the Arco Iris, which is a rainbow that grants peoples wishes, while another one of these, ostensibly named for a Wallace Stevens poetry collection consists of four tall towers. Another one of these was removed from the town of Baaluk, so that it prevents the people there from engaging in a dynastic struggle. In the desert town of Balterrosa, the insect like Tao Tie is another example of one of these. One of the more notable ones of these is the Valeria Heart, which is stolen by the Conqueror. In a plot twist, the titular one of these is actually Rush Sykes, who eventually destroys all of them. For 10 points, name these objects which include the “last” one in a 2008 game by Square Enix.
ANSWER: Remnants

One character in this game recommends naming a summon the “fearsome fiery fireball” but he gets slapped mid-sentence, which leads the party to settle on naming it Ifrit. In a kind act of mercy, the boss of the desert in this game presents you with a fight against a monster that can shift day into night and vice versa, which looks like a transparent green manatee. The visiting of a ghost ship and a visit to a town in which time passes at non-temporal rates is left unsolved in this game, but it is hinted that Phaeroh knows what’s going on. Another bizarre usage of magic in this game turns the main capital of Zaphias into something very similar to Caer Bocram, which leads its walls to pulsate as if everyone is hallucinating.  One of the party members of this game is the protagonist’s dog Repede. For 10 points, name this entry into the Tales series for the Xbox 360, which isn’t Symphonia, Phantasia or Abyss.
ANSWER: Tales of Vesperia

An achievement for this game is called “Big Daddy’s Back,” worth 49 points, when you get the main character’s father as a party member. Attacking in this game can be done by hitting mine carts into goblins while in the mines of the Oradian Mountains. A now ruined castle in this game is Castle Vallette, whose ruin explains why this game’s protagonist and his father are exactly the same age. A particularly oft-parodied scene in this game sees its protagonist say “dinner, dinner” in the same manner of Rico and Rucha. This game’s 18 party members notably include a giant bear that you can ride into battle called Gustav, as well as Aya and Edward. Conflation with the legendary liberator Sigmund drives the plot of, for 10 points, this 2008 game by tri-Ace in which you play as Capell.
ANSWER: Infinite Undiscovery

For 65,000 units of this game’s currency, you can buy a coat made out entirely of minks in the town of Wellgarth. Visiting the tower of wind in this game will net you your first Wizard’s Ring. Although it features purple patches of poison where you can encounter this game’s enemy the hork, you can kill the archdemons found in the last dungeon for this game’s most powerful cursed weapon. Of your three party members, one of them falls ill after a villain casts a spell on him and needs a leaf from the World Tree. Bizarrely, the names of your companions of this game are determined by the first four letters of the name you input for the hero in this one. The main plot of this game is set in motion when the evil wizard Hargon mortally wounds a knight, and it prompts you on a quest to visit the world, including visiting a descendant of Dracolord, the boss of the previous game. For 10 points, identify this game, a sequel to the first Dragon Warrior.
ANSWER: Dragon Warrior II

At level 49, new Black and White Pokemon Shibiburu learns a move of this type, which can be passed along to Remoraid by means of breeding it with a Whooper. In the fifth generation, TM 34, is a move that of this type, which spreads a wave that hits all Pokemon in triple battles. Dunsparce can learn the move coil around, which has this attribute, and liquid monsters usually can use another move of this type that raises defense sharply, and is called acid armor. Seviper and Gulpin are two Pokemon that entirely belong with this type. For 10 points, identify this attribute given to Pokemon like Muk and Grimer, which also identfies a status effect that saps a small portion of your health while walking.
ANSWER: Poison

Originally, this world was going to consist of a boss fight against your best friend called Crumbling Island. This place is the location of where you can find remnants of worlds such as the Castle of Dreams and you can see this game’s first location in its area of “Homecoming.” The music of this world is that of Gregorian Chant and consists of the song “Fragments of Sorrow,” whose chorus repeatedly says “Destati.” The very first portion of this world is the Gate to the Dark that leads to the Final Dimension, and consists of a desolate purplish landscape where balls of energy care constantly falling nearby. This location also consists of a series of linked worlds, wherein you revisit such villains like Ursula. Also the location of where you fight the Fantasia villain Chernabog and for 10 points, identify this last world of the Kingdom Hearts game.
ANSWER: The End of the World

