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1) Jerry states that he feels he has “a moral duty to stop [this character] from dressing as a bride again” in reaction to this character offering himself as a sacrifice to Hizza.  He completely ruins a go-kart owned by Torque on Circuit Break Island, and he admits to (*) screaming a bit in an attempt to scare off the scary beasts while traveling through a dense jungle en route to the Pudding Continent.  It’s revealed that this character actually tripped in lava by one of his side-kicks, Blooey the Blooper.  He begins his quest after being requested by Crepe to save Princess Eclair from the Waffle Kingdom.  For 10 points, name this character who was “left behind as usual” by “bro” before going on a hilarious quest in Paper Mario: The Thousand Year Door.
ANSWER: Luigi

2) The Japanese-only sequel to this game let you play as a girl named Mint, and the same underlying concept for this game was used in a PC release subtitled Play It.  The first battle in this game takes place against Tech Sam, who teaches you how to play, and locations in this game include the Science Club, which is headed by Rick.  Flying and Surfing versions of a certain character in this game can be obtained by trading with Ishihara.  Tournaments take place in (*) Challenge Hall, and some of the final opponents in story mode include Courtney, Steve, Jack and Rod.  The protagonist, who hangs out with his friend Ronald, is aided in his quest to be a Grand Master by Dr. Mason.  Items in this game included Fire and Grass Energy, and defeating enemies will give you Booster Packs.  For 10 points, name this GameBoy Color adaptation of an activity where you spent $8 opening packs in hopes getting a holographic Charizard.
ANSWER: Pokemon Trading Card Game

3) In his second appearance, he warns that he’ll “be wearing my angry hat ... and lemme tell you, it’s one ugly hat” if he’s forced to show up again.  In another game, he owns a surveillance store with his brother Don.  This character defines life as “not being able to do things over again”.  In his first appearance, he tells the player that when you do an action he compares to “pressing an emergency (*) call button” he has to “come and read you the riot act”.  He asks if you happened to “break our controller” or “kick our TV” after faking to delete all of your data.  Sometimes this character will literally make you type out an apology for offending him, letting you know that even though it’s your Nintendo GameCube, it’s still not okay what you’re doing.  For 10 points, name this mole from Animal Crossing that bitches at you when you leave the game without saving.
ANSWER: Mr. Resetti

4) After you defeat Francis in this game, you can go back and talk to the cowardly Barry to have him join your party, which allows you to shield yourself with spikes.  One mini-game available at an arcade in this game has you shooting ghosts and is titled “Mansion Patrol”, and you can cheat in the “Forget Me Not” matching game by pressing the home button to do a hard pause of the game.  An elaborate side quest involving obtaining a You-Know-What (*) for Bestovius culminates with Piccolo joining your party, and players can run faster by collecting Dashell at the bottom of the Pit of 100 Trials.  Gameplay tips are dished out by Carson and Garson, two residents of its chief location, Fliptown.  Soon after starting this game you obtain Thoreau, who can pick up enemies and items, although you start with the detection abilities of Tippi, one of the many Pixls in this game.  Originally scheduled for release on the Gamecube, the protagonist possesses the ability to change the perspective from 2D to 3D.  More of a platformer than its predecessors, for 10 points, name this Wii entry in a Nintendo RPG series starring a flat plumber.
ANSWER: Super Paper Mario

5) A guide for beating one game using only this character instructs you to give Muarim’s demi-band to Nasir in the final chapter, “Twisted Tower”, to avoid Nasir accidentally doing damage to enemies.  If the player views info after defending Talrega, Calill will join this character’s party.  By using an Occult Scroll on this character, he can use a master ability called Aether, which lets him deal massive damage while healing himself at the same time.  In a (*) support conversation, he insinuates that Titania secretly loved his father, and that father of this character is killed by the Black Knight.  In another support conversation, he’s invited to Gallia to train, despite the fact that he’s a beroc and not a laguz.  His father was a commander of a namesake group of mercenaries and was named Greill.  He also intervenes to stop a rebellion against Elincia in Radiant Dawn.  For 10 points, name this protagonist of Fire Emblem: Path of Radiance, who provides the avatar to a certain Illinois quizbowler.
ANSWER: Ike

