[10] This Ganja-smoking running back spent a year with the Toronto Argonauts in 2006.
ANSWER: Ricky Williams
[10]This quarterback spent the first 4 years of his professional career in Calgary before playing well for the 49ers. He also had a stint in Philadelphia and three awful stays in Cleveland, Detroit and Oakland.
ANSWER: Jeff Garcia
[10]This Notre Dame wide receiver shocked the football world in 1991 by signing a contract with the Toronto Argonauts on the eve of the NFL draft.. That year he was named the Grey Cup MVP. He later had a less than stellar career with the NFL’s Raiders, Panthers and Cowboys.
ANSWER: Raghib “Rocket” Ismail (Accept either Raghib or “Rocket”, do not accept Ismail. He has a brother nicknamed “The Missile” who also played wide receiver)
2) For the most part, games set in this series are located in the Wumpa Islands.  Aku Aku, a witch doctor’s spirit, is shown in this series as a floating piece of wood.  TNT and Nitro crates are found (*) in this game and cause problems for the title character.  Currently developed by Radical Entertainment, the original games were created by Naughty Dog.  N Gin[engine] and Dr. Neo Cortex cause problems in FTP what game series featuring a marsupial?
ANSWER: Crash Bandicoot
BONUS: FTPE name these other games by Naughty Dog
[10] Dealing with the ancient race of precursors and 6 different types of Eco, this game features a namesake duo and spawned 2 sequels.
ANSWER: Jak and Daxter
[10]Featuring the Heir of Sir Francis Drake searching for treasure, this series was a key title for the PS3
ANSWER: Uncharted: Drake’s Fortune (Accept Uncharted 2)
[10]Naughty Dog published this game for the Sega Genesis that features a young sorcerer attempting to collect 11 of the namesake items.
ANSWER: Rings of Power
3) This character, in the 573rd issue of his namesake comic, teamed up with Stephen Colbert to fight crime. In Entertainment Weekly President Obama was once depicted as him and in real-life, he is Obama’s favorite superhero. He first appeared in Amazing Fantasy #15 (*) in 1962 and during the Civil War series, he originally sided with the pro-Registration forces, but eventually joined the anti-Registration forces after questioning Tony Stark’s motives. FTP, name this Marvel Comics superhero whose secret identity is Peter Parker and whose love interest is Mary Jane.
ANSWER: Spider-Man (prompt on Peter Parker before mentioned, prompt on Spidey)
BONUS: FTPE, name these villains from the Spider-Man universe.
[10]This villain has four robotic “tentacles,” which were bonded to his body after a lab explosion.
ANSWER: Doctor Octopus (accept Doc Ock)
[10]He is a combination of a symbiote spawned from Venom and the serial killer Cletus Kasady.
ANSWER: Carnage
[10]This villain has a mystical serum that gives similar strength to Spider-Man. He also refuses to use any weapons of any sort when he goes hunting.
ANSWER: Kraven the Hunter (accept Sergei Kravinoff)
4) His 1993 group, consisting of the members Big Syke, Rated R, and his step-brother Mopreme, released their first album with the help of Johnny J Jackson. Born straight out of East Harlem and named after a Peruvian(*) revolutionary, he started his career with Digital Underground but later found solo success with his song “Keep Ya Head Up.” Selling over 75 million albums, for 10 points, name this gangster rapper of such works as “Dear Mama” and “California Love.”
ANSWER: Tupac Amaru Shakur
BONUS: For ten points each name these rappers that, unlike Tupac, were absolutely horrible. 
[10]This man, redeemed by a performance in Invincible and other films, started off his celebrity career with some god-awful rapping in such songs like “Good Vibrations”
ANSWER: Marky Mark(Accept Mark Wahlberg)
[10]Some may argue that the fact that he was in Public Enemy may have saved his rep, but that doesn’t forgive his VH1 appearances that have lead to shows such as “I Love New York,” and “I Love Money.” 
ANSWER: Flava Flav 
[10]Even though his notoriety was small back in the 80’s, this semi-racist Caucasian rapper made a comeback on Tosh.0
ANSWER: The Average Home-boy
5) The Virtual Console of this game allows items in game to be sent to the Wii message board.  Using a motorized amphibious buggy, the main character can explore 7 different stages (*), the last of which is unlocked by finding all of the titular signs, which are just landmarks throughout the levels.  63 of the title creatures can be found in this game, though the last level only features number 151. For ten points name this game which features a photographer taking pictures of certain pocket monsters.
ANSWER: Pokémon Snap
BONUS: The South Range Academic Challenge Team sure does love their Pokémon! FTPE name these poke-regions
[10]This region, east of Johto is introduced in the 1st and 2nd Generation games. Some famous characters from this region are Professor Oak and Misty.
