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Tossups
1. A scene in this movie includes a meeting with the “Three Wisemen”, while another sees the main figures arrive at “The Jungles” to visit a Salvadoran mistress. At one point, Latino gangster “Smiley” is playing poker with gang members Moreno and Sniper. A main figure in this film reluctantly takes a hit of marijuana, which he later finds out is laced with PCP. Macy Gray plays the wife of the supplier “Sandman”, while disabled drug dealer Blue is played by Snoop Dogg. Other officers include Paul, portrayed by Dr. Dre, and Tom Berenger has a substantial part as D.A. Stan Gursky. Jake Hoyt soon realizes that his by-the-book approach to police work is in contrast to the “blending in” approach of his evaluator Alonzo Harris. FTP, name this film about LAPD narcotics detectives featuring Ethan Hawke as well as Denzel Washington in an Oscar-winning role.

A: Training Day 

2. Patty Smyth of the band Scandal was once asked to be this band’s lead singer, but she declined the offer. One of their songs contains the lyric “you know it’s more than just some new sensation, well, the kid is into losin’ sleep”. One of their most recent albums was 1995’s Balance, and Mark Stone left this band in 1974, when they still used the name Mammoth. Longtime bassist Michael Anthony left the band in 2005, and a successful song by them states “I feel her from across the room, yes, it’s love in the third degree”. In 1996, the former lead singer of Extreme became their third lead singer. They had big success with the 1980s albums 1984 and 5150. Two of their most famous songs are “Dance the Night Away” and “Jump”. FTP, name this hard rock band, which has had lead singers Sammy Hagar and David Lee Roth.

A: Van Halen

3. One person with this last name appeared as Seth Cosella on a 2005 episode of Still Standing and appeared as himself in an episode of Phil of the Future. Another figure with this last name starred as Mike Mills in the 1990 television movie When You Remember Me. An actor with this surname is most famous for a role, in which he appeared alongside Rider Strong. In a 2009 episode of Family Guy, one man with this last name reveals that he is both Michael Moore and Rush Limbaugh. That man is famous for a TV role, where he had an older brother Wayne and love interest Winnie. His younger brother with this last name starred on a show, which included Mr. Feeny and Topanga. FTP, name this common last name of two brothers who starred respectively on The Wonder Years and Boy Meets World.

A: Savage  

4. The band The Lightning Seeds named themselves after a misheard lyric in this song. Justin Timberlake sampled the drums from this song on his 2007 single “Until the End of Time”. One part of this song claims “the rain sounds so cool when it hits the barn roof, and the horses wonder who you are”. It talks about two people who went “riding down by old man Johnson’s farm”. The song opens as the vocalist explains “I was working part time in a five-and-dime, my boss was Mr. McGee”.  In reference to the title item, the singer notes “if it was warm she wouldn’t wear much more” and that it’s “the kind you find in a second hand store”. FTP, name this song by Prince about a titular hair ornament of a certain color. 

A: Raspberry Beret

5. A song by this name talks about something, which “breaks walls and window pane” and is a track off of the album Invaders Must Die by The Prodigy. A 1990 movie with this as the final word of the title includes the character Buck Bretherton, played by John C. Reilly. One song by this name claims “your eyes are the brightest of all the colors” and is by the pop rock band Boys Like Girls. The Double-A affiliate of the New York Yankees, which plays in Trenton, also has this name. This is the final word of the title of a 2008 movie featuring characters Kirk Lazarus and Tugg Speedman, for which Robert Downey, Jr. earned a Best Supporting Actor nomination. A famous song by Bruce Springsteen has a title in which this precedes the word “road”, and in a 1965 James Bond movie title, this precedes the word “ball”. FTP, give this word often contrasted with lightning.

A: Thunder
6. One character in this comic strip apparently made millions designing the video game Eyez of Zeye. Another character in this strip changed her name to “Sheraton St. Louis” after winning a Chamber of Commerce Beauty Pageant. This comic strip features such animals as the cat Cuddles and the dog Puddles, as well as the snobbish antagonist Tiffany Farrell. The titular character’s brother is a firefighter, while supporting characters include Delta and Bernice. The titular character had a crush on Aaron Hill and lives at home with her parents Nancy and Frank DeGroot. For 10 points, name this Greg Evans comic strip about the titular teenage girl.

