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Tossups
1. The sixth track of the Insane Clown Posse album “Bang!  Pow!  Boom!” is named for and devoted to this television show.  The first episode of this show aired in 2004 as a segment on its parent show, which featured a New York firefighter that was later fired after his appearance.  This show has taken place in various cities like Fort Myers, Florida; Murphy, Texas; and Bowling Green, Kentucky, the setting of its most recent episode.  Though the show was cancelled in 2008, this series frequently airs as reruns on MSNBC, including a “Raw” version of this program that reveals the unseen tapes and commentary by the show’s host.  News correspondent Chris Hansen, who usually asks culprits to take a seat, helps organize the sting operations on, FTP, what Dateline NBC show that attempts to nab and convict pedophiles?

A: “To Catch a Predator”

2. A Sports Illustrated feature rates this man as the best six-foot, five-inch NBA player, ahead of Elgin Baylor and John Havlicek.  On an episode of SportsNation, Bill Simmons’ “Book of Basketball” was shot at with a handgun, as the book stopped the bullet on a page about this man.  His only Olympic gold medal came in 1960 along with co-captain Jerry West, after which he entered his first season in the NBA.  He would be traded for Flynn Robinson and Charlie Paulk before the 1970-1971 season, the year in which he would win his only NBA Championship title.  In addition to his four years on the Milwaukee Bucks, this player would be instrumental in the establishment of free agency in professional basketball in his namesake “suit” settled in 1976.  His second year in the NBA was an historic one, as he averaged over 30 points, 12 and a half rebounds and 11.4 assists per game.  The only player to average a triple-double in an NBA season, FTP, name this player famous for playing with the Cincinnati Royals and known as the “Big O”.

A: Oscar Palmer Robertson

3. This person tried to match his record 73-mile-per-hour Wiffle Ball throw on a 2009 episode of “It’s On with Alexa Chung”.  Lesser known instruments that this musician plays include the cello and the glockenspiel.  He released a single called “Who I Am” and will release an album of the same name later this year, as he fronts a side project called him “and the Administration”.  He is better known for performing in his current band, one that earned the Breakthrough Artist award at the 2008 American Music Awards.  This singer is also known for his work in promoting the funding of diabetes research, as he was diagnosed with the disease when he was 13 years old.  He played Nate in the movie alongside his bandmates in the Disney movie “Camp Rock”, and he would make a cameo in a 2007 episode of “Hannah Montana” with then-girlfriend Miley Cyrus.  Performing with Kevin and Joe, FTP, name this singer, the youngest member of the band of brothers that released the album “Vines, Lines and Trying Times”.

A: Nicholas Jerry “Nick” Jonas (prompt on just “Jonas”)

4. On one episode of this show, a slow montage shows two of the main characters swinging a Palestinian flag and an Israeli flag side-by-side.  One recurring character on this show calls a female character an eight, which he translates to as a “British ten”.  Portrayed by John Oliver, that character later tests out his “Duncan Principle” on a group of people, including one character, played by Donald Glover, that claims to have missed watching the Soul Train Awards for the experiment.  Donald Glover plays Troy Barnes whose attempted keg flip cost him a football scholarship, as he joins Shirley, Annie, Abed, Britta, and Pierce, played by Chevy Chase, in Senor Chang’s Spanish class.  Suspended attorney Jeff Winger tries to get his college degree at Greendale in, FTP, what NBC comedy starring Joel McHale about his experiences at a certain post-secondary academic institution?

A: “Community”

5. Paul Newman backed out of this film over concerns about its level of violence. Brian Haley plays Mitch, a man who suffers a fracture after being shot in the arm in one of this movie’s scenes. This film includes a cameo by singer Tom Jones and includes a character named Taffy, played by Natalie Portman. Jim Brown plays former heavyweight boxing champion Byron Williams, and the antagonists in this film speak a language, which consists entirely of repeated use of the word “Ack”. Pierce Brosnan plays charming British anatomy professor Donald Kessler in this movie, and Glenn Close and Jack Nicholson star as the First Lady and President of the United States respectively. FTP, name this 1996 comic science fiction film, in which Martians descend on Earth.

A: Mars Attacks!

