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Round 5: Brought to You by the Number One Day in the Life of Ivan Denisovich
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Tossups
1. A parody of this film on Jimmy Neutron was about an infected scab, and a TV spinoff of this film saw the omission of a travel agency in which this film’s protagonist worked in the movie. One character in this film is dismayed to find that a bundt cake she has been given has a hole in it, and another character in this film is asked the etymology of the word (*) “kimono.” In Date Movie, one character’s obsession with humus is a reference to another character’s similar obsession with Windex in this film, and that substance is used by the protagonist’s fiancee to get rid of a zit. That fiancee is convinced by the protagonist’s brother to say “I have three testicles” in the titular language, which is one example of the chaos caused by the protagonist’s family in this film prior to the titular event. FTP, name this film that sees the union of Ian Miller and Toula Portokalos, despite much interference on the part of the latter’s heavily Hellenistic family.
ANSWER: My Big Fat Greek Wedding
2. This character is paid homage to in the point-and-click game The Treehouse, and a series of eleven choose your own adventure-style books featuring this character were written by John Peel. More recently, this character has been featured in a game subtitled The Secret of the Stolen Drums, and according to one storyline, this woman was once the partner of a man named Suhara, who appears in an animated series featuring this character. After forsaking her employment under a leader often portrayed by (*) Lynne Thigpen, this woman went on to found an organization whose henchmen have included Jacqueline Hyde and Vic the Slick, and is called VILE. The theme song for a better known namesake series declares that this woman will “take you for a ride on a slow boat to China.” That song by Rockapella opened a game show in which participants would have to assemble the warrant, the loot, and the crook to catch, FTP, what municipally named, red trenchcoat-wearing thief of geographical landmarks?
ANSWER: Carmen Sandiego
3. The bassist of this band toured with Flipper in 2006, and had earlier formed Sweet 75 and Eyes Adrift. One of this band's music videos is a parody of early 1960s variety shows, shot in black and white, and features the band members dressed as “thoroughly all right and decent fellas.” Their first album, originally titled Too Many Humans, proclaims, “Yes I eat cow – I am not proud” in one song whose author says he (*) “wrote the lyrics the night before [recording.]” This band saw immense success with their second album, which contains a song based on the story of a 14-year-old rape victim who was tortured with a blowtorch and another song that contains the lyrics, “I'm so ugly, but that's okay 'cause so are you”. That album was Nevermind, and its hit singles included “Lithium,” “Polly,” and “Come As You Are”. For ten points, name this grunge band that was deemed the representative of Generation X with its single “Smells Like Teen Spirit,” and was fronted by Kurt Cobain.
ANSWER: Nirvana
4. In his senior year of high school, this man led Lincoln high school of Dallas to a 40-0 record and a number 1 national ranking, and the next year would go on to become only the second player ever to lead the ACC in field-goal percentage as a freshman. After being drafted fourth overall, he earned NBA all-rookie honors, but had to wait until the (*) 2005-06 season to be selected to his first of five straight NBA all-star games, finally being named a starter for the first time in 2007. Collegiately, this future leading rebounder for the gold-medal USA Olympic team in 2008 would only spend one year in school, at Georgia Tech, before leaving for the NBA. Drafted by Toronto where he played through 2010, FTP, name this former Raptor forward who joined Lebron James and Dwyane Wade in Miami.
ANSWER: Chris Bosh
5. This man played Havelman in a 2007 TV adaptation of John Kessel’s sci-fi story “A Clean Escape” on an anthology program, and President William Foster in the made-for-TV movie The Enemy Within. He played Chester Walker in a film starring sisters played by Kate Hudson and Naomi Watts, Le Divorce, and costarred in the series I’ll Fly Away as Forrest Bedford, whose profession would be shared by a more famous character played by this man. This man was also featured alongside Julie Harris and Morgan Freeman in Ken Burns’ (*) Civil War miniseries, in which he portrayed Lincoln, though in his most famous TV role he played a successor to Ben Stone who serves under Adam Schiff and Arthur Branch before yielding his position to Michael Cutter. Known for portraying Sydney Schanberg in The Killing Fields,  FTP name this actor who plays the longest-running male Law & Order character, District Attorney Jack McCoy.
