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Tossups
1. In 2006, a blatantly insane former cornerback from this school viciously attacked some Persian dude at a Denny's after announcing his probable status as a “fucking faggot” and “one of those Jews,” derailing that player's career with the Bears after leaving the Carolina Panthers. Top national kicking prospect Kai Forbath “stars” for this school, the alma mater of XFL star Tommy Maddox and violent anti-Semite Ricky Manning, Jr. Two Jaguars used their top two selections in 2006 on players from this school, drafting tight end Mercedes Lewis and a (*) running back who holds most conference punt return records. Troy Aikman starred here for legendary coach Terry Donahue, whose players also included Jonathan Ogden. Karl Dorrell coached Maurice Jones-Drew at this school before being succeeded in 2008 by Rick Neuheisel, who formalized a rule permitting both teams to wear home jerseys in this school's annual game against USC. For 10 points, name this Pac-10 school whose name reflects its location in California's most populous city.
ANSWER: University of California, Los Angeles Bruins [accept either nickname or school name]
2. One episode of this show features an injured girl named Mia who prefers the company of the nanny who ran her over to her neglecting parents, and in another episode, a flood engulfs the protagonist’s workplace while her sister uses her photographic memory to diagnose the cause of a seven-year headache. A two-part episode in this series is titled “It’s the End of the World” and “As We Know It,” respectively, and sees the death of a bomb squad detective named Dylan after an (*) explosive removed from the body of a World War II reenactor explodes. The protagonist of this show was aided in her recovery from that incident by a woman who was the love interest of Preston Burke, Cristina Yang. Centering on the lives of doctors at Seattle Grace Hospital, this is, FTP, what ABC medical drama named after its protagonist Meredith, whose name is a homophone for a certain medical text.
ANSWER: Grey’s Anatomy
3. This singer portrayed Mr. Hart's personal secretary in a movie where she fantasizes about tying him up in five seconds, and she also played Shirlee Kenyon in a movie where that character is convinced to lie about being a doctor in order to give advice, Straight Talk. This artist got her start replacing Norma Jean as a regular performer on the Porter Wagoner show, where her first solo single was (*) “Just Because I'm a Woman”. One song by this artist is named for a woman “whose beauty is beyond compare, with flaming locks of auburn hair” with whom the singer cannot compete. Her duets with Kenny Rogers include “Real Love” and “Islands in the Stream” , while another of her songs focuses on the happiness of her youth despite her poor upbringing . The Iron Butterfly behind “Tennessee Homesick Blues”, “Jolene” and “Coat of Many Colors”, for ten points, name this country singer-songwriter who is known for her increasingly voluptuous figure.
ANSWER: Dolly Parton
4. The remote controlled aircraft that can be used in Grand Theft Auto: San Andreas is named after this figure. One person with this title was the 1979 NL rookie of the year and 1984 Cy Young award winner who still has his colorful facial hair while working as a broadcaster for ESPN. Another man who has taken on this nickname is the previously Ferrari driving, seven time Formula One Cup winner (*) Michael Schumacher. In one movie about the revenge of this figure, Mickey Rooney plays the unknown shooter of this man who later possessed a doll in a model plane. This man also appears with a handlebar mustache on his namesake frozen pizza brand. He is playable in flight simulators, such as Knights of the Sky, which takes place during World War I. FTP, name this man who often shoots down Snoopy’s doghouse, a German pilot named Manfred von Richthofen.
ANSWER: The Red Baron (accept Manfred von Richtofen before mentioned)
5. A vehicle in this comic is revealed to be powered by the Seebeck Effect, while in one story arc it is revealed that the protagonist’s father is alive and lives in a booth of an all you can eat buffet. One recurring character in this comic once vaporized an irritating Texan using telekinesis which he learned while at college in India. Another character in this comic carries around a “pitchspoon” and darns people to heck for minor offenses. In addition to (*) Phil, the Prince of Insufficient Light, and Asok, this comic features Carol, who often forces characters to fly to the fourth world country of Elbonia. Another female character in this strip always claims that she does not get enough recognition because of her gender and wears her hair in pyramidal fashion. That character, Alice, and Wally are both engineers at a company where they are managed by a boss with pointy hair. FTP name this comic written by Scott Adams about the titular office-worker whose tie always points upward.
