[DE] 1. Sandy Florinar, Paul Levine, Connie Dunnall, and Myra Carter were the first people to do this, and since then more than 65,000 others have done it.  One of them, Patricia Bernard, was delayed in doing it because she was going to the bathroom at the time.  Perhaps the most famous occurrence of this action came in 1977, when an excited young woman named Yolanda did it, in the process accidentally (*) exposing her breasts to the entire studio audience and prompting announcer Johnny Olson to quip, “Bob, they have given their all for you!”  For ten points, Olson, Rich Fields, and Rod Roddy are among the men who have instructed certain contestants to do what action on a long-running CBS game show?

ANSWER: “Come on Down” (accept clear knowledge equivalents)
2. This mathematician derived methods for solving cubic equations as well as some of higher orders. He wrote about binomial coefficients in Pascal’s triangle and wrote “On the Difficulties of Euclid’s Definitions”. This man advanced Euclid’s parallel postulate and contributed to the eventual development of (*) non-Euclidean geometry. His approach to higher degree polynomials was through geometric algebra and his solutions are not numerical but are line segments instead. For ten points, name this Persian who wrote Treatise on Demonstration of Problems of Algebra and was popularized by Edward Fitzgerald though the translation of his Rubaiyats.
ANSWER: Omar Khayyam
[DE] 3. This film won an Academy Award for Best Art Direction, handing the Peter Jackson-directed remake of King Kong its only loss on Oscar night.  The female protagonist of this film falls in love with the male protagonist after he buys her a sorbet and gives her his (*) handkerchief, inspiring her to take up the titular profession.  Years later, he reveals to her that he played an important part in enabling her to pursue that profession.  This film attracted controversy when it was revealed that the three main female characters would be played by actresses of Chinese and Malaysian descent.  Based on an Arthur Golden novel of the same name, for ten points name this 2005 Rob Marshall-directed film chronicling the journey of Chiyo Sakamoto in her pursuit to become the titular type of entertainer.

ANSWER: Memoirs of a Geisha
4. This play takes place in a 1930’s theatre and the narrator is the stage manager of the play that the audience is watching. The play was written in 1937 by an American playwright and won (*) a Pulitzer prize in 1938 for drama. Some of the secondary characters are Wally Webb and Simon Stimson, both of whom die but come back later in the play as the population of the cemetery. The action takes place in the fictional town of Grover’s Corners from 1901 to 1913. For ten points name the play in which you follow George Gibbs and Emily Webb through their life and her death in this American classic written by Thornton Wilder.
ANSWER: Our Town
[DE] 5. Sportswriter Harry Stein penned an article for Esquire magazine in which he named this man as the second baseman for his All-Jewish baseball team – the only problem being that this man is not Jewish.  In 1985, as a member of the California Angels, he collected his 3,000th hit in a game against the team with which he had his greatest success.  He was a member of that team along with right fielder (*) Tony Oliva when it was swept by the Baltimore Orioles in the very first American League Championship Series in 1969, and ultimately this man’s storied career did not include any World Series appearances.  For ten points, name this man who won both the 1967 AL Rookie of the Year award and 1977 AL MVP award as a member of the Minnesota Twins.

ANSWER: Rod Carew
6. This album's title comes from a lyric from its second track, which potentially alludes to a line from Karl Marx's Critique of Hegel's Philosophy of Right, or, alternatively, to the title of a novel published by science-fiction author Christopher Priest. The music from this album, released in 2001, is prominently featured in the film (*) Garden State, including its first track, entitled “Caring is Creepy.” In the film, Natalie Portman's character tells the protagonist that he “has to hear this one song – it'll change your life.” That song is arguably this band's most famous song, containing the lyrics “and I'd 'a danced like the king of the eyesores / and the rest of our lives would 'a fared well.” For 10 points, name this debut album of The Shins, containing their first single “New Slang.”

