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Tossups

1. This artist painting a sprig of hyssop, representing the Tree of Lebanon in front of John the Baptist in the middle ground of one work, and in another, he painted himself in the guise of a skinned St. Bartholomew. He put male nudes in the background of his circular The Holy Family, and (*) Charon rowing down the River Styx in the bottom right in another work. Stressed-out-looking depictions of Jonah and Ezekiel appear in a painter by this artist which also features three scenes of Noah at its base. An apprentice to Ghirlandaio and a victim of Daniele da Voltera’s fig leaves, this artist spent four years on a painting of brown flesh before a blue sky, in which the figure at the top centre looks like Apollo but is supposed to be Christ. for 10 points, name this painter whose enormous Last Judgment sits just below the ceiling he painted in the Sistine Chapel.

ANSWER: Michelangelo Buonarroti

2. This city was originally called Batmania after its founder, John Batman, and its suburbs today include Stonnington and Boroondara. Ranked second behind Vancouver on The Economist’s 2011 “most livable cities” list, this home city of (*) Monash University was its nation’s first capital from 1901 to 1927. A mining company based in this city, BHP Billiton, owns the Ekati diamond mine in the Northwest Territories and made a bid in 2010 for the Potash Corporation of Saskatchewan. This city, situated on Port Phillip Bay at the mouth of the Yarra River, saw its population boom after an 1850s gold rush. The host of the 1956 Olympics, for 10 points, name this capital of Victoria province, the second-largest city in Australia.

ANSWER: Melbourne
3. One character in this movie uses his computer to define the word “hoedown” and proposes to plant a pizza tree. Non-actors Elissa Knight and Ben Burtt were the top-billed members of this movie’s cast, and its main character keeps a gnome collection and listens to the song, (*) “Put on Your Sunday Clothes.” Fred Willard and Jeff Garlin appear as Shelby Fortright and B. McCrea, the two captains of the Axiom, a ship created by the Buy n Large corporation which is outfitted with special microgravity and is full of fat people. Centred on the adventures of a Waste-Allocation Load Lifter, Earth-class, for 10 points, name this Pixar movie about a garbage robot who meets EVE in a dystopian future.

ANSWER: WALL-E
4. This event was depicted in a movie subtitled Ten Days that Shook the World , which used footage from a tenth-anniversary re-enactment of this event. This event allegedly began on the ship Aurora, and the day after it took place, its perpetrators issued the Decree on (*) Peace and the Decree on Land. This event was originally opposed by Central Committee moderates like Girgory Zinoviev and Lev Kamenev, and it was led by a Military Revolutionary Committee under people like Adolph Joffe. Occurring shortly after the Kornilov Affair and the July Days, for 10 points, name this event in which Alexander Kerensky’s Provisional Government was overthrown by Leon Trotsky’s Bolsheviks.

ANSWER: October Revolution (accept things like seizure of Winter Palace or Bolshevik coup d’etat; prompt on Russian Revolution)

[DE] 5. Originally written for The Ramones, this song's writer was advised by his manager to keep it for himself after several other compositions of his had become hits for other artists.  In an interview conducted on the day of his murder, John Lennon called this “a great record” and remarked that it had the same “period sound” as his own “(Just Like) Starting Over.”  The third verse ends with the singer's observation that it (*) “don't make no difference what nobody says/ain't nobody like to be alone,” before moving into a chorus that states that everybody’s got the titular object.  Memorably beginning with the line “Got a wife and kids in Baltimore, Jack,” for ten points name this lead-off single from the 1980 album The River, the first top ten hit on the Billboard Hot 100 for Bruce Springsteen.

