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Tossups

1. This player was upset in the first round of the 2005 US Open in close match with Gilles Muller where each set went to tiebreaks. At his most recent tournament, held in February in Memphis, he beat upstart Milos Raonic in a final that also saw each set go to 7 points. His sole (*) Grand Slam victory was a straight-sets sweep in the 2003 US Open, but he is remembered for 3 Wimbledon finals against Roger Federer, including the 2009 match where he only had his serve broken once, but it was in the 16-14 fifth set as part of the longest men’s singles final ever. Known for his rough attitude toward umpires and the fastest serve in tennis, for 10 points, name this tennis player, the most recent American to win a Grand Slam.

ANSWER: Andy Roddick [prompt on “A-Rod”]

2. The Kolbe-Schmitt process reacts sodium phenolate with this compound to produce salicylic acid. Both the Bosch and Sabatier processes use hydrogen and this compound to produce water, with the latter also producing methane. When a Grignard reagent is reacted with this compound, a carboxylic acid is formed, while reaction with ammonia leads to (*) urea production. As a high-pressure liquid, it is used as an organic solvent, such as in decaffeination, but it is most often found as a gaseous by-product of reactions. Produced in the fermentation of sugars to alcohol and the decomposition of lime, for 10 points, name this gas that is produced after combusting organic compounds.

ANSWER: carbon dioxide or CO2
3. One scene in this film has Sol lying in an orange room with the Pastoral symphony playing in the background as he awaits death. In his last breaths, Sol tells the protagonist about a secret in an oceanographic report, and wants (*) Thorn to prove it. Thorn is introduced in this film investigating the murder of a corporate board member, and falls in love with Shirl, a girl who stays in the posh apartment as “furniture”. Thorn’s search leads him to a factory at the climax of this film, where biscuits are made to feed the overpopulated cities. Charlton Heston stars in, for 10 points, what film that concludes with the revelation that the title food is “people”?

ANSWER: Soylent Green
4. One role this actor had in 2010 was as a professor who didn’t actually have an affair with a title prostitute; it was a ruse by the girl to make his wife upset. Another film from that year saw his character escape from prison via a botched cremation and proceed to rescue his three (*) Iraq War buddies. 2010 blockbuster roles include Zeus in one film and the voice of Aslan in the Narnia series. 2010 marked the year he returned to film-making after Natasha Richardson’s death in a skiing accident, when he had roles in Chloe, The A-Team, and Clash of the Titans. For 10 points, name this Irish actor who played Oskar Schindler in Schindler’s List and Qui-Gon Jinn in the Star Wars saga.

ANSWER: Liam Neeson
5. The 1979 album from this group, which included a cover of the Rolling Stones’ “2,000 Man”, was a chart success, even though only two singles were released from it, including a disco-themed one asking “can you give it all to me”. That album, (*) Dynasty, came the year after each of the members of this band released a solo album, with Peter Criss charting the worst of the four. Destroyer was this band’s first platinum album, which had the songs “Beth”, “Shout It Out Loud”, and a song where “you gotta lose your mind” in the title place. Known for the songs “I Was Made For Loving You” and “Detroit Rock City”, for 10 points, name this rock band fronted by Paul Stanley and Gene Simmons that released “Rock and Roll All Nite”.

ANSWER: KISS
6. This god held four jugs to supply things to the world, two of which were frost and disease. Spirits under his command crashed the jugs together to make thunder, and lived on the mountains near the people that worshipped this god. The third world, ruled by him, was destroyed by fire, but his fourth heaven has lush vegetation. (*) Husband of “she who wears a jade skirt”, Chalchiuhtlicue, he had a shrine at the Great Temple along with Huitzilopochtli, where child sacrifices were held such that tears would be shed to appease him. Corresponding to Chac of Mayan myth, for 10 points, name this Aztec god associated with crop fertility, water, and rain.

ANSWER: Tlaloc
7.A technique for producing these structures developed by Milstein and Kohler use hybridomas, fused from myeloma and B cells, to make strains that are specific to a single epitope – that process creates the monoclonal variety of these molecules. In the ELISA analytical technique, special types of these molecules are bound to a (*) fluorescence enzyme to assist in detection. These molecules have a fragment crystallizable region that contain the ends of two heavy chains, while its binding section also has light chains that interact with specific epitopes, making an overall Y shape for the molecule. Also known as immunoglobulins, for 10 points, name these proteins used in the immune response that bind to antigens.

