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Tossups

1. In one episode of this show, Judith is left insane after killing for the title object, the “Bellero Shield.” In another episode of this show originally titled “Please Stand By”, the American President, William Selby, is murdered and replaced by an agent of the communist Li Kwan; that episode was called “The Hundred Days of the Dragon.” Many members of this show’s production team would go on to work on another show and reuse props and special effects; that other show was (*) Star Trek. The initial narration of each episode began with the Control Voice saying: “There is nothing wrong with your television set. Do not attempt to adjust the picture.” Similar to the earlier The Twilight Zone, for 10 points, name this science fiction anthology series created by Leslie Stevens for ABC in the mid 1960s which saw a brief revival in 1995.

ANSWER: The Outer Limits
2. His namesake integers are complex ones of the form z=a+bw, where w is a complex cube root of unity. This man’s namesake series defines specific modular forms with infinite series expansions which can be directly written down. One of his more famous accomplishments is proving the law of (*) biquadratic reciprocity. This man was accepted into both the Academy of Gottingen and the Academy of Berlin and Gauss was so impressed by this man, that he put him with Archimedes and Newton as one of "only three epoch-making mathematicians." For 10 points, name this mathematician who has a criterion for the irreducibility of polynomials over the integers named after him.

ANSWER: Ferdinand Eisenstein
3. This series of novels begins when the series’ protagonist enters the Pandemonium Club with her friend. In the second book of this series, she is forced to kiss her brother, while her boyfriend must stand and watch. Her mother, who disappears in the first book, is able to hide a cup within a painting. This series contains another country, (*) Idris, located somewhere in Europe. Her friend is turned into a rat at a party for Downworlders, and later becomes a vampire. The Conclave is the ruling body for the Shadowhunters of this series and they use steles to draw runes on their bodies to make them more powerful. For ten points, name this series of books with protagonists Clary Fray and Jace Valentine which includes City of Bones, City of Ashes, and City of Glass.
ANSWER: The Mortal Instruments
4. One of this band’s singles contains the lyrics “Is it me or is it shadows that are dancing on the walls” and changes its perspective from first to third person to indicate death. Another single of this band has the lyrics “Land of Ice and Snow, trapped inside this prison, lost and far from home” and deals with a frozen Arctic explorer. Those two songs, “The (*) Clairvoyant” and “Stranger in a Strange Land” are respectively found in albums called Seventh Son of a Seventh Son and Somewhere in Time by this band. “The Rime of the Ancient Mariner” was featured in one of this band’s live albums which started with a Churchill excerpt, Live after Death. However, this band is probably best known for hits such as “Hallowed is Thy Name” and “The Number of the Beast.” For 10 points, name this English band whose only remaining original member is Steve Harris.

ANSWER: Iron Maiden
5. He wrote a violin concerto in A-minor in which the orchestra usually plays in a 6/8 time signature and the violin plays a double-stopped passage on the higher registers in 2/4 time. That piece, commissioned from this composer by Sarasate, is his Introduction and (*) Rondo Capriccioso. Another of his works deliberately tunes a violin’s E-string down a half-step to E-flat and uses xylophones to invoke a eerie mode. However, this composer is best known for a 14-piece suite which begins with the “Introduction and Royal March of the Lion.” and contains  “People with Long Ears,” “Aquarium,” and “The Swan.” For 10 points name this composer of Sampson and Deliah, Danse Macabre, as well as The Carnival of the Animals.

ANSWER: Camille Saint-Saëns
6. This character once tries to play a trick by claiming that some peasant girls are actually ladies in waiting with an appearance forced upon them by magic. Ironically, it is then suggest that the only way to break that enchantment is to flog himself numerous times. He often dictates letters to his wife named (*) Teresa, who is nearly identical in both looks and personality. This character is made the ruler of Insula Barataria, and surprisingly dispenses wise and sensible justice, despite the flowery advice gleaned from romantic novels that his master sends to him. Dapple is the fat donkey of, for 10 points, what squire of Don Quixote?

