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Tossups

1. Neither team which played this sport's only match at the 1900 Olympic Games – a French loss – realized that they had played an Olympic event. The 2007 World Cup for this sport, which was hosted in the West Indies saw the death of the coach of a team which had been eliminated by Ireland, Bob (*) Woolmer. Errors such as wides and leg byes can result in sundries or extras for the non-fielding team in this sport. Professional formats of this sport include Twenty20, One Day International, and the gruelling Test variety which can last up to five days, an example of which is the series between England and Australia, The Ashes. For 10 points, name this sport featuring bowlers, runners, and batters which is popular in the British Commonwealth.

ANSWER: Cricket
2. Woes with “the closing tomb” and praise for “the Solitary's lot” are found in this man's ode called Despondency. This author of My Wife's A Winsome Wee Thing also asked the title figure “whom Poesy abhors” to “Proceed no further!” in his On (*) Elphinstone's Translation of Martial. In another of his works, the title figure, while riding to his wife Kate, is killed by witches. This author of the The Jolly Beggars and A Red, Red Rose also wrote in one of his most famous works, that “the best laid plans” of the title animal “gang aft agley.” For 10 points, name this poet and lyricist of Tam O'Shanter and To a Mouse, who is known as “The Bard of Scotland.”

ANSWER: Robert Burns [accept Despondency: an Ode before “this man”]

3. This artist asks the titular city “are you swinging?” in one song and is “the blue in your back alley view where the horizon and the rooftops meet” in another. Those songs, “Dear Vienna” and “Technicolour Phase,” are both from his first album Maybe I’m Dreaming. His first major label album spawned three singles, the third of which claimed that “home is a (*) box car,” and the second of which began “The stars lean down to kiss you.” Those two singles, “Umbrella Beach” and “Vanilla Twilight,” are both by this artist whose real name is Adam Young. For 10 points, what artist's most famous song begins with “You would not believe your eyes,” and mentions 10 million of the title beetle, Fireflies?

ANSWER: Owl City [accept Adam Young before mentioned]

4. This thinker wrote that “Good and evil, reward and punishment, are the only motives to a rational creature” in a work which criticized rote learning. He argued to distrust atheists because the “bonds of humanity” cannot hold them in a letter to Philip van Limborch, who he referred to as (*) “Honoured Sir”. This author of Some Thoughts Concerning Education and A Letter Concerning Toleration wrote in his more famous works that authority is legitimized by the citizens’ support, and that senses and experiences were the origins of knowledge, the theory of tabula rasa. For 10 points, name this Enlightenment English philosopher who penned such works such as Two Treatises of Government and An Essay Concerning Human Understanding
ANSWER: John Locke
5. The lyrics “fast lane, switching lanes” are sung by Patrice Wilson in this song which utilises a four-chord progression. At the end of the the music video for this song, the singer stands in front of violet, red, and green lights. The opening (*) graphics of this song reference recordings by The Monkees, The Bangles, John Frusciante, and most appropriately, The Cure. “Time is going, ticking on and on, everybody’s rushing” is sung near the beginning of this song and later the singer asks “which seat can I take” despite there only being one seat left in a car driven by clearly underage kids. Set to be performed by Glee, it was produced by Ark Music and is currently the most disliked video on Youtube. For 10 points, name this song which says that you “gotta get down” on the title day when “yesterday was Thursday” by Rebecca Black.

Answer: “Friday”

6. One scene in this film sees Brian Douglas unmasked and killed off-screen. Another scene in this filminvolves the antagonist being smuggled by three bounty hunters into Gambol’s base in a body bag. The antagonist of this film orders the death of Coleman Reese and had earlier taken the place of a ceremonial honour guard to fire at (*) Mayor Garcia, a plot which is foiled by a character who had previously gone into hiding. Later, while the antagonist escapes from prison with the captured Lau, who is later burned on a pile of dollar bills, the protagonists arrive at two hostage locations only to discover their locations had been switched. This leads to the death of Rachel Gyllenhal’s character, Rachel Dawes, and the development of the coin-flipping character of Aaron Eckhart’s character, Two-Face. For ten points, name this 2008 Christopher Nolan film in which Heath Ledger posthumously won an Academy Award for playing the Joker.

