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Tossups

1. This team's formation, in the same year as a team which is now in New Orleans, was endorsed by a group led by former Hall of Famer Billy Cunningham. Its minor league affiliate is the Sioux Falls Skyforce. Playing its home games at the (*) American Airlines Arena, this team won 7 division titles and 1 league championship, the most recent of which in 2006 against the Dallas Mavericks led by Shaquille O’Neal. Erik Spoelstra is the head coach and Pat Riley is the manager of, for ten points, this Eastern Conference NBA team that features the talent of Dwayne Wade and recently acquired Chris Bosh and LeBron James in 2010.

ANSWER: Miami Heat [accept either underlined portion]

2. The Nozaki-Hyama reaction and the Barbier reaction form this type of organic compound. The Fischer Esterfication creates an ester from a carboxylic acid and one of these compounds. When sulfur replaces the functional group’s oxygen, it is known as a (*) thiol. One type of this compound is used commonly in 70% solutions as a disinfectant, while the most simplest is known as the “wood” variety of this compound. The most common example of one of these compounds is the primary component of both biofuel as well as liquor. A hydroxyl group identifies, for ten points, this class of organic compounds whose most famous member is ethanol.

ANSWER: Alcohols

3. John Ray, Jr. delivers this novel’s fictional foreword, subtitled The Confessions of a White Widowed Male, the manuscript of which was to be published after the titular character’s death. The foreword opens by the narrator describing his passion for (*) Annabel Leigh (Lee) who later dies of typhus. This character eventually gets a job at Beardsley College, where the titular character later enrolls. The same character dies of coronary thrombosis while awaiting a trial for the murder of Clare Quilty and the titular character dies giving birth to a stillborn daughter on Christmas Day, 1952. Humbert Humbert pursues the nymphet Dolores Haze in, for ten points, this novel by Vladimir Nabokov.

ANSWER: Lolita
4. The protagonist of this film informs his date of his new ability to take her to society clubs which are “fun, and exclusive, and lead to a better life” as well as his perfect SAT score. It also features the founder of a music downloading website, Sean Parker, played by Justin (*) Timberlake. The film shows two twin Olympic rowers who sue a rival classmate for stealing their idea for a communications website as well as a best friend suing the protagonist for $600 million. Set mainly in Harvard University, for 10 points, name this 2010 film, which claims “You don’t get to 500 million friends without making a few enemies,” a biopic on the founding of facebook.com.

ANSWER: The Social Network
5. In one early episode of this television series, the main character dons a goose outfit, supposedly mocking Bjork’s famous swan dress, and displays outrageous behaviour to embarrass her date. This date later reveals that his name is Leslie. In the same episode, as a side plot, the antagonist attempts to steal (*) Jackson’s and Oliver’s new recipe, Cheese Jerky. The lead actress originally auditioned for the role of the best friend, Lilly Truscott, but later won the role of the title character. Anna Cabana, Samantha York and Alexis Texas were considered for the name of the protagonist. “Best of Both Worlds” is the theme song of,  for 10 points, this Disney Channel television series about an average teenage girl by day and a famous pop singer by night, starring Miley Cyrus.

ANSWER: Hannah Montana
6. She starred in the mid-80s show Kids Incorporated alongside Renee Sandstorm and Stefanie Ridel with whom she would later go on to create a female trio, signed by RCA Records in 1994. This trio was named (*) Wild Orchid. She was also known for her crystal methamphetamine addiction and briefly dated Justin Timberlake in 2001. She joined her current position after being invited by William James Adams Jr. in 2002 for the album Elephunk. In 2006, she released her debut album The Duchess which contained number one singles London Bridge, Big Girls Don’t Cry and Glamorous. for 10 points, name this R&B and pop singer, songwriter and actress, currently the female vocalist for the Black Eyed Peas.

ANSWER: Fergie or Stacy Ann Ferguson
7. In this conflict, one naval battle included the defeat of Manuel de Velasco by Admiral George Rooke while  another battle ended with the retreat of Maximillian II Emanuel. Those two battles were fought at Vigo Bay and Ramillies. This war was fought over the claims of a ruler who would eventually precipitate the War of the (*) Quadruple Alliance. Famously, British Tories won the confidence of the Queen for whom the North American phase of this war was named for, and negotiated a withdrawal from the war  which gave them control over the Atlantic slave trade, the asiento. It was fought to prevent Charles II from being succeeded by Philip V of Bourbon and the most deadly battle in this war was that between Marshal Villars and Eugne of Savoy which took place at Malplaquet. The Duke of Marlborough was successful at Blenheim in for 10 points, which early 18th century war effectively ended by the Peace of Utrecht?

