1.   Christopher Biggins and Carol Thatcher, the daughter of Margaret, have won different seasons of the UK version of this show, which Malcolm McLaren recently claimed was fixed and “hoodwinking the public.” Contestants on the American version of this show included Daniel Baldwin, Janice Dickinson, and Patti Blagojevich in its second season and Downtown Julie Brown, Robin Leach, and Bruce Jenner in its first. Melissa Rivers placed second to Cris Judd in the first season of this show, which was set in the Australian outback, while this show’s second season, set in Costa Rica, featured Lou Diamond Phillips narrowly defeating Torrie Wilson. Challenges on this show included eating bugs, the “trauma tank,” and something called “Catch a Crawling Star,” while rewards usually included immunity or the types of meals that the aforementioned famous people would normally eat. 2.  This rapper worked at the sidekick for Luther Campbell on his radio show in 1998, while he himself hosts the radio show TakeOver with K. Foxx in Miami. This rapper’s first album includes tracks such as “Nothing Be Nothing Like Me,” “Dip Slide Ride Out” and “Born N Raised,” while another that asks, “what it do; what it is? You ain’t never seen a playa like this” reached number fifteen on the Billboard Hot Rap charts in 2006. In addition to “Holla At Me,” other hits for this rapper came from his 2008 album We Global and include “Out Here Grindin” and “Go Hard.” Another song by this rapper features Ludacris and Rick Ross, among others, and notes that this rapper “got money on my mind, I can never give it up” before instructing the listener to put their hands up and “make ‘em stay there.” FTP, who is this Terror Squad member and rapper of Palestinian descent who made his winning ways very clear on the 2010 album Victory?
ANSWER: DJ Khaled or Khaled bin Adbul Khaled
3.  This movie starts with the main character being interviewed by Bob Costas.  That main character recalls his life story in this movie, which was written and directed by Louis CK.  The main character of this film’s father was killed by a gorilla at a steel mill, but prior to his death gives him a belt that, as long as he has right on his side, allows him to “whoop anyone’s ass with just that belt”.  As a young man, this film’s main character stars in public service announcements, becomes a successful musician, and opens the restaurant Bad Time Burgers. An evil businessman gets a hold of that character and ruins his good name, causing him to go on a quest to find himself. That businessman, played by Robert Vaughn, is the CEO of the multi-national corporation LectorCorp and sends his henchmen Dirty Dee and Ireenie to end the titular character’s influence on society. FTP, what is this 2001 film, a parody of the blaxploitation genre, starring J.B. Smoove, Wanda Sykes, Chris Rock, and Lance Crouthers as the titular character?

4. Professional baseball players who attended this school include former Seattle Mariners relief pitcher Chris Ray, former Baltimore Orioles infielder Brendan Harris, and Cincinnati Reds relief pitcher Bill Bray. A basketball player for this school set the all-time record for rebounds in a single game with fifty-one in 1953, while a former football player from this school went on to become the youngest coach in the history of the NFL to win a Super Bowl. In addition to athletes such as Bill Chambers and Mike Tomlin, this school has also produced entertainers, such as the creator of Scrubs, Bill Lawrence, and comedian Patton Oswalt. Glenn Close also attended this school, which, in 1779, founded the first law school in the United States. Other alumni of this school include notable historical figures such as John Marshall, John Tyler and Thomas Jefferson. FTP, what is this liberal arts university located in Virginia whose sports teams are known as “The Tribe”?

5.  One of this director’s films sees an employee at the First National Bank in Manhattan become involved in a plot involving the KGB and is named after a song by The Rolling Stones. In addition to Jumpin’ Jack Flash, this director also worked on a 1994 movie about a laid-off advertising executive played by Danny DeVito teaching an army training base, Renaissance Man. Also the director of Riding in Cars With Boys and The Preacher’s Wife, a 1988 film by this director became the first-ever movie directed by a woman to earn over $100 million. Following the success of Big, this woman directed Awakenings and in 1992 again cast Tom Hanks, this time as the coach of the Rockford Peaches. The director of A League of Their Own, this is, FTP, what woman who played Laverne on Laverne and Shirley?

