Questions by Mike Cheyne
1. This actor wrote the script for a film in which he played Jimson, an artist who paints “The Last Judgment” on the wall of a soon-to-be demolished church. In another film, he played a bank clerk who tries to smuggle gold disguised as Eiffel Tower paperweights. This actor portrayed Stratton, a man who designs a fibre that repels dirt and never wears out, which is used to create a luminous piece of clothing. Besides The Man in the White Suit and The Lavender Hill Mob, this actor played every member of the D’Ascoyne family, who are murdered by relative Louis Mazzini. This portrayer of eight roles in Kind Hearts and Coronets won an Oscar for playing Colonel Nicholson, a POW whose men build the title structure in The Bridge on the River Kwai. For 10 points, name this English actor who played Obi-Wan Kenobi in the original Star Wars trilogy.
ANSWER: Sir Alec Guinness
2. In one of this director’s works, a character practices with a quarterstaff while shouting “Ho! Ha ha! Guard! Turn! Parry! Dodge!” In another of his films, a character frantically observes the making of cookies, constantly wincing as he thinks a cat is in the dough. Besides directing Feed the Kitty featuring “Mark Anthony,” this man created an elaborate sequence in one film in which two characters have “pronoun trouble” involving the expression “shoot you now.” Another of his films ends with the camera drawing back to reveal a character at a drawing table, who says “Ain’t I a stinker?” Besides directing the so-called “hunter’s trilogy,” which included Duck! Rabbit, Duck!, this director filmed a short in which an antagonist sings “Kill the wabbit!” For 10 points, name this director of such Warner Brothers cartoons as Duck Amuck and What’s Opera, Doc?

ANSWER: Charles Martin “Chuck” Jones
3. The main character of this film taunts an antagonist by throwing a lime at his head in a “run-by fruiting” and by putting cayenne pepper on his jambalaya. In an early scene, a character complains that “Pudgy the Parrot” having “a cigarette shoved into his mouth is morally irresponsible.” By the end of this movie, the protagonist has become the star of a television program titled Euphegenia’s House. A climactic scene in this film features the protagonist performing the Heimlich maneuver on the choking Pierce Brosnan-played Stu, although this gives away his deception. The protagonist is a voice actor whose behavior is motivated by his wife getting primary custody of his children after their divorce. For 10 points, name this 1993 film starring Robin Williams as a man who poses as the title female nanny.
ANSWER: Mrs. Doubtfire
4. One of this director’s films ends with Catherine saying she had been taught cruelty “by masters,” as she walks up the stairs to leave Morris fruitlessly calling her name from outside. Another of his films uses shallow focus to show the look on the Bette Davis played Regina’s face as her husband looks for medicine after suffering a heart attack. Besides The Heiress and The Little Foxes, this man filmed a scene in which Homer breaks a window after his sister and her friends stare at his prosthetic hooks. One of his most famous films has Arrius tell the title character “Your eyes are full of hate, Forty-One.” He directed a film in which three servicemen return home after World War II, while another film ends with a famous chariot race sequence won by the Charlton Heston played title character. For 10 points, name this director of The Best Years of Our Lives and Ben-Hur.

5. One of this director’s movies ends with a character “treating” himself to a taxi ride, in which he remembers buying a suit with his father and having an ice cream soda. Another of his films features a game of capture the flag, in which two children become lost in the woods and have to be returned by soldiers. In one of his movies, Burt Lancaster plays old timer Lou Pascal, who muses “it used to be beautiful—what with the rackets, whoring, guns.” This director’s film, The Lovers, became the focus of the famous obscenity case Jacobellis v. Ohio. This man directed a film which ends with Julien’s friend Bonnet arrested at a boarding school by the Gestapo, while another of his films entirely consists of a conversation at a restaurant between Wallace Shawn and a theater director. For 10 points, name this French director of Atlantic City, Au revoir, les enfants, and My Dinner with Andre.
ANSWER: Louis Malle
6. One sequel to this movie sees the protagonist living in Los Angeles, where he dates reporter Geri Nichols until Detective Ochoa shows up. At one point in this film, the protagonist is sent to Tucson on a business trip, after which his client slips a Colt revolver into his suitcase. A character who screams that he kills “rich cunts” is played by Jeff Goldblum in his film debut. The protagonist of this film is an architect who was a conscientious objector and who gave up guns after his father’s death in a hunting accident. It ends with the main character standing at Chicago Union Station, pointing his finger like a gun at some young punks. The protagonist of this movie, Paul Kersey, becomes a folk hero for his violence but ultimately is forced to leave New York City. For 10 points, name this film, the first in a series starring Charles Bronson as a man who becomes a vigilante after his wife’s murder.

