Questions by Mike Cheyne
1. In one of this director’s films, the protagonist, Calvero, is a washed-up drunk who saves a female dancer from suicide. That film ends with Calvero dying of a heart attack at a benefit concert after triumphantly performing with his old partner. Besides Limelight, this director ended one film with a character’s radio broadcast reaching his love as he talks about the soul of man “flying into the rainbow” and says “Look up, Hannah.” This director made a film in which the protagonist eats his boot for Thanksgiving dinner and entertains a woman on New Year’s Eve by having two bread rolls perform a pantomime ballet dance. One of his films is about a Jewish barber who is mistaken for the leader of Tomainia, Adenoid Hynkel. For 10 points, name this director of The Gold Rush and The Great Dictator, who also starred in the films using his “Little Tramp” persona.
ANSWER: Sir Charles Spencer “Charlie” Chaplin
2. One character in this film, Quesada, is killed as the protagonist sardonically notes the light at the end of the tunnel isn’t Heaven, but rather “the C train.” A secondary villain seemingly kills one character after saying “You’re good baby—but me? I’m magic,” and had earlier killed a woman on a plane by using a peanut. At the end of this movie, the protagonist spares his defeated enemy, repeating a line he had told a child earlier, “I’m not the bad guy.” The head villain killed the main character’s boxer father and left a red rose on his body. That antagonist in this movie is named Wilson Fisk and is played by Michael Clarke Duncan. In this film, the title character defeats the Colin Farrell played Bullseye, an assassin who killed the protagonist’s love interest, Elektra Natchios. For 10 points, name this movie starring Ben Affleck as the title blind Marvel superhero.

ANSWER: Daredevil
3. In one of this actor’s roles, he plays a soap opera producer bankrupted in divorce proceedings thanks to smug divorce attorney Miles Massey. This man played an amusement park mogul who is last seen being tortured by ghostly insane asylum patients in the remake of House of Haunted Hill. In another role, he played a man who provokes outrage by calling the Stone of Scone “a large rock.” One of this actor’s characters says “I feel…cold” after being shot and makes a last-second appearance in one film, saying “What’s become of my ship?” as he bites into an apple. That recurring character by this actor was a first mate who mutinied and ended up getting cursed by Aztec gold after marooning Jack Sparrow. For 10 points, name this Australian actor who played a speech therapist in The King’s Speech and Captain Barbossa in the Pirates of the Caribbean movies.

ANSWER: Geoffrey Rush
4. This character originally hails from Sycamore Springs and has a doctor for a father, the disapproving Bertram. When someone notes he was “shot five times in the tabloids,” he scoffs, saying the shooter “didn’t come anywhere near my tabloids.” This man is first seen claiming that to make a dry martini “you always shake to waltz time.” Despite popular memory and the titles of various sequels, the name most associated with him actually applies to inventor Clyde Wynant, who was first seen as a silhouette in the first movie this character appeared in. In that film, this man solves Wynant’s murder, and is last seen joining his wife on a lower bunk in the train as his dog covers its eyes with a paw. For 10 points, name this Dashiell Hammett created character, a William Powell portrayed boozy sleuth who owns Asta and is married to Nora, the protagonist of The Thin Man.
ANSWER: Nick Charles [accept either, accept Nicholas or Nicky, accept the Thin Man until mentioned but give them a withering sneer]
5. The protagonist of this movie jokes that U2’s music “has a naval quality” after his ex-girlfriend says she thought they were a submarine. In one scene, a character’s speech to a woman includes the line “In the words of David Cassidy, while he was still with the Partridge family, ‘I think I love you.’” In this film, after Gareth dies of a heart attack, Matthew memorializes him by reading a W.H. Auden poem. The protagonist is ultimately punched by “Duckface” after his brother uses sign language to communicate doubts. At the end of this movie, the protagonist asks his love “Do you think not being married to me might maybe be something you could consider doing for the rest of your life?” It begins with the Hugh Grant played Charles meeting an Andie MacDowell character at an event where he is the best man. For 10 points, name this British comedy featuring various marriages and a death.

