Questions by Mike Cheyne
1. This director’s last film featured Cliff Robertson as Hugh Hefner and told the story of murdered Playboy Playmate Dorothy Stratten. Another of his films starred Dustin Hoffman as controversial comedian Lenny Bruce. Besides Star 80, this director made a film which ends with the protagonist in his hospital bed, being beckoned to by a Jessica Lange played angel of death, as chorus girls dance around him. That semi autobiographical film is about chain-smoking director Joe Gideon, whose death is symbolized with the Ben Vereen sung “Bye Bye Life.” His best known film features a sequence in which the youthful singers of “Tomorrow Belongs to Me” are revealed to be Hitler Youths. That film by this man features the song “Wilkommen” and is about Kit Kat Club singer Sally Bowles. For 10 points, name this choreographer who directed the films All that Jazz and Cabaret.
ANSWER: Robert Louis “Bob” Fosse
2. This actor played Josh, the son of ruthless miner Coy Lahood in the Clint Eastwood film Pale Rider. Although his scenes were cut, he was cast as Stifler’s dad in American Pie 2. In one role, this actor played a guy who notes he doesn’t even “know a fucking Jew who’d have the balls to say that” after hearing that a character doesn’t believe in tipping. In that film, his character’s last words are “Larry, you stop pointing that fucking gun on my dad!” before he is killed in a Mexican standoff along with his father, Joe, after a botched robbery. This man played a character who learns how to dance as the song “Let’s Hear It for the Boy” plays. His best known roles were as Nice Guy Eddie Cabot in Reservoir Dogs and as Willard, Kevin Bacon’s sidekick in Footloose. For 10 points, name this deceased actor, the brother of actor Sean.

3. In a recurring joke in this film, a character says he has “lost direction” and is told to “try Hare Krishna.” One location is the “meanest, filthiest pest hole” on Earth and is the James Coburn-owned El Sleezo Café. Another scene in this film takes place at a restaurant where characters are served “Sparkling Muscatel,” a fine Idaho wine, by an obnoxious waiter played by Steve Martin. The protagonists attempt to get to Hollywood to meet with the Orson Welles played Lew Lord, but must avoid the villainous Doc Hopper, who runs a French-fried frog legs restaurant. This film begins and ends with a performance of a song whose chorus is about “the lovers, the dreamers, and me,” and is titled “The Rainbow Connection.” For 10 points, name this first live-action film to feature certain Jim Henson created characters.

ANSWER: The Muppet Movie [do not accept “The Muppets”]
4. In a dream sequence in this film, one character describes adding a complex glucose derivative to create glue, and the protagonists argue over which one is the Mary and which one is the Rhoda. One character invents a diet of only gummy bears, jelly beans, and candy corn. This film’s antagonist, Christie Masters, is ultimately embarrassed when her dress is blown up by a helicopter, revealing her pregnant belly. This film’s protagonists are saved from mockery by Christie and the A-Group girls when Vogue fashion editor Lisa Luder compliments the protagonists’ clothes. The two title characters pose as businesswomen who invented Post-it notes, but after being exposed, they perform an interpretive dance with the Alan Cumming played billionaire, Sandy Frink. For 10 points, name this film in which Mira Sorvino and Lisa Kudrow play two women who meet up with their former classmates.

ANSWER: Romy and Michele’s High School Reunion
5. In one scene in this movie, a character obnoxiously laughs as he watches the film Tomcats on an airplane. Another character, Chuck, is half Irish, half Italian, and half Mexican, and is still haunted by his time fighting in Grenada. As a child, this film’s protagonist had his pants pulled down by bully Arnie Shankman, who later, as played by John C. Reilly, becomes a Buddhist monk and fights the main character at a monastery. Several characters in this film, including Roger Clemens, repeat the calming phrase “goosefraba.” In the climax at Yankee Stadium, it is revealed that the entire film was basically a setup run by Dr. Buddy Rydell to make Dave Buznik overcome his emotional problems. For 10 points, name this movie in which Adam Sandler plays a guy treated by a loony, Jack Nicholson played therapist.

