Questions by Mike Cheyne
1. The beginning scene of this film features a tracking shot into a shower, where a female character’s scrubbing turns masturbatory before a threatening male figure suddenly appears, although it turns out to be merely a fantasy. After having sex with a stranger, one character leaves, but an elevator opens to reveal a sunglasses wearing blonde woman wielding a razor. This film features a ten-minute, completely silent scene where the Angie Dickinson played Kate Miller and a stranger flirtatiously stalk each other at the Metropolitan Museum of Art. It was criticized by gay rights groups for making the murderer, “Bobbi,” a transgendered person and alternate identity of a psychiatrist played by Michael Caine. For 10 points, name this 1980 Brian De Palma film whose title suggests a fashionable murder.

ANSWER: Dressed to Kill
2. The protagonist of this film poses as a cloth merchant and is assisted by the treacherous Syrian Abidor. One character promised to marry a girl who cut her finger and notes that as a grown-up, her freckles are gone. This film’s protagonist frequently asks “Were you out there?” as he suffers from terrible nightmares. The main character of this movie goes to Capri, where he is given orders to destroy a certain item that initially gave him a painful seizure when he touched it. It ends with Marcellus and Diana walking to their death as Caligula shrieks “They’re going to meet their king!” Followed by the sequel, Demetrius and the Gladiators, this film is probably best known for being the first movie released in CinemaScope. For 10 points, name this epic in which Richard Burton plays a Roman soldier who wins a certain piece of Jesus’ clothing.

ANSWER: The Robe
3. A sequel to this film features the characters in college, where one of their professors develops a machine that projects suppressed memories to help PTSD patients. In the last scene, Kyle asks to use Mr. McCreedy’s phone, possibly to call Fantazia’s phone sex hotline. One sequence in this film features the protagonist losing a duel with rakes, much to his girlfriend, Amy’s dismay. Much of the action takes place at the sleazy Club Scum, where Nick is seemingly immolated by using a hand grenade, although he returns later on crutches. The protagonist of this film, Kevin, is a security guard at a film studio, where the title creatures are locked in a vault. For 10 points, name this terrible Rick Sloane directed film, which was mocked on Mystery Science Theater 3000 and features tiny aliens who kill people by making their fantasies come true.

ANSWER: Hobgoblins
4. The protagonist of this movie notes there are more women in the world than anything but insects, while the female lead says she if had been a ranch, she would have been the Bar Nothing. The antagonist wields an ebony cane with a protruding dagger and fakes his death in an airplane crash to avoid the suspicious detective Obregon. In this film’s last scenes, the washroom attendant, Uncle Pio, kills the villainous Ballin Mundson, who works for ex-Nazis running a tungsten cartel. The most famous scene features the title character, tortured by the fact there are no marriage annulments in the country, trying to humiliate her husband as she sexily peels off her gloves and performs “Put the Blame on Mame, Boys” in a Buenos Aires casino. For 10 points, name this noir film starring Rita Hayworth as the title femme fatale.

ANSWER: Gilda
5. One actress with this surname played a woman who cries after accidentally slashing a neck artery of her John Cusack played son, but nevertheless still takes his money and drives off. Another man with this surname played a man who notes “politicians, ugly buildings, and whores all get respectable” as they grow old and also continually mispronounces a character’s name as “Gits.”A third actor with this surname played a character who frantically laughs at Bob Curtin about the “great joke played on us by the Lord,” which has resulted in the loss of their claim. One member of this family played the incestuous, perverted millionaire Noah Cross in Chinatown. Another member played old prospector Howard in a film directed by his son, The Treasure of the Sierra Madre. For 10 points, name this family including actor Walter, his son John, and John’s son, Anjelica.

