1. One figure in this film blandly says the phrase “Heil Hitler” as he shoots Deutsch to death. It ends with the main character encountering a woman on the beach, who poses exactly like a picture in his room. This movie’s protagonist hears the annoying drone of a mosquito at several points, including right before he finds Audrey Taylor dead. In one scene, a character runs down the hallway of a hotel, brandishing a shotgun and shouting “I’ll show you the life of the mind!” The protagonist of this movie wrote the work Bare Ruined Choirs and meets with the drunken W.P. Mayhew, who is an analogue for William Faulkner. The title character is based on Clifford Odets and at the end of the movie, discovers a John Goodman played insurance salesman is actually a serial killer. For 10 points, name this Coen brothers film about the title playwright who becomes a Hollywood screenwriter.
ANSWER: Barton Fink
2. In his most recent appearance, this character falls in love with former Bake-O-Lite bread mascot Piella Bakewell, who turns out to be murdering bakers. One of his appearances ends with him asking “Not even Wensleydale?” after he discovers his love interest, wool shop owner Wendolene, doesn’t like a certain food. In another appearance, this character becomes the unwitting pawn of the felonious Feathers McGraw, who wears a rubber glove on his head to pose as a chicken. He loves to eat cheese and in one appearance suggests to his companion that they go to the moon to acquire cheese. Created by Nick Park, this character has appeared in such works as A Close Shave and The Wrong Trousers. In one appearance, he ends up being transformed into the title beast, the Were-Rabbit. For 10 points, name this inventor, who appears in a series of clay animated works with his dog, Gromit.
ANSWER: Wallace [accept Wallace and Gromit, do not accept “Gromit”]
3. One character in this movie challenges the correct use of the word “farther” and correctly identifies the Twain quote “Man is the only animal that blushes or needs to.” Near the end, a protagonist dodges a question by noting it isn’t exactly a “soup question.” In the final scene of this film, a lawyer played by Matt Damon gives the protagonist a copy of the book Sunset, the long-awaited follow-up to Avalon Landing. The protagonist is charged with plagiarism by an obnoxious professor played by F. Murray Abraham, and earlier misses two free throws in a key basketball game. This film is probably best known for the lines the title character says while teaching Jamal Wallace, including “Punch the keys, for God’s sake!” and “You’re the man now, dog!” For 10 points, name this movie in which a teenager is mentored by a reclusive writer played by Sean Connery.

ANSWER: Finding Forrester
4. In one of this director’s films, the inquisitor Father Barre burns the priest Urbain Grandier at the stake. That film controversially features a scene where nuns sexually assault a statue of Christ and is titled The Devils. Another controversial scene directed by this man featured the characters of Gerald Crich and Rupert Birkin wrestling each other in the nude. Besides that adaptation of Women in Love, he directed a film in which the Ann-Margret played Nora Walker hallucinates that she is cavorting around in laundry detergent and baked beans. This man directed a film about a college professor played by William Hurt undergoing mind experiments which cause him to de-evolve. He also adapted a rock opera starring Roger Daltrey as the title pinball playing young man. For 10 points, name this flamboyant English director of Altered States and Tommy.

ANSWER: Henry Kenneth Alfred “Ken” Russell
5. A fake public service announcement in this film features the proclamation that the United States is “the most ass kickin’ country in the world,” delivered by Eugene Levy in a cameo. At the beginning of this movie, Seth Green and Breckin Meyer have cameos as members of Du Jour, who seemingly die in a plane crash. In the end, it is revealed one antagonist is broadcasting the secret message “Fiona is the most jerkin’ girl in the world!” One villain in this film, played by Alan Cumming, was an albino known as “White-Ass Wally,” while another, played by Parker Posey, was once known as “Lisping Lisa.” This film’s title characters, played by Rosario Dawson, Tara Reid, and Rachael Leigh Cook, become embroiled in a scheme to insert subliminal messages into their music. For 10 points, name this film based on the comic book about the title all-girl rock group.

