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1. From 1891-1923, C.B.J. Snyder introduced the H-structure layout for these, allowing for two side courts, and implemented steel skeleton designs, allowing for larger window spaces. A New Yorker article in August 2009 exposed the massive amount of money the governing body for these spent on employees sent to Temporary Reassignment Centers called (*) “rubber rooms,” and later in that same year, the mayor of the city where these are located banned bake sales from their premises. Former Hearst Corp executive Cathie Black had an extremely short tenure in 2011 replacing Joel Klein as Chancellor of this body. Currently run by Dennis Walcott, a former deputy of Michael Bloomberg, FTP, give the collective name for these entities that include Stuyvesant High School and the Bronx High School of Science.
ANSWER: New York City Public Schools (Accept clear-knowledge equivalents such as “New York City Schools”)
2. One antagonist of this film declares “personally, I blame MTV” after he shoots one of his guards for being distracted by a woman. The protagonist of this film is encouraged to use brown-brown the night after shooting Simeon Weisz, and earlier in this film the protagonist uses his wealth to lure model Ava Fontaine to a photoshoot under false pretenses so that he can meet her. The protagonist’s clients in this film include (*) Andre Baptiste, and one scene in this film sees the protagonist and his brother frantically change the ship Kristol into the Kono to avoid the investigation of Jack Valentine, an Interpol agent. The protagonist’s brother Vitaly dies near the end of this film when he grabs a grenade and tries to use it to explode a shipment of guns. FTP, name this film in which Nicholas Cage plays Yuri Orlov, the titular arms dealer. 
ANSWER: Lord of War
3. This man was picked second overall in the 2006 Rule 5 draft before being immediately dealt to the team he would first play for in the majors. During his first season in the majors, he became close with his manager’s brother, Johnny Narron, who is now this man’s assistant hitting coach and confidant with his current team. It was while with this man’s current team that photos of him at a bar called Maloney’s surfaced in a post called “The Devil is still in [this man]” on (*) Deadspin in August 2009. During the 2011 season, Shannon Stone died trying to catch a foul ball tossed to him by this outfielder. The first pick of the 1999 draft with the Rays, this man was out of baseball from 2004-2006 battling addictions to drugs and alcohol before leading Texas to the A.L. pennant in 2010. The record holder for most home runs in one round at the Home Run Derby, FTP, name this 2010 AL MVP for the Rangers.
ANSWER: Josh Hamilton
4. This man played the Sandman in a 2002 film adaptation of Hansel & Gretel costarring Dakota Fanning, and has a cameo as himself in an episode of My Name is Earl during which he is kidnapped during a casino heist pulled by Frank. This figure was distraught following a “sneak attack” by Marshall Faulk in an interview on the NFL network, and he voiced both the titular character and that boy’s father on Bobby’s World. More notable roles by this man include Dr. (*) Wayne Fiscus on St. Elsewhere, as the host of the recent Fox reality show Mobbed, and as David Hasselhoff’s replacement on America’s Got Talent. This man’s most famous role may be as the host of a game show in which contestants receive offers from the Banker after choosing one of a set of numbered cases held by models. FTP, name this Canadian actor and comedian, host of NBC’s Deal or No Deal.
ANSWER:Howie Mandel
5. This artist attended New York University on an épée fencing scholarship, and was a member of the NCAA championship team there. The Monkees were among the artists that recorded successful covers of this man's songs, including "A Little Bit Me, A Little Bit You" and "I'm a Believer." He wrote a song about immigrants (*) "coming to America" which was featured in a remake of The Jazz Singer, and he sings "I've had it to here being where love's a small word" and "I'll be what I am" in his debut single "Solitary Man." His first #1 hit says "we're gonna ride till there ain't no more to go" and features the phrase "play it now" 3 times in the bridge, while another song includes the lyrics "and when I hurt, hurtin' runs off my shoulders" and claims "good times never seemed so good." FTP, name this American singer-songwriter of "Cracklin' Rosie" and "Sweet Caroline."