One participant in this event claims she can fly after being told that “if you fall you can die.” Another character at this event is rebuked about their weaponry, responding in turn their god sometimes “makes exceptions.” The former participant in this event is told “protect them or throw their lives away” after attending it. Shortly after it, one of its participants escapes to a Temple where Kinoc apprehends the party and promises to give them a fair trial. Presaging this event is a fight with a boss from an airship that can be damaged by the ships guns, and coming to this event is done by grinding on the line like hooks that have attached themselves to the central structure this event takes place on. Located in Bevelle, this event is escaped from by means of an Al Bhed flash bomb.  While during it, one person notably clenches her fist during the central event. For 10 points, name this event from FF10 in which Seymour kisses the bride.
ANSWER: Yuna’s Wedding

A remix by Tuba Lin of this song inserts the word shepherd into it and replaces it with a harp, while its composer composed it shortly after visiting Europe for two weeks to look at medieval castles mostly in Germany. Also its composer said the album on which this song appeared has a style very similar to that of ABBA. Found on the last disk of an album containing Jesters of the Moon, Valla alla de Flemenco and Melodies of Life, this piece includes a synthetic piano at the beginning, with a flute recapitulating the main theme, then the drums and finally human voices chanting it.  It is played after its main character gets really depressed nearby Pandemonium on his homeworld of Terra, and is fighting a bunch of monsters on his way to see Garland. For 10 points, identify this song from the FF9 soundtrack whose title suggests Zidane has a lot of friends.
ANSWER: You’re not alone!

Perhaps the most amazing of these, are a series of numerous pits from which screams can be heard, which is the origin of the rumours that hell lies beneath. Another one of these, is a giant boulder that encrusts three continental locations and can pass through rifts of a dark color. Another one of these, which provides evidence for a seventh civilization has a magnetic pull and is found nearby Elcian. Including a giant lens of made of ice, three cyclones intertwined within each other called the “Tricyclone.” Flutterflies are another example of them. Finding these objects allows for the user to make a good profit when going to sell them. The most notable of which is found by sailing from Yafutoma to IxaTaka, and is followed by the message “You just proved the world is round!” For 10 points, name these treasures from a game in which you play as Vyse the sky priate, which include a pirate’s grave.
ANSWER: Discoveries of Skies of Arcadia

One enemy that inflicts this status effect is a ghost like professor from the law city of Zenebatos that can put you to asleep, confuse you or excite you so much into this status. The OOPARTS from that game The Legend of the Dragoon doesn’t do anything but take away 1/10th of your HP until it decides to run away; but before doing so it first inflicts this status condition. The Ding a Ling from another game inflicts this status on you with its Fear Roulette, while another enemy from that particular game inflicts this status effect is Big Bertha using the Blaster move. Another exemplum of this status condition is inflicted by a monster that first eliminates Zenobia the Butcher, and is also known for using Grudge. For 10 points, identify this status condition which is inflicted upon a target once the Doom counter has reached zero, which is exemplified by pokemon moves like Fissure.
ANSWER: One Hit KO or instant Death

In the third entry into this series of games, a sidequest involves finding a bunch of growloons. Characters in this game series include a man whose philosophical treatises revolve entirely around fish, Funan, as well as Pamela Ibis, who is a ghostly librarian who works inside Grimoire Castle. Another one of these games sees its main villain be Palaxius, who is Crimson, and his Azure counterpart Felt Blanchimont is the owner of the subtitular “The Azoth of Destiny.” Spirits like Lilith and Faustus are the driving force behind this series’s mana system, and the protagonist of the first game in this set of three games is Klein Kiesling. For 10 points, identify this extremely underrated RPG series named for a French word for an artist’s workshop.
ANSWER: Atelier Iris

In what is probably the worst moment of JRPG history, the end credits of this game features its protagonists delivering morality messages similar to that of NBC’s “The More you Know,” including the in party traitor of this game, who dies halfway through, saying “Look at what I did with my life, what can you do with yours?” In the last part of this game, after one minor enemy transforms into a dragon, you fly into what is another dimension where the souls of NPC’s are represented as red, blue and green flames. The last dungeon in this game sees you climb four towers of psychedelic colors. This game’s plot sees its protagonist worrying about the high price of mineral powder and its efficacy, and it ends with him contemplating the beauty of the Heaven’s Mirrors flowers. The battle system of this game is set up so that enemies morph when they change their environment darkness to light.  Including chapter titles like “Tristesse” and “Fantasie-Impromptu,” this game’s final boss theme is a frenetic version of the Revolutionary Etude. For 10 points, name this game in which you play as a Polish tubercular composer, starring Frederic Chopin.
ANSWER: Eternal Sonata