6) The best playable character in this game to not appear in another series was Gene Yuss.  One side quest sees the player attempt to dislodge a crow from a flag in order to give back a hat.  300 experience points can be obtained in this game by finding the three characters the player didn’t choose to select as his play at the start; those playable characters were named Kid, Joe, Sherry and Azalea.  A Star (*) Challenge in this game includes taking part in several Approach Contests.   Locations in this game include the Dune Club and the Marion Club.  Like a game that featured both singles and doubles play, characters from this game could be transferred to its N64 counterpart to gain experience.  Playable characters include Wario, who tends to fade.  For 10 points, name this Camelot title for the GameBoy Color starring a certain Nintendo mascot on the links.
ANSWER: Mario Golf

7) Near the end of this game, a statue is erected to the protagonist after he rescues King Desma from the trance-like state he’s in.  This game begins with the protagonist being awoken with the insult, “Hey!  Mr. 35-year old!”  A dog named Barkle will help the protagonist if he gives the dog some bones, and the player can be assisted in battles by mercenaries hired from Bodyguard Salons.  Those aforementioned battles are controlled by tapping the stylus on the ball of dust where the scrum is taking place.  The player dies in this game when he runs out of the titular currency, and characters in it include Pinkle.  It was followed by a sequel where the title character took a Love Balloon Trip.  The main plot twist in this game occurs when the protagonist learns that Uncle Rupee is using him to collect money.  Released in Japan and Europe but not the US, for 15 points, name this DS game starring a fairy from the Zelda universe.
ANSWER: Freshly-Picked Tingle’s Rosy Rupeeland

8) In one game, reaching the rank of Rainbow automatically provides the character with one called Excellent!!  In another game, one of these titled Triple Dip allows you to use three items in one turn.  Several of these are sold in a shop owned by Merlow.  Battles against weaker enemies can be avoided (*) by using one of these called Bump Attack, which is found in the Toad Town Tunnels.  In another game series, the Rainbow one of these allows you to use Strength in the overworld, while the Marsh one lets you command creatures over Level 70 with impunity.  For 10 points, name these objects that provide abilities to Mario and Luigi, and that are also given up by people like Lt. Surge and Brock after beating a gym in Pokemon.
ANSWER: Badges

9) Questions asked in this game include “What does Sistine mean in Latin?” and “Alexander Gorsky is said to have introduced what into ballet?”  Its final boss has you lamely jumping on the head of Manfred after obtaining artifacts like the Crown Jewels and the Bust of Shakespeare in England.  Sometimes the protagonist is unable to get back to his home castle because of a pokey, while new locations in this game are reached by using the Globulator operated by (*) Yoshi.  Its ending sees Bowser shot into Antarctica, and it was the last game starring its protagonist until he used the Poltergust 3000 in his namesake Gamecube launch title.  For 10 points, name this game where Luigi has to find his brother.
ANSWER: Mario is Missing

10) This character surprises Koume while she’s picking mushrooms, immobilizing her, and he was responsible for breaking the Great Fairy into pieces.  He shares a similar interest as Kamo from a game he doesn’t appear in.  Because he doesn’t like adults, this character will sometimes attack the player with poison needles.  He can be prevented from (*) running off in the Lost Woods by playing Saria’s Song.  After playing an annoying game of hide and go seek with this character, he reveals the location of the Master Sword in Twilight Princess.  While sitting on the clock tower, this flute player draws the moon toward the earth by wearing the title object of one game he appears in.  For 10 points, name this antagonist of Majora’s Mask, whose name derives from the morbid mask it wears.
ANSWER: Skull Kids