ANSWER: Kanto
[10]The 3rd Generation games take place in this region, with such towns as Littleroot town
ANSWER: Hoenn
[10]The 4th Generation is hosted in this region, which is based off of Hokkaido
ANSWER: Sinnoh
6) The last two skits in this series were aired in 2005 and 2009 and the latter featured Kathy Lee Gifford. Jimmy Fallon appears in 6 episodes of this sketch, portraying different characters such as Nicolas Cage and French Stewart.(*)  Tom Hanks has appeared on this show as himself, albeit a dumber version.  Notable answers in this sketch include threeve, and “indoors,” which turned out to read “I Heart Boobs”.  FTP, name this SNL skit which Will Farrel portrays Alex Trebek.
ANSWER: Celebrity Jeopardy! (Prompt on Jeopardy!)
BONUS: FTP name these celebrities on Celebrity Jeopardy, given a description and the actor who played them.
[10]The Celebrity Jeopardy! sketch was originally thought up in order for Norm Macdonald to portray “Turd Furgeson,” this actor’s Jeopardy! alter-ego.
ANSWER: Burt Renyolds
[10]Darrel Hammond plays the most notorious celebrity on the show, who constantly pokes fun with Trebeck with such stunts as changing category names to such things as “Things Trebek Sucks” and constatly poking fun at Trebek’s mother.
ANSWER: Sean Connery
[10]Kenan Thompsan plays this senile old man, who gives such Final Jeopardy answers as “Frazzle Snazzle”
ANSWER: Bill Cosby 
7) In the beginning of this film, the main character sits in a theatre, watching a short movie about his hero, Charles Muntz.  Soon after, he meets (*) the love of his life, and through a short montage, the two go happily through their lives until Ellie dies.  Carl then starts to fulfill her dream of going to Paradise Falls.  Along the way, he meets a young Wilderness Explorer, a talking dog, and a brightly colored bird.  FTP, name this 2009 Disney Pixar movie featuring Carl and Ellie Frederickson, Dug, and Kevin.
ANSWER: UP
BONUS: Name these newer Disney movies, FTPE
[10]This 2008 movie has little dialogue, and follows the story of a clean-up robot.
ANSWER: WALL-E
[10]John Travolta and Miley Cyrus provide voices for the main characters in this 2008 movie.
ANSWER: Bolt
[10]Tom Hanks and Tim Allen return to provide voices for characters Woody and Buzz Lightyear in this 2010 sequel.
ANSWER: Toy Story 3
8) This type of object is the name of a roller coaster that can be found at Freestyle Music Park in Myrtle Beach, South Carolina.  This object is also the name of a backup utility developed by Apple that was included with Mac OS X and was introduced with the 10.5 “Leopard” release of OS X. (*) This object is also the name of a 1993 Joe Satriani album featuring songs such as “Flying in a Summer Dream” and “Rubina,” while  this object was first invented in an H.G. Wells novel of the same name.  FTP, name this type of object, an example of which is Doc Brown’s DeLorean.
ANSWER: Time Machine
BONUS:  Joe Satriani is an awesome guitarist.  FTPE, name these things about him.
[10]On December 4th, 2008, Satriani filed a lawsuit against this band, whose singles include “Viva la Vida” and “Yellow.”
ANSWER:  Coldplay
[10]This Joe Satriani song has been on numerous lists for the best guitar solos of all time.  It was recently featured on Guitar Hero: World Tour and as a downloadable song for the Rock Band series.
ANSWER: Satch Boogie
[10]Satriani formed this band along with Red Hot Chili Peppers drummer Chad Smith and ex-Van Halen vocalist Sammy Hagar.
ANSWER: Chickenfoot
9) It is said that these creatures enjoy chai tea.  A daily comic strip of this type of creature was created by Ryan North featuring controversial topic such as sexuality and philosophy and even sometimes etc! A namesake website says they use saddles and obey the laws of thermodynamics. (*) A Youtube video states that these creatures love little puppies. In the original season of the Power Rangers, each Ranger had a zord that turned into one of these, except for the black one who had a Mammoth.  FTP, name is type of creature that Barney and his friends are known for being.
ANSWER: Dinosaurs 
BONUS: FTP, Name this articles of clothing that, if you are emo or scene, probably have dinosaurs on them.
[10] These articles are protected by Sneakers O’Toole in an episode of Family Guy. Joseph Jackson famously did not wear these while playing for the Chicago Black Sox.
ANSWER: Shoes
[10] Dwight Schrute claims to be a purple colored one of these in Goju-Ryu karate, before getting beaten by Michael Scott at his Dojo.
ANSWER: Belt
[10] In an episode of Seinfeld, Mr. Pitt has Elaine search all day for a pair of one of these articles of clothing. However, he is never satisfied with any of the types she brings him.