7. His first real role was as Jerry in the 1988 made for television drama Lemon Sky. He joined an ensemble cast including Neve Campbell and Jamie Lee Curtis to appear as Bobby Calzone in the 2000 black comedy Drowning Mona. He starred as Sean in the 2001 horror thriller Soul Survivors, and he is married to Summer Phoenix, the sister of Joaquin Phoenix. He co-wrote a 2002 film about two friends who get lost while hiking in the desert, entitled Gerry. This actor played Morgan O’Mally in Good Will Hunting, and he received an Oscar nomination for playing Robert Ford in The Assassination of Jesse James by the Coward Robert Ford. FTP, name this high-voiced actor, who has appeared in several films with his older brother Ben.                                                                                                                                                                       A: Casey Affleck (Must say both names, prompt on Affleck)

8. One song on this album samples the backing music from the Tammi Terrell and Marvin Gaye hit “Ain’t No Mountain High Enough”. Singles off of this album include “Just Friends” and “Love Is a Losing Game”. One song from this album contains the line “meet you downstairs in the bar and hurt, your rolled up sleeves in your skull t-shirt”. This album’s title track talks about someone who had “no time to regret” and “kept his dick wet”. The most famous track on this album chronicles an obstinate figure, who claims “there’s nothing you can teach me that I can’t learn from Mr. Hathaway” and “I ain’t got the time and if my daddy thinks I’m fine”. FTP, name this album, which includes the songs “You Know I’m No Good” and “Rehab”, the second studio album by Amy Winehouse.

A: Back to Black

9. On its first offering in 2007, units of this item sold out in five and half hours, and this item remained completely out of stock until April 2008. An iPhone application was created for this in 2009 and allows users to synchronize their use of this product through a technology called “Whispersync”. In February 2009, an improved version of this became available, which featured improved battery life, reduced overall thickness, and 20 percent faster page refreshing. Menu options for this device allow users to search for synonyms and definitions from the built-in dictionary. It competes on the market with the Barnes & Noble nook, the Sony Reader, and other similar e-paper devices. FTP, name this platform developed by an Amazon.com subsidiary, which renders and displays e-books and other digital media.

A: Kindle

10. Two of his favorite bands are Queen and the fictional band Bucket of Hate. In one episode, Robin Newberry provides him with a cup cake, but his first real girlfriend is the violin-playing Wendy Cho. His grandmother Evelyn has agreed to pay for his college education, but also discovers that he is an excellent cook in addition to his obvious love of eating. At one point, his father marries a young woman named Kandi, while his mother marries his pediatrician Herb Melnick. His dad runs a chiropractic clinic in the San Fernando Valley, while his bowling shirt-wearing uncle formerly wrote jingles for a living. FTP, name this lazy son of Alan Harper and nephew of Charlie Harper on Two and a Half Men.

A: Jake Harper (Prompt on Harper)

11. He is highly regarded and a Hall of Famer, despite only throwing 12 more touchdowns than interceptions in his career. He achieved much success behind a rock solid offensive line, which included Russ Washington and Ed White. He is the first quarterback to ever throw for more than 4,000 yards in consecutive seasons and was drafted in the third round out of Oregon in 1973. He led his team to the AFC title game in 1980 and 1981 and spent his entire fifteen-year career with the same team. He often threw to John Jefferson and Wes Chandler, and his career really took off with the hiring of head coach Don “Air” Coryell. Some of his most famous targets were future Hall of Famers Charlie Joiner and Kellen Winslow. FTP, name this man, who quarterbacked the San Diego Chargers from 1973 to 1987.

A: Dan Fouts

12. G. Love recorded one of this man’s songs for his 1999 album Philadelphonic. One song by this man includes the line “I know she usually has some other ties, and I wouldn’t want to break ‘em, nah, I wouldn’t want to break ‘em”. His band includes piano player Zach Gill and bassist Merlo Podlewski, and his 2001 debut album Brushfire Fairytales was certified Platinum. One of his more famous songs contains the line “Must I always be playing playing your fool?”. His recent albums include 2005’s In Between Dreams and 2008’s Sleep Through the Static. He contributed many songs to the Curious George soundtrack including “Upside Down”. FTP, name this soft rock singer-songwriter famous for songs like “If I Had Eyes”, “Banana Pancakes”, and “Sitting, Waiting, Wishing”. 