6. Team and position required.  This team currently has three numbers retired in honor of three people at this position.  Stone Johnson was never officially on the roster, but his death during training camp in 1963 has him join Abner Haynes and Mack Lee Hill as the three honored retirees.  The only Hall of Fame inductee from this team and position played the last four years of his career for this team and was inducted in 2003.  Javarris Williams of Tennessee State was a seventh round draft pick in 2009 and currently holds one of the back-up positions for this team after an injury to Kolby Smith.  Last year saw a controversy between this team’s first round draft pick of 2003, as many fans petitioned him from gaining 75 more yards and breaking the record of his predecessor.  That controversy led him to be released and later signed by the Cincinnati Bengals.  With the starting role held at the end of the 2009 season by Jamaal Charles, FTP, name this team and position most notably held by Larry Johnson and Priest Holmes.

A: Running back for the Kansas City Chiefs

7. This word was the title of a 2004 film produced by Mel Gibson which starred Cole Hauser as a Hollywood actor named Bo Laramie.  Rapper Xzibit’s first major single off his first album “At the Speed of Life” had this title.  505 Gamestreet published this simulation video game for the Playstation 2 in 2005.  The origin of this word comes from the name of a character played by Walter Santesso in the Federico Fellini film “La Dolce Vita” which supposedly derives from the sound of an annoying mosquito.  The unfortunate death of Princess Diana in 1997 prompted more action to restrict the rights of these people, while a song off the album “The Fame” discusses the artist’s relationship with the titular people.  Featuring the lyrics, “I’m your biggest fan, I’ll follow you until you love me”, FTP, name this collective term for the notably invasive photographers of celebrities, the title of a 2009 Lady Gaga song. 

A: Paparazzi (do not accept “paparazzo”)
8. Three major characters of this game appear in ghost-form at the center of the Dead Sea right before the characters in that game fight the Hand of FATE, Miguel. A Japan-only sequel to this game featured a character later brought back as Guile; that sequel was titled Radical Dreamers. Another side quest in this game involves a main character jumping through a paper screen at the back of the courtroom, and that side quest culminates in a battle against the descendent of Yakna and the receipt of the Rainbow Shell. Some doors in this game can be opened after charging a pendant at the Mammon Machine. That pendant originally belonged to Schala, the princess of the Kingdom of Zeal, who is the sister of the evil sorcerer Magus. Magus is attacked by Frog, who is joined by his friends Robo, Ayla, and Lucca. For ten points, Marle appears in which Square SNES RPG, featuring time traveling?  

                               A: Chrono Trigger 

9. Kristen Schaal’s character gets her shirt ripped apart and then is motor-boated by the main character in one scene of this film.  Brent Gage notes in one scene that in schoolyards the main character’s name is used as a euphemism for an erection.  One flashback in this film shows how the main character exchanged a “Hoppity-Hip” for a Big Wheel during his childhood, while another flashback details the demise of one character due to a parachute being replaced by a backpack of sex toys.  That character, played by Will Ferrell, impersonates Abraham Lincoln in a promo and notes, “Just like John Wilkes Booth, our prices are gonna sneak up behind you and blow your brains out!”  Alan Thicke plays the father of Ed Helms’ character, the leader of a man band called Big Ups, while James Brolin plays the owner of the struggling dealership Selleck Motors.  Noting that he has hair on his balls and he sells cars, Jeremy Piven plays Don Ready in, FTP, what 2009 comedy about a car salesman with the titular items?

A: “The Goods: Live Hard, Sell Hard”

10. The music video for this song shows the singer spraying red paint across three paintings along with dropping a number of watches in a fish tank.  Though this song’s artist found some success with the songs “Need U Bad” and “Lions, Tigers & Bears”, this single co-written by Salaam Remi was the most successful off the R&B artist’s 2008 album “Fearless”.  Towards the end of this song, the singer uses the Soulja Boy Tell’Em lyric “Now watch me you” before confessing to have performed the titular action.  She notes that she will probably always have these ugly scars, but the singer notes that “right now, I don’t care about that part.”  Mercedes performs this song on “Glee” after learning that Kurt has a crush on Rachel, while an article in the Huffington Post reports how this song should be the official song of Tiger Woods ‘09 after an incident involving his wife and a golf club.  FTP, name this song by Jazmine Sullivan about an ex-girlfriend’s revenge on his cheating boyfriend’s car.