ANSWER: Sam Waterston
6. Season 1 of this show saw a miscommunication result in the widespread belief that the hamstring is on the “butt bone” and an incident in which a two by four was used to trap several characters in a portable trailer, while season 3 focused on Boomer Grigsby's career transition and Kyle Turley's rage management. This show's most recent season included a hilarious scene in which one man had noticeable difficulty listing all of his children, and revealed how a clandestine meeting at a diner ended a pivotal financial dispute. The star of that most recent season discovered a man nicknamed “the Terminator,” John Conner of (*) Kentucky, before being repeatedly forced to pay fines to the “snack jar” and dropping several dozen F-bombs, earning the ire of Tony Dungy. The tenures of Brian Billick, Herm Edwards, Marvin Lewis, and Wade Phillips have been the focus of this show, which most recently featured Bart Scott, Jason Taylor, Ladanian Tomlinson, and profane jolly fat man Rex Ryan. FTP, name this HBO Sports series about NFL training camps.
ANSWER: Hard Knocks 
7. At the beginning of this film, one character has to pull over to the side of the road after a hand warmer he stuck down his pants becomes too hot, while an African-American character attempts to get out of work on Black Friday. Upon attending her high-school reunion, one character is embarrassed that she is still remembered by the name (*) “Stinky,” and at that gathering attempts to hit on the partner of a man who recognizes her from the “granny panties” video circulating on the Internet. That man convinces the protagonists to begin their own venture with the help of characters named Stacey, Lester, and Bubbles, at the conclusion of which the protagonists open their own production company, and during which they film a sequence entitled Star Whores. FTP, name this movie that stars Seth Rogen and Elizabeth Banks as the titular sex-film producing duo.
ANSWER: Zack and Miri Make a Porno
8. This man played Carl Tobias in the TV movie Crash, had recurring roles in the TekWar TV movies, and played Jeff Cable in the series Barbary Coast. One memorable guest appearance by this man was as a poisoned version of himself on Police Squad! and another guest appearance was as recently-released from an asylum (*) Bob Wilson on another show. One regular character played by this man worked alongside Stacy Sheridan and Vince Romano after his former partner was murdered, and yet another character played by this man fights a Gorn in one episode. For ten points, name this actor who played a man who sees a gremlin on an airplane wing in The Twilight Zone, the police officer TJ Hooker, and Captain James Kirk on Star Trek.
ANSWER: William Shatner
9. This term names an early ‘90s Illinois-based rock band whose members went on to form U.S. Maple as well as a Croatian rapper whose debut album was 1,68. The chorus of a certain song by Nas repeats “lift you up, bless you with” one of these “then we set you up,” while a certain song about one of these by Lloyd ponders, “I guess if I can let the night just drift away.” That song exhorts this title type of person to (*) “Get It,” while a more famous song that opens with an address to this type of person includes the line “I’m into having sex, I ain’t into making love.” This type of person is featured prominently in songs by Iyaz and Sean Kingston, the former of which likens this person to “a melody in my head” and the latter of which refers to this person as “fire burnin’ on the dance floor.” Told to “go” because “it’s your birthday” in 50 Cent’s “In Da Club,” FTP, identify this address used as a term of endearment for a female in many R&B songs, rather than an insinuation about that person’s height.
ANSWER: Shawty or Shorty
10. In one game, this character obtains wings and attacks his opponent with a burning sword until they explode, and that is his hyper attack, Inferno Blade. In another game in which he appears, he goes to Hakuba shrine with a Catholic witch in order to take that game’s protagonist to a place sealed in a solar eclipse. In that game, he calls himself (*) Genya Arikado, but his true identity is made evident when he uses soul steal, a technique he uses in his most famous appearance. He is a boss in another game who can join your team if Trevor defeats him. As the protagonist of one game, he uses the shield rod combo, a bat form, and his teleport slash to defeat the dark priest Shaft and the mind controlled Richter Belmont in order to reach the castle’s master, his father. FTP, name this protagonist of Castlevania: Symphony of the Night, Dracula’s dhampir son who took the reverse of his father’s name.