ANSWER: Dilbert
6. In one of this movie’s scenes, a character dressed as a French noblewoman declares that she “can’t make love to a bush!,” causing a microphone to be moved.  That becomes apparent as a problem during the screening of a film within this movie, in which two characters repeat “yes, yes, yes” and “no, no, no” as the audience laughs hysterically.  That film’s star in this movie has doubts about his acting ability, brought on by the scathing remarks of a woman who claims to be a stage actress but is later caught emerging from a giant cake at a party, revealing her true job.  That woman is (*) Kathy Selden, who turns out to be a huge fan of a man who must work with Cathy and Cosmo to fix the ruined film-within-a-film despite the grating voice of Lina Lamont.  Frequently described as one of the best musicals ever made, FTP name this movie in which Don Lockwood, portrayed by Gene Kelley, performs the titular action while dancing around streetlamps and in puddles.
ANSWER: Singin’ in the Rain
7. One song by this group from its debut album offers, “Here’s your moment to shine, shine,” while in another, the singer proclaims “could’ve been the death of me, but then you breathed your breath in me.” The video for the first single by this group behind “There and Back Again” and “Crashed” suggests that a recently-paroled man is plotting a jewelry heist before revealing that he has purchased an engagement ring for his girlfriend. The singer describes the “last time we talked” which “burns like an iron in the back of my mind” in a song off of their second album, (*) Leave This Town, which contained “September,” “No Surprise,” and “Life After You.” The line “I was blown away, what could I say, it all seemed to make sense” opens their first single off an album that also contained “Home” and “Over You.” “It’s Not Over” is a song by, FTP, what rock group whose frontman and namesake finished fourth in the fifth season of American Idol?
ANSWER: Daughtry
8. After losing in the quarter finals of the super heavyweight division to Tyrell Biggs at the 1984 Summer Olympics, this man declined to turn professional, remaining an amateur for four more years to challenge for a gold in the 1988 Seoul Olympics. This decision proved fortuitous, when he won the gold medal after recording a second round TKO against American Riddick Bowe. He later took his first WBC heavyweight belt after Bowe, the sitting title holder, refused to fight Lewis, the top contender, vacating his belt in the process. Critics pointed to the time he spent filming a boxing scene with (*) Wladimir Klitschko for Ocean’s 11 as taking away time from this man’s fight preparations prior to his upset loss to Hasim Rahman. This man later won a controversial fight with Wladimir’s brother, Vitali, after a cut over Vitali’s eye caused him to lose by TKO despite leading on all three scorecards prior to the fight being stopped. Famous in part for his Canadian and British heritage, for ten points, name this man who retired rather than fight Klitschko again, leaving boxing as the sport’s most recent Undisputed World Heavyweight Champion.
ANSWER: Lennox Lewis
9. One segment with which this man was associated was his namesake “Picture Pages,” which ran on Captain Kangaroo, while another series associated with this man was about a boy who is fan of the Blue Sox baseball team, as well as the hero Captain Brainstorm. A show in which this actor starred cast him alongside Robert Culp, as he played the ostensible tennis trainer Alexander Scott in the series (*)  I Spy. Another show starring this man featured Vanessa and Denise as members of the protagonist’s family, while yet another show was based off a feature of an Art Linkletter series, and another show associated with this actor saw him warn in its intro, “If you’re not careful, you may learn something.” Kids Say the Darndest Things and Fat Albert both starred, FTP, what African-American comedian and actor whose character on a namesake ‘80s sitcom was Cliff Huxtable?

ANSWER: William Henry “Bill” Cosby 
10. One ad for this movie was a phony PSA in which characters discuss the hardships of women, mentioning that baby Chinese girls are routinely put up for adoption. This movie’s protagonist studies Julius Caesar, leading one character to rant that “we should totally just stab Caesar!” That character’s friend dresses as a cat for a Halloween party, and expresses hope that on the night of the party she will enjoy sleeping with a character named (*) Jason.  The protagonist of this movie attempts to sabotage a certain rival through acts which include passing off foot cream as facial cream.  One group in this movie performs the Jingle Bell Rock for the school talent show and writes a document full of cruel comments called the “Burn Book”.  FTP, name this 2004 movie which follows Cady Heron, portrayed by Lindsay Lohan, as she joins and eventually dominates the clique “The Plastics.”