ANSWER: Oh, Inverted World
[DE] 7. The London Charter laid out the procedures for this event, which was presided over by Sir Geoffrey Lawrence. Harlan Fiske Stone described this event as a "high-grade lynching party," while Hartley Shawcross worked to establish the legal basis for it by citing the (*) Kellogg-Briand Pact and the Covenant of the League of Nations. Economist Hjalmar Schacht was acquitted, but Austrian Prime Minister Arthur Seyss-Inquart and newspaper publisher Julius Streicher were convicted. Albert Speer was the only person to plead guilty during this event. Defendants at this event were accused of Crimes against Peace and Crimes against Humanity. Joachim von Ribbentrop and Herman Goring were sentenced to die following, for ten points, what 1945-1946 trial of Nazi leaders?
ANSWER: Nuremberg tribunals (accept equivalents)
[DE] 8. This character once misinterpreted the opening line of “The Star-Spangled Banner” as referring to a lamp.  She has a stuffed animal pachyderm named “Ella Funt” for whom she tries unsuccessfully to make a pair of pants.  She is friends with her next-door neighbor (*) Howie Kemp, and they later become cousins after Howie's uncle marries her Aunt Beatrice.  This character was first introduced in the Henry Huggins series before the author decided to create a new series focusing on her life.  Portrayed by Joey King in a 2010 film, for ten points name this younger sister of Beezus Quimby, the central character in a popular series of children's novels by Beverly Cleary.

ANSWER: Ramona Quimby
9. In eukaryotes, these biological molecules are created by DNA polymerase delta. It was originally discovered while studying E.Coli by using a pulse chase type experiment. Their formation is initiated by RNA primers created by primase, which is later removed by endonucleolytic enzymes. DNA ligase (*) links these molecules together using phosphodiester bonds to create a larger molecule essential to life. It forms along the antiparallel lagging strand during the replication of that molecule. For ten points, name these fragments of DNA that are formed discontinuously from the helicase.
ANSWER: Okazaki Fragments
[DE] 10. An early scene in this movie depicts an episode of road rage between two elderly men on the streets of New York City that ends with the two men crashing their cars into a fuel truck.  At one point, the protagonist's girlfriend Elsa is tricked by his brother Doc, played by Roy Scheider, into admitting that she is not Swiss, but German.  Shortly thereafter, Doc is (*) stabbed to death near a fountain by the antagonist.  That antagonist earned its portrayer his ninth Oscar nomination and provides the most famous moment in the movie, when he tortures the protagonist with dental tools while repeatedly asking, “Is it safe?”  Featuring Laurence Olivier as the sadistic Nazi dentist Christian Szell, for ten points name this 1976 John Schlesinger-directed film starring Dustin Hoffman.

ANSWER: Marathon Man
[DE] 11. In one of his early novels, this author wrote about an artist-turned-propagandist who becomes an adviser to the Committee of Unpatriotic Activities. Another novel by this author centers on Ryder, a world-renowned pianist who arrives in a European city to play a concert and then loses his memory. This author of (*) The Unconsoled and An Artist of the Floating World also wrote about Ruth, Tommy and Kathy, pupils at Hailsham boarding school who are being raised in order to be harvested for their organs. This author's most famous work is a fictional diary written by James Stevens, who reminisces about his relationship with Miss Kenton while on vacation from his job as butler for Darlington Hall. For ten points, name this Japanese author of Never Let Me Go and The Remains of the Day.
ANSWER: Kazuo Ishiguro
12. Possessing the largest magnetic penetration depth of all elements, it is an elemental Type II superconductor alongside Technetium and Vanadium. Found in the minerals pylochore and (*) columbite, it was initially named Columbium by Charles Hatchett in 1801: IUPAC did not systematize its name until 1949, when a name coined by Heinrich Rose was adopted. Produced mainly in Brazil, it is sometimes used in jewelry and is found in some Austrian Euro coins alloyed with silver to create colour changes. This transition metal very similar to Tantalum is hypoallergenic and is commonly found in pacemakers, and as a microalloy in steel. For 10 points name this element, number 41 with symbol Nb.
ANSWER: Niobium (accept Nb or columbium until mentioned)
[DE] 13. This episode begins with the death of a gerbil, which starts a chain of events that eventually leads to the occurrence of the titular action and its aftermath.  Among the many cultural references scattered throughout this episode is one to the meeting between Dale Cooper and The Man from Another Place on (*) Twin Peaks.  Several alternate endings were created for this episode showing different characters performing the titular action; a few of these endings would be shown on a later episode of the series.  For ten points, name this 1995 two-part episode of The Simpsons, in which Maggie Simpson is ultimately revealed to be the answer to the titular question.