ANSWER: “Hungry Heart”
6. This leader accused Cambodians of an “act of piracy” when he ordered Marines to rescue the Mayaguez, and when he denied Abraham Beame’s requests for a federal bailout, it was reported that told New York City to “drop dead.” He asked the American public to send him economic suggestions and personal pledges by mail, and he was mocked with the slogan (*) “No Immediate Miracles” over his grandstanding campaign to “Whip Inflation Now.” This president’s best-known decision came in Proclamation 4311, and though he’s not a George Bush, he employed Donald Rumsfeld as Secretary of Defense and Dick Cheney as Chief of Staff. For 10 points, name this 38th U.S. President who pardoned his predecessor, Richard Nixon.
ANSWER: Gerald Ford
7. A reply to this play is set after the titular character is presumably dead and is called A Woman's Prize. Two characters pretend to be tutors in this play in order to come in contact with Baptista's daughters, and in one scene, the title character is told to call the (*) sun the moon by her husband. The title character gives a complicated monologue at the end of this work, which can either be read as her being defeated or as proto-feminist, and after she completes her speech, her husband exclaims “kiss me, Kate”. for 10 points, what is this early Shakespearian play that features the breaking of Katherine's spirits by Petruccio?
ANSWER: The Taming of the Shrew
8. In addition to sailing on the Maud and the Fram, this person flew in airplanes and dirigibles with Umberto Nobile and Lincoln Ellsworth. The rival of a man who notably travelled with cigars and ponies, this person lied to his crew about the destination of their best-known voyage. After learning from the (*) Netsilik people that sealskins were a light alternative to wool coats, this explorer completed the first successful expedition through the Northwest Passage. He also sailed from the Madeira Islands to the Ross Sea in a race with Robert Falcon Scott before eventually naming his destination after King Haakon VII. for 10 points, name this Norwegian explorer, the first person ever to reach the South Pole.
ANSWER: Roald Amundsen
9. Two characters in this work argue over the sale of a Barnett Newman painting, and in a video game based on this work, Kearson DeWitt creates a robot called Ultimo. One character proposes a novel that would “make Ulysses look like it was written in crayon,” and another character appears briefly but is misidentified as (*) Larry King. Bizarrely dedicated to the memory of DJ A.M., this film is notable for the absence of Terence Howard and for the protagonist’s unannounced participation in the Monaco Grand Prix. Featuring the line, “I’ve successfully privatized world peace,” this movie introduces Mickey Rourke in the role of Ivan Vanko, otherwise known as Whiplash. for 10 points, name this worst movie of 2010, a superhero sequel starring Robert Downey Jr.
ANSWER: Iron Man 2 [do not accept or prompt on Iron Man]

10. The main character is commanded by her mom at one point to take off her shirt, and she tells her mom after a night of dropping ecstasy with a friend that she is moving out. The main character constantly engages in self-injurious behaviour, such as ripping the skin off around her nails until she bleeds in her bathroom. The main character bites the lip of Thomas after he (*) forcibly kisses her, and he offers her the main role in an upcoming performance after this event, though he repeatedly tells her that he only sees one of the main role's dualities in her. The main draw to this movie for many people is two minute scene in which the main character, Nina, and her friend at the time, Lily, engage in a sexual encounter, but the main character later finds out that she dreamt this. for 10 points, Natalie Portman stars as the main character and Mila Kunis as her friend in what 2010 movie about Tchaikovsky's first ballet?
ANSWER: Black Swan
11.  This brain area is presumed to control sexual motivation, and men show more activation in this area when viewing sexually-arousing scenes. People with certain types of disorders are theorized to have an overactive this brain area, and stimulation of this brain area can induce (*) eating and drinking. This brain area responds to many sensory modalities, and this brain area is important for flashbulb memories. This brain area is shaped like an almond, and it is implicated in depression and anxiety. for 10 points, what is this brain structure in the limbic system that is primarily associated with emotional arousal, especially fear?
ANSWER: amygdala
12. One poem with this title takes its epigraph from The Jew of Malta and ends with the question “should I have the right to smile?”, while another poem with this title repeatedly asks “Which shore?”. Another poem with the French equivalent to this title is actually written in English, and it opens with the line “Your mind and you are our Sargasso sea.” Two of these poems are thought to be influenced by a novel of the same name about a woman who confronts her destiny. A (*) Jules Laforgue influence is apparent in one of the aforementioned poems that repeats the line “I shall sit here, serving tea to friends,” while one of the other aforementioned poems opens with the lines “Your thighs are appletrees whose blossoms touch the sky.” for 10 points, name the shared title of a William C. Williams and T. S. Eliot poem that is also the English translation of a title of an Ezra Pound poem, which is also the name of a novel by Henry James.
ANSWER: “Portrait of a Lady” (accept “Portrait D'Une Femme,” though we are clearly looking for the English title.)