ANSWER: antibodies [accept monoclonal antibody or immunoglobulin before mentioned]

8. In one episode of the first season this character appears, she asks the protagonist to give a lecture to students, resulting in a talk that included a Carmen Electra fantasy and a volleyball player. That episode, “Three Stories”, also revealed that this character tried but failed to convince the protagonist to undergo amputation. More recently, this character’s mother, played by (*) Candice Bergen, has made guest appearances, and this woman has an adoptive daughter named Rachel, whom her current boyfriend, the protagonist of the show, warms up to. In a notable story arc, she made a fake document to save her employee and future boyfriend from prosecution by Detective Tritter. The Dean at Princeton-Plainsboro Hospital, for 10 points, name this boss and love interest of Dr. House, played by Lisa Edelstein.

ANSWER: Lisa Cuddy [accept either name]

9. Bobby Darin was the first recipient of this award, while Marvin Hamlisch won three other awards in the same ceremony he earned this. The 1990 winners had theirs revoked after a lip-synching controversy – no other nominees replaced Milli Vanilli that year. (*) Men at Work is the only Australian group to win this award, and other artists that won this award and no other Grammy include Hootie & the Blowfish – who beat out Canadians Shania Twain and Alanis Morissette – and Shelby Lynne, who won in 2001 despite releasing albums since 1989. Notably won by jazz musician Esperanza Spalding and not Justin Bieber in 2011, for 10 points, name this Grammy awarded to an artist who releases their first successful recording.

ANSWER: Grammy Award for Best New Artist
10. One episode of this series had guest star Bruce Boxleitner’s character murdered by his brother; their father was a cattle baron played by Leslie Nielsen. That episode was uniquely set on a different island. A major villain from the show, Wo Fat, quietly disappeared after (*) Nixon’s visit to China, though the series finale in 1980 saw him brought to justice. Supporting members of the main team included Chin Ho and Kono, while James MacArthur played the second-in-command in the title unit, Danny Williams. Showcasing a police unit led by Steve McGarrett and recently re-booted to CBS in 2010, for 10 points, name this crime drama where Jack Lord often gave the order to “book ‘em, Danno”.

ANSWER: Hawaii Five-O
11. One sequel to this game takes the player to Tay, where a rebel group called the Moiety live. Another sequel has the player finding Yeesha and killing one of her brothers. Yeesha’s two brothers first appeared in this game, where the player attempts to rescue them until their father intervenes. (*) Catherine, their mother, is worshipped by the Moiety and is rescued in the first sequel after the player traps Gehn in D’ni [“dunny”]. This game features puzzles like raising a sunken ship or moving a tree to enter a forest world through a linking book. Atrus destroys the prison books of his sons Sirrus and Achenar in, for 10 points, what 1993 adventure game that puts the player on an abandoned island?

ANSWER: Myst [prompt on “Riven” or “Revelation”, the sequels mentioned in the question]

12. Jodie Foster got the audience back on her side after a politicized commencement speech in 2006 by quoting from this song, and it was the background music to the final ad of the Super Bowl in 2011, a tribute to the auto workers of Detroit. The line (*) “there goes Rabbit, he choked/ he’s so mad” and others loosely follow the plot of the film this song appears in, and it was written while the singer was on set. It was one of only a few nominations ever for the Best Original Song Oscar that was not performed at the ceremony, even though it won in 2003. With a chorus that asks you to do the title action “in the music, in the moment”, for 10 points, name this song by Eminem from the film 8 Mile.

ANSWER: “Lose Yourself”

13. A dynasty originally from this country was weakened after the loss at the Battle of Las Navas de Tolosa, causing Yusuf II and the Almohad dynasty to fall to the Marinids. The Marinids themselves lost territory after the 1340 Battle of Rio Salado, and no force since from this nation has occupied land across a body of water to its north. Under (*) Ahmad al-Mansur, the Saadi dynasty captured Timbuktu and Gao from the Songhai, but they fell to the Alaouites, the current ruling dynasty of this African nation. Currently ruled by King Mohammed VI, for 10 points, name this nation that historically had conflict with Spain over territory around the Strait of Gibraltar.