ANSWER: Sancho Panza [accept either underlined]

7. The Kohen Gadol must complete a complex set of services and sacrifices during this event, including the burning of innards as the fifth last action. This event is mandated by Leviticus 16:29 and Leviticus 23:27, which state that it is to be a strict day of rest. According to tradition, God inscribed the (*) fate of each person for the coming year in the Book of Life and waits until this event to seal the verdict. This holiday is noted for having five prayer services a day instead of the usual amount, and one of these involves a public confession of sins. It occurs on the tenth day of the month of Tishrei, features the Kol Nidre, and is known as the Day of Atonement.  For 10 points, name this Jewish holiday which is accompanied by intense prayer and fasting.                                                                                   

ANSWER: Yom Kippur [accept an early buzz of Day of Atonement]

8. One factor which led to this event was when Adrian Hastings claimed that a massacre had occurred at Wiriyamu. A plan to give veteran colonial militia commanders the same officer ranks in the regular army as military academy graduates also was a catalyst of this event. Its start was initiated by the playing of the country's (*) Eurovision submission. This event ended the unpopular Colonial War and replaced Prime Minister Caetano, the successor of the founder of the authoritarian Estado Novo, Salazar. For 10 points, name this 1974 revolution in Lisbon, Portugal that earned its name from civilians who joined the soldiers while carrying a certain flower.

ANSWER: Carnation Revolution [Accept Revolução dos Cravos]

9. Zomba and Mangochi are two districts in this country’s Southern Region. Nicknamed the "warm heart,” of its continent this nation obtained independence from the UK in 1964. The official languages of this nation are English and (*) Chichewa, also known as Nyanja. This country has its second largest city at Blantyre. The start of the Shire River is in the southern half of this country. Along with Tanzania and Mozambique, this landlocked country borders the third largest of the African Great Lakes, Lake Nyasa. Formerly known as Nyasaland, for 10 points, name this landlocked African country with capital at Lilongwe.

ANSWER: Republic of Malawi or Chalo cha Malawi or Dziko la Malawi
10. Featuring an uncharacteristic urban setting, this show was made on the principle that “if you can hold the attention of children, you can educate them”, as said by Malcolm Gladwell. This was the first children’s show to depict real life horrific events, including the (*) September 11th attacks, and Hurricane Katrina. Two characters on this show were rumoured to be homosexual and one of those two characters was the subject of a parody website stating that he was evil. For 10 points, name this critically acclaimed children’s show, which won eight Grammy awards, and an unprecedented 118 Emmy awards, featuring characters such as Oscar the Grouch and Elmo.   

ANSWER: Sesame Street
11. In this film, man bursting out of the washroom and firing wildly and missing all his shots is taken by Jules as a sign from God that he should retire as a hitman. In this film, a man who received a golden watch hidden in a rectum for two years from Captain (*) Koons is asked to throw a fight. The first scene of the movie depicts a young couple, “Pumpkin” and “Honey Bunny” in the middle of a conversation a moment before they rob a diner. Also featuring an infamous pommelhorse rape scene of Marcellus which is stopped by Butch, for 10 points, name this 1994 crime film directed by Quentin Tarntino and starring Samuel L. Jackson and John Travolta.

ANSWER: Pulp Fiction
[DE] 12. Los Angeles Times investigative reporter Chuck Philips wrote a story about this event, but it was later discovered that some of the sources that he used were fraudulent.  This event was preceded by an altercation involving a young man named Orlando Anderson, who was attacked in the lobby of the (*) MGM Grand.  The perpetrators of this event drove a white Cadillac, while the victim was in a black BMW at the time of its occurrence.  The ultimate culmination of this event took place six days after it initially happened as the result of internal bleeding.  For ten points, name this event that took place on the night of September 7, 1996 in Las Vegas, in which the American rapper of “Dear Mama” and “California Love” was fatally shot.

ANSWER: The Murder of Tupac Shakur (accept clear knowledge equivalents)

13. This property is demonstrated by the quantum non-local connection and a delayed choice quantum eraser. Quantum entanglement appears to demonstrate this property, while the Heim Theory states that it may be possible to achieve this property by using magnetic fields to enter a higher-dimensional space. The Alcubierre drive is a theoretical method for achieving this though traveling though distorted (*) space-time. In Einstein’s theory of relativity, this property is equivalent to time travel. This property is said to be present in tachyons, particles that move backwards through time.  Tachyons are said to have the strange nature of gaining speed as they lose energy, which makes this property possible. For 10 points, name this theoretical property, which refers to faster than light travel.  