ANSWER: Batman: The Dark Knight [do not accept “Batman”]

7. Magical items in this game include “Stormshield” and “Godly Plate of the Whale”. The first major “boss” character in this game is known for the catchphrase “Ahhh, fresh meat!”. This game’s three primary voice actors are Paul Eiding, Glynnis Talken Campbell, and Michael Gough. This game is known for its (*) randomly generated dungeons in environments including catacombs, a cathedral, and hell, ensuring no two playthroughs are the same. The objective of the game is to kill the title character on the sixteenth level of the dungeon. The year 2000 sequel to this game introduced classes like barbarians and necromancers and further elaborated on the plot of the original game, involving a civil war between the “prime” and “lesser” evils of hell. For ten points, name this 1997 demonic Blizzard action RPG dealing with the occult, undead, and demons.

ANSWER: Diablo [accept Diablo II, or Diablo II: Lord of Destruction until after “Ahhh, fresh meat!”; prompt on “Hellfire”]

8. This group joined the victorious side in the First War of Castro, and won a battle at Perugia. One member of this group, called “the Gouty”, called in debts but only incited the Pazzi conspiracy. Loans to Edward IV of England ruined a branch of their namesake (*) bank. One called “the Unfortunate,” after surrendering his army to Charles VII of France, was overthrown by a figure who ordered the first Bonfire of the Vanities, Savonarola. The end of the Council of Trent and Luther’s excommunication were respectively carried out by Pius IV and Leo X, two of four popes of this family. Patrons of Renaissance art, for 10 points, Cosimo and Lorenzo led which Tuscan family which ruled Florence?

ANSWER: the Medici family

9. In the 2010-2011 season, this power forward set a franchise record for consecutive double-doubles with 27. In March 2011, he secured his first career triple-double with 33 points, 17 rebounds and 10 assists. The winner of the 2009 Naismith College Player of the Year Award, his team had a 106-6 record in his high school career with the (*) Oklahoma Christian Saints. In this past NBA All-Star game in Los Angeles, this man was the first rookie voted to the exhibition game by coaches since Tim Duncan in 1998. He missed the entire 2009-2010 season because of a preseason injury to his left knee, despite being drafted first overall in the 2009 draft. For ten points, name the incumbent champion of the NBA Slam Dunk competition, the star rookie of the Los Angeles Clippers.

ANSWER: Blake Griffin

10. Before the first season of this show, one character was charged with manslaughter after an experiment accidentally killed one of his assistants, Carla.  That character was sent to a mental institution only to be released during the first season. An (*) Observor named September is often seen watching the events of this series unfold. The protagonists of this series are helped by a company run by William Bell and Nina Sharp, Massive Dynamic.The primary antagonist of this show’s third season performs experiments on the Cortexiphan-induced abilities of one of the protagonists and creates a doomsday device which only responds to one a character who was actually taken from the parallel universe to replace a dead son.This show’s main characters, Walter Bishop, his “son” Peter Bishop, and Olivia Dunham carry out investigations into strange scientific events as a branch of the FBI in Boston Massachusetts. For 10 points, name this science-fiction series on Fox about that namesake investigative division.

ANSWER: Fringe
11. Richard Hofstadter described the history of this concept “in American Thought.” The discredited recapitulation theory of Ernst Haeckel was also used to justify this concept through the mental processes involved in education. This term first appeared in print in 1877 to describe how Irish chiefs became feudal barons. Also associated with Yale Professor (*) William Sumner, the author of an essay called “Sociology.” Its namesake, while describing the effects of medical advances recognized this theory’s tenet of the weak propagating the weak, in a work subtitled “Selection in Relation to Sex.” The author of The Social Organism, Herbert Spencer is associated with, for 10 points, this theory exemplified by the term “survival of the fittest” which applies the evolutionary theory to human society.

ANSWER: Social Darwinism [do not prompt on Darwinism]

12. In the sixth season of this drama, a man named Gary Clark tries kill Derek with a gun after the death of his wife, but after shooting him, is fooled by a disconnected heart monitor. The only other person shot in that attack was a character played by Kevin McKidd, Major Owen Hunt, a trauma (*) surgeon. At the beginning of the seventh season, Hunt marries a character who previously had a relationship with Preston Burke and is the best friend of the title character of this show, played by the Canadian Sandra Oh. A 2006 on-set argument led to the departure of Isaiah Washington from this show created by Shonda Rhimes. For 10 points name this ABC drama about Meredith and her fellow interns at the Seattle Grace Mercy West Hospital.