ANSWER: War of the Spanish Succession
8. The region was taken under Yi rule after a military coup in 1392 by Yi Song-Gye, and the region’s Three Kingdoms period was ended when the Baekje and the (*) Koguryo were unified under the Silla in 676 C.E. in this region. The Kobukson Turtle Ship was used by Admiral Yi-Sun-sin, to protect this region from invasion by a neighbouring country which would later annex it under the Treaty of Shimonoseki during its Joseon Dynast. A more modern war fought in this area included “MiG Alley” and the Inchon Landings. For 10 points, name this East Asian peninsula divided by the 38th parallel into North and South.

ANSWER: Korean Peninsula

9. In this film, the protagonist’s family is captured and are being taken to a camp but with the help of a family friend who is a member of the police, the protagonist manages to escape. This film begins in Warsaw, Poland, where the protagonist is seen in a (*) radio station until it is struck by explosives. One of the women which hides the main character in this film is a talented cellist and the prelude to Bach's Cello Suite No. 1 is played by her in the film, as well as being famously featured in the trailer. The protagonist of this film is allowed to live by Wehrmact Captain Hosenfeld after playing a piece for him with a certain musical instrument. For 10 points, name this 2002 film directed by Roman Polanski which won the Palme d’Or and the Oscar for Best Actor for Adrien Brody.

ANSWER: The Pianist
10. He first gained recognition as an underground artist with a single featuring Wes Fif. His stage name is derived from the song title one of his greatest musical influences, OutKast. This artist is currently signed to Grand Hustle Records, Rebel Rock Entertainment, and most famously, (*) Atlantic Records. One of his early singles, which proclaims that he will "Be in the Sky" was released in late 2008, and was not included in his official album, but did make an appearance in the UK version. You “can't see past [his] shades” and he “could use a dream or a genie or a wish.” for 10 points, name this Atlanta born rapper, famous for his collaboration with Bruno Mars for the single that claims “they got nothin' on you.”

ANSWER: B.O.B or Bobby Ray Simmons [Do not accept “Bob.”]

11. They are able to rest portions of the brain at a time so as to always remain conscious in order to surface to breathe. Their skulls grow asymmetrically and contain a fatty organ known as a melon, used to focus sounds. These (*) mammals are descendants of even-toed ungulates, but have since become fully aquatic animals. A constellation of this animal is known as Cetus, and although hunting of this animal was banned in 1986, they have historically been hunted for their blubber. This is the type of animal that is said to have swallowed Jonah in his namesake book of the Bible. For 10 points, name this large marine marine, an example of which is Melville’s Moby Dick.

ANSWER: Toothed Whales [accept Odontoceti]

12. In one episode of this show, it is discovered that Cathy Geiss, the daughter of GE’s CEO, has a singing voice akin to Susan Boyle. That episode was called “Auditions.” Frank’s sun tea turns out to be pee in bottles and John Lutz is shown to wear a bra while dancing. Jonathan is seen in his underwear and playing Bach’s minuet in G major on the flute in the CEO’s Office. (*) Kenneth drinks allergenic strawberry juice in an attempt to get Jenna in a relationship with a paramedic, Tracy tries to promote his comedy, “The Chunks,” and Liz is in a relationship with Carol Burnett. for 10 points Name this NBC show within a show, created by and starring Tina Fey as Liz Lemon.

ANSWER: 30 Rock
13. One quest in this game involves the use of an abridged dictionary and the is given by another quest if the player switches outfits to fight in a war between Frat Boys and the Hippies and ensures that it ends with the total annihilation of both sides.. The main sub-plot of this game involves an increasingly stronger (*) Nemesis, but the main quests in this game are given by a certain Council. Launched in 2003 and still in open beta, this game uses a turn-based system where adventurers gain turns at rollover. Its ultimate goal is to defeat the Naughty Sorceress and it is well known for its popular culture references and puns. For 10 points, name this online RPG operated by Asymmetric Publications which takes place in the namesake kingdom.