ANSWER: Penny Marshall
6.  This woman once threatened to punch Keyshawn Johnson if he ever tried to spank her.  A native of Niceville, Florida, this woman was a track All-American at Florida A&M, but she declined a spot at the trials for the 1984 U.S. Olympic track team to focus on becoming a journalist.  In 1985 this woman began her broadcasting career at WALB in Albany, Georgia, before moving on to Huntsville, Buffalo, Tampa, Houston. Following her work at KHOU-TV in Houston, this woman was hired by ESPN in 1993, and joined her current basic cable network in 1995. Voted Ebony magazine’s Most Outstanding Woman in Journalism in 2004, she became a sideline reporter for TNT’s coverage of the NBA playoffs in 2005. FTP, who is this member of the media, most famous for being a sideline reporter for Fox Sports’ coverage of the NFL?

7.  In the events of “Legends”, this character became the head of a reformed Suicide squad, a group whose members she clashed with during its many incarnations.  In Justice League Unlimited, this character heads Project Cadmus, a top secret group designed to take down the Justice League should they go rogue.  In the Batman Beyond comic book series, she was involved in an attempt to clone Dick Grayson to create a new Batman.  In the television series Smallville, this character was portrayed by an actress notable for playing the lead role in the 1997 movie Jackie Brown. In addition to Pam Grier, this character has been portrayed by Angela Basset in a 2011 movie that stars Ryan Reynolds as the titular superhero. A former congressional aide and government agent, this is, FTP, what anti-heroine of the DC comics universe?
ANSWER: Dr. Amanda Waller (prompt on “The Wall,” “White Queen,” “Black King,” or “Mockingbird”)
8.   While Babyface was recording this song that was meant for his album Tender Lover, the singer who made this song famous came into the studio and sang it instead.  The song talks about how the singer has fallen for a girl that he never thought would even talk to him. The singer of this song laments, “I can’t think too straight, I’m all confused; you must’ve put a thing on me” and “I can’t sleep at night, I toss and turn listnein’ for the telephone.” The video for this song has a black and white theme with the singer and two dancers dancing in front of the song title while also moving toward a group of women walking toward them.  This video was recently parodied by Wayne Brady and Mike Tyson and featured the original singer performing the rap from the song.  FTP, what is this song, the fourth single from the album Don’t Be Cruel by Bobby Brown?

ANSWER: “Every Little Step”
9. This character suffered a mental breakdown after watching a serial killer he was chasing fall from a scaffold and suffer injuries severe enough to put him in a coma.  His dedication to his job put a strain on his relationship with his fellow detectives and has caused a separation between he and his wife, who would be shot and killed by a dirty detective involved in a diamond smuggling scheme.  This character has a “frenemy” relationship with Alice Morgan, a woman who killed her parents as well as the serial killer while he was recovering in the hospital and the detective who killed his wife. The actor who plays this character had a six-episode story arc on the American version of The Office as Michael Scott’s superior, Charles Miner. FTP, who is this title character of a British crime drama starring Idris Elba?

ANSWER:  Detective Chief Inspector John Luther
10. Early in this game, players have the opportunity to discover an Easter egg developers created known as the Chris Houlihan Room, in which players can obtain a substantial amount of the game’s currency. Available on the Super Nintendo, Gameboy Advance, and Wii’s Virtual Console, this game features several departures from its predecessors, including a feature that introduced arrows as a separate weapon. That director was involved in a riding accident during this film’s production, in which he nearly broke his back. Mary McDonnell was cast as the lead female role in this movie, despite the fact that she was only two years younger than the actress who played her character’s mother, Black Shawl, and was two months older than the actor who played her father, Kicking Bird. McDonnell’s character, Stands With a Fist, serves as an interpreter for a Civil War veteran, who at one point in this movie befriends a creature named Two Socks. Winner of the 1991 Academy Award for Best Director, this is, FTP, what movie starring Kevin Costner?

12.   This comedian hosted the first charity telethon in 1949 wrote the title song for the radio show Lil’ Abner in 1940. The host of the radio show Stop Me If You’ve Heard This One, this comedian brought The Texaco Star Theater show to television in 1948 and won an Emmy following that show’s first season. This comedian was notably banned from Saturday Night Live following the episode that he hosted in 1979 and he appeared in the music video for the 1984 Ratt song “Round and Round.” Along with Jimmy Durante and Bing Crosby, this comedian founded the Friar’s Club in 1947, two years before he appeared in the film Always Leave Them Laughing. Other movie credits for this comedian include The Loved One, The Oscar, and It’s a Mad, Mad, Mad, Mad World. FTP, who was this notoriously well-endowed comedian from the so-called Golden Age of Television?
ANSWER: Milton Berle or Milton Berlinger
13.   A cover of this song by Ben Lee was featured on the soundtrack to the 2006 movie John Tucker Must Die. The cover art for the album on which this song appears is similar to the cover art for this song’s single, except that the album’s cover features seven white arrows stuck into a green surface oozing a pink liquid instead of just one. The music video for this song features some buzzards being electrocuted by power lines and some sheep jumping out of a river during a part about “a fake Jamaican” and learning “some sleight-of-hand.” That music video for this song also shows the band’s lead vocalist, Isaac Brock, sporting a thick black mustache while singing about getting “fired on exactly the same day” and backing his “car into a cop car.” FTP, what is this track from Good News for People Who Love Bad News, a song by Modest Mouse?