ANSWER: Death Wish [accept Death Wish II until “Tucson”]
7. One of this director’s films features Ray Mendez, a hairless mole-rat expert, and Dave Hoover, a lion tamer. He uses a device called the “Interrotron” in his films, which allows people being filmed to view the director’s face without looking away from the camera. It was in response to this man’s film about Bubbling Well Pet Memorial Park that Werner Herzog ate his shoe. In one of this director’s movies, the title figure is a designer of electric chairs who testified for the defense of Ernst Zundel, a Holocaust denier. Besides Mr. Death: The Rise and Fall of Fred A. Leuchter, Jr., his best known films include one about the erroneously convicted murderer Randall Dale Adams and another one about the lessons of the Vietnam War from the perspective of Robert McNamara. For 10 points, name this documentary filmmaker behind The Thin Blue Line and The Fog of War.

8. One character in this movie, Alexander Rance, hides in a bridal suite and orders a runny hard-boiled egg. The protagonist is told by his boss that “there are only murderers in this room” and that “none of us will see heaven.” It ends with a character’s voice-over saying that when people ask him if his father was a good man, he just tells them he was his father. One antagonist, Maguire, is a killer who enjoys photographing his victims. In this film, a character kills the Daniel Craig played Connor after getting information from Frank Nitti. It ends with characters arriving at a beach house on Lake Michigan, where one character is killed by an assassin played by Jude Law. The protagonist of this movie, Michael Sullivan, ultimately kills his boss, the Paul Newman portrayed John Rooney. For 10 points, name this Sam Mendes film starring Tom Hanks as a mob enforcer forced to go on the run with his son.
ANSWER: Road to Perdition
9. An imaginary character in this film is Grogan, who burned a ranch, shot a dog, and stole a Bible, before being killed by Angelina. It was the only screenplay written by Malibu waitress Diane Thomas, who died in a car crash soon after its premiere. The protagonist of this movie calls a bird exporter a “mondo dismo” for taking money from stranded women. The villainous Colonel Zolo has his hand bitten off by a crocodile, while another character, Juan, is a drug lord who is a big fan of the books of Joan Wilder. Characters in this film chase after an emerald called El Corazon. It was followed by the sequel, The Jewel of the Nile, which also featured Danny DeVito as the scheming Ralph. For 10 points, name this film starring Kathleen Turner as a novelist who goes to Colombia and meets an adventurer played by Michael Douglas.
ANSWER: Romancing the Stone
10. In one scene in this film, a woman in a telephone booth asks a character to speak to her nephew Morris and then tells him “You should only get cancer!” Another character introduces himself as being born in Clifton, New Jersey, “which was not at that time a federal offense.” This movie has a scene where a character imagines an interview with a cardboard cutout of Liza Minnelli. The protagonist states “better to be king for a night than schmuck for a lifetime” and conducts his plan with the help of the obsessive stalker Masha, played by Sandra Bernhard. This film ends with an apparent fantasy sequence in which an announcer introduces “television’s brightest new star,” Rupert Pupkin, while it begins with a broadcast of The Jerry Langford Show. For 10 points, name this Martin Scorsese film in which Robert De Niro plays an aspiring comic who kidnaps a TV host played by Jerry Lewis.