ANSWER: Four Weddings and a Funeral
6. In this director’s first film, the two title characters travel to Warsaw, Montana, to retrieve stolen money hidden in a one-room schoolhouse converted into a historical monument. Besides that film, Thunderbolt and Lightfoot, this man directed a movie attacked by the Humane Association for the death of horses during filming, leading to the adoption of the “No animals were harmed…” disclaimer. In another of his films, a character gives the toast “Fuck it” at Steven’s wedding, and Nick ultimately shoots himself after saying “One shot.” This director cast Kris Kristofferson as Marshal Jim Averill in a film about the Johnson County War, which lost $40 million at the box office and led to the selling of United Artists. In his best known film, three steel workers ship out to Vietnam, and end up captured and forced to play Russian roulette. For 10 points, name his director of Heaven’s Gate and The Deer Hunter.

ANSWER: Michael Cimino
7. This film begins with reformers labeled “the vestal virgins of uplift” visiting the sister of mill owner Jenkins. One character in this movie, known only as the Friendless One, kills a man known as the Musketeer of the Slums, although his friend is blamed for the crime. At the end, the Boy is saved from execution by the timely arrival of a pardon from the governor, but Mountain Girl and Brown Eyes are killed in horrific massacres. This film frequently cuts to images of Lillian Gish as “Eternal Motherhood,” a woman who endlessly rocks a cradle. Divided into four stories that are tinted in different colors, including ones set during the St. Bartholomew’s Day massacre and the fall of Babylon, this movie was made partly in response to accusations of racism directed at the director’s film The Birth of a Nation. For 10 points, name this D.W. Griffith film denouncing the title feeling of hate.

ANSWER: Intolerance
8. In one of this actor’s films, he plays a millionaire, who, after the death of his wife, begins imagining he is Sherlock Holmes, adopting a female psychiatrist as his Watson. Besides They Might Be Giants, this man appeared in a film where his character excitedly imitates a low-flying B-52, whose jet exhaust is “frying chickens in the barnyard!” In one role, this actor yells in anguish “Turn it off!” as he watches his daughter appear in a pornographic stag film. In another role, he tells the president “I’m not saying we wouldn’t get our hair mussed, but I do say no more than ten to twenty million killed.” This star of Hardcore and portrayer of Buck Turgidson in Dr. Strangelove may be best known for a role in which his character, behind a large American flag, tells soldiers “I want you to remember that no bastard ever won a war by dying for his country.” For 10 points, name this actor who played the title role in Patton.

ANSWER: George Campbell Scott
9. As one character in this film falls over a cliff, he bizarrely screams “My pension!” The protagonist spends the entire film trying to get a cappuccino, which he finally enjoys in the final scene. After one antagonist in this film is decapitated, the main character bizarrely says “You won’t be attending that hat convention in July.” Some characters in this movie are named after candy bars, with one being the mute David Caruso-played Kit Kat, who communicates with note cards. With his partner, Tommy “Five-Tone,” the protagonist of this film sing songs like “Swinging on a Star” in order to properly time their actions. The title character is recruited by the psychotic Darwin and Minerva Mayflower as part of a scheme to steal the Da Vinci Codex and make a gold-producing machine. For 10 points, name this stupid movie starring Bruce Willis as the title burglar.
ANSWER: Hudson Hawk
10. In one scene in this film, a character disguises himself as a farmer, but when asked about his farm, he whips out a gun and says “I’m a lead farmer, motherfucker!” This movie begins with a fake advertisement for the energy drink “Booty Sweat” and the plot is set in motion by the writing of a fabricated memoir by “Four Leaf” Tayback. Ultimately, the protagonists are saved when the “Pecker” shows up to throw a TiVo box in the path of an enemy projectile. The trouble in this movie begins after Damien Cockburn is killed by stepping on a land mine. The last sequence depicts executive Les Grossman dancing to a Ludacris song. Another character in this film, Kirk Lazarus, is a method actor who had surgery in order to play a black man. For 10 points, name this comedy starring Ben Stiller and Robert Downey Jr. in which actors making a Vietnam movie get involved in a real life and death scenario.