ANSWER: Anger Management
6. In one scene in this film, a professor tells his class that “you can’t compete on a doctoral level and not know ‘Locksley Hall!’” The brother of the head villain dies when crashing into an oil truck; that antagonist is known as the “White Angel” and collaborates with the corrupt William Devane-played Peter Janeway. The villain of this movie keeps a retractable blade in his sleeve, which he uses to kill the protagonist’s brother, a government agent known as Doc. In the final scene, Babe Levy forces a character to swallow a diamond while they are inside a pump room at a Central Park reservoir. In one scene in this film, an old woman recognizes the antagonist and keeps shouting “Szell!” at him until she is hit by a car. In the most famous scene, the villain continually asks “Is it safe?” as he tortures the protagonist with dental tools. For 10 points, name this film in which Dustin Hoffman plays a runner caught up in the scheme of a Laurence Olivier played Nazi war criminal.

7. In one of this director’s films, the last scene is of a mentally disturbed man named Asteroid shouting “We need help!”, echoing Joe Rinaldi’s request of help for his wounded son. In another of his films, a soap opera star named May-Alice is hit by a taxi and forced to rely on an Alfre Woodard played nurse. This director’s first film was about a group of friends once arrested at a New Jersey war protest and who reunite for a weekend in New Hampshire. In another of his films, the title character is a mute, black alien slave fleeing from white Men in Black. This director of Passion Fish and Return of the Secaucus 7 played Ring Lardner in a film he directed starring D.B. Sweeney and John Cusack as members of the so-called Chicago Black Sox. For 10 points, name this director of The Brother from Another Planet and Eight Men Out.

8. In one of this actor’s films, he plays a coward whose grandmother gives him a magic charm from the Civil War to give him courage. In his last starring film, he plays a bookkeeper who has never taken a drink until he drinks a cocktail called the “Diddlebock,” which sets him off on a day and a half binge. This actor played a young man with the nickname “Speedy,” who enrolls at Tate University and embarrassingly drops a ball in a big game when he hears a non-football related whistle. Besides that film, The Freshman, he appeared in a film as a man who climbs the twelve-story Bolton building while his friend tries to avoid a cop. His most famous film, Safety Last, features him dangling from the hands of a clock above a street. For 10 points, name this glasses-wearing silent comedian, arguably the third most popular behind Chaplin and Keaton.

ANSWER: Harold Clayton Lloyd Sr.
9. In one scene, this character knocks over a row of skulls that implicitly belonged to a surveyor and a botanist. First seen as the subject of a Movietown News short titled “Spotlight on Adventure,” he has a patch ripped off his jacket after being accused of fabricating a skeleton, humiliating him. This character briefly succeeds in capturing Kevin, but dies after a fight with Carl when his foot snags on balloon lines and he falls to his doom. He commands an airship called the Spirit of Adventure and employs many dogs, such as Alpha, Beta, and Dug, all of whom are able to talk using special collars. Based in Paradise Falls, this Christopher Plummer voiced character is obsessed with capturing a rare bird species. For 10 points, name this insane former explorer, the antagonist of the movie Up.

ANSWER: Charles Muntz [accept either]
10. This character calls others “dumbasses” for not knowing who Charles Whitman is. He asks a man who wrote for his high school newspaper if he thinks he’s Mickey Spillane. This character promotes a subordinate shortly after that man says he does not believe in the Virgin Mary. When we first meet him, he dubs one character “Snowball” and gives another man an insulting nickname after proclaiming “Only faggots and sailors are called Lawrence.” On Christmas, this character leads a group singing of “Happy Birthday” to Jesus, and he commands his men to pray lines like “This is my rifle. My rifle is my best friend.” He is ultimately shot and killed shortly after asking “What is your major malfunction, numbnuts?” to the insane Private “Gomer” Pyle. For 10 points, name this angry drill instructor on Parris Island, a R. Lee Ermey played character in Full Metal Jacket.