ANSWER: Huston
6. In one appearance, this figure sings along with a song his driver has written titled “Santa’s Souped-Up Sleigh.” In another appearance, he and Peevy Peabody rescue Cliff Secord from a Nazi zeppelin. This figure crashes his motorcycle and is given a ride to the Sands Hotel by a man he later tries to reward in his will. Besides being played by Terry O’Quinn in The Rocketeer and by Jason Robards in a movie about his relationship with Melvin Dummar, this figure is last seen in one film continually repeating the phrase “the way of the future” and is first seen being bathed by his mother, who tells him he is not safe. In that film, this figure pisses off Pan-Am head Juan Trippe and Senator Owen Brewster, and also engages in affairs with Ava Gardner and Katharine Hepburn. For 10 points, name this real –life millionaire who was played by Leonardo DiCaprio in The Aviator.

7. In this film, a dying fire illuminates a dying man’s face as he muses that life is the sun as “there wasn’t anything here but the sun in the first place.” In another scene, the camera slowly irises out on a group of people singing “The Man Who Broke the Bank at Monte Carlo” while riding in a car. This movie’s final shot is that of a microphone hanging from a boom as the director’s voice proclaims “I wrote the script and directed it,” referring to it as a Mercury Production. Much to the director’s dismay, it ends with a happy ending in which after an auto accident, George Minafer reconciles with Eugene and Lucy. The title characters of this movie live in Indianapolis, where their prosperity is threatened by the rise of the automobile. For 10 points, name this Orson Welles directed film, an adaptation of a Booth Tarkington novel about the title family.

ANSWER: The Magnificent Ambersons
8. In one of this actor’s films, he plays a con man who adopts the name of deceased Congressman Jeff Johnson in order to get the support of senior citizens group the Silver Foxes for a successful congressional campaign. In another film, he plays the owner of the Golden Wonton orphanage, who saves a protagonist by harpooning a villain in her gigantic rear end. Besides starring in The Distinguished Gentleman, he played a man with the improbable surname “Ming Cheng,” who is actually a spaceship controlled by aliens played by Gabrielle Union and Ed Helms. This actor played social worker Chandler Jarrell, who is tapped as the “Chosen One” to protect a child from the demonic Sardo Numspa. In one of his films, he plays a cop from Detroit who goes out west to avenge a friend’s murder. For 10 points, name this star of The Golden Child, who played Detective Axel Foley in the Beverly Hills Cop series.
ANSWER: Edward Regan “Eddie” Murphy
9. In one scene in this film, a character tries to make small talk over dinner by noting the Knicks finally won, only for another character to insist he likes Boston. At one point, the protagonist angrily calls one character “a little shit” after he eats an illegal bite of ice cream, while in another scene, the naked Phyllis Bernard is asked if she likes fried chicken while on the way to the bathroom. In the final scene, as elevator doors close, Ted tells Joanna “You look terrific,” as she goes upstairs to stay goodbye to Billy. The protagonist is an advertising executive, who at the beginning of this film, must contend with his wife, played by Meryl Streep, walking out on him and their son. For 10 points, name this movie in which Dustin Hoffman plays a man engaging in a custody battle with his ex-wife.
ANSWER: Kramer vs. Kramer
10. One character in this film has an incompetent secretary who spends all day writing variations of her married name, “Mrs. Judy Hicks.” Another character argues video hockey is a sport because it requires “hand and eye coordination.” The main character of this movie convinces his friend Billy of his identity by singing the song “Down Down Baby,” which has the lyric “Shimmy, Shimmy cocoa pop.” Despite having to end his relationship with co-worker Susan Lawrence, this film’s protagonist ultimately goes to Sea Point Park to again use the Zoltar Speaks machine. In the most famous scene, the protagonist joins a toy company owner at FAO Schwarz to play “Heart and Soul” on a large, foot-operated electronic keyboard. For 10 points, name this movie in which a 12-year-old makes a wish and ends up in the body of an adult man, played by Tom Hanks.