ANSWER: Josie and the Pussycats
6. In one film, this actor plays a man whose new pair of glasses suddenly causes his anti-Semitic neighbors to think he is Jewish. Besides taking the lead in the adaptation of Arthur Miller’s Focus, he played a cop who insists he will be running a day spa, not a beauty salon. This actor portrayed Bernie Lootz, a gambler at the Shangri-La casino who supposedly brings bad luck to others. Besides playing a helpful cop in Cellular and the title character in The Cooler, this actor played the hyperactive race track announcer “Tick-Tock” McGlaughlin in the film Seabiscuit. One of his better known roles was as a man who hires Carl Showalter and Gaear Grimsrud to kidnap his wife, so he can extort his father-in-law. For 10 points, name this character actor, the husband of Felicity Huffman, who is still possibly best known for playing desperate Minnesota car salesman Jerry Lundegaard in Fargo.
ANSWER: William Hall Macy Jr.
7. In an early scene in this movie, a character’s stomach uncontrollably growls as another man notices an ad for “wind pills” in the newspaper. The Clint Eastwood film White Hunter, Black Heart is a thinly veiled depiction of the making of this film. One character in this movie lectures a man on his drinking, noting nature “is what we are put in this world to rise above.” In one of the final scenes, a captain marries two characters, before saying “proceed with the execution,” which is prevented when the Louisa collides with torpedoes. The plot of this film is set in motion after German forces burn a mission, leading to the death of Samuel and the decision of Rose Sayer to leave with Charlie Allnut. For 10 points, name this movie starring Katharine Hepburn as a missionary who eventually marries a roguish boat captain played by Humphrey Bogart.

ANSWER: The African Queen
8. In one of this actor’s films, he plays a performer who becomes an alcoholic drunk after the death of his son, although the end of his career is blamed on his Grace Kelly played wife. Besides appearing in that adaptation of Clifford Odets’ The Country Girl, this actor played Bob Wallace, who teams with a Danny Kaye played character to save the establishment owned by his former commanding officer, a figure known as the “Old Man.” That film was a remake of an earlier movie in which this actor’s character runs a business only open on holidays. In one film, this actor introduces the song “Swinging on a Star,” a song used in the film to save a financially distressed church. He won an Oscar for playing Father O’Malley in the films Going My Way and The Bells of St. Mary’s. For 10 points, name this man who, in the film Holiday Inn, introduced the song “White Christmas.”
ANSWER: Harry Lillis “Bing” Crosby
9. The protagonist of this movie occasionally plays with a hand-held pinball game, in which the bases of a diamond need to be filled with balls. When the antagonist is asked if he will endorse a fountain pen, he sneers “I write with a goose quill dripped in venom.” At the end of this film, a man tries to kill a character by sneaking into her apartment and removing a shotgun from the base of a clock. Suspects in this movie include the title character’s aunt, Anne Treadwell, who is in love with the southern gigolo Shelby Carpenter, played by Vincent Price. It is eventually revealed that the title character was not killed with a shot to the face, but rather it was a different woman slain by the insane newspaper columnist, Waldo Lydecker. For 10 points, name this film noir about a detective investigating the apparent murder of the title woman, played by Gene Tierney.

ANSWER: Laura
10. At the very end of this movie, the protagonist breaks the fourth wall to tell the audience a character will be back despite messing with a supernatural clock. The sequel featured the demonic Red attempting to acquire a powerful horn, and featured the protagonist now played by Charlie Sheen. It does not involve dinosaurs, but this film was the last for child actor Judith Barsi, who was killed by her father in a murder-suicide. At the end of this film, the antagonist, Carface, is eaten by the musically oriented alligator “King Gator.” After the Burt Reynolds-voiced protagonist, Charlie, is killed, he uses his “life watch” to return to life as long as it keeps ticking. The title phrase of this film is explained because certain animals “are naturally good, and loyal and kind.” For 10 points, name this Don Bluth animated film in which a murdered canine returns to Earth from the afterlife.