ANSWER: Neil Diamond
6. This man used his powers to rescue a certain character who is trapped inside a bullet fired from Breakworld, and shortly after this he was advised by Kate Kildare to incorporate the color white into his uniform, which he refused. This man often bases his activities from the island of (*) Genosha, while another base of operations was an asteroid that has been converted into a headquarters called Utopia. Much earlier, this man had become co-White King of the Inner Circle of the Hellfire Club. This man’s children are the twins Quicksilver and the Scarlet Witch, each of whom joins this man’s Brotherhood, and his radical views are largely a result of his teenage imprisonment in Auschwitz during the Holocaust, although they were also shaped by his onetime friendship with Charles Xavier. FTP, name this erstwhile foe of the X-Men whose most notable superpower is his ability to influence metallic objects.
ANSWER: Magneto or Erik Magnus Lehnsherr or Max Eisenhardt
7. At the beginning of this movie, the protagonist is unable to convince his girlfriend Peggy that he wants to marry her because he is only able to refer to it as “the m-word,” while an unattended memorial service for a character in this film sees the reading of letters of condolence from Bel Air Oxygen and J&J Wheelchairs. One protagonist of this film almost helps his boss Burton Schuyler out of legal trouble stemming from his affairs before he loses the case after blurting out that none of  those women were Schuyler’s clients. A friend of that protagonist is the blind (*) Tyrone Wattell, with whom he infiltrates a party thrown by the scheming Terry Hoskins. Another character in this film is the mystic Prahka Lasa, whose few English phrases include “back in bowl!” to refer to the spirit of Edwina Cutwater, which is magically transported into the body of Roger Cobb. FTP, name this 1984 film named after a jazz standard, in which characters portrayed by Lily Tomlin and Steve Martin share a body.
ANSWER: All of Me
8. This man was charged with assault after being provoked into an altercation by a man who repeatedly played the song “Leave a Tender Moment Alone.” This man’s third wife is Julie, whom he met shortly after divorcing Bonnie, with whom this man adopted the dog Hector. This character rekindles a relationship with his first wife during his time on the show on which he appears, but their relationship ends after this figure is led to believe that that woman, (*) Sam Carr, has been overexposing terminal patients to radiation. Yet another one of this man’s relationships ended when that woman dies in a bus crash after coming to pick up their drunk friend from a bar; that woman is Amber Volakis, who was a fellowship applicant along with Taub and Kutner. Later, this man is encouraging when his friend attempts to establish a relationship with Lisa Cuddy. FTP, name this Head of Oncology and good friend of Gregory House. 
ANSWER: Dr. James Wilson
9. A CollegeHumor short featuring this song’s band sees one member declare that it is “a commentary on the elusiveness of true love in a contemporary consumer society.” One woman in this song is compared to “the great Larry Bird jersey 33,” and  the singer claims that “you come from Georgia where the peaches grow, they drink lemonade and they speak real slow.” This song is not by the Beastie Boys, but its bridge warns, “I’ll steal your (*) honey like I stole your bike,” and one singer in this song introduces himself by saying that his name is Rich, before asserting that a woman looks like she’s from a certain clothing company. The chorus of this song claims of the titular people, “I think it’s fly when [these people] stop by,” as well as that “New Kids on the Block had a bunch of hits, Chinese food makes me sick.” Asserting that “I like girls that wear Abercrombie and Fitch,” FTP name this stream-of-consciousness song about women who the singer meets in a certain season, by LFO.