According to an April’s Fool’s Day joke that was leaked on day early, this game’s protagonist is inspired by Mulder from the X-Files, and was origianlly going to be named Fox and to be a homosexual at the same time, as to give this game a post-modern feel. In the recent trailer for this game, it was noted by its creator that the gameplay had to be slowed down, so that the blur would be drastically reduced for viewers. Its main character is seen talking with Stella Fleuret, and he himself is shown to be sitting on a darkly lit throne with a quote by Hamlet about how “but thinking makes it so” in one of this game’s trailers. Centering on a dynasty that is trying to maintain crystals being led by Noctis, for 10 points, name this second entry into the Fabula Nova Crystallis series, which is supposed to represent the night counterpart to the day like symbolism of Final Fantasy XIII.
ANSWER: Final Fantasy Versus XIII

Closure to this game can be seen by fighting either the Kondrieu, Shambertalin or Saint-Millon in the last entry in this series, in which the location in questions is finally deemed non-dangerous. You can play as one of this game’s bosses in the “Toward the Future” quest, while visiting the “East Tower” and the “West Tower” leads to you being able to fight epsilon. The plot of the second portion of this game revolves around a dude who becomes Olga Flow, and that dude Flowen gives his name to a series of weapons that can be used in this game. The strongest weapon in this game is shaped like a PS One controller and only works every one and a half human hours, and is called the Heaven’s Punisher. The numerous enemies in this game include the Rag Rappy, which is an adorable yellow bunny like creature found in this game’s first level, the Forest area.  For 10 points, identify this online game originally made for the Dreamcast, in which you visit the planet Ragol as either a Hunter, Ranger, or a Force.
ANSWER: Phantasy Star Online

Hilariously in this game, the magic defense stat is broken; wearing a piece of armor to increase your magic defense will do nothing. Another bug in this game is the fact that children of a particular creature can have an a performance that is non-zero. The demo for this game was sold in conjunction with another game in which people fight to determine who as rights to Molmoran ore, and includes characters like Fei Pusu and Chuji Wu. This game was originally going to be set in New York City, but the death of the mother of the lead designer led it to change the plot to reflect his outlook. That setting of New York City would be used to develop Parasite Eve, at a later time. One fun mini-game in this game is the ExciteBike one, while a really rigged one is a series of rock paper scissors battles called 3D battler. For 10 points name this game wherein those games can be found at this game’s Gold Saucer.
ANSWER: Final Fantasy 7

In one location of this sort from this game series, you can use a shift trick to turn a Mimic into a purplish stone that recovers all of this game’s units needed to cast spells. In a cave associated with one of these areas, you can get an object protected by Valukar. The first one of these locations is where you constantly fight ant lions.  In addition to that one called Yampi, where you can get Daedalus, the second of these places is where you can douse an enemy to fight a giant blue Tempest Lizard. Whirlwinds in another one of these locations can take you to Crossbone Isle, where Deadbeard is. The first one of these locations has you cast the spell reveal while in a ring of rocks so that you can fall into a pit of water and cool yourself off.  Including the Suhulla and the Lamakan, for 10 points, identify these locations which features lots of sand all of which can be found in series where there are four lighthouses, whose protagonists are Isaac and Felix.
ANSWER: deserts from the Golden Sun series

One of the party members in this series of game is a paraplegic girl who falls in love with the protagonist, while one of your party members in this series becomes pregnant half way through the journey, forcing her to leave your party because she needs to give birth to raise a family. In addition to the party member of Mistral, two party members in this series are big religious freaks who practice an offshoot of Madame Blavatsky’s version of theosophy called anthroposophy. One of the main entries in this game has a plot that is set in motion when your friend Orca receives a mysterious book; this leads him to be data drained by Skeith and subsequently injected into a coma. For 10 points, identify this series of games four of whose entries: Infection, Mutation, Outbreak and Quarantine are structured like Richard Wagner’s the Ring Cycle, which is set in a massively multiplayer online role playing game called the World.
ANSWER: .hack