11) The first game in this series began by asking you questions like “You are offered a choice of two gifts.  Which one will you take?” and “A test is coming up.  How do you study for it?” in order to determine your personality.  A remake in this series added several “Special Episodes”, one of which saw the creation of Team Charm.  The first game in this series contained the (*) Makuhita Dojo, where you could take part in mazes like the Bug and Team Rumblerock mazes.  In one game in this series, the player must counteract the aggressive tendencies of Team Meanies, whose members include Ekans.  Games in this series have been named for the Explorers of Darkness.  One of the games in this series begins with the human protagonist turned into a creature like a Treecko, a Cyndaquil or a Charmander.  For 10 points, name this series of handheld rougelike games in the Pokemon series.
ANSWER: Pokemon Mystery Dungeon

12) A character of this type was originally going to be made into a Southern Fried Egg Dog of Tastiness by Mr. Hoggle, who owns a hot dog stand.  A group of these characters called the Fearsome Five are tracked down with the aid of Sushie.  In one game, you need to give a special type of bean to seven of these characters inside of a namesake theatre.  The home to these characters is disturbed by a giant named (*) Yoob in another game.  One character of this type eventually learns the Stampede technique and later does battle under the pseudonym, The Great Gonzales Jr in the Glitz Pit.  A sun-glasses wearing creature of this type likes to eat their namesake cookies and races you in the Mushroom Derby in Super Mario RPG.  For 10 points, name these creatures that often hatch from eggs, whose island titles the sequel to Super Mario World.
ANSWER: Yoshis

13) Defeating the Gummy Giant in this game prevents you from doing a sidequest in the Glissini Cave if you haven’t done so already.  The final boss in this game launches the devastating Stabby Fork and Big Crunch attacks and is named Shadra.  During battles, players in the back row are protected from enemy attacks and also able to cast multi-target magic spells.  Its plot is set in motion when the protagonists get in rockets to go find the missing Miss Madeline.  Types in this game include Wood, which is associated with the green color.  One character in this game is commonly called a “freak” not because he’s a talking salamander but because he has magic powers; that character is named Chai.  The silent protagonist is joined by party members like Mokka and Lassi and is a student at the Will O’ Wisps Academy.  It was preceded by an untranslated GBA RPG where the protagonists went on a vacation.  For 15 points, name this Brownie Brown RPG for the DS, heavily based on astrology.
ANSWER: Magical Starsign

14) Although it didn’t get a release on this system, one game with RPG elements originally in development for this system let you save the punch and kick combos you created in its turn-based battles and cast you as Mr. Diaz, who has to stop a plan that involves replacing people with hybrids.  After moving development to this system, one game attracted the new subtitle Forest of the Chimera; although that game was ultimately canceled, it was remade onto the (*) GBA.  It would have been possible to create RPGs in an unreleased game for this system that was a follow up to games with subtitles like Talent Studio and Polygon Studio; those games could have been shared on its RANDnet service.  One game originally developed for this system changed the location of the Gold Skulltulas and was re-released in the United States for people who pre-ordered Wind Waker.  It was originally announced that Dragon Quest VII was being developed for this system, although it ultimately ended up on the Playstation.  For 10 points, name this system that was the original home of the “Master Quest” for Ocarina of Time, a failed Japanese-only add-on to the N64.
ANSWER: Nintendo 64DD [or N64 DD or N64 Disk Drive]

15) In the anime, this unevovled Pokemon helps Ash and company defeat a Grimer and a Muk that are polluting Gringey City.  A question mark photo can be obtained by taking a picture of three of these Pokemon together in the Tunnel level of Pokemon Snap.  Along with Nosepass, the evolved form of this Pokemon could evolve again in Mt. Coronet.  According to one Pokedex entry, the (*) waves it emits help it block gravity.  In Gold and Silver, it’s the only unevolved Pokemon besides Porygon that can learn through leveling up the move of Zap Cannon.  Along with its evolved form, this Pokemon was the only first generation creature to gain an added type in Gold and Silver; that added type made it a dual electric and steel Pokemon.  Its body possesses two Phillips’ Head screws on it.  For 10 points, name this Pokemon, consisting of an eye with two magnets on its side.
ANSWER: Magnemite