ANSWER: Socks
10) This city was home for a year to a team owned by Myles Tannenbaum. That team brought this city the very last USFL Championship in 1985 thanks in part to the effort of Quarterback Chuck Fusina. In addition to the Stars, this city was home to the man who led it to it’s first Super Bowl, Earl Morrell. (*) After Super Bowl V, a team from this city did not play in the Big Game until one found victory in Super Bowl XXXIV(34) under head coach Brian Billick. FTP, name this city once home to Johnny Unitas’s Colts and current home to Ray Lewis’ Ravens.
ANSWER: Baltimore
BONUS: In 1983 Colts owner Robert Irsay moved the Colts from Baltimore to Indianapolis in the middle of the night, pissing off many. Answer some related questions pertaining to teams leaving cities, For 10 Points Each.
[10]In 1994 this man, then the owner, moved the Cleveland Browns from Cleveland to Baltimore. I’m pretty sure everyone still hates him for it.
ANSWER: Art Modell
[10]In 2004 this team moved from its original city to Washington, where it has been a miserable excuse for a baseball team, but not before spending some time in Puerto Rico. The move perhaps proves that Canadians are smarter than Americans in rejecting almost all baseball, save the Toronto Blue Jays.
ANSWER: Montreal Expos(Accept Either)

BONUS: Before you have no worries for the rest of your days, you must first answer these Lion King based questions.
[10]These two characters take in young Simba and raise him to live a worry-free lifestyle, eating bugs and lounging in trees.
ANSWER: Timon and Pumbaa
[10]Timon is this type of small and rather skinny creature that as has a show on Discovery channel that features their “manor.”
ANSWER:  Meerkat
[10]This actress provided the voice to Shenzi, the only female in the group of 3 hyenas.
ANSWER: Whoopi Goldberg
13) The titular characters in this cartoon are the sons of Dr. Bolton. The plot revolves around the central  brothers’ attempts to stop Dr. Piranoid and his Seaviates from mutating the people of Fission City. “Jawsome”(*) is a phrase frequently uttered by the main characters, perhaps relating to the fact that everyone in this cartoon has a sea themed name. [10]This doll was first released in 1959. In 1961 her boyfriend Ken was introduced.
ANSWER: Barbie Millicent Roberts
[10]You can ask this device questions about your future. Some replies it can give are “Signs point to yes,”
“Ask again later,” or “My sources say no.”
ANSWER: Magic 8-Ball
[10]Mattel produces this line of die cast cars.
ANSWER: Hot Wheels
14) This instrument was brought to the United States by Portuguese immigrants and its popularity was spread in the early 20th century.  It can come in four sizes including soprano, concert, tenor, and baritone.  Hybrids of this instrument (*) have come to include ones of the banjo and harp types.  The typical one comes in a figure eight shape and is plucked to make a noise.  FTP, name this instrument usually associated with the island of Hawaii.
ANSWER:  Ukulele
BONUS: Name these related questions, FTPE.
[10]This band plays the ukulele in their song “Obladi Oblada”
ANSWER: The Beatles
[10]The Beatles’ music was used to make the entire soundtrack of this 2007 film.
ANSWER: Across the Universe
[10]These 5 words were from a famous Beatles’ song and major theme in Across the Universe.  They are also used in Moulin Rouge.
ANSWER: All You Need Is Love 
15) This man started his career as a stage actor during the 1980’s, with  his first film role coming as a subway thief in the 1986 film Heartburn, and he gained critical acclaim in the 90’s for his role in the film The Usual Suspects. (*) He then messed with viewer’s minds in the 1995 film Se7en as villain John Doe.  He famously yelled “WRONG!” to Brandon Routh in Superman Returns, which quickly turned into an Internet meme.  FTP, name this actor, perhaps most famous for his role as Lester Burnham in the 1999 film American Beauty.
ANSWER: Kevin Spacey
BONUS: Name these other characters in American Beauty, FTPE
[10]Wes Bentley plays this possible love interest to Lester’s daughter
Answer: Ricky Fitts
[10]Chris Cooper plays this homophobic father to Ricky Fitts
Answer: Frank Fitts (Prompt on Fitts)
[10]Mena Suvari plays this friend of Lester’s daughter, who seems to have a love interest in Lester
Answer: Angela Hayes
16) Nancy Pelosi  once uploaded one of these to her official YouTube channel. Perhaps a more devastating use of this was a worm that infected jailbroken iPhones. In an episode of Family Guy Brian does this(*) to the watchers. For April Fools’ Day 2008 YouTube’s front page hyperlinked to different versions of this meme. FTP; name this internet phenomenon started on 4chan, in which Rick Astley admits that he’s no stranger to love and promises that he’s never gonna give you up.
ANSWER: Rickrolling (accept Rickroll)
BONUS: Your boss could use the internet to check your resume. FTPE:
[10]The self-styled “CEO and Professional Athlete” Aleksey Vayner created this video resume, in which he claims that the Dai Lama wrote his college recommendation letter.