A: Jack Johnson 
13. A modification of this item is required to defeat a dragon who terrorizes the City in the Sky, known as Argorok, while in another entry, this item must be obtained by defeating the ghost of a gravedigger in a race. A modification of this item must be used to defeat Morpha. Also used in conjuction with scarecrows, this item can also be found in the Catfish’s Maw in another entry, while in another game it can be found in the Catfish’s Maw. In Twilight Princess, this item is replaced with a claw-ended object, while in Ocarina of Time a longer version of it is found in the Water Temple. For 10 points, name this recurring object in the Legend of Zelda series, a machine consisting of a chain and a pointed end. 14. In a scene in this movie, one character’s grandparents become frozen and get put into a cupboard. That same character’s brother turns into a grotesque toad-like creature who eats flies. It spawned a television show, which starred Michael Manasseri and John Mallory Asher. The title track on this film’s soundtrack was performed by New Wave band Oingo Boingo. Bill Paxton plays domineering older brother Chet, and Robert Downey, Jr. plays Ian, a bully who dumps an Icee on the two protagonists while they are at the mall. After facing many different fears during their own house party, Gary and Wyatt gain much confidence and no longer need the social assistance of Lisa, played by Kelly LeBrock. FTP, name this film starring Anthony Michael Hall about two teenage boys that use a computer to create their dream woman.

A: Weird Science

15. The Allen Americans are this team’s CHL affiliate that began play in the 2009-2010 season. In 1994, they swept the St. Louis Blues, but lost to the Vancouver Canucks in the playoffs. In the 2006 offseason, they allowed defenseman Willie Mitchell to leave as a free agent, and they traded forward Niko Kapanen. Besides the Devils, Avalanche, and Red Wings, they are the only team that won a Stanley Cup from 1995-2003. Their only Stanley cup victory was in 1999 against the Sabres and was controversially clinched as Brett Hull scored a goal with his skate in the crease. FTP, name this current franchise, which moved from Minnesota and shortened its name in 1993 and is the only franchise for which Mike Modano has ever played.

A: Dallas Stars (Accept either answer)

16. Don King, Tim Robbins, and Eva Marie Saint all guest starred on episodes of this show. Its theme song was performed by popular jazz singer Al Jarreau and became a hit. In 1986, Curtis Armstrong joined the cast as Herbert Viola, a figure who becomes a love interest for Agnes, a quirky receptionist who often answers the phone in rhyming couplets. The show’s storyline begins as an accountant embezzles all of the assets of former model Maddie Hayes.  David Addison convinces Maddie to run City of Angels Detective Agency in partnership, but they rename it Blue Moon Investigations. FTP, name this detective show, on which Cybill Shepherd and Bruce Willis starred, and whose name alludes to lunar luminescence.

A: Moonlighting

17. In Major League Baseball, seven people did this in both the 1970s and 1990s, but only one player was able to do this in the 1980s. Isao Harimoto is the only person in the history of Japan’s Nippon Professional League to ever do this. The first player to do this was Cap Anson in 1897. Craig Biggio is the most recent player to do this and the only person to ever record an out while doing it. Ken Griffey, Jr. is the active player, who is closest to doing this.  Wade Boggs is the only player to do this by hitting a home run, and Paul Molitor is the only person to do it by hitting a triple. In a 2004 movie, Bernie Mac’s character unretires to try and do this. FTP, name this baseball milestone regarding reaching base a certain amount of times in one’s career by putting the ball in play. 

A: 3000 Hits (Accept equivalents like Getting 3000 Hits or Getting 3000th Hit)

18. At one point, he drives off into the sunset after stealing a car and abducting a girl. He later marries that girl, and despite his lack of studiousness, he eventually becomes a United States Senator. He is responsible for bestowing people with nicknames such as Wayndigo and Pinto. While making a motivational speech, he asks the others around him “was it over when the Germans bombed Pearl Harbor?”.  After putting a scoop of mashed potatoes in his mouth, he spits it all out and remarks “I’m a zit. Get it?”. One time, he smashes a car window by throwing a recently chugged bottle of Jack Daniel’s Tennessee Whiskey through it, and he often wears a sweater that just says “college”. FTP, name this drunken degenerate played by John Belushi in Animal House.

A: John “Bluto” Blutarsky (Accept any of the three answers)

19. On this show, Prison Break’s Wentworth Miller appeared on a couple episodes as dot com millionaire Ryan Hunter, while Constance Zimmer had a recurring role as Lilly Watters. The main figure’s younger brother aspires to be a scientist, while her mother has a career as an art teacher. The titular character’s younger brother Luke also eventually dates Grace, while her older brother Kevin is a paraplegic following a car accident and manages to become a local news anchor. Adam Rove is the best friend and on-and-off boyfriend of the title figure, whose father is the Police chief of the titular town and is played by Joe Mantegna. Mary Steenburgen plays the other parent of a teenager, who sees and speaks with God. FTP, name this drama canceled in 2005 starring Amber Tamblyn.