A: “Bust Your Windows”

11. Her mother was a German opera singer and her father was a voice coach, though she is not known for her singing.  She attended East Carolina University but dropped out in her senior year to pursue an acting career.  She currently runs a production company called Fortis Films and was the executive producer for “The George Lopez Show”.  She was the voice of Miriam in the animated film “The Prince of Egypt,“, but her first big acting role would be as Lieutenant Huxley in a 1994 Sylvester Stallone film, a role which would earn her a Razzie nomination for worst supporting actress.  She would earn another Razzie nomination for her role as Annie Porter in a disastrous sequel to a successful 1994 action film.  In addition to playing undercover FBI agent Gracie Hart, her more recent romantic comedies include “The Proposal” opposite Ryan Reynolds and “All About Steve” opposite Bradley Cooper.  FTP, name this actress, the star of such films as “Speed”, “Miss Congeniality” and most recently “The Blind Side”.

A: Sandra Annette Bullock

12. The only NASCAR Busch Series win for this driver in 2001 was the Hills Brother Coffee 300.  In 2007 he was named Pro Athlete of the Year in his hometown of San Diego, and his number is retired at his high school in El Cajon, California.  He shared the cover of the video game “NASCAR 06: Total Team Control” with Jeff Gordon.  The 2006 season would see this driver win his first and only Daytona 500 to date and earn him Driver of the Year honors.  This driver would win three regular season races in 2009 including the Allstate 400 while his four wins in his Chase for the Championship would help him set history.  Driving the number 48 Lowe’s/Kobalt Tools car for Hendrick Motorsports, FTP, name this NASCAR driver who became the first person to win four consecutive Sprint Cup Series Championships, whose most recent championship in 2009 earned the honor of AP Athlete of the Year.  

A: Jimmie Kenneth Johnson

13. He sang “Good Old Fashioned Lover Boy” on the 2005 Queen tribute album “Killer Queen”.  Though it does not appear on any of his albums, the song “Cannabis College” is often popular at his live concerts.  He opened for Alanis Morissette on her 2005 “Jagged Little Pill Acoustic Tour“, while he had started his own “Mr. A-Z” tour later that year, named after his second album which featured the song “Geek in the Pink”.  He released his first studio album in 2002 “Waiting for My Rocket to Come” featuring his main track “The Remedy (I Won’t Worry), while his most recent album features his two major tracks.  One track on this album has the accompaniment of singer Colbie Caillat while another song describes him “checking his tongue in the mirror and bending over backwards just to try and see it clearer”.  The singer of the album “We Sing.  We Dance.  We Steal Things.”, FTP, name this guitarist who songs include “Lucky” and “I’m Yours”.

A: Jason Mraz

14. Minor characters in this film include a psychiatrist played by Don Frazier as well as Joe Agneta, played by Minnow Moskowitz. Other characters in this film include Farm House Lady, Al, and Jake. At one point, the central character fashions a weapon, which disintegrates in a heavy rain. At the age of fifteen, this film’s main figure receives a cello and at one point attempts to play it in a marching band. When referring to the main character, one figure in this film notes “he never made the ‘ten most wanted’ list. It’s very unfair voting; it’s who you know.” One of the more celebrated sequences in this film is when the main figure fails to write coherent hold up notes for a bank robbery, which prompts the bank teller to read such phrases as “abt natural” and “I have a gub”. The film centers on bungling petty thief and career criminal Virgil Starkwell and was the successful 1969 directorial debut of Woody Allen. FTP, name this film, which also starred Allen and has an imperative title that it shares with a Steve Miller Band song.

A: Take the Money and Run

15. This group released its most recent album in 2007 called “Yummy” while its first album “Do It Good” was released 33 years earlier.  That album had four hits make it on the U.S. Billboard R&B charts like “Blow Your Whistle” and “Sound Your Funky Horn”, but only “Queen of Clubs” made Billboard’s Top 100 singles chart in 1974.  Their song “Boogie Shoes” was featured on the “Saturday Night Fever” soundtrack, while more famous songs by this group are found on its 1976 album “Part 3” and its self-titled album from 1975.  “I’m Your Boogie Man” and “Keep It Comin’ Love” were two of this band’s most successful songs off “Part 3“, while their first ever number one single came in 1975 with “Get Down Tonight”.  Started by Harry Wayne Casey and Richard Finch, FTP, name this group whose most famous songs include “That’s the Way (I Like It)” and “(Shake, Shake, Shake) Shake Your Booty”, whose name is partially inspired by Florida’s official nickname.