ANSWER: Alucard or Adrian Farenheights Tepes [accept Genya Arikado before mentioned]
11. A forerunner of this company was at onetime headed by William Knox D’Arcy, while a joint venture between this company and Russia declared bankruptcy in June 2010. This company was chaired by Peter Walters during the 1980s, and in 2007 began to franchise its namesake stores that were often known as [this company] Connect. A recent controversy in which this company has been involved began at a location abbreviated MC252, but more commonly called the (*) Macondo Prospect, and was managed in part by Thad Allen, who was unaffiliated with this company. As a result of that controversy, Bob Dudley is slated to replace this company’s outgoing CEO, who was perceived as insensitive to victims of that disaster after having commented “I’d like my life back,” and was Tony Hayward. Notable for a crisis that began with the explosion of the Deepwater Horizon rig, this is, FTP, what company now infamous for the summer 2010 Gulf oil spill.
ANSWER: BP or British Petroleum
12. This character once expressed fondness for the heavy metal band Carcass, regardless of whether their name was spelled with a “C” or a “K,” and this woman has a a sister who becomes a successful porn actress before eventually becoming the governor of New York. As a teenage mugger, this woman once stole the only extant copy of the homemade comic book “Science Boy,” and in another episode she attempts to teach an actor to say (*) “My name is Claude” in French. One temporary name change made by this character results in her husband changing his name to “Crap Bag,” since this woman changed her name to “Princess Consuela Bananahammock,” while another alter ego frequently employed by this woman is “Regina Phalange.”  A song popularized by this woman asks “What are they feeding you?” and is called “Smelly Cat.” FTP, name this one of the six principal characters on Friends, played by Lisa Kudrow.
ANSWER: Phoebe Buffay-Hannigan
13. This school has won 99 NCAA team championships, second only to UCLA all-time, which has helped it win the NACDA Director’s Cup each of the last 16 years. An NCAA powerhouse in team tennis, this team’s alumni on the court include Mike and Bob Bryan, one of the top men’s doubles teams of all time, as well as John McEnroe. This school won back-to-back College World Series titles in 1987-88 behind the play of Paul Carey, Ed Sprague and Ruben Amaro. (*) Jarron and Jason Collins starred for this school before heading to the NBA, and another pair of twins helped this school reach the Sweet 16 in the 2008 NCAA tournament before one was drafted by the Suns and another by the Nets. The alma mater of Robin and Brook Lopez, for ten points, name this school that saw John Elway and his teammates lose a game to rival Cal when this school’s band erroneously marched on the field during a kickoff return at the end of the game.
ANSWER: Stanford University
14. One child of this character was a target of communist spies before being killed by Chinese supermen who would explode after utilizing their abilities. One of the many explanations of why this man left his hometown was that his superior, Gillian Loeb, wanted to cover up this man’s shooting of two dirty cops in front of their son, a boy who would grow up to become Wrath. In one graphic novel featuring this character, the phrase, “I think of (*) Sarah. The rest is easy” is repeated, which refers to his wife Sarah Essen who was murdered in the No Man’s Land series by the Joker. His adopted daughter was also shot by the Joker in The Killing Joke, leaving her a paraplegic who would later help Batman as the Oracle. FTP, name this father of the first Batgirl who is also the first supporting character introduced in Batman, a certain high ranking Gotham City police officer.
ANSWER: Commissioner James “Jim” Gordon
15. One music video for this song ends with a band member’s declaration, “That warmed the cockles of my cockles!” While that video merely shows the band at a recording session for this song, another music video for it shows a young man looking through a window at a group of people whose faces have been replaced with circles of television static. That same video for this song shows a child knocking a teddy bear off his bed into a black void, and begins with a closeup of a baby’s face. The singer says, “I tell (*) myself I can’t hold out forever, I said there is no reason for my fear,” before proclaiming, “You give my life direction, you make everything so clear.” The addressee is likened to “a candle in the window on a cold dark winter’s night,” to whom the singer is “getting closer than I ever thought I might” in, FTP, what power ballad by REO Speedwagon about the singer’s inability to resist romantic affection  for his friend?