ANSWER: Mean Girls
11. One video for this song sees its seeming protagonist shocked when a young boy’s parents declare that he is just tall enough to ride a roller coaster; the second half of that video for this song sees that large, pale man ride the coaster next to the child. The singer of this song compares himself to “a newborn baby” because people apparently perform the same action with regards to each of them, and this song also hopes, (*) “my love will laugh with me before the morning comes.” The singer describes seeing “a line of cars,” that are the titular color, and he asserts, “no more will my green sea go turn a deeper blue” after seeing “the girls walk by dressed in their summer clothes.” Lamenting that “I have to turn my head until my darkness goes,” FTP name this Rolling Stones song whose singer expresses a desire to change a red door into one of the titular color.
ANSWER: “Paint it Black”
12. A terrible wild west-themed music video of Bon Jovi's “Blaze of Glory” was filmed at this location, which includes a public toilet converted into a beer cooler and decorated with a lava lamp. The word “pineapple” triggers a mass evacuation of this location, where a Missile Command high score is achieved thanks to its speakers broadcasting Rush's “Tom Sawyer.” Weinerlicious and Orange Orange frozen yogurt have shared a plaza with this locale, which has been targeted repeatedly by organizations like FULCRUM and The (*) Ring before being destroyed in season three, an act mistakenly blamed on Jeff Barnes and Lester Patel. A bunker known as “Castle” is located underneath this building, which General Beckman recently took over before leaving its management to Big Mike and Morgan Grimes. Staffed by “green shirts” and the Nerd Herd, FTP, name this primary setting of NBC's Chuck, a Best Buy parody whose generic corporate name encourages customers to make purchases in greater quantities.
ANSWER: The Burbank Buy More
13. In 2007, the owner of the Rim Rockers, a fledgling ABA team in this state, disappeared with ticket sales revenue after transferring control of the team to a local hobo. After replacing Riley Wallace as coach of one team in this state, Bob Nash was fired following a dismal 2010 campaign that saw just four regular season victories at the Stan Sheriff Center. Al Michaels began his career calling games in this state, whose namesake university had its program built up by Red Rocha. A 1982 game in this state's cramped Blaisdell Arena saw the home team stun visiting squad led by Rick Carlisle and Ralph Sampson in an upset of top-ranked Virginia. That upset inspired an annual (*) event in this state drawing a participant from each major conference, whose 2009 iteration saw Gonzaga narrowly defeat Cincinnati. That event in this state always features host school Chaminade, and since 2001 has been sponsored by EA Sports. FTP, name this home state of the Rainbow Warriors and site of the pre-season Maui Invitational.
ANSWER: Hawaii
14. A wrestling tag-team known by this term consisted of Jody Hamilton and Tom Renesto, and a song titled after one of these people describes “racing the yellow lights to find the gate is open.” A film titled after one of these people stars Sylvester Stallone as Robert Rath, a member of the titular profession, another song about one of these people claims that they are born “wild and bereft,” and urges, “aim, shoot, kill your leaders,” and is by (*) Muse. The antagonist of Angels and Demons claims to be a direct descendant of the original members of this profession, which shares its name with a turbaned, unlockable character in Soul Calibur II.  This is also the profession of the character Altair who must kill nine targets in order to regain his high rank. FTP, name this type of stealthy murderer who in video games have a namesake Creed.
ANSWER: assassins 
15. One quote from this game is, “I made like Chow Yun Fat,” which refers to the star of Hard Boiled by John Woo who inspired much of this game. One early boss in this game uses a sawed off shotgun and is surrounded by cultists who believe that he is a wolf and a messenger of Hell. That character, the appropriately named, Jack Lupino was the underboss of the (*) Punchinello crime family which the protagonist goes undercover in to stop the trafficking of Valkyr. The protagonist is contracted by the Inner Circle to kill the CEO of the Aesir Corporation, Nicole Horne, who kills Mona Sax before the final battle. You could slow down gunfights in this game using the Bullet Time mechanic, which this game originated. FTP, name this game about the title protagonist, who was played by Mark Wahlberg in the movie adaptation, a cop whose name refers to the great amount of hurt he can cause.