ANSWER: “Who Shot Mr. Burns?”
14. This man designed the bell tower in his hometown, and reputedly drew a perfect circle for an agent of the Pope sent to his workshop. He also completed a series of works on the life of St. Francis of Assisi for the Santa Croce. One of his works which shows a disproportionally large Jesus being held by the Virgin Mary and is hung in (*) Uffizi Gallery is called the Ognissanti Madonna. This artist is mentioned in Dante’s Purgatio as “dimming the fame” his predecessor in the ordering of Vasari's Lives of the Artists, since he departed more radically from the Byzantine style of painting. An image where angels fly over the title dead body, The Lamentation of Christ, is a scene in one of his most famous frescos, painted for the Scrovegni family. The student of Cimabue, for 10 points name this 14th century Florentine painter of the Arena Chapel frescoes.

ANSWER: Giotto di Bondone
[DE] 15. Warning: year and team required.  They scored an early victory over Connecticut in the championship game of the Coaches vs. Cancer Classic tournament.  Entering the NCAA Tournament with a 33-1 record, they escaped with a 77-74 victory over Mississippi State in the second round before defeating Michigan State, Texas, and UCLA by double-digit margins.  They had a (*) nine-point lead with two minutes left in the championship game, but a stunning comeback by their opponent was capped by a Mario Chalmers three-pointer that sent the game into overtime, where they ultimately lost by a score of 75-68.  Featuring players such as Joey Dorsey and Chris Douglas-Roberts, this is for ten points what John Calipari-coached team whose entire season was vacated in 2009 as a result of rule violations concerning point guard Derrick Rose?

ANSWER: 2007-2008 University of Memphis Tigers (accept either)
16. Along with Max Born and Pascual Jordan, this man proposed a formulation that is the basis of Dirac’s bra-ket notation and is equivalent to (*) Schrodinger’s wave formulation. This man’s formulation is called matrix mechanics (*), a definition of quantum mechanics that was the first complete and correct definition. Among his other achievements, this man won a Nobel Prize in 1932 for his work that helped lead to the discovery of the allotropes of hydrogen. However, he is most famous for a principle that states the determination of position and momentum contains errors of a product less than Planck’s constant. For ten points, name this physicist, known for his namesake uncertainty principle.
ANSWER: Werner Heisenberg
[DE] 17. This man made an early appearance as Eddie Felcher, a fast-talking religious paraphernalia salesman, in an episode of Miami Vice.  He has had cameos in numerous films, playing a firefighter in Orange County and former child star twin brothers Sam and Stan Sweet in The Cable Guy, the latter of which he also (*) directed.  One of the movies in which he has a starring role sees him saying a drawn-out grace to a “kind and gentle and accommodating God,” while in another he tells his opponent to “Cram it up your cram hole, LaFleur” as the arrogant gym owner White Goodman.  For ten points, name this actor best known for his roles in such films as Reality Bites, DodgeBall: A True Underdog Story, and Meet the Parents.

ANSWER: Ben Stiller
18. In this novel, Osbourne buys a Ferrari and enters it in the climactic race, where several drivers are killed. Osbourne and naval officer Peter Holmes were earlier sent on an expedition to investigate the “Jorgenson effect”, and one of the crew abandoned the (*) Scorpion in Seattle to spend his last days fishing. Peter’s wife Mary is in shock about her impending death, and refuses to kill her baby despite Peter’s wishes. The heavy drinker Moira comforts Dwight Towers, the captain of the Scorpion who clings to the hope that his family is alive in Connecticut, even though radioactive cobalt is spreading southward. For 10 points, name this apocalyptic novel about Australians living under the threat of nuclear fallout, written by Nevil Shute.
ANSWER: On the Beach