13. The singer of this song wants to be taken “for a ride” and to be taken “high”, but wants to take you “by surprise”. The singer warns that “when you enter, you ain't leaving” and that she's “gonna make you beg for it”. The lead single from the artist's (*) fifth album, this song is the singer's ninth number one on Billboard's Hot 100. This song tells the boy to “forget about the world 'cause it's gonna be [her] and [him] tonight”, and the singer asks to be held “like a pillow”. The singer is the only one who understands how to make you feel like a man in, for 10 points, what song by Rihanna that asks you to make her feel like the titular individual?
ANSWER: “Only Girl (In the World)”

14. In one appearance, this character remarks that his wife “could have been any pretty English girl” before pulling a sheet over her head and having an affair with Amelie. This enemy of Christophine argues that England is real and Granbois is a dream in a novel in which he remains unnamed, centering around his marriage to (*) Antoinette Cosway and their return to England. In another novel, this character with “flashing and flaming” eyes is asked, “Do you think because I am poor, obscure, plain, and little, I am soulless and heartless?” He courts Blanche Ingram and looks after Adele Varens before blinding himself in an attempt to rescue Bertha Mason from the burning Thornfield Manor. for 10 points, name this Byronic hero who keeps his Creole wife in the attic, the love interest and employer of Jane Eyre.
ANSWER: Edward Rochester [accept Antoinette’s unnamed husband or Englishman from Wide Sargasso Sea before “Antoinette”]

15. This show was sponsored by the University of Phoenix, and in a key scene, the main character claimed he’d had a great conversation with his mom, as well as acknowledging that he was still a nail-biter, but not so much lately. This show’s setting in Greenwich, Connecticut included a banner reading, (*) “Great Futures Start Here” and at least one vending machine full of vitamin water. Hosted by Jim Grey and centered around a figure who “left [the powder] at home,” for 10 points, name this one-hour special on ESPN, in which the central figure announced, “I’m going to take my talents to South Beach,” and revealed his choice to leave Cleveland and sign with the Miami Heat.
ANSWER: Lebron James: The Decision [prompt on any description or anything with “Lebron James”]

16. One of this actor’s characters’ lies to Lindsay Lohan above having an indoor pool at a sleepover and berates her stepfather, played by Horatio Sanz, with cries of, “Rick? Rick? Rick? Rick? Rick?” She played one character whose name was mis-guessed as either “Saul Zentzman” or “Crindy,” and she was foiled by the statue-vandal (*) Greg Pikitis when he hired a fake mother off of Craigslist. In various roles she became a gay icon for mistakenly marrying two male penguins, worked as a seal-dealer and got married on a dare, and lost a “Woman of the Year” award to her boss, Ron Swanson. Gob’s wife on Arrested Development and Will Arnett’s wife in real life, she currently plays the deputy director of the Pawnee, Indiana parks department. for 10 points, name this former Weekend Update host who stars as Leslie Knope on Parks and Recreation.
ANSWER: Amy Poehler [prompt on character names]

17. One lyric on this album offers, “Let’s watch Sex and the City or Desperate Housewives,” and another song includes a “TV saying something about disaster in the world.” In addition to “Chop Me Up” and “Until the End of Time,” one song from this album was ranked the best track of 2006 by Pitchfork, who praised the artist for being (*) “not scared to sing like a girl.” With a front cover showing the artist stomping on a disco ball, this album’s best song features the lines, “Would you date me on the regular?” and “This ring here represents my heart,” and was released shortly before this album’s artist broke up with Cameron Diaz. for 10 points, name this follow-up to Justified, an album by Justin Timberlake which includes the songs “My Love” and “Sexyback.”
ANSWER: Futuresex/LoveSounds [prompt on partial answer, prompt on artist or song names]