ANSWER: Kingdom of Morocco
14. In one scene in this play, the protagonist criticizes the local preacher’s desire for “golden candlesticks” above the needs of the community, and is then interrogated about his poor church attendance and his inability to remember one of the ten commandments – adultery. That omission reminded him of his affair with a girl who earlier had told (*) Reverend Hale that the slave Tituba forced her to drink blood. Giles Corey asks for “more weight” as he is crushed to death while several other adults, such as Mary Warren and Rebecca Nurse, are on trial. Abigail accuses John Proctor of witchcraft in, for 10 points, what play serving as an allegory for the Red Scare by Arthur Miller?

ANSWER: The Crucible
15. This composer composed twenty variations on Arcangelo Corelli’s sonata for violin, violone, and harpischord. The first of his Six Musical Moments has several passages in seven-four time He was 6 feet and (*) 6 inches tall, and had remarkably large hands, which gave him some additional technical facility as a pianist. He is not Grieg, but he composed an orchestral suite named Symphonic Dances. This composer of 22 Variations of Chopin’s Prelude in C minor and eighteen Etudes-Tableaux composed his his Prelude in C sharp minor at age 19. For 10 points, name this Russian Romantic composer, most famous for his four piano concertos and 24 Rhapsody on a theme by Niccolo Paganini.
ANSWER: Sergei Vasilievich Rachmaninoff
16. A speech this thinker gave, “Economics and Knowledge” introduced the idea of market prices being affected by limited knowledge, which opposed conventional equilibrium models where all market agents are assumed to have the same information. A later work by this economist, (*) “The Use of Knowledge in Society”, opposed pricing boards and Oskar Lange’s planned economy. His Prices and Production was attacked by Keynes after he criticized Keynes’ A Treatise on Money, and he was opposed to government spending programs in the Great Depression. For 10 points, name this Austrian-British economist that warned that socialism leads to tyranny in The Road to Serfdom.

ANSWER: Friedrich von Hayek
17. An angel in this painting displays a disproportionately long, bare right leg, though his left leg is not visible behind the blue robes of the title figure. A line of columns is found in the background of this work, as is a man holding a scroll looking away from the central scene. Five clearly visible and one obscured (*) angel crowd the right side of the main figure, with most of them looking at an oddly-shaped figure the title person is holding. The title woman is unusually depicted wearing a tiara, but her lengthy fingers clutching a baby stand out in this Mannerist work. A large baby Jesus is at the centre of, for 10 points, what Parmigianino work named for a depiction of Mary that is not anatomically correct?

ANSWER: Madonna of the Long Neck [accept “with” instead of “of”; accept La Madonna dal Collo Lungo and Madonna and Child with Angels and St. Jerome]

18. An online video of Glee stars shows Harry Shum Jr. being badly outperformed at this activity by Heather Morris, and another celebrity engaged in this action after making an alley-oop bounce-pass to Blake Griffin. This activity was introduced in a work which claimed, “Starr baked the beat and I just took it out the oven,” and mentioned a “bro from Morningside [who goes] by Bubba.” In addition to (*) John Wall, one athlete used a celebration of this type to taunt Darius Butler, leading to a fifteen-yard penalty for the Jets. Beginning with putting your arms out front and leaning side to side, for 10 points, name this dance employed illegally by Braylon Edwards, which the Cali Swag District might teach you how to perform.
ANSWER: the dougie [accept “Teach Me How to Dougie”]

19. A novel that includes this substance in its title is a story about a protagonist who is an expert in ballet who has a relationship with a woman who learns to play an instrument through radio broadcasts. A Brueghel painting shows a group of men with their dogs overlooking a village, titled (*) Hunters in this phenomenon. A black sky and dimmed sun dominate over a group of resting soldiers in a Turner painting about this phenomenon, usually titled Hannibal and His Men Crossing the Alps. The type of Country of a Kawabata novel, for 10 points, name this meteorological effect that describes the evening in which Robert Frost was “Stopping by Woods”.