ANSWER: Superluminosity [accept Faster than light or FTL before mentioned]

14. This athlete became the president of the International Volleyball Association in 1975 and won an MVP award from its All-Star game. However, he is better known for another sport, which he played at the University of Kansas. He played for the (*) 76ers, Lakers, and Warriors in his professional career. However, he is best known for a game against the New York Knicks where both teams spend the last five minutes fouling each other to either  keep the ball out of his hands or get him the ball. This former Harlem Globetrotter also claimed to have sex with over 20, 000 women. For 10 points, name this former NBA player who is to this date the only player to score 100 points in a single game.

ANSWER: Wilt Chamberlain
15. One character in this work turns out to be an illegitimate daughter of a well-to-do tradesman, instead of the illegitimate daughter of a gentleman, which both disappoints and relieves the title protagonist. Although that character, Harriet Smith, wants to marry a farmer, the title character insists on setting her up with Mr Elton(*), a sleazy curate who actually is pursuing the title character instead of Harriet. The title character is brought to her senses when Harriet falls for her brother-in-law and long-time friend, and the protagonist realizes her feelings for him. For 10 points, name this Jane Austen work where Harriet end up marrying the farmer and the title protagonist stops matchmaking and finally marries George Knightley.

ANSWER: Emma
[DE] 16. As of 2010, only fifteen people have achieved this feat in overtime, the first of whom was Mush March in 1934.  A blown offsides call by linesman Leon Stickle earlier in Game 6 of the 1980 series set the stage for Bob Nystrom to achieve this.  More recent players to score this include Uwe Krupp in 1996, Jason Arnott in 2000, and (*) Patrick Kane in 2010, the latter giving his team their first championship in 49 years.  Brett Hull and Bobby Orr are among the Hall of Famers to achieve, for ten points, what phenomenon that results in the awarding of a certain coveted trophy to the victorious team?

ANSWER: Stanley Cup-Winning Goal (accept clear knowledge equivalents)

17. For this film, Conrad Hall won the Academy Award for Best Cinematography, the second time he had done this after his win thirty years prior with Butch Cassidy and the Sundance Kid. One character in this film thinks that a dead bird is beautiful, but manages to bond over something he considers even more beautiful, a (*) plastic bag floating in the wind. That character is the son of a marine colonel who seems homophobic, but is actually gay, Colonel Fitts. The protagonist of this film is indifferent when he finds out Carolyn is cheating on him with the real estate king, because he lusted after the his daughter’s friend, Mena Suvari’s character, Angela Hayes, whom he constantly imagines with red rose petals. For 10 points, name this film directed by Sam Mendes starring Kevin Spacey, the 1999 winner of the Oscar for Best Picture.

ANSWER: American Beauty
18. This country’s motto is “Paix-Travail-Patrie”, meaning peace, work, fatherland. Two lakes inside this country experienced limnic eruptions in the 1980s, the only time such eruptions have ever been observed. Modibo Adama led Fulani soldies on a jihan against non-Muslims in the early 19th century, and established the Adamawa Emirate. The president of this country is (*) Paul Binya, who has served in that role since 1982. A Portuguese expedition led by Fernando Po reached this country in 1472. This country fought against France until 1971, despite having been granted independence ten years earlier. For 10 points, name this African country with national capital Yaoundé.

ANSWER: Cameroon
19. This event gave rise to the first use of the phrase “reasonable doubt” in a court. Christopher Seider was involved in a similar incident a few days prior to this event. It started from a false accusation that a (*) wigmaker’s bill had not been paid. Montgomery was struck with a club and one of his attackers, Samuel Gray was shot dead by Killroy. Captain Preston and the rest of the soldiers on trial were either acquitted or convicted on lesser charges, and were defended by Josiah Quincy and John Adams. This event’s  most remembered victim is a mulatto named Crispus Attucks. For 10 points, name this 1770 event which saw British troops kill five civilians by firing into a crowd in a certain New England city.

ANSWER: Boston Massacre
20. With the University of Minnesota, this company developed an earlier version of the “black box” found on airplanes, the Ryan flight recorder. A subsidiary of this company made the first solid space food and its current CEO is Kendall J. Powell since 2007. This owner of (*) Haagen-Dazs ice cream, Wheaties, and Betty Crocker is traded on the New York Stork Exchange under the ticker GIS. For 10 points, name this company that copyrighted the slogan “Breakfast of Champions” and produces such staple foods as Count Chocula, Lucky Charms and Cheerios.