ANSWER: Grey’s Anatomy
13. One character in this novel says how he wished two Frenchmen: Milne-Edwards and de Quatrefages, were by his side. Another character, after being locked without food inside a house with Martha, decrypts a coded note in rough Latin, which mentions the (*) “Kalends of July.” Later in this novel, that character reunites with the main group though the use of a natural whispering gallery. Surturbrand is used to make a raft by the protagonists’ guide Hans. The protagonists see human bones, mastodons, and a battle between an Ichthyosaurus and a Pleisosaurus. At the end, the three adventurers are shot out of Mt. Stromboli. Axel and his uncle Professor Lindenbrock are characters in, for 10 points, what Jules Verne novel about the title subterranean trip?

ANSWER: A Journey to the Centre of the Earth or Voyage au centre de la Terre [accept stuff like “voyage” in place of “journey” and “interior” for centre, since this is a translated title]

14. This geographic feature was analyzed with sewer epidemiology in 2005 and found to have a high amount of benzoylecgonine, a by-product of cocaine use, implying a high level of drug use in the surrounding area. That aforementioned study by Dr. Ettore Zuccato was done on this body of water whose (*) delta has five mouths. The Adda River is a tributary of this river which once contained trade channels called  “navigli” which are now mainly derelict, and is now controlled by dikes known as “argini” in the country where it terminates. It runs from the Cottian Alps to the Adriatic Sea. Padus was the Roman name of, for 10 points, what river that passes through the cities of Milan and Turin, Italy's longest?

ANSWER: The Po River [accept Padus before mention]

15. Zel’dovich theorized and Luis Alvarez at Berkeley experimentally showed that this process can be catalyzed by muons. The Lawson Criterion governs the conditions for the ignition of this process, which must overcome the (*) Coulomb Barrier to begin. In one type of this reaction, the triple-alpha process is used to create a CNO cycle. This is the reaction used in the ITER (EAT-er) project, which uses a technology pioneered by the Soviet physicists Tamm and Shakharov to magnetically confine plasma, the Tokamak. It most commonly combines deuterium and tritium into helium-4. For 10 points, the stars are powered by this type of nuclear reaction, the opposite of fission.

ANSWER: Nuclear Fusion [accept Muon Catalyzed Fusion before “muon”; prompt on “Cold Fusion” before “muon,” BUT DO NOT prompt or accept afterwards]

16.  James Cromwell voices the main colonial antagonist in this film, while Rain is the main love interest of the protagonist. The protagonist speaks no words, and his thoughts are narrated by Matt Damon. The bald eagle is follows and supports the protagonist throughout the film. The main character of this film is finally defeated after going three days without food or water and tied to a post, but escapes almost immediately with his new (*) Lakota Indian friend, Little Creek. This film’s score was composed by Hans Zimmer, while Bryan Adams provides all the songs with lyrics in this film. The protagonist is forced to work on the transcontinental railroad, but manages to destroy two locomotives to stall the work. For ten points, name this 2002 DreamWorks animated film about the life of the titular Dun Kiger Mustang.

ANSWER: Spirit: Stallion of the Cimarron
17. In this work, the “Echo Dance of the Furies” occurs just after the “In our Deep Vaulted Cell” chorus is sung by the witches who are engaged in something “too dreadful a practice/ for the open air.” The duet “Grief Increases” in the soprano clef is partially sung by the sister of one of the title characters. A (*) sorceress commands her “elf” to take on the appearance of Mercury to deceive one of the title characters into thinking that he’s been compelled by the gods to leave. The third and last act begins in B-flat major and ends in its relative minor, g, and sees two arias sung by one of the title characters, accompanied by a ground bass, “Belinda, Thy Hand” and “When I am laid in earth.” Nahum Tate was the librettist of, for 10 points,what opera composed by Henry Purcell about a love story in the fourth book of the Aeneid?

ANSWER: Dido and Aeneas
18. A substance predicted by Gilbert Lewis nicknamed “red” and a blue gas with a melting point of -112 Celsius exhibit this property, which is also responsible for the difficulty in machining nuclear warheads because of its effects on plutonium’s physical properties when heated. One example of this property is seen with (*) thiozone and the more common S8 molecule. This chemical property of phosphorus is exploited in matches, when it changes colours, whereas a more common example is that carbon is able to be exhibited as buckyballs, nanotubes, graphite, and diamond. For ten points, name this property of elements that allows them to have different molecular forms.