ANSWER: Kingdom of Loathing [prompt on “KoL”]

14. One of his buildings features a 9 by 16 grid of windows, which makes it suitable for playing Tetris. He was first recruited by William Zeckendorf for his New York firm of Webb and Knapp. Among his early projects were the L’Enfant Plaza Hotel in Washington DC and the aforementioned Building 54, the Cecil and Ida Green Building at the (*) Massachusetts Institute of Technology in Cambridge. He is also known for the National Centre for Atmospheric Research in Colorado, and he was selected as the chief architect for the John F. Kennedy Library in Massachusetts. Winner of the 1983 Pritzker Prize, for ten points, name this architect best known for the controversial glass pyramid for the Louvre.

ANSWER: Ieoh Ming Pei
15. In one of this man’s plays, the protagonist proposes drugging the woman he lusts with the titular herb partnering up with a priest and a marriage broker; that work was The Mandrake. He was commissioned to write a (*) history of his home city and also wrote a text describing the history and benefits of republicanism, Discourses on Livy. However, this man’s most famous work was notably rebutted by Frederick the Great, rejected the use of mercenaries, and assigned traits of a lion and a fox to rulers. For 10 points, name this writer who stated “fear is more advantageous than love” in The Prince.

ANSWER: Niccolo Machiavelli
16. The first example of this powerplant was the Hungarian Jendrassik Cs-1, built in 1938. However, it was not until 1945 that it was used on an aircraft, the Gloster Meteor. The Rolls-Royce Dart, an engine of this type developed with research from the Trent Meteor, was one of the most reliable such engines ever built, and saw five decades of use on such aircraft as the (*) Vickers Viscount and Fokker F27. Its power is measured in shaft horsepower, which takes into account rotations per minute as well as torque on a shaft of one of its major components. Today, its main applications are on transport aircraft as well as smaller airliners such as the Bombardier Dash-8 series and C-130 Hercules. For ten points, name this powerplant utilising a gas turbine to drive a propeller, whose name is a portmanteau of those two components.

ANSWER: Turboprop
17. The protagonist of this novel has to row across a river along with a seemingly non-sensical sheep. A lion and a unicorn fight each other in this novel, which ends when the protagonist shakes a character who had orginally promised to make her a queen. That action wakes up another character who had been (*) sleeping, the Red King. This novel is also based on a game of chess, with each character representing a piece in the game of chess; the protagonist, representing a pawn, is said to have moved every time she crosses a brook in the story. There are also several poems and songs in this book, notable ones including “Tweedledum and Tweedledee” and “the Walrus and the Carpenter”. For ten points, name this novel by Lewis Carroll, the sequel to Alice in Wonderland, in which Alice journeys into an alternative world by walking through a mirror.

ANSWER: Through the Looking Glass
18. This work’s fourth chapter mentions that quantities derive from measurement, figures from quantities, and comparisons from figures. In the fifth chapter of this work, opposing forces are compared to “interlocked rings” having momentum like how a “torrential water tosses boulders.” That chapter also compares the fact that square logs and stones don’t move on stable ground but roll when round or on unstable ground to the use of (*) men. It also contains chapters naming nine grounds of battle and those instructing the reader how to make fire attacks and to use spies. Its famous commentators include the poet Du Fu and the Cao Cao.  For ten points, name this military science handbook written during the Warring States period by Sun Tzu.

ANSWER: Sun Tzu’s Art of War [or Sun Zi Bing Fa; do not accept “Sun Bin’s Art of War”]

19. Sherraine Schalm is the top-ranked Canadian female practitioner of this activity. Before the advent of electrical scoring, athletes used three spikes to aid the referee in judging. Its primary implement has a triangular body which tapers down its 90 cm length from the bell. Judging this with electrical equipment is easier, since unlike the other (*) disciplines, this one has no right-of-way rules, and includes hits awarded to both sides when the touches are simultaneous. The only of the three disciplines of its parent sport to feature in the modern pentathlon, a valid touché is scored when the tip of the blade hits the other person on any part of their body, including the mask. For 10 points, name this blade used in fencing, coming from the French for “sword”.   
ANSWER: épée fencing [prompt on “fencing” before mention]

20. This meme first made its appearance in May 2007 not on 4chan’s /b/ forum, but on its videogame forum. Although it started on the internet, it has been used live to interrupt major events, such as 2008’s Macy’s Thanksgiving Parade. It was also used in February 2008 by (*) Project Chanology to protest against the beliefs of the Church of Scientology. Hugh Atkin, an Australian lawyer, created a parody of this meme, featuring then presidential candidate Barack Obama. This meme involves a hyperlink taking the user to a video of Rick Astley singing his number one hit in 1987. For ten points, name this Internet phenomenon which is “never gonna give you up”, or “let you down”.