14. This man was described by his college coach Sonny Smith as playing, “like a fat guy…who can play like the wind.” This player’s number 34 was retired by his college team, with whom he still has the all-time field goal percentage record and was named the SEC Player of the Year in 1984. Drafted two picks after Michael Jordan was selected by the Bulls, this player helped lead the 76ers to the Eastern Conference finals along with teammates Mo Cheeks, Moses Malone, and Julius Erving. After being traded at the beginning of the 1992 season, this player won the NBA’s Most Valuable Player Award, but was again traded three years later to a team that already included Clyde Drexler and Hakeem Olajuwon. This player briefly considered running for governor of his home state, Alabama, and his autobiography is entitled I May Be Wrong but I Doubt It. FTP, who is this former NBA forward known as “the Round Mound of Rebound?”

15. The theme music for the first five episodes of this television series was “What A Wonderful World” as performed by Louis Armstrong.  The actress that played the youngest daughter on this show was fired and briefly went into the adult entertainment industry, while the actress that played the aunt was a former member of the music group Tony Orlando and Dawn.  The actress that played the girlfriend of this show’s main character filmed the last season after being diagnosed with stomach cancer.  The actor that played the father on this show is known for playing police officers on television and film, with his most notable role as Sgt. Al Powell in the first two Die Hard movies.  The next-door neighbor on this show, played by Jaleel White, was initially intended to be a one-time only appearance, but wound up being the show’s breakout character.  FTP, what is this television series that chronicled the adventures of the Winslow family and their next door neighbor Steve Urkel?

ANSWER: Family Matters
16. On a 2008 appearance on The Ellen Degeneres Show this woman questioned the authority of “someone in a white coat…using big medical instruments” and earlier published a children’s book titled The Show Girl Princess. This woman’s most recent album includes the tracks “Everything Is Beautiful,” “Closer” and “Get Outta My Way,” while the title track states, “I got you on my side, it’s just a roller ride” and asks, “can you feel me in the stereo?” In addition to Aphrodite, other albums by this woman include Light Years and Let’s Go to It. This woman is the only female recording artist in UK history to have number one albums in four consecutive decades, and other hits by this artist include “I Should Be So Lucky” and “Locomotion.” Diagnosed with breast cancer in 2005, this is, FTP, what Australian recording artist known for hits such as “Spinning Around” and “Can’t Get You Out of My Head”?

17.   Much of the plot of this film develops because of the main character’s refusal to quit his job and go to work at his brother Dave’s San Diego car dealership.  As a result, the love of his life Stephanie rejects his marriage proposal and begins dating an ex-boyfriend played by Joe Rogan.  When that main character, Griffin, begins to consider accepting the job at the car dealership, a lion voiced by Sylvester Stallone confronts Stephanie before being stopped by Kate, a veterinarian played by Rosario Dawson.  Other celebrities whose voices are used in this film include Cher, Jon Favreau, Adam Sandler, and Nick Nolte who play the lion Janet, the bear Jerome, the monkey Donald, and the gorilla Bernie, respectively.  FTP, what is this 2011 film starring Kevin James as the titular lovesick animal caretaker?
ANSWER: Zookeeper
18.  This man’s major league debut came in 1977, and he would have an unremarkable career, hitting .261 in 564  games over ten seasons, with perhaps the major highlight coming when he replaced Cal Ripken, Jr. for a half-inning in 1987.  In 1996 he became first base coach for the Oakland Athletics and over the next eleven seasons he would coach the infield for the A’s, with his success stories including Miguel Tejada, Eric Chavez, and Scott Hatteburg, the latter relationship being detailed in the book Moneyball.  This man received his current job in 2007, but almost lost it two years later after testing positive for cocaine.  He received the nickname “Uncle” from Jemele Hill after she tweeted that “every black person has an uncle who looks like” this man, and he has been judged for his decision to leave Mark Lowe in to face David Freese in the sixth game of the 2011 World Series.  FTP, who is this former professional baseball player, the manager of the Texas Rangers?