ANSWER: The King of Comedy
11. One character in this movie is disgraced after making a porn film called Arma-Get-It-On, while another says that her perfect date is April 25 because “all you need is a light jacket.” That character, Cheryl, says that her mother wouldn’t buy red underwear because they were “Satan’s panties.” The plot of this movie is set in motion after a bombing threat from a terrorist named “Citizen.” The main character uses the alias “Freebush” and pretends to be from New Jersey, while the head villain is the Candice Bergen played Kathy Morningside, the former partner of Stan Fields, played by William Shatner. This film’s protagonist, Gracie Hart, gets training from a coach played by Michael Caine. For 10 points, name this 2000 film in which Sandra Bullock plays a FBI agent posing as a beauty pageant contestant.

ANSWER: Miss Congeniality
12. This film features a character who talks about a car that runs on steam which is not used because man likes to create a “stink.” Its main character becomes angered when he discovers a male nurse giving a massage to his sister, Partita. In one early scene of this movie, a character leaves his car during a traffic jam, jumps into the back of an open truck, and begins playing Chopin’s Fantasy in F Minor. The protagonist picks up two lesbian hitchhikers, who constantly complain about “filth” and “crap.” In this movie’s final scene, Robert, after visiting his dying father at Puget Sound, abandons his pregnant girlfriend Rayette by hitching a ride to Alaska. Its most famous scene has Robert attempting to order plain toast at a diner, ending with him telling a waitress to hold the chicken between her knees. For 10 points, name this 1970 movie in which Jack Nicholson play an oil rig worker, who is also a talented pianist. 
ANSWER: Five Easy Pieces
13. In one scene in this movie, a piper played by Peter O’Toole pronounces O’Toole “the greatest man that ever lived.” A confusing scene intended as an outtake features Evelyn Tremble babbling he can stop the villain in his “Lotus Formula Three.” The head villain of this movie turns out to be Jimmy, the nephew of the protagonist, who is killed when he accidentally swallows an atomic pill. This film’s instrumental theme hit number one on the Easy Listening charts for Herb Alpert and the Tijuana Brass, while a memorable seduction scene featuring a huge aquarium introduced Dusty Springfield’s song “The Look of Love.” While it retains little elements from the novel, it does feature a scene where a character plays baccarat against Le Chiffre with the help of Vesper Lynd. For 10 points, name this 1967 spoof of James Bond films, which takes places at a gambling institution.
ANSWER: Casino Royale
14. One character in this film poses as an exchange student who says “Merry new year,” while another pretends to be the Director of Cultural Activities at the Haile Selassie Pavilion. Tom Davis and Al Franken have cameos in this film as baggage handlers transporting an animal. One character poses as a blind man and says “once you have a man with no legs, you never go back.” The villains in this film plot to corner the market on frozen orange juice. In the climax, the prostitute Ophelia helps in a plan in which Clarence Beeks ends up dressed in a gorilla suit and locked in a cage with a horny gorilla. This film’s plot features Louis Winthorpe III being ruined by Randolph and Mortimer Duke as part of an experiment about “nature versus nurture.” For 10 points, name this 1983 comedy in which a rich man, played by Dan Aykroyd, swaps lives with a street hustler played by Eddie Murphy.

ANSWER: Trading Places
15. At one point, this character consults a book for information on Haley vs. United States: Haley 7, United States nothing. He cuts in line by claiming someone “dropped his beads” and is irritated that he cannot get a student discount for a movie ticket. This man calls someone a “provincial putz” after his flunky says the word “Ditto.” He goes in a state of frenzy after not being able to find his “froggy” and his last words are “How did he do such fantastic stunts with such little feet?” This character is ultimately shot outside Grauman’s Chinese Theatre by Bart. He works as the State Attorney General for Governor Le Petomane and concocts a plan to build a railroad through Rock Ridge. For 10 points, name this Harvey Korman played villain in the film Blazing Saddles, whose name parodies that of a Hollywood sex symbol’s.
ANSWER: Hedley Lamarr [accept either, do not accept “Hedy Lamarr”]