ANSWER: Tropic Thunder
11. A recurring line in this film references a type of nail polish called “jungle red,” which the protagonist finally adopts at the end. In the end, the antagonist, after discovering that her lover, radio cowboy star Buck Winston, is penniless, angrily notes that there’s a name for the other characters that isn’t “used in high society—outside of a kennel.” The opening sequence of this film shows each character represented by an animal, such as a fawn and tiger. The protagonist goes to Reno, where she lives on a ranch with other wives preparing to get a divorce, including her cousin, the gossipy Sylvia Fowler. The plot of this movie involves the conflict between Mary Haines and the Joan Crawford played perfume counter girl Crystal over Mary’s husband, Stephen, whom like all male characters, is unseen. For 10 points, name this 1939 film based on Clare Boothe Luce’s play about the feminine sex.

ANSWER: The Women
12. This actress played a chain-smoking patient, who is the reincarnation of the 19th century rogue Lady Melinda, an identity her psychiatrist falls in love with. In another of her roles, she plays a woman married to Herbert, an obnoxious violinist who ostentatiously plays “Dixie” to annoy one character. This woman played a con artist who ends up with the wrong plaid overnight bag and pursues a Ryan O’Neal played musicologist. In one of this actress’ roles, her character is married to the Omar Sharif played gambler Nicky Arnstein and sings the song “Don’t Rain on My Parade.” She won an Oscar for playing vaudeville star Fanny Brice and in another film, played psychiatrist Susan Lowenstein, who helps the troubled Nick Nolte played Tom Wingo. One of this woman’s characters dresses like a man to enter a yeshiva. For 10 points, name this singer and actress who directed and starred in Yentl.

ANSWER: Barbra Joan Streisand
13. Early in this movie, the protagonist accidentally accepts a silver cup, which he then promptly gives to a young man whom he advises to become a teacher. The protagonist is advised to arrest one character simply because “he’s bad,” to which he responds that he would give the Devil the benefit of the law. In one scene in this movie, the protagonist, after being betrayed by his student Richard Rich, sadly asks “it profits a man nothing to give his soul for the whole world…but for Wales?” It ends with a terse narrator informing the audience that Thomas Cromwell was beheaded for high treason five years later. Ending with the protagonist’s execution, this film was adapted by the playwright of the work it is based on, who for the screen, removed the character of the “Common Man.” For 10 points, name this film, based on the Robert Bolt play about Sir Thomas More.

ANSWER: A Man for All Seasons
14. One character in this movie had an ancestor beheaded by Henry VIII, prompting him to drop a capital letter in his surname, “ffolliott.” The protagonist is given the ostentatious name “Huntley Haverstock” and attempts to capture an assassin who disappears into a crowd of people carrying black umbrellas. This movie’s hero becomes suspicious when a windmill seems to blow the wrong way, revealing it is a headquarters for spies. In one scene, the protagonist’s bodyguard fails in his attempts to push his unwitting employer off Westminster Cathedral. This movie’s villains kidnap Dutch diplomat Van Meer prior the breakout of World War II. It ends with the title character broadcasting during a London blitz, urging America to “hang on to your lights.” For 15 points, name this Alfred Hitchcock film starring Joel McCrea as a reporter in Europe.

ANSWER: Foreign Correspondent
15. In one scene in this movie, a character asks a clerk if a toothbrush is approved by the American Dental Association, prior to an unintentional incident of shoplifting. Another character in this film owns a pet tarantula and ends the movie by yelling what happened to his room. After the character “Snakes” is shot to death, his killer states “Keep the change, you filthy animal.” One character in this movie is forced to share a ride with the polka band, the Kenosha Kickers, whose leader is played by John Candy. In one scene, the protagonist fools a pizza delivery boy by using a video tape of the film Angels with Filthy Souls to make it seem like a gangster is talking. The protagonist of this movie is saved by the now friendly Old Man Marley, who uses his shovel to knock out Harry and Marv, the Wet Bandits. For 10 points, name this 1990 film starring Macaulay Culkin as a child left behind by his family.