11. In one of this director’s films, the ending sequence features the Kel Maleh playing as images appear of the title family playing at a now-deserted tennis court. Another of his films ends with the title character using a pine cone to play with his dog, Flike. This man directed a film about two boys sent to a juvenile detention center after they raise money to purchase a horse. Another film by this director is about an elderly civil servant about to be evicted, who almost kills himself and the dog by walking towards an oncoming train. His best known film ends with Bruno and his father tearfully walking away after Bruno’s father is caught by a mob outside a soccer stadium. This director of Shoeshine and Umberto D made a film in which in order to put up posters, Antonio Ricci requires the title mode of transportation that has been taken from him. For 10 points, name this Italian director of Bicycle Thieves.

12. The protagonist of this film uses the name “Miss Beauchamps” during a trip, while another character had to give up his passion of architecture on the insistence of his wife Isabel. One character breaks a woman’s glasses saying it is good she feels undressed without them, and then gives her a copy of a Walt Whitman poem containing the title phrase. The main character of this movie takes a cruise to South America where she meets a man who seductively puts two cigarettes in his mouth, lights both, and gives one to her. This film’s protagonist is treated by the kindly psychiatrist Dr. Jaquith. It ends with Charlotte Vale telling her Paul Henreid played boyfriend, “Jerry, don’t let’s ask for the moon. We have the stars.” For 15 points, name this film in which Bette Davis plays a spinster who finds love after breaking free from her domineering mother.

ANSWER: Now, Voyager
13. One villain in this movie rants that he’ll have a party for Hitler, with catering by Hannibal Lecter, followed by a christening for Rosemary’s Baby. The villains include the ax-wielding Ripper and the assassin Benedict, who is killed when he is shot in his explosive glass eye, prompting the line, “No sequel for you.” In the ending scenes, the main characters are advised by The Seventh Seal’s Death, played by Ian McKellen. The protagonist of this movie, Danny, is shocked when he sees a poster for Terminator 2 starring Sylvester Stallone, while another protagonist, Jack Slater, discovers that in the real world, stunts lead to painful injuries. For 10 points, name this flop Arnold Schwarzenegger movie in which a kid uses a magic ticket to enter the world of his favorite movie franchise.

ANSWER: Last Action Hero
14. In one scene in this movie, the protagonist insipidly sings he’s “all alone” while playing his ukulele on a family trip to the beach. Early in this film, a character combs his hair in a washroom and is asked by four different people if he’s “takin’ a wash.” This film’s protagonist wins a cash prize for creating the slogan “Sleight-O-Hand, The Magic Cleaner,” but as he returns home, his daughter is hit by a truck and killed. It’s not The Apartment, but it features an early scene where a tracking shot goes up the wall of a skyscraper to reveal row after row of identical desks and workers inside. This film ends as John and Mary Sims attend a vaudeville show, as one last tracking shot shows they are indistinguishable from the other audience members. For 15 points, name this 1928 silent movie about the hard life of a young couple in the anonymity of New York City.

ANSWER: The Crowd
15. In one scene in this film set on a train’s restaurant car, a woman asks the protagonist if he has ever read Homer. One antagonist always sits in the dark, having overcome his childhood fear, and is furious when a character switches on a light as he leaves. In the climax of this film, the protagonist inadvertently smashes a window, disrupting the drawing of Max Mercy, and then goes on to foil the schemes of the Judge and gambler Gus Sands. In an early scene, Bump Bailey is killed after he runs through a wall. As a teenager, this movie’s protagonist defeated the Whammer before being shot by the psychopathic Harriet Byrd. In one scene, a woman in white stands up in a crowd, encouraging the protagonist to use Wonderboy to hit a ball so hard it destroys the clock at Wrigley Field. For 10 points, name this movie starring Robert Redford as baseball player Roy Hobbs.