ANSWER: Big
11. One of this director’s films ends as the camera cuts to an iron maiden, focusing on the desperate eyes of a woman bound and gagged inside. This man has a cameo as FBI Director Hayden Burke in The Silence of the Lambs, as a favor to his former protégé Jonathan Demme. In one film he directed, the main character lives in a castle with seven monochromatic rooms. In one movie, this man cast Dick Miller as Burson Fouch, a man who eats flowers, and Jack Nicholson as Wilbur Force, a masochist who loves going to the dentist. He is not Frank Oz, but he directed a film in which the nerdy Seymour Kelboyne feeds people to his talking plant, Audrey Jr. For 10 points, name this B-movie director who adapted eight Edgar Allan Poe works, mostly with Vincent Price, and also directed the original Little Shop of Horrors.

ANSWER: Roger William Corman
12. One character in this movie says he is a prodigal son known as “Flix” to his mother. In one scene, an employee confronts his former boss, saying that when he was sick, he received a letter threatening discharge if he didn’t return, but then wryly notes “before I can be discharged, I’ll be dead.” By the end of this movie, an industrialist has been arrested for the murder of the Baron, a jewel thief, while a dying accountant goes to Paris with the industrialist’s stenographer; the Baron and the accountant are played by John and Lionel Barrymore. One character in this film is a Russian ballerina played by Greta Garbo, who infamously says “I want to be alone.” It both opens and closes with the inaccurate observation that “People come and go. Nothing ever happens.” For 10 points, name this film with an all-star cast playing characters staying at the title Berlin residence.

ANSWER: Grand Hotel
13. In one of this actor’s films, he plays a high school dropout whose father works in a drug store and is beaten by Shark’s gang when he dresses like his employer. In another of his roles, he plays a ghetto physician who falls in love with a co-worker, unaware that she is a nun. He portrayed construction worker Vince Everett, who kills a man in a bar fight, meets promoter Peggy Van Alden, and is ultimately punched in the throat by former cellmate Hunk Houghton. In one of this actor’s films, he played Clint Reno, who marries his brother’s girlfriend while that man is fighting for the Confederacy and is ultimately killed by him. In another film, he wears a striped shirt and dances with identically dressed men on a stylized prison set. For 10 points, name this actor and musician who starred in Love Me Tender and Jailhouse Rock.
ANSWER: Elvis Aaron Presley [accept Elvis, prompt on the King]
14. One character in this film has a chin scar which he claims is from a mugging but is actually from him hitting his chin on a toilet during a botched ear piercing. Another character asks “Who the fuck died and made you Grace Kelly?” and is the protagonist’s boyfriend, Mitch Dugan, played by Alec Baldwin. Near the end of the film, the villain is fired, with a character telling her to “get your bony ass out of my sight.” This movie ends with the protagonist calling her Joan Cusack played friend, who excitedly screams “She got out! She has her own office!” Featuring the Carly Simon song “Let the River In,” the protagonist says she has a “head for business and a bod for sin,” and begins the movie working for an obnoxious woman played by Sigourney Weaver. For 10 points, name this comedy in which Melanie Griffith plays a secretary who eventually becomes an executive.

ANSWER: Working Girl
15. Jonathan Demme has a cameo in this movie as the fictional director of Weekend at Party Pier. Bryan Cranston also has a cameo as Gus Grissom, a guest star on a program hosted by Troy Chesterfield. One character in this movie eventually joins a group of Marines and is never given a name, only referred to as “T.B. Player.” While appearing on The Hollywood Television Showcase, one character in this movie has the caption “Careful girls, he’s engaged!” appear beneath his image. The end of this movie reveals that Guy marries the “costume mistress” Faye, while Jimmy ends up having success with the Heardsmen. The protagonists are signed to Play-Tone Records by Mr. White, who is played by this movie’s director, Tom Hanks. For 10 points, name this film about a musical group called the Oneders. 
ANSWERS: That Thing You Do! 