ANSWER: All Dogs Go to Heaven
11. After one character is shoved in this movie, he tries to kill the protagonist by stuffing a pornographic magazine down her throat. The protagonist sings “Lucky Star” while holding a gun during the end confrontation. One character in this film receives the answer “DOES NOT COMPUTE” after asking a computer what his chances are, and has his death signified by a second dot moving towards his position on a tracker screen. It ends with the protagonist and the cat, Jones, the only one alive on the Nostromo. At one point in this movie, Ash is decapitated, revealing that he was actually an android with secret orders from the Corporation. The most famous scene features Kane hungrily eating food, only to be killed when the title creature explodes from his chest. For 10 points, name this film, the first in a series starring Sigourney Weaver as Ripley, who fights a rather nasty extraterrestrial.

ANSWER: Alien [do not accept “Aliens”]
12. The protagonist of this film has the middle name “Schuyler,” about which his boss complains he wouldn’t call a dog. Near the end, a character claims “the biggest discovery I’ve made” is what lurks in the hearts of “the good people. The nice people.” Another character, Kathy Lacey, is stung by the repeated question “What did you do about it?” after describes hearing a joke at a party. This movie ends with the protagonist reconciling with his fiancé after hearing that she has allowed Dave Goldman to move into a cottage in Darien, Connecticut. In one scene in this film, the protagonist, Phil Green, goes to a hotel where the clerk abruptly informs him “we don’t have a single free room.” The protagonist adopts the name “Greenberg” and discovers that his secretary is really named “Wilovsky.” For 10 points, name this Elia Kazan adaptation of a Laura Z. Hobson novel, which stars Gregory Peck as a journalist who poses as a Jew to learn about anti-Semitism.

ANSWER: Gentleman’s Agreement
13. This director made a film in which the aging Arthur Hamilton accepts the Company’s plan to use plastic surgery to transform him into a much younger identity, played by Rock Hudson. This director of Seconds denied persistent rumors that he was the father of Michael Bay. His final theatrical film starred Ben Affleck as a man who participates in a casino robbery with the participants dressed as Santa Claus. In one of this director’s films, the Palestinian group Black September plans to use the Goodyear Blimp as part of a terrorist plot at Super Bowl X, while in another film special ops agents played by Jean Reno and Robert De Niro try to steal a mysterious suitcase in Paris. This director of Black Sunday and Ronin is best known for a film in which Korean War veteran Raymond Shaw is brainwashed into committing a political assassination. For 10 points, name this director of The Manchurian Candidate.

ANSWER: John Michael Frankenheimer
14. This man was the father-in-law of Anthony Quinn and had Quinn direct a remake of this man’s earlier film, The Buccaneer. In one of this director’s films, Buttons the Clown turns out to be a doctor who killed his wife in a “mercy killing.” This man cast Claudette Colbert as a wicked woman who bathes in asses’ milk in one movie. In his last film, he appeared in a prologue often cut, in which he stands in front of a curtain at a microphone, talking about the “birth of freedom.” That film by this director features Edward G. Robinson as the villainous Dathan, who is credited with the erroneous quote “Where’s your messiah now?” He has a cameo as himself in Sunset Boulevard, with Norma Desmond ultimately directing her line, “I’m ready for my close-up” to this man. For 10 points, name this director, best known for his epics like The Ten Commandments.

ANSWER: Cecil Blount DeMille
15. The villain of this movie continually misquotes famous people, such as claiming Abraham Lincoln said “If you ain’t for the people, you can’t buy the people.” The protagonist at one point confuses his subordinates by saying “The enemy of my enemy is my enemy” and is framed for murder by a Mandy Patinkin portrayed piano player. One child eventually adopted by the main character constantly asks “When do we eat?” In one key scene in this film, a Dustin Hoffman played character finally overcomes his speech impediment to reveal the truth to the protagonist. At the end of this movie, the Blank is finally unmasked as singer Breathless Mahoney. The title character ultimately manages to kill such villains as Itchy, Flattop, and Big Boy Caprice, who is played by Al Pacino. For 10 points, name this movie in which Warren Beatty plays the title yellow-jacketed police detective.