ANSWER: “Summer Girls”
10. In one game, performing this action results in the protagonist being informed “You think you can fool me? You’re fooling yourself,” while in  Barkley, Shut Up and Jam Gaiden, performing this action at a certain point will result in a diatribe about the necessity of spelling the word “vidcon” without a space. In No More Heroes this action may be performed while the protagonist sits on a toilet, and in Donkey Kong Country 2, Wrinkly Kong assists with the performance of this action. In Super Smash Bros. Melee, a Captain Olimar (*) trophy may be unlocked if the player has performed this action in the game Pikmin, and failure to perform this action in the Animal Crossing franchise results in a lengthy speech from Resetti. In the Resident Evil franchise, this action is performed at a typewriter, while performing this action typically  results in a warning not to power off the console. FTP name this action featured in many video games whose length prevents players from finishing them in one sitting.
ANSWER: saving the game (accept “save points,” do not accept “loading the game”)
11. This character is seen in a North Carolina Click-It-Or-Ticket advertisement admonishing a man for not wearing his seatbelt before promptly having his fingers rolled up in a car window.  In one movie, this character accidentally summons a troll named Trantor after building a treehouse on the land of Old Lady Hackmore, and then destroys it using squirt guns loaded with milk, and in another film, this character is sent to the fictional country of (*) Karifistan after leaving his job as a golf ball collector, and must stop the evil dictator Tufuti.  Those movies see this character “Scared Stupid” and “In the Army.”  In another movie, this character gives Santa Claus a free taxi ride to inform a local celebrity that he is the new Santa, leading to Santa losing his sack and this character driving Santa’s sleigh for an entire year; in that movie, this character “Saves Christmas.”  FTP, name this oafish character played by Jim Varney, known for his catchphrase “KnowWhatIMean?”
ANSWER: Ernest P. Worrell (accept either)
12. One actor on this show began an episodes-long boycott when producers asked him to shave his beard, which led that actor’s character to be replaced by his cousin B.B. for several episodes. In one of those episodes of this show, the millionaire C.J. Holmes appears to track down his daughter Suzy, while in another episode (*) Granny Annie is arrested for counterfeiting before being aided by the protagonists. Another character on this show is one who is married in the penultimate episode so that his wife will not have to testify against him, and that man is Enos Strate, who works with the sinister Rosco P. Coltrane and another antagonist. The protagonists of this show frequently foil the schemes of “Boss” Hogg, often in a car whose horn plays “Dixie,” the General Lee. FTP, name this show about Bo and Luke, who live in the titular rural Georgia county with their short-shorts-wearing cousin, Daisy.
ANSWER: The Dukes of Hazzard
13. His entry in the Macrophenomenal Guide to Style reads “Through no fault of his own, he structurally fucks up teams from the inside out.” Selected eighth overall in the infamous 2000 draft, he has played for five teams during his career, but none for more than four seasons. Though he has never been named to an All-Star team, he earned a Sixth Man of the Year Award on his previous team, on which he also reached the playoffs for the first time since joining the NBA. While starting for the (*) New York Knicks earlier in his career, he reached his career high in points per game, including a game in which he made 16 shots in a row, including 8 threes. His point averages and percentages have dipped since, first on the Golden State Warriors and then on the Atlanta Hawks. FTP, name this shooting guard best known for his “shake and bake” move.
ANSWER: Jamaal Crawford
14. This word names an album that includes the singles “Always Crashing in the Same Car” and “What in the World,” and that is the first of David Bowie’s “Berlin Trilogy.” One song by this title begins “everybody’s talking, but they don’t say a thing, they look at me with sad eyes but I don’t want the sympathy,” and another begins, “You see the world in black and white, no color or light.” Those songs are by (*) Kelly Clarkson and Coldplay respectively, while the most famous song titled after this word asks “What you think I’m playing baby girl? I’m the man, I’m dealing rubber bands.” That song also asserts, “Make it rain, I’m making it snow,” and describes of a girl, “So sexual, she was flexible, professional, drinking X&O.” That song by this name begins with a repeated entreaty to “Let me talk to ‘em,” and describes “them baggy sweat pants and the Reeboks with the straps.” FTP, name this word that titles a Flo Rida song about a woman with “apple bottom jeans, boots with the fur” who drops to the titular height.