16) This character’s father frequently gets the name of a causeway confused, calling it the “Star Thingy” and “Star Street”; that father also guides the protagonist to Barrel Volcano after this character leaves your party.  One technique he possesses allows the player to expose an enemy’s thoughts and see its HP and is titled (*) Pyschopath, while at Level 18 he can call down a giant Starman with Star Rain.  This character’s true identify is revealed by the creator of a work called A Plumber’s Lament.  His coin is stolen by Croco in his first appearance, leading him to shed tears that cause it to rain.  A sculptor named Garro helps reveal the true identity of this character, which allows him to replace Valentina’s minion Dodo as the prince of Nimbus Land.  For 10 points, name this party member from Super Mario RPG, with a marshmallow-esque physique.
ANSWER: Mallow

17) Inside one of these entities, Bowser tries to get high scores using his special moves like Koopa Corps and Magikoopa Mob.  In Chapter 29 of Fire Emblem 7, one of these is only accessible by using Warp, and even then requires the player to have earlier stolen a Member’s Card from a thief.  Another one of these entities in Bowser’s Inside Story is where you turn in (*) Blitties you’ve collected and is run by a character with a French accent, Monsieur Broque.  Various types of chairs are offered in one located within the Secret Base in Fortree City in Ruby & Pearl.  A vending machine can be found on the roof of one of these places in Celadon City, an establishment which also contains items like a Fire Stone and numerous TMs.  Monster Bait and Magical Shields can be found in the ones in the original Zelda game.  For 10 points, name these places where you can buy items in games like Fire Emblem.
ANSWER: Shop [accept equivalents like Market or Pokemart]

18) A forest named for these creatures contains a lakeside where Mayor Hagen makes masks. The protagonist of one game is able to obtain a bigger bomb bag by engaging in a Kinstone Fusion with one of these creatures named Belari.  A leader of these creatures named Gentari tasks you with reforging a blade named for their alternate appellation, the (*) Picori.  One creature who was originally a member of this race eventually transforms into a giant black eyeball with horns named for his “Wrath”; that character is named Vaati and escaped from being this race with the help of a magical item invented by Ezlo.  Ezlo had the ability to shrink the protagonist in size whenever he neared a portal named for them.  For 10 points, name these diminutive creatures, whose namesake Cap titles a portable Zelda game.
ANSWER: Minish [accept Picori until mentioned]

19) In one trading card set, this Pokemon possesses a move that has you flip a coin that determines whether you get to look at and rearrange the top four cards of your deck or your opponent’s deck.  In the Skyridge expansion, it can remove two damage counters from itself and any other Pokemon of the same type with its Empathetic Healing move.  One of these Pokemon is the first boss in the Guardian Signs entry in the Pokemon Ranger franchise.  Making use of an egg that knows Beat Up as its third move and a bad clone can create one of these Pokemon in its namesake egg glitch.  This Pokemon was at the center of the fourth feature film, which was subtitled Voice of the Forest.  In Japan, a special GS Ball could be used to trigger a battle with this Pokemon after going to a shrine in Ilex Forest.  Like Mew, this time traveler was not originally shown in the Pokedex.  For 10 points, name this secret Pokemon from Gold and Silver.
ANSWER: Celebi

20) In one game, this activity can be assisted by a Bee Larva and can be done in a location owned by Hena.  In anothergame, your protagonist makes jokes like “Whoever colored it did a real good job”, “Looks like it could use a little sun... and a little diet”, and “I’m really cut-up over how to turn this into a pun” after successfully engaging in this activity.  A (*) guru in this activity will give up an item if you talk to him in Vermilion City in Red & Blue.  This activity is not possible until visiting Uli’s house in Twilight Princess, and that item obtained is later useful for distracting Ganondorf.  In another game, a beaver named Chip judges contests in this activity, and along with fossils, paintings and insects, the results of this activity are placed in a museum supervised by Blathers.  In Twilight Princess, it’s how you get a Hylian Loach, while it’s possible to obtain a Dratini by performing this action in the Safari Zone.  For 10 points, name this action which you can perform with the Old Rod to get Magikarps in Pokemon.
ANSWER: Fishing