Answer: Impossible Is Nothing
[10]This actor created a parody of Impossible Is Nothing titled Impossible is the Opposite of Possible. He also played Evan in Superbad.
Answer: Michael Cera
[10]This CBS sitcom parodied Impossible Is Nothing in the episode “The Possimpible.” Characters in this show include Marshall, Robin, Barney, Ted, and Lily as well as being narrated by Bob Saget.
Answer: How I Met Your Mother
17) The original concept for this show was called Tall Tales or True, but was rejected due to the network already having a show that was very similar already.  The pitch was then refined to just focus on specific aspects of the stories instead of just telling them.  The cast of this show do most of their work at the M5 Industries (*) workshop in San Francisco.  During the third season, the normal cast was broken into two separate teams with Grant, Tory and Kari working on the smaller experiments while  Jamie and Adam still focus on the bigger experiments.  FTP, name this Discovery Channel series that experiments with popular urban myths or legends, such as pop rocks mixed with soda.

ANSWER: The Deadliest Catch
[10]This documentary program shows how common, everyday items like motors and bubblegum are manufactured.
ANSWER: How It’s Made
[10]Ben Bailey is the host of this game show that takes place entirely in the streets of New York, both during the day and at night.
ANSWER: Cash Cab
18) One scene from this film shows a dinner table argument over the Rodney King incident, while others  depicts the protagonist’s conversations with Lamont in the prison laundry room.  The opening  scene in this film depicts three black men trying to steal(*) Derek’s truck, and ends with a vicious curb stomp. Edward Norton portrays the protagonist, as he tries to show his brother Daniel the error of his former Neo-Nazi ways. FTP, name this film whose title is a reference to the subject that Danny’s principal teaches him.
ANSWER: American History X
BONUS:  Edward Norton has slowly but surely become a fairly well-known actor.  FTPE, name these other movies that Edward Norton stars in.
[10]Norton plays Sheldon Mopes in this 2002 dark comedy film about the downfall of a children’s television star, Rainbow Randolph.
ANSWER: Death to Smoochy
[10]Edward Norton portrays Will Graham’s search for the titular serial killer with help from Hannibal Lecter in this Silence of the Lambs prequel.
ANSWER:  Red Dragon
[10]Edward Norton stars as the un-named narrator of this 1999 film, also featuring Brad Pitt as Tyler Durden.
ANSWER:  Fight Club
19) Currently owned by Charlie and Dick Monfort, this franchise’s inaugural season ended at 67-95, but 1st baseman Andres Galarraga still won the batting title with a .370 average.  They opened their new ballpark in 1995 just after acquiring Larry Walker, who would form the “Blake Street Bombers”(*) with teammates Dante Bichette and Vinny Castilla.  Their shining moment came when they won 14 of their last 15 games and stunned the Padres in a 1-game playoff in 2007 leading to a dramatic World Series run.  Troy Tulowitzki and Clint Barmes are two key players on, for ten points, what franchise that originally played in Mile High Stadium before moving to Coors Field in 1995?
ANSWER:  Colorado Rockies (accept either)
 
BONUS:  Teams often relocate to new cities for various reasons.  Given the original MLB team, identify the franchise they became when they changed cities.
 [10] The Washington Senators moved in 1961 and became this team, although Washington was immediately granted an expansion team to replace them, a team also named the Senators.
ANSWER:  Minnesota Twins (accept either)
[10] The St. Louis Browns moved in 1954 and became this team.
ANSWER:  Baltimore Orioles (accept either)
 [10] Although they didn’t change cities, the original St. Louis Browns became the “Perfectos” briefly before the name of the Cincinnati franchise inspired this nickname.
ANSWER:  (St. Louis) Cardinals (do not accept “Maroons” as that was a different franchise altogether)

[10]Name this 1985 movie set during detention at Shermer High School.
ANSWER: The Breakfast Club
[10] Principal Richard “Dick” Vernon was played by this man. In the movie, he warns John Bender that “If you mess with the bull, you’ll get the horns.” He also appeared as Professor MacDoogle in Van Wilder.
ANSWER: Paul Gleason
[10]In the climactic scene where all 5 students are talking on the 2nd floor balcony of the library, Bender criticizes Brian for not being able to correctly construct one of these devices in the shape of an elephant.
ANSWER: A Lamp
TB. This actor was the subject of a hoax that he was running for president, with the catch phrase “No More Zoos” as his slogan.  He portrayed Max Zorin in the film “A View to a Kill” and Max Shreck in “Batman Returns,” both of which featured him as a million dollar industrialist.  He danced his way to a Grammy in Fatboy Slim’s music video “Weapon of Choice” and played the angel of death in disguise as Morty, in Click.  FTP name this actor, who “had a fever” and needed “more cowbell.”
ANSWER: Christopher Walken