A: Joan of Arcadia
20. During his rookie season, he only started five times, but his team managed to win 60 regular season games. In that first season, he played backup to veteran guard Steve Smith. During the 2008-2009 season, he only played in 44 regular season games, and his team was eliminated in the first round of the playoffs for the first time since 2000.  Along with Bill Bradley, he is the only person to win a Euroleague title, an NBA Championship, and an Olympic gold medal. On Halloween night 2009 in a game against the Kings, he notably swatted a bat out of the air. Along with Andres Nocioni and others, he won the 2004 Olympic gold medal as a leader of team Argentina. FTP, name this Argentine/Italian player for the San Antonio Spurs.

A: Manu Ginobili
Bonuses
1. The bottom of the league was horrible this year. Name some men who coached horrible NFL teams this year FTPE:

[10] This former Bill Belichick assistant couldn’t turn things around for the Cleveland Browns after being terminated from his New York Jets head coaching position. I guess he is not a “genius” after all.

A: Eric Mangini
[10] This man took over for Jim Haslett as coach of the St. Louis Rams in 2009. He hasn’t had much to smile about, except maybe a win against the Lions.

A: Steve Spagnuolo
[10] He took over the head coaching position vacated by Herman Edwards in Kansas City after serving as the Arizona Cardinals’ offensive coordinator in 2007 and 2008. One of the lone highlights for him this season was beating the defending champion Steelers.

A: Todd Haley  

2. This southerner has done it in both TV and movies since the 80s. FTPE:

[10] Name this actress, who played Edwina McDunnough in Raising Arizona and stars as Grace Anadarko on the series Saving Grace.

A: Holly Hunter
[10] Hunter also played Penny in this 2000 Coen Brothers film, loosely based on The Odyssey. It stars George Clooney, John Turturro, and Tim Blake Nelson.

A: O Brother, Where Art Thou?
[10] Hunter portrays divorced mother Melanie Freeland in this 2003 Catherine Hardwicke-directed film. It stars Evan Rachel Wood and chronicles how one girl dramatically changes when reaching the titular age. Hunter received an Academy Award nomination for her performance in the film.

A: Thirteen
3. This song proclaims that the titular thing “is easy cause you’re beautiful”. FTPE:

[10] Name this 1975 hit single by Minnie Riperton.

A: Lovin’ You
[10] At one point, “Lovin’ You” was used in a commercial to promote this national fast food chain’s “Cini-Mini’s”. You might also know it as the home of the Whopper.

A: Burger King
[10] Minnie Riperton is the mother of this actress and comedienne, who was a Saturday Night Live cast member from 2000-2007. On SNL, she notably did impressions of Oprah Winfrey and Donatella Versace.

A: Maya Rudolph 

4. It was on in the 90s for over 100 episodes. FTPE:

[10] Name this show set in Oakland, California about an NBA player-turned-substitute teacher and basketball coach, which starred Mark Curry.

A: Hangin’ with Mr. Cooper
[10] This actress played Vanessa Russell, Mark Cooper’s roommate and eventual fiancée on Hangin’ with Mr. Cooper. She would later marry an NFL quarterback named Rodney, who played most recently for the Carolina Panthers in 2004.

A: Holly Robinson Peete (Accept either answer)

[10] Hangin’ with Mr. Cooper also included this actress as Mark Cooper’s precocious preteen cousin Nicole Lee. She later would star on an eponymous Disney Channel program, where her character possessed supernatural abilities.

5. They consist of Isaac Brock, Jeremiah Green, and Eric Judy. FTPE:

[10] Name this alternative alliteratively named rock band, whose albums include We Were Dead Before the Ship Even Sank and This Is a Long Drive for Someone with Nothing to Think About, and who had a hit with “Ocean Breathes Salty”.

A: Modest Mouse
[10] Modest Mouse probably had their biggest mainstream success with this 2004 song, which contains the line “I backed my car into a cop car, the other day”. It repeatedly says “we’ll all” do the titular thing, and the latter portion of the song includes the refrain “alright already”.

A: Float On

[10] “Float On” and “Ocean Breathes Salty” both appear on this 2004 Modest Mouse studio album. This album title implies that negative events are positive for those that embrace negative outcomes.

A: Good News for People Who Love Bad News
6. It was about the Darling family, which included Ferguson and parents Janet and Marshall. FTPE:

[10] Name this 90s Nickelodeon sitcom about a titular teenage girl.

A: Clarissa Explains It All
[10] Clarissa Explains It All starred this actress, who would go on to play Sabrina on Sabrina the Teenage Witch.