A: KC and the Sunshine Band

16. Don Rickles guest starred on this show as the main character’s old friend Sid in the episode, “The Little Black Book”.  One antagonist on this show named Klaus gets kicked in the ankle to become an exact clone of the main character, as the main character in one instance is extremely clumsy when he gets out of bed.  One major character in this show has the little-known first name of Thaddeus, though at times he refers to himself as Harold Clark, the manager of a greeting card company.  That character, more commonly known as Chief, is in charge of characters played by Dave Ketchum, Barbara Feldon and Don Adams in the organization called CONTROL, a group opposed by the international group of evil known as KAOS.  Giving rise to gadgets like the Cone of Silence and the shoe phone, FTP, name this 1960s spy show about Agent 99 and Agent 86, roles that would be played by Anne Hathaway and Steve Carell in a 2008 movie remake.

A: “Get Smart”

17. A “Pearls Before Swine” comic showed the “Twittification” of this person, as Rat notes how his works should have been kept to 140 characters.  When Uncle Jesse returns to high school on “Full House”, he notes that his favorite poem was written by this person.  Lloyd Haynes played an American history teacher named Pete Dixon at a high school named for this person, while Michael Constantine and Karen Valentine earned Emmys for playing Principal Kaufman and Alice Johnson who worked at this high school on “Room 222”.  Will Geer’s recitation of one of this person’s works has been featured in a 2009 commercial for Levi Jeans, and in a season seven episode of “The Simpsons”, Homer repeatedly kicks this person’s grave before discovering that his mother is still alive.  Also the namesake of a shopping mall in Huntington Station, New York and a bridge connecting Philadelphia to Gloucester City, FTP, name this poet whose works include “Pioneers!  O Pioneers!”, “O Captain!  My Captain!”,  and “Leaves of Grass”.

A: Walter “Walt” Whitman

18. Although he is naturally right-handed, he handicapped himself by learning to bat left-handed so that he could play with his less-talented older brother.  This player came in second to Angel Berroa in American League Rookie of the Year voting, despite hitting 16 home runs and 106 RBIs.  That year, he was selected to the first of his two All Star games.  In addition to his 2003 and 2004 All-Star campaigns, this player holds the record for most consecutive games played to start a professional career, a streak that was broken when he fractured his wrist in 2006.  He was voted August Clutch Performer of the Month in 2009 partly because of his two homer, seven RBI game against the Red Sox.  His clutch performance would continue in the World Series that year as his six-RBI game in Game Six helped him earn the World Series MVP award.  Recently signed to a one-year deal with the Angels, FTP, name this Japanese designated hitter, a former New York Yankee who goes by the nickname “Godzilla”.

A: Hideki Matsui

19. This person attended the University of Alabama and would later transfer to Hofstra before attending the Brooklyn Law School.  He had donated roughly six million dollars to lymphoma research after discovering that his son Andrew was diagnosed with the disease.  In December 2009, it was reported that this person was taken to Duke University Medical Hospital to be treated for facial lacerations sustained from falling out of bed.  In 1999, Harry Markopolis was one of the first people to discover the discrepancies of this person’s financial claims, but he would not be arrested until 2008, after which he would be sentenced to serve  in the Butner Federal Correctional Institution for 150 years.  FTP, name this former NASDAQ chairman whose Ponzi scheme resulted in the largest case of fraud in American history.

A: Bernard Lawrence “Bernie” Madoff

20. He hosted the History Channel series “Wild West Tech” for two seasons, taking over for his half-brother who hosted season one.  Another one of this actor’s half-brothers played the father Sam on the Disney Channel series “Lizzie McGuire”.  This actor has appeared on one episode of the show “Charmed” as the demon Tempus and has voiced Hank’s long lost half-brother on “King of the Hill”.  However, this actor is most famous for his role on television as a biracial Shaolin monk on an ABC series that earned him an Emmy nomination in the 1970s.  More recently, he played the title character in a 2003 Quentin Tarantino film and its sequel.  Noted for characters like Kwai Chang Caine in “Kung Fu” and Bill in the “Kill Bill” movies, name, FTP, this actor passed away in 2009 from accidental asphyxiation in a hotel in Thailand.

A: David Carradine

[10] This quarterback started wearing gloves to get a better grip while throwing in 2007.  The next year, he would take the starting job from Matt Leinart and lead his team to a Super Bowl appearance.

5. This band started in 1997 as Kara’s Flowers, FTPE:

[10] Name this band fronted by Adam Levine whose album “Songs About Jane” pushed them into mainstream pop with songs such as “Harder to Breathe” and “This Love”.

A: Maroon 5

[10] “Wake Up Call” and “Makes Me Wonder” appear on this most recent album of Maroon 5 released in 2007.