ANSWER: “Can’t Fight This Feeling”
16. After the credits of this movie, one of the principal characters tells the other a story of a moose-hunting expedition that went wrong because of a supposed miscommunication. The credits of the movie present some disturbing facts about the corruption in our economy, a theme of this movie also shown in the hiring of some Australian muscle, the Ray Stevenson portrayed Roger Wesley. Another character in this movie works part time at a (*) Bed, Bath, and Beyond and that character is mistakenly called Gene instead of “Captain” several times by one of the protagonists. That same protagonist met his wife after a breakdown while being a pimp. After shooting Derek Jeter and being forced to ride the desk, Detective Terry Hoitz repeatedly hits on Shiela, his partner’s wife,  played by Eva Mendes. FTP, name this buddy cop comedy about the titular non-heroes of the police force, starring Mark Wahlberg and Will Ferrell. 
ANSWER: The Other Guys 
17. One pitcher with this first name finished 3rd in the 1993 Cy Young race after going 18-8 for the Royals; he later won a World Series ring with the Angels. A third baseman with this first name is one of only four men in MLB history to hit a grand slam in his first pitch and currently plays for the A’s. An outfielder with this first name was nicknamed “World” and won the (*)s 1989 NL MVP award, despite his teammate Will Clark having arguably a better season at a tougher position, and that outfielder had previously won a World Series with the Mets. Yet another player with this first name started 0-8 for the Orioles this season, while another pitcher with this name led the Marlins to the title in 1997 before joining the Padres the following season. Also the first name of the “Greek God of Walks,” FTP, give this first name shared by major leaguers Appier, Kouzmanoff, Mitchell, Millwood, Brown and Youkilis.
ANSWER: Kevin
18. One location featured in this film is the Zen Room, and a wedding featured in this movie shows the union of Ralph and Betty Hapschatt. That wedding convinces the male protagonist of this film to propose to his fiancee, in a sequence during which he draws a chalk heart on the door of the chapel. After the engagement, the two protagonists of this film travel to visit the uncle of a character who escapes from a freezer on a motorcycle before being killed by the antagonist. That murdered character is (*) Eddie, who is the nephew of the wheelchair-bound Dr. Everett Scott. The servants of this film’s antagonist turn out to be aliens from the galaxy of Transylvania, who assist the protagonists in performing a dance that is “just a jump to the left and a step to the right.” Magenta and Riff-Raff bring Brad and Janet to see the performance of the Time Warp in, FTP, what cult classic film that sees Tim Curry’s Dr. Frank-N-Furter create the titular monster?
ANSWER: The Rocky Horror Picture Show 
19. In the SNL skit “Girlfriend Voice,” Andy Samberg’s character receives a call from the lead singer of this group. This group’s original guitarist was previously a member of Black Narcissus, but died of AIDS during this band’s recording of the album Bouncing off the Satelites. They’re not the Beach Boys, but this band’s song “Summer of Love” off that album set a record for play that would later be tied by a single from the soundtrack of The Flintstones movie on which this band pretended to be a (*) “B.C.” version of themselves. One song by this band warns “Keep off the path, beware the gate, watch out for signs that say ‘hidden driveways,’” while another song recalls “motion in the ocean, his air hose broke.” That latter lyric appears in a song in which “everybody had matching towels” and somebody mistakes a large stone for the titular animal. FTP, name this band that released the aforementioned “Private Idaho” and “Rock Lobster,” in addition to a song about “a little old place where we can get together,” “Love Shack.”