ANSWER: Max Payne 
16. One short-lived sitcom featuring this character saw him live across the hall from neighbors named Arny and Rosa, and the film To Be or Not to Be centered around an actor’s attempts to pass himself off as this man. Another movie sees this man portrayed by the hippie Lorenzo St. DuBois, and the upcoming movie Iron Sky depicts soldiers who were once under the command of this man returning to (*) Earth from the moon. A version of this man has been featured as an antagonist in the NES game Golgo 13, while a viral video involving this man is a clip from a certain movie that has been subtitled to make him appear to complain about everything from Sarah Palin’s resignation to a ban on Xbox Live; that film is Downfall. This man is also an enemy in the PC’s Wolfenstein 3D, and the fact that as an argument continues, the probability of one party being compared to this man is known as Godwin’s Law. FTP name this man whose “Springtime” is the subject of the fictional play debuted in “The Producers.”
ANSWER: Adolf Hitler
17. One version of this song by Cash Cash commands, “tell my momma this chick is my future miss,” and “it doesn’t take a genius to feel it this time.” The music video for this song sees its singer attract the ire of a janitor for dancing on the tables in a certain type of building, but after she pulls the glasses off a nerdy boy and begins opening drawers at random, she is joined in her dance by the rest of the people at the library. The singer proclaims “The (*) good and the bad times we’ve been through them all,” as well as that “Your arms are my castle, your heart is my sky,” before requesting “forgive me my weakness, but I don’t know why/without you it’s hard to survive.” FTP, name this club dance song whose singer states that “I feel the static” and “I get this feeling” whenever the titular action occurs, by Cascada.
ANSWER: “Everytime We Touch”
18. A recent ESPN article analyzing best postseason pitchers noted this game as the main pitcher’s most memorable October performance, though his 2001 NLDS game 1 win over Matt Morris had a better Bill James game score. A controversial call on a Mark Bellhorn line drive into the left field stands resulted in a three-run home run in the fourth inning after manager Terry Francona argued the original call on the field, that the ball was still in play after hitting a fan. The home fans nearly rioted later in this game, after Alex Rodriguez was called out on interference for slapping a ball out of Bronson Arroyo’s hand as Arroyo attempted to tag him. The starting pitcher in this game had undergone a now-eponymous procedure involving his peroneus brevis tendon, and the resulting sutures may or may not have fallen out of place during the game. Culminating in a series-tying win for the Red Sox, for ten points, name this game that saw Curt Schilling beat the Yankees despite an increasingly large crimson stain appearing above his ankle.
ANSWER: Bloody Sock Game [accept Game Six of the 2004 ALCS]
19. One guest star on this show was Tim Russert, and one episode of this show sees Marcia Gay Harden guest star as the mother of a boy slain in a shopping mall. One character on this show drowns himself rather than return to his job, named John Crosetti. This TV show began with very poor ratings that were offset by winning two Emmys, and one character on this show formerly dated (*) Danvers and disappeared after season five. That character, Kay Howard, works alongside Tim Bayliss and John Munch, played by Richard Belzer. Based on a book by David Simon and airing from 1993-1999 on NBC, FTP, name this show that saw the role of Frank Pembleton ignite the career of Andre Braugher, a cop show set in Baltimore that presumably depicts “Life on the Street.”
ANSWER: Homicide: Life on the Street
20. An egg broken onto the floor beneath a bed in this film is shown to have cooked shortly before one character is able to gauge the temperature of a corpse from a recent explosion, since the man had been fatally stabbed with a kitchen thermometer. This film's director has an early cameo as a man whose entrails are used descend one level of a building. The title character explains that he “don't text” after returns from a trip in which he correctly guesses that a computer password is “I Heart April” and engages in three-way sex in a (*) pool with a mother and daughter. Tom Savini helps murder the title figure's brother, a priest played by Cheech Marin, while this film's source material first appeared alongside a work featuring Nicholas Cage as Fu Manchu, Werewolf Women of the SS. It sees Jeff Fahey attempt to stage an attack on Robert DeNiro's Senator McLaughlin by hiring the title character, who has sex with Jessica Alba, Michelle Rodriguez, and Lindsay Lohan after informing his foes that “you just fucked with the wrong Mexican.” FTP, name this Robert Rodriguez adaptation of a Grindhouse trailer that sees Danny Trejo wield the titular blade.