19. In this 1999 comic book series, the eponymous character is embodied by at least 5 different women and one man, the most recent being one Sophie Bangs. Criticized for being didactic, this series blends the Jewish Kabbalah (*) system with tarot when the eponymous hero, an incarnation of imagination, seeks the deceased comic book writer Steven Shelley among the heavenly spheres of the Kaballah. With the titular character slated to bring about the 'apocalypse', name, for 10 points, this Alan Moore series of graphic novels named for the Greek ideal for creative thought.
ANSWER: Promethea
[DE] 20. Gladwyn Jebb held this position in an acting capacity until the first election for this position. The fourth person to hold this position was a suspected war criminal who later served as Prime Minister of Austria. Elections for this position are outlined in Article 97 of its organization’s (*) charter. Trygve Lie was the first person to hold this position, although he resigned during his second term. The third person to hold this office was the only person awarded a posthumous Nobel Prize, the Peace Prize he received after he died in a plane crash. Following his death, the Soviet Union attempted to abolish this position and replace it with a three-person troika, but those efforts failed. During U Thant's term in this office, he worked to defuse the Cuban Missile Crisis and the Vietnam War. Recent holders of this office include Javier Pérez de Cuéllar, Boutros Boutros-Ghali, and Kofi Annan. A key diplomatic office, name for ten points this position currently held by Ban Ki-moon.
ANSWER: United Nations Secretary General
[DE] 21. In 1980, this man became the first person to say a variant of the f-word on Saturday Night Live when he used the word in place of “flogging” during a medieval sketch.  He made two notable contributions to popular music during the 1980s, playing the famous synthesizer solo on Scandal's breakthrough single “Goodbye to You” and co-writing The Weather Girls' hit (*) “It's Raining Men.”  He assumed the role for which he is most famous in 1982, first as the leader of The World's Most Dangerous Band until 1993, and then as the leader of the CBS Orchestra, a position that he still holds today.  For ten points, name this man who serves as the musical director and sidekick on the Late Show with David Letterman.

ANSWER: Paul Shaffer
Bonuses
1. Identify these holdings of the Dutch Empire, for 10 points each:

[10] The Dutch had significant control of the spice trade when they occupied the territory of this modern-day nation. Its capital was renamed Batavia during Dutch administration.

ANSWER: Indonesia
[10] The Dutch had exclusive trade access to Japan for two centuries thanks to their foothold in Deshima, an island in the bay of this city.

ANSWER: Nagasaki
[10] The Dutch made a brief foray into southern South American by occupying the ruins of this modern-day city in Chile. The Dutch withdrew after a few months, and Spain responded by building a huge fortification complex in its bay.

ANSWER: Valdivia
[DE] 2. In 2010, the website IGN published a list entitled “The Top 100 Videogame Villains.”  Name some of the baddies who made the list, for ten points each.

[10] Coming in at #28 was this character from the Metal Gear series.  This member of the FOXHOUND unit has his right hand cut off by the Cyborg Ninja in Metal Gear Solid.

ANSWER: Revolver Ocelot (also accept Shalashaska or Adamska or Liquid Ocelot or ADAM)

[10] Ranked #3 was this antagonist from Nintendo’s The Legend of Zelda series.  In his initial appearance in the series, he invades Hyrule and steals the Triforce of Power.

ANSWER: Ganon (also accept Ganondorf)

[10] Many were surprised that IGN placed this character at #1.  Voiced by Ellen McLain, this artificially intelligent computer system is the primary antagonist of Portal.

ANSWER: GLaDOS (also accept Genetic Lifeform and Disk Operating System)

3. Not only does it miss out on at-home production like grass-cutting and bread-baking, but this statistic completely ignores the all powerful illegal drugs industry. For 10 points each...

[10] Give this term for the market value of all final goods and services a nation produces in one year.

ANSWER: gross domestic product

[DE] [10]This economic metric was coined by Jigme Singye Wangchuck. It takes into account different forms of “wellness”, including economic, environmental, physical, mental, workplace, social, and political, but critics claim that this metric can be manipulated by governments.