18. One mission in this game asks you to return a Stradivarius to an old woman, and in another of this game’s missions, Abraham Washington assigns you to steal the Declaration of Independence. Quests like “Scientific Pursuits” and “Tranquility Lane” lead to the player-character reuniting with his father, voiced by Liam Neeson, and this game’s players can effectively pause combat with an (*) “assisted targeting system.” President Eden is revealed to be a computer after you deliver him the G.E.C.K. in this game, where the central Lone Wanderer is accompanied by Dogmeat. Set in the Capital Wasteland after the player escapes from Vault 101, for 10 points, name this spiritual successor to Elder Scrolls: Oblivion, a post-apocalyptic action RPG from Bethesda Softworks.
ANSWER: Fallout 3 [do not accept or prompt on Fallout or any other Fallout game]

19.  One instance of this feat was followed by questions to which the answers were “seven” and “twelve,” after the doer boarded a boat to either Magadan or Dalmanutha. Another instance occurred after Phillip remarked that two hundred denarii would be (*) insufficient, in which this action’s performer asked everyone to sit down on the grass. After this action was performed in the service of either (*) 4000 or 5000 people, twelve baskets were gathered up of the remaining supplies. for 10 points, name this miracle which appears in all four gospels just before Christ walks on water, in which He helps out some hungry people by increasing the available amount of loaves and fishes.
ANSWER: feeding the multitudes [accept feeding the 4000 or feeding the 5000 until “hungry”; accept synonyms until “hungry”; accept multiplying the loaves and fishes until the end]

20. Amy Sedaris appeared on this show as the tooth fairy, and its creator, Christian Jacobs, is also famous for being the lead singer of the Aquabats. Some segments feature Paul Scheer and Jack McBrayer telling knock-knock jokes, and others involve (*) Mark Mothersbaugh drawing magic pictures. Beans and carrots ask to be invited to a “Party in My Tummy,” and a character is instructed to “Don’t Bite Your Friends” in songs on this show, which are sung by the furry green creature Brobee and the yellow robot Plex. Featuring daily beats by Biz Markie and celebrity guests who all teach a new “dancey dance,” for 10 points, name this colourful show on Nick Jr. and Treehouse TV, hosted by DJ Lance Rock.
ANSWER: Yo Gabba Gabba!
TB1.  One song tried to justify this action with verses like, “I started living for people,” and “I ain’t living for tabloids; I’m living for me.” Contradicting a statement that it was done at the request of Liam Hemsworth, that rap video tried to explain Miley Cyrus’s reasons for taking this action. (*) Gilbert Arenas performed this action while suggesting that “people take their sensitivity bar down a little.” A feud with Tila Tequila led Chris Brown to take this action, and Lady Gaga joined a group led by Alicia Keys in doing this action temporarily for World AIDS Day. for 10 points, name this action performed in the first month of membership by 60% of users, which turns out to be a lot easier than quitting Facebook.
ANSWER: quitting Twitter [accept any descriptions that mention not being on Twitter; don’t accept anything about joining or using Twitter]

Bonuses
1. For ten points each, answer these questions about elements on the periodic table.

[10] This element is the alkali metal known for its low score on the Mohs scale and its usage in atomic clocks.

ANSWER: caesium
[10] This element is the only non-metal element that is a liquid at room temperature. It is a halogen, number 53 on the periodic table.

ANSWER: bromine
[10] This element has a name meaning “green twin” and is a Lanthanide with chemical symbol Pr.

ANSWER: praseodymium
2. Many of us want to be rock stars, but after listening to this song, the desire becomes so strong that you might purchase your first synthesizer and line of coke. For 10 points each:

[10] Name this song that says “we'll choke on our vomit / and that will be the end” and opens with the lines “I'm feelin rough / I'm feelin raw / I'm in the prime of my life”?

ANSWER: “Time to Pretend”

[10] This Connecticut band who exploded onto the scene in 2008 with other hits like “Kids” and “Electric Feel” wrote “Time to Pretend”.