ANSWER: snow [accept Snow Country in first sentence; do not accept “winter” or “storm”]

20.  Design for the “wet” types of these devices is based on Merkel theory, which explains the heat and mass transfer between the two phases. That theory limits the lowest possible temperature to that of the wet bulb temperature of incoming air. (*) “Dry” versions of these devices make use of a heat exchanger in cooled by air, but most are “wet”, which take advantage of the high heat of evaporation of falling water going counter-current to a natural draft of air. Small-scale versions often use fans to force air upward, but industrial ones are typically columns with hyperbolic sides to encourage natural convection. Most commonly associated with nuclear power plants, for 10 points, name these devices that remove heat from water through evaporation.

ANSWER: cooling towers [prompt on “heat exchanger”; “evaporator” is wrong]

Bonuses
1. In 2009, this team became the first in the NBA to start a season with 18 losses, and this season, they’re neck-and-neck with the Raptors for the bottom of the Atlantic Division. For 10 points each:

[10] Name this NBA team that plays in its new home of the Prudential Center.

ANSWER: New Jersey Nets [accept either]

[10] In 2011, the Nets and Raptors played two games outside North America in this city. The games were held in O2 Arena.

ANSWER: London, England

[10] Back when the Nets were successful, they got Vince Carter from the Raptors by trading Eric Williams, Aaron Williams, and this player who never reported for Toronto. He is better known for playing with Miami, where his #33 is now retired.

ANSWER: Alonzo Mourning
2. This lepton was discovered by J.J. Thomson. For 10 points each:

[10] Name this particle that carries negative charge and is shared in covalent bonds.

ANSWER: electron
[10] An electron or positron is released in this form of nuclear decay. The “minus” version causes the atomic number of an isotope to go up by one.

ANSWER: beta decay

[10] When electrons travel faster than the speed of light in a particular medium, such as water in a nuclear reactor, this type of radiation is emitted, giving a blue glow.

ANSWER: Cherenkov radiation

3. Despite 10 nominations, it was shut out at the Oscars in 2011. For 10 points each:

[10] Name this Coen brothers western about Mattie Ross hiring marshall Rooster Cogburn to track down her father’s murderer, Tom Chaney.

ANSWER: True Grit
[10] Mattie Ross was played by this 14-year-old that received an Oscar nomination. Despite her low credits billing, she was in all but the opening and closing scenes of the film.

ANSWER: Hailee Steinfeld
[10] Rooster Cogburn is accompanied by this Texas Ranger who wants Tom Chaney for the murder of a senator. He was played by Matt Damon in the 2010 remake and Glen Campbell in the 1969 original.

ANSWER: LaBouef [can be pronounced “le-beef”; no first name given]

4. Despite not winning Best Animated Feature at the 83rd Academy Awards, this film won ten Annie Awards, including Animated Feature. FTPE

[10]Name that film about Hiccup’s relationship with the titular creature.

ANSWER: How to Train Your Dragon
[10]Hiccup’s love interest is this violent “real” viking, who later falls in love with Hiccup after riding on his dragon.

ANSWER: Astrid
[10]Hiccup builds a tail fin and learns to ride this species of dragon after knocking it down with his contraption at the beginning of the film.

ANSWER: Night Fury
5. Not many country music artists from Australia make it big in the US. For 10 points each:

[10] Name this country star whose 1999 eponymous album had the singles “Your Everything” and “But for the Grace of God”, which hit #1 on the country charts.

ANSWER: Keith Urban
[10] This 2009 Urban album hit #1 on the Billboard 200. “Kiss A Girl”, from this album, became Urban’s first top 20 single on the Billboard charts as well.

ANSWER: Defying Gravity
[10] Urban’s most recent album, Get Closer, opens with this single, where if Urban does the title action, he’d “press play, rewind a couple million times”.

ANSWER: “Put You in a Song”

6. Followers of this thinker split into “Right” and “Left” branches; the latter group included Feuerbach. For 10 points each:

[10] Name this German philosopher the wrote The Science of Logic.

ANSWER: Georg Hegel
[10] Often associated with Husserl, Hegel wrote of this concept of Spirit. Hegel used this term to describe how the conscious bases experiences upon absolute knowledge.

ANSWER: phenomenology
[10] The different “phenomenologies” of Hegel and Husserl were both tackled by this student of Husserl and author of Being and Time. He was also known for his support of the Nazi regime.

ANSWER: Martin Heidigger
7. His novel The Caves of Steel introduces the character Elijah Baley, and his sequel The Naked Sun suggests how robots would be able to conduct warfare. For 10 points each:

[10] Name this science fiction author that proposed “Three Laws of Robotics”.