ANSWER: General Mills, Inc.

TB1. This instrument’s practitioners include Lydia Kavina, the protégé of its inventor, as well as Clara Rockmore. It uses the heterodyne principle to generate its sound. and Lothat and the Hand People used one of these instruments onstage. It was used by (*) Jimmy Page in Led Zeppelin songs such as “Whole Lotta Love” and “No Quarter”. In the Big Bang Theory, Sheldon Cooper practices this instrument after his friends fire him from their group that is planning to make an I-phone app that scans and solves differential equations. This instrument requires precise hand movements, and thus beginners usually play pieces full of legato. One hand controls the pitch whilst the other controls the volume. Lev Terman invented this instrument in Russia in 1919. For 10 points, name the modern instrument that requires no physical contact to play.

ANSWER: Theremin [accept aetherphone and therminophone or termenvox or thereminvox]

Bonuses

1. Answer some questions about the historical plays of Shakespeare, for 10 points each

[10] This play is Shakespeare’s second longest, which starts with “Now is the winter of our discontent/

Made glorious summer by this sun of York,” about the rise and fall of a hunchback King.

ANSWER: Richard III
[10] The moniker was given to the wild young man in Richard III and Henry IV Parts 1 and 2, who later matured into the English leader at the Battle of Agincourt in Henry V.

ANSWER: Prince Hal
[10] This woman’s pleas to the Legatine court were apparently taken straight from records in Shakespeare’s Henry VIII. She was the daughter of Isabella of Spain and mother of Mary I of England.

ANSWER: Katherine of Aragon [prompt on “Catherine”]

2. Its continuation was called The Lucille Ball-Desi Arnaz Show. For 10 points each:

[10] Name this popular CBS show which ran in the 1950s in black and white. It dealt with the adventures of the naive wife of the singer Ricky Ricardo in New York City who tries to gain stardom.

ANSWER: I Love Lucy
[10] This character in I Love Lucy was Lucy’s best friend as well as her landlady. She is former vaudeville performer and was from Albuquerque, New Mexico

ANSWER: Ethel Mertz [accept Ethel]

[10] All 194 episodes of I Love Lucy were produced by this company, owned by the main actors of the show. It also produced Star Trek: The Original Series and The Andy Griffith Show before being bought and becoming Parmount Televison.

ANSWER: Desilu Productions or Desilu Studios
3. Answer the following questions about Atlantis, for 10 points each:

[10] Atlantis first appeared in the work Timaeus, written by this Greek philosopher who composed Socratic dialogues.

ANSWER: Plato
[10]  In Timaeus, it is this Athenian statesman, who had freeded the farmers from debt slavery, and who was eventually succeeded by his relative Pisistratus, who heard of Atlantis from Egyptian priests.

ANSWER: Solon
[10] This 3rd century Neoplatonist philosopher wrote an epic poem based on Plato’s account of Atlantis.

ANSWER: Zoticus
4. Answer the following on a first-person shooter series, for 10 points each:

[10] Spartan John-117, the Master Chief, is the protagonist and player character of the main games in this series. However, the Chief is not playable in the latest two installments of this series: ODST and Reach.

ANSWER: Halo
[10] One popular feature found in Halo 3 and greatly refined in Halo Reach is this map customization feature, which allows a plethora of user-generated content.

ANSWER: Forge [accept Forgeworld; prompt on “map customization or equivalents before mentioned”]

[10] This is typically the hardest Easter Egg Skull to be found in any game. In Halo 2, it involved defeating waves of stealth Elites, and in Halo 3, it involved jumping through a certain sequence of rings. It does however, unlock new and humours dialogue in the campaign.

ANSWER: I Would Have Been Your Daddy Skull or IWHBYD Skull

5. Answer these questions about internet sites which may or not help your homework, for 10 points each:

[10] Posting on the Reference Desk of this site might be better than crawling through pages of [citation needed] tags. Of course, some of the articles are indeed reliable in this large, free, online Encyclopedia.

ANSWER: Wikipedia
[10] The development of an artworks topic for this site is only being considered, so searching for great works of fine art is useless. On the other hand, this computational knowledge engine can easily solve most mathematical problems you plug into it.