ANSWER: Allotropy
19. The “Good and Peaceful” religion of this people identified themselves with Jews. The Year of the Plough was a non-violent protest against the confiscation of land of this people in Parihaka. The actions of Hono Heke, one of this people’s leaders, initiated the (*) Flagstaff War. Shortly after one of this people’s polities was defeated in the First Taranaki War, the King’s Movement supported by the Waikato Iwis had its pas besieged. Hobson urged this people’s leaders to sign the Treaty of Waitangi which transferred “chieftainship” to Queen Victoria. For 10 points, name this group, the indigenous people of New Zealand.

ANSWER: Māori people or tangata whenua [prompt on “people of the land” or early buzz of “New Zealanders”; accept Taranaki before “Hono Heke”]

20. Owen’s Defence, which uses a fianchetto, is a response to this move categorized in volumes B and C of an encyclopedia of its peers. The Caro-Kann and the French reply to this by moving to the 6th row. Playing Nf6 in response is the (*) Alekhine defence, and invites a chase away from the centre. Opposing this move with a similar advance can lead to the Classical Open games of the Ruy Lopez, Italian Game, Scotch Game, Bishop’s Opening, Four Knights game, and a namesake gambit. c5 or the Sicilian Defence is its most common reply, Fischer called it “Best by Test,” and it’s the first move of the Scholar’s mate. The King`s pawn advancing two spaces is, for 10 points, what most common opening move by White in a game of Chess?

ANSWER: 1. White, e4 or King’s Pawn Game [accept “White King’s pawn advances two spaces to e4” or equivalents before mentioned; prompt on “Chess” before “move”; accept Bishop before “move”]

TB1.  A group of four of this composer’s works were inspired by Gothic arches and were composed of four phrase statements with variations from fortissimo to pianissimo at phrase changes. That series, the Ogives, was by this composer who wrote another piece which seems to instructs the player to repeat a single page (*) 840 times, Vexations. This composer parodied a sonatina of Muzio Clementi’s in one of his mature works with bar lines, his Bureaucratic Sonatina. He wrote a three movement suite entitled “dessicated embryos,” but is more famous for a work which has seven pieces despite being called Three Pieces in the Form of a Pear. The mentor of Les Six was, for ten points,this French avante-garde composer of the Gnossiennes and the three Gymnopédies.

ANSWER: Erik Alfred Leskue Satie
Bonuses
1. This movement placed emphasis on thin brushstrokes and capturing light at different moments. For 10 points each:

[10] Name this movement that got its name from a painting of a sunrise by Claude Monet, one of its best known practitioners, along with Pierre Auguste Renoir and Camille Pissarro.

ANSWER: Impressionism
[10] This man often considered an impressionist was famous his bad attitude, anti-semitism, and belittling of key impressionist tenets but painted many ballerinas and racehorses.

ANSWER: Edgar Degas
[10] After Luncheon on the Grass was refused by the Paris Salon, the Impressionists gathered together to create this exhibit of works not approved by the official Jury of Paris Salon.

ANSWER: Salon des Refusés [accept Exhibition of Rejects]

2. The classic variety of this Indo-European language had no spaces, punctuation, lowercase, or spacing except for some interpuncts. For 10 points each:

[10] Name this highly inflected language which the Romans spoke.

ANSWER: Latin or lingua latina
[10] This Latin noun case usually used to refer to movement away from something, but can also mean description, accompaniment, and time when. The first declension’s singular form of this case ends with a long a.

ANSWER: Ablative case or casus ablativus
[10] This Renaissance humanist used his knowledge of the differences between Classical Latin and Medieval Latin, to determine that the Donation of Constantine was a fraud.

ANSWER: Lorenzo Valla
3. The antagonist of this series  is a serial killer whose signature is smiley face written in blood. For 10 points each:

[10] Name this CBS police drama created by Bruno Heller where the protagonist uses his “psychic” abilities to solve crimes.

ANSWER: The Mentalist
[10] The protagonist, Officer Patrick Jane, is portrayed by this Australian actor who also appeared in The Devil Wears Prada as Christian.