ANSWER: Rickrolling

TB1. The name of this television figure is derived from two of the show’s creators’ private school, where new boys had always been called this name. There have been three incarnations of this character, the first being black. Some say that his (*) heart ticks like a watch, and that he’s confused by stairs. The first one of these was killed while attempting to race 100mph in a Jaguar XJS and then come to a complete halt on the deck of the HMS Invincible. For ten points, name this figure, who was recently revealed to be Ben Collins, the tamed racing driver from the show Top Gear.
ANSWER: The Stig

[10] Name this educational children’s television series that revolves around the life of an anthropomorphic aardvark in Elwood City.

ANSWER: Arthur
[10] This character, who is depicted as an English bulldog and whose name is later revealed to be Shelley, has a young adopted sister named Mei-Lin.

ANSWER: Binky Barnes [prompt on “Barnes”]

[10] The theme song, “Believe in Yourself” is sung by this Jamaican musician, son of reggae singer Bob.

ANSWER: Ziggy Marley [prompt on “Marley”]

2. Name these 19th century operas, for 10 points each:

[10] This dark comedy about a hunchbacked jester, his daughter Gilda, the assassin Sparafucile (spa-ra-fu-chee-lay) and the Duke of Mantua was written in 1851 by Verdi.

ANSWER: Rigoletto
[10] In the 3rd opera of Wagner’s Ring Cycle, this protagonist drinks dragon’s blood and wakes Brunhilde from her sleep.

ANSWER: Siegfried
[10] Hermann drowns himself after seeing the card that will make him lose this game of faro and his lover, Liza’s Grandmother, the countess mocks him at the climax of this opera.

ANSWER: The Queen of Spades
3. Name these people punished in the Greek Underworld, for 10 points each:

[10] He famously offered his son, Pelops, to the gods as a sacrifice; as a result, his punishment was to be tormented by the temptation of food and water in Tartarus.

ANSWER: Tantalus
[10] This friend of Theseus tried to win Persephone as his bride but was trapped in his chair by Hades. When Hercules rescued Theseus when he came into the Underworld for Cerberus, he did not manage to free this man.

ANSWER: Pirithous
[10] He was found lusting for Hera, Zeus’s wife, when Zeus created a Nephele that mirrored Hera and tricked him into coupling with her. As a punishment, he was strapped to a spinning wheel of flames.

[10] This first tale in the collection tells about Arcite and Palamon, who are captured and imprisoned by Theseus; the two brothers both fall in love with Emelye, which causes rife hatred between them, and they attempt to duel.

ANSWER: Michael Gambon
[10] He plays the half-giant Keeper at Hogwarts who has a bewitched motorcycle, and had a pet giant spider that passed away in the Half-Blood Prince.

8. This organelle's matrix is the site of Pyruvate Oxidation. For 10 points each:

10. Name these artists based on their songs, for 10 points each:

[10] One of their songs mentions “an emu, an ottoman, a little tiny fridge to put in the tree fort and your love”. Name the Canadian band who released this hit song in 1992 listing items they'd buy were they to obtain a hefty cash sum.

[10] Named after the French Minister of Defense, the aforementioned line of defence was a fortification of tanks, artillery and machine gun posts.

ANSWER: Belgium
[10] The Maginot line was also connected to the Belgian fortifications. The Germans were able to break through at this stronghold in the Belgian defenses.

[10] This battle in the War of the Third Coalition is known for Napoleon diverting Allied troops to his right flank in order to make a decisive push through the centre which defeated the combined Austro-Russian Army.

ANSWER: Battle of Austerlitz or the Battle of the Three Emperors
[10] This battle saw repeated attempts to take the Great Redoubt by both sides, as well as the use of fleches. It was the bloodiest battle of Napoleon’s Russian Campaign

ANSWER: Battle of Borodino
[10] This small battle during the War of the First Coalition was decisive in that it ensured the survival of the French Revolution by turning back the Prussian and renewed the military strength of the French.

ANSWER: the Battle of Valmy