ANSWER: Ronald “Ron” Washington
19. This man lent his voice to the 2005 movie Chicken Little as Melvin, the alien father who triggers the alien invasion. Other roles by this actor include the dim-witted sports anchor Marsh McGinley on the short-lived Fox sitcom Back to You and as the bartender on the sitcom D.C. Follies. The narrator of the “Bear City” sketches on Saturday Night Live, this actor recently played Shelby Forthright, the only live-action character with a speaking in any Pixar movie and the CEO of the Buy-n-Large Corporation, in the 2008 film WALL-E. One character portrayed by this actor has the catchphrase “Eh, wha’ happened?” and is the manager of the Main Street Singers, while another character, Buck Laughlin, is the color commentator of the Mayflower Kennel Club Dog Show. Also known for playing the station manager Ed Harken in Anchorman: The Legend of Ron Burgundy, this is, FTP, what American actor and comedian?

20. As a child, he was given Ritalin for his ADHD but it caused him to gain weight.  This character claimed that he became an atheist after his mother had an affair with one of his father’s best friends and said that God had forgiven her.  This character became wealthy after his mother later died in a horrific bathroom accident and left him her estate.  He has shown some natural ability in golf and despite his shyness has some ability as a rapper. Voiced by Kevin Michael Richardson, this character’s family members include his grandmother Cookie, his grandfather Freight Train, who is voiced by LeVar Burton, and his step-siblings Roberta and Rallo. This character becomes a member of the latter siblings’ family following the marriage of his father to Donna Tubbs after the death of his mother, Loretta. FTP, who is this recent Stoolbend, Virginia resident, the son of a man who is the titular character of a FOX network animated series that is a spinoff of Family Guy? 

ANSWER: Cleveland Orenthal Brown Jr. (accept “Cleveland Jr.” or “Brown Jr.” or “Junior”)
TB. In a season two episode, this character asserts that he is a Virgo, while the 3rd season included a discussion about his unsigned Bar Mitzvah certificate. A famous love interest for this character is Yori, a student at the Yamanouchi ninja school in Japan. 3) Gambon also played Lt. General Leland Zevo in this 1992 movie about a factory that produces “Tommy Tanks” and “Whirly Burly Helicopters.” Robin Williams appears on the poster for this movie wearing a red suit and red bowler cap.

4. Identify the following things about the 1984 U.S. Olympic Women’s Basketball team, FTPE:
 1) She led the team in scoring, rebounding, assists, and steals and was second in blocks. A four time All-American and the University of Southern California, her post playing career has included a coaching stint with the Phoenix Mercury and sideline reporter for the NBA on TNT.


ANSWER: Cheryl Miller
2) Kim Mulkey was an All-American point guard from Louisiana Tech University but a backup on the 1984 Olympic team.  Since 2000, she has been coaching basketball at this Big 12 school where she won a national title in 2005.

ANSWER:  Baylor University
3) The mother of this current member of the Washington Wizards was a teammate of Cheryl Miller on the 1984 Olympic team and at USC.  She caused a stir at the 2011 NBA Slam Dunk competition when, in order to gain votes for her son, she came out and kissed each judge on the cheek with the exception of Dr. J, who she claims kissed her on the lips.

5. Most of the games that feature this character are set in the Wumpa Islands near Australia. FTPE:

1) This video game character often battles the sinister Doctor Neo Cortex. The most recent major platform game released featuring this marsupial was 2008’s Mind Over Mutant.

1) Sheba and Bongo are two characters in this comic, whose main characters are all anthropomorphic rabbits. The main character of this comic, Binky, lives in a crappy apartment and has a crappy job.

3) This disaster movie stars Elijah Wood as Leo Biederman, a student who discovers a massive comet with astronomer Marcus Wolf. The Messiah spacecraft fails to save the Earth from the titular fate in this 1998 movie.

1) Hee Seop-choi was born in this country. Other players from this country include Chan Ho Park and Sun Woo Kim, and Taekwondo originated in this country.

2) Hee Seop-choi came up through the Cubs system as a player at this position, assigned the number 3 in official baseball scoring. Players who started at this position last season included Mark Trumbo and Casey Kotchman.