16. In one of this actress’ roles, she plays Altar, the owner of a criminal hideout ranch called the Chuck-a-Luck. In another film, she eulogizes a villain by saying “He was some kind of a man…what does it matter what you say about people?” In that film, this actress played a fortune teller who tells corrupt cop Hank Quinlan he has no future. She sings “See What the Boys in the Back Room Will Have” when playing Frenchy, a singer who falls in love with a deputy sheriff played by Jimmy Stewart in Destry Rides Again. This actress played a woman who entrances Professor Immanuel Rath, who loses his teaching job in pursuit of her. She starred in Shanghai Express for director Josef von Sternberg, who also filmed her as cabaret singer Lola-Lola in The Blue Angel. For 10 points, name this German actress, known for seductively singing “Falling in Love Again.”

ANSWER: Marlene Dietrich
17. In one appearance, this character responds with “Fluently!” after being told he speaks treason. One of this character’s villains orders an end to “merciful beheadings” and calls off Christmas. He’s not Zorro, but the ending of one film he appears in features him dueling a Basil Rathbone played character as shadows are cast upon nearby walls. In one appearance, he saves the life of the Moor Azeem, who later kills the witch Mortianna. In a recent film, this character killed French collaborator Sir Godfrey at Dover Beach, ultimately resulting in a ruler reneging on the Charter of the Forest. He was played by Russell Crowe in a 2010 Ridley Scott film and by Kevin Costner in a film which called him the “Prince of Thieves.” For 10 points, name this character who usually confronts the Sheriff of Nottingham and robs from the rich.

ANSWER: Robin Hood [accept Robin of Locksley; accept Robin Longstride]
18. This actor played a character who goes crazy whenever he hears the words “cleaning woman” because his father ran off with one. In another of his roles, he played Davis, a producer of violent movies who converts to nonviolence after being shot in the leg. Besides that role in Grand Canyon, this actor played Rigby Reardon, a private investigator who foils Nazi Field Marshal von Kluck. That film features this man interacting with clips of stars like Vincent Price and Humphrey Bogart and is titled Dead Men Won’t Wear Plaid. This actor played C.D. Bales, a fire chief with a huge nose who loves a woman played by Darryl Hannah in an adaptation of Cyrano titled Roxanne. One of his best known roles is the white son of black sharecroppers named Navin Johnson. For 10 points, name this comic actor and banjo player who starred in The Jerk.

ANSWER: Stephen “Steve” Martin
19. A character in this film uses the example of “Flowers for Algernon” to show there are movies about flowers. Another character used to own sixty tropical fish tanks before saying “fuck fish.” One scene in this film takes place at a Robert McKee writing seminar, where McKee denounces the use of voice-over just as the main character is narrating his thoughts. The protagonist’s brother, Donald, writes a ridiculous script called The 3, but dies in the Florida swamps. This film is technically based on Susan Orlean’s book The Orchid Thief, although it turns Orlean into a drug addict having an affair with the Chris Cooper played John Laroche. For 10 points, name this Spike Jonze film starring Nicolas Cage as real-life screenwriter Charlie Kaufman and his fictional brother Donald.

ANSWER: Adaptation
20. In one of this actor’s films, he plays a man whose car is disabled in Climax, Nevada, by the amateur songwriters Barney and Orville, who recruit prostitute Polly the Pistol to satisfy him. In another of his movies, this man plays Dude, the drunken assistant to Sheriff John T. Chance. Besides playing a parody of himself in Kiss Me, Stupid and John Wayne’s deputy in Rio Bravo, he starred in such films as Murderers’ Row and The Wrecking Crew as swinging secret agent Matt Helm. With his frequent co-stars, this performer played pool hustler “Little John” in Robin and the 7 Hoods and casino entertainer Sam Harmon in the original Ocean’s Eleven. When appearing with his comic partner in The Caddy, he introduced his hit song “That’s Amore.” For 10 points, name this actor noted for his partnership with comedian Jerry Lewis.

ANSWER: Dean Martin [or Dino Paul Crocetti]