ANSWER: Home Alone
16. Near the beginning of this film, a character is told he must eliminate all free radicals, prompting a woman to say “Be careful.” Its climax takes place at an oasis called the Tears of Allah, near the villain’s North African base, Palmyra. The protagonist of this movie defeats one villain by throwing his urine in the bad guy’s face. In its final scene, the protagonist winks to the audience after throwing the Rowan Atkinson played Nigel Small-Fawcett into a pool. One ludicrous scene in this film features the protagonist defeating the villain in a 3-D video game in which the loser gets an electric shock. Like the film it is a remake of, this movie’s climax features Domino, played by Kim Basinger, harpooning Largo to death, ending a plot by SPECTRE. For 10 points, name this somewhat nonsensically named film, a remake of Thunderball that starred Sean Connery as James Bond after a twelve year absence.

ANSWER: Never Say Never Again
17. The opening credits of this film apologize for potentially overlooking lovers as a couple is shown kissing. Near the beginning, a porpoise demonstrates its nobility by throwing itself in front of a torpedo. At one point in this film, the protagonist lectures Vice Admiral Fangschliester about carelessly selling pre-atomic submarines. In one infamous scene, a character encounters nuns and a small band on the docks, leading to the lament “Some days you just can’t get rid of a bomb!” The plot of this film involves four villains turning the United World Organization’s Security Council into dust, with their eventual restoration resulting in them all speaking different languages. In one of the first scenes, the title character escapes a death trap by using his “shark repellent” to ward off an exploding shark. For 10 points, name this 1966 film, an expansion of a TV series starring Adam West as the title Caped Crusader.

ANSWER: Batman: The Movie
18. The director of this film cast his brother in the role of Dan Tobin, an old-timer who seemingly springs to life from his deathbed to watch the climactic events. In one of the last sequences, a group of Catholics disguise themselves as Protestants in order to save the position of the Reverend Playfair. The protagonist of this film was once known as a boxer named “Trooper Thorn,” but retired after accidentally killing an opponent in the ring. Near the end, the protagonist forces his wife to walk five miles, kicking off a fight between two men which is temporarily halted so they can drink a few pints. This movie’s most famous scene features protagonist Sean engaging in a lengthy brawl with “Red” Will Danaher over the dowry he is owed after marrying Danaher’s sister, Mary Kate. For 10 points, name this John Ford film starring John Wayne as a man who returns to his family’s farm in Ireland.

ANSWER: The Quiet Man
19. One of this director’s movies ends with two young male soldiers waltzing together as other characters take turns sitting in a chair and using a pair of binoculars to watch executions. That film by this director features stories told during the “Circle of Shit” sequence to entertain the Duke, Bishop, Magistrate, and President. Killed by being run over with his own car, possibly by a teenage hustler, this man directed a film set in 1944 in the title republic in which four powerful men kidnap eighteen young people to engage in sadistic sexual exploitation. Despite being a gay Marxist, he directed an acclaimed 1964 version of The Gospel According to Matthew. For 10 points, name this Italian director of the “Trilogy of Life,” which included the Decameron, as well as the highly controversial Salo, or the 120 Days of Sodom.

ANSWER: Pier Paolo Pasolini
20. The director of this movie disliked that he had to use an omniscient narrator and thus had him relay false information, such as saying two different actions happened at 7:00 AM. The final unlucky event is caused by a small dog named Sebastian getting loose and running in front of a cart. The main character of this film can only say “what’s the difference?” as the police show up at the end. The protagonist carries out an action while wearing a clown mask and hires a chess-playing wrestler named Maurice to start a major fight in a bar. In this movie, after Nikki Arcane shoots a horse, he is killed after his car runs over a horseshoe dropped by a black parking lot attendant. It ends with Johnny Clay’s escape attempt at the airport foiled when his suitcase breaks open, causing all of the money to blow away in the wind. For 10 points, name this Stanley Kubrick film about a racetrack robbery.

ANSWER: The Killing