ANSWER: The Natural
16. One character in this movie denounces the “preposterous preoccupation with bosoms” in American culture, while another character puts two phones next to each other so his wife can yell at his daughter, Billie Sue. The character of Lennie Pike goes for help on a little girl’s bicycle and then destroys a gas station when two attendants attack him. In one of the first scenes of this film, a character literally kicks a bucket while dying in the Mojave Desert, while it ends with the entire cast laughing after Mrs. Marcus slips on a banana peel. Before this film’s intermission, two characters fly an airplane straight through a Coca-Cola billboard, while Otto Meyer drives his convertible into a river. The original protagonists all begin the search after hearing about Smiler Grogan’s $350,000 hidden in Santa Rosita. For 10 points, name this comedy film about the mad chase for money hidden under a “big W.”

ANSWER: It’s a Mad, Mad, Mad, Mad World
17. In one of this actress’ films, she played a dancer and singer who is married to the vicious gangster Martin “the Gimp” Snyder, played by Jimmy Cagney. In another film, she poses as a Swedish masseuse to give a violent massage to her husband’s new wife, Bianca. In yet another movie, this actress screams just as cymbals clash at Albert Hall, preventing an assassination attempt. In a comedic role, she plays an interior decorator who falls in love with Texan Rex Stetson, which is just an alias used by Brad Allen, the playboy who shares her party line. This actress played Jo McKenna, whose son is kidnapped in Morocco, in the remake of The Man Who Knew Too Much. This female star of That Touch of Mink and Pillow Talk used “Que Sera Sera” as her theme song. For 10 points, name this actress, best known for her romantic comedy films with Rock Hudson.

ANSWER: Doris Day [accept Doris May Ann Kappelhoff]
18. The protagonists of this film recruit a veterinarian to diagnose one of them with “Canus Delirous.” In one scene, a character unwittingly talks to his wife, Lottie, on the phone after her brother-in-law, Charley Chase, calls her. In the final scene, one character reveals that Betty has allowed him to smoke for telling the truth, causing another character to hit him with a pot. The protagonists of this movie falsely claim to be on an ocean voyage to Honolulu so they can go to Chicago, although after the ship sinks, they are forced to concoct a story of survival involving “ship-hiking.” Right before being forced home to confront their wives, one character states “Well, here’s another nice mess you’ve gotten me into!” For 10 points, name this film in which Stan Laurel and Oliver Hardy try to attend a convention of the title fraternal lodge.

ANSWER: Sons of the Desert
19. One of this director’s title characters carries a card that reads “Paths Crossed—Guaranteed Bad Luck,” and has the power to make objects fall from the sky. Another of his films ends with a character shooting himself in a nightclub to avoid looking at a girl, only for his ghost to continue his lustful activities. That work by this director begins with characters in a fairy tale rebelling over that “sissy stuff,” resulting in the creation of a new story involving a playboy wolf, who hits himself with a mallet as he watches the title sexy nightclub singer perform. In the MGM short Dumb-Hounded, he created a meek, deadpan basset hound who easily tracks down an escaped convict. For 10 points, name this man, who directed such zany animated shorts as Red Hot Riding Hood and who created the character of Droopy.

ANSWER: Frederick Bean “Tex” Avery 

20. In one of this actor’s roles, he plays a character who invents a namesake “Torpedo” vehicle but runs afoul of the SEC and Michigan Senator Homer Ferguson. Besides playing real-life businessman Phil Tucker, he portrayed a figure who crash-lands in Wisconsin, takes the form of Jenny Hayden’s dead husband, and asks her to take him to Arizona. In one award-winning role, this actor played a man who writes the song “The Weary Kind,” which he sells to Tommy Sweet. Besides playing the title character in Starman, he played a villain who shouts “TONY STARK WAS ABLE TO BUILD THIS IN A CAVE! WITH A BOX OF SCRAPS!” in the first Iron Man film. For 10 points, name this actor who recently won an Oscar for playing alcoholic country singer Otis “Bad” Blake in Crazy Heart, and who played Rooster Cogburn in the remake of True Grit.