16. In a movie titled after this figure’s “Revenge,” the protagonist meets the insane Dr. Peter Drury and is ultimately killed by Drury’s dog, Brutus. In one film with this name, the main character plans “murders of great men” and “murders of little men, just to show we make no distinction.” In that film, the title figure kills Dr. Kemp by sending his car over a cliff and has gone insane due to addiction to monocane. At the end of Abbott and Costello Meet Frankenstein, this figure laments missing all the fun and is played by Vincent Price. The most famous film with this figure’s name in the title has a memorable scene in which Dr. Jack Griffin removes the goggles and bandages covering his face to show that he has no face. For 10 points, name this 1933 Universal horror film which adapts a H.G. Wells novel about a guy you can’t see.

ANSWER: The Invisible Man [accept The Invisible Man’s Revenge, accept Jack Griffin, either part, until mentioned, accept Robert Griffin or Martin Field, either part]
17. In one of this director’s films, a man is tortured by the playing of the song “Itsy Bitsy Teenie Weenie Yellow Polka Dot Bikini.” That movie by this director is about a Coca Cola executive in West Berlin, who is horrified to find his boss’ daughter marrying a Communist. One of his movies ends with the protagonist declaring he loves Miss Kubelik over a game of gin rummy, only for her to say “Shut up and deal!” In another of this man’s films, the ending features Osgood Fielding III reacting to a wig being ripped off with the line “Well, nobody’s perfect.” This director made a comedy in which insurance man C.C. Baxter allows his bosses to conduct extramarital affairs in his residence, while another of his comedies features Tony Curtis and Jack Lemmon as two musicians who must disguise themselves as women. For 10 points, name this director of The Apartment and Some Like It Hot.

ANSWER: Samuel “Billy” Wilder
18. This director made a film in which a documentary filmmaker makes a movie about his brother-in-law, juxtaposing footage of that man and Benito Mussolini. Another of this man’s films finding meaning in life after watching the movie Duck Soup. That film features three arcs, bookended by three different Thanksgiving parties. In one of his movies, a Jeff Daniels character emerges from a film within a film to declare his love for an audience member. This director recently made a film in which the protagonist breaks up with his materialistic Rachel McAdams played fiancé Inez and is tempted to pursue a relationship with the Marion Cotillard played Adriana. In that film, an Owen Wilson played writer journeys back to the time of Pablo Picasso and Ernest Hemingway. For 10 points, name this director of Hannah and Her Sisters and Midnight in Paris, who also directed Annie Hall.

ANSWER: Woody Allen [accept Allen Stewart Konigsberg]
19. One character in this movie is called “Miss Lady Bird” during a trip to Louisville on the week of the Kentucky Derby. This film’s male lead puts his life’s savings in a bus locker and meets the female lead over a cup of coffee in the station café. The protagonist is called a “born loser” and has his thumbs broken by Turk Baker. One character in this film, the alcoholic Sarah, kills herself and uses lipstick to write the words “Perverted, Twisted, Crippled” after having a sexual encounter with the George C. Scott portrayed manager Bert Gordon. This film ends with the protagonist congratulating the defeated champ, the Jackie Gleason played Minnesota Fats. It was followed years later by the Martin Scorsese directed sequel, The Color of Money. For 10 points, name this film starring Paul Newman as Fast Eddie Felson, a talented pool player.
ANSWER: The Hustler
20. Two characters in this film have a deception foiled when one of them screams in horror as a dog is nearly run over by a truck. It ends with Dr. Hill calling the FBI after hearing about a truck from Santa Mira crashing. In this film, the male lead leaves the female lead in an abandoned mine to investigate music, only to find it is merely coming from a radio. The 1978 remake of this film ends with Nancy Bellicec being pointed at by the Donald Sutherland played Matthew Bennett, who emits a bizarrely piercing scream. After Becky falls asleep and is taken over, Bennell ends up running onto a highway, frantically screaming to uncaring motorists “They’re here already! You’re next!” For 10 points, name this science fiction film in which aliens use pods to replace people with identical duplicates.