ANSWER: Dick Tracy
16. In this film, a character angrily reacts to a piece of irresistible customizing on his vehicle by shouting “I have flames on my car!” During a dinner scene in this movie, a character recalls his time in Guatemala, where he encountered tsetse flies the size of eagles, which were called “Jose Grecos de muerto.” Near the end, the protagonists encounter a general who has a painted face on his hand named Senor Pepe, who demands “agua fria.” In one scene in this movie, a character frantically runs to avoid bullets as another man shouts “Serpentine! Serpentine!” The protagonist, Shelly, is a dentist, who becomes embroiled in Vince’s scheme to rob the U.S. Mint as part of a plan to stop a Central American inflation plot. For 10 points, name this comedy in which an upcoming wedding will unite the families of an Alan Arkin played dentist and a wacky CIA agent played by Peter Falk.

ANSWER: The In-Laws
17. In one scene, this character examines an envelope containing $10,000, accusing one of the bills of being stolen, but the protagonist correctly points out this man palmed it. When he first meets the protagonist, this man says “I’m a man who likes talking to a man who likes to talk.” This man hired Floyd Thursby to acquire an item from the Russian general Kemidov. He frequently says “by gad” when talking and wryly says “if you lose a son, it’s possible to get another” after offering up his employee, Wilmer Cook, as a fall guy. At the end of the film, he and his associate, Joel Cairo, head off to Istanbul to resume their search for a certain treasure, but are both arrested on a tip by Sam Spade. For 10 points, name this character played by Sydney Greenstreet, a corpulent villain from The Maltese Falcon.

ANSWER: Kasper Gutman [accept either, also accept the Fat Man]

18. In an early scene in this film, the protagonist’s washed-up status is indicated when reporters are far more interested in Ava Gardner than him. In another scene, the protagonist goes to a penny arcade where he performs “Shine on Your Shoes” with a black shoeshine man. The basic plot of this film involves Jeffrey Cordova’s ill-fated plan to adapt the Faust storyline, an idea that bombs in New Haven. The long climax involves three characters dressed up as babies in the “Triplets” sequence, while the protagonist pretends to be a Mickey Spillane like detective in the “Girl Hunt” scene. The ending of this movie is a reprise of the song “That’s Entertainment,” while its most famous scene features the protagonists, Tony and Gabrielle, performing “Dancing in the Dark” in Central Park. For 10 points, name this movie in which Fred Astaire and Cyd Charisse play the leads in a stage show.

ANSWER: The Band Wagon
19. In one scene in this movie, villains are partying on a beach, with Bubba calling a character “chickenshit” after he uses a shotgun to destroy a mannequin. The protagonist of this movie claims he is becoming “a terminal psychotic” and tells his boss, “Fifi” McPhee, that he wants to quit. It begins with a character ranting over the police radio that he is “a fuel-injected suicide machine” until that figure, the Nightrider, is killed in a chase. In the last scene in this movie, the protagonist avenges the death of his buddy, Jimmy the Goose, by handcuffing Johnny the Boy to a car about to explode and giving him a hacksaw to cut through his ankle. The title character uses his Pursuit Special to track down the motorcycle gang who murdered his wife and son. For 10 points, name this Australian film, the first to star Mel Gibson as the title post-apocalyptic hero.

ANSWER: Mad Max [do not accept “The Road Warrior”]
20. One film by this director is set at the house of the crazed Femm family and is based on J.B. Priestley’s novel Benighted. Besides The Old Dark House, he directed a film in which an antagonist creates living homunculi, including a king and queen. That film by this director ends with a character killing Dr. Pretorius while saying “We belong dead.” While living with lover Pierre Foegel, this man drowned himself in his swimming pool in 1957. In one of his films, a character learns the word “friend” from a blind hermit, while in another, a character accidentally drowns a little girl after they throw flowers into a lake. Played by Ian McKellen in the film Gods and Monsters, he directed a film in which the title character screams “It’s alive!” as he creates a monster played by Boris Karloff. For 10 points, name this director of Frankenstein and The Bride of Frankenstein.