ANSWER: “Low”
15. Chris Ray would want you to know that this man’s legend grew after he dragged and eventually shrugged off simultaneous attempted tackles by two Redskins this season en route to a 49-yard gain. An All-American at Arizona in 2008, this man missed most of the 2009 season with the Wildcats, but played every game the following year as a rookie. A three-touchdown game as a rookie led to the creation of this man’s eponymous award in Madden 2012, given to (*) tight ends who catch at least three TDs in one game. This man’s youngest brother made it onto Deadspin after posing as this man shirtless with a girl wearing this man’s jersey, which were Halloween costumes mimicking this man’s photos taken with porn star Bibi Jones. The new single season record holder for touchdowns and yards gained by a tight end, FTP, name this Patriots star.
ANSWER: Rob Gronkowski
16. This nickname is given to a GI Joe character who is on exchange from the SAS, and one character played by Chevy Chase drives himself to laugh maniacally as he keeps pointing out an object with this name while trapped in a traffic roundabout. In another film, an object with this nickname is the scene of the demise of a figure named Rattigan, while a more notable appearance of that object with this name sees (*) Richard Hannay successfully prevent it from setting off a bomb in The Thirty-Nine Steps. The best-known person with this nickname is a former Miami of Ohio quarterback who was suspended at the beginning of the 2010 season for violation of the NFL’s personal conduct policy, while at the end of V for Vendetta a landmark with this name is destroyed along with Parliament. FTP, give this common nickname of Steelers quarterback Roethlisberger and a famous clock in London.
ANSWER: Big Ben
17. Early works by this man include the short It’s Not Just You, Murray! and this man’s mother appears as the mother of the character J.R. in a film originally titled I Call First. This man was nominated for a BAFTA for his direction of a film that stars Ellen Burstyn as a woman who wanders across the Southwest with her son, while this man has an uncredited voice role in another of his films, in which he describes the rules for the game of nine-ball. Those films are Alice Doesn’t Live Here Anymore and The Color of Money, respectively, while a more recent film by this man ends with a shot of the (*) Boston state house after Sergeant Dignam shoots Colin Sullivan.  Another film by this man is about the life of Howard Hughes and his movie about Frank Costello and the Irish Mob finally won him a Best Director Oscar. FTP, name this director of Raging Bull, The Aviator, and The Departed.
ANSWER: Martin Scorsese
18. This man lost a controversial bout to Serafim Todorov in the semifinals at the 1996 Summer Olympics, after which the U.S. coach claimed the judges failed to count several of this man’s punches. Despite giving up 2 inches and almost 10 lbs, this man defended his super-featherweight belt in 2001 against Diego Corrales, a match this man called his “Thomas Hearns fight” in noting its significance. More recently, this man won a controversial welterweight bout against (*) Victor Ortiz when he punched Ortiz before Ortiz got his gloves up while the two were separating. During a post-fight interview with Larry Merchant, Merchant told this fighter “I wish I was 50 years younger and I would kick your ass.” Alternately nicknamed “Pretty Boy” or “Money,” FTP, name this boxer perhaps best known for his “Will they or won’t they” fight relationship with Manny Pacquiao.
ANSWER: Floyd Mayweather Jr.
19. According to knowyourmeme.com, the music video for a disco-styled version of this song by the Tommy Seebach Band became an Internet meme in 2006. Instrumental versions of this song have notably been recorded by The Shadows and the Ventures. One song that samples the Incredible Bongo Band version of this song features the lyrics "I never need a horse, I like to chill, so I drive up in my new Seville" and "with the mic is how my smoke signals work." Lyrics that reference the (*) Lone Ranger include "Kemosabe got down, took off his mask." This song is sampled in a song that describes a trip through many different area codes, and both feature choruses that repeat the phrase "jump on it." For ten points, name this Jerry Lodran instrumental, used as the basis of songs by Sir-Mix-A-Lot and the Sugharhill Gang. .