A: Melissa Joan Hart
[10] This boy was Clarissa’s best friend on Clarissa Explains It All. He usually entered Clarissa’s second story bedroom using a ladder and often said the phrase “What’s the worst that can happen?”.

A: Sam Anders (Accept either answer)

A: Sam Beckett (Accept either answer)

[10] Bakula currently stars alongside Ray Romano on this new TNT comedy-drama about three best friends in their forties dealing with the realities of how old they actually are.

10. It contains the lyrics “there’s a black man with a black cat livin’ in a black neighborhood. He’s got an interstate runnin’ through his front yard”. FTPE:

[10] Name this 1983 song that says “ain’t that America for you and me”.

A: Pink Houses
[10] “Pink Houses” is a song by this artist, also famous for such songs as “Hurts So Good” and “Jack & Diane”.

A: John Mellencamp (Accept John Cougar or John Cougar Mellencamp)

[10] In 1985, Mellencamp, along with Willie Nelson and Neil Young, organized this benefit concert for American families engaged in agricultural production.

A: Farm Aid
11. He has had almost a forty-year acting career and has starred on TV both in the past and in the present. FTPE:

[10] Name this actor who played Alex Reiger on the show Taxi, and who plays Alan Eppes on Numb3rs.

A: Judd Hirsch
[10] Hirsch played the father of Jeff Goldblum’s character David Levinson in this 1996 movie. Bill Pullman also stars in this movie about aliens coming to Earth, which should not be confused with July 4.

A: Independence Day
[10] Hirsch played Dr. Tyrone Berger, the therapist to Conrad Jarrett, in this 1980 Robert Redford directorial debut. Donald Sutherland and Mary Tyler Moore play the parents of the troubled teenage protagonist.

A: Ordinary People
12. They played quite a series. FTPE:

[10] Name this team that beat the Detroit Red Wings to capture the 2009 Stanley Cup behind the efforts of players like Evgeni Malkin.

A: Pittsburgh Penguins (Accept either answer)

[10] This Pittsburgh goal tender came up big in the series, only giving up two goals combined in games 6 and 7.

A: Marc-Andre Fleury
[10] The Penguins barely held on for the victory in game 7 of the Stanley Cup Finals. Fluery had to make a diving save with two seconds left to clinch the series after this Swedish Red Wings defenseman took one last shot on goal.

A: Nicklas Lidstrom
13. It possibly foreshadowed the future growth of reality TV. FTPE:

[10] Name this 1998 comedy-drama, which includes Laura Linney and Noah Emmerich. It is about a man, who discovers that he is living in a constructed reality soap opera. Despite the title, it is not about FDR’s successor.

[10] This man was originally supposed to play Christof, but left filming due to creative differences. His career highlights include roles as Frank Booth in Blue Velvet and as Shooter in Hoosiers.

[10] Name this hamburger sandwich, which has been advertised by commercials where one man claims to be a “meatetarian”.

[10] The Baconator is sold by this international fast-food chain, which was founded by Dave Thomas. The signs for this restaurant include a girl with red pigtails.

A: Wendy’s
[10] Baconator is a combination of the words bacon and terminator, which makes it this type of word, which by definition blends two or more words or morphemes and their meanings into one new word. It is a word of French etymology, and examples of this type of word include brunch, smog, and Wikipedia.

A: Portmanteau  

15. They were a most improbable winner, showing that it doesn’t even matter how you’re playing at the end of the season as long as you catch fire in the playoffs. FTPE:

[10] Name this 2006 team that won the World Series despite only having 83 regular season wins.

A: St. Louis Cardinals (Accept either answer)

[10] Wyclef Jean is featured on this 2006 Shakira hit, which says “I’m on tonight” and cautions one to “be wise and keep on reading the signs of my body”.

A: Hips Don’t Lie
[10] Wyclef’s musical breakthrough was as part of this three-member group, which included Prakazrel Michel and Lauryn Hill. This group had a successful hit with their cover of Roberta Flack’s “Killing Me Softly with His Song”.

A: The Fugees or The Refugee Camp

17. At the end of the 1980s, the Pistons finally won their first NBA championship. Name some players on the 1988-89 Pistons team FTPE:

[10] The 1989 Pistons included this rebounding and defensive beast before he won three championships alongside Michael Jordan, donned a wedding dress, and married Carmen Electra for 10 days.

A: Dennis Rodman
[10] This center and former Notre Dame star also was on that Piston’s team. Opponents despised him for his rough and dirty style of play. In recent years, he coached the WNBA’s Detroit Shock to three league championships.