ANSWER: The B-52s
20. This man appeared on a 2006 cover of The Onion’s Sunday magazine above the headline “Crack Nearly Killed Me,” and guest starred on the “Anything Can Happen Day” episode of The Mickey Mouse Club before appearing in the role for which he is most famous. After that role, this man starred in a show whose recurring segments included “The Hippy Couple” and a parody of  Hardball with Chris Matthews, and was called “The Eyes of” this man. One episode of the show with which this man is most associated featured the fictional detective (*) “Johnny Crust,” and episodes typically ended with music videos produced by the fictional “Not That Bad Records,” and contained segments such as “Consider the Following” and “Did You Know That...?” Hosting episodes on such topics as Probability, Space Exploration, and Dinosaurs, this is, FTP, what namesake of a certain ‘90s kids show, usually called “the Science Guy?”
ANSWER: Bill Nye the Science Guy
21. One deleted scene in this movie reveals that a certain emblem was a variation on the mainstream phoenix because each of the three main characters wanted to be represented in it. Engravings that look like Nike swooshes appear on a suit of armor which fits the protagonist better than Sir Ector’s former set. The protagonist claims that he is from Gelderland and that his name is (*) Ulrich von Liechtenstein. On their way to their first competition, the protagonist and his friends meet a naked traveller that has a gambling problem, and that character is named Geoffrey Chaucer. The protagonist became eligible to perform in certain competitions because Edward, the Black Prince elevated him to nobility so that he could face Count Adhemar in the finals at the World Championship. FTP, name this film about William who pretends to be a medieval warrior so that he can joust in tournaments and who was played by Heath Ledger.
ANSWER: A Knight’s Tale
Bonuses
1. Name these fictional books which appear within real ones, FTPE:
[10] This electronic book says “Don’t Panic” on its front in large, friendly letters.  The book, which shares its name with the first novel in which it appears, regards Earth as “harmless,” though it is promised that the entry will later be expanded to read “mostly harmless.”
ANSWER: The Hitchhiker’s Guide to the Galaxy
[10] In the Harry Potter series, Hermione often relays information from this book to Harry and Ron, who despite her encouragement refuse to read it.  It is from this book that Hermione learns it is impossible to apparate or disapparate within school grounds.
ANSWER: Hogwarts, A History
[10]In the first book of Garth Nix’s bestselling The Keys to the Kingdom series, Arthur Penhaligon receives this book from Mr. Monday, and later in the series uses this book to recreate the universe.
ANSWER: The Compleat Atlas of the House and Immediate Environs
2. His real name is Thomas Anderson, and his adventure begins when he receives a cryptic command to “follow the white rabbit.” FTPE:
[10] Name this protagonist of The Matrix trilogy, portrayed by Keanu Reeves.
ANSWER: Neo
[10] This traitor to Neo and the human cause sets up Trinity in the beginning of the first film, and his collaboration with the Agents later leads to the capture of Morpheus.
ANSWER: Cypher
[10] This other ally of Neo is killed by Cypher after he kills Apoc. She is present, along with Trinity, when the latter removes the bug from Neo’s body. 
ANSWER: Switch
3. Its flagship news program, Primer Impacto, is anchored in part by Barbara Bermudo. FTPE:
[10] Name this largest U.S.-based Spanish TV network.
ANSWER: Univision
[10] In addition to airing many telenovelas and large amounts of football, Univision airs this longest-running variety show that began under the translated title “Sunday’s Show” before moving to another day of the week.
ANSWER: Sabado Gigante (prompt on “Giant Saturday,” do not prompt on “Saturday”)
[10] This TV personality whose real surname is Blumenfeld hosts Sabado Gigante, as well as one season of the Chilean version of Who Wants to Be a Millionaire?
ANSWER: Don Francisco
4. The titular institution is near “a dark desert highway” with the “warm smell of colitas rising up through the air.” FTPE:
[10] Name this song that also claims “some dance to remember, some dance to forget.”
ANSWER: “Hotel California”
[10] “Hotel California is the best-known song by this rock band who in 2007 released their first studio album in 28 years, Long Road Out of Eden.
ANSWER: The Eagles
[10] This song, cowritten by Eagles member Don Henley and popularized by that band, discusses a guy named Harry who “got up dressed all in black, went down to the station and he never came back.”