ANSWER: Machete
21. One scene in this movie sees a character turn the volume down on “No Tears” by Scarface and lock his door when a black flower vendor walks by his car. Orlando Jones’s Steve pretends to be an ex-addict while selling magazines door to door in this film, which sees the protagonist’s neighbor Lawrence reference televised breasts through a common wall. Another of the protagonist’s friends changes his views on Michael Bolton while talking to the “Bobs,” because they were impressed that he shared his name. Yet another character in this film is obsessed by a red stapler and that character eventually burns Initech to the ground. The most memorable scene in this movie has Geto Boys’ Still playing while Michael, Samir, and Peter smash a printer to bits. FTP, name this 1999 comedy satirizing the 90’s workspace, a film created by Mike Judge.
ANSWER: Office Space

1. Name some things about the long time flagship USA network show, FTPE:
[10] Name this show about the title obsessive compulsive detective who is played by Tony Shalhoub.
ANSWER: Monk
[10] This deceased wife of Monk was revealed to have secretly had a daughter in the series finale. Her murder was the one case that Monk had difficulty solving.
ANSWER: Trudy Anne Monk
[10] This captain of the San Fransico Homicide Department, played by Ted Levine, helped Monk’s investigation of Trudy’s death. His second in command is the somewhat inept Lieutenant Randy Disher.
ANSWER: Captain Leland Francis Stottlemeyer
2. He played Douglas Carlin in Deja Vu and the titular blind man in The Book of Eli. FTPE:
[10] Name this actor who starred in The Great Debaters and Coach Boone in Remember the Titans. 
ANSWER: Denzel Hayes Washington, Jr.
[10] Washington became the second African-American man after Sidney Poitier to win the Best Actor Oscar, for his role as Alonzo Harris in this film.
ANSWER: Training Day
[10] Washington was nominated for Best Supporting Actor for his role as Steve Biko in this film about 1970s apartheid South Africa.
ANSWER: Cry Freedom
3.  Joe Posnanski painstakingly compiled his list of 32 of the greatest playcalls of all time. For ten points each:
[10] This long-time Dodgers announcer and Hall-of-Famer made the list at both No. 19, for calling Bill Buckner’s error in the 1986 World Series, and No. 17, for calling Sandy Koufax’s 1965 perfect game, and again at No. 9, for The Catch.
ANSWER: Vin Scully
[10] Kenneth Wolstenholme’s famous call of, “Some people are on the pitch. They think it’s all over. It is now,” noted this country’s victory in the 1966 World Cup.
ANSWER: England [DO NOT ACCEPT “United Kingdom” or “Great Britain”]
[10] This announcer took home top billing for his call at the end of the Miracle on Ice game at the 1980 Olympics, saying of the U.S. victory, “Do you believe in miracles? Yes!”

ANSWER: Al Michaels
4. He lived in a log cabin made of earth and wood in the evergreens of New Orleans, Louisiana. FTPE:
[10]Name this rock and roll classic about the title “country boy” who “could play a guitar just like he’s ringing a bell.”
ANSWER: Johnny B. Goode
[10]This pioneer of rock and roll created Johnny B. Goode as well as other songs like “Maybellene” and “Roll Over Beethoven.”
Answer: Chuck Berry
[10]This 1972 hit by Chuck Berry discusses how the young singer gets two silver bells on a string from his grandmother for Christmas, which he inappropriately plays with in class and while swimming. The name of titular present is a blatant double-entendre.
ANSWER: My Ding-a-Ling
5. Answer the following about superheroes in videogames, FTPE:
[10] This action-RPG features the heroes of a certain comic book franchise teaming up to defeat a wide variety of villains including Blackheart, Mysterio, and Super Skrull. The ability to create teams of four heroes allows the formation of a wide variety of superhero teams.
ANSWER: Marvel: Ultimate Alliance
[10] A 2005 game subtitled “Ultimate Destruction” depicts Bruce Banner’s quest to create a machine to prevent himself from transforming into this titular gamma-irradiated character.