ANSWER: gross national happiness 

 [10] To balance inflation when calculating the GDP, economists divide it by this factor, which measures change in the cost of the goods and services that a typical consumer buys.

ANSWER: consumer price index (prompt on GDP deflator)
[DE] 4. It received an Emmy Award for Outstanding Commercial in 2010.  For ten points each…

[10] Name this advertising campaign starring Isaiah Mustafa as the titular persona.

ANSWER: The Man Your Man Could Smell Like
[10] “The Man Your Man Could Smell Like” advertises this brand of body wash that typically comes in a red bottle.

ANSWER: Old Spice
[10] At the end of the original commercial, Mustafa is seated on a white one of these.

ANSWER: Horse
[DE] 5. Name these championship-winning head coaches of the Los Angeles Lakers, for ten points each.

[10] This man is the current head coach of the Lakers and has guided them to five NBA championships since 2000.  He also won six titles during the 1990s as head coach of the Chicago Bulls.

ANSWER: Phil Jackson
[10] This man coached the Lakers to four NBA titles during the 1980s.  He would later win another championship as head coach of the Miami Heat.

ANSWER: Pat Riley
[10] Riley served as an assistant coach under this man, who guided the Lakers to the 1980 NBA championship.  He was fired by owner Jerry Buss just one year later.

ANSWER: Paul Westhead
[DE] 6. This novel follows features the tiny island nation of San Lorenzo, whose dictator threatens to impale people on a giant hook. For ten points each...

[10] Name this novel that features the satirical religion of Bokononism and a material that turns all water it touches to ice. 

ANSWER: Cat’s Cradle
[10] This man is the author of Cat’s Cradle. He is also well known for such works as Breakfast of Champions and Harrison Bergeron. 

ANSWER: Kurt Vonnegut
[10] This Vonnegut character appears in multiple novels; in Breakfast of Champions, he is the abstract expressionist artist of The Temptation of St. Anthony, while he is the protagonist and narrator of Bluebeard. 

ANSWER: Rabo Karabekian (accept either) 
[DE] 7. Name these notable songs by the rock band R.E.M., for ten points each.

[10] R.E.M. scored their biggest hit with this song off the 1991 album Out of Time.  In it, the singer notes, “That’s me in the corner/That’s me in the spotlight.”

ANSWER: “Losing My Religion”

[10] This popular ballad, the fourth track on 1992’s Automatic for the People, features a string arrangement by Led Zeppelin bassist John Paul Jones.

ANSWER: “Everybody Hurts”

[10] This song was the first single from the band’s 2008 album Accelerate.  Its chorus observes, “Yeah you cried and you cried/He’s alive, he’s alive.”

ANSWER: “Supernatural Superserious”

8. Name these units of measurement, for 10 points each:

[10] This SI unit for measuring temperature was named after an engineer and physicist born in Belfast

ANSWER: Kelvin
[10] The measurement for the amount of a chemical substance, this unit’s name is derived from the German for molecule

ANSWER: Mole
[10] This is the SI unit of capacitance and was originally a unit of charge.

ANSWER: Farad
[DE] 9. Name some things about Kermit the Frog’s numerous appearances on Family Guy, for ten points each.

[10] In a parody of this film in which he starred, Kermit is playing a banjo in a swamp when a black man in a rowboat approaches him and asks if he knows the way to town.  A racist Kermit pulls out a shotgun and replies, “Yeah, it’s back the way you came.”

ANSWER: The Muppet Movie
[10] In another episode, Kermit parodies this legendary Watergate informant by meeting with Brian and Stewie in a dimly-lit parking garage.  He ends up running away after Brian correctly guesses his identity, leading Stewie to ask, “What’s his appeal?”

ANSWER: Deep Throat (also accept William Mark Felt, Sr.)

[10] In yet another episode, Kermit appears as a panelist on Round Table alongside Ray Romano, Al Michaels, and this man known for directing such movies as Caddyshack and National Lampoon’s Vacation.

ANSWER: Harold Ramis
[DE] 10. Name some things related to the administration of Warren G. Harding, for ten points each.
[10] This man served as the Director of the Office of Management and Budget under Harding. However, he may be better known for being the namesake of a post-World War I strategy to help Germany repay its reparations. 