ANSWER: MGMT
[10] MGMT collaborated with Kid Cudi on this song that “know[s] / everything that shine ain't always gonna be gold” and commands the listener to “tell [him] what you know about dreams, dreams” and “night terrors”.

ANSWER: “Pursuit of Happiness”

3. Apparently, this song was about consoling a girl who needed an abortion. For 10 points each:

[10] Featuring shout-outs to Beyonce, Lucy Liu, and various baby dolls, name this track that explains “what’s cooler than being cool” and invites listeners to “shake it like a polaroid picture.”

ANSWER: “Hey Ya”

[10] “Hey Ya” was written by Andre 3000 for his half of this two-part Outkast album, which also had songs like “Roses” and “The Way You Move.”

ANSWER: Speakerboxxx/The Love Below [prompt on The Love Below, do not prompt on Speakerboxxx]

[10] The Speakerboxxx half of that album was made by this member of Outkast, who put out Sir Lucious Leftfoot: The Son of Chico Dusty and did a verse on Janelle Monae’s song “Tightrope.”

ANSWER: Big Boi [accept Andre Antwan Patton; prompt on Daddy Fat Sax]

4. In the “Movie Night” episode of this show, Dr. Rand chooses to screen the Twilight knockoff Phantasma instead of showing the kids The Umbrellas of Cherbourg. For 10 points each:

[10] Name this summer 2010 show from ABC Family, featuring Gina Torres as the aforementioned camp director, in which Becca, Amber, and Will all spend the summer at Camp Victory.

ANSWER: Huge
[10] Set at a weight-loss camp, Huge stars this self-proclaimed “plus-size actress,” most famous for playing Tracy Turnblad in the Hairspray movie.

ANSWER: Nikki Blonsky
[10] Huge was created by Winnie Holzman, who also created this show featuring the line, “You’re so beautiful, it hurts to look at you.” It’s mostly about Claire Danes crushing on Jared Leto.

ANSWER: My So-Called Life
5. It branches off into the Atbara River just north of the Great Bend, and its delta is split between the Rosetta branch and the Damietta branch. For 10 points each:

[10] Name this river whose source is probably in the forests of Rwanda, not at Lake Victoria.

ANSWER: Nile [prompt on White Nile or Blue Nile]

[10] The White Nile splits off from the Blue Nile at Tuti Island near this African capital, which forms the Three Towns with Bahri and Omdurman.

ANSWER: Khartoum [the third city is North Khartoum]

[10] The Nile’s yearly floods are controlled by the Aswan High Dam, which collects water in this giant reservoir. To build this reservoir, the government had to move out 90,000 peasants plus the temples at Abu-Simbel.

ANSWER: Lake Nasser [accept Lake Nubia]

6. It was commanded by the Duke of Medina-Sidonia, and it was built over a two-year period under Phillip II. for 10 points each:

[10] Name this fleet of 130 ships that sailed out to invade England in 1588.

ANSWER: Spanish Armada [or Great Armada]

[10] When the Spanish Armada was defeated, this queen is said to claimed a “protestant wind” drove the ships away from safe harbour. Her other military adventures were the Nine Years’ War in Ireland and a short-lived conquest of Le Havre.

ANSWER: Queen Elizabeth I [prompt on Elizabeth; accept Liz One]

[10] The Spanish Armada were anchored in this French city on the Strait of Dover, which had been ruled by England for two centuries after the Battle of Crecy.

ANSWER: Calais
7. The grandmother doesn't want to go to Florida for vacation and tells her son Bailey that she would rather go to Tennessee. She talks constantly about her childhood throughout the car ride. for 10 points each:

[10] Name this short story in which the grandmother experiences a religious conversion by witnessing violent acts, because before she was a phony Christian.

ANSWER: “A Good Man is Hard to Find”

[10] This Southern Catholic writer who often wrote about moral and ethical dilemmas penned “A Good Man is Hard to Find” as well as the novel Wise Blood.

ANSWER: Flannery O'Connor
[10] In “A Good Man is Hard to Find”, the grandmother talks with the owner of “The Tower”, Red Sammy, about this escaped convict. This man later kills the grandmother and Bailey's family when he finds them with their car crashed on a dirt road.