ANSWER: Isaac Asimov
[10] Asimov wrote a series of books starting with this novel about a Galactic Empire that is falling apart. Dates are based on the establishment of an Encyclopedia Galactica.

ANSWER: Foundation
[10] This character from Foundation developed “psychohistory” to predict the future. Based on those predictions, he appeared from beyond the grave in holograms at times when society faced a crisis.

ANSWER: Hari Seldon [accept either name]

[DE] 8. This poem sees the title character working as a Sister of Mercy in Philadelphia at the end of her life, when her love dies in her arms. For ten points each...
[10]Name this epic poem that follows the separation of the title character from her love, Gabriel Lajeunesse, during the Great Upheaval of the Acadians. 

ANSWER: Evangeline
[10]This poet wrote Evangeline. Other poems of his include Hyperion: A Romance and The Song of Hiawatha. 

ANSWER: Henry Wadsworth Longfellow 
[10]This other Longfellow poem follows the title king of Norway’s quest to reclaim his kingdom after the death of his father. The end of each verse identifies the title king’s priest, Thangbrand. 

ANSWER: “The Saga of King Olaf”
9. Members of this website had a spat when its owner, Condé Nast, forbid promotional material for Proposition 19 regarding marijuana use in California. For 10 points each:

[10] Name this social and news aggregation website created by Steve Huffman and Alexis Ohanian that features “up” and “down” votes.

ANSWER: Reddit.com

[10] An appeal began on Reddit for Stephen Colbert to host this rally in response to the 2010 “Restoring Honor” rally. Jon Stewart also came on board for this October 30 event.

ANSWER: Rally to Restore Sanity and/or Fear [accept March to Keep Fear Alive]

[10] During the free speech dispute over Prop 19, Ben Huh, the owner of this set of websites, offered but failed to buy Reddit from Condé Nast. This network contains sites like “Fail Blog”, “GraphJam”, and “I Has a Hotdog”.

ANSWER: Cheezburger Network [accept I Can Has Cheezburger?]

10. Name these highest grossing films at some time. For 10 points each,

[10] This sci-fi film released in 1977 focuses on the conflict between the Rebel Alliance and the Galactic Empire.

ANSWER: Star Wars Episode IV: A New Hope (accept any of the underlined)

[10] This 1972 film contains the memorable line “I’ll make him an offer he can’t refuse” and centers on the dealings of the Corleone family.

ANSWER: The Godfather
[10] This is the only animated film to have held the highest grossing position. The primary voice actor is Adriana Caselotti.

ANSWER: Snow White and the Seven Dwarfs

11. The developer of this game, Harmonix, was likely sold off in late 2010 for only $50. For 10 points each:

[10] Name this rhythm video game that differed from early Guitar Hero releases with the use of drums and vocals.

ANSWER: Rock Band
[10] One Rock Band expansion pack contains exclusively the work of this band. That pack was released at the same time as a remastering of their albums, one year before their songs appeared on iTunes.

ANSWER: The Beatles
[10] Rock Band 3 introduced a peripheral for this instrument. Basic play only uses 5 of its buttons, but Pro mode requires 25 different notes.

ANSWER: keyboard or keytar [accept piano]

12. This song has an interlude with a radio announcer calling a baseball game, serving as a metaphor for the singer’s attempt to sleep with a girl. For 10 points each:

[10] Name this Meat Loaf song about a young couple from the album Bat out of Hell.

ANSWER: “Paradise by the Dashboard Light”

[10] “Paradise by the Dashboard Light” was written by Jim Steinman, who later wrote this #1 hit performed by Bonnie Tyler that has the line “turn around, bright eyes”.

ANSWER: “Total Eclipse of the Heart”

[10] Steinman wrote the #1 and #2 songs in October 1983 with “Total Eclipse” and this Air Supply song with a refrain that says “I’m never gonna make it without you/ Do you really want to see me crawl?”

ANSWER: “Making Love out of Nothing at All” [prompt on “Making Love”]

13. It was corrected with the Treaty of Zaragoza, which settled issues of control around the Moluccas. For 10 points each:

[10] Name this 1494 treaty that established Spanish and Portuguese spheres of influence based on a meridian that ran through the Atlantic.