ANSWER: Wolfram|Alpha
[10] This site launched in 2002 allowed people to offer bounties from $2 to $200 for a recognized Researcher on that site to search for the answer. Needless to say, it became defunct by 2006, with the rise of free websites which offered the same services such as one by Yahoo!

ANSWER: Google Answers [prompt on “Answers”]

6. This oldest team in the American Football Conference has won the most superbowls of any NFL team. For 10 points each:

[10] Name this team which was established in 1933 and is owned by the Rooney family. It plays its home games at Heinz Field.

ANSWER: Pittsburgh Steelers [accept either underlined]

[10] This Italian-American Steelers player was Rookie of the Year in 1972 and ran in the “Immaculate Reception” for a touchdown.

ANSWER: Franco Harris
[10] This teammate of Harris was the quarterback for the infamous "Immaculate Reception" play and would win four Superbowls with the Steelers.

ANSWER: Terry Bradshaw
7. This event returned the Labour Party, which had ruled since 2007,  to government. For 10 point each:

[10] Name this event which saw the successor of Kevin Rudd, Julia Gillard, become Prime Minister of a country with a capital at Canberra for the first time.

ANSWER: Australian federal election in 2010 [accept equivalents]

[10] The election for the House of Representatives ended up in this status,, as the Labour Party and their opposition each held 72 out of 150 seats in the House of Representatives, leaving the balance of power  with Greens and Independents.

ANSWER: Hung Parliament
[10] The merger of these two political parties formed the opposing coalition led by Tony Abbott. Name both.

ANSWER: Liberal Party of Australia and the National Party of Australia

8. Answer the following about actors from the TV series Cheers and Frasier. For 10 points each:

[10] Name the actor who played Frasier Crane for over twenty years.

ANSWER: Kelsey Grammer
[10] Name the brother of Frasier Crane portrayed by David Hyde Pierce and featured in the Cheers spin-off show Frasier.

ANSWER: Niles Crane [prompt on “Crane”]

[10] These other two characters from The Simpsons are brothers and were voiced by Kelsey Grammar and David Hyde Pierce.

ANSWER: Sideshow Bob and Cecil Terwilliger [accept Terwilliger brothers; accept Robert in place of “Bob”; prompt on “Terwilliger”]

8. This team was the first Spanish team to win the Treble. For 10 points each:

[10] Lionel Messi plays midfield for this soccer team playing out of Camp Nou which has a rivalry with Real Madrid. 

ANSWER: FC Barcelona [accept Barca]

[10] This midfielder for Barcelona scored the winning goal in the 2010 FIFA World Cup Final for Spain.

ANSWER: Andres Iniesta
[10] This other midfielder for Barca, along with Messi and Iniesta, was nominated for the Ballon D'or award for 2010.

ANSWER: Xavi Hernandez [accept either]

10. Answer the following about light production, for 10 points each:

[10] Light is produced under this method as a result of high temperatures; one example of this is passing an electric current through tungsten filament.

ANSWER: Incandescence
[10] Light is produced as a result of absorption of ultraviolet light, resulting in the immediate emission of visible light.

ANSWER: Fluorescence [do not accept “phosphorescence”]

[10] This biological pigment is involved in bioluminescense in creatures such as angle fish and fireflies. It reacts with oxygen to give off light.

ANSWER: Luciferin
11. The awarding of this work’s commission was based on an engraving done depicting the sacrifice of Isaac.. For 10 points each:

[10] Name this Ghiberti work found on the Battistero San Giovanni.

ANSWER: The Gates of Paradise or Porte del Paradiso [accept doors of the Florentine Baptistery]

[10] This losing artist in the contest to design those doors later designed the Il Duomo for the Santa Maria del Fiore Cathedral.

ANSWER: Filippo Brunelleschi
[10] This Florentine museum holds the contest submissions of both Ghiberti and Brunelleschi, as well as Donatello’s bronze David.

ANSWER: Bargello National Museum or Museo Nazionale del Bargello 

12. Objectivism is a philosophy founded by a 20th century author. For 10 points each:

[10] Name that female Russian-American author, the founder of Objectivism.

ANSWER: Ayn Rand
[10] This magnum opus of Ayn Rand featured several prominent businessmen and women going “on strike” to battle the corrupt government as well as the opening question, “Who is John Galt?”