ANSWER: Simon Baker [or Simon Denny]

[10] Patrick and his co-workers work at a police station for this fictional government department named for the state in which The Mentalist is set.

ANSWER: California Bureau of Investigation [or CBI]

4. Name these works of Hemingway, for 10 points each:

[10] This novel ends with a dream of lions, and is about a giant marlin and the elderly Santiago, the title fisherman.

ANSWER: The Old Man and the Sea
[10] In this other Hemingway novel, Switzerland is the final destination of Catherine Barkely and Frederic Henry, who experienced the Great War as a Lieutenant on the Italian Front.

ANSWER: A Farewell to Arms
[10] This Hemingway short story published in Esquire ends with the death of the narrator, Harry, from an infected wound in the titular location.

ANSWER: “The Snows of Kilimanjaro”

5. The Drug Abuse Warning Network reported that in 1999, 51% of accidental deaths from drugs were from this drug. For 10 points each:

[10] Name this illegal substance of which Afghanistan is the biggest producer.

ANSWER: Heroin [or Diacetylmorphine; do not accept “opium”]

[10] Heroin, after it is metabolized into morphine, binds these key receptors in the brain, which are often associated with pain and reward among other physical reactions.

ANSWER: Opioid receptors

[10] Heroin gives the user a feeling of well-being because it mimics this neurotransmitter in the brain that is released in response to pain and stress.

ANSWER: Endorphin [or endogenous morphine]

6. Answer the following about a certain card game, for 10 points each:

[10] This card game’s bidding process has No Trump take priority over other bids of the same level. North and South as well as East and West are partners and try to win tricks.

ANSWER: Contract bridge
[10] All bids in bridges are actually bids to go over this term, the required six tricks beyond which bids take effect.

ANSWER: the book of six

[10] This bidding convention sees the opening partner use an artificial bid of 1 No Trump, and the responder reply with either 2 Spades or 2 Hearts if a four card hard in that suit exists, or an artificial bid of 2 Diamonds if no-four card major suit exists.

ANSWER: Stayman Convention

7. Answer some questions about sports from a certain country, for ten points each:

[10] This activity which will prominently feature at the 2014 Winter Sochi Olympics involves rolling around in a giant, flexible, plastic ball.

ANSWER: zorbing or globe riding
[10] This man, numerously voted the sexiest man of his homeland, is the star of both the Perpignan Rugby club in France and his national team, a certain haka-performing Rugby team.

ANSWER: Daniel “Dan” Carter
[10] The first course for zorbing was built in this country, which is also home to the All Blacks Rugby team.

ANSWER: New Zealand or Aotearoa
8. Name these science-fiction novels. For ten points each:

[10]This novel presents humankind on the brink of destruction by the Formics, which are destroyed by the protagonist during one of his “war games.”. This novel’s sequel is Speaker for the Dead and was written by Orson Scott Card.

ANSWER: Ender’s Game
[10] Some of you might grok this classic novel centring around Valentine Michael Smith’s return to Earth, written by Heinlein

ANSWER: Stranger in a Strange Land
[10] This author coined the term “cyberspace” in his Hugo winning 1984 novel Neuromancer and collaborated with Sterling to write a steam punk classic, The Difference Engine.

ANSWER: William Gibson
9. Finish the lyrics for these songs by the Rolling Stones for 10 points each. The number of words needed is given at the beginning of each lyric.

[10] *five words* “You can’t always get what you want but if you try sometimes you might find that. . .”

ANSWER: you get what you need
[10] *three words* “Please allow me to introduce myself, I’m a man of. . .”

ANSWER: wealth and taste
[10] *four words* “yeah, a storm is threatening my very life today. If i don’t get some shelter, lord. . .”

ANSWER: I’m gonna fade away (also accept going to in place of gonna)

10. This religion is subdivided into Theravada and Mahayana schools. For 10 points each:

[10] Name this religion, based on the teachings of Siddhartha Gautama, about suffering and imperfectness of the world.

ANSWER: Buddhism
[10] This concept in Buddhism is the fourth of the Four Noble Truths and describes a certain number of “right” followings to achieve spiritual peace.