ANSWER: “Apache”
20. This profession lends its name to a 1940’s drama that costarred Vicki Vola throughout its run on radio and TV, while another person with this profession was a woman who was kidnapped and murdered by Frank Andreas. That woman was Alexandra Borgia, while yet another member of this profession on another show is Caroline Julian. Another holder of this job was (*) Arthur Branch, who retired when the actor who portrayed him declared a presidential bid, and yet another holder of this job was killed before he could himself kill Maria LaGuerta; that man was mentored in his killings by Dexter Morgan and was named Miguel Prado. One long-tenured man at this position was replaced by Michael Cutter and portrayed by Sam Waterston, and is named Jack McCoy. FTP, name this job, holders of which represent the “order” segment of Law & Order, a criminal prosecutor representing the people.
ANSWER: district attorney or DA (accept “assistant district attorney” or “ADA” until “Arthur Branch”)
1. Name some things about anime films that are not completely terrible, FTPE:
[10] This 1988 Katsuhiro Otomo film features the attempts of the biker Kaneda to stop Tetsuo from releasing the title psychic being.
ANSWER: Akira
[10] This famous Japanese animator created Princess Mononoke, in which San and Ashitaka track down the head of the Forest Spirit, as well as Howl’s Moving Castle and Spirited Away.
ANSWER: Hayao Miyazaki
[10] In this 2003 Satoshi Kon film, three homeless people find a baby in some garbage. The trio struggles to take care of the infant and learn that Sachiko stole the baby from the hospital. They attempt to return the child to its real parents.
ANSWER: Tokyo Godfathers
2. One song by this band begins, “I’m dying, dying to wake up without you.” FTPE:
[10]  Name this band who asserted in another song that “If God made you, he’s in love with me,” and whose other offerings include the tracks “Infidel” and “One More For Love.”
ANSWER: Five for Fighting
[10] This Five for Fighting song from The Battle for Everything begins with the singer “counting the ways to where you are” and has a chorus that notes “there’s never a wish better than this.” 
ANSWER: “100 Years”
[10] This other Five for Fighting song sees the singer “somewhere west of Tomorrowland, flying through the stars just like Peter Pan,” and declares “It’s a nice day if you wake up in” the titular California theme park.
ANSWER: “Disneyland”
3. His first appearance was as a minor character in the episode “All The Way,” but among this man’s most notable exploits is an infamous waterskiing incident from “Hollywood: Part 3.” FTPE:
[10] Name this leather-clad, jukebox bumping character from Happy Days who in that aforementioned episode participated in an action that coined the phrase “jumping the shark.”
ANSWER: Arthur Fonzarelli (accept Fonzie or The Fonz)
[10] The Fonz is played by this actor who played Stanley Yelnats III in the film Holes and had a starring role in the sitcom Out of Practice.
ANSWER: Henry Winkler
[10] Winkler also played FBI agent Roger Bloom on this series, which ran for five years and featured Larry Fleinhardt among its characters.
ANSWER: Numb3rs (pronounced “Numbers”)
4. One scene in this movie sees the protagonist don a large, circular green suit in an attempt to gain access to the Turtle Club. FTPE:
[10] Name this film in which the schemes of Devlin Bowman are foiled by the protagonist, played by Dana Carvey.
ANSWER: The Master of Disguise
[10] The Master of Disguise was produced by Happy Madison Productions, this man’s company. This man also starred in The Waterboy and The Wedding Singer, and sings a song about how Hanukkah has “eight crazy nights.”
ANSWER: Adam Sandler
[10] One of Pistachio Disguisey’s characters is as this shark hunter from Jaws, who compares a shark’s lifeless eyes to those of a doll. He is eaten by Jaws later in that film.
ANSWER: Quint
5. Technique is everything in tennis. Answer some questions about different types of shots:
[10] Known for its one-handed or two-handed varieties, this shot is usually more difficult for right-handed players to perform. Both Serena and Venus Williams are known for using the two-handed variety to generate power.