ANSWER: “New York Minute”
5. A typical episode of this show saw the title character rebel against his mother’s idea of serving a tofurkey for Thanksgiving and secretly ordering a real meal. FTPE:
[10] Name this show about a sportswriter who is constantly harassed by his family, including his wife Debra and his brother Robert, played by Brad Garrett.
ANSWER: Everybody Loves Raymond
[10] Ray’s mom Marie is played by this actress who also won an Emmy for her guest appearance on St. Elsewhere.
ANSWER: Doris Roberts
[10] This woman, played by Monica Horan, is Brad’s wife in the final three seasons of the show. She was originally introduced in the first season as a friend of Debra’s.
ANSWER: Amy McDougall or Amy Barone
6. Answer some questions about former Maryland Terrapins plying their trade in the NBA, FTPE.
[10] The starting point guard on Maryland’s only national championship team, this player bounced around the league with such teams as Washington, Portland, and Denver before joining the Lakers this offseason.
ANSWER: Steve Blake
[10] The most recent Terrapin to be drafted was this guard from Venezuela who started 4 years at Maryland. He was taken in the 2010 draft by Memphis.
ANSWER: Greivis Vasquez
[10] Now an assistant coach for the Terps, this center played for Gary Williams from 1994 to 1997, winning an NBA championship with Chicago in 1998.
ANSWER: Keith Booth
7. Name some hip-hop dance movies, FTPE:
[10] This film costars Channing Tatum as Tyler Gage and is set in Baltimore. A sequel to this film was subtitled “The Streets,” while the obligatory trilogy was rounded out with a 3D installment this summer.
ANSWER: Step Up
[10] Antonio Banderas stars in this NYC-set drama that brings Morgan, Rock, and LaRhette together through the power of dance.
ANSWER: Take the Lead
[10] This movie that features the members of B2K sees David and Elgin get revenge on Wade for stealing their moves by beating him in the Big Bounce competition. After defeating Wade, David delivers the titular line.
ANSWER: You Got Served
8. Answer the following about the long and storied career of Justin Bieber, FTPE:
[10] The music video for this high-charting Bieber single takes place largely at a bowling alley. The fact that “my first love broke my heart for the first time” results in Bieber calling out to her with the titular term of endearment.
ANSWER: “Baby”
[10] This rapper is a featured artist on “Baby,” where he declares that his first love “woke me up daily, Don’t need no Starbucks.” Hist most recent album is Battle of the Sexes, while his first single featured Shawna and asked “What’s Your Fantasy.”
ANSWER: Ludacris (or Christopher Brian Bridges)
[10] This other Bieber single is accompanied by a music video in which he finds his crush’s scarf on the floor at a laundromat and creates an elaborate scavenger hunt to lead her to it, and him. It asks “How many I told yous and start overs and shoulders have you cried on before?”
ANSWER: “One Less Lonely Girl”
9. Harvey Comics published over 40 different series about this popular character. FTPE:
[10]Name this character who despite his age, often used guns to take down robbers and evil scientists. He is best friends with Freckles and Pee-Wee, is rivals with his cousin Reggie, and is dating Gloria.
ANSWER: Richard “Richie” Rich Jr. (Prompt on Rich)
[10]This butler of Richie Rich accompanies Richie on many of his adventures to stop inventions and money being taken from the Rich estate. He often tells Richie stories of his past butlering experiences with some quite odd bosses.
ANSWER: Herbert Arthur Runcible Cadbury
[10]Harvey comics also published a few series about this friendly ghost. In one Simpsons episode, Bart and Lisa discuss their belief that Richie Rich killed himself and turned into this figure.
ANSWER: Casper the friendly ghost
10. Name some characters who are in the 4077th M*A*S*H unit, FTPE:
[10]This protagonist shifts between pulling pranks and bemoaning the horrors of the Korean War. His nickname comes from Last of the Mohicans and he was played by Alan Alda.
ANSWER: Captain Benjamin Franklin “Hawkeye” Pierce
[10]This character replaced Major Frank Burns as the Commanding Officer of the unit. His proximity to retirement, as well as his Regular Army service, made him a responsible commander who quickly earned the respect of Hawkeye.