ANSWER: The Incredible Hulk
[10] In this Japan-only release for the Wii, the titular character, whose alter ego is Nick, travels to Mimin Island where he must help an array of minor Nintendo characters with their problems, including finding Birdo’s vibrator to prove that she is female.
ANSWER: Captain Rainbow
6. It suggests that you might want the titular person “when the truth is found to be lies and all the joy within you dies.” FTPE:
[10] Name this song that asks “don’t you want” and “don’t you need” the titular person before asserting “you better find” that person.
ANSWER: “Somebody to Love”
[10] “Somebody to Love” is by this San Francisco rock band who released the seminal Surrealistic Pillow, which contained “She Has Funny Cars,” and spun off a band titled after an eponymous “Starship.”
ANSWER: Jefferson Airplane
[10] This other psychedelic Jefferson Airplane song declares “one generation got old, one generation got soul,” before asserting that the singers are the titular people “of America.”
ANSWER: “Volunteers”
7. Answer some questions about Showtime shows with something in common FTPE.
A minor character on this show is Sanjay, who gets Clinique pregnant when she tries to turn him straight by sleeping with him. Mary-Louise Parker stars as Nancy Botwin, a widowed soccer mom turned drug dealer.
ANSWER: Weeds
Toni Collete is a mother with multiple personalities, including Alice and Buck, in this Diablo Cody-penned show. Her son Marshall gets super upset when one of his mom's alter-egos makes out with the boy he's crushing on.
ANSWER: United States of Tara
This animated show was a short-lived followup feature to Queer as Folk, and covers the adventures of gossipy male nurse Adam Duckstein. In one episode, he is shot by homophobes, but, while in heaven, he is delighted to learn that Socrates and Leornardo da Vinci were also homos!
ANSWER: Queer Duck
8. Identify the following exemplary films set during the Vietnam War, FTPE:
[10] Oliver Stone's own experiences during the New Year's Day attack of 1968 informed this film, in which Charlie Sheen's character observes the struggle between the sadistic Sergeant Barnes and noble Sergeant Elias, played respectively by Tom Berenger and Willem Dafoe.
ANSWER: Platoon
[10] This Stanley Kubrick film, whose title refers to a standard rifle round, features an iconic role by R. Lee Ermey, who drives Vincent D'Onofrio to murder him with memorable taunts like “I will gouge out your eyeballs and skull-fuck you!”
ANSWER: Full Metal Jacket
[10] Based on a book by Hal Moore and Joseph Galloway, played in the film by Mel Gibson and Barry Pepper, this 2002 film follows the first main American action in the war at the Battle of la Drang. In a friendly reminder that the Vietnamese government is still crazy, actor Don Duong had to flee to the US after being arrested for appearing in this film.
ANSWER: We Were Soldiers
9. He damaged his hands in a car accident, ending his successful career as a surgeon. FTPE:
[10]Name this character who was rivals with Karl Mordo before inheriting the Ancient One’s role as Sorcerer Supreme.
ANSWER: Dr. Strange [accept Dr. Stephen Strange]
[10]This nemesis of Dr. Strange has access to the entire power of the Dark Dimension where he rules. He will appear in Marvel vs. Capcom 3 in his humanoid form where he has a burning skull for a head.
ANSWER: Dormammu
[10]Dr. Strange created the Defenders with the Hulk, Silver Surfer, and this Atalantean King whose powers subside with his time spent out of the water.
ANSWER: Namor the Sub-Mariner
10. Identify these schools who all had players selected in the 2010 NBA draft, FTPE:
[10] After transferring from Michigan, Ekpe Udoh was drafted 6th overall out of this school, which was only this year released from probation stemming from Dave Bliss's abhorrent management of this team, highlighted by Carlton Dotson's  murder of fellow player Patrick Dennehy.
ANSWER: Baylor Bears
[10] The Timberwolves took Wesley Johnson, a forward from this Big East school in  upstate New York, with the 4th pick. In the second round, the Knicks selected Andy Rautins, who also played for this alma mater of Carmelo Anthony.
ANSWER: Syracuse Orangemen
[10] Outstandingly-named big man Magnum Rolle was selected out of this Ruston-based school, noted for its somewhat curious membership in the WAC despite being radically farther east than its nearest neighbor in the conference, New Mexico State.