ANSWER: Charles Dawes
[10] Secretary of the Interior Albert Fall masterminded this scandal, in which the Navy leased oil reserves to private oil companies without competitive bidding.
ANSWER: Teapot dome scandal

[10] This 1921 strike by West Virginia coal miners lasted eight days, and was the second-largest insurrection in American history after the Civil War.
ANSWER: Battle of Blair Mountain
[DE] 11. Name these artistic depictions of women for ten points each.
[10] Judy Chicago created this structure, a table in the shape of an equilateral triangle with thirty-nine places set for famous historical and mythological women.
ANSWER: The Dinner Party
[10] Archaeologist Josef Szombathy discovered this paleolithic statuette of a fat woman at a namesake dig site in Austria.
ANSWER: Venus of Willendorf (accept Woman of Willendorf)
[10] In the Loggia dei Lanzi, you can find this marble sculpture by Giambologna that depicts an event from early Roman history.
ANSWER: The Rape of the Sabine Women
[DE] 12. Name these notable men named Keith, for ten points each.

[10] This man has been the lead guitarist for The Rolling Stones since the band’s formation in 1962.

ANSWER: Keith Richards

[10] This man won an Oscar for his song “I’m Easy,” which he performed in the film Nashville.  More recently, he has appeared as FBI Special Agent Frank Lundy on Dexter and as Penny’s father on The Big Bang Theory.

ANSWER: Keith Carradine
[10] This man served as an illustrator and writer for the Legion of Super-Heroes comic book series during much of the 1980s and into the 1990s.  He also created the character Ambush Bug.

ANSWER: Keith Giffen
13. This play won the 1948 Pulitzer Prize for Drama.  For ten points each, name...
[10] This play, in which Blanche DuBois suffers a nervous breakdown, and declares, “Whoever you are, I have always depended on the kindness of strangers”

ANSWER: A Streetcar Named Desire
[10] The titular  streetcar named Desire takes Blanche to the home of his sister and brother-in law, which is located on this location.

ANSWER: Elysian Fields
[10] This character in A Streetcar Named Desire, husband of Blanche’s sister, Stella, rapes Blanche and sends her into a nervous breakdown; he suggests that she be committed to a mental institution.

ANSWER: Stanley Kowalski (prompt on “Kowalski”)
[DE] 14. The 1998 Major League Baseball season saw a whole lotta home run hitting.  For ten points each, name these players not named Mark McGwire who hit at least 50 home runs that year.

[10] McGwire’s chief competitor during the home run record chase that year was this right fielder for the Chicago Cubs.  He ended up with 66 home runs.

ANSWER: Sammy Sosa
[10] McGwire and Sosa were seriously challenged during the first few months of the season by this center fielder for the Seattle Mariners.  He ended up with 56 home runs.

ANSWER: Ken Griffey, Jr.

[10] While never a serious threat to McGwire and Sosa’s respective pursuits of the home run record, this man did win a Silver Slugger Award that year as a member of the San Diego Padres.  He ended up with 50 home runs.

ANSWER: Greg Vaughn
15. This concept is one of the two major operations in calculus, along with differentiation . For 10 points each:
[10] Name this operation, often used to find the area beneath curves.
ANSWER: integration (accept word forms)
[10] Integration and differentiation are connected by this theorem of calculus, independently developed by Newton and Leibniz. It shows that the indefinite integral is the reverse of a derivative and that definite integrals may be calculated using antiderivatives.
ANSWER: fundamental theorem of calculus
[10] This other important theorem in calculus states that given an arc of a differentiable curve, there is at least one point on that curve equal to the average derivative of the curve.
ANSWER: mean-value theorem
[DE] 16. Answer some questions about the sequel to one of the most beloved science-fiction films of all time, for ten points each.

[10] Name this 1989 film, which begins with Marty McFly and “Doc” Brown traveling to the year 2015 in order to prevent Marty McFly, Jr. from participating in a robbery.

ANSWER: Back to the Future Part II
[10] While in 2015, Marty sees a news bulletin stating that this baseball team has defeated the “Miami Gators” to win the World Series.