ANSWER: The Misfit
8. He revealed to Dr. Mick that he made millions of dollars off his tankering service. for 10 points each:

[10] Name this porkpie-hat-wearing creator of a “dumbass girls alliance,” whose knack for finding immunity idols got him to the final on two recent seasons of Survivor.

ANSWER: Russell Hantz [accept either, accept “Lil Russell,” prompt on “troll” or “hobbit”]

[10] Alongside Russell, this Italian-American construction worker is returning to gimmick up Survivor: Redemption Island. He’s also been on The Amazing Race with his wife, Amber.

ANSWER: Boston Rob Mariano [accept either]

[10] Russell got a huge break on Survivor All-Stars when this blonde Mormon cyclist effectively voted himself out of the game. In another season he was very mean to Sierra.

ANSWER: Tyson Apostol [accept either]

9. In honour of the looming death of all newspapers, name these great newspaper-men for 10 points each:

[10] This man took over the New England Courant after his father got in legal trouble, and he later founded the Pennsylvania Gazette. He also started America’s first fire department and its first public library.

ANSWER: Benjamin Franklin
[10] This man’s role in the failed newspaper The Representative was fictionalized in his book Vivian Grey. He also tried to stop Robert Peel from repealing the Corn Laws.

ANSWER: Benjamin Disraeli
[10] This non-Benjamin fought against the Family Compact in his newspaper, The Colonial Advocate. He led a short-lived rebellion on Yonge Street in 1837.

ANSWER: William Lyon Mackenzie
10. This book of the Bible relates tells the story of a wealthy man in the land of Uz. For 10 points each:
[10] Name this book of the Bible, in which the titular figure receives four messages bearing news of various deaths. In the end, the title figure acknowledges the power of God and has all he has lost returned.
ANSWER: Book of Job
[10] Job is also described as a prophet in this work, supposedly revealed to Muhammad by the angel Gabriel. It is the sacred text of Islam.
ANSWER: Qu’ran
[10] This brother of Moses was also a prophet in the Qur’an and a significant figure in the Bible. He was given the law by Allah, and fashioned a golden calf to make the Israelites succumb to idolatry.
ANSWER: Aaron
11. Despite the show’s many female characters, this actress is the only only actual woman in the cast of Bob’s Burgers. for 10 points each:

[10] Name this squeaky-voiced Daily Show correspondent, who played the band’s only fan, Mel, on Flight of the Conchords.

ANSWER: Kristen Schaal
[10] In Toy Story 3, Kristen Schaal voiced the web-savvy Trixie, a member of the acting troupe that lives in Bonnie’s room. Trixie was a blue plastic one of these creatures.

ANSWER: triceratops [prompt on dinosaur]

[10] Kristen Schaal appeared as a telephone operator in the first episode of this TV show. The episode saw the slogan, “It’s toasted,” created for Lucky Strike cigarettes.

ANSWER: Mad Men
12. Identify the following architects from a description of their works for 10 points each:

[10] This designer of the Woolworth Building and the current U.S. Supreme Court building also designed the State Capitols of Minnesota, Arkansas and West Virginia, whose dome is coated with gold:

ANSWER: Cass Gilbert [do NOT accept Charles Pierrepoint Henry Gilbert]

[10] Although he designed the Kuwait National Assembly Building and the Majorca house Can Lis, by far the most well-known design of this Dane is the Sydney Opera House. He was not invited to its opening:

ANSWER: Jorn Utzon
[10] This English architect designed both Marlboro house and the Library of Trinity College but he is perhaps most famous for designing St Paul’s Cathedral after the Great Fire of London

ANSWER: Christopher Wren
13. By syncing up with a system’s internal clock, these games can mimic the seasons outdoors and celebrate “Toy Day” every December 25th. for 10 points each:

[10] Name these social simulators from Nintendo, in which players try to impress the HRA and get their house bigger.