ANSWER: Treaty of Tordesillas
[10] The Treaty of Tordesillas was written by this pope who earlier issued Inter caetera to resolve Spanish claims. His son Cesare Borgia gained a lot of power in Italy during his papacy.

ANSWER: Alexander VI
[10] Alexander VI excommunicated this friar who became leader of Florence after the overthrow of the Medici. He destroyed works of Renaissance art and fashion in the Bonfire of the Vanities.

ANSWER: Girolamo Savonarola
14. He wrote An Enemy of the People as a criticism of morality of the day and in response to public outrage over Ghosts. For 10 points each:

[10] Name this playwright of works like Brand and Peer Gynt.

ANSWER: Henrik Ibsen
[10] This Ibsen play notably avoided a happy ending, instead having Nora and her children leaving home in disgust in the final scene.

ANSWER: A Doll’s House
[10] The husband of Nora in A Doll’s House, this banker is blackmailed by Krogstad and believes himself to be a good husband despite significant verbal abuse toward Nora.

ANSWER: Torvald Helmer [accept either]

15. A failed militia campaign by newly-independent Argentina led to the independence of this nation, after the local military realized that Spain had little control left. For 10 points each:

[10] Name this nation that was first led by the absolute rule of Jose de Francia and also was under the rule of Alfredo Stroessner in the second half of the 20th century.

ANSWER: Paraguay
[10] Paraguay lost almost all of its male population in this war originally over influence in the Rio de la Plata region that eventually saw Brazil, Argentina, and Uruguay join forces.

ANSWER: War of the Triple Alliance
[10] In the 1930s, Paraguay defeated Bolivia in a war over this region that was believed to be rich in oil, but was later found to be barren.

ANSWER: Gran Chaco
16. This work gave insight into primitive economics by investigating the kula ring. For 10 points each:

[10] Name this anthropological text, the first of three about the Trobriand islanders.

ANSWER: Argonauts of the Western Pacific
[10] The Trobriand islanders were studied by this anthropologist, whose later findings were published in The Sexual Life of Savages and Coral Gardens and their Magic.

ANSWER: Bronislaw Malinowski
[10] Malinowski also wrote the foreword to Facing Mount Kenya, a study of the Kikuyu people by this scholar who later became the first president of independent Kenya.

ANSWER: Jomo Kenyatta
17. This opera sees a Prince and Truffaldino unpeel two pieces of fruit, which magically create two princesses that die of thirst. For 10 points each:

[10] Name this opera by a Russian composer that has a notable “March”

ANSWER: The Love for Three Oranges
[10] The Love for Three Oranges was written by this composer, who also wrote the Lieutenant Kije suite and Peter and the Wolf.

ANSWER: Sergei Prokofiev
[10] Prokofiev also wrote this ballet based on a Shakespearean play. It has a “Dance of the Knights” that plays during a party.

ANSWER: Romeo and Juliet
18. An unsuccessful spin-off of this show, The Tortellis, starred Dan Hedaya as the ex-husband of one of the employees on this show. For 10 points each:

[10] Name this NBC sitcom, that, amongst other characters, had waitress Carla Tortelli played by Rhea Perlman.

ANSWER: Cheers
[10] This character, played by Ted Danson, was the owner of Cheers. A retired Red Sox pitcher, he had relationships with Diane and her replacement on the show, Rebecca.

ANSWER: Sam Malone [accept either name]

[10] This character was Frasier Crane’s wife on Cheers. She made occasional appearances in the spin-off Frasier, including one where she flies all the way to Seattle to get a sperm sample from her now ex-husband.

ANSWER: Lilith Sternin [accept either name]

19.  The aesthenosphere in this region’s upper portion is responsible for plate tectonic movement. For 10 points each:

[10] Name this viscous layer of the earth between the crust and the outer core.

ANSWER: mantle
[10] Between the crust and the upper mantle is this thin layer that marks the transition in the speed of primary seismic waves through the earth.

ANSWER: Mohorovicic discontinuity

[10] This boundary layer is found between the lower mantle and the outer core. Secondary waves cannot pass through this discontinuity into the liquid core.

ANSWER: Gutenberg discontinuity or D double prime

[10] Identify the speaker of this quotation.

ANSWER: Nick Carraway (prompt on “Nick”)

[10] Name the author of that quotation.