ANSWER: Atlas Shrugged
[10] This posthumous collection of essays was published in 1982 and contains chapters named  “Faith and Force: The Destroyers of the Modern World” and “Causality vs. Duty”

ANSWER: Philosophy: Who Needs It?
13. Answer the following about an H.G. Wells work, for 10 points each:

[10] This 19th century science fiction novel contains a narrator who is never named and is about a Martian invasion of Earth.

ANSWER: The War of the Worlds
[10] This was the name of the fiction Ironclad that took down several Martian Tripods before getting destroyed, buying vital time for refugees to escape.

ANSWER: HMS Thunder Child
[10] This Martian vegetation creeps along with the Martian invasion, but is similarly destroyed by the pathogenic bacteria of the Earth.

ANSWER: Red Weed
14. Name the following Taylor Swift songs, for 10 points each:

[10] This number one hit was released on her Fearless album and contains the lyrics “She wears high heels, I wear sneakers. She’s cheer captain and I’m on the bleachers.”

ANSWER: “You Belong With Me”

[10] This song was never released in album format, and contains the lyrics “I could tell you his favorite colour’s green/ He loves to argue, born on the seventeenth.”

ANSWER: “I’d Lie”

[10] This song was only released in her limited edition EP and contains the lyrics “Wake up and smell the break-up/ Fix my heart, put on my make-up/ Another mess I didn’t plan”

ANSWER: “I Heart?” [only accept “I Heart Question Mark,” prompt on “I heart”]

15. Answer some questions about an actor’s career. For 10 points each:

[10] This late actor who died in 2010 is perhaps best known for starring as Detective Frank Drebin in the Naked Gun Trilogy.

ANSWER: Leslie Nielsen
[10] Nielsen also starred in this movie, where he gives the the line "Don't call me Shirley.”

ANSWER: Airplane! [accept Flying High]

[10] Although he is now better known as a comedic actor, Nielsen also played the role of Commander Adams in this 1956 science fiction thriller where his character falls in love with Altaira, the daughter of Morbius, the sole survivor of a previous space mission.

ANSWER: Forbidden Planet
16. Answer some questions about Egyptian pyramids, for 10 points each:

[10] An architect and scholar, this man is attributed with creating the first true Egyptian pyramid, a step-pyramid at Saqqara. for the Third Dynasty pharaoh Djoser.

ANSWER: Imhotep
[10] Although his pyramid is no longer the tallest because one if its neighbours still has its marble top, it was this pharaoh who ordered the construction of the Great Pyramid at Giza.

ANSWER: Khufu [or Cheops]

[10] This other pyramid was constructed by pharaoh Snofru, and was the world’s first smooth sided pyramid.

ANSWER: Red Pyramid
17. Answer some questions about African conflicts with very few casualties for the British, For 10 points each:

[10] This battle saw the charge of the 21st Lancers as well as the slaughter of the poorly equipped Green and Black Flag of the Mahdist forces near Khartoum. 

ANSWER: Battle of Omdurman
[10] Though victorious British side had only one man wounded. It is better known as the shortest war in history, clocking in at just under 40 min.

ANSWER: Anglo-Zanzibar War

[10] This battle of the Anglo-Zulu war saw only 17 killed for the British against an overwhelming force of around 7000 Zulu. More Victoria Crosses were awarded here than at any other battle.

ANSWER: Battle of Rorke’s Drift
18. For a polynomial of degree one, this value always equals the slope. For 10 points each:

[10] This is the limit of the slope of a secant line as the two endpoints become infinitely close together.

ANSWER: Derivative
[10] Differentiability implies this property, but this property does not imply differentiability. It is a very important property in analysis.

ANSWER: Continuity
[10] Continuity doesn't imply differentiability, as first evidenced by the discovery of this function in 1872 which is continuous everywhere and differentiable nowhere.

ANSWER: Weierstrass Function

19. At the beginning of the film, which is 82 years after the events of the movie, a diver explores the wreck of the titular ship for the famed Heart of the Ocean necklace. For 10 points each:

[10] Name this movie, in which Jack Dawson exclaims: “I’m the king of the world!”

ANSWER: Titanic
[10] This character in Titanic gets off the ship by pretending to care for an infant, and is engaged to Rose at the beginning of the film.