ANSWER: Noble Eight-fold path [accept alternatives for path such as “way”; accept aryastangamarga]

[10] Pain, Impermanence, and Non-self are collectively known as this set of common values between all schools of Buddhism. With Nirvana, it makes up the Four Seals.

ANSWER: Three Marks of Existence [accept tilakkhana or trilaksana]

11. The battleship Yamato failed to carry out Operation Tengo during this battle. For 10 points each:

[10] Name this battle, called both Operation Iceberg and the Typhon of Steel, which was fought in the Pacific.

ANSWER: Battle of Okinawa [accept Operation Iceberg and Typhoon of Steel before mentioned]

[10] During the battle, 36 US Navy ships were sunk, mostly by this suicidal Japanese plane attack.

ANSWER: Kamikaze [prompt on “Divine Wind”]

[10] This purpose-built, rocket-powered, human-guided, anti-shipping, kamikaze attack-plane was first used during the Battle of Okinawa.

ANSWER: Yokosuka MXY7 Ohka [accept either underlined; accept Baka; prompt on “Yokosuka”]

12. Name these groundbreaking professional baseball players of African descent, for ten points each:

[10] This player, number 42, changed the face of baseball by being the first African-American MLB player, playing for the Brooklyn Dodgers.

ANSWER: Jackie Robinson
[10] This teammate of Robinson’s played catcher for the Dodgers, but was tragically paralyzed in a 1958 accident.

ANSWER: Roy “Campy” Campanella [accept either underlined]

[10] This pitcher became to oldest rookie in MLB in 1948 as he transferred from the Negro Leagues to the Cleveland Indians. He was the first former player of the Negro Leagues to be inducted into the Baseball Hall of Fame.

ANSWER: Leroy Robert “Satchel” Paige [accept either underlined]

13. This movie included a prophecy which indicated the Chosen One through a homophone. For 10 points each:

[10] Name this movie where the “earth shall turn to Ash,” who must try and fight Lawrence III to rescue Moltres, Zapidos, and Articuno with the help of Lugia.

ANSWER: Pokémon: The Movie 2000 [accept Pocket Monsters the Movie Revelation Lugia or Gekijoban Poketto Monsuta Maboroshi no Pokemon Rugia Bakutan; or Mirage Pokémon: Lugia's Explosive Birth]
[10] Besides Lugia, this other new water and psychic type Pokémon was introduced. It can communicate with humans and wears an upside-down Shellder on its head.

ANSWER: Slowking
[10] The 20-minute short preceding Pokémon: The Movie 2000 introduced a new second generation Pokémon named Elekid.

ANSWER: Pikachu’s Rescue Adventure
14. He was elected to office on a promise of a “return to normalcy” after the First World War. For 10 points each:

[10] Name this president that appointed several men from Ohio to his cabinet.

ANSWER: Warren G. Harding
[10] Harding and his Ohio gang were known for this scandal, in which oil reserves were transferred to the Department of the Interior and leased without a competitive bid.

ANSWER: Teapot Dome scandal

[10] This man was Secretary of the Interior during Teapot Dome. He was found guilty of accepting bribes and became the first member of cabinet to serve jail time.

ANSWER: Albert Fall
15. Answer some questions about anime movies, for ten points each:

[10] In this film, the protagonist loses her real name, Chihiro, and is called Sen. She works at a washing house in order to find an opportunity to save her parents, who have been turned into pigs.

ANSWER: Spirted Away
[10] Name this director of Studio Ghibli fame, who directed the film My Neighbor Totoro, Kiki’s Delivery Service, and Spirited Away.

ANSWER: Hayao Miyazaki (ME-ya-za-key)

[10] In this film by Miyazaki, outsider Ashitaka finds himself in a struggle between the supernatural gods of the forest, and the humans of Iron Town. Name this animated film.

ANSWER: Princess Mononoke (MO-no-no-key)

16. Name these consumer products that have been placed in various Seinfeld episodes, for 10 points each:

[10] “It's chocolate, it's peppermint-- it's delicious!” is the way Kramer describes this flavour blending treat, after Jerry accidentally knocks a piece of it into a patient undergoing surgery, in an episode named after this “very refreshing” candy.

ANSWER: Jr. Mint
[10] This beverage has found its way into the series many times throughout its run, but most prominently in the season 4 episode “The Visa”, in which Babu Bhatt’s cousin responds: “No, It’s too fruity”, when offered the drink.