ANSWER: Backhand
[10] John McEnroe has claimed that this female player has the best backhand among all tennis players. In 2003, she became the first Belgian to win a Grand Slam title with her victory in the French Open, highlighted by a win over defending champ Serena Williams in the semis.
ANSWER: Justine Henin
[10] McEnroe himself is considered among the best at this type of shot, commonly used near the net when a player returns a ball before it bounces on his side of the court.
ANSWER: Volley
6. It begins, “I hear you on the wireless back in ‘52, lying awake intent on tuning in on you.” FTPE:
[10] Name this song that describes how “pictures came and broke your heart,” and that was notably the first song to appear on MTV.
ANSWER: “Video Killed the Radio Star”
[10] This band was behind “Video Killed the Radio Star,” and included that song on their 1980 album The Age of Plastic.
ANSWER: The Buggles
[10] This recent song samples “Video Killed the Radio Star” ad nauseum. Nicki Minaj begins, “Step up in the party like my name was Bad Bitch,” while a subsequent verse by Will.I.Am sees him “Step up in the party like my name was Mr. T.”
ANSWER: “Check It Out”
7. Answer the following about people who have won an EGOT, having been awarded each of an Emmy, Grammy, Oscar, and Tony award, FTPE:
[10] This 30 Rock character ultimately wins an EGOT after getting the Oscar for starring in a serious film about his rough neighborhood. Earlier, he had attempted to steal Whoopi Goldberg’s awards and pointed out that her EGOT shouldn’t count because she has only a Daytime and not a Primetime Emmy.
ANSWER: Tracy Jordan (do not accept “Tracy Morgan”)
[10] Barbara Streisand, the youngest ever winner of an EGOT, may now be more notable for her role in titling a disco house song by this group in which Streisand’s name is repeated over and over again.
ANSWER: Duck Sauce
[10] Streisand’s Tony is in a non-competitive category, which means that some consider this first Hispanic EGOT winner to also be the youngest winner. She won her Oscar for playing Anita in West Side Story, and a Tony for her role as Googie Gomez in The Ritz.
ANSWER: Rita Moreno
8. To quote Pat Riley, “no rebounds, no rings.” FTPE, name these famous rebounders from NBA history:
[10] Arguably the best rebounder of all time when adjusted for height, he won seven career rebounding titles with the Detroit Pistons, San Antonio Spurs and Chicago Bulls.
ANSWER: Dennis Rodman
[10] Though best known for his shot blocking, he won two rebounding titles in 1999 and 2000 on two different teams.
ANSWER: Dikembe Mutombo
[10] Since 1973, only two players have recorded more than 34 rebounds in a single game, including this man on the 1988 Chicago Bulls.
ANSWER: Charles Oakley
9. In the first episode of this series, the protagonist is somehow transported back in time, and to Mars, where Abraham Lincoln teaches him the importance of believing in himself. FTPE:
[10] Name this cartoon series created by Pendleton Ward, in which Finn and his dog Jake frequently battle the evil Ice King. 
ANSWER: Adventure Time
[10] In one episode, the Ice King kidnaps this love interest of Finn, who is frequently seen flying around on her pet Rainicorn. Marcelline the Vampire Queen reveals that her first name is Bonnibelle. 
ANSWER: Princess Bonnibelle Bubblegum
[10] Adventure Time is produced by Federator Studios, which is also responsible for this other cartoon in which Timmy Turner’s misery at the hands of his babysitter Vicki allows him to meet the fairies Cosmo and Wanda.
ANSWER: Fairly Oddparents
10. In one film cameo, this man tells Peter Parker, “I guess one person can make a difference,” before delivering his catchphrase “‘Nuff said!” FTPE:
[10] Name this collaborator with Jack Kirby and Steve Ditko who in an earlier film had another cameo saving a child from debris during a battle between two of his real-life creations, Spider-Man and the Green Goblin. 