ANSWER: Colonel Sherman Tecumseh Potter
[10]This recurring nurse appeared in 82 episodes. She was the most talkative of the nurses and liked to dance a lot. The character’s last name is the same as her actress’s first name, which resulted in actors calling her the wrong name on screen.
ANSWER: Nurse Kealani Kellye
11. UConn’s dynasty in Storrs has featured the on-court talents of stars like Diana Taurasi and Sue Bird. For ten points each:

[10] The Huskies’ run stems from this slick-haired coach, who has led the team to 7 national titles.
ANSWER: Geno Auriemma
[10] One of Auriemma’s top stars during the 1990s was this center, who led the team to an undefeated 35-0 mark and a national title in 1995. She later starred for the New York Liberty in the WNBA.
ANSWER: Rebecca Lobo
[10] This product of Christ the King High School in New York helped lead UConn to back-to-back titles in 2009 and 2010 and holds the school records for both points and rebounds. She was the first pick in the 2010 WNBA draft.
ANSWER: Tina Charles
12. In one scene in a movie starring this character, he strips to his underpants and struggles to get out of a robotic rhinoceros when the air conditioning fails. FTPE:
[10]Name this character that often talks with his butt, a pet detective played by Jim Carrey. 
ANSWER: Ace Ventura
[10]In Ace Ventura: When Nature Calls, Ace is hired to track down the only kind of animal he does not love. This type of animal was kidnapped for its valuable guano which Vincent Cadby planned on selling as fertilizer. 
ANSWER: Bat
[10]In Ace Ventura: Pet Detective, Dan Marino helps unmask Lieutenant Einhorn as this fictional Dolphins kicker who supposedly missed a huge field goal in Superbowl XVII. He became obsessed with the notion that Dan Marino held the ball “laces in” instead of “laces out.”
ANSWER: Ray Finkle
13. FTPE, answer some questions about a college rock band from Athens, Georgia:
[10] This band is famous for hits like “Everybody Hurts” and “It’s the End of the World as We Know It,” and is fronted by Michael Stipe.
ANSWER: R.E.M.
[10] “It’s the End of the World as We Know It” appears on this R.E.M. album from 1987 that also included “Finest Worksong” and “The One I Love.”
ANSWER: Document
[10] This earlier R.E.M. song urges its title character to “take a break” because “We’ve been on this shift too long.” It appeared on Fables of the Reconstruction.
ANSWER: “Driver 8”
14. Answer these questions about terrible throwing performances involving a certain NFL team, FTPE:
[10] Tackle and current proprietor of Maryland's only Fatburger Orlando Brown may be best known for assaulting Jeff Triplette after an errantly thrown penalty flag struck him in the eye while playing for this team, whose own horribly inaccurate passers have included Charlie Frye and Kelly Holcomb.
ANSWER: Cleveland Browns [accept either]
[10] A controversial replay ruling in the final moments of a 2001 game against Jacksonville prompted Cleveland fans to pelt a vast number of these objects along with miscellaneous garbage onto the field. Butch Davis inured his knee trying to avoid these objects, one of which struck a four year-old child in the head.
ANSWER: (Beer) Bottles
[10] The beer-propelling Browns fans were probably just emulating the passing style of this former number one overall pick from Kentucky, a massive bust who was unable to catch on as a backup quarterback after being released in 2004, despite roiding up undetected for several years.
ANSWER: Tim Couch
15. FTPE, Answer these questions about a video game released by Bethesda Game Studios in 2008:
[10] Assuming the role of the Lone Wanderer, players traverse a post-apocalyptic DC in this game while completing quests like tracking down a runaway android, fighting super mutants and raiders, and looting old ruins for weapons or caps which are used as currency.
ANSWER: Fallout 3
[10] Following Fallout 3’s release, this DLC features a trip to an alien spacecraft and aiding other abductees such as a cowboy, a little girl and a samurai in their attempt to escape back to Earth.