ANSWER: Chicago Cubs (accept either)

[10] The Back to the Future series was directed by this man.  Among his other directorial credits are the films Who Framed Roger Rabbit and Cast Away.

ANSWER: Robert Zemeckis 

17. Although most people think of science fiction as aliens and monsters, every cool person knows that the best sci-fi has robots.  For ten points each, answer these questions related to cybernetic beings appearing on television.

[10] Name this 1962 Hanna-Barbera series in which a Robotic maid is responsible for serving the titular family, consisting of George, Jane, Judy, and Elroy.

ANSWER: The Jetsons
[10] These robots, initially appearing in the original series as mechanical “toasters”, were redesigned along with the franchise in which they appear, as biological “skinjobs”, based on 12 model-types.   

ANSWER: Cylons
[10] This “robot” appeared in a season 8 episode of South Park, in which it shares its name with, when Eric Cartman dresses up in a cardboard droid outfit, with a name derivative of Honda’s real life humanoid robot.

ANSWER: AWESOM-O

18. Answer the following about the historical throwing out of things, for 10 points each:

[10] The two most prominent examples of this action in this city were the deaths of 7 city officials in 1419 which was a precursor to the Hussite Wars, and the second, in 1618, where two Catholic representatives survived the experience by landing in manure, helped start the Thirty Years’ War. Communist Jan Masaryk may also have died from one of these events which involve involuntary exiting of windows:

ANSWER: Defenestrations of Prague (accept clear knowledge equivalents)

[DE] [10]This 1524 rebellion led by Thomas Muntzer was brutally suppressed by the Swabian League. Although its participants might have been influenced by Martin Luther’s idea of the Priesthood of All Believers, Luther vehemently criticized the insurrection. 

ANSWER: German Peasants’ War (accept Peasants’ Revolt) 

 [10] No one knows who threw the bomb that ignited this May 4, 1886 event, but 4 of the organizers of a rally in its namesake location, including George Engel and August Spies, were hanged even though the Prosecution conceded they had no knowledge of a bomb plot or any sort of violent plot at all:

ANSWER: Haymarket Square Riot (accept clear knowledge equivalents such as “Affair” and “Massacre”)

[DE] 19. This story sees a Chopin prelude interrupted by an arguing couple, and after flipping a switch, a woman reading a book to a child. For ten points each...

[10]Name this short story that follows the lives of Jim an Irene Westcott, who possess a large electronic device which allows them to eavesdrop on the conversations of their neighbors. 

ANSWER: The Enormous Radio
[10]This man wrote The Enormous Radio. Known as “the Chekhov of the Suburbs”, some other short stories written by this man include “The Five-Forty-Eight” and “The Swimmer”. 

ANSWER: John Cheever
[10]”The Enormous Radio” takes place in this city. Other stories that take place in this city include “Maggie: A Girl of the Streets” by Stephen Crane and “The Age of Innocence” by Edith Wharton. 

ANSWER: New York City 
20. This ballet, choreographed first by Agnes de Mille, features a last movement based on the folk tune “Bonaparte’s Retreat.” For ten points each...
[10] Name this ballet about a cowgirl, with movements such as “Buckaroo Holiday” and “Hoe-Down.”
ANSWER: “Rodeo”
[10] Rodeo was written by this gay left-wing American composer of pieces such as Fanfare for the Common Man.
ANSWER: Aaron Copland
[10] Copland wrote a concerto for this instrument for Benny Goodman. Carl Maria von Weber also wrote two concerti for this instrument, and Mozart’s concerto in A Major, K 622 is one of the best known works for this instrument.
ANSWER: clarinet
21. Answer the following questions about caves, for ten points each.
[10] The largest system of caves in the world, part of Mammoth Cave National Park, is located in this U.S. State.

ANSWER: Kentucky
[10] Name one of the two prefixes applied to cave-dwelling organisms.

ANSWER: troglo- or stygo-
[10] A man-made cave, or a cave commonly used by people, is known by this name. Bernard Pallissy built one for the Medici family.

ANSWER: grotto