ANSWER: Animal Crossing [accept any answers mentioning “Animal Crossing”]

[10] This apron-wearing raccoon-dog sells furniture in his eponymous store, where he is assisted by his nephews, Timmy and Tommy.

ANSWER: Tom Nook [prompt on partial answer; accept tanuki or Tanukichi]

[10] One Animal Crossing sequel is named after this type of “folk.” This word also appears in the title of a GTA game basically set in Miami, and in the title of a series of Maxis games focused on zoning and power lines.

ANSWER: City [accept “City Folk,” “Vice City,” or “Sim City”]

14. In a recent episode, one of the main characters successfully steals the A & M goat with the help of Spidey before his roommate could get at it. for 10 points each:

[10] Name this show set at the fictional Cypress-Rhodes University.

ANSWER: Greek
[10] This is the name of the Kappa Tau President who has been president for all four seasons. His rival is Evan Chambers.

ANSWER: Cappie
[10] This actress plays Casey Cartwright, Rusty's older sister and current house mom for Zeta Beta Zeta. She's also the daughter of an actor whose catch-phrase on his sitcom was “I'm listening”.

ANSWER: Spencer Grammer
15. This thing generates a magnetic field, and it’s usually measured in the direction of the positive charge carrier. for 10 points each:

[10] Name this flow of electric charge, calculated in amperes and measured with an ammeter.

ANSWER: electrical current
[10] Analogous to Fourier’s Law of heat transport and Fick’s law of diffusion, this law calculates the electric current as the potential difference divided by resistance.

[10] Ys was destroyed by one of these disasters, which keep coming up in mythology. People liked Deucalion, Utnapishtim, Manu, and Noah all managed to survive these things.

ANSWER: floods [or deluges]

[10] This writer compared the world going underwater to the phenomenon of people going to sleep every night. His other ideas on comparative mythology can be seen in The Hero with a Thousand Faces.

ANSWER: Joseph Campbell
17. For some reason I was asked to write a bonus on pop literature, which I think is a disgusting subject, but I do what I'm told. In an effort to force you to share in my misery, here is a bonus on Oprah's Book Cub books, for 10 points each.

[10] This Oprah's Book Club book is about a young adult going through rehab by James Frey. There was lots of controversy when it was discovered that a lot of Frey's accounts are fictional, those he presents them as factual. South Park spoofed this with an episode that saw Towlie confronted about his drug addiction.

[10] The fact that poetry depicted what should be true, while history only depicted what actually was true, led this Greek philosopher to claim that poetry was better than history in his book Poetics.

ANSWER: Aristotle
19. He hit a walk-off single in game seven to win the 1997 World Series for the Florida Marlins. for 10 points each:

[10] Name this Columbian shortshop who more recently hit a game-winning homer off Cliff Lee to clinch the 2010 World Series for the San Francisco Giants.

ANSWER: Edgar Renteria
[10] Like Renteria, this Los Angeles Laker won a finals MVP award in 2010, mostly for the ten fourth-quarter points he scored to come back and steal game seven from the Boston Celtics.

ANSWER: Kobe Bryant
[10] This quarterback was named MVP of Super Bowl 45 after throwing one touchdown to Jordy Nelson and two to Greg Jennings.

ANSWER: Aaron Rodgers
20. Answer the following questions on everyone's favourite Jewish-American comedy screenwriter, Judd Apatow, 10 points each:

[10] Apatow is married to this woman who appears in major roles in multiple movies of his, such as the main female role in Funny People. She is also in movies like George of the Jungle and The Cable Guy.

ANSWER: Leslie Mann
[10] Apatow directed and wrote this film about a one-night stand. It stars Seth Rogen as Ben Stone and Katherine Heigl as Alison Scott.

ANSWER: Knocked Up
[10] Since you should have gotten the first two parts rather easily, this is the type of vodka that Becca asks Evan to get for her in Superbad. Unfortunately the bottle shatters when Evan, Seth and Fogell (or McLovin) are on the bus due to a scuffle with a bum.

ANSWER: Goldslick
Extra. It was introduced when the price of a Double Cheeseburger was bumped up thirty cents. for 10 points each:

ANSWER: McDouble