ANSWER: Stan Lee
[10] The Green Goblin in that film was portrayed by this actor who also has an upcoming role as Tars Tarkas in the film John Carter.
ANSWER: Willem Defoe
[10] This man plays J. Jonah Jameson in that aforementioned Spider-Man, and he also has a role on the HBO series Oz. 
ANSWER: Jonathan Kimble Simmons
11. Have you honed the fine art of backtracking with recently acquired powerups in order to get to new areas? Answer some questions about games that take this approach to level design FTPE:
[10] Joining Metroid in a portmanteau which describes that genre, this series sees members of the Belmont family hunt down Dracula with the whip, Vampire Killer.
ANSWER: Castlevania
[10] The only thing that can be said about this XBLA game was that it was a metroidvania style game. After Jason Fleming’s girlfriend gets kidnapped, he must save her from the title terrorist facility using grenades, machine guns, and foam. It is based on Orson Scott Card’s Empire book series.
ANSWER: Shadow Complex
[10] Although not a true metroidvania game, this 3D adventure requires you to return to levels such as Treasure Trove Cove, Click Clock Wood, and Rusty Bucket Bay after gaining new powerups to get previously inaccessible Jiggies.
ANSWER: Banjo-Kazooie
12. A sad sack since the days of Pat Gillick and Cal Ripken, the Orioles finally seemed to be making good baseball decisions again under the recently-fired Andy MacPhail. So much for that. FTPE:
[10] In one of his first moves as team president, MacPhail traded this shortstop/third basemen to the Astros. A few months later, this man was revealed to be two years older than he claimed in a 60 Minutes interview.
ANSWER: Miguel Tejada (or “Tejeda”)
[10] MacPhail later orchestrated a trade that sent O’s ace Erik Bedard to the Mariners for a package that included George Sherill, Chris Tillman and this centerfielder. He made his first All-Star game and won his first Gold Glove with the Orioles in 2009.
ANSWER: Adam Jones
[10] Prior to the 2011 season, MacPhail acquired this Arizona slugger in exchange for two relievers. A college teammate of Ryan Zimmerman, he set the MLB record for strikeouts with 223 in 2009.
ANSWER: Mark Reynolds
13. One of the few female characters in this comic, Miss Buxley, appears only in strips published on Wednesdays. FTPE:
[10] Name this strip created by Mort Walker in which the titular lazy army private loafs around a lot and is yelled at by Sarge.
ANSWER: Beetle Bailey
[10] This bulldog of Sarge’s wears his own army uniform and conveys sentiments via thought bubbles.
ANSWER: Otto
[10] As part of an April 1, 1997 event dubiously dubbed the Great Comics Switcheroonie, Beetle Bailey was drawn by the regular artist for this strip about anthropomorphic birds, which includes Cosmo and his nephew Skyler.
ANSWER: Shoe
14. This song asserts, “sometimes the best intentions are in need of redemptions” and asks, “would you agree?” FTPE:
[10] Name this recent single that begins with the repeated chorus of, “this fire grows higher.”
ANSWER: “You Are a Tourist”
[10] “You Are a Tourist” is from the album Codes and Keys, the newest release from this Ben Gibbard-fronted band of the much gloomier albums Transatlanticism and Narrow Stairs.
ANSWER: Death Cab for Cutie
[10] This song is the lead single from Narrow Stairs. Its album version is eight minutes long, and declares “you gotta spend some time with me, and I know that you’ll find” the titular statement to be true.
ANSWER: “I Will Possess Your Heart”
15. Answer the following about a new addition to the HBO line-up for 10 points each:
[10] Name this show, which shares its title with the first work of the A Song of Ice and Fire series, about goings-on between the Starks and the Lannisters on the fictional continent of Westeros.
ANSWER: A Game of Thrones
[10] After Daenerys Targaryen escapes Westeros, she is sold by her brother Viserys to this Khal of the Dothraki who makes her his Khaleesi before dying from an infection.