ANSWER: Mothership Zeta
[10] The one location in this game that has a thriving wildlife is this settlement which is led by Tree Father Birch. It might be more notable for having a gigantic talking tree named Harold who wants you to kill him. 
ANSWER: Oasis
16. It’s not lupus, but it is a bonus on characters from House, FTPE:
[10] This Dean of Medicine at Princeton Plainsboro, played by Lisa Edelstein, often has an antagonistic relationship with House, which of course means that they also end up romantically entangled during season six. She has an adopted daughter named Rachel.
ANSWER: Dr. Lisa Cuddy
[10] Lawrence Kutner, who committed suicide in the fifth season of the show, was played by this man, who also plays one of the titular duo in the Harold and Kumar films.
ANSWER: Kal Penn or n Suresh Modi
[10] This eliminated fellowship candidate from season 4 was known by House as “Ridiculously Old Guy,” and is revealed to never have attended med school, instead auditing classes during his three decades as an admissions officer.Kalpe
ANSWER: Henry Dobson

17. She played the Jim Carrey’s love interest in Yes Man and Miss Edmunds in the 2007 adaptation of Bridge to Terabithia. FTPE:
[10] Name this actress who also played Trillian in 2005’s The Hitchhiker’s Guide to the Galaxy the titular woman in 500 Days of Summer.
ANSWER: Zooey Claire Deschanel
[10] While married to Death Cab for Cutie vocalist Ben Gibbard, Zooey Deschanel’s own musical career includes this folk duo she is in with M. Ward. One music video for their song “Why Do You Let Me Stay Here?” was used as a promotion for 500 Days of Summer.
ANSWER: She & Him 
[10] Zooey’s sister Emily costars in the drama Bones with David Boreanaz, who played this brooding vampire-with-a-soul in Buffy the Vampire Slayer. He later left Sunnydale for his own titular spinoff.
ANSWER: Angel (accept Angelus)
18. This woman received her most famous role after the studio was unable to get Shirley Temple. FTPE:
[10] Name this actress who starred in a 1954 remake of A Star is Born, but most famously played Dorothy in The Wizard of Oz.
ANSWER: Judy Garland
[10] This other actress who played the Wicked Witch of the West received a visit from Judy Garland when she was recuperating from second- and third-degree burns sustained in an accident during her fiery Munchkinland exit.
ANSWER: Margaret Hamilton
[10] This song cut from the movie is alluded to when the Wicked Witch mentions having sent a certain creature “to take the fight out of” Dorothy and her friends. Grainy footage of this segment is included on the DVD release. 
ANSWER: “The Jitterbug”
19. Answer the following about songs with a certain color in their titles, FTPE:
[10] This song by one-hit-wonder Eiffel 65, subtitled after the nonsense syllables in its chorus, tells of a man who lives in a world of the titular color, with the result that “everything is [this color] for him and himself and everybody around.” 
ANSWER: “Blue (Da Ba Dee)” [also accept “I’m Blue”]
[10] Another song, “Blue Lips,” is by this antifolk Russian-born artist, who recalls “they made a statue of us and put it on a mountaintop” in “Us,” and, “It’s been a long time since before I’ve been touched” in “Dance Anthem of the 80s.”

ANSWER: Pinback
20. This team’s starting rotation was the last in MLB history to feature four 20-game winners. For ten points each:
[10] In 1971, Pat Dobson and Jim Palmer helped this team’s starting rotation go a combined 81-31 on the season en route to the AL pennant.
ANSWER: Baltimore Orioles (Also accept O’s)
[10] Despite the talented staff, the Orioles fell to the Pirates in the World Series, with this starter losing Game 7. Nicknamed “Crazy Horse,” this man had earlier been the first Latin American to win the Cy Young, capturing it in 1969.
ANSWER: Mike Cuellar
[10] The Orioles staved off elimination in game 6 of the series when this third baseman hit a sac fly in the bottom of the 10th. He won the Series MVP a year earlier when his spectacular defense helped the O’s defeat Pittsburgh for the 1970 crown.
ANSWER: Brooks Robinson