ANSWER: Khal Drogo
[10] This bastard son of Ned Stark joins the Night Watch at the start of the show and lives behind the giant ice wall that separates the seven kingdoms from the wildings, wights, and Others.
ANSWER: Jon Snow (do not accept “Jon Stark”)
16. Products released by this company include the robotics line Mindstorms. FTPE:
[10] Name this Danish toy company whose namesake colored building bricks have been a childrens’ toy mainstay since 1949. 
ANSWER: LEGO
[10] This long running sci-fi Lego line is set largely on the island of Mata Nui, and begins with the six Toa setting out on the “Quest for the Masks,” a notable feature of those characters.
ANSWER: Bionicle
[10] A notable music video built frame-by-frame in Legos is this one, in which a woman instructs the singer, “come and kiss me by the riverside; Bobby says it’s fine he don’t consider it cheating.”
ANSWER: “Fell in Love With A Girl”
17. Though it is not his best known role, this man won a Golden Globe for his appearance in 1995’s Get Shorty. FTPE:
[10] Name this actor whose recent roles have also included Woody Stevens in Wild Hogs and Mike Kennedy in Ladder 49.
ANSWER: John Travolta
[10] Travolta’s best remembered film roles are as Danny Zuko in Grease, and as disco champion Tony Manero in this film. 
ANSWER: Saturday Night Fever
[10] This woman, portrayed by Karen Lynn Gorney, is Tony’s dance partner for the pivotal competition in the film. After they win, he attempts to rape her, but tries to make amends with this woman at the end of the film. 
ANSWER: Stephanie Mangano
18. The team that popularized this offense in the college ranks, Nevada, set a record by having three 1,000-yard rushers in 2009. FTPE:
[10] Name this offense created by Chris Ault that shifts the running back in the shotgun formation from alongside the QB to directly behind him.
ANSWER: Pistol
[10] In 2008, the Pistol came to the NFL when this team, missing injured QBs Damon Huard and Brodie Croyle, installed it with Tyler Thigpen at QB and Larry Johnson at running back.
ANSWER: Kansas City Chiefs
[10] This former Chiefs coach went to the Pistol to take advantage of Johnson’s downhill style. Head coach at Georgia Tech from 2002-2007, he replaced Perry Fewell as head coach in Buffalo before the 2011 season.
ANSWER: Chan Gailey
19. One of the actresses who portrayed one of the titular characters on this show was fired just six episodes into production because the network worried that she would be perceived as lesbian. FTPE:
[10] Name this show in which Meg Foster originally starred with Tyne Daly as the two female NYPD detectives, Christine and Mary Beth, supervised by the Al Waxman-portrayed Lieutenant Bert Samuels. 
ANSWER: Cagney & Lacey
[10] Replacing Foster as Christine Cagney was this actress, who would go on to play Debby Novotny on Queer as Folk. She also played Maggie Philbin on Switch.
ANSWER: Sharon Gless
[10] Gless’s costar, Tyne Daly, had earlier been in an episode of this Hawaii-set police drama starring Tom Selleck as the titular investigator.
ANSWER: Magnum, P.I.
20. One figure in this song notes that “There are many here among us, who feel that life is but a joke” before claiming “this is not our fate, so let us not talk falsely now, the hour is getting late.” For ten points each:
[10] Name this song in which that figure, the thief, discusses fate with the joker, who claims, “there’s too much confusion/ I can’t get no relief.”
ANSWER: “All Along the Watchtower”
[10] “All Along the Watchtower” was written by Bob Dylan and first recorded by this guitar virtuoso who sang “Actin' funny, but I don't know why, ‘scuse me while I kiss the sky” in “Purple Haze”.
ANSWER: Jimi Hendrix
[10] Hendrix headlined a music festival named after this location the year after performing at Woodstock. Technical problems initially interfered with his performance of the song “Machine Gun.”
ANSWER: Isle of Wight
